This is cau<.;ing' g-reat strain to all sections of the 
c()!IlIlHlnity. which is in turn producing a spiritual 
strain upon the saints.

"'ilh the stn'ss of the conflict. Spiritual strain has a 
\"('ry ci<..'tri 111 ('lila 1 elIcct upon the physical and mental 
power". rt'T1<.lcring thc person incapable of fulfilling his 
ministry. 

It is "therefore absolutely necessary that you pull 
up "'hcll you hegin to feci o\'crstrailll'd. The spirit 
lus ... ·s ih buoyancy and the mind its alertness ",hen 
they arc pressed heyond their strenglb, 

The "hole spiritual being becomes dulled, and hence 
relldtrtd tlnfit to co-uperatc w ith the lloly Spirit.

Ilo\\" m;lll\" timcs h;1'"c I heard Christian workers 
hlame the ti;'ed and battcl"l'(\ warrior instead of fccd­
ing him. Do not c'-pect morc from yuur!'>eif or others 
than God docs, 

"Sit Thou," God's Remedy for Spiritual Strain 
If we arc to overCOllle in these days of strain, we 

must learn to rest as \\'cll as to resist. or we shalt 
sOon find ollrseh'{'s in a spnrious fight. Conflict with 
unseen l)(H\"t.:rs has a tendc11cy to disturb the spirit, 
and throw it out of its poisc: then comes strain. 

Th('re \\'as no such strain in Christ's life, and yet it 
was a slrctlu()u<.; life, You n(:\'er find that lIE \\'as 
di~turhcd in spirit. He was always calm; never un­
prepan~d for emergencies: and He reveals the seuet 
of this in Ilis words as recorded in fohn 5 :19-30. The 
Eng!i~hl1\an's Greek Xe\\' Testament bring~ out the 
thought ,"cry clearly that Christ nevcr acted irolll 
llill1sclf. but always from I lis Father. Thus in \"crsc 
19, we reac\. "Jesus therefore answered and said to 
them, Verily, vcrily I say to you, the SOil is able to 
do from] fimself nothing, unless anything He ma)' see 
the Father doing: for whate\'er lle does, these things 
also the Son in like manner docs." ~\nd again, ill \"erse 
30. " T am able to do fr01l1 my!Sclf nothing; e\'en as 
1 hear 1 judge, and my judgment is just, because I 
seek not ::'Ify will, out the will of the Father \\'ho sent 
}\f c." 

l ie knew exactly what His Father wanted Him to 
do. and lie did it: hence there ,\"as llc"er strain 111

Christ has called li S into a similar life of dependence 
upon l limself , Even as He depended entirely upon 
IIis Fat her, so He says to us. "j\part frnm \IE ye 
can do nothing." 

The Life That Makes Reigning Possible 
Jt is only the Christ·life that can enable us to 

reign, We haye 1\\'0 references to it in ROlllans 5. 
In \'er~e 10. we see that we are "saved by sharing in 
H is life" (Collybeare). The meaning of the word 
"sa\'cd" here is 1110re than justification : it is del i\'cr­
ance from ali that would keep liS in bondage. 

Hut in verse 17, we see that we are made kings by 
sharing in His life ,

cial relationship; it is a new element: and Palll says, 
"1£ any Illan he in Christ. he is a 1\(.'\\' creation: old 
things arc passcd away" (2 e(Jr . :; :li). This does not 
refer so much to the state of lhe helic\·er. as to thc 
nature of the element in which thl' believCl' finds him­
se lf in Christ Jesus. which element ne\'er changes. 

The Chr istian llIay fail to adjust himself to all the 
privileges and hkssings that arc his in his nc\V pos i­
tion; but thi s does not alter the element of life which 
i.s his t rue sphere,

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GIVING OURSELVES 
Tnto the life o f a dear brother of my own came this 

experience. The winter was ending. The ice was 
brcakil1g' ill o tt!' nati ve riYer. The freshets \vcre piling 
it up in great gorges along the bank s. A few miles 
abo\"(' our home was a little town at which an im­
mense icc gorge had formed in the ri\·er. JU$t below 
thi s gorge was <111 i:; land, upon which the gorge had 
imprisoned eleven 111el1, \V0111Cn and children. Every 
Ol1e knew the fatc which awa ited them. The instant 
thi s huge ire gorge, with it s grcat weight of \vater 
hehind it, ~ hot1ld break, it would sweep those lives 
011t of exis tence. 

:-'fy brother learned of the s ituation. Putting fifty 
dollars in hi s pocket he hastened to the little town. 
Arri\'ing there he found the I'eople waiting on the 
hanks of the riYer for the catast rophe which secmed 
inCYitahlc. Stepping up to the crowd he offered the 
fifty dollars to any man who would attempt the rescue 
o[ the imperiled ones. But not a mail sti rred. Again 
and again did he r epeat the ofTer, but there caille no 
~ign of r('~ponse. 

Thcn he ~ent a little lad into a nearby store for 
a line. \\"hell he brought it out, my brother tied one 
end of it around his waist. and offered to join with any 
llIan who would r ope himself to him ill an efIort to 
rescue the liH's that were in instant jeopardy of death. 
11Il1IH'fiiat(·ly four men leaped to his s ide, They roped 
them selve s to the sallie line of peril \vith himself, 
and these Ii \'e men, picking their way over the dan~ 
gerous gorge at the imminent hazard of their own 
lives, brought in safety to the shore e\'cry man, 
\\·l)ll\;tn and child upon the ice. \Vhen my brother 
offered mone)' to the people 011 the ri\'er bank, not a 
llIaTl stirred. Hut when they saw him giyc himseli 
and saw the love for these imperiled liycs that was 
back of it. he drew them to his side in an instant.

Bllt d(l you think it was ill \"ain? 

Thl'n the re was Francis Xa\'ier, that 
noble man who, hceding hi!> ~Iaslcr's call, 
da re d to bravc the hanhhips to take the 
gospel, not to one place alone, hut to many 
plac('s. Over the plains of India he went 
afoot . o\'er the T110ulltains of J apall, even 
knocking at the clo~ed <loor of China, 
when he met hi!> (leath, Always preaching, 
baptizing, working for his Lord. His cry 
was, "Yet morc, my God, yet more!" 

Two centuries later came David Brain­
cnl, a man \vhose vcty face spoke of 
Chri!>t. whose zeal for the ~[ast(:r has 
Il('n'r been surpassed, whosc ... horl min­
istry-only four years in length-was so 
full of sacrificia l serviCt.~ that his great 
d('~ire was rcalized, l ie, indeed, "burned 
ou l for Chris!." A short lif e? Yes, yet 
his life and example have inspired many 
o thers, such men as Carey and ~Iartyll, to 
livcs of sacrifice for their Lon.l-mcn who 
"ere unafraid. 

Grcat men there have been- men whc 
dared; but how very fcw. Is it because 
1lI0~t of us agr('e with the lead('rs of the 
Reformation, that the duty oi taking the 
Gospel to the h eathcn rested upon the 
Apostles alone, or that (;od would seud 
special messengers to tcll them?

"Go yc into all 
the world and preach the gospel to every 
creature," and, "1...0, [ am with yotl alway, 
even unto the end of the age," The 
Apo~tles could not li\'e until the end oi 
the age so it did mean the church.
