J\rtu­
ally I h;:I\'c heen carried olT my feet for hlocks by the 
ru"h of people coming from work. It is b~~t to'1:cep 
off the ~trcets durin~ th(' rush hours, In ~ew York 
\n~ han: suhways. or underground railways, surface 
cars and elt:\'atcd railways. One d.:ly 1 was riding in 
011(' of the ele\'ated cars in which there \\'as seated 
a denr old woman, but shc was very, very homely, 
On the other side of the car was a bUllch of four or 
fin .. ' little flapping bobtaih, and they were laughing at 
the hOlllclilH'!'ts of this dear old lady. 

T11('rc was another g-irl 011 the "car, and presently 
she hegan to \veep bitterly. One of the girls finally 
\\'('nt mcr to hN and a~ked her why she was weeping, 
and het ween he'!' sohs she said. "That woman you arc 
langhill!; at is l11y mother. When] was a little girl. 
n fin' hroke out where we were living, and hefore the 
firtlllt.'n got there, my mother went in through thc 
flamcs and ('arri('d Ille to safety, ller face and hands 
were hadly hUrTH'd, and these marks upon her face 
that m<lke her look so homclv are becausc of what she 
snlYercd by rcsetling me f1'o;lI death," The girls who 
WCrt' laughing got off with shamed faces at the next 
stati on. 

\\'hen I saw that. I j11St thought to Illyself: That 
is a picture of the suffering of Jesus, as He hung on 
the no~s in darkness hetween hea\'cn and (,:lrth! 
Those scars on l1is forehead, and the nail prints in Jfi s 
hands were put there for me, He drank that hitter 
cup alone. and as He bow cd Ilis head lie paid the pen­
alty of death for your si n and minco Jesus went 
through the suffering of the cross for you and me, 
and yet there arc many just like those silly girls, who 
sit and look on and laugh. Xow that is the first way 
that we know Him-because of His suffering and 
death. 

Now in the !lcxt place, we arc to know Him by 
His resurrection, I rememher one time that I stood 
by the side of a mother at the gra\'e o f her child, and 
as the casket was lowered into the gra\'e, the crics 

of that broken-hearted mother touched my heart. I 
thank God that there i~ a day coming when a1l that 
511:111 be changed, and those of tiS who bc1inc in Jesus 
ehri<;t shall I ise to meet Ilil11 in douds of glory, and 
crown lJim J\:ing of kings. It will he a glnd day for 
us when \\'C cast our crowns at llis feet. And because 
lie li\"ed, died, and was resurrected, we also shall live 
again, 

In ~c\\' York you sec ragmen going around. They 
o,rry ro\\'bells, and peoplc hring out al1 their filthy 
rag-so all co\"crtd with bacteria, and sell them to them 
for a fe\\, ctnts. These rag-s are taken to a place 
where they are washed and then they are transformed 
into pure, white parchmt:nt-parchl1lent that is so 
('1<-a11 and l:l1re that it can be used ill the officc of a 
king'. :\nd in like mnl1ncr, God picks up souls who 
arc d<:ad in trespas!'cs and sin!'. souls who arc Jlolluted 
with iniquity, and He washes th<:m white in the hlood 
of Christ and breathes into thclll the breath of life, 
and transforms thclll so thoroug-hly that Christ is not 
ash:lllled to call them brethren. 

Thank Gud that Ill' can raise from the dead. \\'hcn 
Jesus died. the king of terrors walked and strutted 
around that scaled tomb and the Roman soldiers kept 
watdl. But the crucified Christ broke the hal'S that 
held lIim and lie lin!;; and becausc He lives, we 
sh:tllli,"e also, And lie says. "Go ye into all the world 
and preach the gospeL" The gospel! J Ie does not 
cOlllmission liS to go and talk about baboons and 
Jllonkeys and so-called science. 

Xot long ago J heard of an old Indian squaw that 
was out on the street selling pies, and people as they 
pa:-sed would hear her cry, " I-fot mince pies! 110t 
mince pies 1" A woman coming by bought a pic, but 
after she had taken a bite, she found that they were 
not hot at all. She wellt hack to the old squaw and 
asked her why she had said they were hot, when they 
\\'('re not hot at all, and the old woman answered, 
"Oh, that is only the name [" There are many people 
who arc going out under a name, but there i ~ noth­
ing ill the name, I was brought up in the Epis­
copal church. and was ordained an Anglican priest. ] 
was confirmed in th.s church and I was a confirmed 
sinner. 

,\t one timc I knew an Episcopa l mi nister who said 
he could !lot .sec how one could know he was sa \'ed. 
I said, "God have mercy on your stingy sou1." But 
that night I saw God speak peace to his soul and he 
W:lS gloriously sa\'ed from a life of sin, and what's 
111ore, he knew he was sa\'cd! How glo rious it is to 
kno\\' that yOli can know that yOtl are saved! And 
the first thing after you arc 5a\'cd is to be endued with 
power from on High and to witness to others, to obey 
the Master's word, "Go ye into all the world and 
preach the GOSPEL to every creature," And that 
doesn't mean to talk about Socrates, or Plato, or 
Aristotle, but it means to preach the gospel, the plain 
gospel, the true and living \Vord of God! God is on 
His throne, and He is there to tal.::e care of His own 
\ .... ork. 

One time I had insurance on llly life, but my wife 
told me I might as welJ let it lapse, because she said 
she wouldn't eyen colJeet it, so ] went to get a cash 
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surrender on that policy. \\'hen J a .. k('d for the ca~h 
surrender, the Illall said. "\\"ho will hur\' \'ou when 
you die ?" .\nd I said the 13ible ~ay~, "1:e1 the dead 
bury their dead." The fellow said he dIdn't kllow 
there was any such scripture as that in the Bible, and 
J didn't know just exactly where it was myself, and 
T had to go home and get my concordance and goo hack 
d(J,,"n therc and sho\\' him where it \\'as. \\"ell, any­
way, 1 got Illy car-.h slirrender. Our hu .. iness is to 
preach tht· gospel and to lean the dead to see to the 
burying bu.,iness. 

Hut to g\) on-I Ie says, ;'Prt'ach thc g-ospel to e\ery 
creature," and you say, "\\'hat is the gospel ?" Fir~t 
of all. the .~ospel of Jcsus Christ is a go"pel of warn­
ing. I was in Johnstown not long after the great flood 
thnc. and I saw the place where the flood had swept 
through, and the terrible (Ic"astation that had bC{"n 
wrought. There was ":1. man hy the nallle of John 
Baker who knew the dam had hurst and \\':1S sure 
the flood was inc\'it;lble, and he rode through the city 
and warned the people that it was coming-. SOllie of 
them took heed and got ollt onto the high ground 
and were safe. but the tIlost of them laughed at him, 
and said that he had ~OI1C mad. The) took no hced, 
and there were O\'cr 2,OClO souls drowned that would 
nut listen to the warnlllg oj John Haker. And ~o we 
may look do\\"n the \"al1<:y of tillle and sce t lu: de­
struction of the mighty God on those who \\"ill not 
heed Ilis \\arnillg. The Bible says, "I Ie that be· 
lic\'(:th not shali be damlled." 

Tn the next placc it is a gospel of repcntancc. Simler, 
yOllr soul is condelllned, yOli arc in a hurning building, 
<lnd there is 110 way out S;l\"C through repentancc and 
the atoning blood of Jesus Chri!)t. Therc was once a 
mall in South America who was studying naturc, and 
he sa\\! a strange thing. One day he came upon a 
small insect hattling with a poisonous spider, and 
when it looked as if the ins('ct \\"ere almust finished, 
it would go hack to a plant that was nearhy, and from 
that it would l:icem to get a new supply of energy and 
strength, and each till1e would go back to the Imttle. 
It did this some thirt\" of fort\' time::;, and each time 
camc back with r<.'IH~wed l:itrcngth. The naturalist 
relllo\'ec! the plant and whell the insect came back and 
found no plant. it fell down and ditd. \\'c are fight­
ing again:,;t principalities and powers and the serpent, 
th t hissing sc'rpent of sin. The serpent's sting would 
bring- death, but tht'rc is life for us through contact 
with the atoning blood of Jesus. In the same way 
as that insect callie hack to that plant, wc can ('"ome 
ba('k to the blood of Jesus Christ. and the power of 
1~ is hlood \\-ill counteract all the poison of thc world 
about liS. The atoning blood of Jesus Christ is thc 
only thing that can counll'ract the poison. 

1 am glad tonight that by the di\·ine love of Jesus 
Chri!)t. we ha\'c a connecting lillk with God. :\l1d so 
the gospel is a gospel of repentance, and hy this road 
we enter the kingdom of God. YOll may hide yOlll' 
nil thoughts and actions from the world for a little 
while . but let me tell yOll. Illy brother, you arc not 
hidi ng frol11 God, a nd "\V hat soever a Illall soweth, 
that shall he also reap." And if you so\\" the seeds 
of righteQusness you will reap cte rnal life. But "He 
that belic\'eth not !)hall be damned," and that Ineans 
that he shall go to hell. And I don't believe that 
mcans that we \\"ill go to purgatory, but it means 
that wc will go to h-e·I·I, HELL! and ollce yo u get 
int o that place you will ne\'er cOllle out. Th(;re is 
only onc way that you may escape, and that is to turn 
away from your sin, and get back to God. REPEXT! 

Hepe ntance is not a popuhr doctrine. God spoke 

to Ell l'oncernllll; his sons who "ere living- in :.-om, 
and he failed ttl rcprO\ c them: hut t;oc! showed Sam­
uel that he \Hmld dt'al with the ~Itllation, and I am 
hl're to sa\" that God killed Iloth tho..;(' ('\'il Tll('n on 
onc day.

'1 am kccping thc thievc .. and the monkeys 
away from the compol1nd. a<l,:\ I am pray­
ing all the time.'

The Lord has given tne a 
job. and 50 I do not mind even if I 
am blind, for 1 can stay h ere and pray."

1 dill not ha\'C the languagc yct, but thc 
Lord /o:<Jve me an Aaron, a vcry able Bihlc 
woman. Little hy little the Lord began 
to work, and wc wcre greatly encouraged. 
Thc interest increased unlil it ~eelll d as 
though th e whole villagc was going to turn 
10 Gotl; but olle morn ing" a little boy ran 
out to mect us and said, "Don't come, for 
\\"e have a new priest, and we arc going 
to \\orship Ihc god thaI he ha~ put up. 
Ill' has put U[J a new god for liS." Thc 
work had secmcd so very cncouraging, 
but now my heart became heavy. and I 
felt so discouraged 10 sec th e peoplc all 
turning to this new !{od. I WCllt back 
and cricd to Ihc Lord about this, and lie 
lold me to go hack again to Ihc work. 
JU~I as 1 f{ot hack 10 Ihe villagc. we saw 
an old ox-cart that was making a turn. 
and it ran right ovcr thc idol and smashed 
il I went 10 the peoplc and said, "Scc 
what has happrned 10 your god." \Ve 
continued our work, antI ~incc that lime 
we ha\'C bapli7.Ctl from lift" to one hun­
dred com'erts from that \"illarre. all(1 a 
Humher of them <.:rc in lite training ~chool 
10 il'arn to work for Je~us. 

\\'e teach that the children should bc 
clothed, for we find Illally of them wcar­
ing ,'ny iew clothes in the village~. You 
cannot sav to lilcm, '"Be clothed," unlcss 
,'ou call h'clp to clothe them; so we ha,·e 
to provitle clothes for them. 11y friends 
in America c10thc illY babies in the Kur­
~cr\' a t Bara Banki. One Chrislmas wc 
ga~e all Ihe chi!drtn in Ih c Suuday School 
a garment, and tried to teach thcm th at 
thc\" 11l11q wcar them. and that it was nice 
alu\ proper to wear c10lhing to cover their 
nakcdness. One day one of the lillic boys 
camc to school with no clothing on. and 
we sa id to him, "Go home and put on 
some clothes." He wcnt home and washed 
his h;ltIds and face just as little boys do. 
and camc back wea'·:I1& on hi s head a lit ­
tle \\hitc hat. Tt"'day he has leamcd bet­
tcr, and he is a\l""y to training school, and 
sOllie day he will prcach the gospel. 

Thc Lord talkcd to me about babies 
in India. and showed mc that hc wanted 
me to gathcr Ihem in, and bring thcm 
up for Himself. I talked to my sister, 
but shc said, "You know the Lord has 
Cf-Iled me to preach the gospcl in the \'il­
lagcs, hul you do what God bas told you 
to do." In two weeks' time there werc 
fourtcen babies that had come to us. Since 
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that time we have had sixlv babies and 
little iolk5, all under the ~ge of scven 
years. 'I he Lord has been ,lith us, and 
~\"(' havc had some remarkable hcalings, 
and othe r indications of His presence in 
thc work. \\'e are teaching the little 
childrell about Jcsus, and Illany of thcm 
arc coming 10 know him. 

Little Jennie callle 10 us when 5he was 
abollt fivc year!-i old. One day I took 
her to thc hazaar with me when I was 
buying rice and other thing'S and shc 
saw four or five men worshiping an idol. 
A littlc irown puckcred her face , and she 
said. "'J.;n·t it too bad that they don't wor­
ship Je~\Is?" I said to her, "Jcllnie, do 
\'ou rl mcmbcr when yOU worshiped idols 
iike Ihat?" She said. "Ycs, I had to 
wash tilt: old dirty th'ngs many a time." 
I !-iaid. "Arc yOll glad that you havc 
I('amed to wor..,hip J c!>t\s now, and do not 
ha"e to \\"or!'>hip thosc dumb idols?" She 
replied, "."-fter kno\\ing Jcsus, how could 
anyone go back to worship mud?" Shc 
taught mc a lesson, and I thought that 
.liter w(' as a Pentecostal people have tast­
cd Pcntecost. and havc Icarned to wor ­
ship God in Spirit and in truth, how can 
we go back to the old order of things 
again? 

One morning I wakrned anti heard a 
wail a.~ a little baby was hrought to us. 
The infant only weighed 20 pounds, and 
was ~o emaciatcd Ihat it hardly looked as 
though she \\'oul(1 live. \Ve had to fecd 
her wilh a fountain pen fillcr, but the Lord 
gave us he r life, and I Ie has rai~ed up 
Illany littlc ones who would now be dcad 
hut for lIis infLnite grace. 

Little Huby was eight years old, and 
apparently dying with fever. As she lay 
at dealh'~ door I cricd, "Oh GO(!. spea k to 
Ihe pcople in thc homcland, and tetl thcm 
of Ollr nerd." I was counting on this 
littlc one to help us soon in the work. The 
Lord answered prayer, and hlessccl!y 
healcd her. 

A ~uq.;con . a nativc of India, who saw 
how God undertook in this case said, 
"~I iss Sahib. \'our God is a wonderful 
God!" lIe sur~ly is. 

\\ 'hen ~lattie Pcrsoneus waS suffering 
with typhoid recently, this doctor heard 
she wa~ ill, and visitrd her. H c ~aid to 
hcr, '"M iss Sahib, you have enteric, and 
you ought to 1::-0 to a hospital," but the 
Lord laid Hi~ hands on Si~ter Personeus, 
and the surg-eon tcstified, "1 know your 
God hcals." 

In 1922 when Ghandi was creating such 
a stir throughout India, all white people 
had to Icave thc yillages, and take refuge 
in garrison cilics. The pcoplc would go 
arouncl shouting, "Down with white pco­
ple! Victory to Ghandi [" They wou ld 
cOllie and hamm er on the door of our 
housc, and it was 50 dilap:dated that it 
would havc heen an casy matter for them 
to b reak through .

said, "\\'e will hUll I dO\\11 tho~e men and 
hang thcm." \Ve said we didn't want those 
men hang-cd. \\'e wanh'd thclII to know 
Je~us. Th~ Lord touched the hearts oi 
two of tholoc mcn, and ble,scdly sa"ed 
them. 

During the last four years the Lord 
has let m open up four new stations. He 
has sent us to \\ itnes,> to two million 
people in our di~trict, allrl is giving u~ 
fruit fllr our labors. \\'e have hundreds 
of Chri.~tiaIlS who [\;IvC learned to know 
je~u~ Chri:-.t as their Saviour l'OU ask 
"Do missions pay?" I know that Illis~ 
sions Vay.
