There 
an' tinH's for anion, and times for rest: times o£ con­
st'ious growth, and times when there is apparently 
none. \Vith Israel tll('n~ was action when they sprin­
kled the passo\'Cr blood, forsook Egypt, and crossed 
the Sea. [t was not, however, a Illere human activity 
although it was human, and the human must he, every 
hit of it, in our going, but it was the human Di\'inely 
guidt'd and quit'kcned. That makes all the difference. 
Lazy humanity gds no where in re ligion, while mere 
hUlI1a n activity hrings ('{)Ilfusion and contention. But 
the yielded human. guided by the I £oly Spirit, brings 
liherty and harmony with God, 

But the time came to brael when the Cloud which 
had guided their going stood still; it movcd no farther.

\Vithout needed quiet waiting, meditation, and COIll­

lIlunion with the I.ord the activity becomes o nly hu ~ 
mall and there is little li fe or refreshing- in it. \Vho 
was ever more acti\'(' than J esus, and. who performed 
greater works than fTc? From early dawn to sett ing 
stln lie was either cleansing a leper, rai ~ing the dead. 
healing' the sick . or teaching the llluititudes. But He 
knew the need and \'alue of soul rest and waiting 
he fore the Father. "TIc went into a solitary place 
and there prayed," li e arose a great while before 
day and prayed. I\nd, at times, lie spe nt the entire 
ni~ht in prayer to God. I Ie gave unto His disc iples 
SOI11<-' of Ilis own power and they returned from active 
service saying, "£ven the devil:; arc subject unto us 
in thy name," But I Ie saw another grea.t need for 
thelll a.nd ~mid. "Come ye apart into a desert p lace 
and re!'t a while." If we can learn to go fr011l the 
secret closets of our souls to the active responsibilities 
of our Christian sen- icc, and from these again to our 
SC('l'et closet s. much more will be done for the Lord, 
and how much sweeter and enjoyable will be the 
service. 

Then progress i., made up of diverse expericnc-es, 
some of which are joyous, and others grievous_ 'What 
joy must ha,-e come to Israel when the Sea divided 
and they marched triumphantly through! Behold 
their triumph o\'er their foes! But soon they were to 
enter the desert to places of no water, and others of 

waters of bitterness; to a land of drought where was 
lacking the \'Cry bread of life, But all these .are part 
of the plan of progress, There is no danger 111 meet­
ing with spiritual drought where the 1101y Spirit docs 
not manifest rris presence as Ife may have done at 
tilll('s hefore, if we arc walking in the plan of qod. 
So long as the soul is conscious of its net:d and I1n· 
plores the Lord to slake its th!rst. and the '_hirst. of 
others who are wear)" there IS hope of ret resiling 
(rom the presence of the Lord. 

There is danger when Ol1e is leaked out, but has 
become in(lifTerent to his pan.:hcd ('onditicln, and hac; 
ceas('d to )'t'iUI1, and earnestly pray, for the waters 
of life that he might enjoy its refreshing as in fo rmer 
days. Indifference, 110t need, is the curse of the Ch r~ s­
tian Church. lie who said, "T will pour \\-aters on hUll 
that is thirsty and Aoods uJlon the dry ground," fulfill s 
it still. Both during their marc h, and in times of rest, 
Israel was also to gather each man his portion of 
llIanna nery day, and that sou l is safe who, whether 
active in the work. or seemingly set aside, continues 
to find his portion fr0111 the wonderful \Vord of Life, 

Further. progress brings de\eloplllent in the plan 
of God. 1t would be folly to follow every new th ing, 
but it is a lso folly to refuse to Illove \'l ith the Lord. 
Previous to deliverance frol11 Egypt each family in 
l sracl was a little sovereignty, l3ut this could lead to 
independence of each other, so God, in the de\-elop­
ment of I fi s plan, separated the tribe of Levi to be~ 
come the Priesthood. He would have them to see that 
it was to he no longer independent effort, "every man 
doing that whic h was right in his OWI1 eyes," but God 
would have them a great redeemed brotherhood-the 
family of God-with one law, one Zion, and one cen· 
tel' of their worship. Independence and self-will are 
to be d ethroned in the fell owship and se rvice of God. 
The Ch urch does not consist of mere independent be~ 
lievers , hut of believers who "by Ol1e Spirit are bap~ 
tized into one b~dy," who are "members one of an· 
other," and \\'ho \'altle their relationship, since "If onc 
member suffer all the members su ffer with it," The 
body of which they are members is "fitly joined to­
gethC'r and ('ompacted hy that which every joint sup· 
plieth. and make th increase (not just of one's individ­
ual self) but of the body unto the ed ifying of itself in 
love." Our scat of go\,ernlllcnt is the City of God: 
our center and head is our Lord J esus Christ. Be~ 
ware of a carnal independcnece and desire to be, or 
to ha\·e. something just for oneself. 

Progress also brings deeper insight into truth than 
that ju~t secn on the surface. Israel looked for Ca­
naan with its old corn and wine, a nd they did well. 
for suC'h was the promi:ic o£ God. But, in the midst 
of their march, God, in sett ing apart the Levites said. 
"T.e,·i shall have no inheritance in the land, the Lord 
is his inheritance," Does this not intimate that, even 
in Canaan, there was something richer than its fruit· 
ful charms, and that was to be the Lord Himself? 

In no sense would we minimize the promised bless~ 
ings . Some fa in would say, "Once it was the bless ing 
but now it is the Blesser," who nC\'er have entered 
Canaan or tasted its fruit s or corn, Not so Levi. They 
entered the land, feasted on its fruits, drank its crystal 
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.. vaters, and rejoiced in its rich bestowments as much, 
and perhaps more, than others of the chosen tribes, 
Closeness to God does 110t reject His fayors, and those 
who will not haye thc~e do not have Him. E'-ery 
manifestation of His gifts and graces are needed and 
should be carefully treasured. but thOlt which would 
safeguard their abuse is to have a heart whose af­
fections are set on 1 Jim. rejoicing in His besto,,·­
ments, but not using them as tOYS, but as ~anetified 
and appreciated tokens of His fa\'or to be held and 
used for lIis glory at the bidding of His will. 

The progress too of the one is the progress of the 
mally. Miriam murmurcd and was smitten with lep­
rosy and the mareh of all Israel was stayed. lIer 
sin hindered the cntire camp. In contrast :-,(oscs went 
to the Tent of \Vorship and the glory of God appcared. 
rsrael looked upon the sight, felt its spiritual influ­
ence, and worshiped. \\'hat a difference between the 
eITeet of the two! "Xo man liveth \1nto himself, and 
no man dieth unto himself." \Vhat you arc is con­
tagious. If you arc a hindrance others are hindered; 
if you are living in the Spirit and are a blessing, oth­
ers are blest. God help u!-; to "grow in grace and in 
the knowledge of our Lord and Sayiour Jeslls Christ 
to whom be glory fore\'er and ever. Amcn." 

THE FRUIT OF THE SPIRIT 
Now we come to the fruit of the Spirit: love, joy, 

peace. Delicious fruit, isn't it? You can't make a 
bad tree bring forth good fruit; but if the tree is 
a good one it wil1 certainly bear good fruit; it can't 
help it. And so, if a man's heart is right, his life 
will be right. "The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, 
peace, long-suffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, 
meekness. tempe rance: against such there is no law." 

If we live in the Spirit, let LIS walk in the Spirit . 
Someone has said that you might just sum up the 
fruit of the Spirit in one word-IO\'e. Love covers it 
all, covers all those nine things-"love, joy, peace, 
10ng-sutTering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, 
tempcrance." The same person has put it in this way: 

"Joy is only love exulting, love just bubbling up 
in our hearts. Peace is love in repose, love resting. 
Long-suffering is love untiring, the temper of those 
full of the Spirit. Gentleness is love in society, the 
way we act. Our gentler goodness is love in action. 
Faith is love on the battlefield. Meekness is love at 
school. Temperance is love in training." So really 
you can sum it all up in one word-"love." "The 
fruit of the Spirit is love." LOVE. 

ECCENTRICITY 
If yOIl ha\'e much of the Spirit of God, it is not 

unlikely you will be thought deranged by many. \Ve 
judge men to be deranged when they act differently 
fr01l1 what we think to be according to prudence and 
common sense, and when they come to conclusions 
for which we can see no good reasons. Paul was 
accused of being deranged by those who did not un­
derstand the views of things under which he acted. 
No doubt Festus thought him crazy, that much learn­
ing had made him mad, but Paul said, "1 am not mad, 
most noble Festus." His conduct was so stmnge, so 
novel, that Festus thought it must be insanity, b ut 
the truth simply was, he saw the subject so clearly 
that he threw his whole soul into it. Festus and the 
rest were entirely in the dark in respect to the 
Illotive by which he was actuated. This is by no 
means uncommon. l'vIultitudes have appeared, to 
those who had no spiritual ity, as if they were de-

ranged. Yet they saw good reasons for doing as they 
did. God was leading their mind!! to act in such a 
way that those who were not spiritual could not see 
the reasons. You must make up your mind to this, 
and so much the more, as VOtt live the morc above 
thc world and walk with God.-Charles G. Finney in

Its riassifil'atiolls ar(.' many. It can assume a thou­
sand varied and opposite fOrllls. pride of oOlce, pride 
of denomination, pride of ancestry, pride of scholar­
ship, pride of looks, pride of eloquence, pride of talent, 
pride of SUC('csS, ett.

("'oming of our Lord Jesu s Christ" ( I Thess. 5:23). 
A thing PRESERVED is kept PERFECfL Y. 

Tn J-Icb. 3 :14 we are told, "For we arc made par­
takers of Christ if we hold the beginning of our con­
fidence stedfast unto the end." \Ve arc made par­
takers of HIS life, health, strength, vigor and h oli ­
ness. One translation is, ";\[ade PARTNERS of 
Christ." One partner has all the other has. The Bible 
says that the sain ts are joint he irs with Christ. This 
is pal-tnership. Is not all this truly a "GREAT REC-
01tPEi'\SE of reward"? And all this reward is j~st 
for con fide nce. ll ow necessarv for us to know what 
confidence is, and then HAVE this confidence to­

wards God. 
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In John 5:1..J-.lj, wc read. ".\nd this is the confidcm'c 
that we h~l\e in him that if we a~k anything accord· 
ing to hi~ wili, he hearcth us; and if wc know that 
he hear us. wllatc\'cr we a~k, we know that we 11<\\"c 
the petilioll~ that \\'c desire of him." Confidence i~ 
to K:\O\V that we ha\'e what we ask God for. not that 
we S I fALL have it sometime. but that we DO have it 
i\O\\', i\ot that we hUJle for it. or expect it. but that 
\\'e lIAVE it now. 110\\ are we to know that we han 
it? God docs not say that we know wc have it bc­
cause we sec it, feel it or experience it. He tells us 
a way we can KXQ\V we ha\'e it even if we cannot 
sec it, feel it or experience it. Somctimes we havc 
these proofs, but sometimcs we do not ha\'e C\'en one 
of them, and yet God says we can 1\::\0\\' of a cer­
tainty, that we do ha\'e no\\' the thing we ask for. 

In the first part of the d1apter (1 John 5) the apos· 
tIc has been talking of the new birth and a life of full 
obedience to God. Until we are born again, and keep 
llis commandments, we CA:-.JI\OT have confldence. In 
a fcw minutes we can get born again, and can set our 
hcarts to forc\'er fully obey God in all things, and God 
will accept the purpose to obey Him, and wc then can 
havc confidence. In \'ersc 14 the apostle shows us that 
what we ask is to be according to God's will. How 
can we know if it is according to !lis will? The Bible 
is God's EXPHESSED will. 1£ we ask for anything 
God has promised, it is Ilis will to gi\'e or do it. 1Ieet 
carefully and fully all the conditions God has gi\'en, 
then ask for the thing, in Jesus' name, and \'erse 14 
says, "He heareth us." Here is where the confIdence 
that brings such nlanclous rewards iteJls in and says , 
"This thing is promised ill His \\'ord, a nd I have met 
all the ('o!~ditions, and :\'O\V lIe hears, because 'Faith­
illl is he that promised \\'ho also \\llLL do it.' I3c­
cause lIc is faithful 1 K:\O\V I HAVE the thing Jle 
promised e\en though I do not see or feci it." 

Do not cast away this precious confidence that says. 
"I KNO\V J JlAVE IT." Iioid fast the confidence and 
the rejoicing of the hope. Rejoice, praise, and bc 
thankful. he glad and jubilant because you can declare, 
"1 J lAVE IT." Hold the beginning of your confidence 
stedfast unto the end. Do not weaken. relax or \('t 
down in thi s the least hit until the enu. which means 
that you can see. feel. and enjoy that which you have 
declared "f ] fA VE." 

Ilow this honors God, to believe when e"ery sensc 
contradicts Ilim. God says . "Theil! that honor mc I 
will honor," and 11e does this by making real what 
"ou have belie\'ed for. One translation of Mark 11: 
24 is, "\Vhen you pray, bclie\'e yOll HAVE received 
what you ask for. and you shall have it." This is the 
confidence that declares "I lIAVE it." God's law to 
evcry obedient child of II is is. "13E it as thou hast 
believed." Not, be it as YOll see, feel or experience, 
but as you BELIEVE. Confidence says "I HAVE it," 
and God sa\'S, "Be it as tholl hast belie\'cd," and the 
thing is )'O~lrs. God so longs to be ~)elie\'e~ .without 
proof or e,·idcnce. lIe stands watchlllg, walhng, and 
the moment lIc sees you truly belicn. lie cries out, 
"Be it as thou has believed," and it is yours. God 
will never change this decree or cease to execute it. 
Just believe J lim, and "fight the good ,fight of faith" by 
refusing to let one dOllbt or question enter when 
Satan brings them lip. "He that wa\,ereth \\'ill not 
receive anything of the Lord" (James 1:6,7). To 
waver is to wonder, question, doubt, or to try to see 
or feel. Not wavering is to sec nothing hut the }\l~ 
mighty faithful God, and ITis word, and just know that 
you ha\'e that thing for which you ask. and for whie.h

James M. Gray, President of the ~toody 
Dlhle imtltule of Chicago, spoke 011 d 
great subject with deep conviction more 
than a dozen ycars ago. 

H e was writing a prefactory commen­
datiou o f "Christiauity <lnd Anti-Chri~ti­
auity" by Bishop Samu el J. Andrews, D. 
D The book treats first o f the teachings 
of the Old and New Testaments respect­
ing the Allti Christ and the falling away 
of the Church, and then of the temleTlcic!:> 
which are preparing the way for lhe 
final climax of the age. It concludes with 
a foreview of the actual reign of the Anti­
Christ on earth as the head of the nations. 
Dr. Gray said that he did not necessarily 
agree with every illtcrpn~tiltion of Bi!:>hop 
Andrews, bllt then added: " lI ere are no 
wild fancies, 110 foolish sett ing of times 
and seasons, no cl"lule and se nsational in­
terpreta tions of prophecy, bUl a ca lm set­
ting forlh of what the Bible says on the 
most important subject for these times. 
The Christian leader who docs not know 
thC'sC' things is no leader, but the blinJ 
leadin g the blind." 

In the light of the above, and of the 
statements in the book itself. how strange­
ly significant the prophetically pre!{nant 
event'! of the dozen yea rs which have 
elapsed since the foregoi ng werc written; 
and how even m ore strang-ely signifi cant 
the rec.,;o lltly uttered decla ratioll s which 
appear below. 

Calvin Coolidge, President o f th t· Unit­
ed States of Am erica, said in his Mem­
orial Day address, J..fay 3D, 1925: 

"What America needs is to hold to its 
ancient and well -char ted course. 

"Our country was conceived in the 
th eory of loca l self-government. It ha s 
becn dedicated by long practice to that 
wise and bcnefici en t policy. It is the 
foundation principle of ou r system of lib­
erty. It makes the largest promise to 
the freedom and developm ent of the in­
dividllaJ. It!; preservation is worth all 
the effort and all the sacrifice thilt it may 
cost. 

"It cannot be dcnied that the present 
tendency is not in harmony with this 
spirit. The individual, instead of work­
ing out his own salvation and securing his 
own freedom by establishing his own 
economic lind moral independence by his 
own industry and his own self-mastery, 
tends to throw himseH on some vague 
inAuen ce which he denominates society 
and to hold that in some way responsible 
for the sufficiency of his support and 
the morality of his actions. 

"The local political units likewise look 
to the ~tates, the sta tes look to the nation , 
and nations are beginning to took to some 
vague organization, some nebulous con­
course of humanity, to pay their bills and 
ten them what to do. This is not local 
self-government. It is not American. It 
is not the method which has made thi3 
country what it is. We cannot maintain 

Ihe \Vestern standard of civilization on 
that theory. If it is supported at ali it 
will have to be supported 011 the prin­
ciple of individual responsibility ... , 

" If we permit some one to come to 
support us we cannot prevent some one 
coming to govern us. If we arc too weak 
to lake char6'c of our own morality we 
shall nol be strong enough to lake charge 
of our own liberty. 

"If we cannot govern ourselves, if we 
cannot observe the law, nothing remains 
but to have some one else govern us, to 
have the law enforced against us and to 
step down from the honorable abiding 
place of freedom to the ignominious abode 
of servitude," 

Benito Mussolini, Dictator of Ttaly 
(and either the possible coming Sov­
ereign of the reviving Roman Empire 
or ebe forcshadowing the comi ng of that 
Sovereign), compelled the world·s atten­
tion when he declared-as reported in 
new spapcr despatches August 18: 

'·r maintain thcre can be no such th inb 
as liberty. Liberty exi st s on iy in th(, 
ima gination of philosophers, who seek 
their ullpractica l phi losophy from the sky. 
My philosophy is drawn from very ncar 
thl,! c:lrth for those of the earth. 

"Civilization is the inversion of person-
al liberty. . Mass cannot govern mass; 
quantity cannot govern quantity." 

Referr ill ,1:!" to Juliu s Caesar, 1-1ussolini 
declared: "11e is my id eal , my ma~ter. 
Julius Caesar is the greatest man that 
ever lived." 

Speakin g of the prospects of Europe, 
)'{\I<;solini said: "Europe has a n enormous 
reserve of vitality. 'I'here is nothing de­
cadent abOut the old continent. . If 
Europe were in a ~tate of decline, It alv 
would be the weakes t of her countri c~, 
c:oll<;idcring that she is the most an cicnt. 
But I taly is very strong and vigorous. 
Nothill~ can stop her advance." 

Do the foregoing three utterances point 
in the same direction? Do they poi nt to­
wards the world's prophesied soon-com­
ing despotic ruler? " In the mouth of 
two or three witnesses shall every word 
be established" (2 Cor. 13:1). 

Still More Staggering! 
As if in unconscious confirmation of the 

startling foregoing statements a well 
kn own English writer bas yet more re­
cently dec1ared-

That if God does not miraculou sly 
intervene, the human race must ere lon g 
plunge into an era of disaster "nparal ­
leled in human histor y! \Vhy? 

Because science, once devoted predom­
inantly to preservation, is n&w devoted 
predominantly to annihilation; this de­
spite the fa ct that at no t ime in the his­
tory of the world has preventive and rem­
edial science made greater strides toward!, 
the physical betterment of the race, and 
its temporal wellbeing in times of p·eace 

But there are thGse who believ(' that 
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its strides in the opposite direction have 
been in certain respects even more rapid, 
and who suPPOrt this view by a start­
ling array of facts-such for example as 
the following: 

"Machine-guns spitt ing forth a fan­
shaped tail of 6,000 bullets ~ millwte. 

A eroplanes at a height of severa l miles, 
drooping bombs weighing 4,300 Ibs., and 
creating destruction over the rad ius I)f a 
mile. 

" Guns with a range of 150 miles. And 
"Tanks which, concealed in their own 

smoke, can out-distance the fleetest 
hound-

"All these things are HERE NOW!" 
Hitherto America's isolation has been 

her security, hut it seems that with th e 
rapid development of a self-dest roy ing 
ci\·ilization, the germs of universal mora! 
c:olltaltion have karned to more th<111 keep 
pac~. 

And this is one of two reasons (the 
other is g ivcn below) why America today 
is leading the world in crime, and divorce, 
and pleasure-seeking, and lawlessness. 
This i" one rea<;on why she spent over 
$3,000,000,000 last year in criminal prose­
('ution-far more than her combined gifts 
to benevolent and religious institlltions. 
This is one reason why her citizens com­
mit 10,000 or more murders per year anJ 
<rO largely unpunished therdor; and why, 
as a g-reat jurist of Chicago has said, 
" \Ve have unconfined in thc United 
States more killers than we have clergy­
men of all denominations, Or male teach­
er$ in our schools, or al l !i1wycrs, judges 
and magi strates put together, and three 
times the combi ned number of our edit­
()r~, reporters and writers, and 52,000 
more slayers at large than We have 
policemen." 

Yes, "one reason why," but the other 
re;l son is bccause the Church has failed , 
or at be~t has on ly pa rtially succeeded. 

If the late Henry W atterson were liv­
ing, what would he say today? This is 
what he said years ago: "Surely the fu~ 
tlll·e looks black enough, yet it holds a 
single hope. One power, and one alon!! 
can arrest the de scent and save us. This 
is the Christian religion. Democracy is 
hut a side issue The parilmount issue 
underlying democracy is the religion of 
'Ch ris t an(1 Him crucified,' the bedrock 
of civil iza t ion." 

But H enry \Vatterson's plea to the 
CIHlrch. and likewise the w2rnings of 
other far-Feeing teaders, have suffered 
la nrelv the same fate as those of the 
prophets of old-they llavc gone well­
nigh unheeded. 

And the world plunges on-until today 
it is facing a cataclysm the like of which it 
has never known. The fumes of hell 
are: bst em'eloping thc entire human race. 
T he yawning chasm lies just ahead. Hell 
hath enl:Jrged her borders to receive the 
last fatal pIun:re of a reckless race. And 
no false optimism can prevent that 
plunge! 

There is but one remedy. Not reform­
ation , for that touches only man's ex­
terior. Not education, fOr that, too, leaves 
the heart unchanged, as Our jails i1nd 
prisons bear solemn witness. One illus­
tration of the latter will suffice. In the 
Federal Penitentiary at Leavenworth, as 
pointed Ollt by a writer in the Christiau 
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Hrrald (September 19, 1925), there are 
today thirty physicians "en'illg ::.cntcl1t:e, 
to say nothing of the representatives oi 
other prlolfessions and !Skilled occupation", 
And of the !'>ixty·::.ix classes in the night 
school forty-three are conducted by col­
lege graduates I Education alone ilj no 
remedy for Illoral di"ea~e 

But th<:re is a remedy-GoJ's remedy­
the immediate world_wide proclamation 
of the gospel th.ough the Church of J esus 
Cmist-not the Church's rapturous trans· 
lation to realm:. abo\'e before its com, 
missioned task on earth is finished, but 
its repentant transformation and thell ih 
implicit obedience 011 this earth wher.: 
God Put it and where through His SOll 
lIe commanded it to "preach the ~ospd 
to every creature." 

The case of "bloody Herrin;' Iran" 
formed by the power of a faithfully pro­
claimed gospel, provcs ioreHr that th(: 
gospel of Christ is stili, "the pow<:r ("II 
Cod unto salvation to everyone that he 
lieyeth; to the ]<:w fir:.t, and also to thl! 
Greek" (Rom. 1:16). 

Let the go!'>pe l be as faithfully ami 
prayerfu lly proclaimed to e\'ery commun­
ity on earth (for this is the Church's 
task), alld unnumbered million!; will weep 
their way to the Cross of Cah'ary.
