"Every Catholic churdl in Mcxico is 
to he closed the 3ht of J Illy, There arc 
~c\'t'ral hUllclred church huildings of the 
different denominations thaI will remain 
open. hut only four PClltecostal church 
huildings! The Catholic religion in ~lex­
ico ha!l lle\'er becn other than a barrier 
to pro~res~, an incuba tor (If idolatry. ~u­
perstitioll and hatred, an oppressor of the 
poor, especially of the Indian-hut now, 
{'\'Cll her churchc!I arc to be closed. For 
yt';tr5 we have tried to impress 011 our 
people the need of missionary work in 
Old Mexico. but our cry has sel'111ed to 
fall on deaf cars and har<IClled hearts, for 
ll1iUlY seemed to lidieve that other lands 
needed the gosl)el 1IIore than Mexico. 
Surely by now they rea]i7e their mistake 
and the opportuuity we ha\'e let slip hy 
lIS \\'hat would it lIIeall if we had a 
church building for everyone of our mis­
sions in Mexico, tlul11berinR" some twenty­
five al the present time? Everyone of 
these cotdd throw their doors open e\'ery 
day in the year and preach the full gos­
pel to a people that have now been de­
pri\'ed of the only rc-ligioll they have 
known for centuries-a religion with only 
an empty center and a brittle shell, 

"It is not yet too latc to do something 
for ~fexico. In sOll1e twellty of these As­
semblies a building can be built for three 
hundred dollars cach: hut in Monterrey 
and Mexico City scveral thousands of dol­
lars will be needed, Praycr shottld go up 
ill all our American assemblics from 
Maine to California, from Ca nada to the 
Gulf of Mexico for our Mexican Pente­
co~tal brethrcn in ~fexico who now can­
no, assemble as Tormerly in their little 
adobe halls where they have worshiped 
God in Spirit and in Truth.
