It wa~ easy to recognize 
sOllle of them as artist~ for their hair was 
1(,l1g and they wore velvet coats. The 
majority did 1I0t he tray their profession. 
In tlli~ djstillglli~h('d company I cOllvers'!d 
freely, for Ihe 1-:;\tll(~ril1g had received Ille 
'1lI one of thl.'ir nUl11hl:r. not hecause I 
,\a~ an arti"'t, not hccall~c I was a great 
THall III the city ,tnt! had sOllie SI)ccial 
privileges. nor hiltl I performed some rc­
m;lrkahlc decd which called forth the ap· 
preciatioll of tile people, but simply be­
cause a few days hdore an artist had given 
mc an invitation to the gathering and on 
the ~tn'lIgth of thOlt arti~t's in\'itation I 
el:joyed the t'iite company.

It was an invitation to a life of faith. 
"\\'here d\\'ellc~t thou?" Oh, He dwelt 
in places which would stumble sOll1e. The 
Son of man had 110t where to lay His 
IIt"ad. The aile who dc~ircs to know close 
intimacy with the Lord jesus Chris t must 
know it along the line of faith. Come 
then and dwe ll where li e dwells. The 
secrets of Ili s inner life arc divulged only 
to those who li\'e wit h Il im in the closer 
intimacy of sweet fellowship. To see 
His miracles wrought would not satisfy 
ior long. \Ve would tire of seeing mir­
acles wrol1ght, but th ere is one thing the 
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soul never tires of. it is sweet fellowship 
with til(' Lord Jesus Christ. I have 
attencled a number of the meetings of 
Brother Stephen Jeffrey's and have seen 
so lIlany mira('ies wroug-ht through the 
Lord JeslIs Christ that they have not that 
peculiar magnetism they once had. 1 have 
watched the eyes of the blind being op­
ened and deaf cars unstopped until 1 have 
grown weary of tlte sight.

II 
is an invitation to a Ro\\ing life. "Out 
oi him shall flow rivers of living waters." 
1I0w often we ha\'e tried to give a word 
of testimony, hut there was no flow about 
the words. \\'e see a person in need and 
yeam to gi\'c the V,rord, and yet 50me­
how we arc dumb, or if we have ,poke!) 
the words how awkwardly they have been 
given. 

r remember being in a car once and op­
posite me there was a yOtlng man with 
his feet on the cushions of the other 
scat. He was making a great exhihition 
of his colored socks. and I \vas just yearn 
iug to speak to him' about the Ide in the 
Hall' Ghost. III the English trains there 
arc small compartments to !-ocat ten peo­
ple.
