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“As the Spirit gave them utterance” (Acts 2:4).
Utterances by the Spirit! The Third Person of the
Trinity uttering, speaking! Do you realize it?
Aren’t you awed? aren’t you humbled? aren’t you
hushed? “As the Spirit gave them utterance!” The
unutterable blasphemy of questioning the Spirit
when it is the Spirit! It is right to try the spirits;
but when trial is not necessary, accept with awe, with
reverence, with adoration.

They spake as the Spirit gave utterance. In-
dividual channels through whom the Spirit speaks.
He speaks to, for and through. We have lost sight
of the “to” and we think it is only “through.” He
speaks “to” as well as “through.”

Paul says, “I have received of the Lord that
which also 1 delivered unto you.” Later, he says,
“If any man think himself to be a prophet, or spirit-
ual, let him acknowledge, accept, believe, recognize
that the things that 1 write unto you are the com-
mandments of the Lord.” He who speaks in an
unknown tongue edifies himself, is built up. How
built up? He is built into, operated upon, strength-
ened by the spiritual word by the Spirit. What does
the Spirit do? Speaking in an unknown tongue.
He rectifies the weaknesses of the saint, He supplies
the deficiency, and then He leads into cfficiency.
He takes the things ofi Christ, not to patch up the
old but to implant the new. Takes of the things of
Christ! What things? The things of His Godhead,
of His perfect Manhood, of His glorified Man-
head (the Head of man). God the Father, God
the Son, through the Spirit, implanting into man
the triune nature of a triune God that we might be
filled with all the fullness of God.

Do you question why men fight it today? Man
figchts it because the devil hates it. All the more
reason why we should contend for it, advocate it,
propagate it, disseminate it, spread it, this marvelous
Latter Day truth.

“He that speaketh in an unknown tongue speaketh
not unto men, but unto God’*—speaks not to man,
not to the human, not to the hatural. That is why
men don't understand, why they criticize, why they
make fun. But unto God! It is a heavenly gifit,

passing back through the heavens to the Creator of
the heavens. It is too sacred, too holy, to be con-
taminated with earth, flesh or nature. And it can
only come upon and through Blood-washed, Blood-
:-:pﬁukle:l. Blood-cleansed channels. Oh, so few, so
few understand. The majority of professing Chris-
tians have no part nor lot in this matter.

Speaks unto God! What? Mysteries, sacred
secrets. The greatest exponent of this ministry of
speaking in tongues (Paul), who thanked God he
spake in tongues more than they all, was the man
who had the most revelation of divine mysteries,
Can’t we have mysteries explained, truths revealed,
apart from those who speak in tongues? Yes.
Christ says, “1 have many things to say unto you,
but ye cannot bear them now.” He had already ex-
plained many things, revealed many truths, but yet
He had many more. It is the “many more” that the
Spirit can explain in the language of the Spirit,
through the power of the Spirit, through the utter-
ance of the Spirit.

Mysteries, sacred secrets; hidden from mortal
ken, hidden from mortal vision—unfathomable
depths! He shall take of the deep things and show
them unto you; namely, Christ being fully formed
in you; the wooings of the Bridegroom and bride;
the aspirations of the one which concern the other;
the passing of the equipment from the Bridegroom
to the bride; the unutterable longings of the bride

that have not entered the mind but are sensed by
the Spirit, are voiced by the Spirit, conveyed from
the Bridegroom by the Spirit to the bride. These
and many more are part of the mysteries, the sacred
secrets conveyed by the Spirit to the heirs of glory.

You say, “We have lost the power of Pentecost.
There has been a declension.” Be careful. " There
may be outward, visible declension but the ripening
process is going on. Do you see the wheat com-
ing up green, vigorous, the shoots growing rapidly.
Wonderful, wonderful, wonderful the growth! DBut
when it stops growing, the head begins to droop, and
it changes color, does the farmer lament? He re-
joices. The heads are heavy with ripened wheat,

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There is an asking that receives no an-

swer. God hasg told us in His Word, “Ye
ask and receive not, because ye ask amiss
that ye may spend it upon your own
pleasures (James 4:3, Revised Version).
Silence is God’s only answer to the soul
that is seeking self rather than His glory.
Many there are who write to us, “Continue
to pray for me;” “Get all~¢he brethren
and sisters to pray for me;” “I have
prayved myself for this thing, but I want
you to pray for me, for I have great
faith in the prayers of the righteous,” aud
other similar requests, showing how com-
pletely they have missed God's thought.

His calls are: “Ho, every one that
thirsteth, come ve to the waters (Isa:
55:1) (waters already flowing); “Come,
for all things are now ready” (Luke 14:
17) “things that are freely given us of
God” (1 Cor, 2:12); “All things are yours”
{1 Cor. 3u2d):

All that God has to give has been al-
ready given in Christ ages ago. Jesus is
“the Lamhb slain from the foundation of
the world” (Rev. 13:8). Love, Eternal
Love, had provided the supply before the
need existed; the promise of redemption
preceded the curse of a broken law (Gen.
3:15-17).

Jesus is the gift of God (Rom. 6:23),
and all the fulness of redemption work
wrotight out by Him is already God's
gift to man.

There is still waiting for his acceptance
the gift of Jesus made unto him Wisdom
(1 Cor.

Having
received it either from the hand of my
friend, or by word of letter, saying, “I
have sent it,” my asking, although I may
not vet have seen the book, immediately
turns to thanksgiving. The praise of faith
is very precious to God. A husband joined
us in prayer for his insane wife. She
had been a loving and lovely Christian
for vears, but now was perpetually seek-
ing her own life, blaspheming, etc. Con-
fined in a straightjacket, and strapped
to a bedstead, there she had been for
months. Once in an asylum—from the
nature of the case she should still have
been there but for a promise made her
at a time of partial recovery, that she
should never return there. The husband
agreed to take her to the Lord at the
appointed time, and then and there ac-
cept her deliverance. A few months after
he wrote us to join them in praise to God
for bursting all her bonds.

He said after our time of prayer she
grew much worse for a while, but “I re-
mained praising God” for he saw it was
a definite transaction on His side. She
became gradually more quiet, formerly
enraged at the sound of God’s name, she
now began to rest in the Lord. One morn-
ing she told her husband to bring the
Bible. turned to a passage by which God
had spoken to her in the night, and said,
“God has delivered me!” They untied her;
she dressed and joined her family, saved,
and blest from that hour.

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The above caption “The Greatest Reli-
gious Menace” carries a sweeping indict-
ment. Logicians tell us we must be very
careful in the use of words; that they are
slippery, and that scarcely, if ever, should
we use the superlative degree in referring
to any proposition based upon human
judgment. But we repeat, even in the face
of logicians that the subject we shall under-
take to discuss is the greatest religious
menace, although we admit that our posi-
tion sounds strong when there are so many
hindrances in these days of laxness and
indifference.

If the “movies” were just an ordinary
thing it would soon run its course, but for
entertainment and scientific fascination
nothing has appeared in the arena of life
that could compare with it, The stage
settings are no clumsy make-shifts or
pretences; but the whole landscape is
there—the ox cart, the rushing train, the
swollen river, the marching battalions, the
ocean liner, the automobile speeding in
the distance, The thrilling moments, the
deathly suspense, the burning building,
the man falling from a lofty crag, are all
staged in rapid, terrible realism.

We wish to give ten indictments against
moving pictures as an institution whereby
we seek to substantiate the caption of
this article,

First, because of the gigantic financial
power that attaches to the business. As
a money maker, nothing in history has
equaled it. It is not an uncommon thing
for producers to spend from one to two
million dollars making a single picture;
then, when it is finished, it goes out to
thousands of theaters where it is shown
to crowded houses for weeks and months.
One picture packed a large theater in
New York for twelve weeks day and
night, with an admission of from 55 cents
to $3.00 a seat; then it went to as many
as fifteen thousand other places.

Then the actors! Think of the silly co-
median getting a million dollars a year,
and a woman getting as much starring in
one picture as all the governors of the
United States together gzet for a whole
year. The money side of the moving pic-
ture business puts it practically beyond
the power of courts and boards of censors;
and the worst feature is, this money com-
bination being in the hands of men makes
for evil to our nation.

Second, it is a menace of incomparable
power because of the demoralizing effect
it is having upon society. It puts the
moral values of life on a low plane. The
dreamy glories of the screen wield a subtle
influence over the immature boys and girls
of the land; while the immoralities por-
trayed in the many thousands of show
houses throughout the country, are no-
ticeably lowering the moral standards of
our youth.

Third,
comedies that are not even decent cari-
catures of life in its most ridiculous as-
pects, the emphasis is being placed on

aside from the silly, slapstick

sex relations; the most amorous scenes
and positions are made prominent, Sex
must dominate the whole show if it is
to become a big hit. It is an appeal to
a sordid, vitiated public taste. A close
student of the “movies” has this to say
about them: “Many voung people believe
that illicit sexual relations now being por-
trayed vividly before millions in motion
picture audiences, are practiced so widely
that it is entirely proper for them to do
likewise. Certain  pictures stimulate
base tendencies and distort youthful imag-
ination, As a result, many boys and girls
believe they will be ostracized unless mor-
al codes are thrown to the four winds.”
The writer does not overstate the case.
Millions of boys and girls in the adoles-
cent age are secing these distorted sex
ideals daily, and the effect is inevitable.

Fourth, the screen artists are rapidly
becoming the ideals for our young people;
they are the heroes and heroines of daily
conversation. Their beauty, their exquis-
ite clothing, their lax habits and low moral
standards, are becoming unconsciously ap-
propriated by the plastic minds of Amer-
ican youth. Let them do what they may;
divorece scandals, hotel episodes, free
love, all are passed over and condoned
by the young, because of the influence of
their personality and screen heroism, seen
day after day. Screen actors become the
idols of boys and girls at the age of
dreams and romance. The stage life is
false, and twenty million children and
young people are being fed up on what
gives life a wrong viewpoint. 2

Fifth, the film world, when reduced to
its last analysis, teaches a standard of
life that will ultimately destroy the home,
Girls and boys see their heroes and
heroines, who have been betrayed, dis-
appointed or dissatisfied with husband or
wife, seek affinities elsewhere, and there
is unconsciously a note of approval, vir-
tually, if not actually., The thing seems
reasonable and justifiable. The divorce
court, or what is even worse, seems a
necessity and therefore a legitimate av-
enue of escape. Marriage has no sanctity
in filmdom. The reflex power on the
minds and morals of America’s young life
through these agencies, cannot be esti-
mated.

Sixth. The services of all the great
denominations are regularly deserted by
the young people crowding to the picture
shows; they are crowded day and night;
large, beautifully decorated theaters fill
up and empty from midday until midnight,
with men, women and children who have
vowed eternal allegiance to the holier
things of this world; who have promised
to be present at the call of the church
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in her struggle against the powers of
darkness, “Movies” could not exist were
it not for the patronage of the church;
and the average member gives much more
to the “movies” than to the church. Chil-
dren often do not feel any responsibility,
whatever, to the church finances, but are
given from ten to twenty-five cents sev-
eral times a week to see the pictures.
Those who frequent the “movies” have
their emotional natures stimulated to such
an extent, that quiet thoughtful worship
in the house of God seems well nigh im-
possible, and this becomes one of the
reasons for the young people’s problem
and the church-attendance problem.

Seventh, the moving picture has become
the national teacher on all public and re-
ligious questions. Propagandas are quietly
carried on and the teaching, directly and
indirectly, burned upon the mental and mor-
al natures of our people. The eye-gate is
the widest and most easily accessible of all
the avenues of the soul; whatever is por-
trayed jon the screen is imprinted indel-
ibly upon the nations soul. The moving
picture has, inaugurated a vital and far-
reaching "change for the worse in human
life, and in the thinking of the young gen-
eration.

Eighth, the thing that suffers more
keenly from the "movies” than anything
else, is Protestantism. The world would
have long ago been rotten beyond redemp-
tion but for the Protestant Reformation.
It isy and always has been, the religious
hope of the world. The moving picture
is a subtle, dangerous enemy of Protes-
tantism; throughout the whole enterprise
runs well-laid propaganda backed up by
Jewish money and Jesuit intrigue. They
are largely the promoters of all the big
corporations. Whenever a Protestant
minister figures in a drama it is always
a caricature, a grotesque monkey hob-nob-
bing with a bunch of pink-tea, churchy
old maids—a sissified ass; and his very
part in the play cheapens the calling of
God's ministers, The millions of children
are seeing him pictured as the echo to a
group of sap-heads or church bosses. It
is a positive insult to every Protestant
minister in America, But, what about the
priest—the holy “Father”? Ie is always
a hero—a hero—a hero! and is looked upon
with reverence and adoration. In more
than 15000 show houses of America our
people are being taught that the Roman
Catholic church and the priest represent
the only true type of religion.

Ninth, the moving picture is a persis-
tent, determined enemy of the Christian
observance of the Lord’s Day. In most
of the cities in America, they are allowed
to run wide open. It is enough to make
angels weep to watch the throngs that
pack the picture houses every Sunday.
Children attend Sunday school in the
morning—some of them—and see the pic-
tures in the evening, It has been stated
that the institution could not survive but
for the patronage of church members,
Then, when we see our city churches al-
most empty during the summer months
and closed at night, we must naturally
conclude that the moving picture is draw-

Berlin, Germany

“With his stripes we are healed”
53:5 and 1 Peter 2:24).

Often we are told, “Yes, I believe in
Divine Healing, But what would you
do if you had your leg broken?” In the
beginning of this year we were having
meetings. One evening a lady ran down-
stairs out of the meeting. She fell and
broke her leg, and then some brother
found her and brought her into the meet-
ing room, What should we do? We prayed
over her and then we put her on a bed.
All her pains were gone. The next day
she was taken to her room, where we
again prayed for her. I said to the lady,
“Your leg is yours, and if the physician
comes and wants to do anything to your
leg you can tell him it is yours.” The
physician came and said, “The leg has
been broken in two places, but it is already
healed.” 3

Now, beloved ones, what will you do if
ever you have a broken leg?,

. The Holy Ghost comes in to possess His
temple, and we need to believe that truth.
Do you believe that the Holy Ghost comes
also for your body? Divine healing is a
wonderful thing, and I would that every
child of God, every believer, had this
wonderful experience. Isaiah told us that
“By his stripes we are healed” Read
yvour Bibles, and you will find that there
is healing for the body as well as for the
spirit.

Some time ago we had a wonderiul
meeting for healing, and there were per-
haps thirty or forty sick persons in the
meeting. The Lord led me to point to
Isaiah where it is written that Christ, our
has taken away
our pains as well as our sins, and I asked
the dear suffering ones if they would be-
lieve that our Lord had borne away their
pains for them. They were ‘astonished.
Their pains vanished. They said they had

come to the meeting to be prayed over, and

thought that we would lay on hands and
they would immediately be free of their
pains. But dost thou believe that the
pains are all gone? Oh, no. But I told
them that I had known the experience
that pains must go just at the moment
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when I

rose up

believed. Then suddenly a sister
and XS pains are
gone.” A little while afterwards and sec-
ond and a third, and so on until about 40
were standing and witnessing, “Our pains

said, my

are gone”—all kinds of pain It is a
wonderful truth to believe, “By his stripes
we are healed.” Yes, just now, is there
in our midst a beloved sick one who has
pains? Then vou may believe it in just

the same way, and you may be free just
now.

I was in Dresden some months ago, and
a dear sister there was in a very bad con-
dition. A bad rupture had taken place
and she sent for a physician. He wrote
a paper for the hospital, and said she must
go there for an operation. The sister was
greatly troubled about the operation, and
said she would not undergo it. She sent
for Pastor Regehly and myself. We went
to the sister. She was lying on her bed,
and was in great pain. We laid our hands
on her, and while we were doing this the
pains went, and we told her that now she
must believe that the Lord would heal her

rupture. She said, “Oh, yes, I will be-
lieve that.” We laid our hands on her
and said, “Believe just now,” and the

rupture closed till just a little bit remained,
and that could not enter because it had
become hard as a result of the rupture.
Then we prayed again, and that bit be-
came soft and the rupture closed, and a
few days afterwards the dear sister was at
the meeting, praising God. Oh, beloved,
we have the Word and we must stand on
the Promises of God, then we shall al-
ways have the experience.

How did God create the world? By
His Word. We have here the Word of
God, and 1 say that is a creating Word,
and if you believe, then you will experi-
ence’ His power. The life of God is not
a dream., I am no dreamer. I am stand-
ing on the promises of my dear Lord and
Saviour. Oh, that the Lord may give us
to see that wonderful truth. That the
life also of Jesus might be made manifest
in our body. It has been my experience
for twenty years that the Lord is the
healer of my body, Twenty years ago
the Lord healed me in a wonderful man-
ner: in a moment I was instantly healed.
Hallelujah! Glory to Jesus, wonderful
Saviour, glory to Jesus, hallelujah!

: Jesus in the Place of Solitude

“And in the morning, rising up a great
while before day, he went out, and de-
parted into a solitary place, and there
prayed” (Mark 1:3

5).

Jesus was not lazy. He arose a great
while before day. This was not alwavs
His custom, neither should it be conclud-
ed that one is lazy who does not alwavs
arise this early. Nevertheless, laziness in
spiritual things is no doubt one of the
besetting sins of the Church, We preach
much, and go through many religious ex-
ercises, but we do not pray as we ought.
And so long as we remain indifferent to
this requirement of the Christian life we
will fail in being and doing what the Lord
desires. How frequently one hears the
excuse, “We cannot pray only as the
Lord helps us.” But this is but hiding un-
der a subterfuge. While it is true that
we are helpless in ourselves, it is just as
true that God will always do His part.
If we will pray He will help us to pray.
“Men ought always to pray and not to
Faint

Neither was Jesus hypnotized with His
own success. What wonders He had done
only the day before! He had successfully
called some disciples, and such as were
willing to forsake all to follow Him—
quite different from any that might be
captivated with a mere human personality
—He had cast the evil spirit out of the
man in the synagogue, had healed Peter’s
wife's mother, and, at the going down of
the western sun, had healed all manner
of sickness and all manner of diseases
among the people. Had such a day's
ministry been any of ours, how different-
ly from Him we might have felt. We
would likely have reveled in our accom-
plishments, and lost our heads in admira-
tion of our own selves, Not so Jesus,
neither was He concerned in getting re-
ports. His was a vision in the light of
God and eternity, and not in the light of
man and this present world

Jesus, after His day of successful min-
istry, was very conscious of personal need
to continue the works of God—so con-
scious of it that He could not rest, but
arose long before break of day, longing
for a place of prayer. To Him a suc-
cessful service to the inhabitants of Ca-
pernaum was but a drop in a bucket as
He looked out on a whole world bound
by Satan, sickness, and sin, and He knew
He could not count on the mere human
to fulfill His mission, but was entirely
dependent on the energy of the Holy
Ghost. “God anointed Jesus of Nazareth
with the Holy Ghost and with power, who
went about doing good, and healing all
that were oppressed of the devil, because
God was with him,” He felt, “I can of
myself do nothing,” and when, oh, when
will His representatives feel as He felt and
do as He did?

It was in this sense of responsibility

and need that Jesus arose so early and
sought a solitary place to pray. Other
scriptures inform us that He repaired to
the wilderness, but that is not so impor-
tant. The important thing is the fact
of solitude—a place where He could get
away from the strife and din of human
spirits and be alone with God. What a
busy life He had! how constantly pressed
by the multitudes of people! and, even
were He able to get away from these,
there were His disciples who plied Him
with questions, or strove for superior
places of power. All of this was a weari-
ness, and pressed the spiritual life of our
Saviour as He sensed the shallowness and
the lack of conception of the needs about
Him and the work He had come to do,
He must get alone. To do so He had no
opportunity during the day so He must
take it from His needed rest at night:
but at all hazard and all cost He must
be for a while alone with God. Ah, my
brethren, what do we know about the
place of solitude? How much are we
accustomed to being alone with God? We
go to church, we talk religion, but do we
get alone—away from others, even away
from our own self-life—out in the Spirit
alone with God? To keep in the current
of God’s Holy Spirit every saint should
and must have his place of solitude where
everything and everybody is shut out
while he becomes shut in with his Lord;
so shut in that even the wandering
thoughts are subdued: until, like Jacob of
old, he is conscious that a Spiritual One
wrestles with him, or like the saintly
Moses, his face shines with rapturous
glory,

It was there in the solitary place that
Jesus prayed. 1 do not know for what
He prayed, but the fact is He prayed. We
talk of prayer, the need of praver, the
fields at home and over the sea, but how
conscious we often are that our prayers
are without power and void. Wherein
are we wrong? We have not learned to
get alone—all alone—with God, shut out
from the world with all its cares, away
from duties, friends, and works, yet even
away from the clamor of our own human
minds—away into the holy place, the se-
cret place of the Most High.

In the solitary place the soul is hushed
and all becomes subdued; God can speak
with the still small voice and the heart
can hear, and as we remove the shoes
off our feet and stand in awe before the
Burning Bush, heaven opens, the Spirit
indites, and then we pray. There is no
trouble about the prayer., No one then
need tell us for what to pray, or how
to pray; we have come into the Holiest
of All, under the shekinah of the Divine
presence, and He who spoke from be-
tween the Cherubim hovering over the
Mercy-Seat gives the spirit of prayer.
“For we know not what we should pray

for as we ought: but the Spirit itself mak-
eth intercession for us with groanings
which cannot be uttered. And He that
searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the
mind of the Spirit, because He maketh
intercession for the saints according to the
will of God.” Here is prayer, the Spirit's
prayer. And where is it to be sought, in
the place of the crowd, in the bustle and
confusion of life? Ah, no, it is found in
the place of being alone with, God.

You cannot go to the wilderness of
Judea, but you can find a solitary place
somewhere, in the home, or in %he field,
but best of all right in your inmost soul,
where, although clamor be all about, your
soul has found its resting place—it has
learned to get alone with God. Precious
place. May God teach us to study to be
quiet, to be subdued, to meditate in the
things which are Divine, and, in the midst
of a racing age, to enter into our closets
(both of heart and home) and there pray
to our Father who seeth in secret, and our
Father who seeth in secret shall reward
us openly.

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THE JACKDAW’S STORY

The other day, on a short journey, I
came upon this touching story of a jack-
daw, wrigten by W. F, M. Dodington in
the current issue of Country Life. He
tells how, at the edge of a patch of
plough-ground intersecting the moorland,
he saw a flutter of feathers. Instantly
his dog, Duchess—a Labrador—pounced
upon the flutterer, but, at his command,
brought it unhurt to his hand, “Unhurt

‘as far as she was concerned. But what

a miserable remnant of a bird! A jack-
daw, emaciated to a degree, its breast-
bone almost cutting through its skin, the
pin-feathers of its right wing pulled out
by the roots, one foot gone, the broken
stump encased in dirt. What in the world
could have happened to the wretched crea-
ture? And then I saw the abominable
explanation of the horror; round its re-
maining leg a string was tightly tide.
Caught by some means or other, its wing
feathers had been pulled out, and it had
been tied up by the leg at the edge of
the farmer’s plough-ground in order to
lure its kindred within reach of the farm-
er's gun. Its struggles having broken off
one leg, some brute had tied it up by
the other!

“‘I suppose I ought to put you out of
your misery, you poor, unhappy creature!’
As I held him lightly in my hand he
stared at me unwinkingly. ‘Do with me
what you will] that stony gaze seemed
to say. ‘I have touched the very low-
est depths of suffering—nothing more can
hurt me now.' It was cowardly of me not
to spare him further suffering, but I could
not do it.”

“There was an untenanted compartment
in my dove's abode,” continues the writer,
“and there Jacky was installed. He cow-
ered miserably in the darkest corner—but
on the second morning some of the chop-
ped-up egg had vanished, and he had been
moving about, though at my appearance,
he limped and fluttered back to his cor-
ner. Gradually, gradually, his strength
came back. When he gained confidence
to take a prolonged bath in my presence,
I felt that the time had come to pick
him up, and examine more carefully into
his injuries. Alas! the remaining foot,
which had appeared at first to be supple
enough, had stiffened—it was paralyzed
and quite useless. A few more days and
it had broken at the joint. Later it drop-
ped off—poor Jacky was left with two
stumps. Then by a wondrous natural pro-
cess of healing, two pieces, two knobs, as it
were, of gristle—callus—I hardly know
what to call it—were thrown out from the
joint, and upon these Jacky runs about as
swiftly as if on feet. His pin-feathers
have not, however, grown, and I am won-
dering whether at next moult 'they may.
He is, I think, happy—poor maimed thing
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—at any rate he eats well, bathes con-
stantly, runs about dabbing the earth
with his beak, picking up pebbles, hiding
them in corners,. With me he is quite
tame—poor Jacky!—eating from my fin-
gers, scrambling on to my knees as I sit
on the grass and scuttling in under my
arm where, covered by my coat, he tucks
his head under his wing and goes to
sleep, But he is still terrified of strang-
ers, which is not to be wondered at after
the abominable brutality to which he had
been subjected. The marvel is that he
puts confidence in any human being.”
Yet 1s it so great a marvel to trust one’s
Saviour? Is not the marvel rather the
other way? As I read the story—written
with such tender compassion—I remem-
ber how a greater Saviour (alas, how lit-
tle trusted!) has bidden us to rise from
the contemplation of poor, faulty, human
love, to trust the divine love of God. “If
ye then, being evil . . . how much more
your heavenly Father?"” (Luke 11:13).
And how like to mine, when the Lord
Jesus sought and found me, is Jacky's
case! Bondslave to a pitiless tyrant who
uses his victims to lure others to destruc-
tion, maimed, helpless, filthy, in process
of dying—even those parts which seem
whole doomed to corruption—such is ev-
ery natural man's plight before God. But
the Divine Deliverer differs from Jacky's
human friend in the price which redemp-
tion cost Him. “He died, the just for
the unjust, that He might bring us to
God.” And again, where the human friend
can only nurse and tend and patch-up,
the Divine Deliverer gives new life—"I
am come that they might have life, and
that they might have it more abundantly”
(John 10:10). “Verily, verily, I say unto
you, he that heareth my word, and be-
lieveth on him that sent me, hath ever-
lasting life, and shall not come into con-
demnation, but is passed from death un-
to life” (John 5:24). “These are written
that ye might believe that Jesus is the
Christ, the Son of God; and that believ-
ing ye might have life through His
name” (John 20: 31).

| .The Threefold Purpose

Every blessing of the soul is brought
to us by the ministry of the blessed Holy
Spirit.

Yet the Baptism of
the Holy Spirit is a single experience, as
clear cut, as outstanding, as unmistakable,
as is being baptized in water. It is a

Many dear people say, “I have felt the
presence of the Holy Spirit many times.
Therefore T am sure I have the Baptism.”
No, the presence of the Holy Spirit to
help you is not necessarily the Baptism.

The Lost Hat

In one of our revival meetings I was
a guest i the home of a dear Chris-
tian woman. Her husband, however,
though very friendly and courteous to us,
was not a Christian. “Do pray for my
husband that he might be saved,” was her
constant request. So we were praying.
Many were being saved in the services.
Cur friend came several times to the
services, but did not go forward. Then
to the dismay of the wife his working
hours were changed to night hours that
completely cut him out of the services. He
was foreman in a large steel factory. He

ceuld not even attend the afternoon
services. We were all sorry, but kept on
praying.

One day our friend lost his hat, Look
everywhere as he and his good wife would,
no trace could be found of the hat. For
two days he wore his cap, and the puz-
zle remained unsolved. On the third day
his wife found it in the strangest place,
It was down in the coal bin.

And it was weeks after that, on
the day of His ascension from Mount
Olivet, that He commanded them not to
depart but tarry at Jerusalem until they

Being baptized in the Holy Ghost is
just as definitely being immersed, as to
be baptized in water is to be immersed,
that is to go completely under. Some may
be satisfied to be sprinkled with water,
and call that being baptized, Some may
be satisfied to receive a sprinkling of the
blessing and call that the Raptism, but
to be baptized in the Holy Ghost is much
deeper than that.

The Earnest of our Inheritance

In the olden days in Palestine when
a man bought a piece of land he was giv-
en a small amount of earth from the land.
In the early days in England this act was
called livery of seizin, and was the tangi-
ble assurance given the buyer that the
property was now his own. He could not
take the whole tract with him as he might
lead off a horse, but the small sample or
earnest he could take with him.

Now this is exactly what the Bible tells
us about the Baptism, about the Promise
of the Father, as Jesus termed it. We
are told in Ephesians that the Holy Spirit
of promise is the earnest of our inheri-
tance,

A little bit of glory within us! The
earnest of our inheritance!

Power for Witnessing
But this glorious experience of the

Baptism is not to be ysed merely that
we may be happy ourse;?\-'cs. Jesus made
this very clear. The last words He spoke
before His ascension, the very last words
men heard falling from His lips before
He was taken away, were about this very
question. “Ye shall receive power, the
Holy Ghost coming upon you, and ye shall
be witnesses unto me unto the uttermost
parts of the earth.” In the will of the
Lord these two are not divorced, power
and witnessing, but inseparable they go
together. Not witnessing without power.
And not power without using it to wit-
ness for the Lord.

Here on the railroad track is a pow-
erful engine all ready to go. The boiler
is filled with water. The fire has been
kindled and is burning, very hot. Some
one touches the wvalve for the whistle.
“Choo Choo,” goes the whistle. But the
right kind of engine does not let it all
go out through the whistle in noise. Not
at all. Instead there starts a steady pull
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“Chug-achug, chug-a-chug,” and slowly,
steadily, surely, the power in that engine
is used to tug at the great line of wait-
ing coaches. As it keeps on, greater
speed and momentum are gained. And
the power of the steam, produced by the
fire and the water, carries a great train
filled with precious human
lives, safely through all the journey, home
to their destinations. Nor will the Bible-
taught Christian with the power let it all
go out through the whistle, but will use
that God given power to draw precious
hearts to Jesus, and will never stop using
that power till souls are led all the way
safely Home.

The Trombone

The apostle next proceeds to say:

4, I will sing with the Spirit and I will
sing with the understanding also” (V. 15),
showing that not only was this blessing
of the Spirit profitable for prayer but in
praise as well.

This is the day of paid choirs and or-
ganized choral singing and when one re-
calls all the services that are performed
Sunday by Sunday in church, chapel or
cathedral, one wonders in how many it
could be said that the people “sang with
the Spirit.” Would it not be more truth-
ful to say, “This people honor me with
their lips but their heart is far from me”
(Matt. 15:8)? Many years of my youth
were spent in a church choir and we
sang many psalms and hymns during that
time, but [ dare to say that I never
once sang in the Spirit. Nay, rather the
time was employed in the choir stalls
to learn many sinful habits which defiled
my life, and which 1 would now give
much to forget. Some said we had voices
like angels—perhaps, but our hearts were
like demons; and if you need any further
witnesses ask any choir master if he does
not agree!

How different was the worship of the
early church, for we have two other ref-
erences in the apostle's letters to the
fact that spiritual songs, other than hymns
and psalms, were a part of their worship
(Eph. 5:18, 19): “And be not drunk with
wine wherein is riot but be filled with the
Spirit, speaking to yourselves in psalms
and hymns and songs of the Spirit, sing-
ing and making melody in your hearts to
the Lardiy o

Col. 3:16: “Let the word of Christ dwell
in you richly in all wisdom, teaching and
admonishing one another; in psalms and
hymns and songs of the Spirit, singing
with grace in your hearts to the Lord.”

There cannot be the slightest doubt
that in these verses the apostle intends
that instead of the old drunken songs of
riot, these Christians were, in a peculiar
sense, to be so filled and inspired by the
Holy Spirit, as to be wholly intent on di-
vine things, so that their minds ceased to
dictate and the Holy Ghost could breathe
through them, both individually and as a
church, spiritual songs, in which their
minds were unfruitful but their spirits
were edified.

If such was the song that Paul and
Silas sang when they lay in the inner
prison at Philippi with their feet fast in
the stocks and their backs sore and bleed-
ing (Acts 16:22-26), it is no marvel that
the prisoners listened to them or that the
Lord brought them out with such a won-
derful deliverance, for there is nothing
this side the glory that can compare to
the singing in the Spirit. T am no musical
critic, but T am a lover of music and
from my childhood have been brought
up in a home where “The Messiah,”
“Elijah” and “The Creation,” and such

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like classical music was constantly being
practised, but I never knew to what
heights harmony could be carried until
I heard the singing in the Spirit. Its
modulations, tyvthm, harmony, expression
and time are altogether beyond descrip-
tion. Sometimes it sinks to the faintest
whisper as if the breath of the Spirit
moved upon the strings of an aeolian harp,
anon it grows and swells until it sounds
as though all the choirs of Heaven, with
every instrument the world knows of,
rang with impassioned music. Singers
are carried beyond their range of voice
until they sound like trained vocalists,
and others who have no voice under ordi-
nary conditions sing in perfect harmony
with the rest. Men with no musical train-
ing or talent keep time with a regularity
which only inspiration can account for.
Believe me, it is worth going far to
hear and once heard is never forgotten.
Oh, that we may live so continuously
filled with the Spirit that we may have
not less of it, but more as we say, “I
will sing with the Spirit and I will sing
with the understanding also.”

5. “Else when thou shalt bless with the
Spirit how shall he that occupieth the
room of the unlearned say, Amen at
thy giving of thanks, sceing he under-
standeth not what thou sayest? For veri-
ly thou givest thanks well, but the other
is not edified” (vss. 16, 17). Paul again
reminds his Corinthian readers that in
the church it must not be their personal
edification that counts but the building
up of the church. He does not say, “Don’t
do it,” on the contrary he says that to
bless in the Spirit and to give thanks is
well—in the right place, but neot in the
public assembly of the church, and as
though he would give them an example
he tells them his own experience and
habit :

“I thank God, in private” (see Cony-
beare & Howson). “I speak with tongues
more than ve all: yet in the church I
had rather speak five words with my un-
derstanding, that by my voice I might
teach others also, than ten thousand words
in a tongue” (vss. 18, 19). ‘

Not very long ago in a service of
“Breaking Bread” a brother rose to “bless
the cup” (1 Cor. 10:16) and after:a few
words in English he began to bless the
Lord in other tongues and obviously had
a glorious time. He “gave thanks well”
but the others did not receive any edifi-
cation because no interpretation was giv-
en. There vou have a corresponding case
to the one at Corinth. His praise and
thanksgiving were splendid but misplaced,
and after the seripture had been shown
to him he did not do it again in the
church, but T trust that he is still bless-
ing God in the privacy of his own room
and seeking to become a follower of
Paul and to speak in tongues more than
the rest of us. God knows that there
is no desire to boast save in God, but I
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thank Him that I ever saw in the Word
that the gift of tongues could be the out-
let for that wonderiul love which fills my
heart for the Lord Jesus, but for which
I could never find sufficient expression
in the English language.

Bless God for every prayer, and song
of praise with the understanding, but let
the Holy Spirit so pour into our hearts
such love to God (Rom. 5:5) that we are
at a loss for words to express it and then
“out of the abundance of the heart the
mouth speaketh,” not in words which
man’s wisdom teacheth but in words that
glow and burn with the unction that is
from above. So that in the church we
shall seek to excel to the edifying of our
brethren and in the secret place of the
Most High we shall live such rich lives
of worship, praise and prayer that men
may take knowledge of us that we have
been with Jesus. We must be changed
from glory to glory by the Spirit of the
Lord and the private use of the gift of
tongues is one of the greatest helps to
this transformed life.

6. “Brethren be not children in un-
derstanding : howbeit in malice be ye in-
fants, but in understanding be perfect.
In the law it is written, With other tongues
and with other lips will I speak unto
this people; and yet for all that they
will not hear me, saith Jehovah. Where-
fore tongues are for a sign, not to them
that believe, but to them that believe
not: but prophesying serveth not for them
that believe not, but for them which be-
lieve” (vss. 20-22). Tongues were a sign
to the unbelieving Jews on the day of
Pentecost and to the doubting brethren
who came with Peter to Caesarea and a
sufficient one to silence the unbelievers
at Jerusalem after the return of Peter
and his company, when they pf the cir-
cumecision were inclined to cause trouble
because Peter had gone in to the Gentiles.
(Compare Acts 10:45, 46 with Acts 11:
15-18).

So it was in the days of Chrysostom
for he says, “God’s grace bestowed some
sensible proof of His energy; and one
straightway spake in the Persian lan-
guage, another in the Roman, another in
the Indian, and another in some other
tongue and thus made manifest to them
that were without that it was the Spirit
in the very person speaking. Wherefore
the apostles call it ‘the manifestation
of the Spirit which is given to every man
to profit withal’ (1 Cor. 12:7).” (from
“Gems of the Fathers” by E. Davis, D D,,
Bagster & Co., London). And so it is
in the davs of this Latter Rain outpour-
ing of the Spirit.

Tongues are a sign to the unbelievers,
no matter whether they be professing
Christians or sinners.

1f space permitted I could fill this paper
with authenticated witnesses to this fact,
but a few will suffice:

Brother Smith Wigglesworth tells of
a brother who was sent to his house for
a rest but who was so full of prejudice
and unbelief that in order that they should
not get a chance to speak much to him,
monopolized the conversation until every-
one was thoroughly tired of hearing his
voice. At last in a small prayer meeting
he was quiet and the Holy Ghost had a
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chance to speak to him and he did so
through two ignorant women, one speak-
ing to him in Greek and the other in
Hebrew, both of which languages he un-
derstood. He at once went to his room,
confessed his unbelief and received a
blessed filling of the Holy Spirit Himself
and came to Brother Wigglesworth early
in the morning speaking in tongues.
Brother Palman when in Wales on one
occasion rebuked a brother for his un-
belief and this he did in the power of
the Spirit, speaking in tongues as he
thought but he spoke in pure Welsh.
Brother Salter tells of a traveler in

Central Africa being converted through.

the power of the IHoly Spirit speaking
to him in Dutch through an ignorant
Christian in the Congo Swamps. Only a
few days ago the {following testimony
appeared in the Pentecostal Evangel:

“Shortly after my Baptism the Lord
spoke through me in other tongues at my
place of business . He spoke through
me in the Polish language to a Polish
Catholic girl and asked her in her lan-
guage, ‘Do you know that Jesus is com-
ing soon?’” I could not speak a word
of Polish language, neither could I under-
stand it when spoken, for I am of Dutch
descent, raised in America and speak only
the English language. ‘Is He?' she re-
plied. Then the Polish girls accused me
of telling an untruth in regard to not
understanding their language, for they
said, “You speak as fluent Polish as if
you were born in Poland’ T had quite
a time trying to convince them that I
did not speak their language naturally,
but that I had received the same experi-
ence that the early apostles did on the
day of Pentecost.

“But the Lord gave me wisdom to con-
vince them, for one of the girls said,
‘Since I come to think about it, it must
be the Lord speaking our language
through you, for foreigners who learn
our language from books invariably have
a certain lisp or brogue that the natives
of Poland do not have, and as you have
proved by the Word of God that the
Holy Ghost did speak through God's peo-
ple, and the Book says He is the Lord
and changes not, and that He is no re-
specter of persons,” your experience is
convinecing.’! Praise the Lord for this un-
speakable gift of salvation and healing
and the Baptism of the Holy Ghost—

T.avina Earl, 2188 East Second Street,

Cleveland, O.” .

So the stream of witnesses might be
continued from India, Africa, China.

" Japan and many countries in Europe and

the U. S. A. These are not fables but
facts, not stories but serious witnesses to
the truth of this word for which we praise
God the Holy Spirit who uses the gift
of Tongues as a sign to unbelievers.
“If therefore the whole church be come
together into one place and all speak
with tongues and there come in those that
are unlearned or unbelievers will they not
say that ye are mad? But if all prophesy
and there come in one that believeth not
or one unlearned he is convinced by all,
he is judeed by all, and thus are the
secrets of his heart made manifest; and
so falling down on his face he will wor-
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ship God and report that God is in you
of a truth” (vss, 23-25).

The apostle shows to us the value of a
church, that has the gifts under proper
control. Obviously it would have been
wrong for the whole church to be so
occupied in praising and worshiping God
in tongues, that they forgot the presence
of the unsaved or the unbelieving in their
meetings. Both they and we should merit
the name of madmen if that were the
practice of a church possessing spiritual
eifts, But, do not these very verses also
show us, how far present day Christian-
itv has gone from the pattern, when un
believers and unlearned men come into
church meetings week after week, year
after vear, and still remain unconvicted
of sin, righteousness and judgment (John
16:8) 7 Nay, more than that, they even
hold office!

Oh, for a revival greater than any
that has blessed us in the past, until it
shall be said once again, that “great fear
came upon all the church . . . and of the
rest durst no one join himself to them,”
for this manifestation of the secrets of
the heart is on a parallel with that given
to Peter in regard to Ananias and Sap-
phira (Acts 5:1-14).

The business sessions were presided
over by W. Jethro Walthall, Chairman.
Two meals a day were served in the din-
ine tent on the freewill offering plan.
Fifty chickens were prepared for Friday's
dinner. For the ensuing year Clabourne
A. Lasater was elected Chairman; Eugene
R. Fitzzerald, Assistant Chairman: W.
Tethro  Walthall, Secretaryv-Treasurer:
David Burris. District Superintendent of
Sunday schools,

Announcements of financial difficulties
arising from funeral expenses in the fam-
ilies of Mrs. J. A. Freeman, formerly of
this Council but now of Oklahoma, whose
hushand recently died, and of Elder John
A, McPhail brought ahout freewill of-
ferines to relieve those burdens. A plan
was launched and carried through adopt-
ing a policy for defravine bv assessment
debts arising in ministers' families because
of sickness and death.

Another new nlan adopted was the plac-
ine in the field of a sunerintendent of
Sundav schools, to spend his entire time
in traveling over the district establish-
ine, assisting and encouraeing Sunday
schools. He is to receive as part of his
support a tithe of all Sunday school
maonies. : A

The Council adiourned Friday just be-
fore noon after having been together in
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great love and harmony since Tuesday
morning. It was ordered that 2500 cop-
ies of the minutes be printed, and that
The Gleaner be published monthly as in
the past on the freewill offering plan.

The only representative present from
Headqguarters was the Associate Editor,
He told of the great assistance to pastors
the Evangel is, and so stirred the hearts
and minds of the people that he took
104 subscriptions to the Evangel, 79 of
them being new annual subscriptions. His
remarks on saints securing rolls of the
paper and selling them at 2 cents apiece
brought great seriousness to the hearts
of many, and resulted in the determination
of several to enter this field of home
missionary effort. This plan is somewhat
enlarged upon elsewhere in this issue of
the paper—Chas. E. Robinson.

I lost my earthly
father at the age of 6, but I asked God
in my childlike way if He would be my
Papa. He must have heard my prayer
for He has proven Himself these many
vears to be a Father indeed to me. When
things go hard, I always go to my Father
and tell him all about it. Haven't 1 the
right to do so? He is so wonderfully
good to me that I could just keep on
writing, so excuse the long letter.

THE GOSPEL IN PERU

It gives us joy, beloved, to write of the
goodness of God, and report that He has
not left us nor forsaken us, neither has
He been slack concerning His promises.
“The blessing of the Lord it maketh rich
and addeth no sorrow with it.” Halle-
lujah!

During the past eight days I have been
out carrving the Gospel to many who had
not up to that time been privileged to
hear it, and Jesus has blessed His eternal
Word, as He always does.

Monday morning T left Huaras, in com-
pany with two native workers, Hipolito
and Juan Astete, and arrived at the town
of Pira, where Brother Hipolito had been
once hefore to circulate the Secriptures.
On that occasion the priest had burned
all that he could secure of the literature,
in public. so that the people who a short
time previous had been hungry for the
gospel were now filled with fear. No one
wanted to take us into their homes, since
the priest had forbidden them to do so
or even to give us a drink of water.
Finally we were given a place to sleep on
the bare ground, back of an empty house,
and the Lord sustained us. The next day
the T.ord opened the hearts of some of
the people, so that theyv were willing to
take us in and give us something to eat,
and also we found we were able to sell
some gospels and address little groups
of interested persons who were not afraid
to listen to us.

The following day we climbed up a high
ridee, where at the summit we could look
down unon the clouds in the valley, and
eventually reached the town of Cahamar-
kifva. T was verv tired and weak from
such strenuous climbing at such an alti-
tude. but the people began to gather, and
with the excention of one hour we taught
the people steadily from 2 o'clock until
11 and yet at the end we felt the divine
refreshing from the presence of the Lord.

We then proceeded on our journey to
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another town called Pampas, where we
found many hungry souls, and the power
of God was manifest when we gathered
them together and told them of the risen
Christ and the new birth. The next day
we held three meetings and a holy awe
seemed to grip the people as we told them
of the resurrection, the judgment, and the
Holy City. At the close of the meeting
several promised to ifollow the Lord at
any cost.

We visited other places walking, al-
together perhaps, 80 miles over steep,
rocky roads. Three times we crossed
peaks of 12,000 feet above the sea level
The joy of the Lord was our strength.
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We are just starting a Bible class three
nights a week for the native workers and
some other young men, whom we hope
will enter gospel work. We are trans-
lating some of the lessons we had in
Bible school and covet your prayers that
these classes may be a blessing and re-
sult in the salvation of many souls.

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FIELD REPORT
By The Morton Sisters

It is again our privilege to carry the
Bread of life, and to proclaim the blessed
message to the hungry hearts on the
western slope of the Colorado Rockies.

The dear friends here have given us a
beautiful new tent-tabernacle, 52 by 80
ft. 12 ounce khaki seating 800 people, and
we are so happy to be again among these
dear people. It is our fourth consecu-
tive sumimer to labor here, where the dear
Lord has been pleased to give us hun-
dreds of souls, He has also baptized
many souls with the Holy Ghost, and
healed many sick people of all manner of
disease. Praise His name! “Not unto
us, O Lord, not unto us, but unto thy
name we give glory, for thy mercy and
for thy truth's sake.”

This is a wonderful open field for Pen-
tecost, for on this western slope, the
Bible man has sold New Testaments and
Bibles in thirty-three different languages.

In our first revival in Delta, Colo., in

1922, then an untouched field for this
Latter Rain gospel, we came as strang-
ers, knowing only one family; and to
annotince the meetings we went on the
street on a Saturday afternoon and sang
a few songs and made the announce-
ments, Immediately the street was
blockeldd with eager people to hear a
message. The city officer turned the
traffic to the next street saying, “You
can block Main street with your meet-
ing, for this ‘Old-Time Religion’ will do
us good.” Soon testimonies were ring-
ing from the audience in the street, on
the sidewalks and running-boards of cars.
Our “Sister Bess" was speaking of the
“righteousness of God” and immediately
her language was changed from English
(our only language) to another tongue.
Tears flowed down the faces of the peo-
ple, and we wondered who had under-
stood the message given by the Holy
. Spirit.  We dismissed the audience with
an ‘“old-fashioned hand-shaking,”” and
then we heard many foreign speaking
people greeting each other. There were
Austrians, Germans, Spanish, a litfle
French bride with her soldier-husband
and other nationalities, as one great fam-
ily hungry for the Word of God.

On the following Saturday njeht—there
came into the crowded tent, a family who
evidently had not been in the revival
meetings before. They came directly to
the front, addressing us, “We heard that
you could speak Austrian, and we have
conme 49 miles to night from the moun-
tains.” As we explained to the elderly
father that our sister had spoken under
the inspiration of the Spirit; he wept
as he interpreted to his wife that, “this
was God's Spirit to bless them.”

The father said, “We want to come
to confession.” I answered, “We have
no priest but Jesus, we will pray to Him.”
The father, mother, 3 tall sons. 2 lovely
daughters and the little grandchildren
kneeled at the altar of praver. Later a
part of the family were immersed in the
beautiful Gunnison River, and the Tord
healed the voung daughter of goiter. The
young men had heard our sister speak
in Austrian (their mother tongue) in the
street meeting. T asked, “And what did
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say?” They answered, “All about
Jesus, and it made us feel queer in our
hearts.” This family are now among our
dear friends, and as they read their Bibles
they write beautiful letters, testifying to
the saving, healing and keeping power of
our God. When we held revival services
within 100 miles of their home, they at-
tended the meetings, bringing relatives
and neighbors, saying, “We like to hear
of Father, Son and Holy Ghost.” This
testimony has gone around the world, and

she

in this new field ministers and workers
of different denominations are seeking
and receiving the Promise of the Father.

We have just closed a 3 weeks’ cam-
paign in Grand Junction with more than
40 conversions, and 21 baptized in water,
and many sick were healed in answer to
believing prayer. One lady was instant-
ly healed of tumor, and three cases of
tuberculosis of the lungs were definitely
healed (according to their own testi=
monies). Praise the Lord!

Ministers of the Brethren churches,
Methodist, Church of God, and Pente-
costal all worked in harmony and broth-
erly love, and the unity of the saints was
so great that there was no room for
controversy. We are much encouraged
in the work the Lord has flaid upon
our hearts for this middle west country.

Our hearts are made glad by such bless-
ed and encouraging testimonies of heal-
ings and salvation taking place in our
meetings two years ago and which still
stand; some of cancer, goiter, epilepsy,
rheumatism, paralysis and other diseases,
Yes, we can say as the psalmist David
said long ago, “Our hearts are fixed” or
set to do the whole will of God, for He
has fully won our, hearts, and His great-
ness is greater than all our comprehen-
sion, and again we say with David, “Let
every thing that hath breath praise the
Lord.”

For twelve vears we have gone in this
“Highway and Hedge Call” doing pioneer
work in many states, where the Lord
has heen pleased to save and heal the
people, but never have we found more
r('cc'pti\'c hearts, or a greater response to

the call of the Lord, than in this new
untouched field.
Could we speak with trumpet tone,

summoaning all to supplication and one-
ness, to freedom from creeds, from sec-
tarianism and gain, we wonld sound the
note, lovingly, earnestly, that we may
see the mighty power of God revealed in
these closing days of time, when bloodless
religions, modernism and growing infidel-
ity are appalling the church. Never have
we so felt the need of all Spirit-baptized
people, standing together, speaking the
same thing as now, and so hasten the
coming of thé King.

A crying need in Colorado, is for a
Bible training school. that the many
dear girls and boys who feel the call and
burning desire to win the lost mav have
special preparation in the knowledee of
the Word. We have no Bible training
school in this central west, and it is truly
a great need. The call is so great: the
harvest field is so white and the cry is so
insistant for strong voung men and maid-
ens to go forth as “soldiers of the cross.”
It is needful that they go forth with the
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Spirit and in the love of Christ, with an
accurate knowledge of the Word and with
a burning love for souls. We need stout
hearts who will wait before Him and trust
Him through these days of falling away,

What a service; the service of the King!
How great the fight against Satan, and
how glorious will be the day of victory
when we all go marching home. Halle-
lujah! The day js short, the work is
vast, the reward is great, the Master
urges, our King is on His way!
