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A Great Forward Step 

The idea that improvclllents arc needed 
eOIlIi.,'S of course after a lack has been 
realized, Some lacks arc not the resuit 
of any OIlC'S fau lt, and whe n tl<li s is the 
case often the lack itse lf is hardly noticed, 
F o r instance there is a great lack in the 
matter o f trans-occanic flying. \Vc havc 
the plancs which, with present motive 
powe r, can fly and car ry loads at great 
speed, but the ncceS!iity of tak ing great 
quantities of iucl alollg greatly limits th e 
flight of those planes, \\'c need a dc\·ice 
for IItilizing ground-g'l'ne r.1ted power, 
tran~lllitll'd to the plane by radio, where­
bv its motors will be driven. But be­
c~u ~ e no one knows how to transmit by 
radio the power of :\"iagara to thc planes, 
the o ld way of producing power on the 
plane itself is s till in vogue, The lack 
is sC;lrcdy thought about. For a simi lar 
reason the three lacks of the church I pur­
pose mentioning are a lso sca rcely thought 
about , peop le not n.~ali,..inrr that thcre is 
a way to suppl y those lacks. [ mention 
three great needs of the church, showing 
as to each need how it Illay be supplied. 
bcio rc pa!:>sing on to the next o nc. 

1. Our revivals need morc direct con­
nection with divine power to dri\·c them, 

If in a given cOllllnunity, at least in 
revival seasons, there were present such 
a deep and general interest in pe r sonal 
sah'atioll that it would be the theme of 
thou~ht and conversation throughout the 
dis tri ct served by the church, as to 
cause the people to congregate in vast 
a ssemblages; if ove r th e congregations 
thus assembled and reaching out in a de­
finite way into the adjacent cOllllllunity 
therc were deep and pungent conviction 
of sin, and, if a s these convicted people 
sough t the Lord for forgiveness there 
would b'~ worked in them springing and 
active faith fo r conversion and Baptism 
as well as for delivcrance from bodily 
ailment s, the work of the church would 
be greatly lightel-led, 

Let no one suppose these things are 
mcntioned merely 10 tantalize ou r a ssel1l-

That chaptl'r simply contains 
a l1l;lrn'lolls fli g-ht of eloquence on the 
part oi I he inspired "ritl'r in praisl' of 
ItI\'{' \\ hkh h(' dl'arly sll()wS smtains a 
\'ital rela t io nship to the spiritual gifts 
\\ hidl apart irom it arc valueless. The 
cllallll'r may 11(' regarded a .. a parcnthl'sis 
and, ;tlthollJ{h we ''''CHIld not like to part 
wilh it. it ('Quid be dropped ou t of the 
{'pi tit, a It{lg{'1ht'r without in any way 
brcakmg the connection or weakening the 
arKulIll'nt oi the inspired penman. 

Till' "more l'xcdlent way" is the way 
Sl·t fllrth III th t passaR'e q uoted at the be· 
ginllillK of thi s article. It is twofold in 
it s nature: there io,; something to "follow" 
and sOIlH,t hing to "desire" or covet. The 
Grt.'t'k word f('n dl'fl'd "desire" is the same 
word that in thc la,t verse of the 12th 
chaptt'r i ~ rendered "cove!." 

\Vc should follow after love. This is 
('xcecdin;,dy important. Apart frol11 love 
Iht're can he 110 .salvation. The great 
scheme of human redt"mption was con­
Cl'i"ed in lo\'e , is being carr ied ou t in 
love and will he consulllmated in love. 
J<.lhn 3: 16 has bl'en called the epitome 
(If tlie {;ospcl,-"God so loved the wo rld 
thai He p:avc His only begotten Son 
that wito.socnr believeth in Him should 
1I0t (H:rish but have everlasting life." John 
s~ys, "(jod i~ love; and he that dwelleth 
ill Ion' {\welleth in God, and God in him." 
J no. 4: 16. Jesus said to the disciples, 
",\ Ill'\\' commandment I give unto you, 
that ye lovc olle ,wother; as i have lol'cd 
you, that ye also love one another. Dy 
Ihis sh;111 ;111 men know that ye are my 
discipl~'s, ii yl' hal'e lol'e one to another." 

Our Lord asserted that 
as Ihl' children of God it is imperative 
that \\t· partake of the nature of God,

hors :\~ our'i('lvl·'i. That there can be no 
"ahalioll apart from lo\'e must be appa r ­
l'nt to <lny IH"r:-'()Il who has even a su­
Jll'ffici.tI kJlO\\leclgc of God's w;;r:ys. 

But the "mort· excellent wa\''' the in· 
!'pirl'd "ritl r recommends in~ludes not 
only a fo llowinK after love, but a desire 
for o r . covcting "spiritual giits," and for 
a <ll'finlte or specific purpose, namely. that 
we may prophesy. And if you will s tudy 
wh,~t the ,\postle has to say about proph­
eSYIIlg' you will sec that it is the g reat 
~l1l'an~, undl'r (;od, of edifying or build ­
JIlg up the: church of God. It should be 
the amhition of every sai nt to be used of 
(;0<1 il.l edifying others. T he rcfo;e cv­
cry. saUlt should dl'sirc to prophesy. All 
deSIre for se!f-l'xaltation, a ll des ire to be 
s.{'tn . (llld he;ml, all desire to be in the 
hmel lght , all d('sire for self-p ra ise or sclf­
glory, should he eradicated frolll the 
IHart of e\'Cry saint, and on the part of 
each there s' lollid Ol: an ambition to see 
the chu rc h edified and the cause of the 
Lorll prol'per. 

Thl' llla~lifcstations of the Spirit which 
a~e 1,1,1(' glft~ of the Spirit. o r , "spi ri tual 
gIfts,. ~r{' ,L:1\'en for the express purpose 
~! echf}' 111~ the body oj Chri s t. Paul says, 

fhc llI ,ulIfe.s tation of the Spi rit is gi\'cn 
to cl'try Illan to profit withal.·' There 
arc those who would have Ib believe that 
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shouting, jumping, dancing, shaking. etc., 
arc lIlanifl· ... tations Ot the Spirit and that 
where these arc absent the Sf'irit is not 
in nidellce. But Paul does not say that 
thc!-.e arc the manifestations of the Spirit I 
Xot by any means! They may be a by­
product of the manifcstations of the 
Spirit: but they may take place where 
the Spirit is not working at al l. They 
may be simp ly carnal or fleshly in their 
nature. You will scarcely find anywhere 
sllch dcmonstrations as may be fOllnd at 
OIlC of thl.' great ball games of a nation­
al scries or at a pugilistic battle ill some 
arl'na whnc two big bullies arc contes t­
ing' in thc prill' ring for what is know n 
as the world champion~hip. There you 
will find excitement cnough, shouting 
enough , dClllon ... trations enough; the noise 
can he hl'ard hlocks away, but they arc 
not manifestations of thc Spirit of God. 
The Svirit j .. not in evidence there at all. 

(;od has told us what the manifesta­
tions of the Spirit arc; they arc the gifts 
of the Spirit, (I Cor. 12:7-11) or, per­
haps I .sholl id say, they consist in the 
godly exercise of those gifts, for a gift 
of the Spirit unless it is exercised under 
the supervision of the Spirit ca n scarce ly 
be called a manifestation of the Spirit. 
And the g reatest of the g ift s of the Spirit 
is the gift of prophecy, all the other 
gifts bci ng !-. uhsen' ic llt or subordinate to 
this gift. So he who speaks in tongues 
is exhorted to pray that he may interpret 
that others may be cdified; and it is 
quite avparl'nt that the Apostle teaches 
that speaking in tongue. with interpre_ 
tation i. equal to prophe.ying, or, it would 
perha ps be more correct to say that it 
i. prophuying, the cll'sign or end of which 
!'.hould a lways he the edification of the 
beliners assembled together. 

The "more ('xcellent way" cons ists then, 
not in laying' all the emphasis upon "spir­
itua l giits" and neg lecting' "Io\'e"-this it 
stems is what the Corinthian church was 
getting dange rously ncar to-nor in lay­
illg all the emphasis upo n "love" and de­
spisi ng or ignoring or neglecting "spiritual 
gifts"-lhis is what somc of ou r critics 
arc ins isting upo n at the present time, and 
th.e)' crilicize liS because \\re do not agree 
WIth them-but it is twofold ill its nature 
and is expressed in language so clear th a~ 
I am ,1I11a7ed that any student of the 
\\'ord should have failed to see it and 
understand it,- "Follow after Jove and 
d esi re .piritual g ift-,It or, lhe gifts of the 
Spirit, "but rather." or, to this end, for 
this is evidelltly the meaning of the in­
spired r\po~tle, "that ye may prophesy." 

A returned missionary was once asked: 
"How many missionari es ha\'e you on your 
station?" "Three thousand," was the reply. 
"I did not ask how many converts, but how 
many missionaries." "1 quite understand 

you," said the re turned missionary "and 
again 1 reply, thrce thousa nd: for ~II our 
convert s are missionaries." This reminds one 
of the great Church of Christ mission sta lion 
al Roleng'e, 011 the Congo, Africa, in connec­
tion with the work of which every ten mel11-
bl'rs ",u]ll>ort a missionary, so that awhile 
a;,o it was rCI)t)rled lhat the church of six 
hU1ldred members supported sixty miss ion­
aries . 
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HOW TO CAST OUT DEMONS 
In dealing with the enellly 1001.: well 

to your :;tanding fir:;t. You are an heir of 
God and a joint heir with Christ. Rda· 
tionship, inheritance, prero~ative anti 
equiPlllent arc all connected and as so· 
cia ted with the truth that you are heirs 
of (;od and joint heirs witb Jesus Chris!. 
Stand on that vantage ground when deal 
ing with the demons of the lower realm. 
\Vc arc aliens in an enemy's territory, 
but with this distinction, that He says to 
us, "Lo, 1 am with yOll alway, even unto 
the end:' But for that, the church of 
God would have bccll overwhelmed soon 
after its inccption. The father of lies 
got his first stcp UpOII the church wht."11 

he took POss('ssion of Ananias and Sap­
phira; but they l\'ent down under the pow 
l'r that was in Peter. The lying spirit 
was dealt with. the dl'll1on power o,'crcollle 
and ddcated. Peter put the fight wherr 
it should hc: "\\'by han: ye agreed to­
gcther to lie to t he Holy Ghost?" They 
wcrc not lying to Peter, to the aposth'~ 
nor to the church. It was against Cod 
and against 1 Cis Spirit. And it was dca!t 
with by the Spirit of G0d. Peter was 
the channel by which the insulted Holy 
Spirit could hc vindicated. 

God wants such channels to~day, through 
whol11 11e can deal with the evil sp irit s. 
An individual pos~cssed by an evil spiri t 
has a spir it that is antagonistic to the 
Spirit of Goel. If you come in contact 
with that individual it is a prm'idencc of 
God so that you can call upon the Lord 
and the individual can be dcli .... cr"ed. 

Are all delivcred who are possessed? 
You don't COl11e in contact with all. so the 
question is futilc. It is not for you to 
know \,:,hether there arc many who will 
be savcd, many who ~\"ill bc delivered or 
not. \Vhen Chri!t was on the mountain 
the demon·possessed boy was brought to 
the nine disciples and they could not cast 
h im alit. They had not prayed, Christ 
was absent. the th ree spiritual ones were 
nbsent and the dominant leader of the n ine 
was J uda.s. the treasurer. S~ they had 
fai lure. After Pentecost there was no 
fa il ure, and there was no Judas. 

Why are the demons so obstinate? \\Thy 
was Goliatb. so persistent in his challen~· 
ing of the Israelites day after day? \Vhv 
arc some cases obstinate, needing con­
t inuous dealing ",jih? First , to prove yo u, 
.to show you yom helplessness . to empty 
you of self-confidence: secondly, to bring 
to the surface in the individual possessed 
the hidden, reserved reinforcements of 
clemons, so that the r eserves can be c1r:alt 
with ao.; well as the front ranks, as thc 
saints call upon God for help. Thirdly, 
the clch'at to the enemy is more complete 
and iR"nOlllinious, and corresponding-Iy, the 
relief to thL' victim who is possessed j~ 
all the grt'ater. 

\Vhat are the weapons with wh ich we 
are to fight the enemy? First, confidence 
in Christ, in Himself, in llis Name, in 11is 
position in the heavens fa r abo ve aU, un· 
touchahle hv the demon~. Conficienc(, 
a~Sl1ral\c(' :Inc! knowledge that He over­
came them all on Cah·an'. Confidenc .... 
and ability to handle Hi; N2.Ole in the 
Spirit. 

Setonc1, the etultifyin£" e ffect of Hie 
Blood directly upon them. It is not stu· 
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pd)"ill~, it is tt'rriiyiug to thcm. Hdl 
!<>huddt'r:. at the 131o()d, therefore these 
imp" ironl hdl as the Rlood is pleaded 
a~alll"l tlll'lll correspondin!>":"ly ~hu :der 
when they an; occupying stolcn tt.!rritory, 
viz., ('al\'ary's redeemed men and WOlllen.
