undertook to pray things through, After 
praying for sOllie timc he seemed to cO:l1e 
in con tan with that whirh apPl'arcd Irke 
a stOlle ,\all, Thi~ \\"a~ r~'lwah'd over and 
on'r a~alll. However lw continued in 
prayt'r 1101 olily througll(,ut that day but 
thr(JlIl-{holit the days which followed, unti l 
Saturday enning had arriv('d, By this 
time ht,'wa~ worn an,l exhausted f rom his 
week of prayer. 

The iollo\\ ing morning' wltl'n he stood 
before his people he announced that there 
was a likelihood that this wonld be the 
la~t dav he would minister to them. lie 
said, "\'ou do not carl' f{lr my preach­
ing', ami I ;\m tire(1 o f pouring' watc r 0 11 

the rock~. fiut I havc decided that hefore 
leaving this plan' I sha ll either see a 
break O!' annihilate this uuholy apology 
for ~lcthodis1ll," Il l' procei'd~d with his 
message and couc1uc1ec.1 without ~ceillg a ny 
apparent results, 

Returning to Ihl' ch urch that night he 
rl'peiltt'd the a nnouncement which he had 
mad..: in the morning', and proc('ed~c.1 to 
preach. Aftl'r preat.:hing, he asked how 
many in the c(l1Igrtgation were prepared 
to take the wav which hc had marked out , 
nalllely, the \\'~y of the cross. Two men 
stood in an swer to the question , but they 
were 1I0t yery influential persOlls in the 
congrcga tion. R('dfield hesitated to give 
a n alt ar caU fo r fea r no one would re­
sponri and so he said, "\\'e will pray. Let 
us kneel just \\ here '\.(' are." Ea ch o f 
the two men prayed with ollt an y results, 
then Redfie ld began, H e knew the hour 
had comc for him to make good the state­
ment he had madr at the morning service, 
He prayed for a little, but soon encoullt­
ered the same obs tacle which he had met 
with out ill the woods, Somewhat ex­
hausted, he fell ba ck and waited for a 
1l101ll"llt, and then regai ning his st rengt h 
and in spiration he prayed again. But 
again he encountered the same difficulty, 
This was repeat ed six times. Then mus­
tering all the courage and strength he 
had left, he undertook for the seventh 
time to pray things through, He r ecords 
that after he had prayed just a little, he 
encountered thi s same difficulty but this 
time it brokc into slli,'crs, The people 
were prostrated, Backslidden chu rch 
members confessed their backsliding. Old 
wrongs were Illade right and 3. glorious 
revival broke loo~e in tire neighborhood, 
r('suiting in scores of people being COII­
verted. This is what I mean by .p raying 
through, Such praye r always dcfea tl the 
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devil. He can outwit. outwurk ilnd out· 
gl'lttral us; hut thank (;od be canltot out 4 
pray us. That i~ where h~ is weak. I Ie 
call !aug-h at our pians, ancl np"ct our 
work, hut he c.(nltot stand against such 
prayers, 

'" there anything in the biography of 
Elijah that Icts minto thl' ~l'cret of the 
!>tfl'I1).!"th of his·charactl·r? I thillk there 
I~, Three thinRs arc Illl'llti(!Ilcd. First, 
he said, ",\s Jehovah ]in-th." He was 
110t Sl·n·illg a ckad god hilt " living God. 
And when yom vision i~ filled with a Ii\"4 
jng \'(ld it is !I1aru·lOlls wh.1t things you 
\\il1 dare to duo ".\s the Lord !in·th, 
Ill' fore wholll I stanc!." There yO\l have 
the H'conrl secrt·t of thc "trength of his 
(""haractcr- '·bciore whom 1 stand." Elijah 
had built his couage ~o that c\"t'ry wiu4 
dow looked out 011 the l11ighty Alps oi 
Cc,d's pr~sence. .\nd he lived and moved 
and had his being bencath Ihc comtant 
impres,ipn, 1.0, G(ld is here. \\'c need 
to have our \'ision full oi (;0<1, and real 
izc that we arc sla nding before Him, not 
before the face of c!;ly. 

Then E lijah's namc i.~ SURRc!-.ti\·e, meall 4 
illg "J eho\'ah i~ my stn.:ngth." \\'hat a 
dang-l·roIl5 thing our natural ability is. I 
do not SUggl'5t that we ~hould deny ally 
alli lit,· wc ma\' havc. But we certain I\' 
I\ ('cd'to ignore- it if we arc to actomplisil 
the work God has ca lled u'> to, for that 
work c:m IIc,·tr be accompli,hed if we 
depend on ou r creature abilit\". LI ow 
man'e lous that God tak(·s hold -of timid, 
shrinking , vacillating mcn ami women who 
nC\'cr d id amount to anything in thc na­
tura!, and fills them with liimself until 
thcy bl'COIllC so strong till'Y arc willing 
to brave all dinicultics and face all dan­
gcrs and go anyw here to work for the 
Lord. The hue Dr. Silllp~on once said, 
"I am karning not to speak disparagingly 
oi the wcakcst in.,tru llIcnt , fur I find that 
th ere arc timcs whc11 God takes them and 
uscs them in the 1I1o~t extraordinary man­
lier," 

A little later Elijah di sco\'ered that God 
had ma{le an appoi ntlllent for him on th e 
top of ),1 t. Carmel. It was 19 be a very 
illlllOrtant e"ent in his life. L'p there he 
was to be afforded an opportu nity of pro\·­
ing the strength of his God and of excr­
cising the authority and power which the 
Lord had invested in him. The question 
arose a5 to which route he should take 
to Carme l. If thcre was a shorter route 
Elijah decided 1I0t to take it. lIe went 
by the most circ uit ous way. There arc 
folk who arc always looking for a short 
route to the place of powcr and authority. 
And no matter how you advise against it 
they persist in taking the short route, 
only to be confounded when they reach 
Carmel's height, on ly to be fearfully em4 
barra5~{'{1 in the presence of the false 
prophets. But you will remember Elijah 
was not coniounded Oil that memorable 
day, nor was he cmbarrassed before the 
prophets of fiaal. I take it the reason was 
because he decided on the more circuitous 
route, a road that lay by Cherith (which 
means "separation"), and by way of Zare4 
phath (which mea liS "smelting furnace"). 
And so when he reached Carmel, the rest 
was easy. Separation docs not appeal to 
the carnal man, From it the old flesh life 
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lIhrinks; but \·ou will 11(,"Hr lullil! the min· 
i~try \I) whi~h Gol1 h'ls calkt! you, kt 
it he t;H:r so humble a 011\· unll-liS you 
take thc way of scparatil>lI. I~Clllt"mhl'r

:\ftl·r Flijah had lived al Cherith and 
Zarephath fur three and a half year!"; he 
was ordered 10 show himsclf. It is time 
enough to show yourseli after you hal'e 
oiJe)"l'd God. fiut remembe r God will lle\'­
cr ask you 10 show yoursclf until yOll have 
fir~t learned to hidc vourself The Lord 
said, "Go, show thyscif unto Ahab." Eli­
jah met Obadiah who said , ".-\rt thou that 
Illy lord Elijah?" "f am, go tell thy lord, 
Behold, Elijah is h ere." After sOllie per­
suasion Ohadiah wcnt and told Ahab, and 
Ahab sa id to E lija.h, "Art thou he that 
trou bleth Israel? " E lij ah answe red, "I 
ha\·e 110t troubled Israel: but thall, and 
thy father's house." They (Iiscussed the 
matter and Elijah told him to ga ther Is­
rael togcther on ).ft. Cannel, to summon 
the prophets oi Baal. 

Allab agreed to this , and the prophets 
of Baal were summoned to the top of 
11 t. Carmel. Later Elijah appeared and 
said to the prophets, "The God that an­
swere th by fire, let him be God." :rhey 
built Ihe alta r and prayed 10 their gods, 
hut no answer came. Then Elijah in­
dulges in a bit of irony. "Cry aloud: 
either he is talking, o r lie is pursuing, or 
he I'> in a journey, or peradvellture he

\Ve arc to talk ahou t "the way" 
thi,. mOTnin.'(. ;\ way has both a begin­
ning and a conclu ... iOlI. It is a good deal 
like a jOllrne) You ... tart from some place 
and you expect to end some place. \Vhen 
we st;\rt out from hOllie we trust the COI1-

c1w.ioll of our jourtlty will not be along 
the way but will be at our destination. 

The Chri~tiall life is a journey which 
beRin~ ;It the Cro~s and ends in heaven. 
SOllie llIay reach there mure quickly than 
otll('r~, hut hy the grace of God we ex­
pect to get there. In this way which we 
arc following. other!> have preceded us; 
and the way has heell charted so clear­
ly th;lt :I wayfaring !lIall though a fool 
need not err t]H:rein. First of all the Lord 
jesus Christ went this way and made a 
very plain path for II ~. Paul went this 
way, so did all till' other al)Ostles. Thou­
sallds of saints throughout the ages have 
galle this way. 

Looking dow II through history and also 
through (Jur 0'\11 experience we find that 
there arc some who turn aside from the 
way and gl·t off 011 hypaths, which lead 
into the way of powerlessness at least, if 
not into eh'rna] destruction. Some go 
the way of popularity, and there is al· 
ways trouhle at the end of such a course. 
Bllt the .spirit of God is continually bring­
illg liS hack to the way that jesus taught, 
and Paul foltowed. 

A W a y of Vi , ion 
This way that jeslls took was first of 

all II. wa y of vi. ion . It was a clearly 
marked -out way. easi ly distinguished , so 
that the cnd could be seen from lhe be­
ginning. Thc Lord jesus had a vision of 
the end of the way beforc li e bcgan H is 
ministry. Before lIis ministry was ever 
started l ie knew wha t the end was going 
to be. and lIe had a definite vision in H is 
heart that must be fu lfilled. He had a 
vision of the end of the way-it was to 
end in jO)'. "\Vho for the joy thaI was 
set before him endllred the cross, despis­
illg the shame." All other things were 
merely incidental, just stepping-stones to 
the reali7ation of His vision. \Ve find 
evidence of the fact that lIe had a vision 
ill the early rears of lIis life. When He 
was but twelve years of age, lIe came 
to the temple at jerusalem with His 
parents, but when joseph and Mary 
lhought He was ill the crowd with them 
011 their way hack home. lIe was found 
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to be mi ..... ing. The), returnerl and found 
Him in tilt.' temjlle disputing with the 
teacher~ of the I;I\\! concerning the Scrip· 
tures. 1fe ~airl " I must he ahout my Fa· 
thf'r'.<; IJIl~ine~s." If we get that sallie vi· 
sion, that sallle objectivc. and allow it to 
control our Ii,'c~. we, too, will go through 
ju~t as He dirl , strai~hl. unerringly un­
til we al,,1') find our destination. 

A Way of H u m ility 
There i~ anothcr thing about His way 

-it was a path of hUlIlilit)'. Although the 
Lord jesu~ reali/cd tht' full import of His 
mic;sion to tOf' earth, He a lw;'I\"~ took the 
path of humility. It was said in the Old 
Testament that God would raise up a 
prophet like unto )fo~es. lie was to be 
a meek. humble Prophet: and the Lord 
jeslls definitelv fulfilled that prophecy. He 
was a meek l~lall. \Vhen thcy came and 
asked Him conn'rIling I1imsdf and His 
mission to the worlcl, He said, "J of my­
self can do nothing. It is the Father 
that doeth the works. Even the words J 
speak are 1I0t Illine hilt his that sent me." 
And so lIe put llirmeli in the background 
all the way through His mini stry. He did 
not s tep 0\11 before the crowd to say, 
"Here am r: f am the greate~t preacher 
that e\'cr came illto the world." You do 
not filld Him ~avinR' anything like that; 
He was all the tillle magnifying the Fa­
ther. John Rapt;q did not say he ",as 
some great one. He said. "I am the "oice 
of one ("Tying in the wilderness." They 
sa id, "\Vho arc yon? Are you Elias?" 
Hf' answered. "No. I am just a voice ; but 
there cometh One after me." lie kept 
pointing to the One who should come af­
ter him. Jesm kept pointing to the Fa­
ther \\'ho had ~ent him. and we find Paul, 
the chief of the apostles, saying he was 
the lea~t of all the .,aints and the chief 
of sinners. john the Baptist pointed for­
ward to Christ, and Paul pointed back. 
And we too should point back to the Lord 
J estls Chri~t. 

A Way of S elf-denial 
It is not only a way of humility, but 

a path of .elf _denial. This principle was 
taugilt early in thc ministry of the Lord 
Jesus. They came to Him and said. "Lord, 
we will fo llow thee." But He said, "The 
faxes have holes, and the birds of the 
air have Ilest~. hut the Son of man hath 
110t where to lay his head. YO'J can come 
this way if you ","Ilt to, but! have not 
a thing to ofTer you; no throne. no posi· 
tion, but you just follow me in th~ hard 
old road r al1l going and maybe down at 
the end of the road there will be: some· 
thing more than that." \Vhen the t\\'o 
disciples asked to sit one on His rir..:ht 
hand and the other on His left, lie asked, 
"Arc you able to be baptized with the 
baptism wherewith r am baptized?" They 
said, "\Ve arc ahle." They callie that 
same course and followed that same route, 
hut as far as ~he things they wanted wt!I'e 
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concerned, 1 Ie ~aid, "They are not mine 
to gi,·e, but my Fatll(~r\ which is in heav­
en." .. \lId 50 it is a W3)' of self·denial 
all the way. 

If we lose thi~ ,·ision of the Ilath of seli­
denial we arc getting out of the Pente­
costal way. \\"hen pastors get to the place 
where they are looking for something big 
for themseh·es. they arc getting OUI of 
the way. They lIlay say the same things 
they used to say and preach the same ser­
mons they used to preach, but when they 
lose the principle of self-denial they are 
getting out of the way. When the Lord 
j esus camc to pay Hi~ taxes lIe did not 
have the money to pay them-cxcf.'pt in 
God's great bank. And so J Ie sent His dis­
ciples over to the bank and they caught 
a fish with a little money in ilS mouth, 
and they paid the taxes. lIis was not 
a way where the money rolled in, and 
where lIe had a big bank account. He 
took the way of self-dellial; and that is 
the way we ought to go to-day. 

A W ay of Duty 
It is not only a way of self-denial, but 

one of duty. People these days seem to 
be falling down on this principle. God 
put a trcmendous responsibility on the 
Lord Jesus Christ. That responsibility 
was that li e should 1I0t on ly live in this 
world and teach the plan of God. but 
He should go all the way to the cross 
and die for the sins of the world. And 
the Lord jesus would 1I0t oe turned aside 
from that duty. God has put a tremendous 
responsibility upon us also. \Vhen war 
is on and conflicts arc being waged we 
talk about duty. If a sentry should go 
to sleep on duty he would be despised 
and punished because he allowed the 
weariness of the flesh to overcome him­
because he slept in the hour of danger. 
Are we saints walking in the path of 
duty? Are we living up to the respons­
ibility God has put upon tis? 

Two Salvation Army lassies were sent 
out to hold a street meeting ill a certain 
place. They went Ollt week after week 
and sang. testified, prayed. Finally the 
seasons changed, rain and sleet and snow 
came but they persistently went out on 
the same corner. \Vhen winter was al­
most over a mall came up, knelt down on 
the street and yielded to the Lo rd jesus 
Christ. They asked him, "What brought 
you to the Lord?" He allswered, "It was 
1I0t the songs you sang nor the words you 
spoke. Bm it was yotlr steadfastness to 
your duty. In the midst of a ll kinds of 
bad conditions YOII stayed all the job. You 
acted as though this was the most import ­
alll thing in your lives. and I want that 
kind of religion." 

A W a y of Purpo.e 
jesus' way was a path of purpose. It 

was not enough merely to have a vision, 
me rely to look down the path and say "1 
sec it all; I know where the bypaths are, 
and the crossroads." That is no t enough. 
Any of us may do that. Pentecostal pre­
cepts do not always bring Pelllecostal 
practice. And a vision docs not always 
give purpose. \Ve need to have a purpose 
as well as a vision. \Ve need to purpose 
in Ollr hearts that we arc going to live 
true to the chart. \\'hell Paul got to the 
end of his course he said, "l have fll1ish-
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ed my cnurM', hellcciortb there i~ laid up 
for me a ('r()WTI oi righh:(lU~lIe5~," :\i 
Icr hc had Illli .. hcd l!i~ cotlr~t: he realized 
he honl p:t~sl'd ('\"l'r Ihe 'va~' <.ucces~iully 
and g'ailwd hi~ crnwn But how 5ad il 
woul(\ Ill' to rt'ach the en(1 oi the way 
and, looking hack, S('e that \\c ha,'e fail· 
cd. I h:t:l that as a Penteco~tal peoplc 
we arc in ~reat danger. \\'c arc up 
against the 5ame thing l·\"l'rywhere. Pea· 
pic cOllie in and say, "I 11<1\'1.' rt'Cl'i\"l~d the 
PentcCO!'ital haptism." And then you watch 
them come into church, sit down, cross 
their legs, lank around a~ though saying, 
"I wonder what is going on to-day. 1 
wonder if I am going to he entertained 
to-day. If I don't like it I will get up and 
go OUI:' Th('n presently they ~ay to thelll· 
selves, "Oh, 1 don't like this message. 
There is IltJthing going 011 hcre. The 
songs arc not in the Spirit. Folks don't 
pray like th ('y prayed when 1 got my Bap· 
lism. \\'c'lI go and start a mission down· 
town and han' a good time." Their pur­
pose is Hont', and that i~ what is the mat­
ter. They know how thill~s should be 
done, but it means a whole lot Illore to 
do it than to kno\\" how to do it. It is 
casy to drop back and take it easy and 
ha\'C a car :tnd a nice hOl1ll', and jll~t drift 
along" 011 the top of the tide. The tide al­
ways has lots of d riftwood on it. 

OIiC thing that particularly appeals to 
111('" in the lifl' of the Lord Jcsus is the 
way II I,' sct Ilis face as a flint, lIe pur­
posed to fulfill the \'ision. lie not only 
ministered 10 the sick and cast out de· 
mOllS and preached, but He had His face 
sct to go to the cross. I Ie did not deviate 
frOIll that. One day He ~pokc about Jlis 
decease and Peter said, "Lord, be th is far 
from \·ou." Bul the Lord H'plied, "Get 
thee b~hilld me, Satan. You arc standing 
ill th e way of my purpose." He set I1is 
fllce sll'adfaq ly to go to Jl'rl1~alel1l bllt 
the diseip\('s tried 10 persuade Ilim not to 
go. Finally they said amon!.:" thCIlISl'I\-CS, 
"As lie is bound to go and we call not stop 
Him, \\C will go and die with Him." Their 
Iwart" were hcavy and ~ad for they real­
ized the danger. \\'hell li e reached Je· 
rllsait-111 ,he fif~t thing li e did was to 
walk into the temple and knot sOllie ropes 
and drive Ihem Ollt, ovcrturning thl' tables 
oi Ihe money changers and m;iking gen­
eral havoc in there. It would look as 
thotlgh I I~' was prO\'oking thl"11\ to anger 
and stirring- UI) ~olllcthing that was lin­
lIcce<,~an·. ~Iost of us would hayc said, 
":\ow c!l;n't you think th at i" unncc('~sar· 
ity stirrinA" IlP opposition?" \Ve would 
have said, "'\'ou arc aH wrong. You arc 
doing thing"<, the wrong way. You could 
jmt tdl Ihem gently, ':-.ty Father's house 
is a place of prayer and YOI1 have tables 
for monty changers here; but now please 
take thcse tahles out.'" But Jc~us did not 
dc, it that \Voy. li e went in ond cleaned 
them Ollt. They came to I I im and began 
to question about these things. \\'hen lie 
answered it seemed as thOllgh lie de­
libcrately slappcd them in the face . They 
said, "Of course this ~Ian has a devil, 
look at the way He talks! No man in his 
right sen~e~ would talk like that. Now 
we know I Ie is crazy." li e did another 
thing. lie said to the scribes and Phari­
sees, "YOll arc whited sepulchc rs, full of

A Way of Prayer 
There are a great many thing" which 

might be said about thi~ path. It is a 
path of prayer, Je~\IS knew how to pray. 
By prayer I do not mean putting jll a 
r('gular time of three hours ;l (lay. There 
are all kinds of prayer but till' prayer 
that counts js that prayer which is·con· 
stant communion with God, ~o thai you 
know He is talking' to you as ynu talk 
wilh Ilim. There wa~ an old hrother, 
a leader of VOI11)g mcn, who lived ~o swcet 
:11l!\ \·ictori;us a life that. the young men 
('cnduded his prayer life nmq he ·\\"on­
(!t·rlul. They thought they would like to 
find out just how he prayed. So one <lay 
(lile of tlwO) ~aid, "I will ~Jip in under 
his hedroom window and hick, ;111(1 Jj,{('n 
to him pray, for sur<,ly he mll~t prny a 
wonderful prayer" But wl1('"11 he came 
h:lek to the j:!"rmlp to report what he had 
\!("ard. he «:tid, "lie did not pray at all. 
lie jU<.t ~aid to hi, Father, 'f.'ather, we 
ha\"e had a gooel day to·day. and things 
are just thc ~,nne bdwecn us. GOCld-night , 
Fath('r.''' It is not the nH1ltilu(le of 
worels, it is walking with God; and Je~t1s 
walked and talked Wilh God. Of cnurse 
11(' put in timc ~ecrctly with "ati alone. 
Rut He walked and talked with "od <;0 
that lI e could say, "Father. glorif\' Thy 
nal11(':' And the Father an~wued. "I 
have glorifi('d it and will glorify il again." 
T wOllld like 10 live in sllch close tonch 
with God that r could get a quick re· 
~ponsc like that.

Now Elijah has the twelve barrels on 
the sacrificc and is reatly to !lray. Li!"len 
while he orders all the prophcts of Baal 
to stand back. He docs nOI "ish them to 
get 100 ncar to the sacrificc lest they dis· 
cover his art in using magic. \"0 indeed! 
The old prophet was not ~oing to do 
something he would need to apologize for. 
He was Ilot going to usc any black art. 
Ill' was relying wholly UpOIi the God of 
heaven. He expected fire to fall from the 
skies and he was willing that all the 
prophets oi Baal and those gathered with 
thelll on Carmel's height should see this 
mighty manifestation of God. Xow he 
prays, "Lord God of ,\braham, I saac and 
Israel, let it be known this d"y that I 
am all that r have professed to be, that 
I am cven marc wonderful than I have 
been reported to be, that I am a real mir­
acle worker. 0 Lord, !o,avc my reputation 
to-day. Thou knowe~t I am reputed to 
be the 1I10st remarkable character in all 
these parts. Jt is reported that I have 
had wonderful resl:lts. Lord, don 't fail 
me to-day." No indeed I Elijah did not 
pray thus, but he prayed . "Lord God of 
Abraham, Isaac and Israel. let it be known 
this day that thou art God in Isracl and 
that I am thy sen-ant ( literally "errand 
boy"), and that I have done all these 
things at thy word. llcar me, 0 Lord, 
hear me, that this people Illay know that 
thou art the Lord God and tltat thou hast 
turned their beart back again." Th en the 
fire of the Lord fell. 

The old prophet's prayer consisted of 
only sixty-three words. \Vas not that a 
whirlwind prayer? I t did not take him 
haH a minute to pray it. Short prayers 
mixed with real faith will bring quicker 
and larger results than long prayers full 
of unbelief. One night during OllC of our 
tarrying meetings I asked, "IIow many 
have come all! to· night expecting to be 
baptized?" A woman rose to her fect. I 
asked her, "Do you think the Lord would 
be able to baptil.e you in the next hour?" 
She said, "Yes." Then 1 said, "Do you 
think the Lord would be willing to bap­
tize you within the next thirty minutes?" 
Again I asked, "Do yOIl think the Lord 
would be willing to baptize you within 
the next ten minutes?" Shc said, "Yes." 
And 1 said, "00 you think the Lord would 
be willing to baptize yOIl within the next 
fivc minutes?" <lnd she said. "[ do." Once 
again I said. "Do you think thc Lord 
would be willillg to baptize you now?" 
She replied, "r doo" And the fire fell. She 
rcceived a glorious Baptism in the Ho ly 
Ghost. 

There was no doubt in this prayer of 
Elijah·s. He made e,"e ry preparation, pil­
ed all the difficulties round he cou ld gath­
er for the Lord to mect. and prayed the 
firc down. Had Elijah persisted in taking 
a shorter route to Carmel, we question if 
he would have met with the same success. 
But having gone by way of Cherith (sep ­
aration ), and Zarephath (smelting furn­
ace), he found himself equal under God 
in meeting the need of the hour and prov­
ing afresh to apostate Israe l that the God 
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oi their iathers. the God (,f .\braham, 
haOle. and Jacob. sliIl lived. 

It wa\ nOt an l'asy thing fur Elij2lh 
to rnn.lin at Cherith for ~uch a long timf.'. 
h wa5 Ilut ca~y ior him to ~it by the 
strt',Ull and watch it dry lip. But thi~ he 
did, until he recei\-ed orders to go {JIl 10 

Zan:\lhath. To bc sent tlu're to be pro 
vided £l,r hy a w1,lo\\'. seemed very ~trange 
indeed. I think it was a furtlll'r lest to 
Elijah'~ iaith. 

lIe might have reas()lwd a, he ,n'm 11p 

there. "The outlook seems dark enough, 
bill atttr all, that widow may not be ~o 
hard lIP as 50me widows arc. ~he may 
have wille boys who arc helping her." So 
h(' slf{,lkd along arul reaclH.'d the gates 
of the city, and as he wa~ .. bout to en· 
ter he saw a lean. lank. half-stan-· 
ed woman looking for some stick~. I Ier 
{'n:balls wac sunk in their sockets and 
h~r skin seemed like yellow pardnnent. 
The Lord saieJ in substance to him, "EIi­
j;lh. that is your hostess." Oh, how some 
of us would have coi!apsed if we had 
beeH brought there. I repeat, it is of vi­
tal importance for you to pray through 
beforf.' yOIl move. Once you pray through, 
it docs not make much difference what 
difficulties you encounter. 

Elijah said, "Bring me, I l)fay thee. a 
morsel of bread in thine ham!." "Man, 
you must be a stranger. There has been 
a famine up he re. \\'e ha\'e only a little 
mcal, ant! my boy and 1 are going to eat 
that and die." But Elijah persisted, and 
suggested that she scrVl' him ftrst hefore 
evell helping herself. \Vhat! take the last 
bit of meal out of a 'widow's harrel! To 
he sure. It was a step of faith on her 
part but she did it. .\nd YOll will re­
member that as a result of her obedience 
she and her boy, with Elijah as their 
gtlest, li\"Cd on that bit of meal in the 
harrel for a whole year. Of course they 
just lived frOIll hand to mouth. Some one 
say~, 0'1 hope [ will never ha,·c to live 
like that." T hope you will. There is 
nothing like living from hand to mouth, 
from God's band to our moutho 

Did you ever stop to ask why the mcal 
in your barre l docs not multiply? It may 
be because you are too stingy with God's 
Elijahs. Look up some hungry Elijahs 
and feed them. The word says, "Give 
and it shall be given UlltO you." "Honor 
the Lord wilh thy substance and with the 
first-fruits of all thine increase, so shall 
thy barn be filled with plcnty and thy 
presses shall burst out with new wine." 
God still multiplies me<ll and works mir­
acles.
