Ddilah is most dangerous when she is 
TIIost cOllceakd. Already, earlier, this fatal 
:.clf-imlulgence had been forc.. .. hadowed when 
Sams<JIl, a X:v:arite, had eaten honey out of 
thC' carC,l~e oj a dead wf)rld he had over­
coml'. Kun' anuther stage has been reach­
ed whtn. instead oi u<;ing his 110wer in rout­
ing (;"d's enemies, he begins displaying it 
at the bidding oi a harlot world. On be­
hal r of the Powers of Darknes'i behind her, 
who brihtd Iwr widl about ~HlO.OO.

~on shakc~ Irimscl j. and the Ilo.lWer is gone. 
For alas, hm\ kecn is the world's razor 
on the locks of cOllsecratioll. 

Salll~()1\ never "ha\'ed his locks; he allow· 
ed himself in CQIll I)any where, falling into 
Ilfofound ~Iulllbcr. they were shaved for 
him: he had power to keep out of Delilah', 
company: but we can triAc once too often:

ha\'C C'bbed beyond recall while wc slept. 
Lock after lock falls, power ebbs with e\'­
cry sla~h, and SamsoJl awakes to agony. A 
Ilicture fo llows of almost intolt'!rable Ilath05. 
God's mighty judAC, the supreme leader of 
the onl y people of God in the world at 
that moment, is rllling the office of a public 
buffoon, and d:lIIcing, in blundering blind~ 
ness, to make sport for a hat ing, scorni ng, 
laughing !!lob. Oh, the tragedy to wh ich a 
backslider can come! "And Samson made 
sport before thcm." Judges 16 :25.

once stood in the tc st room of a 
great !)ted mill. A1\ around Ille werl." lil­
tle p:lrtitions and cotnpartnH'nt~, In each 
one wa s a pit'ce of steel. II had been 
tested to the limit and marked with 
figures that shuwed its breaking point. 
Some pieces had been I\\'i~ted until they 
broke ali(I the strength of torsion was 
marked on the111, Some had been stretched 
to the breaking point and th e ir tensile 
strength indicated, SOllie hild been COIll­
prcssed to the crushing poi nt and also 
marked, T he master of the steel mill 
knew just what pieces of steel would 
stand under strain. I fe knew just what 
they would bear if placed in the great 
~hip, building, o r bridge. Be knew this 
hecause hi~ testing room revealed it. It 
is oftell so with God's chi ldren. God 
does not want us to be like yases of 
glass or porce lain, which shatter at the 
Illcre touch of temptation He would 
ha\-e Il~ like these toughened pieces of 
steel, able to bear twisting and crushing 
to th e uttermost limit without collapse, 
li e wants liS to be , not hot-house plants, 
but storm-beaten oaks, not sand dunes 
driven with every gust of the wind, but 
granite rocks withstanding the fiercest 
storms, To make us such, he must bring 
us into his testing room o f suffering, It 
is there he tries out thc s tliff of which

THE EARTHQUAKE IN PALESTINE 
By Yumna G. Malick, Shweifat, Syria 
Since 1 last wTote you , we have had 

a te r rible earthquake in this country. It 
had been unusually hot for a few days 
prior. I wa s resting my tired head on 
my pillow for awhile, as I have been 
through a touch of sunstroke. It was 
3 p. m., when the mission house rocked 
twice; felt as though the ceiling wa s 
com ing down. but there was no damage. 
The earthquake la sted about six seconds 
on ly a long the coast, here, and in ~Ies­
tine, but in the interior such as Hou ran 
;wd District, Nablus and Tra nsjo rdan ia. 
it la~ted 90 seco nd s, causing much damage 
and loss of life; 1500 were reported killed, 
and many wounded . whole families bur­
ied under the ruins. The Dead Sea wa s 
yery much tro ubled and at certain points 
wa, thrO\ving water lip in Ihe air about 
three meters high. Yesterday. it was re­
ported that at Ezzarka. e;l.st of the Dead 
Sea, an old \'olcano opening is now throw­
ing up smoke and stl'am. II is 25 miles 
from Jerusalem. There ha s not bee n much 
damage dont: here. At la st night's meet­
ing three young womcn consecrated their 

lives to the Lord. ;\nd a dc:ar little girlie 
not (Iuite ~e\'cn was veTy hungry ior Jesus. 
\\'hl'lI I l"alllt near her at tlie altar serv­
i('l' ~hc \\;\s praying with ;ill her mighl, 
and how happy ~he was \\ht"u she J.::IIl'W 

Jesus came into her beart. This little 
girl ha, bccll for a IOllg time begging 
her older si\ter to let her come 10 Illeet­
ings, but her .,i~ler did lIot wish to be 
bCJIht.'red; yet she brought her alollg oc­
l·a~iollally.

Since I last wrote you I made a hur­
ried trip to T angar to see Brother Ply­
mire bdore he left. As you 110 doubt 
kno\\', he is now on his 10llg trip across 
the northern part of Tibet. \Ve are trust­
ing th e Lord to protect him and bring hint 
safely to the other side. 

There has been another exodus of 
Protestant missionaries from the province, 
so that now there a rc only five of us left 
ill the whole of northwest China: Dr. 
Rand of the C. I. M.; Mr. MacGillavray, 
an indepe ndent missionary; l.y father, 
s-tep-moth er, and myse lf. On the China­
Tibetan border I am probably the only 
mis~ionary left, as I h ea r that the mis­
siona ries on the Szechwan and Yunnan 
borders h;l.ve also left. It is now a more 
(Iifficult ta sk than ever with this intense 
loneliness added; but trusting in the Lord 
I intend to rema in as long as it is safe; 
and try to do my best to spread the Gos­
pcl among those that have !lever heard 
before. It is an immense burdell, and 
unle ~~ you in the homeland hold the ropes 
for Ille' it seems it will be imposs ible to 
bea r it. 

T here i~ no\\" much more OPpOSItIon to 
the (;ospcl than formerly: but praise the 
Lord He has so far protected liS. He 
is able to keep liS through everything, and 
we commit ou rselv es and all that we are 
into His almighty hands. 

During the summer months I illtend to 
go Ollt again alllong some Nomad tribes 
that have never heard the Gospe l before. 
1 ha\'e heen delayed considerably. but 
hope to get s tarted in about two week s 
time. the Lord williTlg. r desire your ea rn ­
est prayers that the Lord Himself wi ll 
be with me and my Chinese coworker, 
as we \'i ~ it the~e wild tribes where white 
men have never been before. H e is able 
to guide and protect us and use us for 
the spread of Hi s Gospel.
