The Twelfth General Council Meeting 

, 
In the last inuc of the Evangel we 

began to tell the !>tory of the recent Coun· 
cil scs~ion. As we continue the report of 
this tTl0~1 blessed of all Council 11leeting~. 
we wish we could COllvey to our readers 
Ih e 5weN lIpirit of love that prevailed 
throughout the meeting. Although on 
sume minor thinRs there wue difIe..ellces 
of opinion. yet all the brethren assembled 
had the ~alllC pUq)OloC in view, to know 
till' mind of the Lord and to do His 
will in all matters pertaining to the Coun· 
eil fellowship. 

In writing to the Ephesians, Paul COUIl­

l>I'kd tllt'lIl 1I0t 10 be drunk with wine 
wla'fein j, cxcc~s. but to "be fdled with 
the Spirit." lie then showl!d what would 
be till' cvidcllrc of the Spirit', presence, 
the "speaking to yourselves in p~alms and 
hymns and ~piritu;ll songs, singing and 
making melody in your heart to the Lord." 
In the ((Juneil nu:eting the Lord gave us 
these spiritual hymns and SOggs. But 
I'<lul gm''; on to r.how another evidence 
of the Spirit's prcr.ence, "suhmitting your­
~el\"(:s one to another in the fear of God." 
The: willinl(ne'ls 011 the: part of a ll the 
hrethren \lrescnt to submit themse lves to 
otlwrs, W3§ a blesscd Illark of the Spi rit"s 
llrcsencc and supcrvision ovcr this ses­
sion of the General Council. The follow­
ing incidt'nt i'l an ilhl'ltratioll of how Ihi s 
principlt worked in our midst. 

Crftcioul Yielded ne .. 
The Revi~ion Committee had had a 

rccollll11tlHiatiou from the Eastern District 
Council Ihat the officers of the General 
Coul1cil ,hou ld cons ist of a General Sup­
erintend('nt, Trcasur('r, Secretary, and 
Mi~siollary Secretary, togClher with such 
other oOic("f~ a~ may be re<]uired in the 
hit un'. Thc f{evision Committee accept­
ed this r/'colllnll'ndatin1\ and emhod ird it 
in thC'ir final rq1Ort. It wa" immediatel .... 
M·t·n that the ntlice oi A<;si~tant Gf'neral 
SUJlcrintc'lI{il'nt (fMlI1erly, Assi~!anl Chair­
llIan) had hC('n elill1inatcd. There wcrc 
S(JII1(' who protl'<;ud ;1J.,!ainst t his chanR:c, 
while 011 the ot her hand there were some 
who felt that the Revision Committee 
were w;~e in making this recommenda­
tion, and the suggestion was made that 
in place o f Assistant General Superintend ­
ent one or more additional field repre­
sen t a tive ~ could be added to the headquar­
ters work. 

\Yh en the mattcr was put to the vote, 
120 " oted in favor of the recomm enda­
tion of the Re\"i~ion Committee and 80 
vC"lted "Rainst it. \Vhen it wa~ seell tha t 
so many were in favor of the continu­
ation of the office of an Assi~!ant General 
Supcrin lend cnt, the Eastern hrethrcn 
brough t in a recolll lllendation that in ad­
dition to th e othe r o fficers an Assi stant 
General Sl1pcrin lcntient be elected. T hey 
felt it would be of the Lord to re 'lpcc! 
the sC'ntiment expres~ed by thosc 80 voters, 
and that a n opportunity' should be given 

fo r the 120 to reconsider the matter in 
"iew of the sentiment expressed. \Vhen 
they brought forward their amendment 
10 add an Assistant General Superintend­
ent to the officers of the General Council, 
it was accepted unanimously by the whole 
of the body present, after a short discus­
sion, It was a blessed victory of sub­
mi\sion to one anothe r in the fear of 
God. 

Monday Afternoon 
A vcry helpful message to all present 

was brought by Brother Fostekew of 
Chicago, in the early part of Monday af­
ternoon. \Ve expect to sha re this with 
om FVilligel readers a little later. At 
the dUM' of the lT1es~age the audience 
was gt'catly moved and a trememdolls 
shout of praise ascended from those pres­
ent. A good deal of progress was made 
in confirming the constitutional declara­
lion ill it '> new form. Thc full statement 
of the constitution will be se t forth in the 
lI1inute~ of the General Council which will 
be puhli~hcd iu a few wceks' time.

The dnotional hour wa!'i conducterl by 
Brother Oqe:rberg, who gave a mosl help­
ful 1I11'5~aRe. \\'e tru<;1 to puhli~h thi s 
latH. 

At the bus i ne~~ sessio n the Question was 
raised regarding the !lame of the chief 
executivc of the Gen('r<ll Council. \Vhile 
the sessieJII of the General Counci l i<; in 
progress he acts as dlairman, but b~­
tween sessions it is hardly correct 10 give 
him that title. The word "superintendent" 
was !'iu~gested. as one of his duties i5 to 
"bt· general <;upe r intendent of all work 
(HI the ficld conducted in behalf of th e 
fellowship." 

The name "jlft'sidclIt" wa'> suggested, <IS 

on all legal documents he had to sign as 
president of an incorporated body. Brother 
T. K. Leonard suggest cd that "bishop" 
wa .. a more scriptura l titlc. Brother P. 
C. ~~"'on objected to thi~. saying, "As 
thf' word \\'a'l originally used in the New 
Te'ltament it was perfectly proper, but 
thc word ' bi~hop' in Eng-lish has acquired 
a different nH'aning. The best transla­
tion of the word ill the ~ew Testament 
tran~lated 'hishop' b 'superintende nt.' 
Paul called together the elders o f the 
church and said to them, 'Take heed to 
the nock ove r which the H oly Gho~t hath 
made YOI1 bi~hnps.' The way we think of 
the word 1IOW, we wou ld not think it 
proper to have a lot of bishops in one 
church. Thc aCQltircd meaning of th e 
word is such that if we publ ished to the 
world that we had elected a bishop, they 
would aSlIlIle we had become a hierarchy." 

Brother George Hawley remarked that 
after all the name was not the mo~ t im­
portant part of the office. He relat ed an 
incident that occu rred in Nebraska !lome 
years ago when they were r unning the 
line between Nebraska and Kansas. "An 
old lady lived in a little hut ncar where 
they were drawing the line. S he was 
vcrv anxious ahout which side of her 
ho~~e th e line would run on . \-Vhen the 
surveyors came along she found th e line 
ran 011 th e Kansas side of her hou'>e and 
left her in Nehra'lka. She was exceeding­
ly g lad for she !'iaid she had a lways heard 
the air was very much purer in Nebraska 
than in Kansas ."

"God will ne\'('f bless us if wc build on 
a selfi.~h foundation. \\'1,' mmt gct where 
we love soul~, and tru st God for such 
hl e~sing on our own meelings that our 
people will \\ ant to sl",y with us; or if 
they can get something bette r elsewhere, 
let them go. \\'1,' must be unselfish and 
not attempt to form a lot of laws that 
will 'keep everybody out and leave me 
with illY little kingdom, over which I rule 
without a ri va l.' That is one extreme, 

"There is another extreme just as mean 
and bad, where a preacher drifts to a 
city and goes across the street from some 
Pentecosta l a~selllbly and s tarts a work 
of his own. I t is a real problem to de­
cide \\hich i ~ the lesser of the two evi ls, 
Sometime~ they 11"1" ~uch underhanded 
method<: th a t they Pllt the pastor in an 
awkward poe.il ion, where he is unable to 
make himself clear even to his own peo­
ple, A<: minislers going from place to 
place. (;od he lp u~ to be considerate and 
ha\'e a <:pirit of cou rt esy one towardl an­
other, TbollRh one be the leaH preacher 
in all ou r fcllow~hip, he is worthy of our 
comidt'ration, and we should not violate 
the principles of decency and courtesy 
enn to prearb the gospel of Jesus Christ."

chairman, Brother Flower, the chairman 
of titt' spccial committce, f('ad the reso­
lution. lie introduced it by saying that 
tilt, ec'lIIllliltl'e had endea\'ored to present 
the lIIilttcr from the Ceneral Counc il 
.t;lIlIll'oint. The re.!iolulion is as follows: 

"Wht·n·as. The Scriptures are being ful­

"Resolved, That this General Council 
herehy approves of all eITorts which are 
in existence or which may hereafter be in­
stitu ted in behalf of our young people, 
providC'd weh cffort~ fully comply with 
Ihe con~titutional principles of co-opera­
tive fellowship and unity of the Assemblies 
of God, to-wit: 

" I. All loca l young people's organiza­
tions ~hall be considered a~ a branch of 
the loca l church work, under the gen­
eral supervi~ion of the pastor, whose coun­
sel. advice and dirt'ction shall be respeeled 
in all activities which affect the relation­
~hip of the organization to the church 
and it~ acli"itie~ in service. 

"The local young- people may elect their 
own offieer~, subject to the approval of the 
pa~tor and the church hoard. and may 
conduct their own se rvices provided such 
services do not cOl1 flict with nor detract 
from the reJ.:"ular services of the church. 

"The pastor shall be cO l1sideren as an 
honorary member of the org-anizal ion and 
an ex-officio memher of all its committees 
and should he rc.~pected and honored as a 
"hepherd and guide in all matters of serv­
ice and fellowship. 

"The acli\'ities of the young people may 
inclu<le: 

"(a) Bihle Training C1a~ses (t he Cor­
respondence Cou rses of the Centra l Bible 
fnstihlte heing recommended for this pur­
pose), 

"(I» Prayer ?o.feetin~s in the church o r 
elsewhae. which have the approval of 
the pastor and which will tend to build 
up the work of the church a~ a whole. 

"(c) Other acti\'ities !liueh as !lit re!"t work, 
jail service~, hospital \'i5itat ;on, ministra-
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tion to in\'alid~, the sick and shut-ins. 
traci distribution, etc, 

Di.tric;:t Affiliation 
"2. Group" of local organizations may 

he formed into State or Di~trict organiza­
tion~. with the appro\'al of the oOiciary 
of the Di~trict Councils involved. The 
Statc (.r ])i~trict organization ~hall be 
gOn-flll',1 by the principles of co"opcrative 
fello\\ .. hil) and shall he considered as a 
branch (. r Ikpartment of the District 
Council. Th(' !)i~triCI Council officiary sha ll 
b~ considered as the honorary membership 
of the District organization, and shall be 
honored and re~pected in all matters af­
fecting" the activities of the organization.

No National Organization 
The committee had in view not only 

the relationship of the young people wit h 
the local chur..:hes and their districts, but 
a im made the following recommendation: 

"Should a national organization of young 
people be effected, the same principles 
govcrning loc;.1 bodies and district or­
ganizations ~hall prevail in the national 
organ1l'ation, the E.xecutive Presbytery 
of the General Council being considered 
as honorary mcmbers of the national or ­
ganization, and the Genera l Superintend­
ent as ex"officio member of all nat ional 
young people's committees." 
. f\ her some discussion concerning this , 
it was recommended that since it was 
somewhat premature to talk of national 
organization. that thi s part of the resolu­
tion be elim inated. This was agreed upon, 
and the re st of the resolution was adopted. 

Two Attitude. 
In comment ing on work among young 

people, Brother \\'illard Peirce said, 
"There arc twO attitudes Oil the pa rt of 
a pastor toward his young people, which 
I believe a rc wrong. One is the atti­
tude, 'I can't do anything with our young 
people,' and the other is, 'I'll let them do 
just as they please: One is i\n oyer­
lording attitude that says, 'You stay right 
in place and don't go away.' And the 
other is a hopeless attitude thllt says, 
'I'll just le t them go.' I find both these 
extremes in Canada. Over th ere some 
of the pastors do not believe in young 
people's work. I know that in some cases 
the fault lies in the fact that the pastor 
docs not take any interest ill his young 
people. he docs not join in with them and 
remember that he was young once upon 
a time, A pastor cannot be successful 
with his young people unlt'ss h~ will be 
young with them. walk with them. and 
g-i\'e them the counsel and the Advice they 
need."

Humility of the Early Chri. tian', 
A study of the gospels will reveal a 

great lack of the grace of humility in the 
disciples of the lowly Jesus during the 
three and a hali years of intimate asso· 
ciation with 1Iim. Ther were often much 
concerned about who would be the great­
est. Though taught by precept and ex­
ample the value of this grace, yct at the 
\'cry end of our Lord's earthly ministry 
amI in the very shadow of the cross there 
was strife among thclll <IS to who should 
be accounted the greatest, The vi rus of 
pridt: cJino::s inherent in the old nature, 
and then as now it proved utterly incap­
able of appreciating or manifesting a mcek 
and lowly spirit. It was not until aiter 
the ordeal of Calvary and the baptism of 
fire and holy love at Pentecost that the 
llIind \\hich in Chr ist Je sus was consist­
ently manifested among them, But what 
a beautiful fellowship is pictured to us in 
the Acts of the Apostles, free from self­
seeking and wire-pulling, with brotherly 
lov<' and subllli:>~ion aile to allot her in the 
fear o f God. This altitude was urged up­
on ministers and people by the leaders 
under God dur ing the early history of the 
church. 

A beautiful example of the apostle's 
teaching is the fifth chapter of first Peter. 
"Feed the flock of God which is among 
yOIl, taking the oversight thereof. not by 
const raint, but willingly; not for filthy 
lucre, but of a ready mind. Neither as 
being lords over God's heritage, but be· 
ing examples to the flock, Likewise, ye 
younger. submit yourse lves to the elder. 
Yea, all of you be subject one to another,

THE N AND NOW IN CONGO 
J .. A. B.rne y 

suppose the happiest moment of Ihe 
miJ~i()nar)"s life is when he returns to 
his di !'o tant field of labor. The happy ex­
perience has been mine and it has bee n 
a. time of comparisons with six years 
ago when we firS! enlered this field. Per­
hap., the improvemellt s may be a stimu­
lus to your faith and thanksgiving as 
well a .. mille. 

Theil we were dumped without cere­
mo ny into a mu sty rest-house at Rejaf­
on-the-Xile. Kow we arc able to put 
III' with fairly I-l'ood accommodations at 
till' improvi sed hotel. 

Tht'n onc miJ::'ht have to wait a week 
for auto tran"port in ca rs in none too 
good conditiOIl. I'\ow the big transports 
of Socit'lC liu 11:\\11 Uele et du Nil thunder 
along at a rapid pace. 

The n it look us two days to go 130 
miles ami \\e la nded a t thc border of the 
Congo after dark of the second day ha,'~ 
illg spent one night in anothe r rest-house 
(a sheltlr Ilterely. One prov ided his 
own furniture and food). Kow we do the 
trip in :lbOIlI ~ix hfl urs with a noon rest, 
landing at Aba at 3 p. m. 

Then we understood little of French and 
none of the commercial language. Now 
we can at least read the documents at 
the cus toms and matr iculation office 
and fo und occa~ion for using the other 
la nguage to good ad .... an tage. 

T heil we enlered another rest·house at 
Aba, strangers in a strange land. Now 
we receive a warm invitation before ar -

riyal to ~ Iay at a neighhorly mission and 
mcet old friends. 

Theil whcn we made trips out to this 
mi!'osion we walked. l\'ow a Greek ofTe rs 
to take liS o ut in h i.., car. 

Thcn we knew no nati,·es. ~ow when 
wc arrivc at this mission two familia r 
native faces are alltong Ihe fi rs t to greel 
u~. Anti when (lUI for a walk on the 
auto road we lIteet one who called us by 
name though we did not recognize him. 
And anOlher one leaves hi s cha ir beside 
his lillie fire and faiTiy throws hIS arms 
"bout us with mingled tears and laugh­
ter and thank~ (;od for our rcturn. 

Then \,"ith 313 porters we made the 
la o;,t lap of the journey in ten days of 
trekking. Now we ride along a jungle 
houlc"ard ill our o wn A. G. ~L truck 
whose arrival only preceded ours by one 
day. 

Then we forded streams on big log­
boats. Kow one of these stream s has 
a ~teel bridge and tw o othe rs havc the 
cement pie rs already in and the fourth is 
soon to bc spanned. 

Then Gombari welcomed LIS not and 
only Greek hospi tality awaited us. Kow 
our Ulis~ioll family of 60 or 70 await our 
coming with real JOY and enthusiasm. 

Then we approached our concession of 
long gra~~, ant hills and jungle all a hot 
afternoon o\Cr a native trail afoot, weary 
but 1I0t dis heartened. Now we ride in 
o\·c r our o\\n motor road to some 30 
acres, wel1 cleaned, with road ways, gravel 
\\alks, green law ns and rows of ma ngoes 
and palms .. 

Tht:!l a iew lI1!.tivcs peered at us in cu r­
lo,it~,. Sow tht·y make dOl.t:lls of hlack 
[t'g~ bring' tltem in haste to the brick 
gara",e to gin' their grn·ti ngs; while the 
ttli"si(lllaric~ add 10 the welcome. 

Theil TlO one could .. iug in the jungle .. 
X'o\\" they gathtr and sing, from our own 
.. \. 0. ~l. hymn hook, the praises of the

gospel in this land of Ihe open door and 
great a(lvc r~arie s.
