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A very unique church program has just
fallen into our hands. It is several years
old, and is from the First Preshyterian
Church of Seattle, Washington, of which
Dr. M. A. Matthews is pastor. On the
back page is a letter from one of their
missionaries, Dr. Adelaide Woodward,
Fatehgarh, U. P, India. We quote the
letter knowing it will be of deep interest
to our readers:

“Dear Dr. Matthews:

“T wish I could talk to you instead of
trying to put on paper what cannot be
written. I want you more than any one
else to understand, and I think you will
be sympathetic. 1 think I have written
you about our prayer meetings and how
even we Miss Sahibs have been praying
for a closer walk with the Master. How
hungry we have been for more peace and
more power.

“Last year, two women of a Pentecostal
band came here for a time. From the
first I was interested but did not really
see things as they did regarding tongues.
I said if I could speak in Hindustani so
that I could win these people, I would
consider the matter. Last spring Miss
Lovett went to a conference and while
there received the Baptism of the Holy
Spirit and came back radiantly happy.
During the summer Miss Foreman was
baptized and spoke in tongues while in
the hills, She came back so changed and
so full of joy that I began to think there
was something in it, but was too busy
to think much about it, We had some
more meetings here last fall, but I did
not attend many of them, and when I
did go was so tired I fell asleep, though
many were baptized and many greatly
helped. Sunday before Christmas I had
worked hard all day up to four o'clock.
When I came to my room there was still
no rest, so I decided to go over to Rak-
ha, the Girls’ School, three miles away,
where Miss Foreman and Miss Lovett are
in charge. They were very glad to see
me and we had tea and talked over the
deeper things. Then we went to the sit-

ting room to pray for the evening meet-
ing. Dr. and Mrs. Slocum were there
having some special meetings. We five
were quietly praying for the others; I
was praying especially for some {iriends
who were in great trouble.

“T had come to the stage in my think-
ing where I was willing to speak in
tongues if the Lord wanted me to, but
could not see the necessity. I had re-
fused an invitation to a conference, say-
ing, “I am in such a rush that I hardly
find time to pray, so how can I expect
a blessing?"” I was praying for the others

and I cannot say how it came about, but
I had a vision. I saw the Saviour on
the cross, so plainly. And oh, how awful
it was! [ was not unconscious, but I
was keenly conscious of His suffering.
So much so that my hands and feet pain-
ed and everything was dark. The suf-
fering was worse than anything I have
ever borne. My mouth was very bitter
and my tongue was stiff. I cried with
the awfulness of it, and yet I felt it was
so little compared to the suffering that
He bore for me. I left the sitting room
and lay on Miss Foreman's bed for some-
time. The others came for the meet-
ing, and Miss Lovett and Mrs. Slocum
came in to pray with me, but this awful
suffering did not cease. I know this may

sound to you like hysterics but I assure
you it is the most real thing that has
ever come to me. 1 was anxious about

the others and did not want them to stay
up, for this continued for more than six
hours. Then, I cannot say how it came
about, but I was lifted up and flooded
with joy, and wanted to sing and praise
Him. 1 did not see Christ in glory but
was simply immersed in peace and won-
derful joy. I heard myself say some
strange words and asked if I had been
speaking in tongues. They said, not only
speaking but singing  beautifully in
tongues; and I cannot sing a note in my
own tongue. After a time this passed.
I never knew one could experience so
much happiness. Louisa and Sarah have
not received their Baptism but they have
enough of a blessing to make them very
happy, and are waiting for theirs.

“T do not want you to think this means
sinless perfection, nor freedom from temp-
tation. Old Satan is just as busy as be-
fore, but the Bible is real, Christ’s suf-
fering on the cross is real, and His love
for a lost world is most real. And this
Baptism of the Holy Spirit is more real
than anything that has ever come to me.
[ praise His name that He has done so
much for me, I do not know why He

Liberia is
man's grave, During my first term of four
years there, four missionaries laid down
their lives, and one had passed away just

rightly

before I came. It has a terrible climate,
and if it were not for the grace of God
I don't believe white people could live
there. But I praise God for the grace
and willingness He gives us to endure, and
for the precious souls that are saved,
When Jesus rose from the grave and told
His disciples to go into all the world, He
said, “All power is given unto Me in heav-
en and in earth.,” It is Jesus' wonderful
power that enables us to go to the re-
gions beyond. No wonder Paul said, “I
am not ashamed of the gospel of Jesus
Christ for it is the power of God unto
salvation.” That is what the heathen
need—not civilization, nor education, but
the transforming power of the Lord Jesus,
that power that transforms them {rom
darkness into the glorious light and lib-
erty of the Lord Jesus Christ.

I read a story about a converted can-
nibal who was reading his Bible when a
trader came along and asked, “What are
you reading?" He said, “I am reading the
Bible.” The trader said, “That Book is
out of date in our country,” The can-
nibal replied, “If it had been out of
date here you would Lave been eaten
Iong ago.” It is only the power of God
that can change their lives. Our aim is
not so much to educate the natives as
to convert them, But at every mission
station we have a school where 35 to 40
native children gather. If we did not
have the schools we could not reach them.
They come because they want to learn
the white man’s book; that is the attrac-
tion. While we are teaching them we are
also training them in the things of God,
and many have been saved and baptized
in the Holy Ghost, and have become our
native workers, One boy, Samuel, came just
as do many of the others “to learn books.”
But he was saved and baptized in the
Spirit, and said, “I have found some-
thing sweet past book. I have found the
Lord Jesus.” And so it could be said of
many of our children,

We had a revival some years ago at our
station and a number of children were
saved and baptized in the Spirit; and I
am glad to tell you that some of these
men (for they are now men) have become
our native workers. On one of our
preaching trips to a heathen town a lit-
tle boy who had never heard the gospel
before, listened. He was sorely afflicted
and said he wanted to he healed,. He
seemed to experience a change of heart
right then, it all happened so quickly. As
we prayed, the power of God came upon
him and he shook mightily, and the heath-
en people could not help recognizing it
was God's power. He was instantly heal-
ed and later he came to the mission.

We recently opened a mission station
and put a native worker in charge un-
til a white missionary could get there.
We have just had word that four of the
boys have been converted. They prayed
all night and God saved them. They are
the firstiruits of that station, and we be-
lieve God is going to sweep through those
people and that many souls will be saved.

Our chief work is among the children.
The grown-ups are very hard to reach
because of the practice of polygamy. It
is very hard for them to give up their
wives, and of course we believe in a clean-
cut gospel. But the children grow right
up in the mission and get saved and heal-
ed and baptized. Oh, how the Africans
can pray!

A tribe which we have not yet reached,
came to our District Chairman, Brother
Perkins, and begged him to give them a
missionary. DBut there was none to send.
So they asked if he could not give them
a letter at least, containing a promise that
some day they should have a missionary.
So he gave them a letter and they car-
ried it back to the tribe. They nailed
the letter to a tree so that every one
could see that some day they should have
a missionary. The Lord is working in that
tribe, and He has laid them on my heart.
Won't you pray that the Lord will work
there?

In one of our stations, which has only
been open about three years, a revival
is going on. When our missionaries op-
ened up that station the power of God
swept through in a wonderful way. There
are about thirty people living in “mission
town"” now. We always encourage them,
when saved, to leave the heathen town
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and come to mission town, which is right
on our compound. Almost all the boys
and girls are saved and have received the
Baptism of the Spirit. In this particular
heathen town the people say they want
God. They gave up their idols—the big
town idol was given away and they burn
ed all the small idols. Ethiopia is stretch
ing out her hands to God at this time.
Missionaries who have labored in Liberia
for over twenty years say they have never
seen such readiness on the part of the
people to hear the Word of God. I be
lieve a revival is on its way. They are
not all begging for missionaries, nor beg
ging for God; but many of them are
tired of their idols and are looking for
something better,

We have a hpy in our station named
Andrew. He had come from another
tribe because there was no Pentecostal
work in his tribe. He was living out
and out for Pentecost. When it came
time for him to go home on his vaca-
tion, he started off. While at home he
preached to his people, and the Lord
worked in a mighty way and saved sev
eral, and baptized them in the Holy Ghost.
And the people around there are saying
they want the Baptism. There are now
two independent missionaries at that sta
tion, and a great revival is going on.
People say to us, “How is it you want
go back again when you have been
there and know what it is like.” 1 want
to tell you it is the love of Christ that
constrains us. There is something in our
hearts that draws us to these people; the
Lord gives us such a love for them; it is
not hard to love them. Some people
think the missionaries need sympathy, but
they don't really nced ijt because it is
a wonderful joy to go there for the Lord.
I believe the happiest time in all my life
has been spent in that dark land, away
from civilization, on a lone mission sta-
tion. But the Lord gives that joy which
overflows.

[ believe the Lord wants to send a re-
vival, not only in Liberia, but in every
land, This is truly the reaping time, the
time of the ingathering; but the Lord
wants us to pray more, and He will come
forth. He will pour out His Spirit once
again, and many shall be egathered out
for His name.

Remember the missionaries of Liberiu.
We are only four degrees from the equa-
tor and the climate is a dreadful one,
worse than I can tell you. But the Lord
is able to keep the missionaries—if you
pray. I remember a time when I was
suffering so I wanted to go home. But
some one in the homeland touched the
Lord for me, and I was wonderfully de-
livered, Every missionary needs the ones
at home to stand behind hima in real in-

tercessory prayer. It will kelp us and
keep us.

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Wonders in Egypt

Brother C. W. Doney of Cairo, Egypt, at the General Council
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“In the meanwhile His disciples pray-
ed Him, saying, Master, eat. But He said
unto them, I have meat to eat that ye
know not of.” John 4:31,32.

“Therefore He said unto
harvest truly is great, but the laborers
are few; pray ye therefore the Lord of
the harvest, that He would send forth
laborers into His harvest.” Luke 10:2.

We are living in the end of the age,
in the closing up of this gospel era, the
time of the gathering in from God's great
harvest field, The field is the whole world,
and it is divided into two sections—the
home field and the foreign field. It is
estimated there are over nine hundred and
eighteen million heathen in the world to-
day. What is a heathen? A heathen
is a man or woman without God and
without hope in the world, whether they
live on the home or foreign field. I be-
lieve you have some of them in Spring-
field. Since returning to the homeland,
we have met numbers void of God’s teach-
ing, void of faith, with no desire for God,
without any possible hope.

They are dying in their sins. It is
estimated that the heathen are dying at
the rate of forty millions a year. Every
day there are over a hundred thousand
heathen passing into outer darkness, into
dense eternal darkness, without God. At
every tick of the clock, a heathen passes
into eternity. Every natural breath we
breath, there are four passing out with-
out God.

I have heard it said that there is no
need of missionaries going to the foreign
field for the heathen will all be saved.
If there is no need of missionaries to the
foreign ficld, then there is no need of pas-
tors and evangelists in the homeland,
« for if the heathen are going to be saved
then everybody will be saved. My Bible
tells me to go into all the world and
preach the gospel to every creature. He
that believeth and is baptized shall be
saved; but he that believeth not shall be
damned. “Oh,” you say, “then the re-
sponsibility is with the heathen.” There
is a responsibility with them, but there
is just as much, if not more, with us, for
Jesus said, “Go ye . . . and preach.”

Not all the ministers in the homeland
should go to the foreign field. Not every-
one who feels a call to the work of the
Lord is expected to go into the ministry.
There is need of home workers; and many
are called to be farmers, and merchants
and keepers at home. But at the same
time we are all to have the spirit of mis-
sions right down in our hearts; and if
we don't go we should send others, we
should pray. The missionaries need your
prayers. There are times when we would
have fallen in our tracks, the burdens
were so heavy, if some had not prayed.
Many times I have felt that the burden
was crushing my life out, then all of a

them, The

sudden the burden would be lifted and
I would say, “They are praying for us
over in the homeland.”

The missionaries now in Egypt are
worked out. We 'need new recruits to
gather in the whitened harvest. We have
had a little persecution in Egypt (prob-
ably not enough) and the Lord is work-
ing. We have cighteen stations over there
now, and have opened up one new one

this year. We only take the native
workers who are saved, and who have
“tarried until” God has baptized them

with the Holy Ghost. So we have eigh-
teen native pastors saved and baptized
with the Holy Spirit. We have a Chris-
tian school in Cairo with seven Christian
teachers, and the youngest teacher has
recently been baptized with the Holy
Ghost. We have about two hundred and
fifty boys and girls. A number of the
girls have been saved and baptized with
the Holy Ghost. A good evangelist vis-
ited our school and .asked all the boys
and girls who were saved to raise their
hands. Up went all their hands. Then
the good sister reported that all in Broth-
er Doney’s school were converted. Well,
that was a mistake, but we believe that
all will be converted.

The main purpose of our school is to
Christianize rather than to educate them,
although they are receiving a good public
school education. We are told that the
boys and girls in the different grades are
in advance of those in the government
schools. We begin teaching the little
tots English. The first half hour of each
day is devoted to prayer, teaching them
the Scripture, and singing gospel songs.
Then each teacher must give them a Bi-
ble lesson in her own room each morn-
ing. On the Lord’s Day we don’t have
one fourth enough room to seat the gath-
ering, and we have to send home about
sixty-five of the little tots. There is not
even standing room. But God is sav-
ing and baptizing even the little children.

The children are becoming evangelists.
They go home and sing their songs and
the parents say, “Where did you learn
that?”™ The little tots sing in the Arabic
language:

“Jesus loves me this I know

For the Bible tells me so;

Little ones to Him belong,
They are weak but He is strong.”

Then the parents want to come and see
what we are doing; and over and over
again the parents have been converted,
and some have been baptized in the Spirit.
The best thing we have on the foreign
field is the Christian school where the
children are won for Christ and then bring
their parents. One day a little girl named
Selma came to the school. We could not
tell a thing the child was saying. She
gave her little heart to God and at once
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went home
father and mother,
each holding one of her little hands.
We asked, “Who are these you have
brought with you?" She =aid, “Father
and mother; I have brought them to
Jesus.,” In a few days they were con-
verted. Then she brought her two broth-
ers, and they were converted. Then she
brought her larger sister, and that sister
is seeking the Lord. 1f you could only
hear that little girl pray! She will held
her hands up in the meeting and pray;
and above all the other voices you can
hear little Selma’s, saying, “0 Jesus, send
us a revival. Pour out Your Spirit in
the mission. Pour out Your Spirit every-
where.” Then she begins to pray in
tongues.

Not only do we have a half hour ot
prayer service in the school at the begin-
ning of each day, but we give a thorough
Bible course to our children, especially
the larger girls. I wish you could have
been with us at the closing of the school
year and could have seen the examina-
tion papers. So many of them were a
hundred per cent perfect on Bible. 1 wish
I had some of the questions with me and
could ask you them to-day. I don't know
how many of you would be able to an-
swer the questions we ask those girls.
They are drilled every day, line upon line.
Some day these boys and girls are going
to be our preachers and teachers and
Bible women, The harvest is great and
the laborers are few. We cannot get
missionaries from the homeland so we
will raise up missionaries over there.

Some of these young people are talk
ing about going to other places. Egypt
has fifteen million people, fourteen mil-
lions of whom are Mohammedan. Sur-
rounding them are sixty millions who
speak the Arabic language. Away up
nearly four hundred miles beyond Cairo
is a country that God is blessing. We
have an old mission station there. [ of-
ten said to Brother Post, “I believe it
would be good to close that old station
up.” However the Lord would not let
us close the place. A precious brother
had been there for five years and I wish
you could see the pitiful letters he wrote
us. All of a sudden this year, just spon-
taneously God began to work in that
place and twenty-five or thirty of the
men and women were baptized in the
Holy Ghost, Then the Holiness mission
people began to come into the meetings
and they received the Baptism of the
Spirit. One of the workers in the Holi-
ness mission said to me, “Brother Doney,
my people go to your mission and join
in the meeting, and then they come over
to our place, and they are all receiving
the Baptism. Praise the Lord, it is all
right. 1 cannot tell our people irom yours
and 1 don't care so long as they get to
God.”

At another mission station, way out
on the desert about thirty miles from a
railroad line, the Lord has sent a re-
vival. The pastor is not only a preacher
but is a farmer. He has built a church,
and since he built it there have heen over
three hundred saved and baptized in the

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A Forward Movement

By Pastor A. G. Ward at the General Council
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Personally T think it is time for us to
have a forward movement in knowledge.
Unfortunately, there are too many people,
some of them in this movement, who do
not lay sufficient emphasis upon knowl-
edge. They seem to think that ignor-
ance and faith are twins, and that they
are more likely to have a larger measure
of the Spirit if they have not very much
knowledge. When I speak of knowledge,
i am not thinking of that windy stuff
that develops one into a stuffed nothing.
[ am thinking of a knowledge that will
help us to be more practical than we
have ever been, a knowledge that will
work itself out in our lives and make us
tell more powerfully for God in this
world.

In Col. 1:9-11 we have one of those
vemarkable prayers of the apostle Paul
“For this cause we also, since the day
we heard of it, do not cease to pray
for you, and to desire that ye might be
filled with the knowledge (that is, mature
knowledge) of His will in all wisdom and
spiritual understanding.” Immediately fol-
lowing the prayer that their knowledge
might become mature, He gives the rea-
son for praying such a prayer—“That ye
might walk worthy of the Lord unto all
pleasing,” Once we are filled with the
knowledge of God's will, our ambition
will be to please the Lord—not to please
one another, not to win favor down here.
What a cheap thing is the favor of the
world anyhow. Oh, of how little worth
is popularity. You can buy it any day
for a song, and it is sold for a sparrow.

“That ye might walk worthy of the
Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in
every good work, and increasing in the
knowledge of God.” As this mature
knowledge is worked out in our lives, the
working out of it will add still further to
our knowledge, will increase our knowl-
vdge. If we put into practice the knowl-
edge that we have, and live it out in our
lives, it will throw light on the will of
God and we will discover new depths in
that will,

I think it is time for us as a move-
ment to advance in holiness. [ feel that
I may speak freely on this point for I
am not altogether a novice in this move-
ment, and furthermore I am not a new-
comer into the movement. In the provi-
dence of God I came into it in the first
days of the outpouring. Those were won-
derful days, days of heaven upon earth.
At that time I did not suppose I would
ever live long enough to witness any spir-
itual declension in the movement. I come
before you to appeal for a forward move-
ment in Bible holiness, We have neither
time nor the disposition to discuss the
theory of holiness. I don’t know what
vou think it is, and you may be wonder-
ing what I think it is. T think it is just
this—a poor heart that makes plenty of

room for Jesus. It is time for us to
make more room for the Christ in our
lives,

He who is being so greatly missed, and
will be sreatly missed-as the days of this
conference pass (Brother Kerr), spoke to
me just shortly before he went to the
Homeland, and said, “My brother, go out
and preach holiness. It is what the move-
ment needs.” And over his lifeless re-
mains I covenanted aifresh with God to
be a preacher of holiness., There are
folks, misinformed of course, who say that
we as a movement do not believe in holi-
ness. When such a charge is made, all
I find it necessary to do is to refer them
to the fundamentals of the movement.
He would be a careless reader of the Bi-
ble who failed to discover that holiness
of heart and life is the great central idea
of Christianity. Have vou not read, “Be
ye holy for 1 am holy”? Have you not
read, “Without holiness no man shall see
the Lord”? Due largely to the fierce con-
troversy of former days relative to this
truth, many of us have become so fearful
of it that we never pass the word unless
forced to do so, and then we put on a
double pair of blinkers and go by at
lightning speed.

“Having therefore these promises, dear-
ly beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from
all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, per-
fecting holiness in the fear of God” 2
Cor. 7:1. And immediately following
these remarkable words, we read, “Re-
ceive us; we have wronged no man, we
have corrupted no man, we have defraud-
ed no man.” Paul is now kuocking at
the door of the Corinthian church; he
is asking to be admitted—"Receive us.”
The doorkeeper might well have asked
“Why?" And the apostle might have an-
swered, “Because I am the one who was
formerly known as Saul of Tarsus. I am
well  known throughout the country.
Formerly 1 sat at the feet of Gamaliel.
I had a marvelous experience. I speak
in tongues more than any one around the
country.,” He did not say any of those
things. He said, “Receive us.” Why?
“We have wronged no man (by word),
we have corrupted no man (by example),
we have defranded no man (by practice).”
If you want a definition of Bible holiness
you will not need to seek further, for this
is as significant a one as you will find.
Stop hair-splitting, refuse to enter into
controversy, because in nine cases out of
ten it proves to be the devil's revival-
killer. Take this definition of holiness.
“Receive us; we have wronged no man”
—by word. It is a mighty easy thing to
wrong folk by a word. We are not near-
ly so careful of our words as we ought
to be. According to the law of the land
it is a pretty serious business to go around
cracking people’s skulls; but I personally
have decided that it is almost as serious
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to move about cracking people’s charac-
ters. We are not careful enough with
our words., Our words so often indicate,
indeed they sometimes prove positively,
that we are not enjoying inward holiness
of heart and life. 1 believe it was the
Spirit who said to me one day, “You may
tell the people it is their privilege to drop
about seventy-five per cent of their con-
versation without grieving Me.” We talk
too much,

“Receive us; we have corrupted no
man”—by example. If you are living like
this, you have a pretty good conscience,
and if you have a good conscience you
have a good traveling companion, you
don’t need to bother whether anybody
else is going along or not. If you have
a conscience void of offense you will be
happy just to enjoy the company of your
conscience. I have one aspiration, one
ambition—I would like to be remembered
after 1 have passed off the scene of ac-
tion, as a holy man. I would rather be
known as a holy man than be looked
upon as the most brilliant success that
ever traveled from the Atlantic to the
Pacific. 1 am not desiring to be mistaken
for the president of this republic. I am
not sure it would be any particular honor
for a Pentecostal preacher to be mistaken
for the president. I am not anxious to
be mistaken for Henry Ford. I am not
sure it would be any too great a com-
pliment for a Pentecostal preacher to be
mistaken for the wealthiest man in the
world, But T should esteem it the high-
est honor to be mistaken for the Lord
Jesus. T would like to be so full of God
that somewhere along the line somebody
would mistake me for the Lord, and af-
ter they had talked with me they would
be wondering if Jesus had returned to
the earth,

“Receive us; we have corrupted no man”
—by example. My friends, watch your
step. The folk are observing you, and
they have a right to do so. They watch-
ed our Lord when He was here upon
earth. His life bore inspection. They are
watching us; our lives should bear in-
spection. In order to aveoid corrupting
by our example, it will be necessary to
be particular about little things. I am
afraid we Pentecostal folk are not giving
as much time to details as we should.
Life is made up of little things, and if
we are not mindful in regard to these we
are bound to fail. Not many people would
fall over a beer barrel as they were walk-
ing along the street; but many, might slip
on a banana skin, because they were not
watching their steps. Watch your step.
Give attention to details.

“We have defrauded no man"—Dby prac-
tice. I have lived long enough to find
out it is comparatively easy to defraud
folk by practice. In fact there is some-
thing deeply ingrained in a lot of people
because of which they seem to enjoy be-
ing defrauded. And if you have not been
delivered from the desire to defraud, you
will find it easy to defraud people by prac-
tice. Y

I think it is time for a forward move-
ment in prayer., We don't pray enough;
and that is largely due to the fact we
have not yet realized that prayerlessness

—
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is sin. Someone has remarked that this
age is noted for its practical efficiency
and spiritual shallowness, Spiritual shal-
lowness is largely due to a lack of prayer.
Prayer! I wish I knew how to pray bet-
ter. A man might far better be a good
pray-er than a good preacher. You will
find wrapped up within the folds of the
prayer ministry greater possibilities than
you will find wrapped up within the folds
of« any other ministry within our reach.
God's best working days on earth are the
days when His saints pray the most. The
devil would rather you would let the grass
grow on the path that leads to vour
prayer closet than anywhere else. It is
casy to get folk to sing. All some folk
need is just an opportunity and they will
talk by the hour. But how hard it is
to get folk to pray. Perhaps it is be-
cause they have prayed enough to discov-
er that prayer is the stiffest kind of work.
It 48 hard business praying things through.
It is becoming increasingly difficult to
puncture heaven; not because heaven is
any the less disposed to help us, but be-
cause obstructions in the way are becom-
ing greater all the time.

I wish the Lord would raise up a larger
band of prayer warriors. Just as soon as
we give ourselves to prevailing prayer,
just so soon may we hape for larger re-
sults and greater blessing. It pays to
pray. Prayer certainly changes things.
What a marvelous thing prayer isl We
may kneel down here, or in a tent, or
in the quiet of our own home, and pray
on and on until every obstacle gives way
and we reach the throne of heaven’s
grace, and results take place which other-
wise would never happen.

It is time for a forward movement in
faith. So far as I can see there are no
limitations to faith., As we advance in
faith so many other things will drop off,
and we will find that we have gotten rid
of many of our aspirations and schemes.
God waits to work. “It is just child’s play
for God to do big things.” But we are
tying His hands, we are limiting Him and
His operations. We are preventing the
Almighty from doing what He desires to
do because He has made a law which
reads like this, “According to your faith
be it unto you.” I wish we might have
faith to launch out on the liberality of
God and see how near we could come to
bankrupting heaven before sundown.
What a God-honoring time we should
have! What a sin-destroying time we
should have! What a hell-conquering
time we should havel

It is time for us to have a forward
movement in power, We never had all
the power there was for us. Who is pre-
pared to take the position that at any
time during the past twenty years this
movement ever exhausted the power which
God was willing to exercise in our be-
half? True, this movement and other
movements have witnessed at different
times in their history, a great deal of the
power of God,
of the early days of Methodism when the
power of God was so in evidence. I need
not call your attention to the Caneridge
revival which broke out in 1800 and went
on through 1801. That camp meeting at

A, e

I need not remind you,
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Caneridge was a powerful one. Talk
about there being demonstrations in this
Pentecostal movement! Some folk have
great objections to these maniiestations
of the Spirit, and some aspire to make
this movement so nice and proper that
we will no longer have the demon-
strations of the Holy Ghost; and when
that hour comes we will appear much like
marble slabs in a cemetery.

Caneridge revival was a great one. One
man decided he would ride across the
country and break it up. He got astride
his horse and rode clear there. When he
got on the camp grounds he witnessed a
sight, the like of which he had never
before seen. The power of God was so
on the people that those Methodists and
Presbyterians were being prostrated by
the score, The man's knees knocked to-
gether, a strange sensation passed over
him. He decided to go down the road
and get a drink or two. Returning a little
later he found that now the power of the
Lord was so in operation that all around
the camp ground, in the tents and under
the trees, people were being slain. He
said, “It is enough; I will quit this place
or the thing will come on me.” So he
started for home. But he had not gone
far until like Saul he was slain by the
power of God. He lay prostrate in the
dust until he was picked up and carried
to a cottage, where a few remained with
him until the morning. When the morn-
ing broke, James B. Findley came through
to a sky-blue experience of Bible salva-
tion.

It 1s said of Joseph Benson that hun-
dreds and sometimes thousands of peo-
ple gathered to hear him in the early
morning, and he often had hundreds of
people prostrated in his meetings. Ben-
jamin Abbott, a great Methodist preacher,
sometimes preached so under the anoint-
ing of the Spirit that when he was through
none remained on their seats, all were
prostrate but the preacher himself. What
a sensation it would create if the news
should go forth to-morrow that at the
evening service of the General Council
the power of the Lord so fell upon the
people that the entire congregation lay
prostrate in the aisles and under the
seats.

I think it is time for a forward move-
ment in power—not intellectual power;
that is good, but compared with the pow-
er I have in mind it is like a sizzling
fire cracker in comparison with the heavy
guns which roared on Flanders' fields, I
am not thinking of political power, or
commercial power, or the power of strong
personality; I am thinking of the power
of God, that power which comes with the
reception of the Holy Ghost. “Ye shall
receive power, the Holy Ghost coming
upon you.” It is power that He Himseli
brings to us. What a wonderful thing
it is to be privileged to receive the Holy
Ghost, who will communicate this divine
power to us.

I have been in this movement from the
beginning and have met thousands of peo-
ple. Many of them as they have related
their experience to me have left me with
the impression that Pentecost meant noth-
ing more to them than a display of fire
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crackers which was all over in about
thirty minutes. When I speak of receiv-
ing the power of God I am thinking of
something different from a display of
fireworks; I am thinking of receiving God
until one is crammed full of God. That
is a fine word in Ephesians where we are
exhorted to be filled with the Spirit. The
word there used is the same word they
used when they wished to speak of a
net crammed full of fishes, so full of fish-
es that there would not be room for an-
other fish. Literally, to be filled with the
Spirit means to be crammed full of God.
Let’s yield to Him until He can cram us
full of Himself. I might add that it was
the same word used when they wished to
speak of a garment which some good
housewife desired to dye, The garment
was placed in the dye and left to soak,
and it remained there until every thread
in that fabric received the requisite hue
That is what 1 understand Pentecost
means. It means we let go and let God
drop us into the Spirit until we are soak
ed in the Holy Ghost, soaked so full of
Him that every thread in the fabric of
our lives receives the requisite hue of the
Holy Spirit. Isn't it time for a forward
movement in power?

“That ye may know what is the
exceeding greatness of His power to us-
ward who believe, according to the work-
ing of His mighty power which He wrought
in Christ when He raised Him from the
dead and set Him at His own right hand.”
That is the power I am thinking of. Res
urrection power; the power that brought
the Christ, the dead Christ, from the
grave. They thought they were through
with Christ; they sealed the tomb and
placed the guard there, but in due time

“Up from the grave He arose,
A mighty conqueror o'er His foes:
He arose a victor o'er the dark domain
And He lives forever with the saints to

reign;
He arose!
Hallelujah!

He arose!
Christ arose!”

It was not all over even after the res
urrection had taken place. He must go
back to glory. It was important that He
should return. Finally the hour had ar-
rived for Him to take His departure for
the homeland. The devil now rallies his
forces and prepares for the final conflict
with the Prince of Peace. Hear Him give
orders to all who are prepared to co-
operate with him—"By no means let the
Christ through so He can get back to
glory; thwart His purpose; hinder His
onward march at the most supreme sacri-
fice; prevent Him from getting back, for
I have overheard Him tell His disciples
that tpon His return to the glory world
He will delegate the Third Person in the
ever blessed Trinity to come down and
abide with believers, and He will help
them put on a mighty aggressive pro-
gram.” And so his gorces are rallied for
the final conflict with the Prince of
Peace. They hope to prevent His return
to glory. Now the hour has come and
Christ leads His little company to the hill-
top, defies the law of gravitation, and moves

The foundation for our consideration
this morning will be found in the type
of Pentecost, as recorded in the Book of
Leviticus. May we look at the reading
of the scripture together.

“Ye shall count unto you from the mor-
row after the sabbath, from the day that
yve brought the sheaf of the wave offering;
seven sabbaths shall be complete: even
unto the morrow after the seventh sab-
bath shall ye number fifty days; and
yve shall offer a new meat offering unto
the Lord. Ye shall bring out of your
habitations two wave loaves of two tenth
deals: they shall be of fine flour; they
shall be baken with leaven; they are the
firstfruits unte the Lord.” Lev. 23:15-17.

The types, and their fulfillment, have al-
ways been to me a marvel of divine in-
spiration. Beginning with the opening
verse of this chapter, the Lord speaks
first of the seventh day of rest, which was
given to His people. He next informs
us that on the fourteenth day of the first
month they were to observe the Pass-
over, This was to be followed by the
Feast of Firstfruits, at which time they
were to offer a sheaf of grain as a wave
offering before the Lord. And this feast
was to come on the day after the Sab-
bath, or on the first day of the week.
They were then instructed to number to
themselves fifty days, when they were to
observe another feast, the one which we
now have before us for consideration, the
Feast of Pentecost.

Now, looking briefly at these different
feasts, we all know that the first one,
that of the Passover, foreshadowed the
sacrificial death of our Lord Jesus Christ
on Calvary. The second, in which the
wave sheaf was offered, typified the res-
urrection of our Lord, who came forth
from the tomb on the first day of the
week, after which He ascended up into

heaven. We also recall that after His
resurrection, and in conjunction with it,

a number of the graves of the saints were

opened, and their occupants came forth.
All of this was included in fulfilling the
type of the wave sheaf, and was an earn-
est of the great resurrection harvest that
is to be gathered when our Lord Jesus
comes again.

Then, as to the Feast of Pentecost, its
antitype is fulfilled in the outpouring of
the Holy Spirit on the Day of Pentecost,
as recorded in Acts, the second chapter.
The first thing we notice in this great
feast is that there was to be a new meat
offering. There is another meat offering,
found in the second chapter of the Book
of Leviticus, where, in type, is beautifully
set forth the excellencies of the perfect
humanity of our blessed Saviour. But
here it represents His Church, united to
Him, and partakers of the divine nature,
I am glad that Jesus Christ, the Son of
God, i1s in the Pentecostal feast, and in
the Pentecostal movement. He is in the
heart of every man and woman that comes
into the enjoyment of this Pentecostal
experience. And when anything comes
between, so that He is crowded out, and
not supreme, something is woefully wrong
with one’s experience.

In the life of Jesus, as shown forth in
the meat offering, everything was per-
fectly consistent, both within and with-
out. In no place was there coarseness in
the flour, it was all fine. His was a per-
fectly uniform life, one that always glori~
fied the Father. But God declared in His
Word that He was going to have a new
meat offering, and it too was to be of fine

flour, I can not say this morning that

you and I are fine flour, only as we are
united to the very life and quickening
power of our Lord Jesus Christ. But
I do see that we are partakers of the di-
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vine nature, having escaped the corrup-
tion that is in the world through lust.
We must not seek for blessings only.
What we need to seek is the opening of
our hearts unto God, the incoming of the
life of our Lord and Saviour, and to be
made partakers of His own holy character.
We stand before the world as a Pente-
costal people. May we not degrade our
profession. How wonderful it is that we,
once chained in sin, and bound by the
powers of darkness, have been lifted up
by divine power, and filled with the Spirit
of the living God!

In the new meat offering we see that
there is something new which God was
going to do. Previous to the New Testa-
ment Pentecost, nothing like it had ever
struck the world. Men had been moved
by the Holy Ghost in prophetical utter-
ance; people had been fired at times with
the Spirit’s zeal; but when the Day of
Pentecost was fully come there was a
new epoch, a new era was introduced and
a new company of people were brought
into a new relationship to God. It was
all new and distinct from everything that
had ever gone before. And we find that
what is brought out in the meat offering
which typifies the holy humanity of our
Lord Jesus, is, I believe, to be equally
fulfilled in wus, namely, a twofold rela-
tionship. The meal offering was to be
mingled with eil, or anointed with oil,
which typifies the birth of Jesus, and the
descent of the Spirit upon Him at Jor-
dan. When the angel came to announce
His birth, he said unto Mary, “And, be-
hold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb,
and bring forth a son, and shalt call his
name Jesus.” To which Mary replied,
“How shall this be?" And the angel
answered and said, “The Holy Ghost
shall come upon thee, and the power of
the Highest shall overshadow thee: there-
fore also that holy thing which shall be
born of thee shall be called the Son of
God.” Jesus, in a different way from
any that had been before, or that has
been since, is the Son of the living God.
He is unique, and stands alone. Born of
the Virgin Mary, He suffered under
Pontius Pilate, rose from the dead, is
seated at the right hand of God, and will
gloriously come again.

But we also, as men and women of
God, have had a birth of the Spirit, and
we know what it means to be born again.
It was imperative that we should be thus
born again, for, “Except a man be born
again, he can not see the kingdom of
God.” “That which is born of the flesh
is flesh; and that which is born of the
Spirit is spirit. Marvel not that I said
unto you, Ye must be born again.” Born
again, we have the witness of the Spirit
to our own hearts, and the evidence in
our lives, “Old things are passed away;
behold all things are become new.”

“There’s no thirsting for life’s pleasure,
Nor adorning rich and gay,

For we've found a richer treasure,

One that fadeth not away.”

It is a great thing to be born of God,
and any man who wishes to receive this
Pentecostal Baptism with the Holy Ghost,
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needs first to know that, through the
cleansing of the precious blood, and the
operation of the Spirit from on high, he
1s born again.

But we also find, in conjunction with
the life of Jesus, that the meat offer-
ing was to be anointed with oil. This
brings us to His life and service. God
down through the ages and be-
held the coming, and work, of the just
One. And the Spirit moved upon the
heart and mind of Moses to give in the
law ©f the offerings of the people, this
type. Here the Spirit foreshadowed the
anointing of the anointed One for serv-
ice; while, after His resurrection, the
same Spirit witnessed to the fulfillment,
saying, “God anointed Jesus of Nazareth
with the Holy Ghost and with power:
who went about doing good, and healing
all that were oppressed of the devil; for
God was with him.” 1 tell you brethren,
what we need is this old-time power. We
need to be cleansed by the Blood, sanc-
tified to God, separated from the world,
having but one aim and desire—to serve
our glorious King. We need to be anoint-
ed with the Holy Ghost and power, that
we too may go about doing good, healing
those who are oppressed of the devil,
not only physically, but spiritually and
morally. I am glad for the Pentecostal
blessing, the Baptism with the Holy Ghost,
which comes upon the born again life.

There have been various teachings as
to when one may receive the Pentecostal
Baptism with the Holy Ghost. There are
those in our section of the country, and
no doubt here also, (not, however, within
the Pentecostal movement in our section)
who declare that when one receives the
New Birth, he receives in that same ex-
perience the Baptism with the Holy Ghost.
These believe it is all wrong for us to
teach a blessing, or the incoming of an
experience, subsequent to the new birth.
I have been told that there has crept
into the Pentecostal Movement, in some
localities, a similar teaching—that the
Baptism with the Spirit and the New
Birth are one and the same thing. This
[ do not believe. I do not believe it for
more than one reason. First, it con-
tradicts what seems so clearly set forth
in the type. Then it is contrary to the
instructions given by Jesus, for in no
place did He give the promise of the
Spirit to any, other than His disciples.
And it is also at entire variance with the
saintly experiences of a vast host of re-
deemed followers of the Lamb. It is not
scriptural to try to combine the two into
one. Those who received the Spirit on
the Day of Pentecost had had their names
written in heaven for some considerable
time before that. The Samaritan converts
had accepted Jesus as their Saviour, and
there was great joy in that city before
they received the Holy Ghost. Then we
are also taught, “In whom also after that
ye believed, ye were sealed with that
Holy Spirit of promise.”

But looking again at our meat offer-
ing, we find two loaves. And why loaves?
Just fifty days before, a wave sheaf of
well headed grain had been offered. But
when we come to the Pentecostal Feast,
it is not a sheaf, but loaves. The grain
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has been ground, made into dough, kneed-
ed, and worked together, until it has been
brought to the consistency of loaves. The
meaning of this scems to be that, while
we each have our individual experience
and place, vet we are not, in a certain

sense, individual units, but are members
one of another. Anticipating Pentecost,
and what would accrue from what was

to begin then, God foresaw the great body
of the redeemed Christian church, of
which Christ Himself should be the life
and head, and from whom the whole body
being fitly joined together and compact-
ed by that which every joint supplieth,
should grow up a holy temple in the
Lord. We are all parts of each other,
bits of flour somewhere in the loaves.
Oh, that we could get lost to ourselves
and to our own interests, lost in the
will of God! "If the foot shall say, Be-
cause I am not the hand, 1 am not of
the body; is it therefore not of the body?”
Of course it is of the body. God sees
but one body, the church, of which our
Lord is the Head. It is not confined to
our denomination. It includes every
Blood-bought man and woman who will
pitch under the standard of the Son of
the living God, Great and glorious will
be the union in the air, when they come
from the east and from the west, from
the north and from the south.

But you will notice the number of
the loaves. There are two. When 1
began to consider this portion of the

scripture I thought, “Lord, if this repre-
sents Your Church, and if it represents
that oneness of which You have spoken
in Your Word, why do we find two
loaves?” But soon, I believe, I saw the
light. These two loaves show forth the
plan of God, that, in His program of
grace, both Jews and Gentiles should be
equal sharers. Previous to Pentecost the
Gentiles were “without Christ, being
aliens from the commonwealth of Israel,
and strangers from the covenants of prom-
ise, having no hope, and without God in
the world.” But now, thanks be to God,
“we who were once afar off are made
nigh by the blood of Christ.”

Some tell us that we are very foolish,
that if we only knew how to rightly di-
vide the word of truth, we would know
that Pentecost could never be repeated;
that it was but a certain day on which
was ushered in the Christian church, but
that since then Pentecost can be found
no more. And they tell us that when we
preach divine healing, and talk of signs
which are to follow them that believe,
we are entirely out of the way. To them
the prophecy of Joel is only for the Jew.
And I actually found, in the writings of
a prominent dispensational teacher, the
assertion that the command of Jesus giv-
en in the last chapter of Mark was not
at all for the present dispensation, but
awaits its time of service till the millen-
nium. But surely Jesus does not wish us
to wait until the millennium before we
obey His charge, “Go ye into all the
world, and preach the gospel to every
creature.” And just as surely, since the
Gentiles are now made equal heirs with
the Jews, and have been made partakers
of their spiritual things, it must be also
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that He intends that now “these signs
shall follow them that believe.” The gos-

pel is good news, tidings of great joy
which shall be to all people, and 1 am
glad that we have these tidings to send
to the uttermost parts of the earth. We
do not look for another day of Pente-
cost, but we do look for the Pentecostal
blessing, “For the promise is unto you,
and to your children, and to all that are
afar off, even as many as the Lord our
God shall call”

We may next consider that this
meat offering was to be a firstiruits. The
firstfruits set forth the church as at its
beginning, the first ripe production of the
dispensation which Pentecost nshered in.
James recognizes this fact when writing
his epistle, and we hear him in these
words, “Of His own will begat He us with
the word of truth, that we should be a
kind of firstfruits of His creatures.” Now
there are two things about firstfruits.
They are a sample as to kind, and an
evidence as to quantity. Those of you
who have come from California know that
there are the first ripe figs, and you also
know that, when these have been gath-
ered, there will yet be a great harvest
of figs from the same trees. Well, it was
just that way in spiritual things when
the Lord established His church. Pente-
cost came with power, and it gave us the
sample and assurance of what the Chris-
tian church was intended to be. It was
not a cyclone which spent its force on
a few who were assembled in the upper
room. It was the earnest of a great harv-
est of like precious faith that was to
follow. And it rejoices my heart to feel
that we are a part of this harvest.

1 feel that many of our Christian breth-
ren have been misinformed, and have al-
lowed their prejudices to outrun their
judgment, which has resulted in their try-
ing to tell us that these signs shall not
follow them that believe. But they are
to follow. It is for us to walk humbly
with our God, realizing the sacred re-
sponsibility of our calling. There is no
doubt that Satan would like to rob us of
the' holy, unworldly character of Jesus.
And we can see where some have un-
dertaken to entertain rather than to
preach a vigorous Gospel, and have in-
troduced carnal means for personal pub-
licity and the applause of the world. But
God is looking for a people who will hold
to the old land marks, who will stand for
holiness, for God, and for Bible truth.
I tell you the good old gospel has a grip
in it. It has God in it. And as we keep
close to Him, these signs shall follow,
and the world will take knowledge of us
that we have been with Jesus, and that
is all we need.

Seeing those who desired to make a fair
show in the flesh, the Apostle Paul put
himself on record saying, “God forbid that
I should glory, save in the cross of our
Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the world is
crucified unto me, and I unto the world.”
And we see the humble Christ-exalted-
ness of his spirit, when we hear him say,
“And 1, brethren, when I came to vou,
came not with excellency of speech or of
wisdom. declaring unto you the testimony
of God. For I determined not to know

new
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any thing among you, save Jesus Christ,
and Him crucified.” Brethren, we need
to bow before God, to repent and go
down, to see the cross of Jesus, to serve
our glorious King.

But alas, in the new meat offering there
was also to be the presence of leaven.
This entirely lacking in the meat
offering which typified our precious Sav-
iour, but it could not be lacking when the
offering was to represent the church.
Some are looking at all the things in
the Pentecostal movement which de& not
conform to their understanding of a
Christian life, as they see it. It seems
to be the pleasure of some to try to air
any faults they find, while ignoring the
immense amount of sincerity and godli-
ness with which the movement abounds.
Others there are, who are just as eager
to find fault with the church of God at
large. It is regrettable that inconsisten-
cies must creep in among a God-fearing
people, but they do, and always have.
It is too bad that any one would bring
reproach upon so sacred a name as that of
our Lord Jesus Christ, yet there are those
who will. The ecarly church had not long
enjoved the blessing of the Lord before
there arose an Ananias and Sapphira. It
was not long before there came a mur-
muring of the Grecians against the Heb-

wds

rews. But here we will stop lest we face,
in the very apostolic church, darker
scenes. But God, the Founder of the

church, foresaw that such would be, so
He said, “They shall be baked with leav-
en.” Baking, in the meat offering which
foreshadowed the life of Jesus, signified
a part of His sufferings. And baking with
leaven here seems to foretell the grief and
humiliation that would come to the faith-
ful church because of those who would
reproach the holy cause which they so
deeply love,

But, thank God, our eyes are not upon
the inconsistencies and sins of others, but
upon the Forerunner and Captain of our
Salvation, who has called us to be holy.
We know whom we have believed, and
are going on. We must live close to
Christ, and continue in prayer, and in
non-conformity to the world. One of our
young ladies went west for a visit, and
upon her return said, “Do you know that
out there, there are some Pentecostal
people who don't seem to think any-
thing of going to theaters and such plac-
es. I cannot understand it.” Well, I
can understand it. The one who does
that is drifting far away from God. I
have even heard elsewhere that some try
to preach this gospel who frequent such
places. But I want to tell you the true
church of Jesus Christ is separate from
this. They are a holy people. If I knew
it, I could not permit a preacher, who is
letting down on this gospel, preach from
my pulpit. We care not for titles. We
are looking for consecrated brethren who
will preach the gospel of Jesus Christ, and
live a consistent and holy life. When the
power of God fell a few years ago, it
fell aver all the world upon a clean cut
separation.

But how sweetly Jesus is interwoven
in all this glorious feast. I must not
keep you longer, but permit me, in clos-
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ing, just to point vou again to our Sav-
iour Lord. Together with the new meat
offering, Jehovah instructs, “And ye shall
offer with the bread seven lambs without
blemish of the first year, and one young
bullock and two rams: they shall be for
a burnt offering unto the Lord.” Then
we read of a sin offering, and peace of-
ferings. Thus is signified that with the
new thing which God was going to do,
there were to be added all the perfec-
our Blessed Jesus. It is He
whom God hath honored. It is He whom
we exalt, and in whom we trust. How
deeply one has sunk when he tries to lift
up his own self, to popularize his flesh,
and to get conceited man before the peo-
ple. It is Jesus that the people need
to see. They have seen enough of mortal
mud. Let us have good, old-fashioned Bible
religion. We may feel ourselves never so
weak. We may be extremely conscious
of the feebleness of our prayers, of our
service, and of our worship. What preach-
er is not? Or faithful layman either?
But, fight on my brother, have faith in
God. Get your eyes off your own weakness-
es, and those of any other, and upon our
gracious Lord. We labor on in His name,
and in His glorious cause. We mingle
with our feeble efforts, the worthiness of
the Lamb that was slain from the foun-
dation of the world; and, behold, the
service which we render out of love for
Him, and for His praise, He waves, an
accepted sacrifice, before the gracious
throne of God, adding to it the needed
acceptableness of His own matchless
worth. “The priest shall wave them with
the bread of the firstfruits for a wave
offering before the Lord—they shall be
holy to the Lord for the priest.” Thus,
in the place of humble duty, do we learn
to value and appreciate the plan and pro-
vision of God, “He hath made us accept-
ed in the Beloved.” ;

May we be ever kept where Jesus can
wave us as an acceptable offering before
the Father, It will keep the power of
God resting upon us. Will keep glorious
victory within our souls, and will satis-
fy the Lord. May God bless us as a
Pentccostal people, and keep our hearts
open toward heaven to receive the rich
showers of the Latter Rain.

Brother Frank Finkenbinder, Aibonito, Porte Rico, at the General Council

I praise God that it is my privilege to
stand before you in representation of
Latin America—the neglected continent.

In about five days time after you leave
New York harbor you are looking upon
the beautiful cocoanut palms of Porto

Rico. In English, Porto Rico means “rich
port.” I am sure you would agree that
the name suited if you could see the

orange groves, the sugar cane plantations,
the tobacco and pineapple fields. It is
a little island of about one hundred and
twenty by forty miles, and has more than
a million inhabitants. It is rich with peo-
ple and rich with opportunities.

The Roman Catholic teachings have
been instilled into the people for about
four hundred -years. There are many
beggars, and many illiterate people.
Something like seventy per cent of the
inhabitants are illiterate, They are a
very affectionate and courteous people.
Porto Rico is not uncivilized, it is not
like the heart of Africa. They are a
proud people and would not be seen car-
rying a book, much less a suit case. Such
things must be carried by a little boy,
and you give him five or ten cents to do
it.

I am glad to say that Porto Rico is
pretty well spotted with Assembly of God
stations, well founded. The work start-
ed in 1913 under the auspices of native
workers who were converted on the
Hawaiian Islands and then returned to
their own country to preach the gospel.
In fourteen years time we have 23 well
established assemblies, and 32 not so well
established. We have 23 native workers.
[ want to say this is the work of the
Holy Ghost. Those two or three native
brethren who were converted in the Ha-
waiian Islands and went back to their own
people to preach, remained in the work
for six years before Mother Howe joined
them. My wife and I went about three
or four years after Sister Howe, and we
have been there for five years.

God has moved upon the people in a
marvelous way. In the early days of the
work God saved one man who was down
in the gutter, contaminated with almost
every evil. He was tongue-tied, and about
all the education he had was what he
picked up in the streets. He knew how
to wheel a wheelbarrow with bananas
and oranges, and go down the street hol-
lowing, but that was the extent of his
education. But God saved him and called
him to preach, and healed him of his
tongue-tied condition. The man is still
in the ministry and is a marvel for God.
We have a few native workers there who
can almost outdo many of us American
preachers who have had more experience
and opportunity. They can preach the
Word with power and in a way that is
acceptable to the people.

One day my wife and 1 were invited

to a meeting in a hut. Amongst those gath-
ered there was a voung couple who were
living together but were not married, I
can conscientiously say I have never look-
ed into a face that bore more marks of
sin than this young woman's. After we
gave the message as best we could, we
asked them to pray with us. They pray-
ed, but 1 doubted whether anything had
been accomplished. In about a week we
invited this couple to our home for a
meeting, and when we looked upon them
we knew God had done something. They
were united in matrimony, and God call-
ed them (especially the woman) to His
service, e knew how to read but she
was absolutely illiterate, knew nothing of
even the alphabet; but she went before
God on her knees and asked God to
please teach her to read. The tears trick-
led down on the Bible as-she pleaded with
God. God answered her prayer, and to-
day she takes her Bible and goes on the
street and reads to the people, and then
she preaches Jesus Christ. She and her
husband are both in the work now.

We do need a Bible school in Porto
Rico. We have 23 native workers but
we have to place most of them in the
country for they have not adequate train-
ing for city work. We have a few breth-
ren who are marvelously equipped and
capable of holding the work. DBut we
do need a Bible school in which to train
our workers. We have a rest home and
four acres of ground. But we have come
to the conclusion that it should be con-
verted into a Bible school. But to do this
requires money.

We are now translating the book “With
Signs Following” into Spamish and trust
that it will soon be completed. Help us
to get this blessed message to God's peo-
ple over there,

THE BABY WIVES

During the two months I have been in
this country on furlough my heart has
been much impressed with a little word in
Deuteronomy : “When thou cuttest down
thine harvest in thy field, and hast forgot
a sheaf in the field, thou shalt not go
again to fetch it; it shall be for the
stranger, for the fatherless, and for the
widow; that the Lord thy God may bless
thee in all the work of thine hands.” In
India the harvest is cut by hand and much
grain falls to the ground. The poor go
into the fields and pick up the grain which
has dropped ; and they dig into the ground
wherever they see a rat hole where the
rats have carried the grain down. When
the fields have been harvested the poor
are allowed to let all their animals go
into the field and graze. In this way
the needy are somewhat provided for.

In India the farmer takes his wooden
plow over his shoulder and goes to the
field each morning, and that is all the
machinery he has. But in this country
there is so much machinery used in har-
vesting. There is nothing left behind,
nothine to be gleaned, and T am wonder-
ing what has become of the foraotten
sheaf. Down through the aces, since this
word was civen in Deuteronomy, there
muet have heen manv sheaves taken away
which shantd have heen left for the needy,
Whera are thev to-dav? T wonder if they
are not in stocks and bonds and banks,
hrinmina interect tn the owner instead of
to God. T wish T might picture to you

India's awiul need. 1 wonder how the
picture might have been painted if God’s
children had left the sheaf, the forgotten
sheaf.

How different the heathen lands might
be if only the forgotten sheaf of prayer
were given to the needy. I wonder if
forty millions of India’s women would be
in purdahs to-night if the forgotten sheaf
of prayer were given them. I wonder if
it would be possible for forty million wom-
en to be hidden away in their little quar-
ters where they are secluded from nature
and from nature’s God. Those women
have feelings. I have visited hundreds and
hundreds of them in their homes and I
know they long to be free. One woman
told me that when she was a little girl
she was permitted to go to school; and
as she saw the Christian teachers in this
school there was a hope born in her
breast that some day she would have
freedom. But while still a little girl
she was taken out of school and married,
and kept in a zenana. Then she had
her own little daughters, and failed to
please her husband because he wanted
sons. He married another wife. She was
older when I met her, and she said she
had always longed for freedom, just to
et out of the house and walk about as
those teachers did. She is so hungry for
the Lord. Do pray for this woman.

I wonder if vouth would continue to be
married to ace if prayer were being of-
fered as it should be, The postman who
came to our station on the borders of
Nenal, who was about fortv-five vears of
age, had a wife six vears old. You may

ask why he married such a young giri
\\ IowWs dO 1Ol remdrry; sOo wiuelil 4 I
wile it means he must take a
chud for there are none oi his age avail-
able. In connecuon with our uiue aay-
school whach we have for the high caste
giris from these zenanas, we have a closed
carriage which we send for them. ‘lLhey
are placed in the carriage, the 'door is
shut, and they are brought to the muission
compound. Then the carriage door opens,
the girls jump out, and ch how they skip
around. They have games at the school,
and they do enjoy them. There are mar-
ried girls in the primary grades. Just
before I left, one of the little girls was
told her husband had died. I shall never
forget the face of that child as she real-
ized that for all her life she was to be a
despised widow. A widow is looked upon
as a bad omen in the home, even though
she may have been married when only a
iew months old and may never have seen
her husband. Can you realize it? Do
vou wonder that we long to glean the
forgotten sheaf of prayer? We never,
never get used to India’s conditions, and
our hearts are torn. We want you to
know about them that you may pray.

Then I wonder if there would be the
enforced widowhood if during all these
years the forgotten sheaf of prayer had
been given the heathen. I remember the
first zenana 1 visited where there was a
widow. A woman sat by herself on the
floor over in front of the stove, her legs
crossed. I looked over and said, “Who
is this?” The others sneeringly answered,
“A widow.” She looked so sad when shc
realized I had found out she was a de-
spised widow; a pang struck my heart,
and T determined to be careful to never
ask again.

Closed in the homes as these women are,
with very little chance for fresh air, many
of them develop tuberculosis. The only
exercise thev can get is by walking
across their little yard, which is all sur-
rounded by wverandahs which open inte
rooms. Perhaps ninety per cent or more
of these women have tuberculosis. One
widow was in the last stages of the dis-
ease, and had given her heart to the
Lord. She could read for she had been
in a Christian school. As T visited her
I felt 1 wanted to do something for her.
A widow only gets one meal a day, and
a coarse meal at that. Then there are
many feast davs when she gets nothing.
This woman was sick and weak, vet she
had much of the work in the home to
do. T thoneht of givine her broth, but
I found that they worship the animals,
so she could not have that. [ thonoht
I would see the doctor and find out if
he could arrange something nice for her.

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But I found that he was of the same caste
as she, and he would not consider giving
her anything because the widow is de-
spised, and the sooner she is out of the
way the better for the family.

I long for prayer for the zenana wom-
en, for those hidden away in such con-
ditions. Do yeu not believe that His eye
is upon the forgotten sheaf? The Mas-
ter said, “Imasmuch as ye have done it
unto one of the least of these My breth-
ren, ye have done it unto Me.”
