SUPI)(1~e you had tht' great misfortune 
to 10M' ('vl'rylhing- -in one day have ev· 
cry thing l'iwept away, your property be 
g'n ll t· and your family all gone, I wonder if 
your IIrayt"f~ wouldn't Ill' drowned out a 
little hit? But J ob stood the test. Then 
the dt\'d came back a nd said, "That is all 
right , hut jUlOt touch his body and sec 
what will happrn." So the Lord allowed 
th e devil to alTlict him, but not to take 
hi " lifc. In thi !> hook we find out whe re 
di~("a'l' l't)l11e!\ frolll. Some people will 
tdl ~·(.u that di .. <:a"c i!> from tbe hand 01 

a goud and loving God; that God wants 
SOme tt) he ). ick and suITer excruciating 
pain to /o{lorify Il im. They will tell you 
that (;od lo"ed you so much thaI lle Pllt 
thi s affliction on you. I was taught this 
way, hul I nevcr could reconcile this 
tea ch ing with the love of God. r tell you 
the de" il hates you so I11llch that he put 
that thing on you, and God loves you so 
much that lie will take it orr. Hallelu­
jah! Prai!>e the Lord! 

Then the devil began to plaster Job over 
wi th boil li. 1 had two boils at one time 
and th<:)' nearly drove me to distraction. 
That was just two too many, But Job 
had thcm frOIl! the sales of his feet to the 
crown of hi s head. Three "comforlers" 
callle and ~at down and looked at him 
for s('~'{'n days without saying a word. 
If I ('\"er get down , don't try that on me. 
Re l1ll"fciful and don't sit lOpeechless and 
look at Illl' for more than .six days. for 
I'm afraid I would 101ie my mind before 
the SC \'cn days had pa!>sed. Job tried to 
c:<I)lain his co ndit ion, but found it a pret-

ty diflicult maller. He tried to justify 
hil11~cIf and Itt the blame rest all God. 
I lis "comforars" were dl."lcrmined to con~ 
vince him thai h(' was all \\rOllg, and al­
together to blame for his plight. But 
argue a~ they would they could 1I0t con ~ 
\'illce or convict Job. Ncar the elld of 
the story wt' read how the Lord took Job 
in hand. and job was brok('n and su b­
dued bdorc God. But before we reach 
that pan of the narrative. we find a most 
illuminating address by Elihu. 

B<:ginning with the 191h ve rse of th e 
33rd chapter we r<:ad, "lie is chastened 
also with pain upon hi 'll hed, and the mul ­
titu(le of hi~ bon<:s with st rong pain, so 
that hi'll life abhorr('(h bread and his soul 
dainty meat. Ilis flesh is consumed away 
that it cannot he ~een, and his bones that 
wcre not scen stuck out. Yea, his soul 
c1raweth near unto the grave, and his life 
to the destroyerlO." lie is ju.~t about ready 
to dit'. Thcll Elihu says. "If there be a 
lllelO~engt'r with him, an interpreter, one 
among a thou.~and, to shew unto man his 
u prigh tlle ~""-lOoll1ebody who knows the 
\Vonl of Cod and can take a Bible and 
lOho\\' him and teach him of God's right­
eOU~ lle s .. , GOd'lO faithfu ln ess, and God's 
wonderful Ion'. then God will be gracious 
to th e alTlictcd and will say, "Deliver him 
irOIll going down to the pit, r have found a 
ran~ol1l:' 1'\ote these words, "r have found 
a ramom!" "I lis fle~h shall be fresher than 
a ch ild 'lO, he .. ha ll return to the days of 
his youth:' X{m the Lord sa id, "I have 
iound tl ranS(lIll, I am goin~ to be gra­
ciou .. to him. I am going to visit him 
and t am going to make his flesh fresh­
er than a child's and restore his youth, 
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il,r 1 have found a ransom You say, 
"\\'hat ransom is l1eeded for healing?" 
\\'<:11, some do 110t bdine we need any 
atonement for our ~ills, we call ju~t deny 
them, but I couldn't do that. I cried un­
to the Lord, and God h.d mercy on m,. 
poor l o~t soul and for jesu!>' sake, for the 
!"ake of the sacrifice made on Cahary, for 
the sake of the blood shed there on the 
cross, forgave m)' sin!!, for "we have re ­
demption through the blood of Jesus.'· 
Eph. I :7. And "without shedding of blood 
is no renusslon. Heb. 9 :22. But you 
say you don't bave to have any forgive­
ncss for your sickne~s. I believe that 
sickncss came into the world because of 
sin, and the curse of the Lord fe ll not 
only upon man·!> sou l, but upon hi s body, 
and so man's body bears the curse. Then 
Jesus came anti took the sin ner's place 
and He bore our sillS ill ilis own body on 
the trce that we, being dead to sins, should 
li ve unto righteou snel'is; by whose stripes 
)'C were healed. I Pet. 2 :24 \Vhen Jesus 
died, lie delivered liS not only frOIll our 
sins, but from our afflictions. 1 am glad 
wc ha\'e a \'er!'oe in Isaiah 53 which js 
made plain by the way it is quoted in 
Matt. 8 :17. ~ow when we read (lsa. S3: 
4), ··Surcly He hath horne oll r griefs and 
ca rri ed our sorrows," it brings to us no 
snggestion at all of the real meaning. be 
cause the tramlation fails to bring it 
a lit. Tn the marginal note to the Rev ;sed 
\·crsion, however, yon will find that the 
Hcbrew word translated "griefs" means 
"~;ickness." ~Iatlhcw quotes from this 
\'Cr)oe thus; "llil11self took our inrtrl1litie~ 

and bare our sicknesses." So by the in­
sp ired word in Matthew the meaning of 
tbe author ill Isaiah is made plain. 

Compar ing t hi~ inspired trans lation with 
the original Hebrew I foulld it correct 
By reference to the German, the Danish 
and i\orwcgian, the Swed ish. and nUlner 
ou" other trallslation~, r found that all 
agreed with hlaltiu.:w. hfartin Luther 
u~es the nards "krankheit" (sickness) and 
"~chlll<:rzcn" (pai n!». The Swedish trans­
latel'i "krankhet" (sickness) and "sveda" 
(pain). The Danish. which is my mother 
-t ongue, says "sygdoillille" (sickness) and 
"Pin<:r" (pains). "£nfermidades" (infi rm ­
ities) and "do res" (pains) are the words 
used in the Portuguese. Referring to 
trans lation!> of Isaiah by Jewi sh schol a r ~ 
I found them in agrecment with Matthew. 
lrowe\,er, Matthew (omi tting Isaiah's first 
word, '·Surcly") adds the word "Himself." 
This troubled me ti!l I wrote to a famous 
Jewish rabbi in New York city for a literal 
rende ring of the Hehrew of Isaiah 53:4. 
H is rende ri ng agreed with Matthew's, but 
docs not gi \'e us the word "himself." How 
ever, the rabbi says that the emphasis 
is all the pronouns, "he" a nd "our." HE 
bore OUR sicknesses and carr ied OUR 
pains. T he on ly way Matthew could brinR 
out this emphasis in the Greek was to l1S(, 

the inte nsive pronoun "autos" (himself). 
haiah mmt have fores<:en the opposi tion 
10 this trut h , for he begins the verse with 
"surely" ( H ebrew, AM EN-something for ­
e\'Crsetlled, as a maxim in mathematics). 
As all the etlrly Christians beli eved in 
divine healing, and the jews were more 
unwilling' to accept Chris t's l>aving mini, 
tr)' than Il is healing mini!>t ry, Matthew 
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did not feci the need ui he).:'inning hi!> 
quotation with "~urcly," But in our day 
it is needed. 

Before leaving thi~ vene ill haiah, let 
lilt' !>ay that the verb~ Iran~lated "took" 
and "c,/rried," denote in thl' llebrew that 
Chri~t \·ILARIOL'SLY took and carried 
our !>ickne!'ses and paim, just ao; I Ie took 
an d carried our !-.inl>, Glory to God! 

The settlllg of the quotation in ?l.lat· 
thew's gospel shows that the reference is 
to bodily afflictions, and not to spiritual 
disease .. , as some' oppo<;er5 of this divine 
truth would havl' liS believe, The eighth 
chapter of '}.lallhew's gospel opens with 
an <lCCOtlllt of the healing of a leper; then 
follows the story of the healing of the 
centurion's servant, then of the healing of 
the mal her of Peter's wif(', and then of the 
Illultitude who wer(' deli\'('red from de­
mons and healed of bodily disea5es, "That 
it might be fulfilled which was spoken by 
Isaiah the proph('t , saying, HDrSELF 
TOOK OCR IKFIIUlITIES AND BARE 
OL:R S ICKKESSES." 

In Ikut('ronomy the 28th chapter we 
have the blessings which the Lord through 
Moses pronounced upon His people as 
long as they would obey Him. Beginning 
with the fifteenth \'er~e of this chapter 
we havc the cur'le~ pronounced upon them 
if thcy fai led to obey, These curscs in­
clude all the then known diseases, and 
cli'ol'as('S thcn unknown were to fall upon 
th cm dS a curse for sinful disobedience. 
How g-ood to rcad in Pau l's leUer to the 
Galatians, third chapte r, thirteenth verse, 
"Ch r i~1 hath redeemed us from the cursc 
of t he law, being made a cune for us; 
for it is written, cursed is everyone that 
hangcth 011 a tree." ThroU(::h Christ we 
have the double ddiverancc from the 
double curs('. 

Of the two million or !>o who came Ollt 
of Egypt with ~los(''I, all were able to 
walk. Ko ambulances or stretchers or 
crutchcs. All walked through the Red 
Sea, ;lI1d when they had cro~'II'd thcy w('re 
t('ady for a great revival and praise se rv­
ice, and a religious dance. "Not a feeb le 
person among their tribes," P sa. 105 :37. 
You could Ilot 1ll0'·C a ll the people of Mis­
souri as far as Arkansa<; with all our 
me<lllS of tranSI)ortatioli automobiles, 
trains, pullman cars, stretc hcrs, ambu­
lances. You cou ld not ('vcn move all the 
people of Springfield. SOllie would die 
if you tri('d to move them even by thc 
gcntle"t means and a very short dista nce. 
And y(;.t we hoas t of our modern achieve­
Illent~ ill san itation, surgery, medication 
and nursing. God \\'as the Physician of 
Ilis people in anci('nt times. "r am the 
Lord that healeth thee." (Ex. 15:26), TI e 
is aLk to hea l and care for His people 
yet. If you call trust the Lord to save 
your <;ou l, cannot you t rust I-lim to heal 
YOllr hody? The same God who forgives 
sins heals diseases.
