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“And the word of the Lord came unto
me, saying, Son of man, prophesy against
the prophets of Israel that prophesy, and
say unto them that prophesy out of their
own hearts, Hear ye the word of the
Lord: Thus saith the Lord God: Woe
unto the foolish prophets that follow their
own spirit and have seen nothing.
They have seen vanity and lying divina-
tion, saying, The Lord saith: and the Lord
hath not sent them: and they have made
others to hope that they would confirm
the word.” Ezek. 13:1-3 and 6.

Ezekiel was one of the bravest proph-
ets of the Old Testament. He was sent
by God and commissioned with a most
difficult task, a task such as no other
prophet had ever had. He was sent by
God to denounce

The Prevailing Theology

of his day, and to denounce the accredit-
ed spiritual leaders of his country and of
his city. These leaders were prophesying
falsely, and by prophesying things out of
their own mind, and by interpreting the
signs of the times as they did, they were
leading God’s people astray, saying
“peace” when there was no peace, Hence,
the task given to the prophet was not
an easy one for any man. These false
prophets undoubtedly were good and
clever, probably orthodox as well as re-
ligious, and they had the ear of the peo-
ple; public opinion was all with them—
but they were not sent by God, and what
they were preaching and teaching was
not with the authority of “Thus saith
the Lord.”

Both Isaiah and Jeremiah, as well as
many of the minor prophets, reveal to us
the condition of the land in those days.
There was outward prosperity. The re-
ligion of the temple was formal, and ac-
curate according to the Mosaic code. In
the city of Jerusalem there was luxury,
—luxury in the homes—and the women
were

Clad in Luxurious Clothing.
For the past hundred years God had
been warning His people of their spiritual

declension, and their continual straying
away from the fundamental truths as laid
down in the Mosaic code. He warned,
and warned, and warned that judgment
must come upon them, that the city should
be destroyed, and the people taken away
into captivity, unless they repented. So
Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel, and many an-
other prophet, stood before the people
as ministers from on high, and warned
them that, unless they turned to the Lord
their God, the city would be destroyed,
and the people carried away into captivity.

Among the last of these prophets there
stood up Ezekiel, the servant of God, and
he warned the spiritual leaders that they
were leading the people astray, and that
God’s swift and sure judgment was about
to be poured out upon the city and the
race,

We turn to the New Testament, and
we are warned there, time and again, that
what happened in the days previous to
the destruction of Jerusalem, and prev-
ious to the captivity, should happen in
the last days of the Church’s era here on
this earth. And just as in those days
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...Indwelt...

Not merely in the words you say,

Not only in your deeds confessed,

But in the most unconscious way
Is Christ expressed.

there should be false praphets, who would
lead the people astray bypreaching peace
when there was no peace, so in the
Last Days in the Church’s Era,

the prevailing religious teachers should
also lead people astray by false teach-
ing, making them unready for the solemn
events that must come immediately before
the Second Advent of the TLord Jesus
Christ to this earth. You remember
Christ’s words in Matt. 24:11%“And many
ialse prophets shall rise, and shall de-
ceive many.” And in 2 Peter 2:1,2, we
read: “But there were false prophets also
among the people, even as there shall
be false teachers among you, who privily
shall bring in damnable heresies, even
denying the Lord that bought them and
bring upon themselves swift destruction,
And many shall follow their pernicious
ways; by reason of whom the way of
truth shall be evil spoken of.”

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A few days ago a body of
American Protestants wait-
ed on the Pope of Rome
and asked him to send a representative
to a conference for the union of all the
churches. The Pope refused, and issued
a papal encyclical in which he stated that
“a union of all Christians can be obtain-
ed only in one way—by the return of
the wandering sheep to the fold” So
modern Protestants who have ceased to
protest against a religion that merely has
a form of godliness and denies the power,
who are clamoring for one great united
church can now know how their cherished
dream can be brought to fruition—by their
going back to Mother Rome, that or-
ganization portrayed so clearly in. Rev.
17:5 as “Babylon the great, mother of
harlots and abominations of the earth.”

“Return to
Rome"

Modern The first great departure
Babylon from God after the flood

was when men concerted
together and said, “Let us build us a
city and a tower that may reach unto
heaven, and let us make us a name.”
They did not want to magnify the name
of Jehovah but to magnify their own
names, and this was the beginning of an
ever-growing apostasy. The place where
they built was Babel, and this is the site
on which the city of Babylon was later
constructed, and it became the seat of
the great Babylonian cult. Mr. C, G. Bauer,
the chairman of the Prophetic Testimony
of Philadelphia, recently gave some in-
teresting facts concerning this cult. “Be-
fore any member could be initiated into
the Babylonian mysteries, he had to con-
fess to a priest, who then had him in
his power. Once admitted, he was a mem-
ber of a mystical priesthood, over whom
was placed a Pontiff, or High Priest,
whose word was law. The city of Baby-
lon continued to be ‘the seat of Satan’
and of this Babylonian cult until the fall
of the Medo-Persian empire, when the
seat was shifted to Pergamos.

Rome and “When @ ‘Attalus, the
Babylon United Pontiff and King of

Pergamos, died in B. C.
133, he bequeathed the headship of the
Babylonian priesthood to Rome. Later
the Romans accepted this Pontiff as their
civil ruler. Julius Caesar was made ‘Su-
preme Pontiff of the Babylonian Order’
in B. C. 63. The Roman emperors had
the title of Pontifex Maximus, or Supreme
Pontiff of the Babylonian Order, until 378
A. D, when the Emperor Gratian, for
Christian reasons, refused it. Damasus,
the Bishop of the church of Rome at this
time, was eclected to the position in 378
A. D, and thus Satan united Rome and
Babylon in one religious system. Soon
after Damasus was made Supreme Pontiff
all the rights of the Babylonian cult came
to the front. The worship of the Vir-
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gin Mary was set up in A, D. 381. All

the outsanding festivals of the Roman
Catholic church are of Babylonian origin.
Easter is not a Christian name; but comes
from ‘Ishtar’ the title of the Queen of
Heaven whose worship by the Israelites
was an abomination to God. Jer. 44:17-25.
Among some of the Babylonian tenets
and customs were celibacy, the tonsure,
and the order of the monks and nuns.
The nuns were the ‘vestal virgins' who
kept the fires burning on Rome's pagan
altars.”

Rome Never
Changes

And now the Pope, or Su-
preme Pontiff, is inviting
all Protestants to “return
to the fold.” On the other hand God is
calling out His own from Babylon, say-
ing, “Come out of her, My people, that
yve be not partakers of her sins, and that
ve receive not of her plagues.” Even
though the Protestants may have forgot-
ten Rome's bloody past and the ten mil-
lion martyrs of her iniquitous inquisi-
tion, God has not forgotten. She has
never repented of her sins, and the at-
titude of the Romanists against Prot-
estant missionaries in South America to-
day indicates that Rome is at heart the
same as in the worst days of her inquisi-
tion fires.

A Call to
Hate Evil

We shall not be surprised
to see so-called Protestants
compromising their - doc-
trinal positions and coming into one great
visible church headed by the Pope of
Rome. Many to-day are magnifying tol-
eration, a toleration that will' tolerate
idolatry and modernistic atheism. God
does not call us to tolerate iniquitous
things. He calls us to hate them. His
Word exhorts us, “Ye that love the Lord,
hate evil"”

Outside
the Camp

The word that God breath-
ed into Luther's soul needs
to be once more sounded
forth in power, “The just shall live by
faith.” A revival of faith is imperative,
and God will send it in response to His
children's prayers. But, like God’s other
revivals, it will come outside the camp of
organized ecclesiasticism. The Lutheran
revival, or the revival of the great Rei-
ormation, came outside the Catholic
church. The Methodist revival came out-
side the backsliden Episcopal church. The
Salvation Army revival came outside the
Methodist church that had now grown
cold. And the Pentecostal revival of the
past twenty years also came ontside the de-
nominational churches. Outside the camp,
bearing His reproach, is a splendid place
to be. Praise God for the reproach of
speaking in tongues. And though we be
outside the camp, we can be inside the
veil, and can speak to our God in a
language which no man can understand
—mnor the devil either.

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There is one Priest alone
whom the children of God
can acknowledge, and that
is Christ Jesus, the Apostle and High
Priest of our Alford, who
probably ranks highest of all Greek schol-
ars of the last one hundred years, trans-
lates Matt. 23:9, 10 as follows: “Call none
vour father upon the earth, for one is your
father which is in heaven. Neither be ye
called leaders, for one is your Leader,
even Christ.” It is wrong to call human
priests “Father,” and it is equally wrong
to call any one “Leader,” save Him of
whom the Father speaks, “T have given
Him for a Witness to the people, a Lead-
er and Commander to the people”—our
Lord Jesus Christ. We have always been
grateful that the Pentecostal movement
has had no human leader. Christ leads,
and He calls us to be followers.

Out and Out Our Lord Jesus Christ is

the One who calls His own
sheep by name and “leadeth them out,”
out of the fold of Satan, out of bondage,
out of the world, out from all that is
of the flesh, out, ever out. And he who
follows the Lord whithersoever He goes
will always be without the camp. “Get
thee out,” was the Lord’s first word to
Abraham, and it is a word to all of Abra-
ham’s seed. Complete separation is the first
law of the kingdom of God. He who makes
His abode in a hali-way house between
the highway of holiness and the broad
ways of the world, is living on the devil’s
territory,

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They Shall Take Up Serpents

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We have been told that the last twelve
verses of the Gospel of Mark are an, inter-
polation, that Mark did not write them, and
that we have no means of knowing who did.
Dr. Godbev, well known holiness preacher
and a Greek scholar of some learning, de-
cided that he would join the critics in as-
:-.L'I'Lin;{ that these verses are no part of the
original Scriptures for the reason that he
failed to find them in an ancient Greek
manuscript, a copy of which he had ac-
cess . to.

Jut the evidence that the verses are gen-
uine is such that one is naturally amazed
that any student should hesitate for a mo-
ment to accept them as readily as any other
portion of the Gospel of which they form
a part.

There are no Greek manuscripts that we
know anything about prior to the fourth
century, but prior to that time a number of
church fathers lived, preached and wrote,
and several of them, among them Papias,
Justin Martyr and Irenaeus, quote portions
of the disputed passage as inspired Serip-
ture. Ambrose, Chrysostom, Jerome and
Augustine all quote the passage in part or
in whole; and Augustine discusses the en-
tire passage and tells us that it was written
by the evangelist Mark, and that the verses
were publicly read in the churches.

Some of the church fathers who have set
their stamp of approval on the genuineness
of the disputed passage must have known
persons who had seen and conversed with the
apostles, and it may.be that some of these
church fathers knew in their boyhood days
some of the people who had seen and con-
versed with our Lerd in the flesh. Certainly
these men were in a better position to pass
judgment on the genuineness of the passage
in question than is any person who is liv-
ing to-day or has lw?d during the past few
centuries.

The evidence that the passage is genuine,
that it was written by Mark and is real
Scripture, is irrefutable.

One of the reasons why men have tried to
get rid of this Seripture is because of what
it contains. There are many who weuld
like to get rid of Acts 2:4 if thny could,
but they cannot.

We are told that it is ridiculous to believe
that Jesus said, “They shall take up ser-
pents.” Some ignorant readers of the Word
have been stupid and foolish enough to be-
lieve and teach that this means that we are
authorized to go forth and handle poison-
ous reptiles and expect to be miraculously
preserved from harm. And it is a well
known fact that some have tried to demon-
strate their faith and have dismally {ailed.

No license is given by our Lord to drink
poison or to handle serpents, but if, in the
performance of my duties as a minister or
a missionary, I happen to have poison ad-
ministered unto me by an enemy, or happen
like Paul, in gathering sticks to build a fire,
to pick up a poisonous viper, L have the priv-

ilege of believing that God will miraculously
preserve e, as He 1'!1’&'5(‘1‘\“‘(1 Paul, who
shook the venomous reptile off into the fire
and was unharmed.

Some time ago I clipped from the “Path-
finder,” a weekly periodical published at
the nation’s capital, the following interesting
bit of news:

Prayer Vanquishes Snake

“As a ‘joke,’ two unbelievers dumped a
rattlesnake hearing 13 rattles into the midst
of a revival meeting being held at Logan,
W. Va, just as the was waxing
warm. A panic ensued and all fought to
leave the exit. Burly mountaineers from a
section where gunplay and bloodshed over
trifles are still in vogue, fled precipitately.
The minister brought up the rear but left
behind one woman who dared face the dan-
ger. Praying aloud she walked up to the
snake, and grasping it as it was about to
leap, twisted and broke its neck. The meet-
ing was then continued and many of the
unbelievers, secing the demonstration of
faith, were canverted.”

The paper from which the above has been
culled is not a religious paper and cannot
be accused of favoring the Pentecostal peo-
ple. It favors neither Jew nor Gentile, Ro-
man Catholic nor Protestant, modernist nor
fundamentalist. It is a strictly secular pub-
lication, and the items of news are perhaps
as reliable as can be found in any secular
publication in America. The editor aims to
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publish in the news columns only what is
strictly true, and if there 15 good reason
to believe that an item is not true, it is denied
a place in the columns of his paper. The
fact that this item has appeared in the “Path-
finder,” is a good reason to believe that the
item is true.

God has not changed. What was true
at the beginning of this era is true at the
present time. Our Lord is still alive. He
is on His throne. And what He said when
here in the flesh, while often misunderstood
and misinterpreted, is just as true as it is
possible for truth to be.

We need not apologize for what is writ-
ten in God's Word. If, instead of apologiz*
ing for what is found there, men would be-
lieve what they read and shape their lives
accordingly, God's blessings would rest upon
them abundantly and our Lord would be
glorified.

Go for a Rest?

I want to direct you to two Scriptures.
The first is Psalm 55:6-8. “And I said,
Oh that T had wings like a dove! for then
would I fly away, and be at rest. Lo, then
would T wander far off, and remain in the
wilderness. I would hasten my escape from
the windy storm and tempest.”

The second is Matt. 11:28-30. “Come unto
Me, all ye that labor and are heavy laden,
and 1 will give you rest. Take my yoke
upon you, and learn of Me; for I am meek
and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest
unto your souls. For My yoke is easy
and My burden is light.”

Tt is my desire to bring a word of com-
fort to the hearts of the tried and tempest-
tossed; to those who find it hard to pull
against the stream, who are harassed and
perplexed and are looking and longing for
a way of escape from the difficulties which
compass their path,

When the psalmist uttered the words of
my text he was in a hard place. In verses
2-5 he says, “Attend unto me, and hear me:
I mourn in my complaint, and make a noise;
because of the voice of the enemy, because
of the oppression of the wicked: for they
cast iniquity upon me, and in wrath they
hate me. My heart is sore pained within
me ; and the terrors of death are fallen upon
me. Fearfulness and trembling are come
upon me, and horror hath overwhelmed me.”

And not only do my enemies oppress me,
but T have had to face the treachery of my
friends. Verses 12-14: “For it was not an
enemy that reproached me; then I could have
borne it: neither was it he that hated me
that did magnify himself against me: then
I would have hid myself from him: but it
was thou, a man mine equal, my guide, and
mine acquaintance. We took sweet counsel
together, and walked unto the house of
God in company.”

Finally the burden of oppression became
well-nigh unbearable, and he cried out in
the language of discouragement, bordering
on despair, “Oh, that I had wings like a
dove |”

The margin of the Newberry Bible has :
1 want

it, “Who will give me wings?”
wings! Oh that I had wings! “Who will
give me wings?"' I want to fly away from
my troubles and tests and be at rest. If
only 1T had wings like a dove “I would
wander off, and remain in the wilderness.
I would hasten my escape from the windy
storm and tempest.” :

Note the prominent pronoun “I” appears
in this complaint—"I said, Oh that [ had
wings . . . then would I fly away . . . I
would wander far off . . . I would hasten
my escape.” \

- When the Pharisee and the publican went
up into the temple to pray (Luke 18:10-
14), the Pharisee, instead of praying, stood
and told God how good he was. He said,
“I, 1,1, 1, 1" five times. Five is the num-
ber of grace. Five times the Pharisee gave
a direct slap at the “grace of God.”

-
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The psalmist got his eyes off God, and
when a man does that he becomes filled with
his own devices, and makes every self-effort
possible to escape from the plan and pur-
pose of God.

Let us analyze for a moment these false
and self-centered hopes to which the psalm-
ist gives utterance.

“Oh that I had wings like a dove! For
then would I fly away and be at rest”

Like many of us to-day, the psalmist
was going the wrong way about to get
wings. Wings are not promised to the
murmuring and discontented ones, but to
those who wait quietly on the Lord. “He
giveth power to the faint; and to them
that have no might he increaseth strength.
Even the youth shall faint and be weary,
and the young men shall utterly fall: but
they that wait upon the Lord shall renew
their strength; they shall mount up with
wings as eagles; they shall run, and not
be weary; and they shall walk, and not
faint.” Isa. 40:29-31. There are times when,
in response to our quiet and persistent wait-
ing on God, we are filled with ecstacy and
rapture, and seem to mount up as on eagle’s
wings. Such experiences are indeed blessed
and glorious, but we soon find that we have
to come down to the steady walk, the most
natural and simple of all exercises.

We are not told to fly, but we are again
and again exhorted to walk. “Walk in the
Spirit (Gal 5:16, 25); walk in the light
(1 John 1:7) ; walk honestly (Rom. 13:13) ;
walk charitably (Rom. 14:15); walk by
faith (2 Cor. 5:7); walk in love (Eph.
5:2) ; walk circumspectly (Eph. 5:15) ; walk
in truth (3 John, 4) ; walk in wisdom (Col.
4:5) ; walk in Him (Col. 2:6) ; walk wor-
thy of the Lord (Col. 1:10); walk even
as He walked (1 John 2:6).”

Let us not, in a spirit of murmuring and
discontent, want to fly away from the dif-
ficulties and tests in which God has placed
us, thinking that then we can be at rest.
Rest is not to be found that way.

“Lo, then would I wander far off :” There
are times when “distance lends enchantment

| _to the view;” when far off fields seem

greener and more attractive than the daily
round and common fask which now con-
front us; but it is seldom safe to wander.
Wandering indicates a restless mind and
spirit, and these are manifestations of an
unbalanced Christian character. Those un-
der the control of demon powers are of a
restless nature, always on the move—wan-
dering about with no objective in sight.
There are many of God's dear children who
are of that wandering, restless disposition.
The enemy has made them dissatisfied with
their present lot and calling in life, and
they are longing for wings that they may
fly away. Listen to the victorious words
of the apostle: “I have learned in what-
soever state I am, therewith to be content.”
Phil. 4:11.

“I would remain in the wilderness:” Some-

times God leads us into a wilderness where
evervthing is parched and dry. He led
Moses to the back side of the desert (Ex.
3:1-5) and there He appeared to him in
the burning bush, and commissioned him
to lead the children of TIsrael out of cap-
tivitv. Tt was on the bleak mountains of
Sinai and Horeb that God gave him the
ten commandments of the law written by
His finger on the two tables of stone; and
it was there that He showed him every de-
tail recarding the tabernacle that was to
be built. :

He led Elijah to the brook Cherith, and
later to Zarephath, as a preparation for the
areat conflict on Mt. Carmel

Tt was in the wilderness that John the
Paptist had his “raiment of camel's hair,
and a leathern girdle about his loins, and
whose meat was locusts and wild honey”
(Matt. 3:4) : where he stood and cried, “I
am the voice of one crying in the wilder-
ness, Make straight the way of the Lord,
as said the prophet Esaias.” John 1:23.

Tt was in the desert of Arabia that Paul
received the wonderful revelation of the
“Gospel of Grace” that has brought light
and deliverance to untold millions.

Tt was amid the barren rocks of the
Isle of Patmos that John received that
wonderful revelation, apocalypse, and un-
veiling of Christ which has thrilled the
hearts of God’s people in all ages.

It was after our Lord Jesus was anointed
with the Holy Ghost and with power that
e was driven by the Spirit into the wil-
derness to be tempted of the devil. Mark
112513,

And it was Jesus who said to His dis-
ciples, “Come ve vourselves apart into a
desert place and rest a while.” Mark 6:31.

The wilderness has its place in God's deal-
ings with mankind, but it is never safe for
us to seek some wilderness in which to
hide, and in this way get away from the
sorrows and vexations which beset our path.
That is not God's way of escape.

“I would hasten mvy escape from the windy
storm and tempest:” Many of God’s chil-
dren have wished that they /could escape
from the windy storm and tempest that has
threatened to engulf them; but that is not
God’s way of escape. Rather, He would
have us face the storm and tempest of
temptation and trial, and prove to a gain-
saying world that He is “able to deliver the
godly out of temptation,” and can give us
swegping victory in the face of what ap-
pears to be ignominious defeat.

Like many of us to-day, the psalmist
was on the wrong track in seeking for
wings that he might fly away and be at
rest. Where, then, is the true rest to be
found? Let us listen to the thrilling words
of Jesus as He speaks to us with “won-
drous words and kind:” “Come unto Me,
all ye that labor and are heavy laden, and
I will give you rest.” You that are toil-
ing hard, struggling to get free from your
financial, physical, mental, spiritual and cir-
cumstantial difficulties, and are only get-
ting deeper into the mire, “Come unto Me;
I will give you rest” “Lay aside your
thoughts of wings, and come to Me; and I
will giwe vou rest. Look not at the waves
and billows which are going over your
head and seem likely to engulf you; re-
member that I am your Pilot, and will
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pilot vou ‘over life’s tempestuous sea.’ Come
unto Me—the crucified, dead, risen, reign-
ing Saviour, and I will give you rest.” You
do not need to fly away to some solitary
wilderness to find rest. Jesus is the Rest-
giver. All you have to do is to come. Tell
Him your need; He will meet it to the
full,

“Take My voke upon you, and learn of
Me” When I lived and labored in British
Columbia, the settlers in that new country
used to draw their logs, plough their land,
etc.,, with yvokes of oxen. They yoked two
oxen together to teach them how to work.
If we would know how to live and work
for God, we must take His yoke upon us
and learn of Him. What is that voke?
It is God's perfect will as revealed to us
through His Word and by His Spirit. When
our surrender to that yoke is complete it
is then that we can take up the words of
Jesus and say, “I delight to do thy will,
O My God.” Psalm 40:8. {

“Far I am meek.” To be meek is to have
a subdued, submissive, chastened spirit. This
usually comes through suffering. The word
“meek” is seldom used now, but there is
no other to substitute for it. Luther ren-
ders it sweet-tempered, tender-hearted; Well-
don gives it good-tempered; but neither of
these words adequately represents the mean-
ing (See Weymouth’s Notes on Matt. 5:5).

To be trodden upon by others, or to be
scourged by the tongue of the slanderer, and
vet to have no thought or feeling of re-
taliation—that is meckness. Jesus was a
waonderful example of this, for He went
“as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep
before her shearers is dumb, so He opened
not His mouth.” Isa. 55:7.

“And lowly in heart” Some are lowly in
manner, but not in heart. Jesus was lowly
in heart. He took seven lowly steps to the
cross. See Phil, 2:6-8.

1. Being in the form of God, He thought
it not robhery—ar a thing to be grasped at—
to be equal with God.

2. He made Himself of no reputation—
emptied Himself.

3. Te took on Him the form of a servant.

4. He was made in the likeness of men.

5. Being found in fashion as a man, He
humbled Himself.

6. He became obedient unto death.

7. Even the death of the cross—the most
accursed of deaths. Deut. 2:23; Gal. 3:13.

All this He did because He was lowly in
heart. It was a complete, perfect humilia-
tion. Let us learn of Him who was lowly
in heart, and “follow in His train.”

Having taken His voke upon vou, “ve
shall find rest unto yvour souls.” Notice that
the word “rest” in verse 28 (in the original
Greek) is a verb, and means, “I will rest
wvou, refresh you” It is blessed to
be reireshed and rested when we are
weary, But the word “rest” in verse
29 is a noun. “Ye shall find rest to your
souls.” We shall not only be refreshed
and rested, but having taken the voke of
His perfect will upon us, we shall find a
settled abiding rest which nothing can dis-
turb.

We are told that in the middle or center
of a cyclone there is a perfect calm. Also,
that when the waves are dashing mountain
high, deep down in the ocean there is a
place of perfect calm. So he who has
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learned of Jesus and has become meek and

lowly in heart, and has taken upon him

the yoke of His perfect will, has come to
a place of perfect rest in God. What a
fascinating place that is! To be able to
sit “calm on tumult’s wheel.” It is then
that we feel like singing :

Thou Shepherd of Israel, and mine,
The joy and desire of my heare,

For closer communion I pine,
I long to reside where Thou are

That pasture [ lanmuish to find
Where all, who their Shepherd obey

Are safe, on Thy bosom reclineq,
And screened from the heat of the day.
"Tis there, with the lambs of Thy flock,
There only 1 covet to rest;
¢ at the foot of the Rock,
Or rise to be hid in Thy breas:.
"Tis there [ would rays abide,
d never a mgm depart;
Concealed in the cleft of Thy side,
Eternally held in Thy heart.

Does the yoke chafe? Does this burden
become wearisome? Nay, verily, “My yoke
is easy, agd my burden is light.”

“My voke is easn.” Literally, “My voke
is good.” In Lamentations 3:27, we read:
“It is good for a man that he bear the
voke in his youth,” So here, the thought

ds that it is good for us to take His voke

upon us hecause of the actual benefit we
receive from so doing.

When I was a boy at home T had a cer-
tain amount of house-work allotted to me
by my parents each Saturday. Personally
I would much rather have been out with
the boys playing ball or marbles, but I
found afterward that it had been good for
me to bear the yoke in my youth and to
learn to do a little practical house-work. It
has helped me considerably in. my later
years. “My voke is easy”’—it is good;
easy because good, and good because easy.
We find the commands of our Lord to be
joyous, not grievous; and we find our de-
light in serving Him.

“My burden is light” This might be
translated, “My task, or service is light.”
We have found “rest in service.” It is our
delight to run errands for our King.

Oh, to be care-free! To realize this
freedom from anxiety; to be anxious for
nothing, not even about the results of our
work for Him. Let us then cease to ask
for wings whereby we may fly from the
difficulties and tests which surround us:
and let us come to Jesus, the Rest-giver,
and find in Him the answer to every ques-
tion, and a solace for every fear. Let us
learn of Him until we also are “meek and
lowly in heart,” and have found the rest
which no man or demon can disturb. Then
we will be able to sing with new meaning
the familiar words:

“His yoke is easy, His burden is light,
I've found it so, I've found it so.”

The
blood of Jesus is not efficacious to save from
sin.  One sacrifice however great is not
sufficient to pay the debt of sin. The doc-
trine of atonement never did anything for
sickness or claimed to reach that woe. The
sin against the Holy Ghost is for one who
has learned the power of the unspoken
thought to use it to harm Christian Scien-
tists. Soul and spirit mean the same thing
and are used interchangeably with God.

Many more false and horrible things con-
trary to God's truth are quoted from “Science
and Health” and other of Mrs, Eddy's works.

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Israel at Pi-hahiroth

Pastor Ernest S. Williams, Philadelphia, Pa.
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Israel had taken their journey {from
Succoth, and were encamped at Etham,
in the edge of the wilderness, when the
Lord said, “Speak unto the children of
Israel, that they turn and encamp before
Pi-hahiroth, between Migdol and the sea,
over against Baal-zephon: before it shall
ve encamp by the seal”

When at Etham the children of Israel
were in a direct line for Horeb, the mount
of God, and, had they continued their
course as it would seem they had planned,
they might have gone forward without
having to cross the sea. This was the
natural course for them to have continued.
But here the Lord intervened and in-
structed that they turn short to the right
and march toward the sea. Nothing but
faith could have prompted Moses to fol-
low this instruction, as to all natural rea-
son, it would have seemed the height of

folly, for this way led them to a place

where they would be shut in on every
side. To the one side of them was the
craggy, impassable range, Pi-hahiroth; to
the other was Migdol and Baal-zephon,
which some have supposed were forts
and garrisons of the Egyptians; to their
front was the sea, and, soon to put in
their appearance, at their rear was the
raging host of Pharaoh,

How different is faith from sight, and
how far is it beyond reason. For as the
heavens are higher than the earth, so
are His ways above our ways, and His
thoughts above our thoughts. The life
of faith is very different from the life
known by the ordinary man.
went out not knowing whither he went,
but he knew God had spoken. He be-
lieved God, and it was accounted to him
for righteousness. The same was now true
in the life of the pilgrim Israelites. It
was indeed to be the obedience of faith
on their part, for in no sense was it a
natural plan that led them to this place.

And does not this bring a lesson to us?
How often have we started out full of en-
couragement and hope, and it has seemed
that all before us would be but clear
sailing toward the desire of our souls, in
compliance with the will of God. But,
alas, how suddenly all has changed, and
we have found ourselves shut in on every
side. Reason would suggest disaster, tell
us we had missed the way we should
have gone, and the adversary would ac-
cuse and seek to torment. Have we yet
learned that God has His hand in the
shaping of our lives, and plans our way?
Can we rest where sight cannot see, be-
lieving that all things work together for
good to them that love God? There may
be many another time in our experience
when we will find ourselves hedged in on
every side, and when none other than
God can let us out. But He is able.
And only experience can be our proper
teacher in the wonderful school of faith.

But Israel became confused when they

Abraham
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found themselves shut in on every side,
and heard the approaching chariots of Pha-
raoh and his host. And we are not
blaming them. Neither does God seem
to blame them at this time. His blame
of them came after He had many times

proved His willingness and} ability to
meet their need, and vyet they would
not learn, God does not reject us
for our ignorance of Him and of

His plan. When He first begins to teach

us He knows we are but dust and need

to learn; but He is provoked when He
finds that, however many times He may
prove Himself, He is yet doubted and
reproached.

Poor Israel had ample
for fear, and did fear. Let us look at
them. They were a great host, but they
were trudging, unarmed, undisciplined, es-
caping slaves. For so long they had
known nothing but bondage; they had
been born in the homes of helpless serv-
itude; and now their former over-lords
and task-masters, together with a mighty
armed force, were rushing down upon
them. Was that not a proper occasion for
fear? But Gad, whose wisdom had plan-
ned their way, had taken all of that into
consideration. This was to be their first
step in learning discipline, and learning
the way of faith, under the Captain of
their salvation.

Ah, brother, when we came to God, we
too were unschooled in the ways of holy
war. But the man of God is to be a
soldier, and fight the good fight of faith
with weapons which are not carnal but
mighty through God to the pulling down
of strongholds. Paul, as well as Israel,
felt his weakness to meet the foe, and
confessed, “And I was with you in weak-
ness, and in fear, and in much trembling,”
but divine training taught him to trust
where he could not see, and to rely on
God, who enabled him also to testify,
“I can do all things through Christ which
strengtheneth me.” Thank God for the
power of God right in the midst of seem-
ing impossibilities.

In their confusion and stress, Israel
did not forget to call upon God. But,
with their prayers, they poured out also
a volume of accusation against God’s serv-
ant Moses, blaming him for all the mis-
fortune which seemed so evidently to have
befallen them. Here was weakness, a
weakness which is yet often found. Tt
seems natural for one, if he is giving
way to unbelief, instead of exerting faith
to blame another for all his unfortunate
state. But when we find one who is not
making the spiritual progress he should,
blaming another because he is not free,
and blessed, we may usually, if not al-
ways, know that the reason he is down
and out is that the person himself has lost
sight of the Lord, and not because of
others. Tt is God who brings us into the
straitened place, and He does so that we

Jeware of unbelief. War against it from
the first day of your surrender to the
living God. It is a dangerous and pois-
onous tree, and grows luxuriously in the
soil of test and trial. In their trial, Israel
lost all sight of the manifest presence of
the Lord among them. All lllc_\‘ could see
was their hedged in condition, and that
they were being rapidly pursued by a
malignant enemy. They blamed the holy
man of God, whom the Lord had sent
to be to them a deliverer. Yet, all this
time, just as clear as ever before, stood
the cloudy pillar by day and the pillar
of fire by night. Had they but looked
up, they would have seen it, and by it,
have recognized that God was in the
way they took, and, if blame were to be
placed, it must be upon Him, and not
upon His servant Moses.

If we have been walking with God
and sceking His will, no matter how dark
the way may become, nor what may be
the seeming hindrances to advancement,
God is right there with us, having said, “I
will never leave thee nor forsake thee.”
And the truth is we are losing nothing,
and are really in no danger, for the test
of faith is tp greatly enrich our walk, and
inheritance. “That the trial of your faith,
being much more precious than of gold
that perisheth, though it be tried with
fire, might be found unto praise and hon-
or and glory at the appearing of Jesus
Christ.”

Too much value has been put upon the
way one feels, the joy and sunshine of
the Christian life. These have their
place, but the joy of faith outshines them
all. It was this joy of faith in the life
of Jesus that enabled Him to so triumph-
antly endure the cross, despising its
shame. He looked forward and saw the
joy set before Him. When Daniel had
learned the way of faith, he could rest
his soul on the bosom of God, even when
thrown to the lions. So it was also with
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego, when
they were to be cast into the fiery fur-
nace. Throughout the Bible we see faith
shining above the darkness of its oppo-
nent unbelief. May the Lord help us to
once and forever consecrate our entire
lives to Him, and count it done; to get
everything upon His altar, and keep it
there, Then, when causes for discourage-
ment and doubt arise, knowing we have
done what we could, let us trust through
whatever experience we may have to
pass, for God has begun a good work in
us, and will finish it.

Moses had faith, a real courage of faith,

which enabled him to' rise above the
storm of despondency and accusation,
which now filled the camp of Israel. And

I would have you to knmow it was faith,
and not sight, which Moses had. He did
not know, any more than the others of
Israel, what God purposed to do, until
God made it known. His faith was test-
ed as was theirs. He had this advantage,
however, over them, that he had been in
training for this event for the space of
forty years. But this entire experience
was new to him. And the whole life of
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a follower of God is composed of new
experiences, out of which come new ac-
quaintanceship, richness, and fellowship
with our Lord. Herding quiet sheep had
been very different from trying to lead
a crowd of down-trodden, undisciplined
men—men in years, but children in ex-
perience.

And Moses was not immune to the rush
of accusation heaped upon him. Who is?
Surely none but the callous in heart. But
his faith rose above it all, and he sought
to comfort the distracted people with as-
surances born of the trust which his own
soul had in God. “Fear not.” “Stand
still.”  “God shall fight for you, and ye
shall hold your peace.” Is that not won-
derful? In other words, “God has led
yvou here, not I. He will not, having be-
gun to deliver, now allow you to suc-
cumb before yvour foe.” How reasonable
was this faith after all. And is it not
true to-day? Do you suppose God has
saved vou from sin and Satan, now to
deliver you again to his bondage and
power? Nay verily. "“He that has be-
gun a good work in vou will finish it unto
the day of Jesus Christ.” Have faith.
Only believe.

At the right moment, Jehovah, whose
eye had seen the gathering gloom, and
whose compassionate heart felt the pangs
of His helpless own, spoke to Moses in-
terceding in Israel’'s behalf, “Wherefore
criest thou unto Me? Speak unto the
children of Israel that they go forward.”
Never backward, ever forward. Make no
compromise with Pharaoh, but rather take
a plunge into the sea. Anything is bet-
ter than backsliding, and the only way not
to backslide is to go forward. It is now
that the I.ord shows Moses what the
next step in the progress of faith shall
be. “But lift up thy rod and stretch forth
thy hand over the sea and divide it, and
the children of Israel shall go on dry
ground through the midst of the sea.”

Divine power had met
a human need. Let us remember His
word, “There hath no temptation taken
you but such as is common to man; but
God is faithful, who will 'not suffer you
to be tempted above that ye are able;

THE GROWING APOSTASY
(Continued from Page One)

The ten per cent despised ones tell us
the world is not getting better and bet-
ter, but growing worse and worse, that
apostasy and sin are developing to an
alarming extent, and that what we are
faced with is the Second Advent of Christ,
and, with His advent, judgment upon the
nations of the earth, and upon apostate
Christendom,

Now, as the servants of ‘God, we na-
turally want to know what is right and
what is true. Which of these two are
we to believe and 3

Whose Teaching are We to Follow?
Before we come to the question of what
the Bible says, let us for a few moments
consider what the non-Christian thinkers
and philosophers are writing and think-
ing to-day.

Lecky, in his book “History of Ration-
alism,” says: “We are passing through a
state of chaos, of anarchy, of transition.
During the past century the elements of
dissolution ' have been multiplying all
around us.” .

Professor Sohm, in ‘his “Outlines of
Church History,” says: “The society of
our day is like the earth on which we
live—a thin crust over a great volcanic,
seething, revolutionary heart of liquid
fire. More and more clearly are shown
the signs of the movement, the aim of
which is to destroy the entire social or-
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der of the state, the church, the family.
Unbelief has grown up among us, an
unbelief which is kindling revolution.”

Kidd, in his book on “Social Evolution,”
says: “We are rapidly approaching a
time when we shall be face to face with
social and political problems graver in
character, and more far-reaching in ex-
tent, than any which have been hitherto
encountered.”

Mr. S. Huddleston, writing in the “At-
lantic Monthly,” says: “Standing as 1 do
in the capital of Europe—Paris—I sweep
my eyes round from this center, and I
see about me a world which dances and
makes merry in the midst of death and
destruction and the menace of tomorrow.”

Philip Gibbs recently wrote: “The na-
tions of Europe are sick, sick almost un-
to death, and filled with a sense of im-
pending ruin, and a dreadiul anxiety for
the future., Without some marvelous
spiritual regeneration, the civilization of
Europe is doomed.”

Mr. H. G. Wells says: “I want to
say that this civilization in which we are
living is tumbling down, and, I think,
tumbling down very fast, and that I think
rapid and enormous effort will be needed
to save it: and that I see no such efforts
being made at the present time, Unless
something radical happens, Europe will,
I am convinced, follow Russia, and slide
down beyond any hope of recovery into
a process of social dissolution as profound
and as disastrous as that which closed
the career of the Western Roman Em-
pire.”

Now, these are solemn statenrents made
by men who understand the times in which
they live.

The Only Antidote
to coming judgment is a great religious
revival, What are the prospects for such
a revival? We look at the churches to-
day. What do we find? Worldliness;
an inability to meet the present situation;
formality. More and more you find men
playing golf on Sunday, and going in for
other forms of recreation; you do not find
them in the church. Bible-classes and
Sunday schools in all the denominations
are not what they were fifteen to twen-
ty wears ago. A large majority of the
masses of the people are outside all or-
ganized religién, and we know it. It is
no good our closing our eyes to plain
facts. And as we look at those masses
of the people to-day, what do we find?
Of recent years we have seen rise up a
very subtle propaganda to win the young,
and to upset the whole social order. One
of their number (John Reed) said, “Bol-
shevism is socialissm put into practice.”
They are not only out to upset the social
order, but they are out also
To Dethrone the Deity,

and to belittle the personality and the
work ‘and the office of our blessed Lord
and Master, Jesus Christ. In one Sunday
school, these words are actually being
sung to-day by children:

“The whole world at last is beginning to
see
The blight of the world is Jesus,
Like sunshine at noonday, free thought
has shown me
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The blight of the world is Jesus.

Keep off the blight, or blighted you'll
be,

Blighted for life by credulity.

Once 1 believed, but now I can see

The blight of the world is Jesus.”

People say, “Do not preach sermons
on these subjects,” yet the masses of our
young folk are coming under influences
such as that, and our young people, in-
stead of being taught the Bible, are listen-
ing to such doctrines. Now, in this great
campaign that is going on among the peo-
ple against God and His Christ, what do
we find? The agnostic Socialists are
*calling to their aid the writings and say-
ings of so-called Christian leaders—Mod-
ernists,

Robert Blatchford, in his book “God and
My Neighbor,” speaking of Evolution,
says: “No Adam, no Fall; no Fall, no
Atonement; no Atonement, no Saviour.
Accepting Evolution, how can we believe
“in a Fall? When did man {fallz Was
it before he ceased to be a monkey, or
after? Was it when he was a tree-man,
or later? Was it in the Stone Age, or
Bronze Age, or in the Age of Iron? And
if there never was a Fall, why should
there be any Atonement?”

Oh, that Modernist theologians who
profess to believe in the evolutionary
theory, would only really think! No true
Christian can believe in Evolution. If
Evolution is right, then the Bible is
wrong, and Christ is wrong.

Again, we see another alarming feature.
Every true Socialist who {ollows Karl
Marx and Lasalle teaches that

Marriage is Only a Matter of
Convenience,

to be entered upon and broken at will,
and all children should be regarded as the
property of the State. The results of such
teaching have created in our midst an
increasing tendency to revolt against all
restraint, Anarchy and atheism are twin
brothers; they are always scen together.
Atheism is revolt against God: anarchy
is revolt against man. Now there has
come into being a great world-movement,
very subtle in its operations, called, “The
L. W. W. U"—“The Independent World
Workers’ Union,”—composed of anarch-
ists, communists, atheists and Bolshevists.
One of its pamphlets says: “Anarchists
object to such institutions as the police
and the criminal law, by the means of
which the will of one part of the com-
munity is forced upon another part.”

Another writes: “The beginning of lies
that have ground down this poor world
in slavery is God. Tear out of your hearts
the belief in the existence of God. Un-
til this is done you will never know what
freedom is. The first lie is God. The sec-
ond lie is the idea of right. And when
you have freed your minds from the fear
of God, and from the childish respect for
right, then all the remaining claims that
bind you, called civilization, property, mar-
riage, morality, justice, will snap asunder
like threads. Let vour own happiness
be your own law. You must accustom
yourself
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To Destroy Everything
—the so-called good with the bad. For
if an atom of the old world remains, the
new one will never be created. Take
heed that no ark be allowed to rescue
any atom of this old world, which we
consecrate to destruction.”

Now these are intensely solemn thoughts,
and intensely solemn facts. Where are
we drifting? What is the church saying?
How is the church able to meet the
situation? Is not our God saying, as He
did in the days of Jeremiah and Ezekiel,
“Shall I not visit for these things?” Do
we not need men like Isaiah and Jere-
tniah and Ezekiel to stand up and let
everybody know what is true according
to the Word of the Lord? This Book
leaves us in no ignorance as to

Whither We are Drifting.

With all due deference to modern
theologians, the Bible teaches us distinct-
ly and clearly that in the closing days
of the church’s era the world is to get
worse and worse, not better and better.
The Bible teaches us that the disease of
this world, as far as man is concerned,
is absolutely incurable, Man, by his own
efforts and by his own organization, can-
not deal with this situation. The only way
the world can be cured of its incurable
disease is by divine intervention. Have
you ever thought why it is that in God's
inscrutable wisdom IHe has given us so
much detail about the Flood and about
Noah? Why is the Flood referred to so
often in the New Testament? You re-
member those who came to the Lord Jesus
and asked Him when His kingdom was
going to be established. Do not follow
the modern theologian.

Follow What the Lord Jesus Said
that day when He was asked that ques-
tion. He said, “The kingdom of God
cometh not with observation.” But how
is it coming? “As it was in the days of
Noah, so shall it be also in the days of
the Son of man.” Qur Lord bids us take
our minds back to the days of Noah. What
do we find? A deluge, a flood—the most
fearful judgment this world has yet seen;
every living creature, except a few, blot-
ted out of existence. Why? Because
God hates sin. The question is asked:
“Why should the God that is revealed
to us in this Book as the God of love,
who sent His only begotten *Son to this
earth—why should that same God be com-
pelled to judge the world as He did in the
days of Noah?” We see why in the 6th
chapter of Genesis. “The sons '‘of God
saw the daughters of men that they were
fair; and they took them wives of all
which they chose” The church was in
the world, and the world was in the
church; and the result was, “God saw that
the wickedness of man was great in the
earth, and that every imagination of the
thoughts of his heart was only evil con-
tinually.

The Earth was Corrupt
before God, and the earth was filled with
violence. And God saw the earth, and,
behold, it was corrupt; for all flesh had
corrupted his way upon the earth.” There
was a terrible apostasy. God was blotted
out, There was a universal disregard of
God and His claims. A hundred and twen-
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ty years before the judgment fell, God
warned the people of what was to come.
How did the preople in the days of Noah,
and in the davs of Jeremiah, and in the
days of Ezekiel, treat God's warning?
They ridiculed it; they laughed at it. They

‘thought Noah a foolish man. They would

have no dealings with Jeremiah and his
doleful prophecies, They preferred the
modern theologian with his comfortable
doctrine of peace, and his “All is well
with the world” and with the city. Some
of us feel that, unless there is a turning
to God on the part of the church to-day,
a getting on our faces before Him because
of sins, God must visit us; and when He
does visit us, it will be a visit of judg-
ment.

Now, What Is to Be Our Duty?
On the hand we see an impending
climax, and that climax is anti-Christian,
with false teachers as its leaders. And on
the other hand we see the coming of the
Lord Jesus into the air for His church,
and with His coming to this earth we
sce the destruction of all falsehood, and
all false religion, and all false doctrine.
In the light of the days in which we are
living, in the light of the solemn facts
brought before us to-day, how shall we
live, and what is our duty? We are
engaged in a terrific supernatural warfare.
A study such as this, surely, should be a
call, on our part, to prayer and consecra-
tion. It is an amazing thing to me why
so few come to our prayer meetings;
when we see masses of people being de-
luded, and going astray, and going down
into a Christless eternity, so few are to
be found who will meet together to seek
the divine power in these days of apos-
tasy.

There is Another Call

It is that the burden of the Word of the
Lord might be laid upon us, as it was laid
upon the prophets of old, to win and to
warn all we come into touch with. An-
other lesson we learn in these days of
apostasy is that we must not believe in
doctrines, we must not believe in teach-
ers, unless the doctrines and the teach-
ers are absolutely in harmony with the
four corners of the Word of God. We
do not need teachers who will devise in-
terpretations, out of their own minds.
“Thus saith the Lord,” “Thus saith the
Seriptures”—that is our only guide in
days like these, Lastly, realizing the seri-
ousness of the days in which we are liv-
ing, none of us can afford to be anything
less than the very best that God can make
us. Day by day, and weck by week, we
must.consciously be filled with the fullness
of God, that by our conduct we may glor-
ify the Lord Jesus,—spending and being
spent to the praise of His name, so that
all who come into/ contact with us may
see in us Him whom we serve; that we
may not be ashamed to own Him; that
we may not be ashamed of His Word,
from Genesis to Revelation, possessing
the whole Word of God, and possessing
a whole Christ.—Prophetic News.

Practically all missionary societies are
experiencing the need of more money in
these days, and are accordingly resorting
to various devices in order to raise funds,
such as suppers and entertainments of all
kinds. However should we not as Pen-
tecostal people use Pentecostal methods?
In the beginning things were accomplished
“After they had prayed’—not just one
individual prayer, but as a company of
believers they were of one heart and one
mind and united in prayer until the
“place was shaken.” We have no fear
that people will not give enough if they
will talk to God enough.

If you have been blessed financially will
you ask God what part He wants vou to
take in this matter, and if you have noth-
ing ask that the Spirit may move upon
the heart of the other fellow, that he may
give what God wants him to give?

It is related of Dr. Scudder and his
wife, who were missionaries in India, that
they consecrated each of their fourteen
children to the Lord for missionary work,
and were in the habit of devoting the
birthday of each child to a special time
of fasting and prayer for the will of God
to be wrought out in that particular life.
Eight sons were sent to America to be
educated and every one of them prayed
back to India again as missionaries. One
lad who seemed to be somewhat head-
strong and apparently opposed ‘o tollow-
ing the Lord in this way, at last rejoiced
his parents’ hearts by writing to tell them
that he laid his all on the altar and was
also making preparations to come to Ir-
dia as a missionary like his brothers and
sisters.

At a recent Divine Healing Meeting

in Long Beach, California, Sister Mae
