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Paul’s Vision and the Baptism of the Holy Ghost

“Whereupon, O king Agrippa, [ was not
disobedient unto the heavenly vision.”
Acts 26:19.

I want to speak of Pentecost and the
fullness of the Spirit, and of what God
is able to do with any man who is vielded
to Him. We need to kindle in one an-
other a holier zeal than we have ever pos-
sessed before. No man can meet the need
of to-day but the man filled with God.
God has promised to fill us. You may be
filled with the mighty power of God, and
vet in a way not realize it; be used by
a power apart from yourself, a power that
keeps you from self-exhibition. Just as
the sun by its mighty power brings cer-
tain resources to nature, so I believe the
power of God in the human soul is capa-
ble, as we exercise living faith, of bring-
ing about things which otherwise could
never be accomplished.

Paul’s Conversion

If you will read the twenty-sixth chap-
ter of Acts you will see Paul testifying
to his conversion, to the commission given
him to go to the Gentiles to turn them
from darkness to light, from the power
of Satan to God, and to the fact that he
“was not disobedient unto the heavenly
vision.” In Acts 9, we read that for three
days after this vision Paul was blind. I
believe that in those days he was brought
to a state of broken-heartedness. And then
God had him. It is a wonderful thing
when God gets you. You are not much
_good for anything until God gets you.
When God gets you, you are loosened,
you are free, but you act only as He
wills for you to act. And when you act
only for Him and are living in the Spirit,
some things that are worth while will be
accomplished all the time. .

I believe that in those three days Paul
was brought to a place of weeping, con-
trition, heart-meltedness, yieldedness. Tt
is when we are brought to a place of
real repentance, of broken-heartedness, of
contrition, that it is pdssible for God'’s
likeness to be stamped on us. It is then
that the water of life begins to fill us,
and as we are open to the floods of the

Spirit which come in the Baptism in the
Holy Ghost, we will find that the
Holy Ghost will not only fertilize our
own life but rivers of life will flow from
us, rivers that will touch many others.
No one can tell what a river can do when
it 1s set flowing by God. The ever deep-
sning river that IEzekiel speaks of, brought
abundance of life everywhere it flowed.
So it is with the life in the Holy Ghost.
Many Opportunities

A life in the Holy Ghost is one of self-
lessness. You will remember that our
Lord Jesus after He was filled with the
Spirit refused to make bread for Himself
at the suggestion of Satan, but we find
that He reached a place where He could
make bread for thousands. And when 1
come to the place where I refuse to live
for my own selfish interests, then God
will do something for me, and by His
grace, I will gladly do anything for Him
that He may desire me to do.

In his helplessness and brokenness,
Paul cried: “Lord, what wilt Thou have
me to do?"” That cry reached to heaven,
and as a result there came to him a holy
man touched with the same fire and zeal
that filled his Master and he laid his hands
upon Paul and said, “Receive thy sight
and be filled with the Holy Ghost.” And
with that word of power a celestial glory
came into the life of Paul. That was for
Paul the beginning of a life in the Holy

Ghost. It is evident from Paul's testi-
mony that God gave him a vision,
a vision to which he was not dis-

sion in the Baptism in the Spirit. Be
and get the vision of God's plan
and purpose for your life. But visions
are no good except we make them real,
except we claim them as they come and
make them our own, and the purpose of
our life is to carry out what the Spirit
reveals by vision.

Many people lack the power because
they do not keep the vision, because they

sure

do not allow the fire which has come,
to continue to burn. There must be a
continuous burning on the altar. Holy

Ghost power in a man is meant to be an
increasing force, an enlargement. When
Ezekiel saw the vision of the river that
came out from the thireshold under the
altar, that river did not grow smaller and
smaller, but larger and larger. That is
God's plan always. God has never any-
thing of a diminishing type.
Changed into Another Man

The Lord took particular care of Paul
and did not rush him through the busi-
He gave him time to study the
Word. He gave him time to get a rev-
elation of His wonderful grace. There
are some people who think that every-
thing ought to be done in a tremendous
hurry. With God it is not so. God takes
plenty of time, and He has a wonderful
way of developing things as He goes
along. Trust Him as He takes time to
work in vou to will and to do His own
pleasure.

Abraham never doubted, the revelation.
He was intent on salvaging that which
was doomed to destruction.

Abraham prayed, “Peradventure there
be fifty righteous within the city, wilt
Thou also destroy and not spare the
place for the fhfty righteous that are
therein? That be far from Thee to do
after this manner, to slay the righteous
with the wicked; and that the righteous
should be as the wicked, that be far from
Thee; shall not the judge of all the earth
do right?” Gen. 18:25. A double plea;
save the city for the sake of the right-
eous: if You cannot save the cities, save
the rightecous. The salt had lost its savor,
so that even Lot escaped as by fire. Christ
draws an exact parallel—"Likewise also
as it was in the days of Lot,” “so shall it
be also in the days of the Son of man.”

The reason why the Lord should de-
stroy the cities, is given. It was said,
“Becanse the cry 8f Sodom and Gomorrah
is great, and because their sin is very
grievous, I will go down and see whether
they have done altogether according to
the ery of it, which is come unto Me;
and if not, I will know.” The joint ap-
peal of the cry and the sin demanded in-
tervention. So to-day a cry of injustice,
cruelty, despair, anguish, is going up, sum-
marized in the newspapers in their re-
ports of divorce, banditry, murder, sui-
cide. The erfy is come up to God, an
unprecedented cry because of the crimes,
the operation of unpitied poverty, and
it demands divine investigation and inter-
vention.

“Their sin is very grievous.” The re-
port of sin had reached the Lord and it
warranted an intervention, a looking into
by the Lord Himself. The Lord's ear
is open unto the cry, and He will in-
vestigate before He intervenes.

The Lord must surely be rising from
His throne to investigate, preparatory to
leaving His throne to return for  His
peaple. Contemplate the listening Lord,
the investigating Lord, before vou con-
sider Him as coming for His own. He
investigated, and at the same time de-
livered Lot from the impending destruc-
tion. Destruction will come when in-
iquity has come to the full.

The Lord looking down upon His peo-
ple in Egypt, declared, “I have surely

scen the affliction of My people which
are in Egypt, and have heard their cry
by reason of their taskmasters; for 1
know thy sorrows.” He heard and saw
the cries of the oppressed, and thereiore
Moses was sent to deliver. Crises de-
mand intervention. The crisis is approach-
ing, a crists that will cause intervention,
not by Moses, but by the Lord Himself.

As it was in the days of Noah and Lot,
iniquity is abounding and coming to the
full. It is brazenly defiant. It wvexes
the righteous and calls for intervention.
Why? Because wickedness is at its
height, at its fulll Bombast is defant;
and as the time approaches, increases
in an inverse ratio. “Because iniquity
shall abound the love of many shall wax
cold” And to stop the increasing in-
iquity and the many growing cold in
consequence, and to limit the defiant aw-
fulness of corrupt society, intervention
must take place.

Moses knew little or nothing about the
condition of his people. But God knew
it all. We know little of the extent of
sin. God knows it all. It is hastening
up to the time when iniquity will have
reached its fullness,

also as it was in the
they did eat, they drank, they
bought, they sold, they planted, they
builded.” Their sin was very grievous.
There was grievous sin in their eating,
grievous sin in their drinking. Men to-
day are drinking the prohibited, besides
drinking that which is harmful, and break-
ing the laws of the land. Drinking whis-
key is harmful, drinking prohibited whis-
key is harmiul and sinful. The Word
says, “Obey them that have the rule over
vou.” Ewvery bottle of bootleg whiskey
is a sin against the state as well as
against God. When the state licensed
it for sale it was tolerated, but when the
state prohibits it, men are breaking the
laws of men who are under God to rule
the land.

There is excessive sin in eating when
men make a god of their belly,

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They bought. There is grievous sin in
buying. There is grievous sin in much
of the buying, defrauding a woman out
of her home, foreclosing on the mortgage

in order to get the house. They bought
it legrally, they stole it morally.

They “sold.  There is grievous sin in
selling. The salesmen who sell are not

a1l saints., and are not all noted for their

honesty. The men were sold first to
the devil and then they sold for the
devil, and so grievous sin accompanies

much of the seclling to-day. Millions are

‘lost in the selling of worthless stocks.

They planted. Immense tracts are
planted, driving out the small man. Na-
both’s vineyard is snowed under by the
wholesale planting of the kings of cap-
ital.

They builded. Nebuchadnezzar went
under through his boasting and his build-
ing. Now we have not only men boast-
ing but cities boasting. The government
is issuing statistics of the cities with the
biggest building permits; small cities
hoasting of their growth, the fastest
growing city in the state or throughout
the country! Not in sainthood, but in
buildings that are to go down in the
great collapse!

But the same day that Lot went out of
Sodom it rained fire and brimstone from
heaven and destroyed them all.

Christ Preeminent in Redemption

If there is one thing in the Bible
clearer than another, it is that there is
no salvation outside of Christ. Acts 4:12.
He came to seek and to save that which
was lost. Luke 19:10. The world does
not have many Saviours. It has One and
only One. We will never need another.
He is all-sufficient and able to save to the
uttermost them that come to God by
Him. Heb: 7:25.

Christ’'s redemption is for spirit, soul,
and body. He is the mighty Physician
and only Divine Healer. Ex. 15:26. He
will forgive all our iniquities and heal all
our diseases.

Back to Pentecost

Our attention has recently been called
to the following article written by one
of the outstanding leaders of the spiritist
movement.

PENTECOST AT A SEANCE CHURCH
CHALLENGED
By Sir A,

A wonderful modern Pentecost in a
quiet, darkened upper room in a Glasgow
house, with the same manifestations which
accompanied the Pentecostal revelation
to the apostles, was described by Sir
Arthur Conan Doyle last night at a meet-
ing of the Maryleborne Spiritualistic As-
sociation, held in the Aeolian Hall.

“People talk of Pentecost as something
mystical,” said Sir Arthur Conan Doyle.
“T and my wife have been in an upper
room in Glasgow, with twelve citizens of
Glasgow, and we all saw the flames of
fire flickering around and sitting on our
heads. We all felt a mighty, moving
wind, and we heard a great voice speak-
ing to each one of us in tones rolling and
sonorous. Were we all hallucinated?”

This incident was introduced by Sir
Arthur into his address as proof of his
contention that the phenomena of spirit-
ualism to-day are the same as the mirac-
ulous powers of the Spirit which imbued
the early Christians.

“The reason why Christianity spread
through the world two thousand years
ago,” he said, “was because it was accom-
panied by a perfect whirlwind of spirit
power. The spirit power, which has since
been lost by the church was the impetus
which moved the church through the cen-
turies, but the movement slowed down
to cessation.

Conan Doyle

“The churches,” added Sir Arthur, “must
come to us for the spirit power they have
lost. We do not want an amalgamation.
We are far bigger than they. We have
the knowledge which will illumine all the
churches of the world. Every church
wants to know where its dead go and
what becomes of them. We know with
certainty. If the churches will come to
us humbly we will help them.”

Of course we who know God's Word,
understand that this is one of the ful-
fillments of the end-time prophecies, and
that these manifestations spoken of by
Sir Arthur Conan Doyle, are some of the
lying wonders of Satan, which are to in-
crease more and more as the end of this
age draws near. It will not do to lightly
cast these manifestations aside as fakes.
This is exactly what the devil would like
to have us do. They are not fakes. They
are awful realities out of the pit, and in-
spired by the spirit of Antichrist that is
now in the world. We must accept them
as realities, and deal with them as such,
not from God but from the devil. And in

Sir Arthur says, “the churches must
come to us for the spirit power they
have lost,” and when one takgs into con-
sideration the condition of the professing

church of to-day, one is almost forced
to admit that he is right. The professing
church will have none of God’s Spirit

power (2 Tim, 3:5), and so the devil offers
her his spirit power.

This is exactly what 1s taking place
right now, for we read in the San Fran-
cisco Chronicle of April 3, 1923, how spirit-
ism has been championed before the min-
isterial association of the city of Spokane.
Wash. Apparently it was accepted by the
ministerial association, for the article con-
tains the account of no objections having
been made by any of the nfinisters pres-
ent. The article is as follows:

Communications with the Dead Are Held
Possible by Bishop

“Spokane, April 2—Prediction that com-
munication with the spirits of the dead
will eventually be as possible as it is
now to communicate by wireless, was
made by Right Reverend Herman Page,
Bishop of the Spokane diocese of the
Protestant Episcopal Church, at a meet-
ing of the Spokane Ministerial Associa-
tion here to-day.

““The world to-day is drifting toward
a spiritualistic movement, which, though
still in its infancy, may develop to great
heights,’ he declared, adding that he ‘had
no antipathy toward Spiritualism."”

IEddyism, Russellism, Theosophy, Evolu-
tion, New Thought, Modernism and kin-
dred cults, are bad enough, but they are
all as a ripple on the surface of the
ocean, compared to the awful flood tide
of spiritism. As yet we are only in the
beginning of these things. We boldly make
the assertion that unless the church of
God swings back to the pattern that God
gave her at Pentecost, with all its attend-
ant God-given manifestations, she is go-
ing to be hopelessly engulfed in the rapid-
ly oncoming tide of spiritism.

Why is spiritism so powerful, and why
is it making such rapid progress? It is
because it deals with and performs the
supernatural. Tt is accompanied by signs,
wonders and miracles. These things are
bevond the comprehension of man’s brain.
When he sees them they put an end to
his fine spun arguments and intellectual
reasonings. Not being instructed in God’s
Ward, and thereby learning the error of
it all, there remains nothing for him to
do but to accept them.

This explains why Satan fights Pente-
cost so bitterly. It also deals with signs,
wonders and miracles, but, thank God,
these are of the Spirit of God. The devil
sees that this is the only thing that will
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checkmate him. Hence he has sought to
hedge Pentecost about with camouflage,
wild fire and prejudice. But unless we
accept the supernatural as given to us at
Pentecost, and as practiced by the early
church we must either do as Sir Arthur
Conan Doyle suggests, come to the spir-
itists humbly for help, or close up shop.

“MY SHEEP HEAR MY VOICE”

I heard from a man living in Jerusa-
lem a curious story. During the Great
War, when the Turks and the British
were fighting for supremacy over Pal-
estine, a certain shepherd was out with
his flock on a hillside near Jerusalem.
It was a warm day and he closed his
eves and slept awhile. Suddenly he was
aroused by another shepherd lad, who
pointed across a ravine not far away.
There, to his astonishment, were his
sheep, being driven off by a band of
Turkish soldiers. This particular shep-
herd was svmpathetic to the British, and
besides he did not want to lose his sheep.
But single-handed he could not hope to
recapture his flock by force. Suddenly
he had a thought. Standing up on this
side of the ravine he put his hands to his
mouth and gave his awn peculiar call, the
call he gave each day to gather his sheep
to him.

And his sheep heard it. For a moment
they listened, then hearing his call again,
they turned and rushed down one side of
the ravine and up the other. It was quite
impossible for the Turkish soldiers to
stop them, and they could not rush down
the ravine in such a headlong fashion.

of rest where you can stand still and
sce the salvation of the Lord.
Reliance on God

A man who is dependent upon the Holy
Ghost ceases from confidence in his own
ability. He will relp only upon the omni-
potent power of the Most High. The
man who lives in the Spirit will always
keep in touch with his Master, in the
passing crowds or wherever he may be.
He should have no room for anything that
steps lower than the unction that was on
his Master, or for anything that hinders
him from being about his Master's busi-
ness. If you are filled with the Holy Ghost
vou will long for the spiritual food that
you find in the Word of God and you
will have no resources but those that are
heavenly. You have been “planted” with
Christ and have “risen with Him,” and
yvou are “seated with Him in heavenly
places”; your language is the heavenly
language, your source of inspiration is
the will of the Lord; God is enthroned in
your whole life and vou see things from
above and not from below.

The revelation of Jesus to my soul by
the Holy Ghost brings me to the place
where I am willing, if need be, to die on
what the Word says. The three Hebrew
children said to the king, “We are not
careful to answer thee in this matter,”
and when a man of God is quickened by
the Spirit, he does not fear the threaten-
ings of men. The furnace seven times
heated is of no consequence to the man
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who has heard the voice of God; the
lions’ den has no terrors for the man
who opens his windows and talks to the
Father. The people who live in the unc-
tion of the Spirit are taken out of the
world in the sense that they are kept
in the the world without being defiled
by the evil of the world.

A Life of Revelation

The Lord said to Paul, “I have appeared
unto thee . . . to make thee a minister
and a witness both of these things which
thou hast seen, and of those things in the
which I will appear unto thee” Paul
was given the vision as far as he could
take it in, then the Lord said, “There
are other things in which I shall again
appear unto thee.,” Did He ever appear
unto Paul after that? Certainly He did.

At a later date Paul said, “When it
pleased God, who separated me from my
mother’'s womb, and called me by His
grace, to reveal His Son in me, that I
might preach Him among the heathen;
immediately I conferred not with flesh
and blood.” There is no man who can be
clothed with the Spirit and catch the fire
and zeal of the Master every day and
many times a day, without ceasing in
every way to be connected with the “arm
of flesh” which would draw him aside from
the power of God. Many men have lost
the glory because they have.been taken
up with the natural. If we are going to
accomplish in the Spirit the things that
God has purposed for us, we must never
turn again to the flesh. If we are Spirit-
filled, God has brought us into relationship
with Himself, and now He is all in all
to us. Nehemiah stood before the king,
and when the king, seeing his countenance
sad, said to him, “For what dost thou
make request?” he immediately com-
muned with the God of heaven. If we
keep in continuous communion with the
Lord of heaven we should be ready for
every emergency, '

Eager for the Vision

When Paul was preaching to the saints
in Troas (Acts 20) the holy, radiant glo-
ry that was filling Paul’s soul was so
great that the people became eager for
it, so that until midnight they drank in
at the fountain of his life, and as the
rivers of water were pouring forth from
him a young man fell down from the third
loft. Paul went down and embraced him
and the life of the Lord given to Paul
was imparted to the young man and he
was brought back to life. There was al-
ways an equipment for every emergency,
a blessed, holy equipment given by God.
It is wonderful to think that we, too,
can be partakers’ of the divine nature
just as Paul was and can enter into the
fellowship of the Lord Jesus Christ even
as he did, for the same Holy Ghost that
was imparted to Paul, our Lord is willing
to impart to us.

Fellowship with Jesus

It was a necessity that Jesus live with
His disciples for three years and walk
in and out among them and show forth
His glory from day to day.

It was a demon in the
throat. T believe that the devil is at the
bottom of practically every evil in human
lives. It was a serious thing to see that
beautiful young woman, who, because of
this one thing in her life, was so dis-
organized in her mind and body. I knew
it was the power of Satan. How did I
know? Because it attacked her at a
vital point, and the thing had preyed on
her mind and she was filled with fear
so that she said, “I dare not drink, for
if T do I shall choke.”

Deliverance to the Captives

I asked the father and mother to go
out of the room and then I said to the
young woman, “You will be free and
drink as much as you want when I have
done with you if you will only believe.
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As sure as you are there you will drink
as much as you want.” I said further,
“Our hrethren are going out in the
streets to preach to-night and I shall be
among them, and in our preaching we
will say definitely, ‘Every one that will
believe on the Lord Jesus Christ can be
saved.!

An Enlarged Ministry

When I was baptized in the Holy Ghost
there was the unfolding of a new era of
my life and 1 passed into that and re-
joiced in the fact of it, and others with
me. But the moment I reached that, God
has been ready with another ministry for
me, Jesus said in substance, “If you
honor Me here, I will honor you yonder.”
Whatever it may be that you are work-
ing at for God here, He is working out
a far greater and a divine glory for you.
You have no need to be constantly talk-
ing of what you are going to appear like
in glory. The chief thing is that you
realize in yourself a deeper manifestation
of the power of God to-day than yester-
day, and that you have something more
clear to-day of the mind of the Spirit than
vou had the day hefore; that nothing
comes between yvou and God to cloud yvour
mind. You are to have more of a vision
of the glory of God to-day than yester-
day, and to be living in such a state of
bliss that it is heavenly to live. Paul
got to the place where the Holy Ghost
could enlarge him more and more. I find
that if I continually keep my mind upon
God He unfolds things to me; and if I
obediently walk before God and keep my
heart pure and clean and holy and right,
He will always be lifting me higher than
I have ever expected to be.

Present Your Bodies

In Romans 12:1, Paul speaks about a
certain place being reached. He speaks
about an altar upon which he has laid
himself. When he had experienced the
mercies of the Lord he could do no other
than make a presentation of his body on
the altar, It was to be always on the altar,
never to be taken off. And he beseeches
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us to be in this place of continual sacrifice.
It is at this place the Holy Ghost will
bring forth things new and old for us.
Paul so lived in the Spirit that He
brought His mind to Paul's mind so that
the apostle could write and speak as the
oracle of the Holy Ghost, things that

We are
keeping him a few days to see if he is
really in earnest. We want to see people
get a real experience with God and not
just change their religion, so ask you to
take each of these on your heart and hold
on in prayer for them.
