"The poison of asps is under their lips."

"Thou shalt tread upon the lio l1 
the young lion shalt thou trample under 
feet." The first reference to the "l ion" 
carries the idea of a great, full-grown, 
blood-thir!.ty, crud liol1.

'iist (;()d wh(,11 we think that we arc re­
.lihting the dcvil. \\'c learn in the 12th 
of lId)rrws th;:1l unless we are chasten cd 
of the Lord we arc not sons but bastards. 
A hastard is not an heir of God and a 
joint, heir of jt'SlIs Christ: he is an out­
cast, whii(' a son has an inhcritance that 
c<l111101 h~' c.1kulatt'd by thc finite mind. 
Our Fatht'r c,wnot lru !"t us with the rich­
es of our inheritallce until through chas~ 
t(,!linK \\c have b('corne partakers of His 
llOlines!-, !llltil W(' h:t\Oe grown up into the 
full st,ltUf(.' or jc.lius Christ. 

"Kow no chastcning for the present 
~cerneth joyous hut grievous, nevertheless 
aftt'f\\'ilrd it yieldcth the peaceable fruit 
of righteousnt·ss unto thcm which are ex­
('rcist'{l Ilwrd)y." lIeb. 12:11. God knows 
us so much better than we know OUT­

Hlvc!; and knm,vs just what it will take 
to bring us into t~onforl1lity to the image 
of Jesus Christ and He suits the clms­
H'ning" to our IIl'cds. J f we would only 
yield ourselves to llim instead of re­
sisting and rebelling against the chasten­
ing, we would learn each succeeding les­
son morc quickly and lIe could the soon­
('r rdoicc over us as products of His mar­
VdOll" grace. 

If we are partakers of the divinc na­
ture, then according to the \Vord we have 
the mind of hrist. Paul, under the in­
spiration of thc Holy Spirit said, "Let 
this mind he in you which was also in 
Christ J esus.H Phil. 2 :5, \Vhen in the 
white light of God's \\ford we examine 
ourselves and rind that we have not the 
mind of Christ in any particular, we 
should submit ourselves to God at once 
and lct Him work in us until the mind 
of Christ is wrought in us by the power 
of the Holy Ghost. 

If, like the Pharisees of old, we are try­
ing to justify ourselves before men, we 
will not be sensitivc to the reproofs and 
corrections of the \Vord, but if we arc 
honestly seeking to show ourselves ap­
proved unto God, we will become more 

and more sensitive and will be reminded 
hy till" Spirit when we have de:viated ever 
"Cl slightly irom the mind of Christ. Such 
deviation \\ ill bring a Hnst: of condemna­
tion or gUIlt, \\'hil"h should be repented of 
at fillet: th;lt we may be forgiven and 
communion restored. 

"There i~ therefore now no condemna­
tion to them which are in Christ Jesus, 
who willk not after the flesh but after 
the Spirit." Horn. 8:1. If we are walk­
ing after the Spirit we are walking in 
obedience to the written \Vord, and when 
we arc disobedient to the \Vord we are 
no longer walking after the Spirit but 
after the flesh and bring ourselves under 
condemnation. This command is given in 
J alll(;S 5 :9, "Grudge not one against an­
other. brethren, lest ye be condemned." 
To grudge is to complain o r murmur 
against somc onc and refers especially 
to the complaining about one another 
among the children of God. Such com­
plaining is often much more detrimental to 
the complaillcr than to the one complained 
about. Complaining about our brothers and 
sisters in Christ is a transgression of the 
known wili of God and if we persist in it, 
brfongs us under condemnation and iiubject 
to the rha ... t('ning of God. 

Among the warnings given in the 10th of 
1 Cor. against some of the things of which 
the I sraclites of old were guilty, is this 
one: "Neither murmur ye, as some of 
them also murmured, and were destroyed 
of the destroyer." 'Ve do not half realize 
the magnitude of the sin of murmuring and 
complaining about God's children. Jesus 
said, "judge not that ye be not judged: con­
demn not and ye shall not be condemned." 
And again He puts the heart-searching Ques­
tion to His followers, "And why beholdest 
thou the mote thilt is in thy brother's eye, 
and pCI ceivcst 110t the beam that is in thine 
own eye?" Luke (; :41. A mote is somC­
thing proverbially small, a Illere speck as 
of dust, while a beam is a large timber. 
If wc would institute an honest search for 
the beams that obstruct our own vision be­
fore turning the microscope on the motes 
in other people's eyes, we would learn a 
lesson in hUIllility that would tend to silence 
lI!i in our complaining-, even if we saw a 
whole load of beams covered over the motes 
in another"s eye. 

Love co\·ers a multitude of sins; that is, 
the sins of others, and doesn't bring them 
constantly to the attention of other folks. 
How woefully lacking in love we are in this 
respect. \Vhat a pernicious delight we 
sometimes take in recounting the faults of 
fellow Christians. Most of the complain­
ing we do is about those who have done 
us personally either real or imaginary 
wrong. \Ve feel justified in talking these 
things over and eliciting sympathy from 
our friends. Our feelings have been hurt, 
our reputation has been injured and our 
good name trailed in the dust. J list as 
likely as not we have been praying that 
God would teach us true humility o f spirit 
and that He would give us patience and 
when Hc begins to answer our prayer, 
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~tralghtway we begin to bl'rate the instru­
ment (., I<! u~\· s to \\ ork humility and pa­
tic:nce in u::. 

Lel u.. plc:ad the promise, "Commit thy 
w ,rks unto the Lord alld thy thoughts shall 
lx: c~tabli!"h('d," and obcy the command: 
"\\·haboe ... er thing::, are true, whatsoever 
things are hrJllcst, whatsoc\'er things are 
just, whatsocver things are pure, whatso­
ever things are 10\·<.:1y, whatsoever things 
arc of ~ood report; if there be any virtue 
and if there be any praise, think on these 
things." If we persist in thinking on lies, 
disholWSty, injustice, impurity, the unlovely, 
and the evil rcports, we forfeit our peace 
and arc almost certain to be guilty of the 
..in of murmuring. God cannot keep us in 
perfect peace cxcept as our minds arc stay­
ed on Him. 

Let us learn a few lessons on mur­
muring- from the record in Numbers. In 
the 12th chapter and first verse we read: 
"And )..1iriam and Aaron spake against 
),{oses because of the Ethiopian woman, 
whom he had married; for he had married 
an Ethiopian woman." Moses was God's 
chosen one, the called according to His pur­
pose. ".\l1d they said, Hath the Lord 
8poken only by )..(oses? Hath He not spok­
ell also by liS?" There was jealousy back 
of that question. 

Satan is the accuser of the brethren. He 
IS a liar and the father of liars, but he 
docs sometimes tell the truth. \\Then he 
does tcll the truth, he always has an ul­
terior motive in doing so. \Vhen he brings 
a true accusation and we realizc that our 
lifc is not squaring with the \Vord, in­
stead of resenting having our attention 
called to the fault because of the ulterior 
Illot ivc, we should seek God's help to cor­
rect thc fault and be glad it was called 
to our attention 110 matter what prompted 
it. 

The next point to note is that God heard 
the Illurmuring and took up the defense of 
His chosen one. God suddenly called the 
three before Him. He spoke of tbe faith­
fulness of 1[oses and of His direct deal­
ings with him and then put the Question 
to Miriam and Aaron: "\Vhereforc then 
were ye not afraid to speak against My 
servant ':Moses?" 

"And the anger of the Lord was kindled 
against them: and He departed." God 
showed His attitude toward the sin of murp 
ll1uring and the sure end of it-judgment. 
Miriam was leprous. \Vhen judgment was 
upon them they repented of their {ony, and 
)"loscs cried to the Lord, "Heal her now 
o God, I beseech Thee." But God gave 
Miriam seven days outside the camp in 
which to learn her lesson and to come to 
the realization of the exceeding sinfulness 
of murmuring against God's sen'ant. 

In the 14th of Numbers we find another 
record of murmuring: HAnd all the children 
of Israel murmured against Moscs and 
against Aaron." They had COme to Kadesh­
Barnea and Moses had sent the twelve spies 
into thc Promised Land. The spies were 
unanimous in report ing that it was a good­
ly land flowing with milk and honey but on­
ly two of them believed God's Word. The 
ten lost their desire for the milk and honey 
through fear of the giants that dwelt in 
the land. They forgot God's promises and 
refused to go in themselves, and because of 
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their ev il report di~clJuragt.'t.l Ul(' whole mul­
titude aud hilt thcm i r. 'Ill going in. They 
wcre ready to ~t()ne the twO spie~ who dan-d 
to belil·\·c God and wht) insisted that it was 
a goodl .... bnd and that they were well able 
to take it. 

.\f.;ain the LMd ap\>eared in the taber­
nacle before a ll the cungregation and said 
unto :\[o~es: " How long win this IXXlpie 
pn,\·"kl· ~re" .\nd how long will it be 
l're ther lx:lieVt: \Ie ~., (;od\ wrath was 
kind kd aud but fur the interceding of ~Ios­
c:; for them, Ill' would have destro) cd 
thelli. lIe pard"Ilt..-d them, but the penaitr 
oj their mUl !I1urinj..{ wa~ that Ihey should 
not Sl'e Ihe land which God had sworn to 
gi\·c them for an inheritallce. 

··.\1)d the men, which ~[oses sent to search 
the land, who returned, and made all the 
congregation to murmur against H im by 
bringing up a slander UI)(Jn the land, e\'en 
those illen that did bri ng up an e\·il report 
upon the land, died by the plague before the 
Lord. But Joshua and Caleb lived st ill." 
Joshua succeed("d :\[ose5 as leader of the 
Israelites and in the 14th of Joshua we 
read that Caleb received his inheritance in 
the land of Canaan because that he wholly 
followed the Lord God of Israel. 

Jll the 20th o f .1\umbcrs we have a third 
instance of murmuring. The children of 
Israel murmured because of their hardships, 
because of God's dealings with them and 
bccause the I'e was no water. They so pro­
voked :\foses that he 110t only spoke un­
advisedly with his lips, but di sobeyC<i God 
by striking the rock to fetch forth water 
when God had commanded him to simply 
speak to it. As a result of his murmur­
ing against the multitude of murmurers, 
Moses !I(;ver entered the Promised Land but 
only \'iewed it from afar. "The wrath of 
man worketh not the righteousness of God." 

"Xow all these things hallpcned unto Ihem 
for ensamp!es; and they arc written for 
our admonition upon whom the ends of the 
world arc come." 1 Cor. 10: 11. 

Let us take heed lest we fall after thc 
same example of unbelief and because of 
our murmuring and complaining one against 
another and because of slanderous reports 
against that goodly land of which the laud 
of Canaan is a type, fail to receive the 
riches of the inheritance of thc saints and 
cOllle to know God's breach o f promise.

This was done amidst 
tht, mockery and songs of the people, who 
knew that the archbi~h()p was all ignorant 
man, and sought 10 burn what he could 
not refutt'. In one of their songs they 
thus ckridtd him.-

"lie to the fire Iheir book .. cOIl!'oign~, 
Of which h(' cannut read IWO line"." 

Ilu~~ spoke openly agaimt tht' cOllduct 
flf Ihe archhi~hop. whit-II It'd Ihe priests to 
an'use him 10 Ihl· ]lO]lt'. A summons came 
for him to appear al HOllll'; hut kllowing 
th'll he could nol j.{11 s;dtl)· in Ilt:rsl)ll . he 
"t·1l1 a iriend thithn to ddend him. The 
(;lIt\·r \\"01]0, ('a~t illto prison while I luss was 
dn'lared to be a ht'retic. The pope, al~o, 
put tn'ry place ill which he might dwell 
untkr all interdict or a CUr5t. 

Bm llu .. s was nol to be e;l~ily "ilcllccd, 
anti ht, \It·nl un to sprtat! the doctrines 
he had learned from \\'yclifTc, adding. 
IUml'\"cr. a~ 'ttH:h witllt'~ses for the truth 
ah\ ay' havc dOIl(" that he wa~ ready to 
Ki\e up his opinitlll!> if it could be 11roved 
frulII lh(' Scriptures that ht, was in error. 

It was in the year 1412 that he made hi:, 
!wldest attack. The seller ... of papa l in­
dulg('nces came to the city of P rague. 
Tht,y undertook to ~ell I)ardon of sill for 
1II0ne)·-a shoc king de lusion, which H uss 
expostd wil h greal courage. On hearing 
of his oppos it ion, the pope ordered all 
public worship to cease so long as the:: 
reformer continued in the city of P rague. 

llu~s now judged it best to leave the 
place. But he could not refrain from wit­
nessi ng again~t Ihe evi ls of the limes; and 
shut out from the citro he preached in

But ht,tW('t"1l the5e two greal olles of the 
earth Iher.:..' \\<1, a deadly h<ilred. The em­
peror \\il~ nailv and deceitful. and the 
pnp<, \\a~ knowli to bc one of the most 
openly wicked m(:n of his time. Such 
\wrt' till' !e:ult-rs who were to ~ett le the ai­
iairs of tlH' church and the world. 

Bt"fort thi~ council John Jlu~~ was call­
ed to appe;tr. H e well knew the powe r 
of hi~ enemies, and Ihat when once in 
thcir hands Ihey would not allow him to 
esc:\pe. I ll' therefore did not ohey Ihe 
SUIllIllons tIIllil Ihe emperor gave him a 
Jail' com/riel, that is, a written prom ise, 
which wa:, to be a pledge that he should 
go and return without injury, \\'e shall 
sec how this promise was kept. 

\\'hen Huss took lea\·c of his friends, 
before he depar ted on his journey, he Ihus 
spoke to them-

"You know that I have taugh t you no 
error : cont inue in the truth, and t rust in 
Ihe mercy of God, Beware of false 
tcachers. I am going to this g rea t assem~ 
bl}'. where thc Lord will give me grace to 
end ul"lc l rials, imprisonmeTlt . and, if it 
be H is will. el'en the mosl dreadf ul death.

\her "ome lime had passed, john Huss, 
011 hi ... forty-third bi rthday, s tood before 
Ihe COllncil, which had ITOW been si tting for 
many months. The emperor had come in 
great ~latt.', wilh h i~ crown 0 11 his head, 
and his scepter carried bcfort: him. ,\ round 
him stood his princts and nohles. The 
cardinals, bish ops, and others, too, were 
there to pronounce Ihe se ntellce of (!t:ath 
011 the poor prisoncr. 

They placed him on a high st<Tse or 
platform, that he might be seen by the 
whole assemhly, and a band of soldiers 
stood around hill!. The good man felt his 
position 10 be onc of great peril: and 
though there wa ~ no one to ~tand up for 
his C:llhe he knew that his God and Sav­
iour W.IS nigh to hear and h('ip him. Fall· 
ing on his kn te~. he prayed for grace Ihat 
he might be faithful to the ('nd, .\her 
his eneTllie~ had accused him of heres\', 
sentenCe was passed upon him that 1;1' 
shou ld be publicly hurned. Hi s only an· 
Sl\('r wa5 a prayer-

··0 I.ortl God." he cried, "I beseech Thee 
for Thy mcrcy's sake, to pardon all lilY 
enemies; for Thou knowest that I have 
been falsely accused, and unjustly con­
demned. But do Thou forgive them this 
sin." 

Again his encmies loudly accu!:>ed him, 
calling him by the name of judas, and in 
other ways casting reproach upon him. 
To which he meekly replicd-

"I place a ll my confidence and hope in 
God my Saviour. I know He will never 
ta ke from me the cup of sa1va t io n, but th at 
by H is grace I shall dr ink it to-day in 
Hi3 kingdom." 

The hea r ts of th ese nobles an d clergy 
we re closed aga insl all p ity fo r their help­
less prisoner. They deri(I"ri him, placing
