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Criticizing Others

People do not usually throw rubbish on
beautiful flower-beds and nicely kept lawns.
If our lives are beautiful and fragrant to
God: if the rose of love, the lily of purity,
and the violet of faithfulness are blooming
in our hearts, we shall be avoided by tale-
bearers, whisperers and backbiters; instine-
tively they will realize that their words
would not prove acceptable.

When tales of evil are whispered in my
ears, 1 feel that I have been defiled and need
the cleansing blood. It is absolutely re-
pugnant to me to have the devil's rubbish
on my soul

Dear friend, don’t be a dumping ground
for the devil, and don't be a dumper. Iif
you are, you are being hired by the devil,
not of God. If you permit others to dump
on you, you are giving place to the devil.
I do not purpose lending as much as an
inch of ground to Satan for his vile busi-
ness. This stuff that these traffickers are
carrving around is only fit to be cast into
hell, not upon a soul that has been cleansed
in the precious Blood.

Rubbish is not conducive to health. If you
let these servants of Satan dump their evil
things upon you, you will soon breed spirit-
ual miasma ; you yourself will not be healthy,
in body, soul or spirit, and you will be-
come a pestilential influence to others. You
will not be sought after by spiritually-
minded people; they will sense the disagree-
able, unhealthful atmosphere about you and
avoid you. Perhaps you have wondered why
you were not warmly welcomed by those
who are spiritually-minded. May not this
be the reason? The Lord save us from be-
coming so accustomed to unhealthy spirit-
ual conditions that we can be quite com-
fortable in the midst of them.

Some rubbish looks quite harmless, and
even attractive, but it develops into cor=
ruption, and is just as dangerous to health
as that which appears much worse.

Some criticizers look so harmless that you
would never know them to be such. They
come to you with sweet tones and tell you
of the slip that “Brother” So-and-So has
recently made, or the sad defect they have
observed in “Sister” So-and-So's character,
asking you to pray for them. If they were
really and honestly concerned about the con-
dition of “Brother” or “Sister” So-and-
So, and had any faith in God, they would
do the praying themselves, and cover, as
with a mantle, the fault or ugly defect in
their brother or sister. Love, the Word
tells us, covers even ‘“‘a multitude of sins.”
1 Peter 4:8. Shun these brethren who come
to you with their whisperings; it is only
another less distinguishable but equally vile
form of rubbish. Though it be at the time
more insidious in its working, in the end
it is equally injurious to the spiritual health.

We may seem severe and unrelenting, but
we want to expose this evil in all its gen-
uine ugliness. We want, if possible, to save
the dear souls who are engaged in a traf-
fic of whose evil consequences they are not
fully aware. We want to disgust them with
it if we can.

Not only evil speakings, whisperings, and

backbitings, but murmurings and other un-
wholesome things are equally sinister. Did
you ever meet persons who every time they
saw you had some tale of complaint? It
seemed as though they were always just
waiting to unload on somebody. If they had
been calling on friends, they had some un-
favorable comment to make about them or
their family. If they had been to church,
the minister proved disappointing ; either his
gestures, or his handling of the subject—
or something else—offended their taste. It
mattered not what a splendid God-given mes-
sage he had delivered; a flaw "was found,
and that flaw spoiled everything. It loomed
up so large before these croakers that noth-
ing else could be seen. Others came away
refreshed, but not so our friends. They had
so long cultivated the habit of looking for
faults that they could now see nothing else.

Such persons have what might be called a
“turkey-buzzard spirit.” The turkey buz-
zard is a large, ugly, black bird, native of
the Southern States. One associates its
name with unclean things, because it lives
solely on corruption. This bird, however,
was created by God to be a scavenger in a
land where the burning sun quickly turns
refuse into impurity. It has its uses—but
the complainer is an unnatural product; he
is not made of God.

Now turkey buzzards breed turkey buz-
zards: and complainers, as a general rule,
breed complainers; their progeny take after
them either by heredity or example, and a
complainer’s home is rarely a happy place.
The children of some people will never be
converted until they see in father and moth-
er more of the “love that covers,” more of
the sunshine and hope of heaven, more of
the spirit that lives to bless. A complain-
ing, unhappy Christian is, above all things,
a hindrance to people’s finding their way to
God. There is no attracting power about a
religion of cold, barren duty

It is a blessed thing that it is God's high-
est glory to change the character. When
Jesus was anointed with the Spirit it was
“to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the
opening of the prison to them that are
bound.,” Isa. 61:1. Are any of my readers
bound by just such unchristian practices or
defects of character as those mentioned?
Just as surely as our Lord can and does
free the drunkard and harlot, so surely can
He free from every unholy, unlovely thing
that grips the spirit of man. “Thou shalt
call His name Jesus: for He shall save
His people from their sins” (Matt.1:21)—
not only from the evil consequences of sin,
but from sin itself, and every unchristian
thing that is a form of sin.

Beloved, we must be thus saved if we
would sit and reign with Christ upon the
throne, for the promise of this exalted bless-
edness is to the “overcomer.”—Tract.

Working Under Pressure

The greater part of the world's work is
done under pressure. Human beings are so
constituted that they do their best work
under the urge of necessity. The most
cherished and chiefest ambition of the mass
of earth's weary travelers is to arrive at
a point where they can retire from work
and be able to play the part of idolatrous
Israel when they “sat down to eat and
drink and rose up to play.”

All of this of course is just a nice way of
saying that we are too lazy to work when
there is a way to avoid it. A few notable
exceptions serve only to prove the rule. In
every place where real character and per-
sistency of effort are required, human beings
must have some kind of pressure brought
to bear upon them to cause them to respond.
For instance, when God would have men
assume the heavy responsibility of home-
building, He puts a peculiar preSsure upon
them. In some instances this urge becomes
so acute that the ease-loving male of the
species is made not only willing but anxious
for all the labor and seli-denial necessary
in providing for the one toward whom the
pressure is directed.

In the spiritual world pressure of various
kinds and from wvaried sources has been
used in effecting great changes for God
and righteousness. Great blessings do not
fall upon men by chance; certain spiritual
laws must be complied with before God will
move in power.

YWhen God would deliver Israel from the
bondage of Egypt He allowed the pressure

of circumstances to increase until they
cried to God by reason of the cruel bondage,
until at last Jehovah said, “I have heard
their cry and am come down to deliver
them.,” Every great visitation of God has
been prefaced by conditions that have driven
God's remnant to their knees in supplication
and prayer. Not that there is any virtue
in the pressure of circumstances, wicked
men or devils, but often God must use these
things to drive us to Himself, that we may
find all our springs in Him.

When God would have an individual as-
sume the heavy burden of ministering His
Word He lays upon that soul a pressure un-
known to others.
to resist the pressure, but this only results
in chaaging the form and intensifying the
degree, as many who have drawn back could
testify.

Jonah is a case in point. God gave him
a message and burden for Nineveh, but when
he took his own course God made a fish
to order to bring sufficient pressure on Jonah
to cause him to retrace his steps and deliver
the message that was to stir the city to
repentance.

When Moses was called to be leader of
Tsrael, the tremendous weight and burden

Of course it is possible

of the undertaking caused him to plead for
some one to share the responsibility; and
later when Israel complained about their
“eats” and judgment was impending, Moses
said to the lord, “Thou layest the burden
of all this people upon me. . . . I am
not able to bear all this people alone because
it is too heavy for me, and if Thou deal
thus with me, kill me I pray Thee out
of hand if 1 have found favor in Thy sight,
and let me not see my wretchedness.” The
pressure of Moses' responsibility was indeed
heavy and the Lord knew all about it, but
He did not order it otherwise. No doubt
He would have enlarged the vessel and given
grace sufficient for the task had Moses held
steady and prayed for added strength, but
at Moses' solicitation God gave him an of-
ficial board, or should we say general pres-
bytery, to lighten somewhat the burden.

Outstanding characters in the Old Testa-
ment were men who stood the test under
great pressure. In fact, it is only in such
a test that true greatness is made manifest.
It is doubtful if the world would have
heard of Daniel and his companions had it
not been for the pressure that was brought
upon them, which served not only to de-
velop in them strong character, but also
to bring out those intrinsic qualities that
emblazoned their names in splendor upon
the pages of sacred history.

Paul did not choose the ministry as his
life profession, as many do in our day, but
necessity was laid upon him. The burden
of God's message upon his soul was very
pronounced, and is best expressed in his own
words, “IWoe is me if I preach not the gos-
pel.” A study of the life of this master
builder will reveal that he lived and worked
under great pressure. He carried about in his
body the dying of the Lord Jesus that the
life also of Jesus might be manifest in his
mortal flesh. Perhaps the secret of his
power with God and with man was, that
Paul learned to appreciate and utilize pres-
sure of every kind. His life was so yielded
and hid with Christ in God that all that
happened to him reacted to the furtherance
of the gospel. Therefore said he, “I take
pleasure in being without strength, in being
insulted, in being pinched, in being chased
about, in being cooped up in a corner; for
when I am without strength then am I
dynamite” (Free translation, 2 Cor. 12:10).

By way of further emphasis I here re-
peat that Paul seems to have learned the
secret of utilizing pressure, whether its
source was divine, human, or Satanic, to the
enlargement of his own soul and the bless-
ing of the world.

A study of inspired history and cringing
human nature as we know it to-day will
reveal that pressure has been, and is now,
a necessary part of the program for service
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and development; and, if we may gauge the
future by the past, those Christian workers
who are capable of standing the greatest
pressure are the ones who under God will
render the greatest contribution to the
world’s need. Martin Luther would never
have blossomed in a sheltered garden. It
was not until the world and organized re-
ligion was against him that true greatness
was discovered in him. And be it further
observed that at no time in the history of
the church has she developed leaders or laity
of a high order except when under fire from
the world and the devil.

The professing church seems to have en-
tered a spineless stage. She is now in
league with the powers that opposed her
in the days of her virgin purity, Once
the Lord was within, a living, burning real-
ity, and withomt was a hostile world; but
now, sad to say but nevertheless true, the
world is within and the Master, “His head
filled with dew and His locks with the
drops of the night,” stands without knocking.
His last tender appeal and solemn warning
to the church age is pathetic indeed. Well
may angels and men marvel at the darkness
and density of much that passes for the
church of Christ to-day. Spiritually blind
and naked, she sits in carnal luxury and
smug complacency, all unconscious that she
has lost the precious burden of the Lord,
the love that once burned hot within, and the
zeal that would die for the truth. Let full
gospel believers beware.

There is perbaps no burden upon the
Christian warrior more pronounced than
the burden of intercession, and I am fully
convinced that there is no greater need than
a heart so in tune with the Infinite as to be
graciously affected by that pressure that
has its source in infinite love. Leaders in
Christian activity should know experiment-
ally something of the conflict of Christ with
the powers of darkness. Jesus craves our
fellowship in the struggle with unseen
forces, just as in the world’s darkest hour
in the garden He sought the sympathy and
fellowship of His disciples, Through weak-
ness of the flesh they failed Him; and there
alone with the world's guilt pressing upon
Him, in an agony of prayer He prevailed.
And blessed be His adorable name, He
ever liveth to pray for His own! And
be it said to the praise of His infinite grace,
He has had a few down through the church
age to share His burden and experience His
triumph.

Paul carried a “great heaviness and con-
tinual sorrotw” in his heart for Israel. He
could wish himself “accursed from Christ”
for his brethren after the flesh, so heavy
was the burden of their lost condition
resting upon him.

John Knox was so pressed and burdened
for Scotland that he prayed, “Give me
Scotland or I die!” Verily, the crying need
of the hour is for an army of praver war-
riors who know how to prevail. Millions
of earth, like Patrick Henry of the American
Revolution, have been so exercised over
human liberty or world democracy that they
were ready to die for the cause. But alas!
how few, comparatively speaking, have lived
close enough to God to be deeply moved
for a world of sinners enslaved by Satan.

Does our Lord wonder to-day that there
is no intercessor? Shall He look in vain

The Loveliness of Christ

“Yea, He is altogether lovely.” Song of

Solomon 5:10,

All other greatness has been marred by
littleness, all other wisdom has been flawed
by folly, all other goodness has been _tainlcd
by imperfection. Jesus Christ remains the
only Being of whom, without gross flattery,
it could be asserted, “He 1is altogether
lovely.”

The Loveliness of Christ

First of all, as it seems to me, th_is love-
liness of Christ consists in His periect hu-
manity. Am I understood? I do not now
mean that He was a perfect human, but
that He was perfectly human. _

In everything but our sins, and our C‘w:ll
natures, He is one with us. He grew 1n
stature and in grace. He labored, and wept,
and prayed, and loved. Te was tcmpt_utl
in all points as we are—sin apart. With
“Thomas, we confess IHim Lord and God;
we adore and revere Him ; but beloved, there
is no other who establishes with us such
intimacy, who comes so close to thcs_c hu-
man hearts of ours; no one in the universe
of whom we are so little afraid. He enters
as simply and naturally into our nmctccu?h
century lives as if He had been reated in
the same street. Fe is not one of the an-
cients. How wholesomely and genuinely
human He is! Martha scolds Him; John,
who has seen Him raise the dead, itill
the tempest and talk with Moses and Elijah
on the mount, does not hesitate to make‘a
pillow of His breast at supper; Peter will
not let Him wash his feet, but afterwards
wants his head and hands included in‘ the
ablution. They ask Him foolish questions,
and rebuke Him, and venerate and adore
im all in a breath; and He calls them by
their first names, and tells them to fear not,
and assures them of His love. And in all
this He seems to me altogether lovely. His
perfection does not glitter, it glows. The
saintliness of Jesus is so warm and human
that it attracts and inspires., We find in it
nothing austere and inaccessible, like a
statue in a niche. The beauty of his holi-
ness reminds one rather of a rose, or a bank
of violets.

Jesus receives sinners and eats with them
—all kinds of sinners. Nicodemus, the
moral, religious sinner, and Mary of Mag-
dala, “out of whom went seven devils”—the
shocking kind of sinner. e comes into sin-
ful lives as a bright, clear stream enters a
stagnant pool, The stream is not afraid of
contamination, but its sweet energy cleanses
the poal.

Touched with Compassion

He is always being “touched with com-
passion”” The multitude without a shep-
herd, the sorrowing widow of Nain, the lit-
tle dead child of the ruler, the demoniac of
Gadara, the hungry five thousand—what-
ever suffers touches Jesus. His very wrath
against the scribes and Pharisees is but the
excess of His sympathy for those who suf-
fer under their hard self-righteousness.

Did you ever find Jesus looking for “de-
serving poor”? He “healed all their sick.”
And what grace in His sympathy! Why
did He touch that poor leper? He could
have healed him with a word as He did the

nobleman’s son. Why, for years the wretch
had been an outcast, cut off from kin, de-
humanized. He lost the sense of being a
man. It was defilement to approach him.
Well, the touch of Jesus made him human
again.

A Hard Heart Broken

A Christian woman, laboring among the
moral lepers of London, found a poor street
girl desperately ill in a bare, cold room.
With her own hands she ministered to her,
changing her bed linen, procuring medicines,
nourishing food, a fire, and making the poor
place as bright and cheery as possible, and
then she said, “May I pray with you?”

“No,” said the girl, “you don’t care for
me; you are doing this to get to heaven.”

Many days passed, the Christian woman
unwearily kind, the sinful girl hard and
bitter. At last the Christian said:

“My dear, you are nearly well now, and I
shall not come again, but as it is my last
visit, I want you to let me kiss vou,” and the
pure lips that had known only prayers and
holy words met the lips defiled by oaths and
by unholy caresses—and then, my {riends,
the hard heart broke, That was Christ’s
way.

Reached the Masses

Can vou fancy Him calling a convention
of Pharisees to discuss methods of reach-
ing the “masses”? His humility was al-
together lovely, and He, the only one who
ever had the choice of how and where He
should be born, entered this life as one of
“the masses.”

What meekness, what lowliness! “I am
among vou as one that serveth.” TFe “be-
gan to wash His disciples’ feet” “When

He was reviled He reviled not again.” “As
a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so
He openeth not His mouth.” Can vou think
of Jesus posing and demanding His rights?

His Gentleness

But it is in His way with sinners that the
supreme loveliness of Jesus is most sweetly
shown. How gentle He is, vet how faith-
ful; how considerate, how respectiul. Nico-
demus, candid and sincere, but proud of his
position as a master in Israel, and timid lest
he should imperil it, “comes to Jesus by
night.” Before he departs “the master” has
learned his utter ignorance of the first step
toward the kingdom, and goes away to
think over the personal application of “they
loved darkness rather than light, because
their deeds were evil.” But he has not
heard one harsh word, one utterance that
can wound his self-respect.

When He speaks to that silent despairing
woman, after her accusers have gone out,
one by one, Fle uses in speaking to her, the
same word He used when addressing His
own mother from the cross—"“woman.”

Follow Him to Jacob’s well and hear
His conversation with the woman of Sa-
maria, How patiently He unfolds the deep-
est truths, how gently vet faithfully He
presses the great ulcer of sin which is eat-
ing away her soul. But He could not be
more respectful to Mary of Bethany.

Even in the agonies of death He could
hear the cry of despairing faith. When con-
querors return from far wars in strange
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lands they bring their chiefest captive as a
trophy. It was enough for Christ to take
back to heaven the soul of a thief.
Perfect Poise

Yea, He is altogether lovely. And now
I have left myselfi no time to speak of His
dignity, of His virile manliness, of His per-
fect courage. There is in Jesus a perfect
equipoise of various perfections. All the
elements of perfect character are in lovely
balance. His gentleness is never weak. His
courage is never brutal. My friends, you
may study these things for yourselves. Fol-
low Him through all the scenes of out-
rage and insult on the night and morning of
His arrest and trial. Behold Him before
the high priest, before Pilate, before Herod.
Sce Him browbeaten, bullied, scourged,
smitten upon the face, spit upon, mocked.
How His inherent greatness comes out. Not
once does He lose His self-poise, His high
dignity.

“Behold darkness shall cover the earth
and gross darkness the people; but the
Lord shall arise upon thee, and His glory
shall be seen upon thee”

How true this is of the hour in which
we are living. The darkness surely covers
the earth and especially so as we look at
the awful conflict in the world. But dark
and dreadful as it is, I believe the gross
darkness covering the people is far worse.
We can see the darkness as it covers the
carth, but it is only as you draw nigh to
the Lord, strive to enter in at the straight
gate, that you become aware of the dark-
ness covering the people. If you drift on
with the tide of this life you are not so
conscious of it, but turn to set your face
Zionward and you will meet with the powers
of darkness.

We are now entering the shadows of the
Tribulation, or, as He says in His Word,
“The beginning of sorrows.” God's chil-
dren are now being tempted and tried in this
last hour. Some are standing the test, while
others are falling away. I believe the rea-
son is, they are falling just where the dis-
ciples did in the last awful hour before their
Lord was crucified. He offered that high
priestly prayer of John 17, then, as they
entered the garden, called out from among
them Peter, James, and John. They had
been with Him on the mountain top, had
seen the glories, but now were chosen to
see another side—a side of suffering. There
are many of His di#ciples who stand in the
time of mountain-top experiences and glory,
but fail when it comes to the suffering.

The Pentecostal people have been called
out from the church; they have been to the
upper room where the Holy Spirit fell in
power upon their lives; many have seen
visions as did Peter, James, and John, and
have gone on while the glory and blessings
were there, but the hour of temptation has
come. Can they stand the test now? Let
us see what the three did in the garden.
Jesus took them with Him into the garden—
ves, into gross darkness. His soul being
exceedingly sorrowful even unto death, He
said unto them, “Tarry ve here and watch
with Me.” Then He went a little further
and fell on His face and prayed. And while
in this hour of agony with a heart nigh
breaking He returned to those He had left
to watch and tarry, desiring to receive com-
fort and help, but He finds them asleep.
What a disappointment that must have been
to this Man of Sorrows in this midnight
hour. But He wakes them by saying to
Peter, “What, could ye not watch with Me
one hour?” Peter had said that he would
die for Him, but he could not watch one
hour. So it is not always what we say
that counts, but what we do.

He now gave them another chance to
be tried and proved. He told them not only
to watch and tarry, but to pray, “lest ye
enter into temptation.” He knew that it
took prayer to defeat the powers of dark-
ness at such an hour. Though the spirit
was willing the flesh was weak (sleepy),
and they ceased to pray. And in all three
tests it was there they failed; and it is
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there, at this midnight hour, that we all
shall fail if we do not heed the call to
watch, tarry, and pray. Our darkest hours
are in some garden experience, and there is
only one way through, and it is by prayer.
The disciples who failed then in the hour of
prayer failed also in the hour of temptation ;
even to the forsaking of their Lord. You
say, I would never forsake my Lord. Peter
said the same, but it was in the time of
prayer he fell asleep, and thus had no pow-
er, when the temptation came, to withstand
the enemy. If you ask anyone who has
fallen in the time of temptation why they
fell, they will say, “I {failed to pray.”

Now the gross darkness covering the peo-
ple to-day is a Gethsemane for them. It
often hides His lovely face and puts a spirit
of sleep and slothfulness upon us. What
are we to do? Pray! Pray! Pray! It is
only a praying people who are made over-
comers. If we fail to enter our closet, to
take time to be alone with Him, we shall
also fail in the hour of temptation,

It was only the called-out ones among the
disciples who heard the message to tarry,
watch, and pray. They are the only ones
who are hearing it to-day; the others will
not go far enough into the garden to hear
that call. But we, as a Pentecostal people,
have heard the call, and had the hunger
and thirst which caused us to tarry and
pray. And He gave all those who tarried
(and did not fall asleep) the promise of
the IFather, which is the Baptism with the
Holy Spirit. This has given us power to
witness for Him. Bless His dear name!
And He has it for all who will tarry. “For
the promise is unto vou and to your chil-
dren, and to all that are afar off, even as
many as the Lord our God shall call.”

Now He does give vou power to take you
through the garden, quicken your weak flesh,
and cause you to stand in the time of temp-
tation—but only as you abide in Him. It
is only when the potter can have the clay
in his own hands that he can make a vessel
to his honor and glory. And only as we
vield our all to Him and leave it with Him,
can our life be a life of prayer. It is the
church that Satan is after with all his pow-
er. He has tried to drown ot kill her. But
having gone through her garden, having
been tempted and tried, she shall come forth
all glorious within; not much show outside
but decked within. She shall be brought
unto the king in a raiment of fine needle-
work. Her clothing is of wrought gold.
That tells whom she belongs to. Glory to
Jesus! And now in the hour of darkness
the enemy is trying to make her eyes heavy
with sleep so she will not be watching for
His coming. But she has set her face like
a flint and will not be moved. She is in
her closet morning, noon, and night.

Now there is something else in that verse
where darkness covers the earth and gross
darkness the people, and it is this, “The Lord
shall arise upon thee.” Yes, thou tempted
and tried one, He shall arise in the midst
of the awful darkness and tribulation, for
it says, “And at midnight there was a

VisioNs oF THE Dawx
By Christabel Pankhurst
A REVIEW

To start with, what Miss Pankhurst writes
is worth reading, both for the value of
what she says, and because of the interest-
ing way in which she says it. Her years
of political contact in the woman-suffrage
movement, of which her mother was the
head in England, gave her a broad knowl-
edge of the world and its affairs, In the
few years since she found the Lord Jesus as
her Saviour, her progress in the study and
understanding of the Bible has been re-
markable. Her knowledge of the world, il-

luminated by her understanding of the Scrip-

tures makes her an able writer on prophetic
subjects.

The World's Unrest reveals the far-reach-
ing and widely-varied effects of the second
coming of Christ. Bible students are largely
agreed that one of the most important ele-
ments in the preparation of the world for
the appearance of Christ is the revival of
the Roman Empire. In order to understand
recent events, which. appear to mark the
beginning of this restoration, some knowl-
edge of the old Roman empire is necessary.
This the author gives in a concise sketch of
the organization and break-up of the old em-
pire, and a brief explanation of the relation
of the empire to the different countries of
Europe and to the Jews. With this in-
formation before him, the reader is enabled
to understand the events which are daily
preparing the way for the revival of Rome,
and to form a satisfactory conception of
what is involved in, and the significance of,
a restored Roman Empire.

What bearing do scientific discoveries
have upon the doctrine of the coming of the
Lord? Miss Pankhurst shows in Part II,
how the truths which have been discovered
in modern chemistry, physics, and astron-
omy simply strengthen our belief in the
Second Coming of Christ. The scientific
possibility of prophecy is demonstrated by
recent conceptions of time and space. The
discussion of heaven as a place is most in-
structive.

Part IIT presents the nature and need of
Christ’s coming in a way that clarifies the
Scriptural teaching regarding the manner
of His coming, and calls forth from the
reader the prayer which burst from the
apostle's lips, “Even so, come, Lord Jesus.”

Part IV reveals the coming of the Lord
as the solution of all the world's problems.
His coming is considered in its relation to
religion, to the problem of evil, to philos-
ophy, to science, to world peace, to natural
conditions, to the moral issue, and to the
interpretation of history.

for a man to stand in the gap? Shall we
fail Him in the last dark hour before the
dawn? God forbid! Do we want more
power in the church to-day? Then we
need greater pressure. Just as the engine
cannot pull a heavy load when the steam
pressure is low, so the church cannot suc-
cessfully grapple with the powers of dark-
ness when the saints are “at ease in Zion."

I am confident that some will object to
the serious tone of this little epistle. They
will insist that their type of religion makes
them hilariously happy all the time: but
this I am inclined to doubt, unless indeed
they are very young babes in Christ and
are being well supplied with milk.

The preacher who leads his hearers to
believe that full-gospel religion offers a life
of unmixed, exuberant joy has a perverted
vision of the gospel, and his ministry cannot

result in  developing symmetrical, well-
rougded Christian character. It is true that
spiritual religion provides wonderful rest

for the soul, abiding satisfaction in the Lord,
a deep, settled peace and joy that is “un-
speakable and full of glory,” but who can
read the Word of God and fail to see that
the Canaan of the Christian has its sunshine
and its shadows, its mountain peaks and its
valleys, its rose gardens and its Geth-
semanes ?

Jesus was “a man of sorrows and ac-
quainted with grief,” yet His joy was deep
and infinite; and if God can have His way
in us, His blessed Spirit will press us into
fellowship with Christ's sufferings and lift
us into communion with God's joy and the
joy of angels. “For as the sufferings of

“Whatever is, is
best,” to him who, with an enlightened and
genuine faith, has committed his way unto
the Lord, and to Him alone.

Are we willing to have all our ways sub-
mitted to God for Him to pronounce upon
them? Are there not some of our ways
which have become to us through long habit
like a second nature, concerning which we
have never really taken counsel of God?
There is nothing about which a man needs

Christ abound in us, so our consolation also
aboundeth by Christ.”

The pendulum swings both ways—the one is
the preparation for the other—and without
doubt those who know Jesus best are they
who have sensed most keenly the fellowship
of His sufferings and experienced most
fully His rapturous, heavenly joy and res-
urrection power.

This, to the uninitiated and uncircumcised
in heart, will of course seem paradoxical and
impossible.

In conclusion I wish to say that while
we shall probably remain barren unless pres-
sure from some source is brought to bear
upon us, vet I am not suggesting that any
one seck or ask for pressure. But rather
the burden of this message is to waken us
to the possibility of utilizing the pressure
that is upon us, from whatever source, for
the glory of God and the furtherance of
His cause. The only burden that I would
have you seek is the burden of intercession
and soul travail. Here is mingled the deep-
est sorrow and most exquisite joy. Oh, for
a great hunger for this in all our churches!
Oh, for a depth of spiritual burden that will
press out of us all self-dependence and jazzy,
light-headed tendencies, and make us vic-
torious and jovful in our God, vet grave
and Christlike in spirit.

Mr. William Ellis has said, “It takes a
man of magnitude to be a missionary.” 1
read however in Paul's epistle to the Co-
rinthians that God has called the things
that are not to bring to naught the things
that are. From the natural standpoint a
missionary in the terms of “magnitude” is
worse than useless in touching soul reality.
He may achieve wonders on a certain plane.
He may use God but God probably will
not be able to use him.

But if Mr. Ellis means a man with
divine magnitude then he is right,—man plus
God, man plus God’'s resources, man plus
the equipment of the Spirit,

which we look,—whether from the human

within, and that light has
under a bushel.

When the plow was first stuck into this
hardened soil he came to us. In his own
words he came in search of money but he
found something better than money, and
something which money can not buy. He
came at first to work in the building, and
he was so airaid that when I asked him his
name he gave the name of his town, Damana,
instead of his own name, and he is still called
by that name to-day. For one year he had
iollowed the false prophet, Mohammed, but
he found no peace in that way. The Prince
of peace alone giveth peace. Being the
first convert here, he has been called upon
tosuffer much persecution and deep ‘testings,
but he has come through them all victorious-
ly with the victory of God in his soul. Be-
ing asked by his father, who is an old man,
if he would make sacrifice for him when he
died he had to tell him that, since he was
following Jesus, he could not offer sacrifice
for the dead. Because of this he has been
and is still being persecuted by his father,
brothers. and many of his former friends.
His father gave him two young girls who
are twins, as it is the custom for the fa-
ther to give his sons wives, but of course
he knew he could not have two wives and
follow God so he had to refuse them. To
separate them is absolutely forbidden here.
This was a very hard test for him and
has added very materially to his persect-
tion. This has been over a year and a half
ago and although he has searched every-
where for a wife he has not yet found one.
It seems to be almost impossible to get a
wife except by following native customs, and

as there are many sinful practices in the
native customs he cannot follow in that way.
He has one promised now but because he
will not make the native beer to give to
the townspeople he is afraid he will not
get her.

His faithiulness to the lLord would put
many in the homeland to shame. Though
he lived five miles from the mission station
he would walk in and back four times a
week to attend the services. We used to
marvel at his regularity in attending the
meetings. IEven in the planting season when
many here in town did not come, he would
get up before daylight and start work in the
field. He would work until sundown and
then walk in as fast as he could, so that
he would not be late for meetings. He
is now building a house here in town so
that he can be near the place where his
interest lies. When we call for voluntary
prayer he is almost always the first to pray,
and his prayers are most earnest and in-
spiring. In the testimony meeting he is
always ready with an up-to-date testimony
and a little exhortation.

After five months’ training he was able
to read fairly well and at eight months he
could read with fair understanding almost
anything he was given. He is now helping
to teach others who began at the same time
he did, and he is also helping to teach a
class of beginners., Tle is.a great help to
us in our translation work, and is develop-
ing so fast we are giving him a class on
Sunday morning.

One night after visiting with one of the
Christians here in town he went home and
as he lay on his mat trying to sleep he
had a dream or a vision. He was in a
place far away. It was not like any other
place he had ever seen. There was a great
multitude of people beside a large glistening

river. All of the Christians were there,
but he could find none of his people,
neither was there any sinner there.

It was a place of extreme happiness and
no evil or sorrow was found there. As he
told about it I thought of the crystal white
river that flows by the throne of God. He
got up and prayed and sang praises to the
Lord until daybreak. His people told him
that he could not stray there any more be-
cause he disturbed their sleep. So though
it was in the rainy season, he made him a
grass house so that he would have a place
to" sleep and also a place to pray. After
much prayer and meditation he felt that
God would have him go and tell the good
news to those who had not heard.

Tn his meditation he thought of that place
of happiness where no sinners were found,
and then he thought of the great multitude
of people who had never heard the gospel
message and then he said a consuming desire
to cry aloud the message of salvation was
born in his heart. He wanted to tell all
so that they could enter into that place of
happiness. Soon after this experience he
wrote a note and handed it to us. It is so
much like Romans 10:14, 15, that T want to
translate part of it for you. I am quite sure
that he had never heard this scripture. He
said in part, “I want to go to a place where
they have not heard God’s news, and stav
there and tell them the good news that God
has given us, until they know God's salva-
tion. If they don’t know they can’t accept:
if some one doesn't tell them they can’t
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know; if some one doesn't go they can’t
tell them, so I ask vou to send me so-that
I can go and tell them.” We have given
him plenty of opportunity to tell the mes-
sage that is burning in his soul and he is
developing into a real preacher and a real

soul-winner. We pray that God will fill
him with the Holy Ghost and that He will
help us to fill him with the Word, He is
doing fine in his Bible studies and we want
to send him out soon to carry the message
of life to those who are dead in trespasscs
and sin,

Soon after he was saved he brought his
friend and he was saved. Not long ago he
brought another one and his f{riend also
brought one and they were both saved. This
makes three souls that the Lord has given
him a share in.

He wants me to greet you all in the
name of Jesus, and as usual he wants to
give a word of testimony, He says:

“T was'born in the tall grass. As the grain
in the grass can not grow and develop be-
cause of the grass, even so I could not grow
and develop because of sin. But if the grain
is cultivated it will grow and ripen. Why
do I liken myself to grain that is sowed in
the grass? Because I was born in sin
and as the grass chokes the grain, so sin
choked the desire in my heart to do right,
so that T could not do as I wanted to do.
But the blood of Jesus Christ has taken the
sin out of my heart and set me free, and now
that the grasses of sin are out of my heart
I can develop into somehting that will be
good and pleasing to God. 1 know that
it is only because Jesus agreed to come
and endure such suffering that He is able
to deliver us from sin. We are not able
to get the sin out of our own hearts. We
are just like the grain which is not able to
pull up the grass that chokes it. But the per-
son who owns the grain will come and take
the grasses of sin out of our hearts. Let
us praise God much, who agreed to suffer
so much for us, that He might save us from
our sin. I know that if T go and preach
God's Word I will suffer many things, but
when T see how much Jesus suffered for me
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I know that it is more than I can suffer for
Him, and my suffering appears to be noth-
ing. If Jesus had not suffered we would not
have been pardoned; if the missionaries had
not agreed to suffer much we would never
have heard God’'s Word; and if we don't
agree to suffer many others will never hear.

SEEKING INDIAN GEMS FOR JESUS

We are praising God for the privilege of
witnessing for Him in this land (India),
and joying in the way He is opening doors
and hearts to the gospel ‘message, I go
out every day to visit the Hindu homes in
Bettiah, and each day, practically, two or
threc new homes open to us. In the past
month since returning from the Hills and
our Convention about one hundred homes
have been visited, about forty of which have
opened their doors to us for the first time.
Some of these are the better high-caste

homes. One Brahmin Home comes to my
mind now. The woman and her daughter
have lived here in Bettiah for the last

twenty-five vears but have never seen any-
thing of the place as they have been in
strict purdah all the time. Her husband,
when the native king of this district was
living, was the king's priest, but since has
had to take other work, but is like all
Brahmins who consider themselves next to
God. However, we find a ready welcome
and they listen very well, and we believe
the Word will yet bear fruit in these proud
scli-satisfied lives.

In contrast with this high-caste home we
are reminded of a district, in entering which,
one must cross a small brick bridge which
marks the border of a defiled, dispised dis-
trict—that of the Outcastes. To enter this sec-
tion would defile those of the High Caste,
and 1t-is avoided and despised by such ; but we
praise Him who made Himself of no repu-
tation, and stooped to the lowest depths, that
even such as these He does not cast out.
We His messengers rejoice in the privilege
of following His footsteps with a message
of hope to hopeless down-trodden ones of
India. We have gone there a number of
times, and each time find hearts open to
the message of love, and a real simple faith
grasping the truth.

When they heard us tell of a Saviour of
the soul, who healed those who came to
Him when He was on earth, they immedi-
ately brought their sick ones to us and
asked for prayer and we prayed for them.
They were encouraged to believe through a
testimony of one girl from their midst who
told how she had been sick and was prayed
for and healed. We prayed for a number
that day, and rejoiced to hear, the next time
we visited them, that each one ‘had been
touched and healed. Praise God.

In this village is a paralytic, a man who
has come to us for praver a number of
times, and who as vet has not been delivered ;
but he and his house seem to have really
grasped the truth and in a sweet, simple
