Theil thl'rc is the dauntlcss , lofty courage that faces i SSUC5 wholly unsel-
li~hl)" .... I<uuling- alonl' UpOIl principle. 1t is this type of COur;'lgC that God approves 
and d( ...... il't."'> to <il'\'clop in us. J ob has g-one down in sacred writ as an illustrious 
example of that dauntless, lofty courage, which out of the midst of dis­
aster crics, "Though IIc slay mc, yet will I trust Him." The three Hebrew 
worthies have become heroes. not only of children, but of the saints of God, 
for that dauntless courage which enabled thcm to face the wrath of a king, 
overcome the tcmptation to s in, regard not the possibility of a torturous death; 
and yl'l say. "Our God is able to deliver us and lIe will deliver us 

bllt if 1Iot, be it known unto thee, 0 king, that we will not serve thy 
gods, nor worship the golden image." 

Comagc is that element of steadfastness, which, comprehending the right, 
supports the resolve to do the right at any cost.
