With such an ab-
stemious diet, little wonder there were
no toxins in his body for disease-
germs to prey upon; so God took him
to heaven hy way of a chariot of fire.

The only apparent reason we find in
the first chapter of Daniel for God's
giving him and his three friends, *“The
favor and tender love of the priice of
the eunuchs,” was “that they might not
cat of the king’s meat.” Those who
understand the processes of the body,
know that there was a scientific as well
as a divine reason why these four
youths who lived on vegetables and wa-

much,

It is so evidently true. “We eat too

" is a statement that gains instant assent

in almost any assemblage.

Because of these truths, and their evident crit-

ical bearing on the teaching of divine healing,
and because eating too much is commonly caused
by the large assortment of foods on our tables,
we are very glad indeed to give space to this
article.

The menu chosen by God, whether for His

people in the wilderness journey, for Elijah, or
for Daniel and his comrades, as well as that
chosen by the Lord Jesus in feeding the multi-
tudes, in His own case in the room with the dis-
ciples, or when He prepared breakfast on the
shore of the lake, was in every case extremely
limited as to variety,

If we expect God to heal our bodies when we

are sick, it is highly proper that we follow His
example in regard to the variety of things we
put together on our tables.
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He provided the food, the menu was
bread and fish. Then we read of John
the Baptist, “His meat was locusts and
wild honey.”

Certainly, we who believe in the in-
spiration of the Secriptures cannot be-
lieve that there was no lesson on the
simple life in all the above mentioned
cases. Of course the query arises, “Why
then did He make such a varietv of
fruits, grains, vegetables and meat?”
Reason answers, that since variety is
the occasion of most overeating, which
leads to so much human suffering, our
benign Creator never intended the va-
riety to be at the same meal, but from
meal to meal.

However it is never safe to draw
7| conclusions from the Scripture
when there is no direct statement;
but we find it in Prov. 23:1-3.
“When thou sittest to eat with a
ruler, consider diligently what is
before thee: and put a knife to thy
throat, if thou be a man given to
appetite. Be not desirous of his
dainties; for they are deccitful
meat.” They are deceitful hecause
they make such an appeal to the
palate, that some who profess to
have denied themselves and to have
taken up their cross, have even
said, “I would rather eat what I
want if it does shorten my days.”
Such folks must not consider that
people cannot always die when
they want to, but often live to he
a burden to themselves and to feel
they are to others also. Then is
it just to our Lord, who redeemed
us at such a cost, to shorten our

chosen to feed him, “I'm so tired =
of bread and meat, can’t you bring

me something different ?” But he even
asked less—"“Bring me, I pray thee, a
morsel of bread in thy hand.” So for
the remaining part of the three and
one half years of famine, he with the
widow and her son, lived on the bread
made from the meal and oil which
“wasted not.” Then followed the mem-
orable contest on Mount Carmel when
God answered by fire. If Elijah had
been a member of the modern church,
surely they would have proceeded to
banquet him, but the Great Head of
the church knew what was best for
His servant, and permitted persecution
to arise, so he had to flee for his life.
While resting from his hasty flight into
the wilderness, an angel awakened him
saying, “Arise and eat.” Doubtless the
modern dietitian would have said, “He
needs a change of food,” but no, there
was the cake (of bread) baked upon
the coals, and a cruse of water. This

ter, “appeared fairer, and they were
fatter in flesh than the youths that
did eat of the king’s dainties.”

We know that the heathen look upon
paralysis, cancer, tuberculosis, and such
diseases, as so many evil spirits, ready
to pounce upon them without any pre-
vious cause or fault of their own: but
thank God, we do not have to live
under any such fear or dread. If we
will but take the trouble to study, we
shall learn that there are no nerves
going to the conscious centers of the
brain from the stomach, liver, and kid-
neys. For this reason they may he
very much out of order and not oc-
casion pain; hence the importance of
learning the art of abstemiousness, a
thing that the animals know by in-
stinct, and which the Saviour taught
both by precept—“If any man will
come after Me, let him deny himself”
—and by example—three times when

days of service for Him?

This may give a new setting to the
words of Paul, “If ye live after the flesh
ye shall die”; and—"“I keep under my
body and bring it into subjection.”

The athletes in our colleges know
that if they are to win out, they must
“be temperate in all things.” Try one
who is in training with some dainty
that his training-master has forbidden
and hear him bravely say with a smile,
“No, thank you.”

On the other hand, go to one who
has enlisted under the banner of King
Immanuel and whose body is loggy and
incapacitated for a long hard pull, and
hear him accept with alacrity an invi-
tation to a hig church dinner or ban-
quet! Perhaps he has never considered
that the inertia with which he and the
audience have to struggle in the service
following such a bountiful meal, is but
the logical sequence of the “deceitful
meat.”
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“Your young men shall see visions.”
Yes, they catch visions of laurels to he
won on the campus of our colleges,
but are we helping them to catch vi-
sions of victories won in consequence
of tarrying in the upper room, rather
than in the supper room? It was while
the church was fasting that the Holy
Ghost said, “Separate me Barnabas and
Saul for the work whereunto I have
called them.”

When we eat and drink things that
we know are unhealthful just because
they taste good, we are coming danger-
ously near the class of whom Paul said,
“Whose god is their belly—who mind
earthly things.”

AN ATMOSPHERE OF PRAYER

This is a true story told me when
[ was a young mother, and it so im-
pressed my heart that T want to tell
it to other mothers; for I feel the
atmosphere of prayer is a real neces-
sity for our babies’ well-being from
the first days of their little lives.

The little mother of my story was
one who had knelt beside her baby
girl each evening regularly at the hour
chosen for baby's bedtime. She had
allowed her baby to hear her voice
in audible prayer each day of its little
life.  When the child was about two
years of age she was taken sick. The
mother called a physician, who came
day after day, only to find baby worse
in spite of his valiant efforts. One
evening he came and stayed a long
time, studying the case with deep in-
terest and anxiety. As the little moth-~
er stood at the foot of the bed watch-
ing the face of the doctor, she real-
ized as she had not done before how
very ill her baby was.

Finally the doctor said, “She wants
something, She needs something. 1
can’t understand this restlessness. 1've
tried everything I know to do. If we
knew what the little body needs we
might see this fever broken.”

Chancing to glance at the clock, the
mother saw that it was just baby’s usu-
al bed time, and said timidly, “Doctor,
always at this hour I have prayed with
her. Do you suppose she needs my
prayer 2’

The doctor bowed his head and said,
“Try it,” then left the room.  The
mother knelt beside the little bed and
prayed. In a short time she went to
the door and asked the doctor to come
in again. He found the child sleeping
quietly, and said, “Mother, your pray-
er has saved your babe.”

The heart of the baby girl had be-
come so accustomed to prayer that
it reached out naturally for its vital
breath. The response was equally as
normal and instant. Is it any wonder
they so crave our prayers when they
are so lately from the hand of God?

TREES OR POSTS

Every congregation is divided into
saved people and unsaved. I call them
trees and posts. When you put in a
tree it begins to grow. When you stick
in a post it begins to rot. We pastors
have a delightful time watching trees
grow. But it is a sad business watch-
ing posts decay—Dr. A. C. Dixon.
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“All things are possible to him that believeth.” Confidence is the assur-
ance of rightness. In this there is rest. Faith is the begetter of confidence.
Without faith confidence can be shaken, while courage, resolution, and en-
durance are left without support. When the disciples were being tossed about
upon the stormy sea they lost all of these moral atiributes through an over-
whelming fear of disaster. Iscape seemed to them impossible, even with
Christ in the boat. Their fainting hearts cried, “Master, carest Thou not that
we perish?” They had lost confidence. Why? When Jesus, awakened by
their cry, met their fearful hearts, His first words were, “Why are ye so
fearful ; how is it that ye have no faith?’ They lost their confidence for the
lack of faith. They had not comprehended Christ.

God is deeply concerned with the development of our faith as well as with
the imparting of IHis faith. The father of the demoniac came to the Master
with the seeds of doubt sown in his mind because of the failure of the disciples
to heal his son; and yet the first thing! that Christ did in the matter was to say
to this fearful, doubting heart, “If thou canst believe.” What a mighty chal-
lenge! How could he believe! He had just had his confidence wrecked; and
yet he is asked to believe! God sometimes has to permit a desperate situation
to arise in our lives; the utterly impossible to confront us with seemingly un-
conquerable opposition, until we feel that everything is lost. Then in the
face of our despair He cries to our troubled heart, “Believest thou that I
am able to do this?” “If thou canst believe, all things are possible.” Un-
doubtedly the desperateness of the need and the Lord’s challenge to believe,
combined to stir the father to put forth an effort, however feeble, to believe—
“Lord, T believe; help Thou mine unbelief.” 1In the very putting forth of
that effort, faith grew, and the channels of his heart were opened for the
impartation from the Lord of a new impulse of faith. The son was healed;
healed because the father dared to accept the challenge of the Lord Jesus
Christ, dared to look beyond the weakness of the disciples, dared to move out
upon God alone.

Faith grows stronger as it is continually exercised. Abraham staggered not
at the promise of God through unbelief . . . being fully persuaded that what
He had promised He was able also to perform.” Abraham was kept waiting
twenty-five years, but the very waiting was a means of strength to him. God
had promised him Isaac. After the birth of Ishmael he made an error through
an honest effort to assist God in fulfilling God’s promise; but the disillusion-
ment that must have come to his heart when he discivered his error, did not
shake his assurance that what God had promised God was able to and would
do. Despite his own failure, he kept on believing that God had not failed;
and God says this very faith was set to his account as righteousness. When
the process of faith development was finished, God fulfilled the promise and
gave him Isaac. TFaith developed gives us confidence that all things with our
God are glorious possibilities.

EVANGELIZED IN THE WELL

“And they said, Believe on the Lord
Jesus.” John Z. Moore tells of a Ko-
rean Christian who could not get her
husband to join the church, He in-
variably answered to her pleadings,
“Eh, T will believe little by little,” a
common Korean phrase. One day this
man fell into the well. His wife threw
him a rope and proceeded to pull him
out a very little at a time and then

would rest. He became angry and
wanted to know why he was being
pulled out so slowly. She said, “I am
pulling you out little by little, and shall
continue to do so as this is the way
you have always said you would believe
in Christ.”

“And in those days, when the num-
ber of the disciples was multiplied,
there arose a murmuring of the Gre-
cians against the Hebrews, because
their widows were neglected in the
daily wministration. Then the twelve
called the wmultitude of the disciples
unto them, and said, It is not reason
that we should leave the word of God,
and serve tables. Wherefore, breth-
ren, look ye out among you seven men
of honest report, full of the Holy
Ghost and wisdom, whom we may ap-
point over this business. But we will
give ourselves continually to prayer,
and to the ministry of the word.”

Acts 6:1-4.

This remarkable portion of church
history is indeed illuminating and sug-
gestivee. When the number of the
disciples was multiplied the difficulties
of the apostles were increased.
Preachers are apt to feel that their
one great problem 1is getting the
crowd—and it is a problem. No small
part of the time and energy of minis-
ters is consumed in strenuous endeavor
to obtain a hearing. The good news of
Christ is for all the world, and it is not
the part of wisdom to be satisfied with
a small crowd, when by diligent effort
one may enlarge his sphere of useful-
ness. However, the text may serve
to remind us that there are many trou-
bles that can come to preachers other
than that of enlarging their congrega-
tions.

When the number of the disciples
was multiplied the situation became
more complex and not so easily man-
aged. Some of the folk began to
grumble and complain, and this time it
happened to be the women. Certain
women had been neglected, or thought
they had, and they were not slow
(they seldom are) in airing their griev-
ance, When this complaint reached
the ears of the apostles they immedi-
ately took steps to rid themselves of
responsibility . for work which others
could do as well, in order that they
might give themselves continually to
prayer and to the ministry of the

Dividing Responsibility

Word. The wisdom of this choice is
too apparent to require comment. [t
indicates that this company of believ-
ers was blessed with wise leaders who
themselves were being led by the Holy
Spirit.

Preachers are called not only to work
for God, but to inspire and assist others
in doing the same. It is not enough to
Jlabor faithfully for the people; we
must learn to work with them. Some-
times it requires more wisdom and ef-
fort to get others to work than it does
to do the work ; and for that reason we
find some who attempt to carry the
entire load. But this is a serious er-
ror. In the first place it deprives con-
verts, blessed with gifts and latent
possibilities, of normal growth toward
maturity. No one can prosper as a
Christian worker who is denied alto-
gether the exquisite joy and pressing
burden of responsibility. In the sec-
ond place, the preacher who attempts
to do everything will not succeed in
doing anything well. It is therefore
a part of our business to locate men
and women to whom responsibility may
be delegated, and assist them into the
service of the multitude,

This text marks the beginning of
church machinery. The precedent was
set by the apostles of our Lord in the
sarly dawn of church history; and its
uses and abuses, since that memorable
day, have been legion. This first at-
tempt to divide responsibility and in-
troduce system in handling intricate
and pressing details, was occasioned
by the growth and prosperity of the
church. When necessity was laid upon
them the apostles rose to the occasion
and arranged for such order and sys-
tem as was necessary to carry on with
safety and efficiency.

Here I would pause long enough to
say that this same thing was true in
the beginning of this latter-day Pente-
costal revival. There was little system
or co-ordination in the work and but
little need for it when the movement
was in its infancy; but the great in-
crease along all lines, through the bless-
ing of God, made some general sys-
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tem and order imperative. Herein lies
the reason for the voluntary co-opera-
tive fellowship known as the General
Council of the Assemblies of God.

[ am convinced that the apostles
were not moved by any desire to make
life easier for themselves, or from any
peevish reaction to criticism; but they
were acting upon a principle. The ex-
igency of the work itself demanded
that they find men and appoint them
over this business. No doubt in that
splendid company of believers there
were many men qualified and willing
for this work. But be it observed that
none of those good men ever intimated
that the Holy Spirit had ordained them
to this place. In these last perilous
days some ultra-spiritual ones have
come to frown upon what they term
human appointments, or ordination, in-
sisting that they received theirs direct
from the Lord. But such spirituality
( 7) was unknown in the early church.

“Look ye out among you seven men.”
The number of the disciples was no
doubt several thousand at this time, for
a mighty revival was on and believers
were the more added to the Lord, mul-
titudes hoth of men and women. Yet
the apostles asked for an official board
consisting of only seven men. It seems
so ditheult to keep a proper balance
relative to such matters. Some well-
meaning but misguided souls insist
upon no order at all. They make a
form of refusing to recognize form,
while others swing to the other ex-
treme and introduce complicated and
unnecessary machinery. For instance,
I visited a church not long ago having
little more than one hundred mem-
bers, which had an official board of
more than thirty—all the men of the
church, with a few exceptions, Such
an arrangement 1s inconsistent and un-
warranted, and instead of helping to
lighten the pastor’s load may serve ma-
terially to increase it.

“Men of honest report.” It must
not be assumed that most any man
may be trusted with offical responsi-
hility in the church. Such men should
not only be honest, but of honest re-
port; that is, men whose lives have
consistently manifested the principle of
honesty and integrity. Here is what
the dictionary has to say of the word
honest: “Held in honor or respect;
worthy of honor; characterized by
fairness and straightforwardness in
conduct, thought, speech, etc.; upright,
just, equitable, trustworthy, truthful,
sincere, real, faithful ; free from fraud,
guile or duplicity.”” The church of
Jesus Christ cannot prosper without
this sterling quality in its membership,
and especially in its leadership. We
should not be swept off our feet by
glittering, obtrusive qualities, where

Was
there any time he ever had failed ?
No, he was her son, he could not
fail. Was it not true he had even
spoken words of a kindness and
of a depth that few understood,
but which her mother-heart had
caught and held and pondered?
for Mary pondered the sayings of
Jesus her son, and cherished them
with the passing of the years.

All  through the torturous
hours of the trial she prayed—
hoping, believing, pleading, wait-
ing. Surely he must vindicate
himself. Why didn’t he defend
himself 7 Her son was not guilty
of those awful charges. What is
the matter with Peter? Why
doesn’t Peter rise up to his de-
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fense? He said he loved him.
‘Where was Nicodemus? Why 27-29.
didn't he speak for him? Or

Joseph of Arimathea? Surely these
influential men could do something.
Not one of them was there. The weight
of the thought of her son suffering
thus alone must have well nigh crush-
ed her mother-heart. Mary was a
mother. Close study of the life of
Mary would show her to have been
all that God or man expects a mother
to be.

The trial over, the long march to
the place of the skull was begun. Her
son was laden to the breaking point of
his physical strength with the heavy
cross.  Gladly would she have carried

Tt was the supreme
hour of the testing of the Son of God,
but into the same crucible, with the
same fires of testing, another life was
plunged, to suffer the pain, the agony,
the torture of it all. Not in the physical
sense of suffering, but in that deeper
sense—the suffering of the heart.

At the foot of the cross, clinging
close to its rough-hewn base, a broken-
hearted woman wrestled in agony of
soul. Every taunt from the jeering
mob, aimed at the Man of Galilee,
was a knife thrust through her own
heart. Lines of grief and suffering
furrowed her pallid face. Why should
she suffer thus? Why should she add
to the tragedy of Calvary? Why? Be-
cause she was a mother. Whatever
He was Himself, or had claimed be-
fore others to be, the Man dying
in unthinkable shame upon the
cross above her, was her own son.
Were it possible, she would have
gladly exchanged places with him.
That desire could not be granted
so she did the only thing left for
a mother to do; she stood while
others fled, a mother to the end.

Perhaps nowhere in the annals
of human history can you find a
more touching or glorious tribute
to the courage and dignity of
motherhood than in the simple
but sublime statement of our
text, “Now there stood by the
cross of Jesus, His mother.”
There could be no other place for
her. Mary was a mother, a true
mother, and a mother is always
where she is needed the most. She
was needed now; her son was
suffering. All the power of moth-
er love rooted her to the cross,
nor could aught have moved her
from her station.

Next to the love of God there
is nothing so wonderful as the
love of a true mother. Mother!
The very name has charm! But
what a burlesque on the sacred-
ness of motherhood is the atti-
tude of a great many modern
married women. To this class
children are in the way, unwant-
ed. If children are born at all
in such homes it is merely the
unwelcome result of unbridled passion.
There is no looking forward to the joy,
the g¢lory, the dignity of parenthood.
Such an attitude is mean and selfish and
far from the true thought and purpose
of God. “Lo, children are an heritage
of the Lord, and the fruit of the womb
is His reward.” Psalm 127 :3.

True motherhood is the most unself-

ish thing in all the world. The
price of motherhood is travail. The

joy of motherhood is the giving of life.

The glory of womanhood is mother

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The Ministry and Evangelism

In the forefront of all we have to
say on this subject, let us place the
great illuminating text found in Paul’s
Letter to the Ephesians.

“And He gave some, apostles; and
some, prophets; and some, evangelists;
and some, pastors and teachers; for the
perfecting of the saints, for the work
of munistry, for the ufrfvma,' m‘ the
body of Christ; till we all come in the
unity of the faith, and of the knowl-
edge of the Son of God, unto a perfect

man, unto the measure of the stature
of the fullness of Christ” Eph.
4:11-13.

The ministry in all of its variety of
service is the lone gift of the ascend-
ing Christ to His prle on earth. Eph.

4:8, Ttis His 1!10\1%1()11 for the propa-
g'ltmn of the gospel, the planting and
developing of the church, and the edi-
filng and perfecting of individual be-
lievers.

1. He gave some to be apostles.
The Lord Himself chose the Twelve,
and named them apostles. Luke 6:13.
This word is derived from the Greek,
as the word mussionary is from the
Latin, both meaning one sent forth.
John 20:21. They were chosen, taught
empowered, and sent forth by the Lord
Himself. At Pentecost they received
an enduement of the Spirit to qualify
them to be witnesses to the resurrec-
tion of Christ. John 15:27 ; Acts 1:21,
22. Paul saw the Lord and talked with
Him and became one of the chief wit-
nesses to His resurrection, and he la-
bored more abundantly than the rest.
1 Cor. 15:8-10.

So essential to the planting of the
Christian church were the apostles that
the church is said to be founded on the
apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ
Himself being the chief corner stone.
Eph. 2:20. In the foundation stones
of the heavenly Jerusalem—typical of
the church of God—John saw “the
names of the twelve apostles of the
Lamb.” Rev, 21:14. And these twelve
were promised the honor of “sitting on
the twelve thrones, judging Israel.”
Matt. 19:28. The apostles ranked first
in the ministry. Eph. 4:11.

2. He gave some to be prophets.
Another order associated with the
apostles in the foundling of the church
were the New Testament prophets.
Read again Eph. 2:20. That some
New Testament churches had prophets
is specifically declared. Acts 18:1.
That they foretold future events is also
certain. Acts 21:10-13. The prophet
was next in rank to the apostle. Eph.
4:11; 1 Gor. 12:29, The prophetic

gift appears to have been lost for many
centuries, but is being restored in our
times. It is not to cease till “that which
is perfect” is come. 1 Cor. 13:8-10.
Paul puts the gift of prophecy above
the gift of tongues (1 Cor. 14:5) and
exhorts us not to despise prophesyings.
1" Ehesss Gl

3. He gave some to be evangelists.
The New Testament evangelist was a
missionary who carried the good tid-
ings—the evangel—to those who had
never heard the great message of God’s
redeeming love. We still have a few
“sod-breakers” as they have been called
in our times, but most of the “evangel-
ists” go from assembly to assembly.
Not many feel able to cope with the
problems of opening up new fields. The
work is not easy but it can be done
and must be done if we are to obey our
Lord's commands. Mark 16:15; Matt.
28:19,20. The work of opening new
fields at home is usually much easier
than opening up new mission stations
abroad. The method of Philip as seen
in the Samaritan revival (Acts 8) is
still the most effective way. The Sa-
maritan revival can be duplicated if
Philip can be reproduced. Christ’s
method of evangelization, as followed
by Himself (Matt 4:23), and given to
the Twelve (Matt. 18), the Seventy
(Luke 10), and to the whole church
(Mark 16:15-18) has never been sup-
erseded and is the most effective ever
known. It consists of three elements

teaching, preaching, and healing.
Matt. 9:35.

In the beginning of the Pentecostal
movement, every minister was an evan-
gelist or missionary. There were no
assemblies to call them as pastors. The
evangelists suffered much for the priv-
ilege of telling the glad tidings, but
they were rewarded by seeing one
mighty revival after another. We
need to have the fires of evangelism
kindled anew in our hearts. GO(I grant
that it may burst into flame, as it did
following the first persecution in Je-
rusalem. Acts 8:1-4.

4. FHe gave some to be pastors and
teachers. The pastor is to take over
and foster and complete the work of
the evangelist. The evangelist gives
out the message and gathers a flock.
His duties call him away. The pastor
takes charge of the flock and tenderly
cares for it, thus supplementing the
work of the evangelist. The word
“pastor” is the Latin word for shep-
herd, the correct translation of the
Greek word. In Heb. 13:20 it is ap-
plied to our Lord as the great Shep-

herd or Pastor. In 1 Pet. 2:25 He is
called “the Shepherd and Bishep of our
souls.” In 1 Pet. 5:4 Jesus is called
the chief Shepherd or Pastor. The
whole text is so significant that we can-
not forbear quoting it. “The elders
which are among you I exhort, who
am also an elder and a witness of the
suffering of Christ, and also a partaker
of the glory, that shall be revealed:
feed (shepherd) the flock of God which
is among you, taking the oversight
(the superintendence, bishopric) there-
of, not by constraint, but willingly ; not
for filthy lucre (base wages), but of a
ready mind; neither as being lords
(like the modern hierarch) over God's
heritage, but being ensamples (exam-
ples) to the flock. And when the
Chief Shepherd shall appear, ye shall
receive a crown of glory that fadeth
not away.” 2 Pet. 5:1-4.

The word “pastor” is synonmous
with the word “bishop,” and “overseer
or superintendent,” In some New
Testament churches there were sever-
al overseers or bhishops. See Acts
20:28. The word translated owverseer
is the same elsewhere rendered bishop.
Luke identifies these overseers with
“the elders of the church.” Acts 20:17.
See also Titus 1:5,7. The qualifica-
tions specified for bishops in 1 Tim.
3:1-7 and Titus 1:5-7 are the qualifi-
cations essential to pastors. Among

these necessary qualifications is “apt-
ness or fitness to teach.” 1 Tim. 3:2,
Jesus preached with great power, but

He gave more time to teaching than
to prL.uhmg. The disciples were really
learners or students in the school of
Jesus. They were commanded to go
and teach (make disciples of) all na-
tions. Matt. 28:19. The first converts
“continued steadfastly in the apostles’
doctrine” (tuu hing ).  Paul continued

in Corinth “a year and six months,
teaching the word of God.” Acts
18:11. At Ephesus he taught “publicly

and from house to house.” Acts 20:20.
ITe calls himgelf a “teacher of the Gen-
Hles M T 2a7

There is a crying need of pastors
who are “apt to teach.” Our assem-
blies need to be fed the solid meat of
the Word (Heb. 5:12 to 6:3), or they
will remain in perpetual childhood :

That we henceforth be no more chil-
dren, tossed to and fro, aend carried
about with every wind of doctrine, by
the sleight of men and cunning crafti-
ness, whereby they lie in wail to de-
ceive; but speaking the truth in love,
mtay grow wup into Him in all things,
which is the head, even Christ. Eph,
4:14,15.

The children of God should not con-
tend for their rights, except at the
throne of grace—The Silent Evangel-
ist.
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A Spiritual Language to the Father of Spirits

“He that speaketh in an unknown
tongue speaketh not unto men, but un-
to God.” Then do you mean to say
that no one is able to speak to God
unless he speaks in tongues? We say
nothing. The Word says there is pray-
ing in the understanding, and praying
in the Spirit. Paul says, “I will pray
with the spirit, and I will pray with
the understanding also.” There is also
a communion of the Holy Spirit. But
here it clearly states in the Word that
he who speaks in an unknown tonguc,
his conversation is not earthward but
heavenward, not to men but to God.

You say, “I don’t understand it
You are not meant to. But you are
meant to experience it. People cannot
understand salvation  They can ex-
perience it, and they won't fully know
what salvation means until they hear
that song—Now is come salvation,
and strength, and the kingdom ot
our God.”

Speaks unto God! Converses! Not
in thought, not in mind, but in actual
voice. The God-given language. The
God-inspired tongue speaks to God
Himself and He listens.

What about all the saints who have
gone before who have not had this
gift, mighty saints, mighty men of
God? If they were nughty saints.
mighty men of God, God made them
mighty, and they knew God who made
them mighty. That in itself was their
reward. Your question in no wise nul-
lifies the statement that he that speak-
eth in an unknown tongue speaks to
God. “But,” you say, “I don’t like to
hear it. It is a jabber, it is a bab-
bling. I don’t understand it.”

Nor do the matter-of-fact, old-fash-
ioned, stereotyped bachelors understand
the prattling of the babe. Ask the fa-
ther what he thinks of his first born’s
prattle. He will close the Victrola door
and open the nursery door in prefer-
ence. Caruso takes a back seat, and
the baby takes the front seat.

By and by the baby grows older and
can converse with its father. There are
babes in the spiritual, ves, and in their
experience of the Baptism in the Spir-
it; and there are those who by exer-
cise have become strong.

Speaks unto God! Argue against
it, underrate it, explain it away, villi-
fy it, say it is from below, criticize
the class who have the experience, and
empty the dictionary of abusive adjec-
tives, and yet the inspired Word of
God still holds good: “He that speak-
eth in an unknown tongue speaketh not
unto men, but unto God.” Sin broke

the converse between God and Adam.
God came down in the cool of the
evening to speak with Adam. Adam
had hid. But the last Adam restored
the communication, the conversation.
He said, “I thank Thee that Thou hast
heard Me, and I knew that Thou hear-
est Me always”; and He it was who
also said that believers should speak
in new tongues. The new creation en-
titles you to the new tongue. And the
Holy Spirit supplies the need.

Speaks to God! Converses! What
on? Mysteries. Sacred secrets. He
takes the man, the child of God, into
the holy of holies. “And there T will
meet with thee, and T will commune
with thee from above the mercy seat.”
Exodus 25:22. Sacred secrets, mys-
terious things, concerning the kingdom.

This gift brings the soul so near to
God that he is made a confidant of,
though the natural of the man may
not understand. A spiritual language
to the Father of spirits, inspired by the
Spirit, pertaining to the things in the
spirit world. No wonder the apostle
was inspired to write the words, “For-
bid not to speak with tongues.” 1 Cor,
14:39,

Every soul that forbids another
speaking in tongues is going contrary
to the Word of God and will suffer
accordingly for breaking God's com-
mand. Those who knew the Lord’s
will and did it not will be beaten with
many stripes, and those who knew it
not and did it not will be beaten with
few stripes.

Don't be a candidate for the many
stripes by forbidding to speak with
tongues, but rather drop the resistance
to His blessed plan and will and seek
to be brought by the Spirit into that
secrét place where you can SPEAk to
God of mysteries, of sacred secrets.
Amen.

rugged honesty is not also apparent.

“Full of the Holy Spirit.” The apos-
tolic standard here enunciated runs
counter to men’s idea of running a
church. Subsequent history will show
that choice of leadership among carnal
believers has usually been made from
among those with money, business
acumen, and social standing, while
spiritual qualifications have rarely been
insisted upon. I trust the time will
never come when this movement, raised
up of God to emphasize the supernat-
ural, will attempt to get along in any
deyartment of church work without the
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Holy Spirit. We need Him at all
times and in every thing; whatever
other qualifications men may have, here
is one that cannot safely be dispensed
with. Deacons and other leaders in
church work may have money and so-
cial influence. These things may be
turned to account when there is true
humility and consecration. But if we
are to build according to the pattern,
they must be filled with the Spirit and
living with the divine touch upon them

“Filled with wisdom.” To be filled
with the Spirit does not necessarily
qualify a man to be a leader in the
church. A lot of folk have the Holy
Spirit who are short on wisdom. Our
people have made great blunders by as-
suming that any man who is spiritual
is qualified for office in the church.
Such is not the case. This work re-
quires men with hot hearts and level
heads; men with Spirit-energized emo-
tions and Spirit-taught intellects, Some
churches have failed of their purpose
through a lack of fire, while others
have ceased to be a power for right-
eousness in the community because of
wildfire; and this latter condition may
be traced to a lack of mental poise and
balanced judgment on the part of the
leadership.

In conclusion, I would remark that
while God’s standard is high, it does
not demand perfection. The church is
on its way to perfection but she has not
yet arrived. Preachers should know
themselves sufficiently to make due al-
lowances for others. But the apostolic
picture is here before us, and we may
well ponder the character of men with
whom the apostles were willing to di-
vide responsibility. The church was
not told to look for men, not even for
saved men, but for a certain type of
Christian men. Here again is the
formula, and it is a splendid combina-
tion—Christian character, spirituality.
and sound judgment.

But
it was not the hat, which was not worn
in Paul's day, but the veil which was
worn by the women, that is referred to
in 1 Cor. 11:5. Paul would have the
women to know that Christian liberty
did not give them license to throw off
those restraints which attended mod-
esty. To quote from Dr. Adam Clarke,
“It was a custom both among the
Greeks and Romans, and among the
Jews an expressed law, that no wom-
an should be seen abroad without a
veil, and if a woman should appear in
public without a veil, she would dis-
honor her head—her husband. And
she must appear like to those women
who had their hair shorn off as the
punishment of whoredom, or adultery.
Propriety and decency of conduct are
the points which the apostle seems to
have more especially in view, as a
woman® who dresses loosely, or fan-
tastically, even in the present day, is
considered a disgrace to her husband,
because suspected of being not verv
sound in her morals.”

Romans 13:8 calls for careful, hon-
est living. It is both un-Scriptural and
unwise for one to involve himself in
debts with nothing with which to meet
them. Some most excellent saints are
in debt, feeling that they were forced
into it. While I do not believe it re-
fers necessarily to one’s having a mort-
gage on one’s property, yet one should
be very careful before placing a mort-
gage. As Christians, all of our busi-
ness dealings should be very carefully
conducted. There is also a deeper
meaning to this verse, and perhaps the
meaning more in mind when Paul was
writing. In earlier verses Paul was
showing the duties which Christians
owe to civil governments. He now
proceeds to show the duties which we
owe to each other which he sums up
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in mutual love. We ever owe a debt
of love to all men. Let us by loving
continue to make payments on this
debt.

A TRUE BEAR STORY

Speaking of law and the enforce-
ment of discipline in Yellowstone Park,
1 heard the story of a bear there which
[ consider exceedingly important, not
only as a comment on the discipline of
the park, but as a moral lesson to
parents in domestic obedience. The
story is literally true. Mr. Kipling
says, “The law of the jungle is—obey.”
This also seems to be the law of Yel-
lowstone Park. There is a lunch sta-
tion at the upper basin, near Old Faith-
ful, kept by a very intelligent and in-
genious man. He got acquainted last
year with a she bear, who used to come
to his house every day and walk into
the kitchen for herself and her two
cubs. The cubs never came close to
the house, but remained at the edge ot
the woods. The keeper got on very
intimate terms with the bear, who was
always civil and well-behaved and
would take food from his hand with-
out taking the hand.

One day toward sunset the bear
came to the kitchen, and, having re-
ceived her portion, she went out of the
back door to carry it to her cubs. To
her surprise and anger, the cubs were
there at the door waiting for her. She
laid down the food, rushed at her in-
fants, gave them a rousing spanking.
“She did not cuff them; she spanked
them,” and then drove them back into
the woods, cuffing them and knocking
them at every step. When she reach-
ed the spot where she had told them to
wait, she left them there and returned
to the kitchen for two whole hours,
making the disobedient children wait
for their food, simply to discipline
them and teach them obedience.

The explanation is very natural
When the bear leaves her young in a
particular place and goes away in search
of food for them, if they stray away
in her absence, she has great difficulty
in finding them. The mother knew that
the safety of her cubs and her own
peace of mind depended upon strict
discipline in the family.

I am having a most wonderful time visit-
ing the mission field and surely do praise
the dear Lord for the privilege that is mine.
After leaving America we stopped just one
day in Honolulu and then on to Japan. We
were one day at Yokohama from whence
I ran over to Tokio but was not there
long enough to meet Brother and Sister C.
F. Juergensen, for which I was very sorry.
However, when we reached Kobe, I was met
by Sisters Marie Juergensen, Jessie Weng-
ler and Miss Gale, and how grateful to the
Lord I was to see them. 1 think T should
have been a little bit afraid to have left
that ship all alone in a foreign land, and
yvet I am never alone for He has been with
me every step of the way. Praise His
name !

When on board ship every one is asked
to contribute something for the entertain-
ment of the other passengers, so that 1 gave
my stereopticon illustrated talk on the Holy
Land and Egypt which was very well re-
ceived and I took opportunity to pack into
my talk as much Bible as possible. After
leaving the steamer and passing through the
customs I went in company with the mis-
sionaries on a visit to the orphanage where
Sister Marie Juergensen gave a talk to the
children and I had a good time although
I did not understand one word said. There
is an unuttered language that spells fellow-
ship in the Spirit which is after all better
than words and that T understood. 1t was
bitterly cold and T did not get warm until
I was in bed, which, by the way, was heated
with a hot-water bottle under what seemed
like a matress on top of me as well as
underneath. I spent two weeks in Kobe
visiting shrines, temples, shops, markets,
missions, and other places of interest. It
was all of interest to me. Miss Wengler and
Miss Gale took turns in showing me around.
I gave my illustrated talk on the Holy Land
in Dr. Meyer’s church, to the pupils of the
Canadian college near by, and also to the
Japanese Congregation of a Holiness church,
The pastor interpreted, and oh, how the
Lord did bless in the last place, and how
those people did have the very shine of the
Spirit on their faces. As they opened the
service they sang a hymn that had the word
Hallelujah in it and I knew that word and
I told them the Holy Spirit was all over
the world gathering out a people from every
nation and tongue and tribe and aiter a
while we shall all meet in the glory with
Him and there will be one word we shall
all know which expresses the highest praise
to Him—“Hallelujah”—and what a shout
went up as we all said it together. I did
not see any nicer-looking or cleaner children
in all Japan than I saw at Miss Straub’s
orphanage. She is being ably assisted by
Jessie Wengler and Miss Gale who are tak-
ing her place while on furlough. Miss Gale

is so splendid in her devotion and helpful-

ness to the children. But oh, how they
need larger and better and more comfortable
buildings. Bitter cold and only paper parti-

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keep it out—it's in. But it was wonderful
to be a part of it all—whether cold or warm
—for a short time. I had a bath in a
Japanese bath tub—vou know they all get
into the same tub one after the other. May-
be I'm not a good missionary, but I did
have a sneaking desire to be the first one
in that tub and I was, and never enjoyed a
bath more than that one. But the day came
when I had to leave the clatter, clatter, clat-
ter, and pat, pat, pat of the wooden shoes
on the stone walks and the bahies on moth-
ers’ backs and all these interesting little
people running hither and thither on Jin-
rikishas and tram cars and take the Presi-
deitt Polk for Shanghai after saying a re-
luctant farewell to it all. Miss Wengler,
Miss Gale, Mrs. Taylor and others came
to bid me good-bye. It was bitter cold and
they leit the dock long before we sailed that
night.

CHINA

As we drew near to Shanghai we were
impressed witl the large numbers of little
boats — houseboats — where whole families
live. All kinds of fishing smacks with
queer sails and strange oars which they work
in a way so unlike anything I had before
seen. How they endure the cold out on those
little boats I do not know. Miss Mayo
met me as [ was ready to leave and [ surely
was glad to see her. We had to go on
a launch to the customs jetty and then to
dear Miss Jewell's where we received a very
warm welcome. What a very wonderiul
work in China the four sisters, the Misses
Jewell, have done in helping to start the
Door of Hope through which thousands of
girls have passed. They have come under
Christian influences after having been sold
by their own parents to live lives of shame
and have been rescued and given to the care
of this refuge by the courts and later have
gone out to build Christian homes and live
Christian lives. And then there is the home
for people passing through that Miss Martha
Jewell has here which is so restful, so com-
fortable, and withal in it there is such beau-
tiful fellowship in the Spirit. The house was
full of missionaries, many to leave the next
day. They wanted to see pictures of Pales-
tine, so we had pictures that night. Sunday
was Chinese New Year celebration and the
streets are full of people in gala attire and
decorations—everywhere lanterns and fire-
crackers, Punch and Judy shows, acrobats
and everybody doing some stunt, brass bands
and weird music all very strange to our un-
accustomed ears. We went to Miss Emma
Daechert's mission and 1 spoke through an
interpreter. The doors wide open and very
cold, no fire anywhere. However, there was
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a real spirit of praver on the people and I
was impressed with their earnestness. I
went with Miss Jewell on Monday and gave
my tallk on views in the Holy Land to sev-
eral hundred girls in the refuge. On Tues-
day we gave the talk to the Door of Hope
girls. Had dinner first with the teachers,
a number of consecrated women, who labor
so faithfully and are doing such splendid
work. Many of the girls seem very bright
and intelligent and responsive. We gave
pictures and had tea with Mr. and Mrs.
Young of the Turner Mission. They have
a beautifully clean and attractive assembly
room, and were enthusiastic over the pic-
tures. [ also gave them at the place of the
Misses Kohn and Daechert. The Chinese
have wondered whether there is such a place
as Jerusalem and when they see pictures of
the real place and meet one that has ac-
tually been there, it is a real revelation
to them and God's Word becomes mare real
to them. 1 was glad to go with a nurse,
Miss Hawkinson, from one of the other de-
nominations who was returning to her hospi-
tal at Ningpo, since I wished to visit Mrs.
Nichols' work. An all-night trip up, one
day there, and Mrs. Nichols came back with
me. 1 was glad to see the splendid school
and home and dormitories and chapel, be-

“ing built, all under one roof, and a campus

for the playground. I talked to the chil-
dren and workers for a time and we all
had real blessing. Miss Bloom is there and
being made a real help and blessing to the
home. Children love her and she loves them.

We reached Hongkong where I met
Brethren Phillips and Kelley. 1 wonder if
I ever shall get home as I just want to
stay every place I stop. I have promised
myself that this is my last long trip but
the more 1 see the more I am not sure but
that I may come back. Oh, how I wish I
were twenty years vounger, but if the Lord
can't get young men and women He may
send old women like me. Wha knows?

God did
not allow His servant's faithfulness to the
affairs of the kingdom to hinder his chance
for getting the position since the plantation
owner returned and again made his proposi-
tion which the brother this time accepted.

In less than half an hour after our
arrival the house was full and many were
standing outside. My helper and I were
very tired, but when we saw these hungry
souls and heard their testimonies we were
inspired afresh to minister to them.

The next day we went out visiting from
house to house and not knowing any of
the people we unwittingly dropped in on a
fellow whom we later found out to be the
liquor dealer of the district. He said ev-
erything he could to contradict the truth
we gave out and while I prayed my helper,
Brother Pancito Hernandez talked., In the
natural we might have been endangering our
lives since this man at first thought we were
really after hootleggers. THowever, we
praise God that He worked in the man’s
heart, and he and his companions came to
the night service, and when the altar call
was given they, together with a number of
others, held up their hands for prayer.

When we were preparing to leave the
place one of the town officials came and
asked us to visit them again. We hope that
a meeting place may soon be arranged for
the little company of believers there. The
testimony of one of the converts is typical
of the rest. He was at one time a spirit-
ualist and a dealer in black magic. He
says, “I am free and happy now and am not
in constant fear of the power of Satan.”

God has been with us this past year in
a wonderful way and our hearts rejoice as
we look back and see what great things the
Lord has done for us and for our people.
We had three wonderful revivals last year.
Seventy-six were baptized in water and
seventy-eight were baptized in the Holy
Ghost. Many found the Lord in a real way
and lives have been transformed. Four of
our boys are in Bible school preparing for
the ministry and one boy whom we sent
to Bible school for two years is now in
the work with us and striving earnestly
to win souls for Jesus. We visited his sta-
tion a short time ago and were delighted
with the way he has taken hold of the work.
His wife received her Baptism during one
of the meetings, and she was anxious to do
something for the Lord so he opened up
a little school for her. She has some twen-
ty children and each morning she teaches
them from the Bible and has prayers with
them and on Sunday they have a little Sun-
day school at which some thirty people at-
tend.

We were short of funas at Christmas
time and were not able to do much for our
people but we asked God to make it up in
spiritual blessing and He did. Sister Beach
came Christmas day with fifteen of her
people to attend the meetings and we had a
prayer meeting in the drawing room that
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night and one of the young women received
the Baptism with the Spirit. God put His
seal on the very first meeting in this way.
How earnestly the wemen sought God and,
after praying day and night, nineteen re-
ceived the Baptism. Eight were Miss Beach's
girls and the others our own. We called
home nine of our school girls who are at-
tending other schools. We felt we could
not afford to send for them but were anxious
to have them 1n the meetings to seek God,
so felt we should call them and sacrifice
in some other way to pay railway fares.
Five of these received the Baptism and two
others had received before, so we were re-
paid for calling them home. We can never
praise God enough for all He has done for
our people.

These particular two are
for sale as slaves and may be purchased for
$5 each but nobody wants them.

“I make a practice of visiting the prisons

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where men are dying every day for lack
of care and proper food. Sickness, suffer-
ing and death are on every side. Pray for
this needy country.”

SAVED BY HIS GRACE

Sister Edna Dobbins writes from Liberia:
“It is somewhat sad news we must give
at this time concerning little Semika Joe.
He had been sick ever since the first of
December, starting with dysentery. He got
better for a little time and then grew worse
and we discovered he had worms. We cared
for him for that and he would get better
then worse again. Somehow we couldn't
bear to see him go. We had no assurance
that he was saved. As we would pray Miss
Martin would say, ‘O Lord, I just can't
stand to see him taken. He got better and
was well enough to walk about the vard
a little. As we had a number sick we had
fixed up the little room over the shop for
them, since we found it so much better than
trying to care for them in the boys' house.

WONDERFULLY SAVED AND
HEALED
‘When I was ten years old I ran away
from home, leaving my godly, praying moth-
er begging me not to go. I entered at once
upon a life of crime. 1 lived a life of
violence, robbing banks, robbing trains, and
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life of a des-
time I was often

living generally the violent
perado., During this
hunted and shot at. I had many fights and
desperate encounters. 1 have been killed,
as it was supposed, and left for dead nine
times. But my mother's prayers prevailed
and I am still alive. Finally, with three
ribs cut in two in a fight, by a knife; with
my throat gashed so that three stitches had
to be taken in it; with my shoulders both
broken; with eight bullets still in my body,
and bearing the marks of many less vital
injuries, I changed my way of living. No
one of those living around me (except dis-
creet and trusted friends), knew my past,
and as a supposedly decent man, I married.

After five years of married life, through

remarkable providences of God for which
I praise Him, I was induced to attend a
revival meeting. When I went to that

meeting I had a constant hurting in my
side, my shoulders pained me so that I could
sleep but little, my voice was so weak and
husky that I could not be heard across the
street, and my right knee was so irritated
by the bullet lodged in it that I had to limp
along on my toes.

When the altar call was given I shoul-
dered my way through the crowd, kicking
chairs right and left, rushing to the altar.
On the way to the altar all the sins of my
life came before me, and they were all for-
given. My voice was restored so that it was
not only strong but was a poweriul voice.
My knee was healed and I walked freely on
my right foot just as if no injury had ever
been received. This all took place on my
way to the altar so that when 1 arrived
there I was saved and entirely healed.

But I fought the receiving of the Holy
Ghost Baptism. The Lord bore with my
rebellion for about two years, when He
allowed me to be stricken down with double
pneumonia.  With this disease, I was vi-
olently sick for eleven days and nights. Fin-
ally I asked that prayer might be offered
for me that T might be healed and baptized
in the Spirit. The minister and the saints
came and prayed, but seemingly without re-
sult. [ was spitting blood, my cough was

dry and hard, and I suffered tremendously.

The latter half of the night I prayed in-
cessantly, Finally I called my wife to come
and get hold of God, telling her I could never
again endure what I had been through the
preceding night.  When she approached the
bed it seemed to me she brought God with
her. The power of God struck me and I
was under the power for about ten min-
utes. At the end of that time I was in
perfect health, but my night clothes were
could be made any wetter than they were.

My wife
gave me a sponge bath and clean clothes.
I didn't need any help to get into them. I
called for food. While my wife prepared
a good meal I sat at the dinner table read-
ing the Bible.

I have not been sick a minute since. That
was three years ago last February.

Ten days later I received a most won-
derful Baptism with the Holy Ghost which,
if I had space to relate the circumstances,
would seem as amazing to the readers as
were my conversion and my two healings.
So long as I stay entirely in the work of
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the Lord I am ‘in perfect condition, but
when I return, as I have a time or two
since 1 received my DBaptism, to secular
work, the old pains in my body and shoul-
ders return.

way, that God is pleased with my being in
the work of the Lord.
