Of C01\fse we arc f:uniliar with all 
the. stock tales. whieh are dished up 
:lg'alll a nd ag-am, dressed in various 
form s, of people who ha\'e gone mad.

house<; might admittedly be set ill bet­
tcr order: and we do not deny that 
lhere ha"e becn failures among 115.

As for the talcs, many of them 
shrin k down to a 1t1iserablv small foun· 
dation of truth when tracked to their 
sOllfce: ill a. g reat number of cases 
lhe foundation vanishes altogether. 
\Vhere there has heen an elcment of 
trllth. as in stories of people who wellt 
wrong, or went into lunatic asylums, 
etc.. the plain truth is that the folk 
were wrong o r would have gone wrong 
an)way, and their contact with the

attention on these, and refuses to grant 
dl1c weight to the oycrwhelming ma­
jority whose li,'cs arc daily hringing 
glory to rhe Redeemer. Failures 
withill Ihe Pentecostal movement are 
not failures of the movement; and 
once again we repeat. they give 110 

fair grol1nd for this ceaseless opposi­
tion. One or two speckled apples on 
a tree g ive no ground for rejecting 
the whole tree! 

\Vhy. then. is "Pentecost" opposed? 
\\'hat can be the reason for this cease­
le!'s attack tlfXJn a 1110Vel1lent fraught 
with ~o much good? Tt is an amazing 
situation which provokes serious 
thonght. for reasons there must be. 

Tf we now attempt an answer to 
this question. it is \vith the heart lift­
ed to God in earnest prayer for hmnil­
ity and grace: and the only sa fety in 
treading upon such delicate g round will 
he for the writer to willingly include 
himself in the searching suggestions 
which are now put forward. They

As individual believers or as a move­
ment. we can be strangely stirred to 
the depths of jealous anger if ally oth­
er belienr or movement testifies to, 
and plainly possesses, a fuller measure 
of spiritual bless ing than we ourselves. 
This is espcci:llly true, strange as it 
may appear, of those ",ho have genu­
inely experienced ri ch and deep bless­
ings from the Lord: and probably cx­
plains in large measure why some of 
the most spir itual movements of past 
decades arc among the fiercest oppo­
nents of "Pentecost." The last wave 
to break on the shore is, as it recedes, 
the ch ief opponent to the oncoming 
rush of the tide. Let us all beware. 

\Vc also fear that many a minister 
has OPJXlsed this Pentecostal revival

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principally IW('all"C he ha... 10:;[ some

It may mean loss 
of position, fricll(bhips. prestige. etc. 
The enelllY will busily mag-nif)' these 
thing-s, of COllf:'ie, and carefully blind 
tl'i if he can to the glorious a~scts that 
await. Those placed in this position 
lI1erit fuJI sYl1lpathy in the cross which 
"f\'I1H.'Cost" might mean for them. 
'\"('1. what about II i~ cross? 

The danger is that it is so uncon­
ccrncdly ('a:-.), fir:-.t of all to refuse to 
pay the price which "Pcntecost" de­
mands: and tl1('11 to turn around and 
fight it in order to still an accusing 
conscicnn'. \ V e wonder i { this ac­
counts for some of the opposition en­
cOlllltered from unc..xpected quarters. 

(c) /f'(' call oppos(' Illrollgll wllIe­
lief. The popular cry of this genera­
tion is that "these things are not for 
to-day." Tt is an <.'as)' escape {rom a 
challenge to really believe in a living 
Christ. \\'hell a movement holdly 
claims Ihat the I,ord JCSllS is still work­
ing with Ilis disciples, confirming His 
\\'ord with sig-n" following. it cuts clean 
acro:-s this C:1sy position and puts the 
responsihility Ilpon our!:ielyes (where 
it onght to he) instead of upon God. 
Unhdief mllst attack snch a movement 
in self-defense. 

(f) U'c rim orros(' through fear. 
There are ~OI11C who declare a readi­
ness to helie\'c that God will do these 
Ihings to-day. yet they very inconsist­
enth' maintain that the Pentecostal 
mO\;emcnt is "all of the dcvil." Such 
opponents usually wr ite and talk of 
nothing else but "counterfeits" and 
"dcreiving spirits," and seem to havc 
a far more exalted view of the power 
of Satan thall they havc of the r isen 
Ch r ist. They arc afraid of having 
anything to do with the supernatural in 
prc<;ent~day Christian experience lest 
it sholild prove wrong. They seelp to 
have an a ltogether morhid and exag­
g-erated fear of demon power. far re­
mO\'ed frolll the healthv watchfulness 
cnjoined in the New Testament. They 
see in the Pcntecostal 1110\,nent noth­
ing hut "grave danger," etc. Doubt­
less they would have felt at home with 
certain Irsaelitec; of old who would 
han kept the whole nation out of the 
Promised Land because there were 
some giants there! These fo lk should 
be huckling- 011 their armor to help. 
not to oppose.

The unreasonableness of all the op­
po<,ition to the PC'ntC<'o!>tal mOYCl11ent 
\\"ill impress one more and more. if 
only the whole thing is approached 
from an unprejudiced standpoint. \Vhy 
it should be sing-led Ollt for un remit­
ting- attack, while systems of down­
rig-ht evil tendencies . and practices 
which e\'erv true Christian should 
flame against, arc left almost unmo­
lested, is a mystery. Perhaps some of 
the rcason<; we have sl1g-ge~ted Illay 
help to expl;lin it. \Ve can only hope 
that thc unreasonableness of their 01'-

and sleep between clean sheet:->. And then 
to a meet ing where it was so crowded \Ve 
could hardly get in, ever)' available scat 
taken and some standing. And how they 
liMclled, and thc faster I 1;ll kc(\ the Illorc 
I wanted to stay in China, 1I0tw ithqanding 
the filth, odors, discomfort. and all the rest 
of it, either at $ain:1I11 or Fat SI1.1n with 
the three dear girls. But the next day we 
had to go on to Canton, where we were enter· 
taincd in the home of a Chine~e laily, Mrs. 
Chua, a dear good Christian woman \\·ho 
knows how so to trust and belic\'e God that 
the answer to her prayers of faith have been 
a remarkable testimony to her neighbors and 
chi ldren of the superllatural power of God, 
\Ve spent three happy days in that hOllle and 
had the JOY of speaki •• £, in the two missions 
that were crowded to the doors and clear 
out on the street. Se\'eral declared them­
sh'cs for Christ and said they wantcd to 
give their heart to God. 

I went to sec the property that :\[rs. Chee 
owns and which she will se11 for $10,000 
gold. The land is worth $10,000 and the 
buildings could be used as a broadcasting 
station for the radio that is available. Ilow 
wonderful the OPllOrtunity. China is awaken· 
ing. Thc autos arc here, the submarines I 
saw in the harbor, the aiq)lanes overhead, 
the radio is on the wa)". Oh, that Ilis won­
derful \Vonl could be bro.1dcast('d to the 
waiting millions of China. When I got back 
to Iiongkong I Jay awake one whole night 
looking to the Lo rd and wondering how His 
message could be wafted forth on radio 
wings. \Vho will rise to this wonderful 
opportunity.
