"F,\CTS TO P01\DER" 
Is it well, ahout the time an ofTering 

for foreign missions is to he taken, to 
say, "Charity hegins at home"? 

Is it spiritual and Christian economy 
to argue that until Ihc local work is 
well l'stahli~hcd it is folly to ask the 
church to givc for missions. especially 
for foreign 11li<;sions? 

Tn 1832 the Baptists of Indiana sep­
arated on mission and anti-mission 
lincs: each {Iivision numbering about 
3,OCO members. In 1852 twenty years 
later. tire anti-mission Baptists stilJ 
numhered about 3,OCO. whilc the mis­
sionary Baptists had increa!jed to 37,­
OOJ. 

In lR.16 the ';\ liami Baptist Associa­
tion oi Ohio divided on mission and 
anti-mission lines. N ineteen churches 
with 742 members cxcluded six church­
es with -~41 , for having the missionary 
spirit. 

In l AA8, fifty-two years later. the 
nineteen anti -1lli:;;sion churches had de­
creased to five (one has sincc dicd) the 
7-1-2 members hnd decreased to 151, 
and not onc o f these churches had as 
many mcmbers as in 1836. XOl only 
that. hilt not one had a sett led pastor 
nor preaching more than once a month . 
But thc six missionary churches. ex­
cluded fi fty-two ycars hefore. had in­
creased to sixty-fiye. were divided into 
two associations, and the 441 members 
had increased to 7,212. 

In 1840 the Baptists of North Caro­
lina separated on mission and anti­
mi ss ion lines. the missionary Baptists 
numhcring about 24,OCO and the an ti­
miss ionary. 12.000. Fifty years later, 
in 1890, thc ant i-miss ionary Baptists 
of thc sta tc were still ahout IZ.cX)O, 
but the miss ionary Baptists had in­
creased to 300,CXXl.

Oh, it is possihle to accomplish a mcas­
ure of sw.:ccs~ hy years of patient ap­
plicatio!!: hut. unless one is born with 
the n.'quisitc quality of soul. there will 
always be lacking that something for 
which no amount of training can com~ 
pCl~satc.

Christ is our perfect example in the 
proprr use of words. Indeed God 
anointed 11i111 as such. "poured grace 
into jJis lips.'1 T he 11 0ly Spirit rest­
ed on ] lim. J lis were not idle words. 
H i ... conversations werc not upon use­
less, ,·alueless subjects, hut always 
werc full of grace and truth, ac<oll1-
panied with mighty convincing power. 
J lis words cheered the down-hearted 
and faint, and brought light to the 
henighted. " \\'onderful words of life." 

One day as Christ sat alone at Jac­
oh·s well. there came a woman of 
Samari:l. for water. .\t once from 
anointed li ps Chr i ... t began to pour 
forth to her words of truth. Deeply 
m()\'ed. fo rgetful o f her waterpot, she 
hastened to the village, broadcasting 
the meS!iagc, "Come, sec :l. man that 
told me all that ever I did."

He 
is yet to complete the work the Fa­
ther willed that lie should do. 

Ottl' Ol/Iv Pattei'll 
In this beautiful text, as also 

throughout the Book of P salms, 1 see 
that Christ is our only pattern. It is 
the natural tendency of the human 
family to pattern after one an0ther. 
From patterning after each other It ic: 
only a step to laying on others the re­
sponsibility that is our own. \<\Then 
God called on Adam to give account 
for his sin he answered, "The woman 
Thou gavest me." Ask a non-church­
goer the reasons for his neglect, and 
usually he will refer to some one who 
has stepped aside from the path of 
duty.

Brother, Christ is your example. 
"'ho has not thought with scorn of 
the way Adam sought safety from the 
frown of God by laying the blame 
on Eve? In the breast of the true 
man there is something that makes him 
prefer bearing the evil results of his 
own sins, rather than to try to escape 
responsibility by implicating another. 
E,·cl1 an ordinarily decent crook will 
refuse to give the name of his panl1er 
in crime, even though he is told that 
therehy his own wrong will be over­
looked.

Taoism 
wa ~ founded B. C. 570 ... lId ha se been dc ­
ha \ed into a ritual embodying a polythe­
istic mixture of demonology and wit ch­
craft. Buddhism was introduced into 
China in the first Christian ce ntury. It 
i ... not easily disti nguished from Taoism.
