lI'Ilat Are the Qualifications of the

missionaries in foreign lands. The life 
of the missionary is a most exacting 
one, a.nd such serviC'e demands the 
"(Tcam" of the world and not simply 
the "skimmed-milk" "arietv1 \Vithont 
going- into great detail or' explanation 
oi theo;e qnalifications J list !){·Im .. ' a 
few ihat I d('cm .. lRSOI.UTF.LY es­
sential to a Sllcc('s!iiu\ missionary ca­
n:cr. to wit: The missionary must be 
strong mentally. physically, and spirit­
ually. for weakness in any of these 
three things will certainly limit onc\ 
mini,!:try, nen though utter failure 
n~ay be averted. The missionary must 
he thoroughly con\'erted and lead :l 

ht)ly life himself for "water cannot 
rise ahove its own ICYc!." A mis* 
sionary must he "endued with power 
from 011 high." for one cannot preach 
the gospel in the face of opposition 
irom man and devil unless he is sattlr­
atecl with a heavenly power that is in 
itself greater than a ll the opposing 
power. .\ missionary ml1"t he definite­
ly called of God. absolutely consecrated 
to the Lord. and kno,w conclusivclv 
that he is in the proper locat ion and 
doing- tbe exact work God would have 
him do, for without a positive call, and 
eternal consecration, and a certain 
knowledge that one is in the perfect 
will of God Ihere will always remain a 
temptation in the testing hour to choose 
God's "second best." The miss ionary 
must have a God-given love for the 
people he intends to work among lest 
their natural repulsiveness overcome 
hin~ and he flee f rOIll them in clef cat, 
The missionary must be humble, faith­
f ul. steady. tenacious, ohedient, sacri­
ficing, etc, The above qualifications 
are not all that arc nerdful, but it is 
II rcdful 1"01 olle /ta'lIe all these quali­
fications, 

For IV"al RC1t.Jard Docs the .i\fissionary 
Labor! 

The missionary receives a twofold 
reward for his services :- l1e has the 
present joy of seeing darkened heathen 
hearts brought out of superstition , sin 
and iniquit·y. He is rewarded in this 
life by the radical change eITected in 
their lives after conversion in such 
things as cleanliness of body, honesty 
in business, love in the home, zeal to­
ward God , and care for their neighbors. 
Then he has the di stant joy o f bringing 
"sheaves" to Jay at I-li s Master's feet. 
He ever has before his mind's eye 
the fact that at some eternal date the 
results of Christ's wonded ul victory 
on the cross o f Cal va ry wi II he made 
manifest to the universe, The more 
souls that are "brought out o f darkness 
into light, out o f death into life" in this 
present age, the more glory there will 
be for Christ in that day of coronation 
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as "Kin~ of kings and Lord of lord",." 
To make that day til(> day of days for 
timc and clt'rnit)" there isn't anything 
till' missionary wouldl1·t ~acrifice, suf­
fer, cndun:, ~av. do, or be! \\"calth, 
faille, honor arid luxury are things to 
be di:-.cardcd in tim; present life, in 
order that Christ·s "well done. thOlI 
good and faithful seryant" may be the 
real reward for the missionary in the 
Ii f e that i'i to come. 

/{us Ihe Missiollary Pailed.? 
Thi'i fj(J('stion mu!;t of necessity be 

an'iwl:rcd in hoth the affirmative and 
rht· nc~ativc- -he ha.':i and he has not. 
\\'hen onc considers that "God is not 
\\tlling' that aJ/y should perish, but that 
all ... hollid come to repentance"; that 
Christ is "the Lamb of God that taketh 
away the !'in of the world,'· and when 
(llIe con ... iders these things and then 
faces thc fact that (or eycry half mil­
lion people who die yearly with Christ's 
peace in tiu:ir hearts. there arc more 
than fifty-six millions that die without 
it, one is reluctant ly forced to the sad 
conclusion th:lI, to date. the mission­
ary ha:; in a sense failed. 

On the other hand. in the sense that 
"joy shall he in heaven over one sin­
ner that repenteth" the missionary has 
not failed. The food eaten, the hovels 
lived in, the sutTering" involved, the 
dangers faced. the lonely hours braved 
-all these things arc forgotten when­
e\'er a poor. ignorant. superstitious 
heathen is converted. One such con­
version "makes the toils of the way 
seem as nothing" to the missionary. 
.\nd if he feels like this, and all the 
angcls in hea\'en rejoice with him at 
such times. and Christ, Himself. see 
"of the travail of His soul and is satis~ 
fied." how can we without thought say 
reck lessly that the missionary has 
failed? \Vc dare not. He has failed 
in that God 's highest will for the sal~ 
vat ion of the world has not yet been 
attained, yet, the missionary has flOt 

failed in that each second, tllOI1!ent. 
hour, day, week. month and year brings 
some of these "other sheep" into the 
fold of the g reat shepherd. I should 
f'ay the missionary was, is, a "success­
ful htilure" if aile can understand this 
paradox. 

l¥h:y Hus the MissioJlary Failed.'! 
As J carefully consider this question 

I am cOllvinced that the reason for the 
apparent failure of the missionary is 
really a twofold one. First. the mis­
sionary himself is to blame. Christ 
said, "And I, if I be lifted up from 
the earth, will draw all men unto ::\le," 
and while it primarily referred to His 
being "lifted up" on Calvary, yet I 
am sure it also has a sp iritual applica­
tion that as before men we c.xalt Christ 
in our words, thoughts, and deeds.

.\ litll(- later, howen'r, I learned that 
(JIll' pOll), wnllid never meet thc need of 
if circuit rider whose duties took hi111 
ov('r such a wide stretch of new COUIl­

try. (Httll 111)' horse would get slUck 
in ·(Jne of thl' lI1any "musk kq{s" which 
S('cllll·d to h<..' everywhere throughout 
that CflUlltry in those days. FlIlally 
I sC'ctlfI.'d aliothcr pony and soon to my 
gn:at joy !l-arned that, with the team 
of poni('~ hitched to a falPOU'i cart 
which I had made, there was little, if 
allY dang't'r of my being- left in the 
Illud. 

Somc t imc after, WhCll T decided to 
\vithdraw from the ).1ctho<1ist Church 
and Cilst my lot with the H oliness peo­
pit. J sold Illy team of 1 ndian ponies. 
hut shortl y afterwards secured another 
t('am which 1 am still driving and which 
1 am to I..:c('p until Illy life's work is 
l'llded. The one pony r call "Prayer" 
and the other one, "Praise." 

\Vhat a wonderful team they arc! 
Thus far tlley have never left me in 
the "mud." Prayer is a splendid "pony." 
I nd<..'<..'d. 1 floc! deeply indehted to it 
for pulling- me along- as faithfully as 
it has for many years, hut there have 
heen til1~(,s when eVCll praycr seemed 
unequal 10 thc task. and for that rC<.1.­
son chiefly, T decided to secure 
" Prai c;e," and since having the team 
- Prayer and Prais~ver)'thing has 
been go ing wonderfully fine. 

To-day T wish to speak to you more 
particularly ahout my pony "Praise." 
I think many Christians make a great 
mistake hy not praising" the Lord 
enol1~h. 1 lave you ever asked the Lord 
to forgive you for being sad? I have 
heard different people asking God to 
forgive them for almost c\'cry sin in 
the catalog. save the sin of being sad. 
If ~aclness ended with being sad, it 
would not he such a dreadfullv sad 
thing to he sad, but sadness does not 
end with being sad-sadness robs uS 

of power: victory, blessing, healing, 
courag-c, and inspiration, and leaves us 
\\'l'ak and hclplc:-.s on the battlefield. 
an casy prey for the cnclll), of our 
souis. Yes, it is a sin to be ~ad. There 
is no hour in the clay and 110 day in our 
lifc in which we may not ano ought 
not to rejoice in the name, perSOll, and 
charncler of our Lord. 

\\'e ought to rejoice in the "eternity" 
of God, 1\ great man)' people seem 
distn.:"scd I.x.'(";:tnse they have fai led to 
disco\'cr the birthplace of the\lmighty, 
hut wc who arc hclicvcrs ought to re­
joicc in the g reat fact of His elernity. 
\\'hat do we Il1can when wc speak of 
"the l·ternity of Cod"? "It is (Iura­
tinn. without beg-inning or end, exist­
ence, without hounds or dill1en:-,ion~. 
present, without past or future: lIi~ 
tH'rnily is youth. without infancy or 
old ag-e, lift without hirth or <katll. 
tCl-d~y without yesterday or lO-ll1or~ 
row. 

Then wc ought to rejoice in the om~ 
Ilipot(,llce flf Cod. ] fc i~ all-powerful. 
This i.., a vcr\' wonderful and a vcr v 
he:tllliful world in which we live, bt~t 
elo YOIl know that the sun is over a 
million times largo('r than our eanh and 
gin's light 110t only to our little eanh, 
hut also to two hundred other planets. 
nile heing- majtstic: J Ilpiter whil.:h. with 
it... four moollS is o"er one thnu~al1d 
times larger than our ('anh? Do you 
kilO\\, it would take SOO/XX) of our suns 
In make one Arcturus? That means 
that there is one other heavenly body 
thal is 650 billion times as large as Ollr 
earth. 

Do \'0\1 know that with the naked 
eye one call count about 6.000 stars in 
the whole sky in hoth hemispheres, and 
that for every star your eye can sec. 
the \{olescope reveals li.OOO more? Do 
vou know that there arc more than 
(me hundred million of these blazing 
worlds studding- the spaces o f immen­
sity? Do YOU know that in that faint 
cluster in Ilercules there arc probably 
14,000 distinct slIns? Do you know 
that to tra\'el from the earth to yonder 
SUIl at the rate of 60 miles an hour 
would take 200 years? Do you know 
that the God who made more than one 
lllUldred hill ion stars and many of them 
hill ions of times larger than the earth 
011 which we li"e. and \\'ho keep'" them 
all swinging in their orbits as easily as 
a lad of ten summers throws a rubber 
hall across the street, is our own God?

\\'c should rejoice in the \Vonl o f 
G.od. \\'hat a marvelous hook the 
Blhle is! "One gem from that ocean is 
worth all the pehhles from earthlv 
str('a~'s." The Bible is a treasure. it 
c.ontalilS enough to make us rich fo!' 
lillIe and eternity. It contains the sec­
ret of happy living: it contains the 
key nf heaven; it contains the title 
deeds of an inheritancc which will ful ­
ly meet all Our needs throughout the 
ages o,f the ages that lie before us. 
!he Blhle is a unique book-it stands 
III a class by itself. ITe who would 
~ttell1pt to draw a favorable compar­
~son. betwcen other hooks and the Bible 
!S eIther a fool or is full of impu­
dence heyond all hounds, 

Do you kno\\' that not more than 
on~ ,bo~k in eight reaches the second 
cchtlOl1. Ollt of every thousand vol­
Ull1eS published, six hundred and fifty 
do not see the end of the first year 
and. i'"!nly fi fty sUf\'ive seven yearc;; 
~uhhclty. There are more than a mi l­
~IOIl \'o!mnes in the Tmperial Library 
111 Pans, gathered in since the 14th 
Century. yet of this immense cataloO" 
seven hundred thousand arc out ~i 
print. 

Is there any likelihood that the Bihle

Th<: inspired \rord will out­
ride all slOrll~s. and whell the last of 
the 1110st giited ~.ludernists has tooted 
his horn for the final onslaught against 
the Hihle, and has made his final dispo­
sition of the Word of God, he will 
discover to his surprise and consterna­
tion that the old Book has remained 
intact and is on hand to witness against 
his atheistic views and to insist that 
each man go to his own place. liThe 
hostile critics' lances. however well 
tempered, and howe\'er sharpened, arc 
shivered to splinters against the breast­
plate of the inspiration of the Bible; 
the hurtling shells of the biggest gUlls 
of the sllperdreadnoughts of destruc­
tive: criticism Ih· off from the Bible's 
armor plates as popgun pellets would 
rattle harmlessly against a 3D-inch steel 
plate."

ITow marvelous that we can 
reach the car of the living God and 
recciq,: from ] Jim answers as definite 
as onr prayers. 1 think the prayer 
ministry has gn'at possibil ities wrap­
ped lip within its folds. "Prayer is 
the e1m'c. which when sent out returns 
again hringing with it the olive leaf. 
i. c.. peace of heart. Prayer is the 
golden chain which God holds fast and 
lets not g-o until He hlesses. Prayer 
is the ':\foscs' rod which brings fort h 
the: water of consolation out 1f the 
rock of :-alvation. Prayer is Samson 's 
jawhone which smites down OUf ene­
mies. Prayer is David's harp before 
\\"hieh tbe evil spirit Aies. Prayer is 
tlte key to heaven's treasures."
