We
drifted apart, but I never took
the matter up to settle it. My
heart, however, treasured feel-
ings which ought not to have
been there. Then this worker
died, and well do I remember
my grief as I felt, “We might

else but him. Why is this? @
Is it because we are so wicked-

ly sinful ourselves that we delight in
injuring another? Or is it that we
are so cowardly that we fear to take
the matter up with him? Or is it that
we know that, at least in a measure,
we are to blame and yet we are unwill-
ing to share the blame with him?

There is only one way to settle our
personal grievances in a manner that
will glorify God and retain His blessing
upon our own souls, and that is to deal
with them as Christ has commanded.
Never have we seen those who began
to gossip abroad what they felt had
been an injury done to them by a
brother, but that their own souls have
been blighted by a bitter spirit, their
hearts and minds filled with unrest
and turmoil, and all being made the
more painful by the loss of the ap-
proval of God.

If some bhrother has trespassed
against you, take him alone and tell
him .his fault. Have a little heart-to-
heart talk with him about it. And re-
member, he is your brother. If you
approach him as if you wished to de-
vour him, what better are you than
a ravening wolf? The Bible says he
is vour brother, and although he has
offended, he is to be approached in
the snirit of love and tenderness, not
as Cain who was of that wicked one
and slew his hrother. Harshness re-
pels; love wins. “A soft answer
turneth away wrath, but grievous
words stir up anger.”

Well do T remember when but a lad
in schonl, one morning another and
I had heen amusing ourselves more
than we ought. Recess time came and
our teacher stepped down and spoke
to us kindlv, “T want vou two to snend
recess together enjoying yourselves,
then return to class without this fool-
ishness.” T was then becoming a fairly
good sized lad, just at that age when
boys knaw so much. and T blustered up
saving. “T don’t think we have acted
worse than any one else.” “All right,”
replied our teacher, “Tf you think you
have heen doing the right thine—go
ahead.” Was our teacher afraid of
me? Tndeed not. He had thrashed
some of the worst bullies that ever dis-
oraced a school. Tt was his spirit that
whipned me. When mv combative air
was met with such kindness, it almost

broke my heart. I was not at the
time morally big enough to apologize,
hut a constant apology has been in my
heart ever since.

Until we can deal with our brother
in a spirit of love, we would do well
to wait on our knees until our own
hard and unforgiving spirit is sub-
dued. How can we expect to gain our
brother if we approach him with
bricks? But some may say, “He did
wrong and it is only fair that he make
it right.” Perhaps so, but, may I ask,
What sort of spirit are you showing
when you try to get him to do this?
Is an un-Christian spirit more justifi-
able in you than in him? The Bible
says we are to restore such an one in
the spirit of meekness, considering our-
selves lest we also be tempted. “If he
hear thee, thou hast gained thy broth-
er.”” We are to have in mind, not the
thought of getting even, but the
thought of his salvation. If we could
become such Christians that we had
more concern for our brother’s good
than for our own vindication, what
beautiful spirits we should he. “And
this commandment have we from Him,
That he who loveth God, love his
brother also.” “If any man say, I
love God, and hateth his brother, he
is a:ian’

Tt means so much to gain thy brother.
Tt means gaining him for Christ; who
loved him and gave Himself for him.
So much effort is put forth for the
salvation of sinners, yet after they are
redeemed, the life of Christ is often
crushed through misunderstandings
and hard feelings among believers.
My beloved brethren, these things
ought not so to be. The great work
of Christ is to save and to restore.
The erring sheep is the one He seeks.
The prodigal’s return is the joy of His
heart. Go to your offendng hrother,
therefore with the thought of gaining
him for Christ.

Then he is to be gained for his own
soul’s sake. Have vou thought about
his soul? Ts it not worth more than
all the world? Ts he not one for whom
Christ died? Would vou have him
perish because of vour failing to show
the spirit of Jesus? Some vears ago
a dear gospel worker befriended me,

% have had an understanding
and gotten this matter out of
the way. Now it is too late. Never
until we stand before the judgment
seat of Christ can it be adjusted now.”
Ah my brother, we must either cor-
rect our differences here as God would
have us, or face them later on.
“Brethren, if any of you do err from
the truth, and one convert him; let
him know that he which converteth
the sinner from the error of his way
shall save a soul from death, and shall
hide a multitude of sins.”

Last of all, if you gain your brother,
you gain his love and what a prize.
How tender and sympathetic is often
the love between those who have once
not been friends. Once at school an-
other hoy and I almost came to blows
richt in the class room. Shortly af-
terward we got together, having
reached an understanding of our dif-
ference, and from then on we became
close pals. Had we not had the dis-
agreement, we could never have en-
joyed the happy understanding and its
resulting friendship.

Go to your offending brother. Go
in the spirit of Christ. Go with your
own heart tender. Go not so much
with the thought of straightening mat-
ters out for yourself as for the sake
of Jesus and for the soul of your of-
ferding friend. If you gain him, what
a treasure, a soul is saved from death
and a multitude of sins is covered—his
sins, your sins, all the sins that usually
result from misunderstandings in the
church of God.

I do?” 1 believe there is a
place for you and me to live in
God where He will not touch
the thing that concerns us un-
til first He has spoken to us
about it. Abraham’s approach,
his dealings, his method of
prayer were all so marvelous.
He was an intercessor. He
realized the value of inter-

values them. We have heard <&
a great deal about salvation
and redemption being free. But a
price has been paid. We also hear
much of the building of Christian char-
acter. It costs something to build it.
Character building has a price. A
thing greatly needed in the last days
is the development of real Christian
character. What will bring it about
is an army of intercessors who know
how to talk to God, and to get hold
of Him.

Some one may ask, “What is an
intercessor 7’ An intercessor is one
who appeals for another. The inter-
cessor 1s he who has an audience, a
hearing, a communion, and who can
get a petition through. It is a won-
derful thing to be able to get a petition
through.

I have been thinking much about this
matter recently while visiting assembly
after assembly and seeing the great
need of intercession. In the early days,
while T was on the church board of
the Methodist Church, one of the
things that moved my heart was that
the people emphasized two important
things—prayer, and the teaching of the
Word of God. It met the cry of my
heart which was so hungry. Years
have gone by, and the prayer life of
Christians has decreased. My heart
and the hearts of many, have been
stirred hoping that God will restore
to the church intercessory prayer. I
see the need of it. We have infirm-
ities, “but the Spirit Himself helpeth
our infirmities.” God has made us
a privileged people giving us the third
Person of the Trinity who gets in
touch with God as none other can.

I used to think the members of the
Masonic Lodge could get in touch with
God as no other people could. It used
to be my God. One man said that
Masons came in touch with God more
than any other people. This is abso-
lutely wrong. I find that the third
Person of the Trinity brings us clear
in—into perfect touch with God.

The Baptism with the Holy Ghost
will do for us two things if we are
true to Him—He will lead us to our
Bibles, and He will lead us into our
closets for secret prayer. Let us look
at some characters in the Bible who
were intercessors.

Abraham was an outstanding inter-

cessor. After his sojourn in Egypt,
he met God at Bethel and there erected
an altar. I believe God had something
to do with it, for God knew that judg-
ment was coming. He knew of the
relationship between Lot and Abraham.
Abraham made one separation when
he left his country, but another separ-
ation was coming—the separation from
the nephew whom he loved—and it
was necessary for someone to pray for
that man—the man who had chosen
what was best in his own eyes.

Men today are gathering into the
large industrial centers. When we see
men in these modern Sodoms and as we
think of the coming tribulation days
and of the suffering, heartache, and
remorse of the people who will have
to live in those days, our hearts should
go out and we should cry out that God
will raise up intercessors who will be
alile to pray down another old-fash-
ioned revival.

Abraham was blessed with what I
believe is the first qualification of an
intercessor.  When the separation
came, he said to Lot, “Let there be
no strife, I pray thee. . . . If thou wilt
take the left hand, then T will go to
the right; or if thou depart to the
right hand, then I will go to the left.”
1f Lot had chosen the left and right,
Abraham would have taken what was
behind him. The surrender of the
will, the surrender of the thing that
seems of value to you and to me, is
what enables us to be brought to the
place where we can pray for others.
Often intercessors have to pray for
those who have taken advantage of
them. It is easy to pray for our loved
ones, for our friends, for our church,
for our missionaries, for our move-
ment, but it is hard to pray for some
one that has taken advantage of us.
Only the Spirit Himself can enable us
to pray the prayer of intercession for
that one.

You know the story of Lot. He
became a popular man in Sodom, oc-
cupying an important position. But
the time came when someone had to
touch God for Lot in Sodom. That
someone was in vital touch with God,
separated entirely to God. He had the
consecration that made God say, “Shall
I hide from Abraham that thing which

cession. He paid the price.
We must pay the price for
something that is of value.

I used to study the market. I used
to have to know the market so that
[ could buy five thousand barrels of
flour at a minute’s notice, sending a
wire for the order. 1 had to study
cycles and barometers to be equipped.
I was buying for two concerns who
consumed a lot of merchandise. Some-
times I had to be alone to study. When
someone would come, my daughter
would have to call me up and say,
certain ones “are here to see you. Can
you see them?”

Before you and I can enter into
the life of intercession that God has
for us, we must measure the value of
intercession. Being able to enter into
the place of communion has a wonder-
ful value. I remember being sent by
a concern over which I was president,
to a large bank to establish a line of
credit. The manager we had couldn’t
get it across, and 1 was sent. I had an
invitation into the office of the presi-
dent of that large bank, to intercede for
this concern, for the establishing of
the line of credit, wanted because of
the need of loans at various times.
I thought of the privilege of entering
into a secret place, into the private
office of a man, and to be able there to
commune with him, let him understand
me, and let me understand him so that
arrangements could be made. 1
thought of the living God who made
provision through the Holy Ghost for
us to intercede in the secret place, to
put our petitions through for others
who need our prayers.

I am much impressed with Moses’
approach to the burning bush. |
think of his wonderful training and
equipment—forty years in Egypt, and
then forty more at the backside of the
desert being trained by God for ap-
proach to the great I AM. 1 think
of this large Christ's Ambassadors or-
ganization and my heart goes out to
these precious young people (I helped
to organize it in three states) ; I think
of how God is raising them up and
training them, for the responsibilities
of the ministry, and for other respon-
sibilities. God called this wonder-
ful young man Moses. He set out to
do the thing that God has put on his

Changes tn Germany

That many changes are taking place
in Germany is evidenced by the recent
elections there. The Communist party
is growing strong in Germany, making
a gain in votes of forty per cent over
the last election, and increasing their
seats in the Reichstag from 54 to 76.
In Berlin the Communists headed the
poll with 408,642 votes. But the most
amazing is the rise of the Fascist party
in Germany. They increased their
seats in the Reichstag from 12 to 107.
This party, under the leadership of
Dr. Adolph Hitler, is demanding a dic-
tator for Germany and the overthrow
of the Young plan of German repara-
tions to the Allies. These changes
trouble statesmen who realize that the
peace of Europe is closely connected
with a peaceful and contented Ger-

many.

Russia’s War Preparations

Arthur Henderson, Great Britain’s
Foreign Minister, has been appealing
in the latest conference of the League
of Nations, for international disarma-
ment, but he pleads to deaf ears. The
two leading newspapers of Moscow
that have the backing of the Soviet
government, openly boast of great
military preparations which are being
made in Russia for what is deseribed
as “a general war” to be launched in
1934. The Krasnaya Zvezda (Red
Star) states that in the militarization
of the populace of Russia there are
now twenty million men and women
who have satisfactorily passed every
military test, after being trained for

active service; and that within the next
four years Russia will have an army
of sixty million ready for war. It
is stated that 5,500,000 women are to
be given courses in military science, gas
warfare and hospital work. No less
than six million persons will be trained
in aerial and chemical service. With
the possihlc prospect of Germany and
Russia joining hands and attempting
to conquer the world by force of arms
in 1934, is it any wonder that men'’s
hearts are failing them for fear. While
the world has the failing heart, the
saint has the lifted head: for one there
comes destruction, for the other re-
demption.

Palestine and the Jew

The prophetical scriptures show us
that the main items of future history
center around Palestine, the Jews, and
the return of Christ. The League of
Nations Mandates Commission has
just published a report which severely
criticizes the British administration in
Palestine, and attributes their negli-
gence as the cause of the Arab-Jewish
riots of last year. Mark John Levy,
a converted Jew, writes us, “The Zion-
ists are greatly incensed at Great
Britain, and not without reason in view
of the pro-Arab attitude of the local
Jritish authorities in Palestine. There
was evidently a lack of military pre-
paration to meet the Arabian menace.
The Zionists expect to call a special
conference in December and there is
talk of ‘repatriation’ of the Jews
there, sending them back to the lands
from which they have come. But this
will not be. The rule of men has
gone beyond the love and wisdom of
men. The wisest and most benevolent
statesmen (not politicians) do not
know what to do. Britain’s hands are
tied by the Moslem menace in India
and elsewhere. Our Jewish brethren
must cease to look to man and turn to
God for deliverance. They will never
get the Old Home Land in peace and

happiness until they ‘look on Me whom

A Glorious Hope

Not long since, the writer was talk-
ing to two very consecrated saints
and he was amazed to find that the
prospect of the Lord’s coming was
no longer a glorious hope to them but
a cause of dread. They had been lis-
tening to teaching to the effect that
none but super-overcomers will be
caught up to Christ when He comes,
and they dreaded the thought of His
coming because they feared they had
not reac‘hed the particular standard
set forth as a requisite for being caught
up to Christ. The attitude of these
precions saints sets us to examining the
Scriptures, especially that chapter
where Paul sets forth the “gospel”
which he had “received from the
T.ord.” 1 Corinthians 15. Listen to
the simple setting forth of the good
news in this chapter: “Christ died
for our sins:” “He was buried and He
rose agam ? “For as in Adam all die,
even so in Christ shall all be made
alive; but every man in his own order;
Christ the first fruits; afterwards they
that are Christ’s at His comine.” The
expression “they that are Christ’s”
surelv means all those who are abiding
in Christ and trusting in the power of
His precious blood to cleanse them
from all their sins. Then the apostle
continues this good news: “We shall
not all sleep but we shall all be changed,
in a moment, in the twinkling of an
ye.” Note the word “all”!
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Our Redemption

In the exodus of the children of
Israel from Egypt the sprinkled blood
of the passover lamb was sufficient for
safety—provided they stayed beneath
its shelter. How much more suffi-
cient is the blood of Christ, our Pass-
over, sufficient for the greater exodus
—provided we abide beneath its cleans-
ing flow? If our exodus were a ques-
tion of merit, we should all be left
behind; but this catching away of His
own is what our Lord Himself calls
“redemption.” And since it is a mat-
ter of redemption, His precious re-
deeming blood alone settles the ques-
tion of our safety. Some may ask,
“But won't the saints be caught up in
different ranks, each in his order?”
Yes, but if you go ahead of me T don’t
think T will be far behind, since the
Scripture shows that the whole thing
is to take place “in the twinkling of an
eye.”

Judgment and Reward

While the Scriptures do not set forth
the catching away of the saints as
a reward, vet they distinctly show us
that over yonder there will be a reward
for those who have been faithful, and
that there will he great loss to those
whose works will be burned. Paul tells
the saints, “We must all appear be-
fore the judgment seat of Christ: that
everyone may receive the things done
in his body, according to that he hath
done, whether it be good or bad.”
“The fire shall try every man’s work
of what sort it is: if any man’s work
abide, he shall receive a reward, if any
man’s work shall be burned he shall
suffer loss, but he himself shall be
saved, yet so as by fire.” Here is the
incentive to holy living and holy doing.

us why.

Then, to add to our excitement dur-
ing the afternoon, repeated rifle-shots
announced the arrival of a band of
Swahili soldiers—about thirty in all,
carrying guns and hammocks—who
marched up the front path in khaki
uniform, and, halting at the front door,
gave their salute. They carried a large
sealed envelope, which father tore
open ; and, sitting down beside mother,
he read the letter. It was from the
European in command at Machakos.
and ran much as follows :—

Dear Sir,—I beg to inform you that, ac-
cording to reliable native reports, a band
of several thousand Wakamba have deter-
mined on your lives and are already on their
way from Kangundo with the intention of
attacking you to-night,

As I cannot take responsibility for your
safety, except within the precincts of the
boma (fort), I am sending hqrr:wilh thirty
askari with hammocks to bring vou into
Machakos. Kindly let there be no delay
in quitting your isolated post of danger.

(signed) J. A.

P. §. You may be aware that the other day
the Wakamba not only murdered our askari
at Kangundo, but skinned and cut up their
bodies. And this morning, when marching
with sixty soldiers towards the outpost to re-
cover and bury their corpses, we were sud-
denly surprised by a hostile band of bow-
men, who chased us back to Machakos. The
whole situation is undoubtedly growing very
serious.

Putting God to the Test

The secret message confided to us
in the morning had been disconcerting
enough, but my parents had decided
to await the first sound of the savages
advancing into the garden, and then
perhaps escape in the darkness by a
side-track. Now this letter had brought
them to a stern crisis. They talked it
over and prayed about it. Had they
not left home and friends to save the
souls of these Wakamba people? And
now in the hour of testing should they
take their hands off the plow and turn
back?

Resting Only on the Lord

It would mean relinquishing their
post altogether and returning. In any
case, could they not trust their Heaven-
lv Father more than a company of
half-trained riflemen? The die was
soon cast. They would stake their lives
on the faithfulness of the Lord God—
the God of Abraham, of Isaac and of
Jacobh.

This was communicated to the Euro-
pean who had so kindly sent over the
armed escort. Then the little group of
coastmen filed out through the rustic
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gate and disappeared over the shoulder
of the hill on which we had hung our
humble dwelling. As the shadows of
evening lengthened, there came to
mother at times ghastly pictures of
what that night might bring. In her
fancy she could see our mutilated
bodies lying scattered on the ground,
while the naked bowmen danced in
triumph round the flames of our burn-
ing house. But she put away these
thoughts and quietly prepared for the
inevitable,

We were all laid to sleep fully dress-
ed in shoes and coats ready to flee at
the crucial moment. Our promised
guide was standing by us in readiness,
and every bolt was secured as darkness
set in. By this time (so we learned
subsequently) the advancing bar-
barians had already gained the base of
our hill. Less than an hour would
bring them to our very door. Rut
inside the dining-room three forms
might have been seen on their kneeg—
father, mother and the friendly darkie.
Father was praying aloud. He was
telling God that they were ready for
any sacrifice, ready to lay dewn their
lives if need be. But for the sake of
Christ’s kingdom and the heathen
around them, he pleaded for divine in-
tervention to stop the savages in their
foul plot.

The praver was suddenly interrupted
by a peculiar rushing noise outside.
Surely, the marauders were already on
us—there was no time now to escape !
Father stepped out on the veranda to
face the enemy. But there, before him,
whizzing across the sky like an aero-
plane, was an enormous white-hot
meteorite, which lit up the country
with its glare and left a trail of light
as it disappeared, striking a mountain
thirty miles distant.

“Alaa!” exclaimed the black man.
watchi_ng the unusual phenomenon,
“N’gai (God) has sent the fire!” And
the warriors, halting in the valley,
when they saw this lump of fire shoot-
ing over their heads, rose up in cons-
ternation and fled helter skelter over
the plain, saying: “The white man
has sent fire from heaven.” That

True Stortes by George T'. B. Davis

Recently T met T. J. Bach, who
labored for twenty-one years as a mis-
sionary in Latin America. Mr. Bach
told me some stirring stories of the
power of God's Word in leading people
into the light in South America. He
also said, *In no country I have visited
have I seen Christians more fully filled
with the Holy Spirit than in ILatin
America.”

Mr. Bach told me about a woman
who secured a copy of Luke's Gospel.
She was greatly interested in it. One
day the man she was living with found
her in the kitchen reading it. He was
very angry, took it from her, threw it
in the fire, and went out. After he
had gone she put her hand in the fire,
snatched the Gospel from the flames,
and threw it in the water. She co-
tinued to read the burned and water-
soaked Gospel and was soundly saved.

Years later Mr. Bach met her.
Though she had not much of this
world’s goods, she offered him two pigs
that were to be sold, and the money
was to be used to spread the Word
of God.

On another occasion a man and
his wife and daughter presented them-
selves to Mr. Bach for baptism. He
began to question them as to how they
had become believers. They said no
missionary or pastor had visited them,
but they pointed to a fifteen-year-old
boy standing near. The boy was clad
in a pair of trousers and a coat that
did not meet in front, and with no
shirt or underwear. But in his coat
pocket was a New Testament.

They told how they lived fifteen
miles out in the country, and how that
lad had trudged all the way there and
back—thirty miles—each Lord’s Day
for a year, in order to read to them
from the Testament. They had be-
lieved with all their hearts, and Mr.
Bach administered to them the sacred
rite of baptism.

Mr. Bach told further of a Christian
man who subscribed for their Gospel
periodical. However, a woman in the
post-office would not deliver the paper,
but destroyed each copy as it came to
the town. Later she got a bit careless,
and would tear it in pieces and throw
it over the fence. A woman who kept
a shop found the pieces and used them
to wrap up cakes of soap.

Some distance away from the town,
out in the forest, lived a revolutionist
and drunkard. He went into the
town, about eighteen miles, and bought
a cake of soap at the shop. As he went

home he began to read the piece of
paper in which the soap was wrapped.
He was filled with wonder and amaze-
ment at what he read. He went into
the town and bought another cake of
the same soap, in order to get another
piece of the periodical. As he went
back through the forest he held the
paper up toward heaven and cried to
God to show him the truth. He con-
tinued to buy that same soap until he
had a box of it, and he would patch
the pieces of paper together to get
more knowledge of the Truth. At
length, on one of the pieces of paper
he saw an offer to send a Bible to
any one who would write for it. He
sent for it, and was soundly converted ;
and when Mr. Bach visited that com-
munity there were twenty-six believers
who had found the Light and had been
baptized.

Pentecost in Brazil

Some twenty years ago there
came a man to Chicago fresh from
the first showers of the Latter Rain
in Los Angeles. This brother, new-
ly baptized in the Blessed Holy
Ghost and on fire for God, started
a conflagration with his burning
messages of what God had done for
him and was doing for folks out on
the coast, and two dear souls who
listened one day to these commun-
ications also caught fire and were
likewise baptized with the Holy
Ghost.

It was revealed to them almost
at the same time in the Spirit to go
to Brazil, and obedient to the Spir-
it's voice, went faithfully {forth
leaving the precious seed of the
Gospel of His Kingdom. There was
nothing in the way of a mission
board at that time, likewise not a
vestige of assured support from any
other source, but they remembered
“the cattle on a thousand hills” and
that all the gold in all the mines of
this old world belonged to Father
and belonging to Father them-
selves, rested on the assurance that
if it was Father’s will, all the gold
from those mines necessary for
their full and sufficient support
would assuredly be forthcoming as
need should arise.

That was twenty years ago.
When they arrived in Brazil at Rio
de Janeiro, there was no friendly
face to greet them, only opposition
by priests and people unto whom
the pure Word of God had never
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come previously. One of these dear
brethren went to work as a metal
fabricator in one of the factories in
that far off city and wrought the

needed support while the other
planned and laid the foundation for
the work with exhortations and

preachings wherever possible and
in eight months they were ready to
open their first mission and conduct
services in Portuguese.

Listen: Today as the result of
the foundations laid by those two
baptized saints under God’s direc-
tion and with His help, there are
in Brazil more than one hundred
and sixty Pentecostal assemblies
with a total membership of over
16,000 baptized saints under the
leadership of Pastor Gunnar Vin-
gren of Rio de Janeiro who with his
fellow laborer founded this work.
There are twenty-two missionaries
from Sweden and over twenty na-
tive evangelists with many exhort-
ers and helpers and in Rio de Jan-
eiro itself there are a total of seven-
teen  thriving assemblies and
churches and all of beautiful and
wonderful story because two dear
brethren were obedient to the Spir-
it's voice and went where He want-
ed them to go!

Please pray much for this work
and that Pastor Lewi Pethrus who
accompanies Brother Gunnar Vin-
gren to Brazil to set assemblies in
order and to strengthen and encour-
age the brethren there may have a
prosperous and successful journey
for the Master’s work in that por-
tion of His vineyard and again be
safely restored to his beloved fam-
ily and people in Sweden in time for
the great gathering and convention
in Stockholm when the new church
building is to be dedicated in No-
vember.—Fred Pfeifer.

heart, but was unable to do it because
he used only the natural equipment
he had. But after forty years, God
heard the voice of the people and called
the man who for forty years had been
at the backside of the desert, having
the experiences that enabled him to be
a mighty intercessor.

In the great trial of his life, when
he was communing with God and his
heart was going out for the people
who were being delivered, the people
were worshiping the golden calf. God
was stirred and was going to pass
judgment, But this man interceded.
He said, “Oh, this people have sinned
a great sin, and have made them gods
of gold. Yet now, if thou wilt forgive

their sin—; and if not, blot me, I pray
thee, out of thy book which thou hast
written.” Here is exhibited another
characteristic of an intercessor—being
willing to bear the burden—become the
sacrifice, being willing to suffer for
those who have turned against God
and are worshiping the thing made by
their hands. His heart cried out to
make atonement even though that
meant suffering, even being willing to
be blotted out. Such intercession be-
longs to the Christ nature that will
be developed in you and me as we
yield to Christ. He will give us a
passion that will help. us to intercede
for others.

My heart goes out to our dear pas-
tors who are shepherding the flocks
in the various assemblies, and when
I see folks making golden calves—
falling into spiritual lethargy, and ac-
quiring an appetite for worldly gather-
ings—my heart cries out for those who
carry the burden. They need inter-
cessors to pray for them until they have
grace enough to prevail with God for
those carnal believers who sap the life
out of pastors.

A little later the people began to
murmur and complain against Moses
and against Aaron. It is a hard thing
for a preacher to pray for folks who
are murmuring and complaining
against him. But the Lord knoweth
our infirmities, He maketh intercession,
and the Spirit helpeth us. The quali-
fication for prayer for others is a life
surrendered, consecrated, yielded, filled
with God, developed to the point where
there is compassion going out for those
who are murmuring and complaining.
Instead of being nervous and afraid
of what will happen to the church,
we get in communion with the living
God and lift up the weak ones with
a holy passion for them until He sets
things in order.

Years ago while in a meeting where
there was some confusion and strife,
we had a season of prayer, and God
taught me a lesson concerning inter-
cession. While we were praying a
sister who was offended in me began
casting demons out of me. I was
praying and I was not aware of her
actions; but the folks told me. My
heart went out, and I said, “I will
not let this mar my love for and in-
terest in this soul. T will treat her the
same as always.” Sometime later the
stepfather of this sister was dying.
They called me to pray for him, I
did, and I believe the Lord saved him.
Later the mother married again, and
that husband died. I was asked to
preach at his funeral. One day I
heard that this sister was herself sick
and dying. Her husband came to me
to borrow some money to take her to
a hospital. I gladly loaned the money.
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Again and again he came for help and
one day said, “Brother Van Meter,
I want you to come to our home. My
wife is dying. 1t takes four men to
hold her down.” We went. We looked
upon the little woman and saw the
four men trying to hold her down and
felt the terrible powers of darkness
about her. It was a pitiful scene. We
looked to the Lord and laid hands upon
her. God delivered her, immediately
restored her to her right mind, and
she looked at us and smiled. From
then she was good to us, but never did
make that little incident in the prayer
meeting right. But what I wanted to
say was, she needed prayer, and when
she needed it, it was necessary for her
to call on one she had wronged. We
went with our hearts yearning for her
deliverance. Such a prayer life, such
intercession, such consecration is need-
ed in the church,

“The Spirit Himself!” The Holy
Spirit desires to develop this ministry
in your heart and mine. When Nehe-
miah heard of the suffering and re-
proach upon the remnant left, he wept
and mourned, and fasted and prayed
for seven days. The position he oc-
cupied didn’t hinder him from feeling
the reproach. He got in touch with
God, and staved until God was moved
by the prayer to supply the need.

There is need of a breaking that will
cause us to mourn and weep and fast.
Most people I talk to say, “Brother
Van Meter, we haven't the tenderness,
the sweetness, the brokenness, the ful-
ness, the joy, nor the passion for souls
that we had when we received the Bap-
tism with the Holy Ghost.” The
thing that hurts me is that we resort
to natural forces, when what God de-
sires is that it be accomplished through
intercessory prayer.

One lady evangelist from the East
who has had a successful ministry is
considered a great preacher, but she
is also great in prayer. We had her
in a meeting. One morning about
10:30 she became prostrate under the
Spirit of intercession. She stayed
there until about 3 p.m. Sometimes she
uttered not a sound, sometimes there
would be a moan, sometimes perhaps
words, but a great part of the time she
was silent before Him. In speaking
to me about it later she said, “Brother,
when T looked upon the world again,
I said, ‘O Jesus, must I look out on
the world again?” It caused her
much grief. Oh the suffering of inter-
cession! But also the wonder of it!
I am thinking of Him as He, the Holy
Spirit, 1s directing our prayers and
moving the heart of Father God to
hear prayer!

I have been thinking about the mis-
sionaries, those who are going through
hard things. There are others who

need prayer. Souls need to be saved
—many of your loved ones need to
be saved, many young folks have not
consecrated their lives to God—oh, the
yvoung people! Then there is a need
of a great revival, also a great moving
is needed in the missionary world. God
is looking for those who are willing
to be subjected to the Spirit of God,
willing to be weighted with intercession
until He accomplishes His purposes
in the world in these last days. I be-
lieve we are in the closing hours of
this age. We are in the day when He
expects us to do something quickly.

So many people say to me, “Brother
Van Meter, if you don't take a rest,
you will have a nervous breadown.”
I have not found a place to take it,
and I cannot do it because of the
many calls that come to me. This mes-
sage is burning in my soul, and I take
it with me and talk to the people. They
say, "It is just what we need. We need
a refilling. We need an old-fashioned
revival that will bring us to the place
where we are willing to pray all night
and all day.”

A young man in Illinois said one day
to his mother that he would spend the
day in prayer, and that she was not
to call him to any meals. Ile went
to the room, arranged his trousers so
they would not get wrinkled and went
to prayer. He prayed for his father
and mother, for the entire family, for
his church, the entire community, the
nation, for the missionaries and all
around the world. He was certain
that he had been praying all day. He
took out his watch and saw that he had
been praying but fifteen minutes.

How long have you prayed today?
My heart goes out for our precious
ministers staggering so under the bur-
dens of the church that many do not
find time to pray. I have visited some
ministers who have shelves loaded
down with books, from which they
have made notes that they can grab
up and so rush to church with a bor-
rowed message. Some are going on
only by momentum., The activities of
life keep people from intercessory
prayer, and hinder God.

This young man again went to his
knees. He said, “I will pray all day.”
It is work to pray. T used to spend two
to four hours a day in prayer. I love
to pray—to get alone with God.
After he said, “O Lord I will pray
all day,” the Lord began to work. Soon
the Spirit began to pray, and he yield-
ed, and the Spirit prayed through him,
and then he had no trouble to pray all
day : the Spirit prayed. “Likewise the
Spirit helpeth our infirmities.” He
wants to bring us into a life of inter-
cessory prayer that will enable us to
pray for others.

Then too, we had a baptismal
service here in the Wei Hsi river
when four Chinese and one Tibetan
were willing to follow their Lord in
this public acknowledgment. One is
the son of our Chinese teacher and

baby boy Joseph
was taken to be
with the Lord, but
God is sustaining
and comforting
their hearts, know-
ing that they will
sec him again, and
that he has just
gone before. How
different from the
heathen! Mr. Bol-
ton made a little
coffin and we lined
it with cloth and the
natives made a
wreath and a cross
of flowers and we
had a precious little
service and buried
him in our little
Christian graveyard.
We had the grave dug quite deep
as so often the graves are dug up
by the wolves and jackals and the
bodies pulled out of the box and
eaten. Even that night the wolves
howled outside our back gate. It
makes one shiver to hear them. Mr.
Bolton was going to take his gun
to shoot them, but it was too dark
to see them. It was comforting to
know that the wolves could not dig
up the body as they wanted to do.
Our little baby Elsie has also had
the measles with a very hard cough,
but praise God she is better now.
Also my sister, Mrs. Lewer, was
very ill with dysentery and cholera
and it seems hard to pray through
in this dark land sometimes, but
how blessed to know that you all
are daily lifting us up to the throne
of grace. We certainly do need
your prayers and thank you for
them. Also please pray that through
the many deaths of the children
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God will open the hearts of the peo-
ple and save them. Surely His
ways are past finding out.

We praise God that our mail now
comes through once a week instead
of twice a month and also that par-
cel post has been opened up again
right through to Wei Hsi. Christ-
mas is coming and maybe some of
you would like to have a share in
sending a little parcel of toys, etc,
for our Sunday school as well as
for our foreign children on the
compound to make them happy.

There are many excellent notes in the Scofield Bible, but there are
a few that we cannot endorse. Dr. Scofield designates the sermon on
the mount as ‘“pure law,”" and teaches that in their primary application
the words of Christ on this occasion are ‘“neither the privilege nor the
duty of the church." This statement is not correct, for the Lord Jesus
Christ commanded His followers to go and make disciples of all nations,
“teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you.”
We believe that all the words of Christ hold during this church dispnsation.

We cannot accept, cither, the theory put forth in the Scofield Bible
that the kingdom of God is ‘‘postponed.” This is contrary to teaching in
the epistles (Rom. 14:17; 1 Cor. 4:20; Col. 4:11). We do not endorse the
note in the account of Acts 2, which teaches that “every beliver is born
of the Spirit, indwelt by the Spirit, and baptized with the Spirit.” We
certainly believe that every believer should be baptized with the Spirit and
that they should tarry to be endued with power from on high, but we
believe that it is contrary to the Scriptures to teach that every believer
is baptized in the Spirit. Neither can we agree with the extreme teacnming
snggested in some of the notes that a soul once saved is always saved.
