xactly two months from the
| day we set sail, we arrived at
the mission station at Gombari
| in the Congo Free State and
were welcomed by seven mis-
sionaries there. We found
at portion of the mission field
contained about twenty thousand
square miles peopled by some ten
Bantu tribes, besides numerous bands
of pigmies—a vast field, practically un-
touched by the gospel. A few months
after we arrived four of the mission-
aries went home on furlough, and with-
in a year the remaining missionaries
went home, leaving wife and me alone
in the midst of twenty thousand square
miles of territory. We were alone for
some fiiteen months, the Lord very
oraciously giving us a baby daughter
in the meantime.

The noise of the tom-toms, of the
beer dances, and the screaming and
velling of the natives taking part in
them, was carried to us over the night
air and we could scarcely sleep for it.
Along with it we seemed to feel the
enemy leering at us, mocking us and
saying, “What are you doing over here?
Don't you know these are my people
and this is my territory?”  And some-
times we ourselves wondered what we
were doing, our efforts seemed so feeble
and useless. Yet God was still on the
throne! Missionaries began to come
back after their furlough, and new re-
cruits came out.

These Bantu tribes which we labor
among were all cannibals before the
government stopped such practices.
Not only were they cannibals but they
had absolutely no conscience in regard
to killing and eating human beings.
Fven today they do not see anything
wrong in it, and they feel no condemn-
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ation for it. For centuries it has been
their daily practice to kill and eat
human flesh. Though the government
has suppressed this practice among the
tribes, yet among the witchcraft so-
cieties it is still being carried on. In
conversations with ex-cannibals we find
there is no sense of moral wrong in
connection with it.

An ex-cannibal who accompanied me
on my trips through the jungles, said,
“We found out that salt goes through
the body and lodges in the feet; for
we never yet ate anyone but what we
found the feet tasted salty.” The same
man told me of a raid he and his {ellow
warriors made on a neighbor chief’s
village—a small community represent-
ing a family group. They surrounded
the village in the night, sprang in upon
them, and killed every one. He said,
“We quartered them up and filled our
baskets and carried them back to our
own village. Then we had a feast and
beer dance.” And then he added,
‘Bwana, we ate every bit except the
hair and the bones.” As he told me
this T could not detect the slightest sign
of guilt or condemnation ; his face was
as placid as the face of a child.

One day a group of heathen came
to my home and said, “We want to
see God.” Well that was quite a large
order even for a Pentecostal mission-
ary. But I inquired around and finally
found T had the god they wanted to
see, so I went into the house and
got it. It was a doll from America
which when turned over would say,
“Mama.” In America when you preach
a gospel message nearly every sinner
present understands what you are talk-
ing about. They know there is sin, and
they know about God and His Son
Jesus Christ. The biggest part of your

message is understood because you are
using terms and phrases and words
they understand. But in Africa,
though you make your message as sim-
ple as you can with native words, not
one half of what you are saying is
understood because you are using
names and phrases and terms entirely
foreign to their mode of living.
Amongst all the languages of Africa
they claim that the word “love” has
not been found in one of them. In
our part we have invented a word for
it. and in our school we use illustrations
to show them what this word means.

We have village work and station
work, but the latter is the more im-
portant. The native boys are brought
in from the heathen villages anywhere
from the age of six to fourteen, the
vounger the better, and they live on
the station from five to seven years.
We put them through a regular school-
ing up to high school, and they are
l?llll":!!l the Word of (od ;[hp]]f_i' with
it. The reader from which they study
is the Bible. These boys are our seed
plot from which come the native evan-
gelists. The first half hour of school
cach morning is given to memorizing
Scripture verses. The rest of the
morning is spent in school, and the
afternoon is spent in garden work, to
help provide food for their table.

We have some very precious tro-
phies from among these school boys.
Some older natives get saved, one here
and one there, but it is very difficult
to make them understand, and they
must understand it to believe it. Even
in the Christian lands we find that nine-
teen out of every twenty who get saved,
come to God before twenty-five years
of age. And if it is this way in a

*  to baptize me in my own way,
for example in our home. I
had seen people get their Bap-
tism in the sawdust, and I said
to myself, “I surely don't
want to be baptized that way,”
and that is just the place
where God baptized me. It is
not best to dictate to God
where you are to receive your

three prosperous pastorates [
was appointed superintendent
over five counties in the state of Min-
nesota, which office I held for twenty
years. During that time I organized
thirty-five churches and built twenty-
five church edifices, dedicating them
all without debt. Some of the churches
that I organized with twenty members
have now over 500 members. My
work in the Presbyterian church was
blessed of the Lord. Many souls were
really saved under my ministry.

Mrs. Jamieson and I were both
hungry for the deeper truths revealed
in God's Word, when we heard
of the outpouring of the Holy Spirit
at Azusa street mission in Los An-
geles, Calif. We greatly rejoiced at
the good news, though we did not then
know the real meaning of this wonder-
ful manifestation of the Holy Ghost.
So anxious was my wife to receive
this wonderful gift that I think she
would have taken the first train for
T.os Angeles, had she had the means.
But the Lord soon opened the way.
She went down to Atlanta, Ga. to visit
a friend and while there she met a few
saints who were seeking the Baptism.
There she remained for three months,
and received the gift of the Holy
Spirit that she so much desired.

She was so anxious for me to re-
ceive. the Baptism with the Spirit that
she asked me to resign my position of
Superintendent of Home Missions and
tarry for the Baptism. This I ought
to have done, but T thonght that 1
could receive this gift and still re-
tain my position. The mistake T made
was to place more importance on my
position as superintendent, than on re-
ceiving the precious gift of the Holy
Ghost. This sad mistake of making
a wrong estimate of the value of
things, is made by a large number of
people, including ministers. How ab-
surd for a Christian even to think of
such a comparison, yet there are many
Christians who place more value on
positions which are temporary at best
than on the great gift of the Holy
Ghost. Another thing that hindered
me from seeking the Baptism, was the
class of people upon whom the Spirit
fell. They were certainly both very
poor and very ignorant, and my whole
nature revolted against it.

The devil tried to make me believe
that God would not ;want me to give
up my position as superintendent, tell-
ing me that I had received the Bap-
tism when I was saved. It was very
easy for me to accept this suggestion
from- Satan, because that is what I
had been taught in the Presbyterian
Church from childhood. T felt that
for me to give up my position of
honor and my good salary, and join
that Pentecostal class of ignorant and
poor people would eventually lead me
to the poorhouse, a thought not very
pleasant for me to entertain. The
trouble with me, as with thousands of
others, for a time, was that I was not
willing to pay the price. God used
my wife to show me that T was al-
together mistaken in the position I
took. T began to pray earnestly and
the T.ord soon removed from my mind
all hindrances to tarrying for the
Baptism.

T gave up my position as superin-
tendent gladly, left our beautiful home
in Duluth, Minnesota, went to Port-
land, Oregon, and began to seek the
Baptism in Mrs. Crawford’s Mission,
They taught sanctification as a second
work of grace, so T sought it and the
more I sought the worse T grew. 1
remained in that mission about ten
months without gaining anything
worth while.

Finally word came to us that Mrs.
Woodworth Etter was conducting a
great revival at Dallas, Texas. and we
decided to go there. Arriving there
December 23rd, 1908, and having se-
cured furnished rooms near the taber-
nacle, T set to work in earnest secking
the Baptism, and about eleven o'clock
Christmas eve, I received the precious
oift of the Holy Ghost. 1 was great-
ly helped by Brother Bosworth and the
saints’ praying for me. When T went
to the altar that night I said to the
Lord, “I now mean business and T am
willing to remain here and fast all
week to receive this gift.” As farasI
knew God had stripped me of every-
thing. There was nothing I could ding
to, so I threw myself helplessly at His
feet and God soon granted me the de-
sire of my heart. Praise His holy
Name. For a long time I wanted God

cem«i  DBaptism, for God will prob-
ably choose the place to which
you object as His place to baptize
you. I tarried for about eleven months
for my Baptism. I was so full of
Presbyterianism and other “isms” that
it took a long time to drop them all.

I had a striking experience after I
had received my Baptism. Brothers
Bosworth and Birdsell were called out
of the city to pray for a very sick man.
While they were gone a young man
brought his sister who was very sick.
I told him that Brother Bosworth was
out of town. I felt very sorry for
him, so he decided to return home.
Just as he was leaving Mrs. Jamieson
said, “Don’t let him go. God has
given us the Holy Spirit that we might
pray for the sick.” So we prayed and
the sister was instantly healed. My,
that encouraged me to go on!

Now what has the Baptism done
for me?

Through the Baptism the Holy
Ghost has done many great things for
me.

1. He helped me to get rid of my
sermons. I had 500 as well prepared
sermons as S. A. Jamieson could pre-
pare while in the Presbyterian Church.
I had a beautiful box specially made
for them, locked with a silver lock.
I prized them very much. The devil
told me to keep them, but the Holy
Spirit in me said, “Burn them up and
I will furnish you messages of my own
choosing.” So I took them into the
yard and set a match to them; and they
were so dry that they burned like tin-
der. Thank God.

2. After T received my Baptism the
Bible was practically a new book to me.
I understood it as I never had done
before. Preaching under the anoint-
ing became a delight, and my love for
souls was very much increased.

3. Tt increased my love for God
and my fellow men, gave me a more
consuming compassion for souls, and
changed my view of the ministry so
that it was no longer looked upon as a
profession but as a calling. I now feel
sorry for ministers that are trying to
preach without the anointing.

To those who may read this narra-
tive T would suggest that if you want
to succeed in your Christian work
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you should seek the Baptism with the
Holy Spirit. If Jesus needed the
Baptism to do His great work we sure-
ly need this precious gift. Tts price
is above rubies. We need the Holy
Spirit to pray for the sick and to
cast out demons. I surely praise the
Lord for bringing me into Pentecost.

Halle-
lujah! T am-writing this experience
that it might be used of God to help
inspire faith in others to ask for what
may seem to us the impossible,

One summer day when I was pray-
ing earnestly for foreign Missions,
and especially India, I asked the Lord
to give me some work that I might
earn money to support a little native
girl in India. Soon I obtained laundry
work for eight men.

One day I was washing hurriedly
as T wanted to go to town, and I de-
cided to put the summer underwear
on the stove to. boil and leave them
in the boiler until my return, which
T proceeded to do.

On my return, T perceived that I
had put a reddish-brown undershirt
in the boiler with the white underwear,
and to my dismay found that where-
ever it had touched the white things
there were big brown spots. I did
everything T knew to remove those
spots. I washed them on the wash-
hoard, and boiled them, but without
effect. I hung them up for that even-
ing, and the next morning in family
worship T prayed that the Lord would
remove the spots from those clothes,
but immediately added, “No, Lord, I
won't ask such a thing of you. That
would be presumption.”

So I boiled the clothes and rubbed
them some more, and cried some as I
knew I would have to pay for the un-
derwear; T couldn’t send them back in
that condition, and to buy all new ones
would take more of my savings than
I cared to part with. But everything
I could do to remove the spots was of
no avail, and with a sad heart T went
out that evening to hang the clothes on
the line, when Jesus spoke so sweetly.
“T will be with thee in the sixth trial and
in the seventh T will not leave thee.”

T said, “Oh, yes Lord,
and now won't you please take the
extra flavoring out of the ice cream?”

We then went to town immediately,
and served the ice cream to about
forty women and children; some said
it was the best ice cream they had
ever eaten.

The ILord still answers prayer!
Praise His Name! Just as He multi-
plied the loaves and fishes to feed the
people, so He had subtracted the extra
flavoring from the ice cream. And oh,
how He blessed my soul as I witnessed
to the people what the Lord had done!
Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, to-
day, and forever.

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Ghe Lentecostal People and What “Ghey Believe

An interesting book has just been published, one that will doubtless find

its way into every large library in this country.

Its title is RELIGIONS AND

PuiLosoPHIES IN THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA. [t is compiled by Julius

A. Weber.

A few months ago the editor of the Evangel received a letter from
the compiler who asked him to write concerning the Pentecostal work.

The

promise was made, “This volume will be an unbiased presentation of original
statements, each contribution will be printed over the author's signature exactly

as submitted, without revision, addition or comments.”

Seeing that it was

a good opportunity to state what we believe and stand for, we wrote the follow-
ing, which appears as one of the articles in the book;

At the close of the 19th century, Dr.
Andrew Murray of South Africa
wrote a hook entitled “The Key to the
Missionary Problem.” He showed in
this book that the one solution to the
problem of world evangelization was
a visitation from God which would
bring back the power that the early
disciples had in the first century., He
pleaded that the new century should
be begun with much prayer for a
great world wide revival. In the latter
part of the year 1900 a number of
students were gathered in a Bible
school at Topeka, Kans. Their one
text book was the Bible. They made
a special study of the subject of the
Baptism in the Spirit—the enduement
with power that was received in the
first century. They prayed much. One
of the students, Agnes LaBerge, writes,
“During the first day of 1901 the
presence of the Lord was with us in
a marked way. The spirit of prayer
was upon us in the evening. It was
nearly eleven o'clock on this first of
January that it came into my heart to
ask that hands might be laid upon me
that T might receive the gift of the
Holy Ghost. It was as hands were laid
upon my head that the Holy Spirit fell
upon me and I began to speak in
tongues, glorifying God. 1 talked
several languages, and it was clearly
manifest when a new dialect was spok-
en. I had the added joy and glory my
heart longed for, and a depth of the
presence of the Lord within that T
never knew before.

“On January second some of us
went down to Topeka to a mission. As
we worshiped the Lord I offered
prayer in English and then prayed in

another language in tongues: A Bo-
hemian who was present said I spoke
his language and he understood what
I said. Some months later when at
a school house with others, holding
a meeting, I spoke in tongues under
the power of the Spirit and another
Bohemian understood me, Since then
others have understood other lan-
guages that I have spoken.” Many of
the students in this Bible school re-
ceived a similar experience to the one
quoted above. As they were out hold-
ing revival meetings many others re-
ceived the experience of the Baptism
in the Holy Spirit just as they had
received. It was when, at a later date,
that this Pentecostal revival spread to
LLos Angeles, California, that it re-
ceived a good deal of publicity. Many
Christian workers visited that city and
waited on God in an old barn-like
building on Azusa Street, until they
were endued with power from on
High. As they returned to their
various churches, filled with the Spirit
of God, revivals came to a great many
cities throughout the States and Cana-
da, and many thousands received a
Baptism in the Spirit similar to that
which the one hundred and twenty
received on the day of Pentecost. These
were called “Pentecostal Revivals.”

There was a Methodist Episcopal
minister visiting America from Nor-
way in 1906—Pastor T. B. Barratt.
He became very hungry for more of
God and as he spent his days praying,
God filled him with the Spirit, and
he returned to Norway. It was not
long after this that Norway, Sweden,
and Denmark were visited with Pente-
costal revivals.

An Episcopal minister from Great
Britain, Pastor A. A. Boddy, of Sun-
derland, visited Norway and persuaded
Pastor Barratt to go to England. It
was at this Episcopal church in Sun-
derland, England, that a great many
received the Baptism in the Spirit.
The revival soon spread to other coun-
tries in Europe and to India and China.
Today there is no part of the world
where there are not Pentecostal mis-
sionaries and ministers.

It might be asked, What do these
people believe? Every one, without a
single exception, believes every word
that is written in the Bible from
Genesis to Revelation. They count on
it as the inspired word of God—a
revelation from God to man, the in-
fallible rule of faith and conduct.
They do not question or deny the vir-
gin birth of Christ, or any other mira-
cle recorded in Holy Writ. They be-
lieve that the only way of salvation is
through faith in the precious, all-blot-
ting-out hlood of the Lord Jesus
Christ, the only begotten Son of God.
They also believe in a literal heaven
for those who trust with all their
hearts in Jesus Christ, and a literal
hell for those who reject the great sal-
vation He has provided.

They believe the Lord Jesus Christ
is the same yesterday, today, and for-
ever, and that He is just as willing to
heal the sick today as He was in the
days when He walked the earth. And
so in all their meetings they pray for
the sick, and thousands have been
healed as a result of the prayer of
faith.

The Pentecostal preachers empha-
size holy living, teaching complete
separation from- the world, the flesh,
and the devil. They denounce both
the theater and the dance. They con-
sider the use of tobacco and alcohol
as unclean and displeasing to the Lord.

One thing they greatly emphasize in
their preaching, and that is the second
coming of the Lord Jesus Christ. They
believe that this is the end of the age
and that at any time the Lord Jesus
may return, and that it is important
to be ready for His coming, for He
said that in an hour when men were
not looking for Him He would re-
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turn. To the Pentecostal people it is
a glorious hope that before very long
the Lord Jesus Christ will return to
set up on the earth His millennial
kingdom, and ‘then believe that the
solution to eartll’s problems is His
coming as King of kings and Lord of
lords.

Many of these things are taught by
other denominations, but there is one
distinctive feature in the testimony of
the Pentecostal people which is dif-
ferent from what others teach. They
believe that when people are haptized
in the Holy Spirit today they will have
the same manifestation of the Spirit’s
presence as they had in Bible times—
the speaking in other tongues as the
Spirit of God gives utterance. Acts
2:4; Acts 10:44-46; Acts 19:6.

As authority for what they believe,
they cite the statements of the Apostle
Peter on the Day of Pentecost, declar-
ing that what had just occurred was
just what had long before been prophe-
sied by the prophet Joel. Joel 2:28-32.
They quote as an authority, Paul, who
made a declaration that he spoke in
tongues more than all (1 Cor. 14:18),
and gave as his authority the prophet
Isaiah, who declared, “With stammer-
ing lips and another tongue will He
(the Lord) speak unto this people. To
whom He said, This is the rest where-
with ye may cause the weary to rest;
and this is the refreshing; yet they
would not hear.” Isa. 28:11, 12.

And then on top of what Peter,
Paul, Isaiah, and Joel have to say,
they quote as the supreme authority,
the Tord Jesus Christ, who said in
His final commission, “Go ye into all the
world, and preach the gospel to every
creature. He that believeth and is bap-
tized shall be saved, and he that be-
lieveth not shall be damned. And
these signs shall follow them that be-
lieve; In My name shall they cast out
devils, they shall speak with new
tongues . . . they shall lay hands on
the sick and they shall recover.” Mark
16:15-18.

The Pentecostal people are seeking
to do evangelistic and missionary work
in every part of the world. The
American Assemblies of God have 300
missionaries in other lands. But a
large number of Pentecostal mission-
aries have also gone forth from Cana-
da, Great Britain, Norway, Sweden,
Germany, Holland, and other coun-
tries.

Tt has been the writer’s pleasure to
write the story of the Pentecostal re-
vival in America, Canada, Great
Britain, Germany, Holland, Russia,
Sweden, Norway, India, China, Africa,
South America, and other lands during
the past thirty years, a book that tells
of hundreds of miracles wrought to-
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day in every land. This book is en-

limited grace to them. Even though
the Jews were specially favored of God,
no race of people have suffered more
for their iniquity than they.

We must not overlook the fact, that
the Bible was written by the Hebrews.
Not that the Bible is the mental pro-
duction of mortal mind. It is a special
revelation of God, through holy men of
God, which tells not only of the past,
but of the future of both Jew and Gen-
tile. Is it not written, “All Scripture is
given by inspiration of God?” Holy
men of God spake and wrote as they
were moved by the Holy Ghost. Not
only did God give us the Bible through
a certain few of His chosen people, but
we must also remember that our Lord
Jesus, whom we love and whom we
serve, being the son of Mary, was also
a Jew. Is it not written, “She shall
bring forth a son and shall call his
name Jesus, for He shall save His peo-
ple from their sins?” Do not the
Scriptures declare, “He came unto His
own and His own received him not?”
The common people received Jesus as
their Redeemer and King, but a cer-
tain few in high places of religious
authority were opposed to His doctrine
and cried, “Away with Him, crucify
Him.” Pilate declared he found no
fault in Him, yet they cried the louder,
“Crucify Him.” Though they mali-
ciously rejected Him as the King of
the Jews, He was their legal and divine
King, and the day will come when He
will sit on David’s throne,

Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Moses,
Joshua, Gideon, Elijah, David, Daniel,
the disciples of Jesus, Paul, the mem-
bers of the first Christian Church in
Jerusalem and all other outstanding
Biblical characters were Hebrews. The
wide spread of civilization, may be
traced back to the divinely inspired
writings and holy living of some of
these chosen people of God. The Jews,
of all people, have had the opportunity
to know God and to live under the
blessed protection of the Almighty, but
because of their sins, they lost their na-
tional home and became the subjects of
foreign nations. According to Deuter-
onomy 4:30, 31, they were warned of
this judgment but gave it no heed and
fell into the mire of their own iniquity.
To refuse to obey the Word of God is

a sin which cannot escape judgment,

The Holy Scriptures declare: “The
Lord is with you while ye be with Him,
and if ye seek Him, He will be found
of you, but if ye forsake Him He will
forsake you.” *“‘Correction is grevious
unto him that forsaketh the way, and
he that hateth reproof shall die, for
the Lord is far from the wicked, but
He heareth the prayer of the righteous.
To him that knoweth to do good and
doeth it not, to him it is sin.” Be-
cause of the unfaithfulness of this
chosen people they are now scattered
among the nations and the evidence of
their sin is everywhere, But hath God
cast away His people? No, for Paul
referring to their restoration says:
“All Israel shall be saved, as it is writ-
ten, there shall come out of Zion a De-
liverer, and He shall turn away un-
godliness from Jacob.” The reclaim-
ing and rebuilding of Palestine seems
to be not only a reasonable evidence of
God’s renewing His dealings with Is-
rael but of the near approach of the re-
turn of Jesus Christ and of the glor-
ious meeting in the air.

In the study of the children of Israel,
we find in Abraham the beginning of
the most interesting people whose rec-
ord is found on the pages of history.
It was promised that their number
would be as the stars of heaven or the
sands of the sea shore, but the glory
of this people lies not in the past, but
in the near future, immediately fol-
lowing the night of the most terrible
carnage they have known.

While the Jewish nation had its ori-
gin in Abraham 2,000 years before the
birth of the Lord Jesus in Bethlehem of
Judea, we find that when they came
out of Egypt, 400 years later, their
number had increased to 603,550 men,
and with their wives and children there
must have been at least 2,500,000. At
the time of David and Solomon their
population is claimed to have gone far
beyond 4,000,000, but during the time
of Ezra and Nehemiah their number
was greatly reduced by the invasions
of foreign powers. During the time
the Lord Jesus walked the sands of
Galilee, their population again went
well into the millions, but at the fall
.of Jerusalem, which occurred a few
years later, they lost their city and

2 before their triumphant deliv-

erance from Egyptian bondage,
and interpreted in the light of Chris-
tian prophecy, is quite significant,

The largest number of Jews are
found in the United States, Poland,
Soviet Russia, and Rumania. Accord-
ing to the Jewish Missionary Maga-
zine, there are in New York City,
1,765,000 Jews; in Chicago, 325,000;
in Philadelphia, 270,000; in Boston,
90,000; in Cleveland, 85,000; in De-
troit, 75,000; in Baltimore, 68,000; in
Los Angeles, 65,000; in Newark, 65,-
000; in Pittsburgh, 52,000; in St.
Louis, 50,000, and so on. The larger
number of Jews in this country are
found in cities having a population be-

yond 50,000.

It is claimed the population of the
Jews is increasing at the rate of 1,000
a day, and that the birth rate of the
Jews is higher and the mortality among
their children lower than among other
people. This is also in keeping with
conditions preceding their exodus from
Egyptian bondage, into Canaan, the
land of victory. It is also claimed the
average life of a Gentile is 36 years,
while the average life of a Jew is 48
years. These conditions, when con-
sidered in the closing events of this
dispensation, has a special significance
and mean far more than the average
Biblical scholar has stopped to con-
sider. The‘rapid increase of the Jews
today, and their return to their native
land, Palestine, is surely a sign of the
fig tree budding and of the soon return
of the Lord Jesus, not only to renew
His dealings with Israel, but to deliver
them in the hour of their repentance
from the wvicious hand of their blas-
phemous foe.

The Jews, whether they are conscious
of it or not, are certainly lending their
influence to the establishing of the reign
of Antichrist, who in turn will do them
more harm than all their past enemies
combined.

Recently the Jews have purchased
from the Moslems 290,000 dunam in
the plain of Acco at a cost of $4,500,
000. This tract of land is a well-known
battle field in the history of the Jews,
and it is often called, “the valley of
blood and tears.” It is also called the
Valley of Jezreel, and Megiddon, from
which comes the word, Armageddon.
In this valley, according to Biblical
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prophecy, will occur the greatest and
most deadly battle in the history of
man, the battle of Armageddon. It
will be a battle, not for new territory,
but a battle to destroy divine worship
and to eliminate God from the mind of
man. This has been the determination
of Satan from Adam’s day to the pres-
ent time, but"he will meet with a crush-
ing defeat when the Lord Jesus comes
to defend His own. Read 2 Thess.
1:7-89; also 2 Thess. 2:1-10.

It is very interesting to note that
the Jews are accepting Jesus Christ
as their Lord and Saviour in larger
numbers today than any time since the
crucifixion of Jesus, but not without
isolation, humiliation, and suffering.

Jewish interest in Palestine today has
become universal and the rebuilding of
their long lost home, their chief delight.
The return of the Jews to Palestine
and the rebuilding of their national
home is surely a preparation for the
return of Jesus, whom they rejected,
condemned, and crucified. For this
unspeakable tragedy, God will deal with
them. Does not the Holy Scripture
say: “They shall look upon Me whom
they have pierced, and shall mourn for
Him, as one mourneth for His only
son, and shall be in bitterness for Him,
as one that is in bitterness for his first-
born. In that day there shall be a
great mourning in Jerusalem, as the
mourning of Hadadrimmon in the val-
ley of Megiddon.” Zech. 12:10. Again
it is written: “When thou art in tribu-
lation and all these things are come
upon thee, even in the latter days, if
thou turn unto the Lord thy God, and
shall be obedient unto His voice . . .
He will not forsake thee, neither de-
stroy thee, nor forget the covenant of
thy fathers which He sware unto
them.” Deut. 4:30, 31. Let neither
Jew nor Gentile think he can disregard
the Word of God and escape judgment,
for it is written: “That at the name of
Jesus, every knee should bow . . . and
every tongue should confess that Jesus
Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the
Father.”

God will yet restore Israel. God is
able to graft them into the olive tree
from which they have been broken.
That will be a glorious day, “For if the
casting away of them be the reconcil-
ing of the world, what shall the re-

ceiving of them be but life from the
dead.”

Christian land, where there are Chris-
tian civilization, Christian influence,
and praying relatives, what can you
expect in heathen lands where there are
none of these? It breaks the hearts of
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the missionaries to sce these older peo-
ple and to realize that they should have
heard the gospel years before when
they were young, for their case is al-
most hopeless now. Though you might
have the tongue of an angel and the
eloquence of a Paul to pour the gospel
upon them, they have not the ability to
take it in. Their mind is hard and
seared with heathen darkness. How-
ever God is able to pierce even this.
3ut the young can be reached! Thank
God for that!

For the village work we pack our
baggage, get our porters, and plan on
reaching a chief's village each night,
getting up at daybreak and starting
on the trail as soon as possible so as
to cover as much ground as we can
before the sun gets too hot. When we
reach a village the porters go into the
forest and cut wood for the big bon-
fire at night, around which the chief
and his people gather while the mis-
sionary gives forth the Word of Life.
On these village trips we are gone any-
where from ten days to a month,’cover-
ing from one hundred to four hundred
miles. The natives have to hear the
gospel a good many times before they
know what it is all about,

Chief Ngaduma of the Bari canni-
bal tribe has fifty wives and scores of
children. One of his sons, Mbunzu,
is a Christian—the only Christian in
his father’s family. He came to our
station as a school boy about thirteen
vears of age, and he was not with us
very long until the Lord came into his
heart. He is not only the only Chris-
tian in his father’s family but he is the
only Christian in that whole tribe. He
is just about ready to graduate and
go back to his own people as an evan-
gelist.

Alimansi, the uncle of Mbunzu, was
chief of the tribe some years ago.
With the assistance of two or three
other tribes he conquered the Manvus.
Those who resisted his rule he cor-
ralled in his village and kept them for
feasts. But he had a side to his cruelty
that surpassed others. He would take
out of the corral the number he re-
quired for his feast and send them out
to the woods, under an escort of sol-
diers, to cut wood and carry it into the
village. Then he would send them to
the river to wash themselves. Coming
back from the washing they would be
killed and quartered, and cooked with
the very wood they had themselves cut.
This was Mbunzu's uncle. We need
to realize this in order to fully appre-
ciate Mbunzu's salvation.

When Robert Moffat instructed
David Livingstone in regard to an
equipment for Africa, he said, “There
are three things you will need; the
first is patience, the second is more
patience, and the third is still more
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patience.”” This instruction has been
handed down to the succeeding mis-
sionary recruits. My wife had an ex-
perience in Africa which illustrates
this. When dividing up some water-
buck meat among the missionaries and
native boys on the station there was a
portion for all, with one little piece
left over which my wife requested
should be cooked for the dog.

After the dog's piece was cooked my
wife discovered that half of it was
missing. The native boys who cooked
it acknowledged that without a doubt
someone had stolen some of it. Had
they stolen it? No! Of course not!
They would not do such a thing! But
after much questioning wife discovered
that one of them had stolen it. He
had been taught that lying and steal-
ing were not marks of a Christian and
that people who did such things would
never get to heaven unless they re-
pented; and that teaching was again
emphasized. He appeared to be moved,
and seeing a very guilty expression
on his face wife suggested that they all
pray. They all got down to pray, ex-
pecting this lad to pray harder than
any of them, but while they were pray-
ing he grabbed the rest of the meat
and went outside to eat it; and when
they' finished praying the boy and the
meat were both gone! Yes, the mis-
sionaries do need patience.

Shooting game becomes a part of
the missionary’s work in Africa. There
are no butcher shops around the corner
from which to order your steak; you
take a rifle and shot and get your
T-bone steak on the hoof. And some-
times these T-bone steaks take after
you, which becomes very interesting,
especially if they are attached to a
thousand pound buffalo. This hap-
pened to me one day. The buffalo is
considered one of the most dangerous
animals in Africa, being one of the
most vindictive creatures in the world.
I wounded my buffalo and he ran off
into the woods close by, appearing to
be so badly wounded that in a short
time he would die. Thinking there was
no danger I followed him into the
forest, with only one shell left in my
rifle. My native gun bearer who was
carrying extra ammunition was away
back in a place of safety, waiting to
see how things would go.

While following the trail into the
forest and looking to find the animal
I suddenly heard something bellowing.
Looking up I beheld this buffalo charg-
ing for me, and he was then only about
ten yards away! I very hastily fired
the last shot and turned to run. It
was a handicap race, and the handicap
was on me—I only having two legs
and the buffalo four. The animal
caught up to me and gave me such a

In
some way the small things seem to show
His personal interest in our everyday life
and needs, more than some larger things.

and downs during these years, but He has
always been there to help when I just could
not bear any more. “As thy days, so shall
thy strength be.” Many times He not only
sends help but sends the very thing of which
we are in need.

Two weeks ago the woman in charge of
the little boys’ nursery came to me and said
that the children’s mattresses were so thin
that they were nearly sleeping on the
springs. I told her that I was very, very
sorry but that T had no money at all, that
I thought that all of last year’s cotton was
used up, and that they would have to pray
for God to send in help. I sent for the
woman in charge of the bedding, and we
were all three talking about it. She said
that there was no cotton at all left from
last year. Just then I looked out of the
window and a large motor truck drove up,
piled up with large sacks of cotton, a gift
to the orphanage (worth about $50.00).

Three days after that some of the girls
came to the woman in charge of the soap,
asking for their allowance of soap. She
said, “We have none.” They stood around
and talked and begged her to look, perhaps
she could find some, as it was Saturday and
they wanted to wash their clothes—but
there was none. She said, “If you girls
would stop talking so much to me about
the soap which T haven't, and go and pray,
you would be more apt to get what you
want.” This woman's mother was ill so
she sent for some rice. The storeroom sup-
ply was finished—only a few handfuls left.
(This was the same day of the soap story).

When he heard
this, he felt that now he had a good excuse
for not sending it, but he still got no rest.
At last he decided that he must send it no
matter whether I was there or not. The
letter arrived in the morning mail and I
arrived at 3:30 p. m. One of the little
hoys came running up to me in the station
and said, “Mamma, we got $250.00 in the
mail this morning.”

We started our new church this year,
hut by the beginning of summer we were
obliged to stop work on it because we had
no more money. It made us very sad to
see the church which we need so much,
standing dead, with the walls only half
built. Three weeks ago I received a letter
from a brother 87 years old, sending me a
check for his all, enough to finish the church.
He said, “T want you to keep the gospel
fire burning in the church after I am gone.”
Oh, how we all rejoiced that we are now
once more able to go on with the building.

Last month T received a letter from a
brother in the state of Washington saying
that one day he entered the house of one
of his neighbors and that she told him of
our work. After he left, he went out in the
orchard and climbed up in an apple tree to
pick the apples, and God spoke to him and
showed him that he must send $30.00 of
his tithe money to the orphanage. He said,
“What were you in need of on the 27th of

September, the day God spoke to me?” I
looked back in my diary and read, “Sep-
tember 27, 1930—We have only 25¢.” I
got a great blessing out of this. As God
saw Nathanael of old under the fig tree, He
saw this brother who had $30.00 of His
money up in the apple tree and He spoke to
him.

Last year we got about $700.00 behind
but in some way I got the victory in my soul
that God was going to meet this great need.
[ rather think T had my eyes on the Ameri-
can mail. When the mail came, there was
nothing—well, it was such a shock to me,
for T felt that T had received assurance in
my soul that God was going to meet the
need. I just broke down and began to cry
very, very hard.

HAVE said I took my first
conscious step toward God,
my request for prayer, in a
Pentecostal mission. 1 make
no apology for this.

taught me intensive prayer and inten-

sive study of the Bible. A Pentecostal

Jible teacher, when I was casting about
for a new Bible after the old one I
had borrowed had gone to pieces, ad-
vised the Scofield Reference edition
and got me his preacher’s reduction on
the purchase price. I wore that copy
out and am now on my second one.
Pentecostal people led me away from
world conformity and held up before
me the ideal of the separated, lmly
life. And after conversion and im-
mersion they led me, four months
later, to the infilling of the power of
the Holy Spirit.

After putting in a year and a half
of Bible study under teachers of the
Pentecostal group, taking a hand in
street evangelism and the like, T en-
tered the home missionary field, travel-
ing alone in that capacity about twelve
hundred miles through Central and
Southern California.

I was two years and a half on this
trip. - Having lost one of my hands in
an accident many years before this,
and having by nature little mechanical
skill, T doubted my ability to manage a
machine, and so went back to first
principles and drove a horse and
covered wagon.

I had the white canvas of my wagon
cover lettered on both sides and back
end with signs eighteen inches high,
warning of the Lord's soon coming,
of judgment, and the like. I also
spent two hundred dollars of my fast
diminishing bank account for an
electrical amplifier, or magnavox, by
which to throw the sound of sacred
music played on a “portophone” or
portable phonograph. This was used
in street meetings or wherever needed.
I also carried a stock of Gospel litera-
ture, tracts, and booklets for distri-
bution.

I held street meetings in many of
the towns and cities of Central and
Southern California. As a rule I put
in my forenoons in the residence dis-

tricts, playing my electrical loud speak-
er from block to block, then going to
doors, giving away tracts and selling
hooklets. In the evenings, armed with
my town marshal’s permit, I drove to
some street corner, turned my magna-
vox loose to attract a crowd, then
preached for an hour or so. The
magnavox I carried on a platform at
the back of the wagon, which also
served as a speaker’s stand. Some-
times I would be several weeks in a
town. In this way I reached every-
body from the hobo to the Protestant
pastor and the Catholic priest.

I kept a daily journal, and the
records of that trip, given in any de-
tail, would fill a volume. Of course it
was trying at times, 'and the work was
hard and sometimes there was dan-
ger. Home missionary work as well
as foreign has its battles. “In the
world ye shall have tribulation.” - And
it is the lot of all of us, in whatever
capacity we serve, if we would “reign
with him,” first to “suffer.”” To cook
one’s food over a hole in the ground,
and to sleep on damp ground (as I
did for a time, thereby bringing on
illness)—all these things are a part of
the schooling.

But there were compensations. To
be privileged to go into a humble Mexi-
can shack, for instance, where there
was a sick baby and lay one’s hand on
the little black head and pray for “el
pobre nino pequeno, muy malo,” and
then to receive a heartfelt “Muchas
gracias, Senor!” from the parents was
something.

And then to be invited into a home
more pretentious and be privileged to
tell an impatient business man con-
fined to a wheel chair through sudden
paralysis that maybe God was afflicting
his body in order that He might save
his soul, and to see God beginning to
work in that home—that was some-
thing also. And to go here and there,
giving out literature and witnessing,
always witnessing, to a Saviour’s
power to save and bless, this was worth
all that it cost and a thousand times
more.

My magnavox was a star attraction.
Four or five years ago these things
were just beginning to come in, and
people everywhere “took notice” when-
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ever it spoke. In the residences I no
sooner put on a Gospel record than
windows for blocks around would be
lifted and people would appear on
porches and around corners. It made
a hit with the children, who would
flock around like blackbirds, all ask-
ing questions at once. Here was my
opportunity to give out children’s

tracts. On the street corner, playing
the loud music, I have had men leave
their hotel rooms four plocks away

and come down to see what it was all
ahout.

I noted one interesting thing—the
way different types of Gospel songs
were received. While the newer, jaz-
zier pieces were listened to, 1 noted
that the old time spiritual hymns like
“There is a fountain filled with blood”
seemed to touch a deeper chord than
the first named songs. How little the
world knows its own heart hunger,
its own spiritual need!

And then there were the signs,
“TJesus Is Coming Soon,” and “Are
You Ready to Meet Him?” and others.
Once I camped over Sunday at a point
on the California highway near the
coast line. My wagon was so situated
that people coming from both direc-
tions could not fail to see the signs.
And the remarks I overheard as cars
flashed by proved those people were
not blind. I made some estimates and
did some figuring. Averaging the oc-
cupants of the cars from one to five
and averaging the number of cars that
passed per minute, I reached the con-
clusion that ten thousand people saw
those signs that one day. Here was
a problem in the science of advertising.
“Ye are my witnesses,” the Lord
TJesus said, and here was one way of
announcing. his truth.

My missionary travels came to an
end finally, and the typewriter has
taken the place of the magnavox. That
is the call for today. What tomor-
row’s call will be T do not know. I
shall know when tomorrow comes. At
the end of the journey there will be a
glad home coming. 1 expect to see
Mother and Father and the many
others who have gone on before.

About the time T was saved I had
been planning a long trip through the
mountains of Northern California,
gathering material for magazine stories
and articles. 1 wrote to the Indian
agent in Round Valley, a remote point
where there were a reservation and
cattle ranges. T wanted to see one of
the still remaining Old West cattle
roundups.

The agent replied, telling me when
the roundup would take place, and
that he would give me all the help he
could.

But I never went to that roundup.
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Instead, I started for another round-
up. We are told about it in the
seventh of Revelation, where John says
he beheld that “a great multitude,
which no man could number, of all
nations, and kindreds, and peoples, and
tongues, stood before the throne, and
before the Lamb, clothed with white
robes, and palms in their hands.” By
the grace of God I hope to reach that
roundup.

Such is my testimony. To any who
may read this brief record who have
not yet decided for Christ I should
like to say that when I took this step
my worldly prospects, financial, pro-
fessional, and the like, were never bet-
ter. I owned, practically free of debt,
a good bungalow home; I had money
in the bank; I was selling my “stuff”
readily; editorial doors were open to
me and opening in many places. But
there were times when some voice
within whispered in my ear that no
such success could bring happiness;
that T was following a blind trail, and
that, going the way I was going, my
end would probably be suicide. “There
is a way which seemeth right unto a
man, but the end thereof are the ways
of death.” This world sings a siren
song that lures those who listen to a
bottomless abyss. And this experience
of mine is written in the hope that
some may be led in the way of that
peace that passeth knowledge—the way
of life everlasting, the way of the
Cross.

It is also written in the hope that
others who are walking in the true
way may be led to ask themselves if
they are really doing their best for the
Master ; if they belong, as Bud Means
in the “Hoosier School Master” used
to say he did, to the church of the
“Best Licks.” Brother, sister the days
are evil, and the days are numbered.
What we do we must do quickly. The
night cometh when no man can work.
It is no time for slackers. Do your
bit.

This is my testimony. I am a sinner
saved by redeeming grace. It is a far
cry from those distant days when there
was little more exciting than a crow
caw-caw-cawing across a corn field to
these complex, roaring, motor-driven,
ominous days. Let us all thank God
that we know his peace, and the shelter
of his abiding wing. And let us fight
the good fight of faith and wait with
patience that time when, our journey-
ings over, we may “have right to the
tree of life, and may enter in through
the gates into the city.” '

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ceived a letter from a lady asking me
to take a poor little girl seven years
old. She had had a tubercular disease in
hoth feet and had to have both am-
putated to save her life. The child’s
father is dead and the mother doesn’t
want her as she seems to be a hindrance
in her getting married again. I wrote
and told the lady to send the child at
any time.

When we keep our eyes on Him,
everything seems easy. Oh, so easy!
But when we begin to look at circum-
stances, we shake and tremble with
fear. Pray for me that T will not look
at my hundreds of children who have
to be clothed and fed, or at the hard
times financially, prevailing all over
the world, but that I may keep my
eyes on His promises and know that
all is well because He careth for us.

tremendous butt that he knocked me
unconscious, hurling me twelve feet
through the air. When [ became con-
scious I was lying on the ground, my
rifle ten feet away in another direction,
and the wounded buffalo standing over
me and bellowing, trying to gore me
with its horns. I knew that when a
wounded buffalo gets its victim on the
ground there is absolutely no escape.
So the first thought that went through
my mind was, “This is the end.”

But when the Lord Jesus baptizes
a person in the Holy Spirit He does
a wonderful thing; and in that desper-
ate predicament I found the Spirit of
God within me, saying, “This is not
the end. The Lord will deliver you."”
I shouted out the one word, GOD!
It was the shortest prayer of my life
and brought the speediest answer. God
is still on the throne! As soon as I
had called on God the buffalo stopped.
He was mad clear through and had
ripped both of my pant legs to ribbons,
bruising my ankles somewhat as he
tore at me with his horns. But the
very moment I uttered that one word
the buffalo stopped and then backed
away from me. It has often seemed to
me that had my eyes been opened, as
Elijah’s servant’s were, I would have
seen an angel there grabbing that old
buffalo by the tail.

You may be sure I did not lie on the
ground meditating, I got up as quickly
as posible and made for a tree. (That
1s where works and faith go together.)
Immediately the buffalo started after
me, but I was able to get about six
feet up the tree and was safe. My
soul was overwhelmed with the reality
of God. Oh, how real He was! How
quickly He answered! While up the
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tree I heard my native gun bearer com-
ing through the forest, thinking that
everything was all over but the cut-
ting of the steaks. Not wanting to
see him get mixed up with the buffalo
I called a warning to him. He needed
no second one, he was up a tree in
about two minutes, not even waiting
to see the buffalo.

The sun was going down and we
were about six miles from the mis-
sion station ; I was tired, having walked
all day, and did not like the idea of
spending the night in the tree. The
buffalo walked over about three yards
and sat down. I called to the native,
“This buffalo acts as though it wants
to die. Don’t yvou think vou could get
down from that tree and get my rifle
to me?” But the native called back,
“Bwana, you let that buffalo die well,”
and he went up the tree another four
feet. But finally he did come over to
me through the trees, like a monkey.

Taking a vine he made a noose at
one end and pulled the rifle up with it,
The natives are right at home in the
forests, and everything is as handy
to them as streets are to us. We very
soon killed the butffalo, wrapped up
the heart and liver in leaves, and
started for home. The natives we met
on the trail going home wanted to know
what had happened to me that 1 was
in such a terrible condition—trousers
torn to ribbons, and blood from head
to foot. My gun bearer told them I
had been charged by a wounded buffalo
but got away from him and finally
killed him. The heathen said, “‘Bwana,
your God is a God of power or you
never would have gotten away from
that buffalo.”
