Lifting up 111y heart in ferv ent 
praye r J scnt for her, It hardly seemed 
possible that in only ten ~ays s~ch a 
change could he wrough.t III onc.s ap~ 
pcarance. ] ler head, with a dejected 
look, was dropped 011 her chest, and 
her eyes had become bloo(hhot from 
almost cOI1~ta nt weeping on accOllnt of 
her sins, I endeavored to open up to 
her mind the wonderful far-reaching 
process of God's love; hut, throwing 
up her hand, she cried, "But, 0 Moth­
er \\"hitt clllorc, you don't, you don't 
understand!

:\lere natural faith is the thing that 
makL's people feel sn much more com­
fortahle if they call in a doctor to 
sec a sick lo\'ed 011(,'. inlllleC\iatcly the 
doctor comes they fcd bclter. I am 
Ilot talking about I'ellll'costal people 
at thc moment, .l alll talking about 
thost! who do not know how to receive 
ht:lp frolll the Lord. It is jtl~l the 
salllc if they have a hottk- of medicine 
to swallow; the nastier it is the betler 
the), fed. It is just the si mple power 
of lIatural faith ill the IIIl:dical profes­
sion. Two of my sisters-in-law are 
nurses, and .l learn from them that 
olle of the first thing~ to do is to 1Il­

spire people with confidence. 

This s imple, natural faith. which we 
all have; this power of hclieving and 
hoping and resling in natural things, 
is the root of what is called faith­
healing. Let IllC sa\' that there is a 
profound distinctif)!', b(.,tween faith 
healing and Divine II(:aling-. Faith 
healing i~ based on tilt:' simple faith 
that hy thinking and Iklie\'illg and be­
coming optimistic ('noll,!.!!l we can gei 
hCIt(T. Bllt Divine Ilealing is based 
on a faith that God in heaven will 
rcarh down and touch us, so that we 
can be healed by an agency which is 
not natural but which is divine. Xever 
confuse faith healing wjth Di"ine 
Healing. 

This power of natural faith can pro­
duce some Yer)' striking results on cer­
tain lines, and it explains a great many 
o f the healings which take place under 
Chris tian Science. Make some people 
cheer up, and they become better at 
once; it is purely natural faith. But 
natural faith is limited to the natural 
world and the natural sphere; it can 
never bring us to a knowledge of God. 
It can never bring us to the place 
where hcann is open and cternity is 
real. .\s the apostle sa\'s in I Cor. 

2:1·~, "The llatural man recl'iv(:th not 
the things of the Spirit of Cod: for 
thcy arc foolishncss unto him: Ileither 
can he kno\\' thcm, hecause the\' arc 
spiritually discerned." DOll't h~ an­
g ry with your unsan:cl husband be­
cause he canl10t understand wlw YOU 
enjoy religion. He call1/ot understand 
it, and that is just the whole explana­
tion. Don't gc:t irritable with your 
ullsaved friends because they cannot 
understand why you like collling to 
camp meetings; their eyes and their 
('ar~ ha\'e not hetEl opl'lll'd. There is 
a whole wonderful worlel that we are 
ali\'e to, 10 which they are dead. The 
natural man cannot rccci\'e the thing-i; 
of the Spirit oi God. 

On board sh ip, where you have such 
SI~lclldid opportunities of conversing 
With people, you can talk to them about 
nalllral things-scenery, m usic. nation­
alit\', etc. and they will talk with 
vigor and interest. hut if you "peak 
about the ihings of God in many cascs 
you immediately find they arc dead. 
they have no interest. they look at you 
dumb, you are talking about SOI11C­
thing- of which the.\' know nothing-. 
Pentecostal fellowship is the richest 
fellowship of all. because we can talk 
about the deepest things, and find that 
we understand each other. 

There is a realm of natural faith 
where the natural man can ('xerci"e 
faith in the natural sphere, and can 
produce some startling results. nut 
when it comes to the divine. eternal. 
unseen things. the natural man falls 
hack helpless. Apart from divine grace 
he will never know God. 

S,iterI/o/ural Faith 

The second degree of faith is su­
pernatural faith. In ourselves we are 
hopeless and helpless and cannot find 
God: yet lIe comes to us in our hope­
less . helpless condition and He opens 
Ollr eyes, our cars, and our hearts. 
"For by grace arc ye saved through 
faith, and that not of ),ourselvc ... it is 
the gi ft of God." Eph. 2 :8. The faith 
that saves us was not in our hC:l.rts 
by nature. A lot of people think it 
was natural faith that saved them. but 
it nenr was. The faith that saves is 
something that comes down into our 
hearts by div ine grace. T;'tm fre­
quently asked. "\\'hat is saving faith?" 
T answer that it is something different 

solutely rests itself upon the \\'onl of 
God. 1t is not necessarily fCl'lings. 
Don't think that feeiing-s arc sa\'ing 
faith. You can be sa\'cd without hav­
ing wonderf ul dreams and \'i~ions : you 
can hc ~a\'ed without ha\'ing fc(,lings 
at all,-but yOll will get lots of feel­
ings afterwards. But the faith that 
saves is simply coming as a helplcss 
sinner and lying flat dOWll on the 
promises of God, and saying, 

"Just as T am, without OIlC pIca. 
But that Thy b lood was shed for mc, 
}\nd that Thou bidst me COIllC to Thee. 
o Lamb of God, I come." 

Helpless, hopeless, absolutely undone, 
and not feeling anything. I just lie 
there on the \Vord of God. The faith 
that sa\'eS me is a faith that is the 
gi ft of Goel. 

T think thc phrase r lo\'c best of all 
is the one old John \Vesley used con­
cerning the moment when God sa \'ed 
him. IIe said, "1 felt my heart !.trang­
Iy warmed." I remembcr the time 
when m)' he art was "strangely 
warmed," when everything seemed to 
burst into life. I may not know the 
moment when God san.:d me. but I 
know I am saved. r remcmber the 
testimony of a dear old Iri shman who 
llsed to sa)" "At four o'clock in the 
morning-, on the fir!.t :'Iomby of:\ lay, 
1889, God saved me." And thell he 
would go on to tell how evcrythi ng 
outside was like a new world. the 
sky was a wonderful blue. the grass 
was a richer green, the birds sang di­
vinely, and his wife-well, he never 
knew before how good looking she 
was. He was not really in a new 
world. but he had gotten; ne\\' heart; 
God had sayed him.

This wonderful faith COInCS as a 
ac1e of God's grace.

\Vhether you agree with me or not, 
I have found that God gives us this 
same gift of faith on other lines. A 
lot of people try to take the Baptism 
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in rhc Spirit hy faith, and it i~ not a 
vcry satisfactory exptrit'nn', \nd yet 
there is a real truth thert', h('GIU"l: the 
\\'ord ~ays we rccei\·c tht.· ~pirit by 
faith. Hut tht're is sllch a <iifTt'rence 
bdwccn trying- to take the Jloly Spirit 
with natural faith, and h;l\'ing God 
reach down from heaven and put a 
living faith within vou. T b('lit:ve it 
is the same with D'i\'inc I [('alinK' [ 
remcmber the case of Olll' who was 
sick unto death. but Goel spo~e lhe 
\Vord into her heart with power. "\ fe 
scnt ] [is \Vord and healed them." 
Faith (rom God camc into their heart 
and rhe,' were healed. 

1 dO;l't think vou will fllld fault 
with mc if I hring us all down to the 
place of absolute dependence on the 
grace oC God. [lised to think I had 
to do a g reat deal. but T am finding­
more and more that il is grace , and 
grace alone. 1 am looking- fOf\\'ard to 
going up when the Lord J esu~ come!'. 
and I am hoping to go up depending 
on grace and g race alon\). \\'e are far 
marc dependent on God than we think 
we arc. lIow easily we begin to pride 
ourseh'es and think we a re little jugs 
of Pentecostal cream! Rather remem­
ber that God has been the author of 
al! wc have and of all we hope ever 
to be. Tf we 11;1\'e any gi ft it has 
been given to us by God TTi1l1sel f. 

It is sweet to know that ihe God who 
ga"e liS our first faith that saves u". 
sllstains that faith dav iw clav and 
keeps it to the end. In 1"11Y pastoral 
work I often had to "isit homes where 
Stich trouble and affliction had come, 
where all the waves and billows 
secmed to have rolled oyer them. that 
I ha\'c stood outside the door and 
trembled at the thought of ,going in, 
wondering- whether tile\' had lost 
their faith, and what T w0\11d do 
if they h;1(\. But God looks after His 
own! I t is remarkable thnt the more 
the dnil tries to cru<;h tiS the more 
we grow. \,\'e are li~e inflated India­
rubber balls, the more they try to push 
tiS under the water the more we come 
up each time. The devil gives us a 
slap. and says. "Take Iha!." But faith 
in God triumphs, and we come lip say­
ing. a T houg-h He slay me, yet will T 
trust llim." 

T have feasted on the heautiful pic­
ture John Bunyan painh of the I fouse 
of the Interpreter. \\' hen Christian 
C0111(,S there he is shown a fire burn­
ing. and the evil one is p01ll'ing water 
on the fire to tn' to put it ant. But 
the remarkable thing is that the more 
the e\'il one pours water on the fire. 
the brighte r it burns. Ch ristian says. 
"Explain it to me. T cantlot understand 
it." And so Interpreter takes him 
around to the other side and there he 
sees Shining- One pomiug- oil on the 
fire. As fast as the e\·il one pours 
on watcr. just so fast docs Shining-
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One pour on oil. Tht: God who sa\"es 
It-. h the God who h'\:ps 1I:'. I don't 
IX'line in what is calkd "t:tt:rnal se­
cmil'·." llUt 1 do belit:vc in Godl\' se­
cmit)·, I do belit:\'c wc arc kept b)' the 
power of God. I am not afraid of 
IO~lIg Iny salvation, 1 ha\"C tOil hig a 
:-;a\·iour. I certainly Ix'line that hack­
:-li(ling is so scriolls that you dare 1I0t 
minimize the cOllseqUt'Hce..;, hut r be­
lil'n~ in the power of God to ket·p. :\1y 
Christian life is hCCOlIlllJ).! iliOn..' and 
mono' restful the furthi.:l" on 1 go. I 
used to strugg-Ie so much to ~l'l'P it, 
hut now I enjoy it. 

S'tirituol Gift of Failli-ni<:j'h' Faith 

The spirit ual gift of faith is of \·i­
tal importance to people baptized in the 
Holy Ghost. It is one of that WOIL­

derful cluster of gihs ~I)()kcn of in 1 
Cor. 12. ;'To another faith by the 
samc Spirit." ,-\nd now we arc not 
dealing with natural faith-that is 
thousands of miles below. \\'c arc not 
nen dealing with supcrtlatural faith 
which is given to us by God to save 
us. T f we are believers we haye that 
faith right no\\', it is thc hi.:ritage of 
all God's children. But we arc deal­
ing with that which is given only to 
certain ones. .. For to onc is g-i n'll by 
the Spirit the word of wisdom; to all­
other the word of kno\\"led~c hy the 
sallle Spirit; to another faith hy the 
same Spirit." One is ginn onc gift, 
another is given a different gift; all 
are not given this special gift of faith. 
J su~gcst we might call this spccial 
gift of faith, divine faith. In ;\lark 
11 :22 we read, "Jesus answcring said 
untO them, 1 J<wc faith in God." but 
in the margin wc arc showll that the 
literal Greek is "Havc the faith of 
God." This is divine faith. H ow 
wonderful to think lhat divine faith 
can burn within our hearts. 

"Jesus sa id Ulllo thelll , .. ! f yc 
have faith as a g rain of mustard set..'<! , 
ye shall say unto thi!:> mountain. H.e-
1ll0\'C hence LO yonder place; and it 
shall remove: and nothing shall he im­
possible unto you." ~lat\. 17 :20. 
That verse look my fancy when I was 
a boy. T got Illy faith out and pill it 
on the chair in front of me. and I 
guessed it was not \'ery much but I 
figured out it was at least as big as 
a grain of mustard seed. So onc Sat­
urday afternoon I took it OUl to Ilamp­
stead Heath and I began to experimcnt 
on moving hills. Fortunately for 
the sheep g-razing there. and the peo­
ple who lind aroulld, 1 did not ~uc­
ceed. If r had had my way that .day 
r would ha\'e had an afttrnoon's 
amusement alte r ing' the geography of 
LOll(lon. But r went back home with­
out having moved it an inch. which was 
a very good thing for other pcople al­
though it hothered me a good deal. 
Since r 11a,'c been older I ha\'e thought

lt happened to me through sheer 
1l('c('ssity . God had driven me into a 
wrrwr. Seventecn years prior to my 
s('('king the Baptism. I had been 
gloriously converted to God under 
wry hl1l1'hle preaching in the Method­
ist Episcop..1.1 Olllrch. T then studied 
for the ministry and. though for a 
tim(, den<'Ctcd into Y. ~1. C. A. secre­
tarial work. 1 again took lip the minis­
try in this city less than ten blocks 
from where I am writing' these lines, 
where the Lord has definitely called 
IlIC for the past more than eighteen 
years. 

lJaving gone through the thrill ing 
l'XI)(,:r ience of the gn.'at fire and earth­
quake of 1906. in this city. a lit of 
which the Lord miraculollsly delivered 
mI.', shortly thereafter, I found my­
self a sick man. Forced to retire from 
Illy work for the deflllite purpose of 
!'{'cking health. I tri(.'d the various 
schools of healing hilt all to no avail. 
God had pre\·ioll sly brought me in 
touch \..-ith members of n~y own family 
who hdieved ill Divine Healing, but 
for four years I proudly resisted it 
in Illy spiri l. God graciously would 
not permit me to he healed until some­
thing was wrol.lght out in me. 

1\'1 y neurasthenic am iction persist­
ing. l finally decided after fOllr years 
seeking health. that 1 would give tip 
al1 thought of the ministry. and I 
bought a piece o f land at Compton. 
Cali fornia and determined to become a 
poultry man. While engaged in pre· 
par ing thi s place God brought me in 
touch with a man on an electric train 
rll rOf/fr to LO!l Angeles who told me 
of God's healing sickness througll 
prayer. He was then on his way to the 
place. In desperation T asked if 1 
might accolr.pany him. to which he 
readily assented. Lo, and behold, J 
was conducted right into a Pentecostal 
nH'eting on South Spring St reet. 

,·\t the close of that meeting I was 
introduced to the leader . Prayer was

\Vith such confidence and assurance 
did those dear people pray that it 
se(,Il'{'(1 as though they wcre inspired. 
1 had never heard stich praying be­
fore. Gcxl answered by fire; it ran 
lip and clown my spine to my utter 
ama/ement. Here was something of 
which we proud I\Iethodists o( the 
ea.rly twentieth century knew nothing, 
thollg'h 1 now know that in his uay, 
John \Veslcy understood it. Oh, how 
wonderful are God's ways! ] low T 
have thanked Him a thousand times 
for those four bitter years of humbling 
and suffering. 

In the fullness of time, when I was 
ready to receive healing froll!. hC<1.ven, 
lie led me to those despised Pente­
cOl-ital people, catching me as it wcrc 
hy guile, hilt now I am one of them­
Glory! The tirst ta ste was so good 
that my prejudice was vanishing, 
having' received a deadly wound. A f­
ter twenty years, as I think of it now, 
I marvel how God had a. precious 
Brother and his wife in that ve ry Sun· 
day morning meeting to invile me to 
their home for dinner. They lived 
ten miles in the conntry-J went. and 
Illy f.,'U: ng with Brother ~inley Be~ry 
(now in the Glory) and IllS dear Wife 
was the flllish of Methodism for me, 
and the coming in of a new light. 
~\fter dinner we chatted and by and 
hy prayer was proposed. This practice 
mu!;l be revived in Pentecostal circles. 
The result was that soon Brother 
Ucrry. who was mighty in prayer, was 
praying in stentoria.n tones, in an un­
known tongue, which sounded to me 
as though it might he Chinese. \Vhile 
he prayed in this language, for the 
firs t time in my Ii fe I was slain under 
the power of God. 

There I mtlst have lain for hours, 
lost to all but God and there for the 
first time in seventeen years of my 
Olristian experiencc I saw and felt 
the tremendous cost of Calvary. I was 

car ried in the spirit through every 
<;.tag"C of Christ' s Gethsemane, His 
crud scourging'S. His trial. the un­
ju-.t accll ~at if}ns, His hitter agonv, His 
voluntary g'ning' to the cruel cross, His 
l)raycr for lI is accusers, Jli s welcom­
ing' (I f thc dying thief, Jli s commend­
ing His S pirit to the Father. His 
giving up His Spirit, Hi s dying in my 
place. the just for the unjust. God 
was dealing with me there. He was 
preparing the soil of 111y soul for 
something ne\ .... 

Twas hroken now. I wept, T suITer· 
ed. It sctmed T could not have suffer· 
cd more had I been nailed there my­
self. HI::: LOVE HAD llROKEN 
:-IY IIE.\RT AT LAST. :-Iy heart 
was liquid. my eyes were tears. Every 
flhre and every department and cel l 
of my triune heing was responding to 
such love. Oh. how I repented, how 
1 loathed my pride and my sin that 
drove Ill\' adorable Saviour to such a 
death. 'Shut away from the world. 
sounds about me were heard as though 
miles away. T was now preoccupied 
and enamoured of His love. \Vhat a 
fiend T would be to withhold anything 
from such a Friend and Lover. Had 
1 ten thousand lives to Jive T felt He 
must have them all. He had won my 
heart at last. 

Brother and Sister Berry had Ill· 

vi ted me to Sunday dinner. J did not 
lea,·e that humble home until J was 
made a multimillionaire in the Spi rit 
and a recipicllt of the mighty Baptism 
in the 11 0ly Ghost and Fire. After hours 
alone with God I retired to adore, 
worship. and love Him all through the 
nig-ht. A fter breakfast the next morn· 
ing 1 hegan at once an intensive search 
for thc Baptism in the H oly Ghost. 
J gave HI)' whole tim.e to God. I spent 
this time out among the waving corn 
or in a near-by dry river bed but al­
ways seeking God. He quickly showed 
me that He was no respecter of per· 
sons. 

Then T saw that as H e was as will­
ing to baptize me as He was any other 
living person, that it was my duty to 
be diligent and intense in seeking 
Him. \Vith each new day God dealt 
with me on some one thing in my life 
that must be put away.

Could it he possible 
that ill less than one week !'llch a 
rad ical change could come into my 
Ii f e ? 

. \ her the Spirit had been speaking 
ill a clear language for perhaps half 
an hOUf T rememher my mind said, 
, . "'0\'.: you can stop this." and gather­
ing Ill)' will together, T did !'hut oft, 
so to speak, the heavenly olltgushing, 
hut it was as though a river was dam­
illing up in lE)' being and was ready to 
hurst the physical; I yielded aO'ain to 
thi s ddightful enchantment. It went 
all and on for perhaps t\\'o hours, A 
holy heavenly hush filled Ill)' being. T 
was spoiled that night for my church, 
hilt God had !'parec\ me for another 
liltle place in His unfolding kingdom 
purpose. for the last great revival in

In thirty days I was as stro1lg as 
r't'Cr.

This warning- of the first century 
n~ds to he repeated in the twentieth . 
The most dang-erous men are those 
who have been in the church of Christ 
and who have departed from the faith. 
One of the Illost prominent S piritual ­
ists that t he writ er has met was 
for111erly a Salvation Army officer. 

In thc days of the early church these 
Gnostic teachers preached a Christ 
who was not the Chri st of Calvary. 
Th<.'y pre:lched a fanla"tic Christ en­
ti rely di ffel"C'nt from 1 l im who is the 
\\'onl of God, who was in the begin­
ning with God. and who wa<; God, the 
\Vord that became flesh and dwelt 
a!l101lg- the1ll . These Gnost ic teachers 
deni cd that jesus Christ had come in 
the flesh. John stood fi rmly for the 
truth that Jesus Christ the ~on of 
God had comc in Ihe flesh, a flesh 
which he had handled, a flesh which 
was pierced :It Cal\·a ry. John declared 
that he sa w blood and water flow 
frol1l that fle'ih. The Gnostics had nO 
u ~e for the hlood o f Cal\·an·. The 
redempt ion thev laug-ht was .' as Dr. 
Gwatkin Pllts it. Hrathcr a redemp­
tion of Ihe philosophers from matter. 
111an a rc<k'mption o f mankind from 
"in," The \' certainly did not le:ldl 
that ;'Iile hlo0<i of , eSll s Christ God 's 
~'Oll d ('all'i('th us from all sin."

The missionaries at Shanghai im·it­

cd me to come up there for a con­
vention, which was scheduled to com­
mence October 28, lasting for ten 
days. As I made preparation to go, 
it seemed that Satan did everything 
he could to make my going impossible. 
But by God's loving hand, He who 
called us to this field made possible a 
way, and 1 arrived the day before the 
com·entiol1 was to open. 

Already preparation had been made. 
A large church had been secured by 
Sister ?\foomau and her coworkers, the 
church being made accessible to us 
through the healing of ol1e of the mem­
hers of its organization . For tell days 
the Lord blessed in these meetings, 
and the singing, praying. and test ify­
ing sounded like the OLD-TJ:\IE Pen­
tecostal meetings we used to enjoy 
years ago. But the Lord had much 
more in storc for us than some had 
anticipated. There are seven different 
branches of the Pentecostal work in 
Shanghai, and this ten-day convention 
was sponsored by only one of these.

The cl imax o f the campaig n was 
ushered in bv a most pleasant "urprisc 
for me. I \"as to leave on ~ronda\' 
and the preceding Satnrday I was un­
expectedly ushered into a large hall 
hrilliantly lighted, where T saw the 
missionaries, leaders, Chinese workers, 
men, and women standing in a circle 
arollnd three long tables laden with 
food. T had been invited as g uest o f 
hOllor. Songs were sung, and then we 
a le together the appetizing food. But 
after the food had been eaten, we 
took this opportllnity to have a tes­
timony meeting. and it was o ne that 
T shall long remember. Every one 
seemed to he too full for words, and 
many of the testimonies ended up 
with a flood of tears, and it was only 
after the time had sped away into the 
late hOllrs that, with much reluctance . 
the meeting was brought to a close. T 
was also surprised that same e,·enill£:, 
by being presented with a ticket back 
to Hongkong. 

On the next Sunday afternoon, it 
scellled that the best talent in Shang­
hai had been organized fo r thi s last 
afternoon meeting. and the songs of 
the choir. the music made hv the or­
chestra, the hall elujahs of the Chris­
tians seem still to ring in my ears. On 
Monday morning a company of the 
saints, Chinese and missionaries. went 
with me to the wharf. and the colored 
paper str ings were thrown me while 
they stood their ground holding thcse 
as long as they could, singing Pente­
co'\tal songs until the boat was so far 
away that e"ery paper string- had her n 
broken, and the last word T heard from
