Borden later went to Princeton

Borden had inht'rited w(';llth, but he 

recognized himself as onh" a steward 
of it. He hdic'\"e<i in OHr Lord's in­
junction to "kt not thy left hand know 
what ihy right hand doeth." l\fter his 
fll'ath, when his mother was looking 
through the stubs of his check book, 
she discovered that during his three 
years at Princeton he had given about 
scycnty thousand dollars to the Lord's 
\\ ork. That alwa\"s came first. As 
he saw a fine car flash by one day he 
said, "Oh, wouldn't I like a car like 
that 1" " \Vhy do you not get one, 
\ ViII ?" asked the friend who was \vith 
him. "I cannot afford it," was the un­
(,xpected reply. Ilis biographer says, 
" His money was not his own, and 
there were always ways in which it 
was needed for the Maste r. A Prince­
ton classmate wrote, 'I hayc bcen told 
that he felt one o f his temptations was 
to OWI1 a C:1.r. He l1:.!ver purchased one 
because he thought that fo r him it 
would be an unjustifiable luxury.'''

The Last Mile 

.i\t the age of twenty-fi\'e hc went 
to Cairo, Egypt, there to learn Arabic 
and become familiar with the 110slems 
and their religion. He immediately 
flung himself into missionary activity. 
Dr. Zwemer says, "Borden had not 
been in Cairo two weeks before he 
organi zed the students of the theo­
logical seminary to attempt a house to 
house cam'ass with Christian literature 
for Ihe 7.i.'llOlc cit)' "\vith its eight hun­
dred thousand people. He said to the 
students, 'I will pay for the literature, 
if you fellows will help me carry it.' 
It was in the distribution of these 
tracts that he must have become in­
fected with the deadly germs of spinal 
meningitis, and suffered grcatly for 
nearly three years. Although mueh 
prayer was made for his recovery, yet 
the Lord took him to IIimsclf. IJis 
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mother was OM her way to Egypt when 
Bordell was taken sick. and arri\'ed in 
Cairo ju"t four hours after his spi rit 
h~d gone to he with Christ. Together 
\\'Ith her daug-htcr. the mother went to 
see all that remained of her boy. She 
\\'rote shortry afterward~. "I was so 
shocked at the change that I turned 
to beg Joyce not to look or to come 
in, but she had alread\' done so and 
said in the gentlest voice-aften~ards 
I thought. like the voice of an angel­
'But mother, did you see how he looks 
' ike all the pictures of Christ-the 
crucified Christ?' I looked again. and 
then indeed I saw. I hardly dared 
speak of it to others, feeling it would 
be thought irre\'erent or fanciful. But 
I did mention it to Douglas in 1lr.

It was only a native hOllse, 
and f)H~r the mud Aoor a wooden Aoor 
was put in so we could hold meetings. 
One room wc used for a bed room 
which was quite filled up after a bed 
for mother and father was secured. 
That. with another tiny room 9x9, was 
our home and statio~ for over six 
years. 

,\ fter onc year I taught my first 
~unday school thcre; and after two 
years held my first women's mceting, 
though only a little girl with my hair 
down my back. 

:\hout this time we opened vur sec­
ami mission station in an adjoining 
district , and it was then I began to 
interpret for my father in all of our 
st:rviccs. Two years later wc opened 
our third mission station, and it kept 
us busy going from one to another. 

\Vomen' s meetings, threc S unday 
schools, and services every night, was 
pretty much for a little girl; but as 
I look back those were happy years 
absorbed in the service of the King. 
11-. those early years many a month 
went by only bringing us an offering 
of $5.00 or $10.00. How well I re­
mcmher one occasion when for nearly 
a 111 0nth we ate riee and red peaches 
three t imes a day. But with the bless­
ing of God on it, it tasted delicious 
e,·ery t ime it was set before us. It was 
a wonderful experiencc to us. 

One morning mothe r said to liS girls, 
"How I wish T could make something 
special for dinner today as it is fa­
ther's birthday. But I cannot." About 
an hour later a young man came to 
the door, and with many bows made

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.\ birthday dinner from the Lord! 
One of our first converts was a 

peddler. One day we saw him com­
ing down the road with a pole on his 
shoulder, and hanging i rom each end 
of the pole was a basket in which he 
had chestnuts. II is head hung down, 
hi s whole manner was dejected. \\'hen 
he n.'ached the front of the mission 
he noticed the building was dilTcrem; 
and the signs outs ide, printed in Chin­
ese characters , atl racted his attention. 
H e put down his baskets as though he 
intended to COTTIe in, then he hesitated, 
then picked up his pole again, then 
put it down . Finally he decided to 
come ill. Once inside the door he met 
the missionary, and without raising his 
head or looking 
into hi s eves he 
began to pour out 
a pitiful story. lIe 
told how he had 
got t e n into a 
quarrel with an­
other man, had 
wounded him, and 
the mall had died, 
and how for mallY 
years he had been 
in prison. Only 
a few weeks b<;­
fore this he had 
come out of pris­
on and now he 
was tr ying to 
make a li\'ing by 
selling chestnuts. 

He asked

whether the ter­
rible sin he had 
committeed and 
which had haunt - S tarting off 111 

ed him all these 
years, could be 
forgiven. \Vas there a God who could 
forgiyc sin? lIe had becn to many 
templcs but had found no peace. He 
read the signs on the front of the mis­
sion and wondered if here he might 
find a God who could wipe away sin 
f rom his heart. JT e was told the old 
story of Jesus whose precious blood 
washes whiter than snow. And be­
forc he left that little mission he was 
converted. he had left hi s load of sin 
at JestlS' feet; and when he went vut 
to pick up his pole even the way he 
callcd out "Chestnuts" soundcd differ­
ent. Thc missionary visited him in 
hi ~ home se\'eral times, and had the 
jo)' of knowing that God had done a 
definitc work in hi s heart.

In the home 
werc two god shelves; on one were 
three different idols. on the other were 
the ancestral tablets where the .8pirits 

1 [e was 
so earnest that it 

alarmed the tcachers and they forbade 
him to sa)' another word al)()lIt Chri s­
tianity. But he gm<e Yumiyama a Jap­
anese Xew Te~ta l11cnt, which he put 
away among his other books without 
reading it . 

Several months latcr YUlIliyallla's 
oldest sister lay dying and he was 
called home.

I had to leave him on his 
knees. ,\iter earnestly praying for his 
ddi\"(~rance we rushed to the train, 
and God not only saved his soul out 
aiso healed his body there on his knees, 
so tha t he walked clown to the kitchcn 
asking for something- to cat. 

\\'c met him again many months la­
tel and coulcl hard ly recall this inci­
dent, but the Lord had saved him and 
he was now quite wcll. La ter we sent 
him to school and finally to the Bible 
School in London. Many souls have 
been saved thr.ough his ministry al ­
ready, 

Someonc had made it poss iblc for 
us to be In the missionary work here 
in Poland by supporting I1 S, and this 
in turn made it possible for us to min­
ister to th is young man. H ow wonder­
ful it is to reali ze that eV~l though one 
is not able to go personally to the field, 
st ill by supporting others, we can 
bring the gospel in to heart s and fam­
ilies, some of whom do not .only re­
ceive salvation but become w.orkers in 
the Loren. vineyard leading others to 
Christ. It is a posi tive fact that the 
suppo rt which you arc giving d.oes not 
only bril!.g results in the first instance, 
but the L.ord turns the investment over 
and over until it brings not only 100 
per cent achie,'emcnt but 10,000 per 
cent and marc. Hallelujah! 

If y.ou desire these gifts to become 
effective in and thr.ough you, then you 
must give time f.or prayer. The Lord 
has a possibility for you to beco l~le a 
[jift that kccps on givillg. 

Shall we praise the Lord for the 
uusl'cakable g~lt that He has bec.ome 
for us? Shall we pr .. ise Him for the 
gift of the Holy Spirit, and then make 
our lives a gift to Jesus Christ and 
also to perishing souls?

the first evangel ical se rvice ever held 
in Sutiaha. 

Tuesday morning, March I i we took 
the train for Managua, Brother ~choe­
Ileich distributed tracts through the 
('oaches and r had the opportunity of 
witnessing for Christ to a man who 
was 'Vcry Ill llch intercsted while sev~ 
era l other passc'ngers li stened in. T 
gave the n~an a Gospel and he promised 
he would read it , 

At ~f aT1aglla we hired an auto and 
left at three in the afternoon for Mata~ 
galpa- the roughest auto tri p I eyer 
made, unit'S!'> it was the one we made 
a wcck later to Estcl i. \Ve were so 
sore and tired next day we didn't feel 
like moving ahout. After reaching 
~[atagalpa dear Si:;ter Schoeneich did 
everything- in her power to make us 
comfortable, and we look hack to those 
days of rest and sweet fellowship in 
their Illi s~ i on hOllle with snch pleasant 
memories. It seemed to me like an 
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oasIs 111 that dark land. Matagalpa is 
high up in the mountains. A very 
picturesque little city with a pleasantly 
cool climate. \\' e were there a week 
and had meetings every night except 
Saturday. The Lord blessed and sev­
eral were saved and we wcre all en­
couraged to pre!>s the battle. 

The third night we were there Sister 
Schocneich was taken se riously ill be~ 
fore the meeting closed and we had to 
hold on to God in her behalf in a 
dcsperate manner. P raise the Lord ! 
He heard and next day she was able to 
be up. She has seen twenty years of 
service and hardships in Nicaragua 
without a furlough, and is in a very 
tired and nervous condition. Do pray

On the afternoon of March 21 we 
wcre pri\'ilcged to attend the closing 
exercises of the m.ission school. The 
Jefe Politico (governor) and his secre­
tary werc al<:o present. Thc children 
sang patriotic songs and hymns and 
gave several recitations after which 
the Jefe Politico awarded prizes to the 
children who made the highest grades.

(the only paved streets we saw in 
K ie-aragua), its modern buildings and 
inviting plazas. :\t night we sat by 
the bkeshore of Lake :'!Qnagua (there 
Qre other small lakes near the city) 
and wa tched the people strOlling 
through the plaza and along the lake 
front so care fref' and meIT\'. Little 
did we or they dream that wrthin four 
days their fair capital city \\-'ould be 
a horrid Illa <;s of ruins Qnd that many 
of thelll would he snatched out into 
eternity in eight seconds of time. 

Once again il1 Leon we ;,tarted a 
week of speciQl meetings. Every 
morning from nine to ten we prayed 
for the bles~ing of the Lord to rest 
on the night se rvice. And the Lord did 
bless. E very service seemed to he 
better than the aile before. Several 
were saved and the breth ren became 
more and more free in the Spi rit. 

Just as we arose fro111 prayer on the 
morning of March 31 at ten-twenty, 
we felt the quake that destroyed ~lail­
agua, Ko damage was done in Leon, 
but we felt the shock distinctly, and 
continued feeling slight tremors for 
about 48 hours. As soon as communi­
cations could be had wi th 11anagll<l. 
all Leon, in fact all Nica ragua was 
thrown in to a panic. Train loads of 
wounded and sorrowing came pouring 
into Leon for days. I'll never forget 
their sael , forlorn faces. \Vith loved 
ones and homes gone, many seemed 
dazed; truly they \.,..ere " without God 
and without hope in the world." I 
thought of what the Bible says of 
earthquakes in dive rs places in these 
last days, as I witnessed that seething 
mass of poor humanity that eagerly 
met every train.

\Vhen we left Smyrna there were 1800 
of us, but now there were only 700 
left. They kept us there for nine 
months, and when the war was over 
the Turkish and Greek governments 

agrcecl to cxchall~c captins. \\'e werc 
taktn to AtiH'lls, C;ret..'tT, and God pcr­
mitted mc to 111('(:t my family alive. 

1 !owncr, I w;'lS ~till Without God. 
] had no rest in my soul, and my heart 
was crying out for something, but I 
did 1I0t know what it was. T hree years 
a~o ] went to a little house in one of 
thc rd ugee camps where our Brothers 
Ilarry :'olamalis and James ),jal1is were 
holdi;lg meetings. .\s 1 heard the 
\\'onl of God prt'arhed by these breth-
1'<:-0. n~y h<.:art was touched. I repented 
of my sin and accepted Jesus as my 
0\\"1\ p(:rsonal Saviour. Since that day 
I have bctn happy in thc lovc of Christ. 
:'o l y family abo have heen hlc~sed. \\'e 
a:--k vou dear people of God to pray 
for ;IS th~H Cod may till us with IJi s 
Spirit anel keep liS true to 1lim.

" I was hom ill Ihe yea r 1907. M y 
fathl'r was the cngilll'tr uf a steamship, 
and the rehy made a good li\·ing. Our 
fam il" was one of the happiest in our 
village. LIniortunalcly my fa ther later 
led a very inll l1ural life and becamc a 
pa ralytic from drinking too much wine. 
I Ie was bcdia.,t for twO years. \\'hen 
J was cleven years old. my iather d ied. 
:\Jv mother died in the next year after 
SII irering "cry milch physically. I 
then became a real orphan and was 
taken by n~)' aUllt into her home. I 
was. however. not wanted and was 
ill treatcd by her, o ft en being beaten 
and kicked about. 1 was made to feel 
that I was in her way. 

H:\t the age of seventeen, I came to 
Tokyo, wishing to become rich and get 
rcvcnge on my aunt for the ill treat-
111cnt she had given Ille. I went into 
a lumber mill a s an apprentice, and 
soon entered into sin, drank and 
smoked. It seems that I did every thing 
possible that was wicked, yet J was 
lonely and at heart wantcd to change 
my way of living, but was unablc to 
break away from Illy friends, I went, 
therefore, farther and farther into the 
dcpths of sin . 

'; JI1 the 111011th of June 1929 a great 
challge came when T f oUlld 01rist. 
The Pentecostal Church held a ten t 
meeting ncar the place whe re I was 
living, and I went in and heard the 
gospel. and it sounded good.

Then 
calve a great di.,appointment. o r what 
would hav(' 1){'(' 11 a \,('ry keen disap­
pointll1clH had we not known that "all 
things work tog-tther for Rood io them 
that lo\,e God. to them who are the 
called according to His purpose." 
Owing to some new laws in Portuguese 
East Africa, all of our Chr istians from 
that part were sent hack to their own 
country. These people had consti­
tuted aho llt half of our assembly. On 
top o f this a further o rder was given 
! hat all o f the WOlllen from nasutoland 
Illllst leave the Union. This took from 
Ollr midst our most faithful woman 
worker as well as several other women 
whom God h<ld given us. It was not 
vcry encouraging as we entered the 
hall on the first Sunday morning after­
wards and saw the many vacancies. 
However. God gave liS blessed com­
fort and courage to press on. Most of 
those who left us have had to return 
10 heathen hOIllCS, no Christian fellow­
ship anywhere within reach of them. 
\Ye must pray that their being scat­
tered will be truly to the furtherance 
of the gospel. Some of their homes 
arc in the Illost deadly parts of the 
country where perhaps white mission­
aries wili never be stationed. May 
God make each one of these dear pea-

pie faithful to Him by letting their 
lighl shine that many more may he 
brought out of darkness through their 
testimony. 

Although at first there was such a 
vacancy in our assemhly yet there was 
no dimini shing visible among the 
crowds outside. Indeed there seemed 
many morc than before. Thousands all 
around us a re groping in darkness and 
sill. \Ve gathered the rell1:'linder or 
our assembly together. and then we 
scattered out to new places and com­
pounds to hold open-air meetings, and 
it was not long before the hall was 
more crowded than before. Praise 
God! At almost every service there 
arc souls seeking the Lord. 

\Ve have been much tested at times 
by the unsaved husb..1.nds of some of 
the women converts. The men did not 
want to serve the Lord and did all in 
their power to draw their wives back 
into darkness, but recently God has 
given liS a real revival among these 
very ones. So~e have broken down 
before the Lord and are se rving Him 
sincerely, and others are attending the 
meetings. There is a greater spi rit 
of prayer upon the people, and we feel 
encouraged in every way to press on in 
the fight. 

Just recently we have received word 
from some of the Christians who re­
turned to Portuguese East Africa, and 
they are rejoicing in the Lord. Some 
have asked for literature to help them 
spread the gospel among their people. 
This has surely gladdened our hearts. 
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\\'e s<'"c on c\'ery hand the signs of 
the ('nri· tim(" and we long- to press 
011 that we lila)" he found true and 
faithful when J Ie comes. \\'e co\"ct the 
prayers of all of God's people .

Upon entering her room I could hardly 
believe that anyone could live in such 
a place, but there she was, dressed in 
black sitting in the dark, her face cov-

ered with tears. \Ve talker! very little 
with her (or she was not interested 
in any kind of convcrsatlon, but we 
invited her to our service. She came 
and heard the gospel of salvation and 
was marvelously saved. Praise God! 
The change is so great that it can be 
s("en not only in her face hUl in her 
'Iothes and in her room. X ow her 

soul is filled with the joy of the Lord 
and hcr mouth with] l is praises, and 
her delight is to go and ttll others what 
the Lord has done for her and invite 
them to hear the gospel message.

(Continued from Page Seven) 
tion to the perplexing death question. 

Taking the little book he wa~ked out, 
thinking he would find S0111e place 
where he could he alone to read. He 
walked and walked, not heeding where 
he was going, and when he finally 
looked up he saw a sign just across 
the road from where he was-"Gospel 
Mission." It happened to be the clos­
ing of the Sunday morning se rvice and 
some people were leav ing the church. 
Yumiyama stepped up and asked if 
he might sec the teacher. The teacher 
happened to be a young Japanese 
prea<:her, who took him to his room 
and asked if he might help him. Ymni­
yama said, "Can you gi\'e me any sol­
ution to the death question? I am so 
troubled to know what comes after 
death." 

The preacher opened his Bible and 
read, "The waces of sin is death, but 
the gi ft of God is eternal life through 
Jesus Christ our Lord," and many 
ot.-her strch passages;. Defore long Yu­
miyama. was weeping at the feet of 

Jesus and was wonderfully con\"erted 
then alld tlu:rl' 1 h: hecame a witness 
in all that (li:-.trict. e<H~er to bring souls 
to thc light oi tht.' g-o:-.pd. ~()ll1e months 
latt.:r he ielt God had calleo him to 
preach the go~pel to the Japanese. 
\\'ere thert.: not thou~ands and millions 
of souls who could not solvc the death 
prohkm, who had no hope beyond the 
grave? 

Before obeying the cal1 to the min­
istry Y t1llliyama \,,,'Cl1t back to his na­
tive vil1agc to tdl his people that he 
was going to Rive tip his COllege carecr 
and go out to preach the gospel of 
Jesus Chri~t. They could 1I0t under­
stand such a thing', alld he was tumed 
out penniless am.l homeless. 1 fe then 
wcnt to Tokyo, hoping to be able to 
enter a Bible school. Finding that 1111-

possible, he started to preach there, 
and one day passed by one of our mis­
sion stations. J I e read thc sigll, won­
dered what "Pentecost" meant, and 
came in to in1luire. This was just 
what hc was hungry for, and so he 
joined our little force and began to 
help liS pn'ach thc gospel. 

A fcw months later he recei\"ed a 
very \\'onderf ul baptism ill the Spirit. 
If he had preached 011 fire before, now 
he was still more on fire. It seemed 
that rivers of li\ing water literally 
flowed through this vessel. This was 
seven years ago, and during this time 
he has been a great blessing to our 
work in Japan. \Vhen we entered the 
district of Takinogawa with our tent 
he was with us from the beginning. 
After severa l tent campaigns in which 
many were saved, we opened a per­
manent work in that district and Yu­
miyama became pastor. Three years 
ago we dedicated our church building 
there, and he has continued iM the work 
as pastor. 

If anyone is interested in Brother 
Yumiyama and would like to contrib­
ute to,,·..-ard his support, it would be a 
great blessing to the work in Japan. 
Though it takes from $25 to $30 a 
month to support a worker there, be­
cause of the high cost of livillg, yet 
you may have a share by contribut­
ing your portion for Jesus ' sake. 

Native men and women must carry 
these glad tidings to their own people. 
Ten thousand villagca and hundreds of 
tm\'ns arc still untouched! The hour 
is late, the I"caper3 are few. Only a 
few more days to gather iJ1 the 
sheaves, and what would the M:l,ster 
have us do? 

\Ve must train thle nati ves who h!J.ve 
the call of God upon them, and send 
them out in His name. This is the 
most cUectuol aad quickest way of 
missionary work. If you cannot go 
to t1lC heathen in pc rs<ln, then make 
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~omc consecratt"1\ n:lti\"c brother your 
channel, \'our ,,-uil:-.tittltl.'

r find that mall v Pl'ntccostal assclll­
blies think that the apostolic plan with 
regard to fmances is that thc new as­
sf#mblies for11led 011 till' foreign held 
should become \'Cl"y quickly sc1f·swp­
porting, and that whilc the missionaries 
themscl\"Cs receive support the nati\'c 
workers should be seli-stlpporting. In 
the Acts of the ,-\postles and in the 
Epistles that i'S not the program. The 
principle is this: That there should be 
l'qlfal1ty. T1Yol.t is th(' principle on 
which the first assembly was operated. 
Th~r "parted them to all 111<'1l\ as ev­
ery man had need," and if you will 
go according to thnt principle todoy 
you will increase your ofrerings a hun­
dred fold in one 111onth. 

But pra~se the Lord, we cia have 
some sdl -lOupporting asservblies on the 
fiold; their p..1.stors and r~'eachers and 
evangelists raceive 110 money from any 
foreign country. Blit during the thrco 
years of famine and tribulation some 
of the assemblies that werc fO"ll1erly 
self-supporting had to have a little 
help; but since T oove ret limed tb this 
country the famine conditions have 
beoome slightly better and we hope 
that this next year when the harvest 
season comes that the famine will be 
relieved entirely. Tla barvest tait 
yea<r was sufficient in sdr. c placel ~o 



relic\"(,' til(' famine conditions, hut in 
~pi te of the ~tmi-famine conditions the 
Lord has hy llis Spirit started a sdf­
supporting mission on our fi('ld. "'hen 
a nllll1iwr of the asscmhii('s came to­
gether in a convention the 31 st of Oc­
toher they asked the Lord to enable 
thl'm tf) start a sci f-~t1pporting mis­
sion. They knew that the Lord had 
sent me to this counlry, and unless 
they would start thcmse\vl's, the work 
would surely suffer during' my absence. 
They waited on the I.ord and searched 
the Scriptures for guidance as to how 
it l-Ihould he done, and they heard from 
heaven that thcy ~hould l' ... lahlil-lh this 
1ll0nlllent on thc hasis of faith, hope 
and lovc, the three- fold corel which 
cannot be broken because these three 
abide and make solid foundrnions. 

So in obedience to this vision they 
started ihc work and stil t out thei r 
first self-supporting evangelists. Thcy 
traveled about three hundred miles 
holding meetings ill the vario!!s assem­
blies that were on the way as they 
went along, and it took them a little 
over two months to make the trip . 
They didn 't carry any extra clothin~ 
lX'cause they didn'l have it. They had 
reccivcd a littlc over $20 in offerings. 
That wouldn't make verY much in 
American money but it is a great deal 
in China. lt was enough to pay all 
their expenses, because they walked. 
Tt would be easier for the assembly 
here to gi\"e $200 than fo r them to 
give $20. I tell you thest things to 
show yotl how interested Jesus is in 
this work. Sincc T have f(..'cei\'cd the 
Baptism in the Spirit I have ncver 
seen or read of anything in this coun­
try or in any other country that can 
compare with \vhat the Spirit of God 
is doing, and the miracles that we ha\"e, 
on that mission field. 

\Ve formed a native council in which 
there was no di IT erence at al! bet ween 
American, Chinese and Tihetan. The 
work had grown so large that I could 
not look after it myself. \Ve decided 
to get on our knees and ask the Lord 
about it. \Ve prayed and asked the 
Lord to show us, to direct li S, and to 
lead t1S by His Spirit. \Vc were plan­
ning to have a chairman, vice­
president, and so on. \\'hile at prayer 
thc Spirit filled one of our Chinese 
brethren, one of the workers wiih my 
son, and gave this message: "Who is 
YOllr chairman? The Lord Jesus 
Christ." The word for Chairman in 
the Chinese language is stronger than 
the word in the American language. 
It carries with it the ruling authority. 
" \Vho is yOll r chairman, the ruler of 
your assembly? The Lord J eS1Is Christ 
is your Cllm'rmalt, and as you follow 
on, obeying the Spirit according to the 
\Vord of God, the Lord will place ev-
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cryone of you III the place in the hody 
which lIe knows rou are filter! to fill." 
So we ju~t looked to the Lord that He 
would adju ... t us, and He die!. 

From that time on the Holy Spirit 
did a deeper work in Ollr mission field, 
and continued to go deeper and cleep­
('r as we obeyed. In 1927 all the mis· 
sionaries in the interior of China were 
recalled by thc Consul because of the 
terrible conditions and the Reel propa­
ganda, and it seemed as though China 
would go I~td too. But the Lord let 
my wi fe and me remain on the fidel. 
With so many gone the responsihility 
was hea\·ier than ner, and r dared not 
h<:ar it alone. So towards thc close of 
that year I called a convention. \Vhile 
in praycr the Lord showed I11C that lIe 
wanted those who came together for 
the convcntion to enter ]l is courts with 
praise and thanksgiving. So I wrote 
Psa. 100:4- on a card and put it on the 
outside door of our place, and then 
again on the inside of our chapcl­
"'Enter into Dis gates with thanksgi v­
ing, and into His courts with praise." 
Then on each side of the plat form I 
had two other verses of scripture. On 
the right side I had this verse: "The 
Lord is in llis holy temple. Let all 
the earth keep silence before Him." 
On the left side: "Hc that hath an 
car, let him hear what the Spirit saith 
unto the churches." If we do not 
quench the Spiri t He will continue 
speaking to the assemblies. "lIe shall 
not speak of IIimsel f. but whatsoever 
J Ie shal l hear, that shall He speak, and 
j Ie will show you things to come." 

Oh, I wish I could tell you what 
the Spiri t said to that assembly. I \ ... ·as 
led to resign all my own offices and 
authority- resigning everything into 
the hands of the Lord. I ha\"c never 
fdt my own insufficiency as 1 did that 
day. J said, "T am ready for any 
ministry that the Lord puts in my 
hands." And when I took that posi­
tion of course all the native workers 
did the same. They didn't need to 
stand and make an audible statement. 
And so the Lord by His Spirit took 
cOl1trol, and everything was straight­
ened out and every member of the 
body found his ministry and work. \Ve 
all knew that we were going out in the 
will of the Lord. Our eldest Chinese 
pastor (12 years older than myself) 
and I, with two other men, were to 
make a tour of the entire ficld, and 
the Lord definitely showed us where 
to go and what kind of work to do. 
Accompanied by the promises of the 
Lord to be with liS, we went out in 
the year 1928 in the beginning of that 
terrible Mohammedan rebellion and 
when the pestilence swept over the en­
tire province. But through it all the 
Lord took care of us and we went to 
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c\ ery a!'scmbly but two, and oh, how 
the Lord worked with liS! 

I know the Lord has done a great 
work on that mission field as all ex­
ample of what He wants to do in all 
the world ere that terrible storm of 
the t rihulation shall hurst upon us and 
the wrath of God shall be poured out 
without measure from the cup of His 
indignation. 

Brother F. \Y. Childe, who lectured 
on the Pacific Coast was taken sick 
last October and had to return to his 
home in Los Angeles where they lOok 
him to a hospital. I I e was in the h05· 
pital a long time-till the end of Jan­
uary this year. Then the docto rs gave 
him up. They put 5creens around his 
bed. \\'ord went forth among the 
saints, and while they prayed the Lord 
gave him a vision. lIe saw a mighty 
(Lvi val sweeping all the world before 
the coming o f Jesus. The Lord told 
him that he would be healed and that 
he was to go pack to have a sharc in 
this revivaL And now all through 
SOl1thern California there is much 
prayer and a great deal of expectation 
of a great revi\'al. Oh, that we may 
come together as one body-not as one 
body denominationally, but as one body 
hy the Spirit of God, where the Holy 
Spi rit will have complet:! control and 
bring every thought, every desire, and 
every ambition into captivity. This is 
what the Lord cxpects of us in order 
that this revival may cOl11e. H ow about 
your share?
