I have been deeply conscious of the
presence of God since I came to San
Francisco.

sembled people. 1 saw with my nat-
ural eye the glory clouds descending,
and the people began to raise their
hands and praise God.

There are many people
who used to know the Lord but they do
not know Him now. One of the things
we have to guard against in the Pen-
tecostal movement is that we do not
retrogress rather than advance. About
a year ago I was in a great conven-
tion in the British Isles and I found
the same danger there also. Jeremiah
said concerning his people: ‘“They
would not return,” and the Holy Spirit
gives it to us as a warning today.

You remember the story of the
prodigal son. Some folks think he
was never more than a sinner, but
don't forget that he had been in his
father’'s house and went from there
into a far country., Many are like
that. They have gone away from their
first Christian principles and are in a
f}ar country squandering the gifts of
the Holy Spirit and the holy things of
God. y =P y g

A woman said to me: “I haven't
heard the voice of God in a year.”
There are lots of people like that.
Communion seems to be shut off. Their
sins have separated them from God.
There are certain classes that will not
return and I am going to talk about
some of them tonight.

One class of people who will not
return are they who refuse to do so.
The destiny of your life is held in your
own hands. Many have sadly settled
their destiny by unholy decisions. I
knew a man at one time who was sup-
posed to be a Christian man, but who
lived an immoral life. He failed to
walk with God. One day a brother
minister of mine spoke to him about
his soul, saying, “God has put a bur-
den on my heart to tell you to come
back and seek the Lord. These are
strange days and you cannot tell what
a day will bring forth.” The fellow
struck his chest and said, “I am 60
years' old and I intend to live sixty
years more.” He went to bed that
nicht and never woke up. The man
who refuses to return to God has only
the judgment of God awaiting him.

Another class who will not return
are they who have promised to return,
but have not done so. Promises are
easily made; but like pie crust, are eas-
ily broken. You may lead a double
life but you cannot deceive God. “Be

not deceived, God is not mocked; for
whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he
also reap.” The best state for a Chris-
tian to be in i1s in readiness to meet
God. So many say, “How can one
know one is ready " We know we are
ready because the Spirit of God bears
witness with our spirit that we are
children of God.

Oh, let us go back to Calvary and
to the atoning blood of Jesus Christ—
back to our Father's house. Do you
remember how the prodigal son came
home? He came back on the ground
of confession. There is only one way
to get the joy restored, and that is
by rising and coming to our Father
and humbling ourselves before Him.
There is no other joy like that which
comes to us and to the Father when a

soul is born into the Father's house-
hold.

There is another class who will not
return—who have offered other things
instead of genuine repentance. 1 pray
God that He will give us the spirit of
true repentance. Many men and wom-
en have sorrow only when they are
found out. They are not sorry for
their sins, but for being caught. Oh,
give God a clear deed to the property
and that will bring you into joy and
peace in the Lord.

Another class returns in appearance,
but they are not right on the inside.
They have never confessed or paid the
price to get the power of God in their
lives. May God give us the power to
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live as loud as we shout. We do not
want the power of noise, but the noise
of power. Samson failed God and his
locks were shorn. He lost his power.
He shook himself and wist not that
the power of God had left him. What
a pity when those who have been shak-
en by God begin to shake themselves.

I thank God for the young people
He is raising up. We are interested
one hundred per cent in the young peo-
ple. Among our young people in Glad
Tidings Tabernacle in New York the
girls and young women gather on a
certain night and pray and make plans
for the service of the Lord. On an-
other night the young men meet. Then
on Sunday they all come together, and
I declare to you they have the best of
young people’s meetings. My heart is
with the young people. How can a
man or woman not have his heart with
the young people when we know that
the child of today will be the man or
woman of tomorrow—if He tarries? 1
pray that the young people will see
something in the older folks that will
lead them on.

If you don't return it reveals some
things. First, it reveals an intense love
for sin. God can not do anything for
a man or woman, boy or girl who will
not give up sin. Second, it reveals
that you do not love your heavenly Fa-
ther. He is urging you to come back.
God is seeking you tonight. It may
be possible that you are a lost boy.

I was in Newcastle, Pa., at one time.
I had started preaching when the wom-
an who played the piano began to
weep. | was telling the story of Christ
being lost by His parents in the tem-
ple.. The sermon title was, “The Lost
Christ”—lost right in the church. Al-
though this woman was the pianist for
the meeting, she began to weep and
cry out, “O God, T am lost, and T lost
Jesus Christ in the church.” There are
lots of people right in the church who
have lost Jesus Christ.

We are here tonight earnestly try-
ing to get him that is lost to come to
the Lord. There was a certain man
that went in to the feast without a
wedding garment on. He was speech-
less when asked why he did not have
one. If you are lost you will have no
excuse to offer. Everything that can
be done for you is being done.

Some people say the joy of the Lord
has departed from them. They have
no joy because they have no repent-
ance. They have disobeyed God and
have gotten out of touch with Him.

Once a man who knew his Bible
was preaching. The Lord sent an ar-
row of conviction into his own heart
while he was preaching, and revealed
to him that he was not saved. That
revelation brought him upon his face
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before the Lord. He was called to
come to supper, but he replied, “I can-
not eat. God has revealed to me that
I am not saved.” Then the Lord told
him what he would have to do to get
saved, but he was not willing to do
it. Christmas time came and God
warned him again. He was walking
along one day when he fell and was
unable to move. God showed him
again what he would have to do to be
restored. He told the Lord he would
not get up from his knees until he
knew he was saved. He was saved all
right! When God brings one under
conviction one ought to thank Him
for it.

A certain young man went to a
woman preacher and asked her if it
was possible for a person to live a
pure, holy life in this world. She told
him it was not possible in this world.
He became discouraged and went back
to the world. He began to smoke. I
don’t believe in smoking Christians.
The Scripture is plainly against it.
Touch no unclean thing. You are the
temple of the Holy Spirit and you can-
not go around and smoke and yet be
what God wants you to be. Billy Sun-
day once said, “If a man got to heav-
en and was a smoker, he would have
to go to hell to spit,” and that’s about
the truth of the matter. It is an aw-
ful thing for a man or woman to pro-
fess to be a Christian and yet use this
dirty thing. T am here to warn you

Tonight we have to face the uncer-
tainty of life. Just three weeks ago
four of our people at Glad Tidings
church died in one week. I had two
funerals in one day. One man was
the treasurer of the church. He said
he had always feared the transitjon
period, and so when he went to bed
the Lord delivered him from that fear.
and that very night he went home to
be with God.

We cannot tell what one day will
bring forth. The time is not very far
distant when we shail have to stand
before God and answer for ourselves.
But you who have sin in your life are
not prepared to meet God.

When Napoleon was on the lonely
isle of St. Helena he said, “I have
founded a great kingdom by force, but
Jesus Christ has founded His kingdom
by love, and that is the only one that
will stand.”

Some evangelists are doing every-
thing they can, just to get people
“through.” Only a pastor knows what
has to be contended with after such a
campaign. Oh, that God would deliver
us from shallowness! “By their fruits
ye shall know them.” God give us a
revival, and give us a people who will
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remain with us afterwards. 1 am glad
that I am saved through the Blood.
[ am more and more convinced that
the Lord wants us to use the common
sense that He has given us in getting
more saved. If we get men thoroughly
saved, and teach them properly, they
will automatically come into the Bap-
tism in the Holy Spirit.

If we have our hand in the hand of
the Lord Jesus Christ, power will flow
into our body. One night I was preach-
ing and praying for the sick. At that
time we were using the radio. 1T told
the folks in radio land who were sick,
to lay their hands on the afflicted part
and we would pray for them over the
radio. There was a woman in the last
stages of consumption, given up by the
doctors, who was listening in. She
prayed, putting her hand upon her
lungs, and from that moment Jesus
Christ healed her and she is well to-
day. Another woman had a fibroid
tumor. She was as large as two wom-
en. She trusted God from the begin-
ning, and medical statements and thou-
sands of witnesses testify that God
made her perfectly whole. We have
a gospel for dying men and women.

They would not return because of
their sin. Some years ago in the city
of Chicago a man lay in a cell, sen-
tenced to be hanged. Two or three
days before he was to be executed, he

Friday Morning
The devotional service was conduct-
ed by Brother H. M. Cadwalder. Be-
fore the general presbytery were
elected, Brother J. W. Welch spoke on
the importance of selecting mature
men, men of a united spirit, qualified
to pray through hard problems. He
stated that the original idea was not
to make this so much a representative
body as to make it a council of mature
minds, to whom all important matters
could be referred. He reminded the
Council that each District is repre-
sented by its District Superintendent
who is an ex-officio member of the
presbytery. All important matters are
referred to the presbytery, and so it
was important to select men of wisdom
and experience.  Some sixty-two
brethren were nominated for this office
from the floor, and a committee of five
(Brothers J. W, Welch, C. A. Lasater,
Joseph Tunmore, F. G. Lindquist, and
A. G. Osterberg) were appointed as
a nominating committee to bring back
a recommended list of names for the
Council to vote on.
Will There Be a Change?
There was some discussion as to
whether it would be wise for the Gene-
ral Council to be a delegated body.
A resolution that a committee of five
be chosen to present at the next session
of the General Council a plan, looking
toward the making of our General
Council a representative body, was
brought to the floor. Some opposition
to this suggestion was manifested, as
it was thought that many would lose
interest in the General Council i
voting and discussion should 'k
fined to those specially delegated™b
their Districts. As the Councﬂ
stands every ordained minister and
delegate has the right to express him-
self and vote. The word of wisdom
for some particular problem might be
given to some minister not delegated by
a District.” Tt was stated that if those

who come to Council meeting are in
the Spirit there will be no danger from
any political wire pulling. It was
pointed out that on the previous day
when the elections were held the West-
erners did not elect men from their
own districts but that three men from
the East had been elected to the offices

of the Assemblies of God. This was
called a significant thing.

strongly opposed something that
jrother Osterberg had said; and
Brother Osterberg rose and said he
knew it was not an easy matter for a
hard-headed Swede and a soft-hearted
[rishman to always see exactly alike,
but he apologized if he had gotten out
of the Spirit at all. Then DBrother
Jrown rose and profusely apologized
in a spirit of true humility. The
Chairman promptly instructed these
two brethren to kiss each other, and
they not only kissed but gave each
other tremendous hugs. A shout went
up from the whole mcctmg and some-
one started the song, “Blest be the tie
that binds.” The tension was broken
and once more we moved from the
realm of the natural into the realm
where the Spirit of God had full sway.
Friday Afternoon

Brother Paul Peterson of the Rus-
sian and Eastern European Mission
gave a stirring missionary address.
Then a resolution was brought for-
ward recommending that there be an
annual business meeting of the Gene-
ral Presbytery, subject to the call of
the Executive Presbytery. Brother
Welch recommended that each District
create a fund to help defray the ex-
penses of their representatives coming
to this annual meeting.

The Divorce Question

There was a recommendation to the
Districts that since divorced and re-
married persons in the ministry usually
cause stumbling, reproach and division,
that the Districts neither ordain nor
license men who are divorced and re-
married while their first companion is
living. There was a very strong senti-
ment that there should be the highest
possible standard in the Pentecostal
ministry. The Chairman had some
difficulty in keeping the delegates’irom
discussing the divorce question in gene-
ral, rather than this particular phase
of it. Some expressed the thought that
we should be very charitable with those
who before they knew the Lord had
been unfortunate enough to have
matrimonial trouble, but later had been
saved and filled with the Spirit. These
declared that many

blameless, the husband of one wife,
and the same standard for deacons.
When the discussion became some-
what tense, Brother Williams called the
assembly to prayer, and a message
came in tongues and interpretation,
“Ye must be clean that bear the ves-
sels of the LLord. Ye must not water
down the Word of God by the opinions
of men, He who gave His Son wants
to purify those who bear the name of
the Son in his ministry.” Almost im-
mediately the resolution was passed.

Women in the Ministry

Jrother Williams asked Brother
Welch to take the chair, and the first
resolution offered after this was one
concerning the place of women in the
ministry, and whether they should have
the same rights as men in performing
the ordinances of the church. Brother
Welch turned to Brother Williams and
said, “You must have known what was
coming up.” Then he suggested that
the women have the first right to speak
on this question. One sister rose and
said, “I am old fashioned and believe

that in the case of
wWomen missionaries,
where men were not
easy of access, an ex-
ception should be made. “I have al-
ways found that in the divine order
there is much blessing.” Some sisters
objected that they had pastorates and
had to perform the ordinances. Brother
Welch said that while he could not
give the official interpretation on this
subject yet he felt there would be no
ironclad ruling.  Sister Marguerite
Flint of India pointed out that in their
stations they are compelled to under-
take burial services since it was im-
perative that those who died should be
buried the same day, and sometimes
some of the sisters had to send a long
way to secure a man. They were glad
to send for men missionaries to bap-
tize converts,

irother Robert A. Brown stated
that the Lord had given him as a wife
one of the best preachers in the whole
wide world, but he could not help notic-
ing that in the Scriptures there was no
woman in the priesthood and none in
the apostolic ministry, God chose
men. He stated that his wife always
refrained from “the acts of priest-
hood.” He said he

homes had been broken
up when a too rigid
stand had been taken,
insisting on separation.

Testtmony of a Greek Convert

When I got there and tasted
of the richness of that great country,
I made up my mind never to return
to Greece. In 1921 I married a young
German lady, and later we located in
Richmond, California.

A friend of mine, who was having
domestic troubles asked me to be a
witness for him in a divorce case
against his wife. This I agreed to do
and gave a false testimony. Shortly
after that I got sick, and although
I consulted several physicians, and
used different kinds of medicines, the
cause of my ill-health was unknown,
and I steadily grew worse. An X-ray
examination of my body revealed the
fact that I had a bad case of gallstones,

A year of happy
communion with God
followed, until one
day T was summoned
to the office of the district attorney.
The woman against whom T had given
false witness was having her case tried
over. I was questioned closely, and
being a Christian now, I could tell
nothing but the truth. My answers
varied so widely with what I had said
before that the attorney was astound-
ed. A splendid opportunity presented
itself, and I took advantage of it to
tell them of my new life in Christ.
I was then tried on a charge of per-
jury, and the judge sentenced me to
from one to fourteen years in prison.
The Lord gave me grace to drink this
bitter cup. I received permission from
the captain to preach to my fellow-
prisoners, and I rejoiced over this.
After one year had expired, the state
board considered my case again, and I
was given fourteen months and de-
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portation to Greece. The thought of
leaving my wife was very painful, and
I dreaded the time when I should have
to part from her. When the time came
for me to leave, the immigration officer
placed cuffs on my hands, and I was
sent to Galveston. To my delight I
met my wife there. She had in some
way procured means by which she
might return to Greece with me.

My mother, who lived in Corinth,
opened her home to us, and we stayed
with her for some time. She did not
approve of our new faith, however,
and it soon became necessary for us
to leave. The Lord impressed us to
go to Athens. It was at Athens that
we met DBrother Mamalis, and since
that time we have been with him,
working for the Lord in His great
vineyard. Our testimony is that “all
things work together for good to them
that love God.” Pray for us and for
Greece —James and Elizabeth Manis.
Note:

Both Brother and Sister Manis have
given their lives and time to God and
His service. They have been faith-
fully working with us, and are very
loyal towards our Council fellowship.
Sister Manis is already speaking the
Greek language and is able to work
among the women. They both are
worthy of your help and as they have
no pledge of support, if any of you
dear children of God would like to
help them, I am sure that God will
bless you.

Before my conversion, I suffered
with weak nerves. I was a strong be-
liever in Buddhism, but the more I
knew of its teaching, the more [ felt
guilty and afraid of my past sins from
which Buddhism offered no deliver-
ance, and I wanted to commit suicide
in order to get rid of such terrible feel-
ings. I thought of hanging myself or
of throwing myself upon the train
track before a fast passing train, but
somehow or other I was always hin-
dered from killing myself. One night
I determined to jump into the sea from
a high cliff by the seashore. But, on
my way there, I was stopped by a big
crowd on a street corner, and I heard
a young man preaching. Being great-
ly moved I followed him into the
church. The preacher explained so
pla’'nly that it is sin that causes man’s
trouble or sadness, and if one con-
fecces his sins and believes in Christ
he will be savéd. Oh, I felt that he

preached to me alone! Surely God
spoke to me directly that night, and I
determined to follow Christ. That
very moment when I gave up my sins
and believed in the cross, I received
full assurance of salvation. This was
on September 28, 1925.

From then my sickness left me and
the light began to shine into my heart.
Everything changed-—loneliness chang-
ed into cheerfulness; hatred into love;
and curses into blessing. Ome year
passed like a dream in Eden, though
my life was not an easy one. I labored
in a glass factory and cannot tell what

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a dreadful place it was. The workmen
are like beasts and beating or killing
seems nothing to them. Not a day
passed that I was not knocked down
and kicked, but my heart was full of
joy from the Lord.

Travel-
ing around in the country I met many
men suffering and in distress because
of sin, saw them like sheep going
astray, as it is written in Matthew 9:

My friends tried to hinder me, telling
me I was ignorant or something like
that.

Daily I
am busily working for Him.

When T think of my past life, I am
so grateful to my Father in heaven that
He has taken care of me in every de-
tail.

Let us look at number one and see
where we stand before God. Let us
have God talk to our hearts,

Never have I felt my weakness as
I have in these recent months, hidden
away on my knees in the secret place
of prayer. I know something about
the secret place of the Most High. I
know something about abiding in that
hiding place where we can see God
face to face and be transtormed by be-
holding Him.

“My lips are unclean.” It doesn’t
mean that you curse or are a liar.
Everything that goes forth from our
lips that isn't of God is unclean be-
fore Him—tale bearing, idle talk. Any
time I preach my sermon, it is un-
clean. When I do my work for God it
is in some measure unclean. When we
realize the vision of Jesus Christ we
shall see how unclean we really are.

Mine eyes have seen the King!
That's the reason I have seen my weak-
ness, my emptiness, my littleness, and
my backslidden conditicn in a measure.
I see my failure. Thank God for that!

Job said, “I have heard of thee by
the hearing of the ear: but now mine
eye seeth thee. Wherefore [ abhor my-
self, and repent in dust and ashes.”
The margin of the Revised Version
reads, “Wherefore I loathe my condi-
tion.”

I have sometimes gone home from
the sanctuary and got on my knees be-
fore the Lord and He has spoken to
me about words. We are told over
in Malachi that we have grieved the
Lord with our words. Now, I would
rather hear a man that could not talk
plain English, a man of no grammar,
but having a message from God and
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talking straight from God, than to
hear the greatest preacher on the face
of the earth, not so speaking.

F. B. Meyer one time preached a ser-
mon. After the service he was walk-
ing down the aisle and was passing a
group that had been in the congrega-
tion when he heard, “My, what a won-
derful man! How nice he looks. How
well he dresses.”

When he reached home he went to
God in prayer and asked for a sermon
from Himself. “Give me a sermon
right from Thy heart,” he prayed, and
he got it. That night after the ser-
mon he was curious to know what the
comments would be. Passing by the
same group that had made the other
remarks, he heard, “Wasn't that a
wonderful truth he brought out. How
we do need God.” As Meyer went
home he said, “Thank God for the ser-
mon from Himself.”

He was not a sin-
ner, but an upright man, vet he said,
“T abhor myself.”

I heard a sermon one time on re-
pentance of believers. It was one of
the most searching sermons I have ever
heard. Let us get down and repent,
repent, repent. Let us repent of our
coldness, our lack of sympathy, our
unbelief, our doubting God, our ques-
tioning Him. How shall we repent—
in dust and ashes. Get before God in
dust and ashes until God touches you
with His own power.

John, when he saw Christ, fell down
as a dead man. And when we see
Jesus Christ we shall be dead to self.
Oh, let us get back to the vision of
the Lord God.

Goncerning OQur Young People’s Work

Editor’s note: The following paper
was read by the General Superintend-
ent at the General Council to the Gen-
eral Presbytery. Owing to the requests
for its publication that have come in
we are printing it.

Having given considerable thought
to our Young People’s work, and to
whether it is serving the best interest
of our Movement in its present form,
we wish to mention a few points in
which we believe it is not at Present
working to the best interest -_-o:-ﬂ_:}}:ae
Movement, and then to suggest what
would seem to us might be of benefit
to our Young People.

We very much doubt the advisabil-
ity of making the age limit for our
Christ's Ambassadors to include those
thirty-five years' old. Tt is our opin-

ion that persons of that age are men
and women in middle life, rather than
youth, and that they are fully and prop-
erly to be included among the regular
matured members of the assembly.
Since our young people’s work is raised
up for the purpose of helping the
young and undeveloped, and is rather
an auxiliary of our regular work, it
is our opinion that it should labor
principally in the interest of those who
have not asyet reached their majority.

I Therefore in ascertaining the need for,

antl scope of, our Young People’s ac-
tivities, if we could ascertain the de-
gree of blessing the Young People’s
Movement has been to those who are
still minors, we believe it would help
us in ascertaining the importance of
our Young People’s activities and the
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need there is for Young People’s work
in our movement.

It is our conviction that monthly
Ycung People's rallies in each section
of a District are rather to the detri-
ment of our assemblies and of our
young people, instead of being a bless-
ing to them. Some reasons for our
feeling thus are:

Such rallies rob the local church of
its young people (which at the present
includes those up to the age of thirty-
five) one Sunday out of four (if held
on a Sunday). This deprives the local
assembly of the physical presence and
the spiritual fervor of the young peo-
ple, and also of the offerings which
they should contribute to the support
of the church.

Such rallies tend to rob the Young
People of that sober solidness which
definite responsibility in the church
engenders, and in its place develops an
unsettled spirit and a disposition to
run from place to place. Instead of
cultivating deep spirituality and con-
sistent Christian living, it tends to de-
velop love for display and novelty, and
a desire for human excitement in re-
ligion.

The argument that the Young Peo-
ple of our assemblies need some Young
People’s leader from outside the local
Assembly, because many of our pas-
tors are not qualified to properly shep-
herd their young people, tends to dis-,
credit the pastor, and if such a spirit
were encouraged would tend to create
on the part of young people disrespect
for the pastor. Any such argument
should be strongly discouraged.

Furthermore, seeking to follow the
directions of one outside the local
church, unless such an one should be
in full harmony with the wishes of the
pastor, tends to breed a spirit of un-
rest among the young people, which is
in no sense necessarily an evidence
that the pastor has not given his young
people the consideration that is their
due, but entirely the result of outside
influences.

What we wduld encourage is that
each pastor take an active interest in
his young people, and that the District
officiary take a similar District inter-
est. Sectional fellowship meetings might
be arranged through the co-operation
of the pastors in the section, and an
annual District gathering of the young
people might be arranged by the Dis-
trict Presbytery, in harmony with a
policy arranged by the pastors gathered
in District Council. It is suggested
that such District gatherings might be
arranged in conjunction with the Dis-
trict camp meeting, or the District
Council.

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“‘Ghe Baptism in the FHoly Ghost

T he Testimony of Evangelist Len J. Jones

I was converted in Melbourne, Aus-
tralia, at the age of twenty-three. A
few months after my conversion I left
my position to enter the Melbourne
Bible Institute, having in mind the
Lord’s work either in the home or
foreign fields.

Eighteen months were spent in this
college, during which time opportunity
was given to preach in various church-
es during the week-ends, as the Col-
lege acted as a supply for Episcopalian,
Methodist, Presbyterian and Baptist
churches as well as mission halls. The
three months’ annual vacation was
spent as a Presbyterian home mission-
er in Tasmania.

The first twelve months found my
time occupied in this way. Lectures,
mid-week meetings, Sunday services,
and open-air meetings claimed atten-
tion. Returning from Tasmania, the
second year was entered into with the
expectation that it would continue
much the same as the first year, and
that I would graduate from the college
when the year was ended.

But that year was not to be that way,
but much more eventful than antici-
pated.

My walk with God at this time was
a close walk. As far as I knew my own
heart, my one aim was to live for God.
T had been soundly converted, and was
keen to follow on with the Lord. If
there was one thing that T was afraid
of, it was to miss the plan and purpose
that the Lord had for my life.

The students of this college were
always interested in any special effort
put forward in the city, in the form
of evangelistic campaigns and conven-
tions, and attended as many such as
studies would allow.

There came to the city of Melbourne
an evangelist. The Town Hall close to
the college was booked for a campaign.
A little doubt was expressed as to this
preacher’s orthodoxy, but no one was
quite sure as to where he was at fault.

It so happened that one Sunday
evening just after the campaign start-
ed, T found myself with no preaching
appointment, and so decided to go. It
was a very—yes, unusual—service to
me; rigid form and ceremony were
conspicuous by their absence. The
Town Hall was almost full. Nothing
troubled me very much until T heard
different ones giving their testimonies
to having received, subsequent to their
conversion, an experience similar to
the second chapter of Acts, and the

fourth verse, and that they, too, spoke
in tongues.

Never had it entered my mind that
such an experience was for today. Here
were people testifying to this ex-
perience, and here was I, a preacher,
listening to them, yet knowing nothing
about it. I thought, surely these must
be a wonderful people, and I felt very
conscious of my own nothingness.

Later, when the preacher gave his
message, not a fault could I find with
his presentation of the Gospel. He
preached the Word of God, and be-
lieved it, and there were decisions for
Christ.

But I was troubled! At the close of
the meeting I stayed behind to have a
word with the preacher. I was ready
for theological argument. T said to
him, “The Holy Ghost came once on
the Day of Pentecost, and as we yield
ourselves to Him, He will gradually
take possession of us, and there is no
need for the Holy Ghost to come
again, any more than there is a need
for the Lord Jesus Christ to die for
sin the second time.”

The preacher was not out for argu-
ment, but very kindly told me that he
was glad that I was at the meeting, and
would be pleased to see me again.

I went home with good {feelings
toward the preacher, and the prayer
that if there was something more for
me, the Lord would make it clear. T
did not intend to press the matter any
further just then, but continue my
studies, having first satisfied myself
that if this were the Lord's way for
me, I was willing to go. Little did I
know of what was going to happen
during the very near future.

The next morning T was precipitated
into a further consideration of the sub-
ject. In the course of our first lecture,
we had occasion to turn to Luke 11:13,
“If ye then, being evil. know how to
give good gifts unto your children:
how much more shall your Heavenly
Father give the Holy Spirit to them
that ask Him?” As I read this Secrip-
ture, the thought came to me, “You
have never asked for the Holy Spirit!”
Pondering this in my heart, T replied,
“No, I have taken it for granted that I
had the Holy Spirit.”

The lecture was proceeding, but I
was lost to the lecture, and very much
alive to these reflections of my own.
The Principal, following his line of
thought asked us to turn to James 4:2,
and we read, “Ye have not, because ye
ask not.” Some who read this may
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think that this was mere coincidence.
Perhaps it was, and “just happened,”
but to me at that time it was a clarion
call, not to consider this subject in the
far distant future, but to consider it
straight away.

[ had no friends in this movement.
All my friends were in the churches.
The evening before was the first time
I had come into contact with these peo-
ple. I remembered that one of the
announcements at the Sunday evening
service, was that there would be a
prayer meeting the next afternoon,
for those who were desiring the Bap-
tism in the Holy Ghost. So with two
other students T made my way to this
prayer meeting—not for the Baptism,
but to enquire what was going on.

With my same argument, which to
me at least was convincing, I told the
leader at the close that I was not satis-
fied that we had a right to expect such
an experience in these days, but that
the Spirit of God would gradually gain
possession of us as we yielded our-
selves to Him. He passed me his
jible, and asked me to show him my
view in the Word of God. T could
not. He then asked me if he showed
me an experience in the Word of God
where people received the Baptism in
the Holy Ghost, subsequent to their
conversion, would I believe there was
such an experience after salvation? T
said, “Yes, but not Acts 2:4.” He
showed me three other instances, apart
from the day of Pentecost, where peo-
ple were baptized with the Holy Ghost.

I was amazed! I wondered why 1
had not seen it before! My defence
crumbled before the Word of God!

It was seenungly a good view that 1
held, but T found to my surprise that it
was not according to Scripture, and
therefore a good view no longer! I
had nothing more to say!

If the Scriptures taught such an ex-
perience after salvation, then that was
the end of it—there must be such an
experience. I went home very thought-
ful, with an urge to follow the Lord
and His Word at all costs.

How I prayed when I arrived home,
yes, and on my way home, “Lord, I
take Thy Word as my pattern; lead
me into truth, I pray Thee.” In the
college we were warned against error
and wrong doctrine, and a fear instill-
ed into us never to depart from the
Word of the Lord. T did not want to
go into error, so I prayed the more
carnestly, determining not to depart
from the Word of God.

What a time of prayer followed!
What a time of consecration! What a
time of decisions of allegiance to the
Word of God!

And what a time of Bible study.

With the Word of God as pattern and
the Spirit of God as guide, I went
through all the scriptures on the Holy
Spirit in the New Testament, with the
help of a concordance. At the end of
my very deliberate study, my con-

clusions were definite, namely :

(1) That there was such an ex-
perience in the Word of God, subse-
quent to conversion, that could scrip-
turally be called the Baptism in the
Holy Ghost.

(2) That I could see no reason
why a person should not speak in
tongues, when receiving this ex-
perience, as they did in the Word of
God.

[ did not have much expectancy that
this experience would ever be mine at
that time. It seemed to be too won-
derful, and far above me. But whether
it was to be my portion or not, my con-
clusions were definite regarding the
subject,

Very late one evening I made up my
mind to receive the experience by
faith. I knelt down, and quoted the
Scripture, Luke 11:13. T asked, and
then waited, but nothing happened. I
thought, “What shall I do now?” It
seemed to me, that the next thing
would be to thank the Lord for it, so I
did, and went back to my rcom and
went to bed. The next day I was just
the same as before. There was some-
thing wrong somewhere, something
wrong with my Baptism or something
wrong with my faith, unless it was that
my faith was yet to be rewarded, for
true faith brings a scriptural ex-
perience.

At last the time came for my first
real prayer meeting, with others who
were looking to the Lord for the Bap-
tism in the Holy Ghost. T knelt down
and prayed that the Lord would bap-
tize me. As I think of what happened,
the scripture comes to my mind, “Put
off thy shoes from off thy feet, for the
place whereon thou standest is holy
ground.”

The power of God came upon me,
and out of my innermost being came
rivers of living water—I was speaking
in other tongues as the Spirit gave
utterance. After two or three hours
speaking in tongues and praising and
magnifying God, T went home satis-
fied that the Lord had baptized me with
the Holy Ghost. I had no desire to
expose my experience crudely for
public criticism—it was something
blessed an wonderful between the Lord
and me.

But the Baptism in the Holy Ghost
is not the end, but the beginning—not
the goal but the starting point. As to
what it has meant to me, let this reason-
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ing suffice for this article: if I am at
least an honest man, and there is
nothing in this experience, why have
I spent so much time magnifying an
experience that has not proved itself
in my own life to be worthy of all
the emphasis given to it?

;{ Jewish Appeal

Dr. Alex. Goldstein, Zionist repre-
sentative, speaking to Jewish women in
Melbourne on September 13, said:

“I want you to realize a little of
what the last few years have meant to
our race. There is not a page in our
history that does not tell of cruelty and
suffering, and no time has been more
cruel than the age in which we live.
Through the great war and afterwards,
civil war, revolution and anarchy have
taken their toll of our people, and in
Russia, in Hungary, in Austria, and
elsewhere we were once more made the
scapegoat of the ages. Out of 3,000,-
000 people 300,000 have been exter-
minated in the pogroms in FEastern
Europe, and it is always the Jewish
woman who has suffered most. In
the dark days of persecution she had to
suffer the fate worse than death, or had
to live to see her children starve or
grow up to a hopeless future. There
was no profession; no possibility for
the young Jewish man, with 100,000
superfluous men and women of his
race living in those lands, and day by
day the anguish grew greater. I think
our race wotilld have gone crazy with
desperation if the miracle had not hap-
pened, and the British Government,
with Lord Balfour, had not espoused
our cause and favored the establish-
ment of a.Jewish National Home in
Palestine. Every old Jew and Jewess
in the world has now the hope that if
not they vet their children will have a
free and glorious future. No non-Jew
can realize our passion for Palestine,
It is our heritage, and the Bible is our
children’s first book. Ahraham, Isaac
and Jacob are their playmates, and
Jerusalem is very part and parcel of
their mentality. To know we are free
again is the greatest revolution in the
world for wus—Jewish Missionary
Magazine.

heard them erecting the gallows. He
asked to be moved to a place where
he could not hear them. His request
was granted, and then he sat down to
await the day of his doom. Suddenly
he heard a man walking down the cor-
ridor. The man walked into his cell
and presented him with a pardon
signed by the proper official. That
scene was one never to be forgotten.
The tears flowed down his face. Dut
brother and sister, I am here tonight
with a pardon straight from God. It
is signed by the blood of Jesus. It
was presented to me—a condemned
man—and thank God, I am bringing it
to you tonight.

May God help us to have sympathy
one for another. One day a woman’s
only daughter drowned. The woman
was very poor and had no money to
bury her daughter. Mr. Moody was
there with his little daughter. She said
to him, “Papa, suppose we were very
poor, and I went down to the lake and
drowned. Wouldn't you cry?” “Yes,
my darling,” was Moody’s reply, and
from that hour his whole life was rev-
olutionized. The reason why we do
not weep any more is because we do
not have sympathy for others. We
have a weeping Christ. He wept over
Jerusalem. That same Christ is moved
with compassion for us. What a mar-
velous thing it is to have a compas-
sionate Christ!

One day I had a vision. I saw
Jesus Christ the Son of God dressed
in pure white, and I saw the Church
bv His side, also dressed in white, each
bearing a cross. This was the inter-
pretation that was given me: When we
have a cross-bearing church following
Him, then souls will be won back to
the Lord. May God help us to have
compassion for one another.

Mr. Moody says that in his early
days he went through hard places.
When the snow came it was very cold,
but when the sun came out he took his
sun glass out and gathered some sticks
and made a fire. Thank God, they
brought the fire down at Pentecost, and
Pentecostal fire is still burning. I
pray God that we shall retain the Pen-
tecostal fire and hold to the Word.

When I was on the police force, we
used to put into the cells all kinds of
men. Some were down-and-out—
drunks. They would go into the cells
and fall asleep. In the morning they
would rise and eat their hard tack
and coffee wholly undisturbed. Ev-
erything was all right as far as they
were concerned,

But we took some men in who had
better things in their homes. Some
were doctor’s sons and educated men.
They knew what it was to have better
things. When those fellows woke up
their suffering was intense.

That is an illustration of the folks
who once knew the Lord Jesus Christ.
But He is looking for you with com-
passion. He is calling you to come
back and to do your first works over
again and God will not only save you,
but thank God, He will make you to
bear fruit for Him!

changed so that it would not be stated
on them that the women should have
the right to perform the ordinances

of the church.

Private Ownership of Property

A strong resolution was put forward
stating that the Council disapprove of
private ownership, by members of the
General Council, of church buildings,
schools or other institutions that are
supported by funds solicited for the
work of God. This resolution stated
that where such private ownership ex-
ists we should strongly recommend
that a properly constituted incorporate
body be formed, and that the title to
the property be vested in such body,
or that the soliciting of such funds
cease.

As there was no more business, the
final necessary resolutions instruct-
ing that any unfinished business should
be taken care of by the executive pres-
bytery, and giving a very hearty vote
of thanks to Brother Craig and his
assistants for their splendid hospital-
ity to our Council meeting, were adopt-
ed. Sister Craig and Brother Cooksey
were included in this resolution of ap-
preciation.

And thus the Fourteenth General
Council session passed into history. It
has been the privilege of the writer
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to attend the last eleven sessions and
he is convinced that this is the best
one we have ever had. There was such
a spirit of love and unity. This was
not only manifest in the Council itself
but in the many special meetings of the
presbytery. We are sure there was
never a Council where there was so
much praise and worship as in this
one. The sweetness of the Lord's
presence was simply wonderful.
Friday Night's Service

After a time of inspirational sing-
ing, Sister Baer from Jerusalem was
introduced to the congregation. She
brought a short message on the con-
ditions in the Holy Land. Three years
ago when she returned to Jerusalem
she found conditions greatly improved
compared to what they had been eight
years ago when she first went to Jeru-
salem.
