HAVE been asked to write
an account of how I came to
the mountains of Kentucky.
It is a long story, and as I
am writing it, I shall have to
: condense 1it.

I first came to America on busi-
ness, expecting to stay only a few
weeks, then go back to E ngland. While
staying i Boston I was asked to open
up a District Nursing Work in Bris-
tol, Rhode Island. T he Nursing Com-
mittee was lovely to me; of course I
was strange to American ways, but they
certainly did all they could to help me.
I had been there about three years
when one day I read a little book on
the Mountain Work of Kentucky. It
told how neglected and ignorant the
people were and

tle book telling of the mountain work,
I read of how a hospital was being
built but there was no nurse or doctor
in the place called Guirant, right in the
midst of the mountains. There was
a school on the campus with several
teachers and about a hundred pupils.
There is where I started my work un-
der the DPresbyterian Board for
twenty-five dollars a month.

I found conditions even worse than
[ expected. Ten and twelve people
living in huts in one small room with
no windows. I shall give you one in-
stance: A very cold snowy day I start-
ed up the creek for a walk and came
to a very miserable looking home. It
looked so bad I wondered if any one
could live there, and thought 1 would

see. I climbed up in the best way 1
could and found a very sick man ly-
ing on a pallet on the floor. Sitting
beside him was a young girl dressed in
rags. She was his wife. She had a
broken wrist. Chickens were walking
through the room; snow was blowing
through the holes in the walls and ceil-
ing. Some logs were burning in the
open fireplace. There were no win-
dows. Such a picture of misery I had
never seen. 1 hardly knew what to
say. | asked the man if he had ever
heard of Jesus, and he said, “"No.”
Then he told me that two years be-
fore, an old man passed by and stopped
there and that he read out of a book
called “Jesus,” and that was all he
knew. I asked Lizzie, the girl wife,
how they lived.

I. God Is One

“Hear, O Israel: the Lord our God
is one Lord.” Deut. 6:4. The word
for “one” here is echad in the Old
Testament and heis in the New Testa-
ment. “That God is one, and there
is no other, that He has no equal, is
the forceful testimony of above fifty
passages of Scripture. No other
truth of the Scripture, particularly of
the Old Testament, receives more
prominence than that of the unity of
God” (Cerdo). “The nature of the
divine unity, however, does not ex-
clude the idea of a plurality of persons
in the Godhead” (Evans). The one-
ness of God seems, therefore, to re-
fer rather to unity and quality than to
personality. Some scriptures where
these same words (echad and heis) are
used tend to prove this. “And they
(husband and wife) shall be one
flesh.” Gen. 2:24, “The people is
one.” Gen. 11:6. “He that planteth
and he that watereth are one” 1 Cor.
3:6-8. “That they all may be one; as
thou, Father art in me, and I in Thee,
that they also may be one in us.” John

2. God Is a Person

“The elements of personality are
power of feeling, power of thinking,
and power of willing” (Pardington).
“Personality exists where there is in-
telligence, mind, will, reason, individ-
uality, self-consciousness, and self-
determination” (Evans). The Scrip-
tures reveal these qualities to be in
the Father, in the Son, and in the
Holy Spirit.

3. Personality of the Holy Spirit

There seems no need for giving
texts to prove ‘the personality of the
Father, and we know our Lord Jesus
is a person. We shall therefore only
give scriptures indicating the person-
ality of the Spirit. The Spirit is eter-
nal (Heb. 9:14), omnipotent (Luke
1:35), omniscient (1 Cor. 2:10,11),
omnipresent (Psalm 139:7-10).
Holy Spirit knows (1 Cor. 2:10-13;
12:8), wills (1 Cor. 12:11), searches
(1 Cor. 2:10), teaches (John 14:26),
speaks (Acts 13:2), testifies (John
15:26), may be grieved (Eph. 4:30),
insulted (Heb. 10:29), lied to (Acts

5:3), rebelled against (Gen. 6:3), re-
sisted (Acts 7:51).

A. Jesus Emphasized the Personal-
ity of the Holy Spirit. “Ile may abide
with you for ever.” John 14:16., “He
dwelleth with you, and shall be in
you.”

5. The Trinity Is Implied in the
Old Testament

“In the beginning God (Elohim, a
plural noun) created.” Gen. 1:1. “Let
us make man in our image, after our
likeness.” Gen. 1:26. “Let us go down,
and there confound their language.”
Gen. 11:7. The triune benediction
(Num. 6:24-26) and the triune praise
(Isa. 6:3) imply the Trinity. “In all
their affliction He (the Father) was
affllicted, and the angel of His pres-
ence (the Son) saved them. But they
rebelled, and vexed His Holy Spirit.”
Isa. 63:9,10. “Come ye near unto
Me, hear ye this; I have not spoken in
secret from the beginning; from the
time that it was, there I (the Son) am:
and now the Lord God (the Father)
and His Spirit, hath sent Me.” Isa.
48:16.

6. The Trinity Is Clearly
T'aught in the New Testament

A. Jesus Ewmphasized the Doctrine
of the Trinity. His baptism proves the
Trmity.

Spirit prove the Trinity. John 14:26;

B. All the Writers of the New Tes-
tament Believed Fully in the Trinity.

(1) Paul. “For this cause I bow my
knees unto the Father of our Lord
Jesus Christ, of whom the whole fam-
ily in heaven and earth is named, that
He would grant you according to the
riches of His glory to be strengthened
with might by His Spirit in the inner
man.” Eph. 3:14-16. “How much
more shall the blood of Christ, who
through the eternal Spirit offered
Himself without spot to God.” Heb.
9:14. “The grace of the Lord Jesus
Christ, and the love of God, and the
communion of the Holy Ghost be with
you all.” 2 Cor. 13:14.

(2) Peter. “Elect according to the
foreknowledge of God the Father,
through sanctification of the Spirit,
unto obedience and sprinkling of the
blood of Jesus Christ.” 1 Peter 1:2.
“For Christ also hath once suffered
for sins, that He might bring us to
God, being put to death in the flesh,
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but quickened by the Spirit.” 1 Peter
3118

(3) John. “And this is His com-
mandment, That we should believe on
the name of His son Jesus Christ, and
love one another as He gave us com-
mandment. And he that keepeth His
commandments dwelleth in Him, and
He in him. And hereby we know that
He abideth in us, by the Spirit which

(4) Jude. “But ye, beloved, building
up yourselves on your most holy faith,
praying in the Holy Ghost, keep vour-
selves in the love of God, looking for
the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

“Grace be unto you,
and peace, from him which is, and
which was, and which is to come (the
Father) ; and from the seven Spirits
(signifying fullness of perfection)
which are before His throne; and
from Jesus Christ (the Son).” Rev.

7. Belief in the Trinity Must
Not Obscure the Deity of Christ

Jesus, although the Son, is neverthe-
less fully God. “And the Word was
God.” John 1:1. “And Thomas an-
swered and said unto Him, My Lord
and my God.” John 20:28. “In Him
dwelleth all the fullness of the God-
head bodily.” Col. 2:9. These scrip-
tures do ‘not, however, teach that the
Son is the Father, for the Word which
was God was also with God. John 1:1.

8. Christ as Saviour

Were He not God, Jesus could not
have become the Saviour of the world,
for salvation was to come through Im-
manuel, God with us. “Behold, a vir-
gin shall conceive, and bear a son, and
shall call his name Immanuel.” Tsa.
7:14. “Now all this was done, that
it might be fulfilled which was spoken
of the Lord by the prophet, saying, Be-
hold, a virgin shall be with child, and
shall bring forth a son, and they shall
call his name Emmanuel, which being
interpreted is, God with us.” Matt.
1:22, 23. The divine sonship of Christ
is eternal, therefore “When the full-
ness of the time was come, God sent
forth His Son, made of a woman,
made under the law.” Gal. 4:4. Ags to
His humanity Jesus was the son of
Mary, but as to His deity He was the
eternal Son of the Father, “the bright-
ness of His (the Father's) glory, and
the express image of His person.”
Heb. 1:3.

Jesus came into the world to reveal
the Father, therefore could He say,
“He that hath seen Me hath seen the
Father.” John 14:9. Tad Jesus not
been God, the Son of the Father, state-
ments which He made would have
been blasphemy. For example, “That
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all men should honour the Son, even as
they honour the Father.” John 5:23.
Although our Lord Jesus was God,
His relationship was not that of Fa-
ther, but as Son with the Father. “And
now, © Father, glorify Thou Me with
Thine own self with the glory which
I had with Thee before the world
was.” John 17:5.
9. Christ as Mediator

Were our Lord Jesus the Father,
He could not be mediator, since a
mediator is a go-between—one who
transacts between two contending par-
ties in order to recouncile them. “A
mediator is not a mediator of one, but
God is one.” Gal. 3:20. “There is
one God, and one mediator between
God and men, the man Christ Jesus.”
(Thus our Lord Jesus is the peace-
maker and intercessor between God
and men.)

10. T he Godhead Triune

The Scriptures do not teach us that
there are three manifestations of one
person in the Godhead, but they teach

11. Concerning Baptism

When we see the difference in mean-
ing of the words “in,” as used in dif-
ferent places in connection with bap-
tism, we believe this will help any who
are perplexed as to the name in which
they ought to be baptized.

Under “Synonymous Words™ in the
Newberry Bible, we find three differ-
ent words which are translated “in"”
and which are used in connection with
baptism. “And he commanded them
to be baptized in the name of the
Lord.” The expression “in the name"
here is en to onamati, which, accord-
ing to the Newberry Bible, means “the
authority.” Hence when Peter bap-
tized those of the household of Cor-
nelius, and thus opened the church to
the Gentiles, the term which he used
was that which emphasized authority
of Christ for so doing.

When Peter preached his great Pen-
tecostal sermon, he said, “Repent ye
and be baptized every one of you in
the name of Jesus Christ for the re-
mission of sins.” Here he is address-
ing Jews and proselytes, people who
had rejected and crucified their Lord.
The word for “in"” here is epi to ono-
matt, which the Newberry Bible in-
forms us signifies in this connection
the ground on which they are to be
baptized. They are to accept Jesus as
their divine Messiah, now risen and
highly exalted, the only Name under
heaven given among men whereby we
must be saved.

When our Lord Jesus gives the
great commission, instructing that bap-
tism shall be in the name of the Fa-
ther, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Ghost (Matt. 28:19), the word trans-
lated “in” is eis to onoma, which the
Newberry Bible says here means the
object, or result. The significance of
baptism in this place, then, means that
the object, or result, of baptism is to
bring the candidate mto a relationship
with the Father, the Son, and the
Holy Ghost.

Now Christian baptism fulfills all
three of these terms. When one is
baptized, it is done in the name of, or
by the authority of, Christ. It is also
done in the name of, or upon the
ground of, His finished redemption.
The believing candidate is also brought
into a new relationship, which is with
the Father, with the Son, and with
the Holy Ghost.

War Clouds

At the time when the representa-
tives of the mnations are meeting in
Geneva to discuss the problem of in-
ternational limitation of armaments,
there is real war going on in China.
Desperate fighting is in progress in
the region of Shanghai, thousands lie
dead, and large areas are devastated.
Not knowing what complications may
arise, is it any wonder there is a pall
on the proceedings at Geneva? The
nations of Europe have not forgotten
the last war with its death toll (ac-
cording to the statistical department of
the League of Nations), of 10,135,000,
to say nothing of the maimed, the dis-
eased, the blind, the shell-shocked, and
the victims of its hellish gasses.

Some Startling Figures

The Swedish Society for the Study
of the Social Consequences of the
War states that “including indirect
consequences from revolution, famine,
and pestilence, the increased death rate
and other losses due to the war, the
total loss must be put down at not
less than forty million lives.” The
cost of the war among the chief com-
batants, according to Mr. Jacobsen, a
member of the Budget Experts Com-
mittee of the League of Nations, was
not one penny less than $165,000,000,-
000. Today the world is spending
about  $4,500,000,000 cach vear on
armaments, and the impoverished tax-
payers want to be relieved of some of
this burden. The delegates to the
Geneva conference who seem to have
a desire for peace, might well quote
the 120th Psalm concerning their own
attitude and that of the Japanese,
“Woe is me . . . I am for peace, but
when 1 speak they are for war.”

Provocations

For some time past the Chinese
have been engaged in a war of boy-
cott against Japanese merchants. Ac-
cording to Drew Pierson, the Wash-
ington Correspondent of the Balti-

more Sun, (quoted in the Literary Di-
gest) ‘“This boycott, it was said by
State Department officials today, has
eaten deeply into Japanese trade. Ja-
pan ordinarily sells 30 per cent of all
her exports to China. DBut with Chin-
ese authorities refusing to berth Jap-
anese ships, Chinese coolies refusing
to land Japanese cargoes, and Chinese
merchants refusing to handle Japanese
goods, this trade has sunk to an un-
known but unquestionably insignificant
fraction.” Japan is now making her
protest against this boycott, and say-
ing it with bombs and bayonets. Al-
ready there are some serious compli-
cations. The American flag floating
above a mission station in Shanghai
was torn down and insulted by Jap-
anese soldiers, Immediately feeling ran
high in this country and the question
is being asked everywhere, “Will
America be drawn into this conflict?”

Pray for Our Rulers

The streets and stores are full of
war talk. Said an ex-soldier here, “I
have been talking to all the buddies,
and all of them save one is ready for
another fight.” When asked, “Do you
think we should be involved?” the
writer's only reply is, “Remember the
scripture that first of all supplications,
prayers, intercessions and giving of
thanks should be made for all men, for
rulers and those in authority, to the
end that they may so guide our af-
fairs that we may lead a quiet and
peaceable life in all godliness and
honesty.” Some of us have not for-
gotten the horrors of the last war and
certainly do not want to see the voices
of a number of greedy profiteers and
grafters, with visions of bloated bank
accounts such as they obtained in the
last war, prevailing in inducing our
rulers to rush into another great war.

God's Revealed Will
The will of God has been expressed
to us as “Peace on earth, good will
among men,” but the devil's parody of
this is, “War on earth, hatred and ill

A True Picture

The writer has before him on his
desk a book entitled “Now It Can Be
Told.”* 1t is written by a war cor-
respondent, Philip Gibbs, who went
through the four years of the great
war. He was gagged by censors and
not allowed to tell the truth ‘while the
war was raging; but when the con-
flict ended and the horrors of the war
were not obliterated from his memory,
he wrote out the raw truth for the
benefit of coming generations—if they
will heed. Alas the present genera-
tion is too much occupied with its jazz
parties to sit down and read a thought-
provoking book of some 558 pages
dealing with those awful days of 1914-
18. It is a shocking picture which
Gibbs gives us, but it is well to know
the truth about “man’s inhumanity to
man,” even though it is unsavory and
unpalatable. Gibbs tells us how all
the armies were instructed in an “in-
tensive culture of brutality. They
were schools of slaughter.” It is plain
that the gospel (7) of evolution was
being taught to the men in the trench-
es, and this correspondent tells us how
it worked.

Cultivating Blood Lust

Gibbs tells us, “It was the duty of
officers to inspire blood-lust in the
brains of gentle boys who instinctively
disliked butcher’s work. By an in-
genious system of psychology those in
command played upon their nature,
calling out the primitive barbarism

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which had been overlaid by civilized
restraints, liberating the brute which
had been long chained up by law and
the social code of gentle life, but
which lurks always in the secret lairs
of the human heart. Generals were
against the ‘soft stuff’ preached by
parsons, who were not quite militar-
ized, though army chaplains. They
demanded the gospel of hate, not that
of love, but hate, when it dominates
the psychology of men, is not restrict-
ed to one objective, such as a body of
men behind barbed wire. It is a
spreading poison. It envenoms the
whole mind.”

Fruits of Teaching Evolution

This war correspondent, who was
doubtless  schooled in evolutionary
ideas himself, writes as the thing ap-
peared to him, “Our men, living in
holes in the earth like ape-men, were
taught the ancient code of the jungle
law, to track down human beasts in
No Man’s Land, to jump upon their
bodies in the trenches, to kill quickly,
silently, in a raid, to drop a hand-
grenade down a dugout crowded with
men, blowing their bodies to bits, to
lie patiently for hours in a shell-hole
for a sniping shot at any head which
showed, to bludgeon their enemy to
death or spit him on a bit of steel,
to get at his throat if need be with
nails and teeth. The code of the ape-
man is bad for some temperaments. It
is apt to become a habit of mind. It
may surge up again when there are no
enemies present, but some old woman
behind an open till, or some police-
man, or in a street riot where fellow-
citizens are for the time heing ‘the
enemy.” Death, their own or other
people’s, does not mean very much to
some who, in the trenches, sat within
a few yards of stinking corpses, know-
ing that the next shell might make
such of them. Life was cheap in war,
Is it not cheap in peace?”

A Preacher’s Protest

Gibbs tells of one chaplain who re-
fused to camouflage the teaching of
the Master he tried to serve. “He
preached to his men the gospel of love
and forgiveness of enemies. It was
reported to the general, who sent for
him. ‘Look here, I cannot let you go
preaching “soft stuff” to my men. I
cannot allow all that nonsense about
love. My job is to teach them to hate.
You must either co-operate with me
or go. The chaplain refused to
change his faith or his teaching, and
the general thought better of his in-
tervention.” This general was an ex-
ception to the rule.  When most of
the chaplains yielded to the military
authorities and failed to teach the
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words of the Master, is it any wonder

that the men despised them, and to

quote Gibbs, “were blasphemous in

their scorn of ‘parson stuff,’ and some

of them were frightfully ironical”?

Another Side of War

This correspondent gives us a faith-
ful picture of that side of war which
1s always kept in the backeround when
men are talking of patriotism and
glory. “Men went to hospitals with
venereal disease in appalling numbers.
Boys were ruined and poisoned for
life. Future generations will pay the
price of war not only in poverty and
by the loss of the unborn children of
the boys who died, but by an enfeehled
stock and the heritage of insanity. The
Prime Minister said one day, ‘The
world is suffering from shell-shock.’
That was true. But it suffered also
from the symptoms ot all that illness
which comes from syphilis, whose fav-
ored breeding-ground is war.”

That astute journalist, Arthur Bris-
bane, points out that this country is
sending its warships to Shanghai, and
suggests that it might be an casy mat-
ter for the Chinese to blow up one of
these ships and attribute the doing of
the same to the Japanese in order to
get America to fight Japan. He says
if this took place “flags would fly,
drums would beat, propaganda would
spread, race hatreds would be invoked.
Within a week, he who today might
safely protest against war would bhe
called a traitor unless he expressed a
desire to wipe out the life of every
enemy Asiatic.” But what should be
the attitude of the child of God if this
country hecame involved in war again ?
The “born-again” one belongs to a
kingdom which is “not of this world,”
and the principles of that kingdom
have been set forth by its King—one
whose name is Prince of Peace.

But I say unto
you, Love your enemies, bless them
that curse you, do good to them that
hate you, and pray for them which
despitefully use you and persecute
you.” The writer has always thought
it a peculiar way to show our love to
our enemies by pushing bayonets into
them.

A New Dispensation

When Jesus Christ ascended on high,
the Holy Ghost descended. A new
dispensation was inaugurated—a dis-
pensation which is characterized by
Bible light, gospel grace, and Spirit’s
power. The characterizing feature of
this age and dispensation is the fact
that it is the dispensation of the Holy
Ghost. The Holy Ghost was sent on
the day of Pentecost. There, the New
Testament Church was inaugurated
and chartered, and Christian experi-
ence was standardized. God has not
revoked the charter nor has He
changed the standard. The standard
of Christian experience given in the
apostolic Church is the normal New
Testament standard. It was estab-
lished and attested and confirmed by
signs and wonders and divers miracles
and gifts of the Holy Ghost so that
men said as they looked on, “Indeed
a notable miracle hath been done and
we cannot deny it.” They had the un-
deniable evidence of a living God
working supernaturally in their midst
and doing things that could not be ac-
counted for on the basis of natural
phenomena.

The Crowning Fact of History

The phenomenal outpouring of the
Spirit on the day of Pentecost was the
crowning fact in the history of God’s
revelation to man.  What they re-
ceived on that day has been the com-
mon privilege of God's people to re-
ceive since that day, and just as God’s
record stands respecting the origin of
the Bible, that it was given by holy
men as they were moved by the Holy
Ghost, and just as God’s record stands
regarding the creation of this world,
and the origin of man, and all things
pertaining to it, including the revela-
tion of Christ in His redemptive work.
in His vicarious death, so God’s state-
ment respecting the chartering of a
New Testament Church and the es-
tablishing of a New Testament stand-
ard of Christian experience will stand
against all the battering rams of hell’s
opposing forces. It needs no apology.
We have none to make. It needs no
defence, we have none to offer, Our
relation to it may require defence but
God’s statements and the standardiza-
tion of Christian experience for this
dispensation do not require defence.

New Testament Standard

The standard of Christian experi-
ence and of apostolic doctrine inau-
gurated by the descent of the Holy
Spirit on the day of Pentecost and per-
petuated in the life and ministry of the
primitive apostolic church has never
been altered or revoked and will not
be altered or revoked while this dispen-
sation lasts. God has not had two
standards for one dispensation; but
only one standard and that standard
is the apostolic standard. Anything
else is below par and is not standard-
ized and is discounted on the religious
market as measured by the Word of
God.

The Commission

Look at the great commission in
Mark sixteen, “Go ye into all the
world, and preach the gospel to every
creature. He that believeth and is
baptized shall be saved; but he that
believeth not shall be damned. And
these signs shall follow them that be-
lieve; in My name they shall cast out
devils; they shall speak with new
tongues; they shall take up serpents:
and if they drink any deadly thing, it
shall not hurt them, they shall lay
hands on the sick, and they shall re-
cover.” This is'the divine commission
given to the Church of the Lord Jesus
Christ. Nothing but the Pentecostal
Baptism of the Holy Ghost, as record-
ed on the day of Pentecost, and per-

petuated in the life and ministry of
the primitive, apostolic church, will in
any way equip the ministry of today
to fulfill the divine commission. The
reason that the ministry of today is
not fulfilling the divine commission but
have a powerless gospel, andare preach-
ing the power of nobody unto nothing,
instead of preaching the power of God
unto Salvation, is simply because they
have failed God in receiving the New
Testament equipment for an efficient,
full-Gospel ministry, namely the Bap-
tism with the Holy Ghost.

They have no standard of Christian
experience as recorded in the Acts and,
when God comes forth and manifests
Himself in power and glory and pro-
duces on earth today something similar
to that which was received on the day
of Pentecost, and perpetuated in the
life and ministry of the primitive
apostolic church or in any way carries
out the great commission of Mark six-
teen, there is at once a cry of “hor-
ror,? “fanaticism,”  ‘“wildfire”’ and
everything else that the devil and
wicked men can heap upon it; but, not-
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withstanding all the battering rams of
hell’s opposing forces, God's word 1s
truth and God in this word reveals
His mind respecting every matter per-
taining unto life and godliness, includ-
ing the Baptism with the Holy Ghost,
accompanied by signs, wonders, divers
miracles, gifts of the Holy Ghost, ac-
cording to His own will.

A Word of Counsel to Teachers
Zella Lindsey

Someone has said, “Knowledge is
power.” Every true Sunday School
teacher wishes to teach with power,
and the first thing he must have is
knowledge—a heart knowledge of
God. Only as he knows Him can he
make God a living reality to his pupils.
Teaching is forceful when it is the out-
burst of a heart overflowing with love,
both for God and for the pupil.

The Sunday School teacher must
also know his pupils. To become real-
ly acquainted with these children, the
teacher must really be interested in
them—not a feigned interest, but that
which comes from a God-given love
in the teacher’s heart for the child. As
he learns the child’s problems, his
temptations, and attitudes toward God,
he will understand him better and thus
be better able to meet his needs. What
is the home environment? Are the
parents saved? What is their attitude
toward the things of God?

Then the teacher must know his les-
son. This requires study and should
cover the whole week. It is impos-
sible to teach effectively all you know,
for then there is no chance for choice
of that which is vital and interesting.
The reserve supply in the water pipe is
that which sends the water through
the faucet with force. The more
thorough the teacher’s general knowl-

edge of the Bible and of the lesson,
the more effectively will he be able to
teach that which he wishes to teach in
particular on Sunday morning.

Each Sunday he must have a def-
inite aim for that lesson, for it is not
nearly so important to teach the facts
of the lesson to the children as to
teach the children the special truth of
the lesson. Having aroused the pupil's
interest, presented the lesson in the
most interesting way possible, how
important that the lesson be applied in
the everyday lives of the children.
They must act upon that which they
have learned to get lasting benefit. If
the lesson is on salvation, the applica-
tion would be to urge those not saved
to give themselves to Christ. A les-
son on soul-winning is an excellent op-
portunity to plan with the children a
way to apply the lesson in their own
lives. Have them promise to speak to
someone about Christ during the week.
Then check up the next Sunday morn-
ing. Let them give their experiences
of the past week's endeavor to win
souls. Perhaps we shall best see the
importance of having the children act
upon that which they have learned
when we remember that Jesus warned
us about being “hearers” only and not
“doers” of the Word.

T he Peril of Drug Addiction

It has been stated that there are a
million dope addicts in America. We
know that the whole land is filled with
multitudes of these poor victims of
Satan. One terrible effect of taking
such drugs as morphine and heroin is
that person who takes them seems pos-
sessed with a strong passion to make
others to become dope addicts also.

never before been offered in that
home. My throat ached and I felt
like breaking down and crying. When
I asked them if they wanted me to
sing for them they said, “Yes.,” Then
a funny thing happened; just after I
started to sing, an old big mule walked
up to the door and pushed his head
in as far as he could, only a short dis-
tance from my face and I had to fin-
ish my song looking square into the
eyes of that mule. e never moved or
took his eyes from me until I finished
my song, then he walked away. That
mule at least appreciated my singing.
Then I began to read and found that
they did not know the meaning of the
simplest words, so I closed the book
and told them the story as I would tell
it to a very small child. That was
the starting point. [ determined with
God’s help to devote my life to teach-
ing these people the gospel, and help-
ing them in every way that [ could,

[ left the Presbyterian Board and
with what money 1 had saved, had a
small house built in the mountaing at
Oakdale, where no Sunday school had
ever been held. There had been no
teaching of the Bible. I did not know
how I was going to live for I had no
money, but God told me to trust Him,
and I said, “Yes, Lord, T will.”

Dear friends, I wish [ could tell you
of some of the tests I went through
and of how hard the devil fought me,
trying to get me away, but the dear
Lord held me steady. One thing I will
tell yvou: After I moved into my house
~—the first time I had ever stayed
alone—I was awakened night after
night by shooting, and by big rocks
being thrown against the building. One
time they even shot dynamite off by
the house. 1 was nearly frightened to
death. I did not know whether I was
shot or not. They wanted to run me
off because I preached against whiskey
and sin with all the power that God
gave me.

After about a month of that sort of
thing my nerves began to fail. When
I entered the house T was afraid to
walk across the room, or even move
for fear that some one would hear me.
One night I got on my knees and told
the Lord that if He wanted me to stay
there He would have to take the fear
out of me, and bless His dear Name,
He did it. It fell from me like an old
garment. I went through the little
house singing at the tep of my voice.
I didn't care who heard me. T haven't
felt any fear from that day to this. I
have walked several miles by myself
with my lantern at all hours of the
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night to visit sick people, without one
bit of fear. God has wonderiully pro-
tected me. I have been in danger
many times but Jesus brought me out
all right, as the old hymn says.

I shall never forget my first Christ-
mas at Qakdale. When I arose in the
morning I found that it was snowing
and was very cold. My house was
built out of green lumber and as it
seasoned out, great spaces were left
all around the wall and floor. T filled
as many holes as [ could with paper
but the house was very cold. I did
not have any Christmas fare in the
house, but I had plenty of peace in my
soul. In the afternoon I went to hold
a meeting in a house a little distance
away. When I got there the one room
was full. It is true, the room was
small and it did not take many to fill
it. There was the mother, father, and
eight children. All lived and slept in
that one room. There were no win-
dows; all the light we had came from
an open log fire. When I stood up to
read 1 asked them if they knew about
Christmas. Would you believe that
not one in the room had ever heard
about Jesus being born? One poor
woman looked up at me and said,
“No one has ever told us.” O, how
they listened as [ told them the old
story! When [ got home I was wet
to the skin. The snow drifts were up
to my knees. It had blown into my
room, making quite a snow bank, also.
I swept it out, lighted my fire, got out
of my wet clothes into a bathrobe, and
sat in front of the open fire with my
cat by my side, and ate supper feeling
very happy.

If you could visit that family now,
vou would find that old shack of a
house gone, and in its place stands a
nice four-room house with windows
and curtains. The father, mother, two
girls and two boys are saved and sanc-
tified.- That man was one of my first
converts. Now he is a power for God.

In my own little room, I started
a Sunday school with four little boys,
but in a short time so many children
came that they could not get in. Soon
God sent me forty dollars, and for that
money the men-built me a little rough-
wood mission in my garden. It was
completed by the next Christmas. As
I got up that Christmas morning and
looked out at my little mission room
that had been prayed down, T felt as
proud as if it had been the finest brick
building that could be put up. We only
had four seats hiit we didn’t mind that.
It was a very cold wet morning but
the children came running in, many
of them wearing no hats, coats, or
stockings. The rain was running off
their hair, but all had smiling faces.
We had a sweet little service. Many
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of the parents came. I gave out the
presents which I had been able to buy.
They were very poor ones but the
children thought they were beautiful.
They were the first presents they had
ever received in their lives.

I lived alone a year and a half at
Oakdale. God wonderfully blessed my
efforts and wonderfully protected me
many times. Once [ was shot at
and the bullet went over my head.
Twice I had rocks thrown at me but
they missed me. Praise His Name!

The Free Methodists heard of my
mission, and one day one of their
elders came to see me. As a result
of the interview I became a member
of that church. One of the students
from a holiness Bible school came to
live with me and help me in the work.
She took charge while I went on a
two months’ tour through New York
state presenting the Mountain work
in the Free Methodist churches, and
received enough money to build a nice
twenty-four by forty foot church, in
place of the sixteen by eighteen foot
mission room. But I felt sad when the
men began to tear the old church
down, for that little room was very

.dear to me even though it was badly

put up. There were large cracks in
the walls. The young men used to
amuse themselves by spitting tobacco
juice on the people through the cracks
in the walls, and by pushing sticks
up through the cracks in the floor to
trip the people. But we had some

_blessed times there.

God Heals the Sick

Well, the church was built and oth-
er workers were sent down. [ felt
strongly impressed to go further into
the mountains and open up another
“mission.” So T left Oakdale and went
to Rock Lick. A nice three-room
house had been built there, also a
stable, so I and my horse and cat took
possession.  Conditions were just like
they had been at Oakdale. I started
holding meetings in a little cabin and
folks began to be saved. Sunday
school was held in a little school-
house about two miles distant, but the
room would not hold all the people.
So after about a year there was a nice
church house built like the one at Oak-
dale. Scon after I had joined the
Free Methodist Missionary Board, 1
received light on Divine Healing. Up
to that time I had been doctoring the
people freely with medicine, always:
praying God to bless it. But after I
received light from the Word of God,
I made a clean sweep throwing away
my medicines and began to teach the
people that “Jesus heals today, and we
must go to Him,” and the Lord bore
witness by healing every one I prayed
for. The Mission Board heard of it
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through some of the other workers and
one of their members came to see me.
They did not teach or believe in Di-
vine Healing and because I felt T must
be true to my convictions, I thought
it best to sever connections with them.
The Move to Holly Creek, Pence, Ky.

Some months previous to this, two
men had called to see me who were
from Holly Creek, seven miles away.
They wanted me to go there and open
a mission. Now, I had no money and
having severed my relations with the
Mission Board, I did not know what
to do, but feeling a strong leading to
go in answer to this call, I took the
matter to the Lord. He opened the
way. One morning I received a let-
ter from the board offering to buy my
house and lot at Oakdale for four
hundred dollars. How I did rejoice!
Now I knew that I could build a small
two-room house, and a stable, and
trust my Heavenly Father to feed me.
So one very chilly day, the last week
in  October, all of my’ belpngings
(which were not many) were hauled
by a mule team, and on my horse,
Frank, I started out for a new field of
labor for Jesus.

The ride was very rough. The ford-
ing of the Kentucky river was excit-
ing. It was nearly dark when we ar-
rived at the house where T was to stay
while my building was being put up.
When I saw the room I was to occupy,
my heart sank. It was quite empty.
There had been a window but the
glass was gone and it was boarded up.
There was no fire. Large rat holes
showed in the floors and all around the
walls. An old woman stood in the
doorway looking at me. In a rather
shaky voice I asked, “Are there rats
here?” She said, “A plenty of ’em.”
IEverything looked so cheerless and
miserable, and I was so -cold that I
felt* every bit of courage going, and
for the first time since I had been in
the mountain work I felt like just sit-
ting down and crying. But I pulled
myself together and after the fire was
lighted and my bed and chairs were
brought in, I began to revive, and felt
rather ashamed of myself. I sat by
the fire a long while listening to the
rats racing over head and down the
walls. Right at the head of my bed
was a large hole. I was afraid to go
to bed but knew I could not sit there
all night. T thought I would take the
broom to bed with me to knock the
rats with, but I had just started across
the room when the Lord spoke to me,
#Mpn't dosit; itrust " Me ' T isaid, 1
will trust you, Lord,” and blew out
the light, went to bed, and slept like
a baby. I want to say to the glory
of God that I stayed .in that room,
nearly four months, and newver once
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saw @ rat, although I heard them ev-
ery night. The woman who owned
the house could not understand it. [t
pays to trust God!

The people on Holly Creek were
very hard to work among. There
were no saved people there, but about
two weeks after I started visiting one
woman came to see me. As soon as
she came in, tears filled her eyes and
she said, “Oh, Miss Eason, I want to
be saved,” and kneeled down by me
and prayed through to God. Praise
His Name!

God's Wonderful Deliverance

Before I close this little story, 1
want to tell how God protected me
in a time of danger. I had just moved
mto my little two-room house, when
one brought me a message that some
of the young men were coming up
some night to shoot my windows out
and run me off. I was sitting wnit-
ing letters one night (there were no
shades to the windows) when all at
once a dreadful feeling stole over me
as if some evil thing were near. I did
not hear any sound—only had an in-
describable feeling of fear. I laid
down my pen and began to sing in a
loud voice of praise to God for deliver-
ance. As [ sang, all that dreadful
feeling left me and I went on with
my letters, then went to bed. Next
morning as 1 was starting out on a
round of visiting, a little way from
my house I met a very excited look-
ing woman, who said, “Miss Eason,
I want to know what all those lights
were round your house last night.” |
said, “There were no lights or I
would have seen them.” But I could
not convince her. I went on my way
wondering what it meant. The first
house 1 called at was about one-
fourth of a mile away, almost facing
my house. As soon as the woman saw
me she said, “Miss Eason, I want you
to tell me what those bright lights
were round your house last night. I
and the children stood watching them.
They were like big stars and some-
times the light would be so bright we
could see the divisions in the wood on
the side of the house. It was no nat-
ural light.” T asked her what time she
saw the lights. She said about nine
p. m. It was eight-thirty when I felt
there was evil around. Later on in
the day T heard from a man that sev-
eral of the young men had come that
night to “shoot the house all to pieces,”
but as they drew close to the house
they saw “the lights” and turned and
ran. One said he had never run so
fast in his life; and another said, “If
you lay a finger on that woman God
will strike you dead.”

The story of the lights traveled for
many miles. But several months later
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[ woke up in the night with the same
feeling of evil, and sang praises to
God, and soon went to sleep again.

They have organized Sunday
schools—this is an important part of
the work, the families generally be-
ing large and the children rather neg-
lected on account of it—they hold
services regularly, and do a great deal
of wvisitation work. A good deal of
clothing has been sent and distributed.
At one station the missionary has dis-
tributed to near two hundred fifty
people this winter. The Gospel, as we
preach it, including salvation, the Bap-
tism with the Holy Spirit, and Divine
Healing, is getting into the hearts of
the people, and many have been healed
in answer to prayer, are seeking for
the Baptism, and respond to the mes-
sage of holiness.

“Our hearts are burning with the
zeal of the work, and we see great
possibilities and responsibilities, but
we are continually looking to God to
move when He moves. We have
found very often that He is slower
than we would like to be, and some-
times He is faster than we care to be,
but God has graciously undertaken so
far, and we are trusting Him to in the
future.

Good News from Liberia

Sister Jennie Carlson who has re-
cently returned home on furlough
writes: “We are praising God for
the good reports from Liberia. A
precious revival spirit is on through-
out the land, and many are yielding
to God. The place I visited with Miss
Ramsey just before returning to the
homeland last spring had for years
begged for a missionary, but we had
not been able to go there as our hands
seemed more than full. We saw when
there that the tribe was ripe for the
gospel and at last took the matter to
Brother J. M. Perkins and the other
missionaries for some action. Miss
Ramsey felt led to answer the call, and
a recent letter from her states that
souls are being saved, and a number
have been baptized in the Spirit.

to December the cities of ILeon and
Chinandega were infested with ban-
dits. The town of Chichigalpa was
taken and sacked by them, and besides
a number of small battles occurred
between the national guard and the
bandits. President Moncada and Gen-
eral Matthews at once made their tem-
porary headquarters here in Leon so as
to be able to direct the military opera-
tions. All Leon and the surrounding
towns have been armed, and the ex-
citement was at its height, but thank
God things have quieted down here,
and the bandoleros driven back. They
are by no means conquered, but only
driven from these parts to trouble and
terrify other places. The country is
in a terrible condition.

On December 20 a group of bandits,
250 strong, attacked and sacked San
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Isidro, a town 36 miles from Mata-
galpa. They fought with the Guardia
for three hours and at last were de-
feated and driven back. There were
seventeen deaths and nineteen wound-
ed. These mn who are well armed
even with machine guns are a terror
to the whole country and there seems
to be no way of getting rid of them.
They avoid fighting openly. Their
mode is ambushing and then hiding in
the mountain fastness. They have
their spies all over and, therefore, at-
tack towns that are weak in protec-
tion. These terrible conditions make
all travel dangerous except it be on the
railroads, and if things keep on as
they are going, God only knows what
the end will be—B. A. Schoeneich.

Brother Lawrence McKinney of
South China writes: “Brother Le-
land Johnson and I just came back
from the dedication of a new church.
It seemed more like a real missionary
trip than anything I have had yet. I
guess it was because we walked eight
miles and slept on Chinese bed boards
which were alive with red creatures,
and also we ate Chinese chow. I sure-
ly did enjoy it. The country seemed
so invigorating.

“It was interesting to me to see how
they dedicate a church to the Lord.
They closed the door, then put a cur-
tain over that. When they all gath-
ered in front of the church they sang
a song, prayed, and then read the
Scriptures, after which they had the
curtain pulled back and the door op-
ened. Mr. Yeung from North China
gave the message and then several
gave short talks. The people were so
happy about it. Even the outsiders
were interested. I heard that one man
who was a shoe mender gave ten dol-
lars and another who cares for ducks
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gave the same. That means much to
them.

“They prepared two hogs which
weighed nearly two hundred pounds
each, and from twenty to thirty
chickens, and the same number of
ducks. The Chinese like te eat.”

Brother Johnson adds: “The history
of the founding of the Taai Tung
Mission is one of the oldest conm-ctc:ﬁ
with Pentecostal missions. A num-
ber of years ago Mr. and Mrs. Paul
Bettex opened the mission, and at that
time the Lord wonderfully blessed in
the work. The Bettexes worked un-
tiringly, and the work grew to be a
real spiritual work. Both Mr. and
Mrs. Bettex have gone to be with the
Lord, but their work is still going on
in its deep spiritual way. As a per-
son looks over the spiritual condition
of the mission, it can be seen what
kind of a foundation the Bettexes laid.
