havl' sotH.,:-ht for and h:\\'c rccci\'ed thc 
mig-hly Hapti.<';111 in the Boly Spirit ; 
gr('a t I'(,,,j\'a ls hav(' hetH inaugurated 
and carried forward in the face of the 
l , itten.'~ 1 opposition: while th~ nm;sioll­
,arv acti\·itic'i that ha\'e rcsulted from 
thIS nutpoll rin~ ha\'e teen such as to 
command the se rious attention of our 
critics on the one hand, and of the 
prayerful and humble be1ie\"cr on the 
other: a nd "t he end its not yet." 

H aving said this-and much has 
h('('n left unsaid with respe<:t to this 
wonderful manifestation of God's 
powcr- wc arc neverthcless face to 
face with the fact that we are living 

in a day when there is a marked loose­
ness as to holy living and uncompro­
mising purity of heart, which lca\'es 
mllch to be desi red and which calls for 
clear tt·aching and God-directed e.m­
phasis on the need of Scriptural holi­
ness and that full separation from the 
world which liw \Vorrl of God so clear­
ly anrl constantly enjoins. 

This looseness of Christian living 
has brought sadncss and sorrow to the 
Iwart of God: and has greatly bur­
cirnrc1 the hearts of tho<;e who arc seek­
ing' to "stand ill the gap" in these days 
of inCfrasing- apostasy. 

The question comes unbidden to our 
hearts, "\Vhithe.r are we drifting, and 
how ~r~ we gOlllg to stay the plague 
of splfltual looseness and license that 
has broken out among us?" 

It .seems evident that many ha\'c 
conceIved thc thought that thc Baptism 
in the Holy Spirit is the consummation 
of Christian experiencc instead of be­
ing' hilt thc O/,CII door into the S pirit­
filled Ii f e. Many who rcceived the 
Baptism have failed to go on with God. 
. (:ollling' de0nitely to the subject of 
~cnpturill hollllcss it ~oes without say­
IIlg that therc is a Scri ptural and an 
un-Scriptural way of preaching and 
teaching this truth. I will add also 
that we rio not nced to fcar the terms 
holincss and sallctijicatioll simply be­
~allse of much wrong and loose teach­
I1lg on thc subject, for these terms and 
similar ones abound in Holy \Vrit. 

\\"hal is needed is a clear setting 
forth of the doctrinc of Holiness on 
the part of preacher and teacher cou­
pled with a strong determination on 
the part of hoth preachcr and hearer 
to indi\'idually measurc up to the re­
quircnlcllts of God's \Vord as to the 
11('c('ssi ty o f holiness of heart and life. 

~n dealing with thi s subject the 
wnt('r scarc,ely knows where to begin. 
and after having hCg"un, it wi ll be dif ­
ficult to know where to end. H owever, 
in hum hie dependance upon the Holy 
Spirit he wi1l g i,'c whatever the Lord 
lays upon his heart. 

At the ou tset it is sa fc for us to de­
clare that God commands us to be 
hoi)". 

In Leviticus 20:i we read, "Sancti­
fy yourseh'es therefore and be ye 
holy; for I am the Lord you r God." 
Again we read in 1 Peter 1 :15 16 
" B ' , ut as he which hath called you is 
holy, so be ye holy in all manner of 
conversation; because it is written, Be 
ye holy; for I am holy." 
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~{oreover Jesus prayed for our sanc­
tification. In John 17:17,19, we find 
that part of His wonderful prayer for 
His disciples was, "Sanctify them 
through thy truth; thy word is t ruth . 
And for their sakes I sanctify myself 
that they also might bc sanctified 
through the truth:' 

Thcn we have those familiar and 
memorable words of the apostle Paul 
in Romans 12: 1, "I beseech you there­
fore brethren, by the mercies of God 
that ye present your bodies a li ving 
sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, 
which is your reasonable ser\'ice. And 
be not conformed to this world; but 
be ye transformed by the rencwing o f 
your mind, that ye may prove what is 
that good and acceptable and perfect 
will of God." 

The Apostle also prayed for the 
complete sanct ification and perfecting 
of the Thessalonian church ( 1 Thess. 
5 :23. 24) , saying, "And the very God 
of peace s::tncti f y you wholly; and I 
pray God your whole spirit and soul 
and bod)' be preserved blameless unto 
the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
Faithful is TIc that ('alleth vou who 
also will do it." . 

Indeed the Scriptu res a rc full of 
commands, promiscs, rxhortations and 
praye rs bearing on the subject of holi­
ness and holy living . 

But how to get a t the truth back of 
all these commands, promises, exhor­
tations, and prayers is I he vital matter 
that faces us. 

SOl11e arc teaching the complete 
eradication of the carnal mind, fol­
lowing a dcfmitc consecrat ion and 
faith. Others teach the doctrine of 
suppression-that we must kcep the 
Old Man WIde,.. But 1 am personally 
inclined to accept the posi tion of a 
well-known spi ritual teachcr and writ­
er who, when askcd as to his \'iews on 
Sanctification answered, "I t is ne ither 
eradication on thc ol1e hand or sup­
pression on the other, but 'Christ in 
you,' li" ing out J li s own life in you 
as you yic ld to alld ohey Him ." 

;\OW all true and cunscientioll s stu­
dents o f God 's \Von! agree that the 
primary Illcaning of lhe J fehrew and 
Greek words for holy, holiness, sancti­
fy, and sancti fication is separatillg-a 
setting apart with God. It certainly 
includes the thought of clcalllless; but 
it is a sctting apart unto God of that 
which is alreadv cI(,(III. 

Sancti fica tion' 50 far as our standing 
and position in Christ are conccrned 
begins the momcnt wc arc saved and 
continucs right on through our Chris­
tian life. \Ve are "complete in Him." 
But the actual expcrience and reali za­
tion of this fact becomes ours when in 
full surrender of our lives to God we 
take the holincss of Christ for our 
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own, and it becomes more and more 
Tcal to us as we "walk in the light." 

The foundation of sanctification is 
the blood of Chri st. Ileb. 10 :10-14 
tells us that "we afC sanctified through 
the offering of the body of Jesus 
Christ once for all. For by one offer­
ing He hath perfected for evcr them 
that are sanctified." I John 1:7 tells tiS 

that "the blood of Jesus Christ, His 
Son, cieanseth us from all sin." This 
is to be appropriated by faith. Acts 
26:18. 

The development of sanctification is 
by the \Vord. /\.5 the light of the 
\\'ord is flashed on our path. and we 
walk in obcdi<.:nce to that \\'ord we 
become morc and 1110r(' separated unto 
God and to His perfect wilL 

In Acts 15 :8, 9 and Eph. 5 :25, 26 
hoth the A uthorized and Rc\'ised Ver­
sions fail to bring to light the clear 
t eaching of these passages. 

In the A. V. of .\cts 15:8, 9 we 
read , "And God, which knoweth the 
hearts, bare them wi tness , giv ing them 
the 11 0ly Ghost eyen as]le did unto us, 
and put no difference between LI S and 
them, purifying their hearis by faith." 
The American Standard RCYision reads 
practically the same, but substitutes the 
word cleansing for purifying. But­
as the 01' ewberry Bible points out-the 
word purifying or cleansing is in the 
aorist participle and therefore should 
read, " IJaving purified their hearts by 
faith." In other words, uI-Iav;llg puri­
fied their hearts by faith" He gaye 
them-the Gentiles-the Holy Ghost 
just as H e did to the J ews in Acts 2, 
.and put no difference between them. 

( The disciples went to the Upper 
Room, not to receive cleansing but 
po'Wer. See Luke 24 :49 and Acts 1 :8. 
They were already cleansed. J ohn 
15:3. Just so, in the house of Cor­
nelius, though the w('lrk was quickly 
donc, it is rea!=onablc to believe that 
cleansing preceded the Bapti"m. 1107.'­
illg purified their hearts by faith, H e 
gave them the IToly Ghost.) 

Again in Ephesians:) :25. 26. !';eeing 
that Ihe word c1callse is the Aorist 
Participle, it fifl'ralfy reads, "Chri st 
al~o lo\"cd the chul"{:h. and gavc Him­
self for it. that Ife might sancti fy it, 
hm'illY deal/sed it wi1h wash ing of 
watcr by the \\'orcl." 

J n other \\'ords, "] laying cleansed 
the church with the washing of water 
hy the \Von\." lJe continues to sanc­
tify or separate the ChurC'1 more and 
more unto Himself as we- as individ­
ual memhers of that church or body 
---continue to walk in faith and obedi­
ence. 

I have alrcady intil1l;Jteci in thi s mes­
sage that ~o far as our sIan ding and 
position in Christ an' concerned wc 
arc "(:omplelt' in Christ." But when 
W '''' com' to look at th:, walk of the 
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Christian we often sec an awful lack; 
many are "weighed in the I>alances (of 
His \\'ord) and are found wanting." 

It is sad to relate that untold num­
bers of people who haye been truly 
born of the Spirit and have been 
"t ranslated from the kingdom of dark­
ness into the kingdom of His dear 
Son" arc still living on a nry low 
spiritual plane. Through lack of prop­
er teaching and instruction, and more 
often through disobedience to the light 
gi\·cn, a great host of belie\·crs arc 
failing to live the o\·crcOllling life. 

Paul in his Epistles clearly pictures 
three classes of men. 11e speaks of 
the nalurai, I/uregt'llcmle man on the 
olle hand, and of the ~pJ1·itlf(l1 man on 
the other. But uetween thc~e two he 
places the carl/ai man. The Jlatural 
llIan IS the mall who is not born again 
and hence is living ill habitual sm. 
"The spiritual Illall is the man who is 
filled with, and wall{ing ill the Spirit, 
in {lilt cOllllllunion with Gael." "The 
carnal or fleshly man is the renewed 
man who--walking largely 'after the 
flesh'-remains a babe in Christ." See 
I Cor. 2:1+,15, and I Cor. 3:1-+. 

Dr. Scofield truly says, "The natural 
Illalt may be learned, gentle, eloquent, 
fascinating, but the spiritual content 
of Scripture is absolutely hidden from 
him; and the jlesldy or carl/ol Chris­
t ian is able to comprehend only its 
simplest t ruths - mi lk not strong 
meat ." 

;\ow in studying carefully the Epis­
tles o f Paul we see that he deals fi rst 
with the sial/ding or position of each 
church and heliever; and afterwards 
deals with their ,<.'all.' or statc. To the 
church at Corinth he !';ays ( I Cor. 1:4-
7), "I thank my God always on your 
hehalf for the grace of Cod which is 
gi\'en YO tl by Jeslls Chri"t. That in ev­
erything y<.' arc enriched by him in all 
utterance and in all knowledge ... so 
that ye cOllle behind in no gi f1: wait­
ing for the coming' of our Lord Jesus 
Ch ri st." .\lId yet Paul's heart was 
"g ricyed again and again hy reports 
of deepening divisions and increasing 
contentions in the church. and of a 
case of incest wh ich had 110t been 
jud.ged." See I Cor. 1'10- J 2, :lIld 5: 1. 

T htn with regard to the church of 
Galatia he mourned the fact that they 
had become a prey to false teachers 
which caused man:.: o f them to fall 
frolll g'racc, and he-come entangled 

again with law and cerclllonies. 
And in the Epistles to the Ephisians 

writlcn to those who h<).d received the 
S pirit (chap. 1 :13 ) : after writing to 
thcm of their exalted and heavenly 
position in Christ (chaps. 1-3 ), warns 
them in lhe following chapters to "put 
away lying": not to " g-i \'e place to the 
de"ir': to "let no corrupt cOllllllunica-

tion proceed out of their mouth"; that 
"all biuc.'rness and wrath, and anger 
and clamor and evil speaking be put 
away from them, with all malice;" and 
tells thl'l11 to "walk circumspectly 
(carefully), not as fools but as wise." 

T ndeed all through his Epistlcs he 
warns the believers-all of whom had 
hetn c1i.'an~t·d fmlll "in and filled With 
the Spirit- tn he cardul about their 
'<l'et//.: dud (Ol/dud. 

.And sureh' as we look around at the 
1)('lil'\"l'rs of 'todav, thousand ... of whol11 
have reCt'in.'d tlie mi!.;hty Baptism in 
lilt' 11(1), ~pirit, and behold thc un­
holincss of word and deed, the tale­
hearing-, backhitll1g, ct'lisorioliSlle!'iS, 
worhllint·~s, and iri\"olitv, the lack ni 
loy(." toward tht' hrt'thr~I1, tht' m'gkct 
of praYl:r. the spiritual iTldifTt·T(.'/lce 
which ahounds, and the lack of con­
fl's."inn (If wrongs done 10 God and 
man: we arc drin~n to err to Cod that 
the spirit of deep con\'lction of the 
lack of holilll'Ss of heart and life may 
come to the hearts of the people, and 
that they may be led to cry to God for 
deliverance.

imprisonment. " 
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" Israel Must Wait for God" 
There appeared a few days ago in 

tlte Pa/estine lJulfctiu a remarkable 
art icle by Pierre Van Pansen. This 
journalic,l bas becn visiting Palestine 
wit h thc thought of getting to know 
the country and its {}Cople. Return ing 
from a trip to Hehron, he found three 
Jews waiting for him at his hotel in 
J crtlsalem. They asked him if he were 
a fricml of the Jews. H e stated that 
he was and "in so far as-a non-Jew 
can be a 7.ioni~ t , I am one." He 
thought that this statement would 
ple,lsc tht:m, but was ~urprised to find 
that it only filled them with dismay. 
SC('ing Iheir discomfiture he asked, "It 
is 110t a crime to be a Zionist, is it?" 
j fe was told, "I f you arc a %ionist you 
do not know what you are doing." The 
jonrnalist protested, "But the Zion­
ists clo know what they arc doing. 
They want to restore Zion. They 
want to sec Israel resume an honor­
able place among the nations. \Vhat 
is wrong" with that ?" 0ne of the 
J ews replied, "Evenlhing is wrong 
with that !" "E,'erything?" "Yes, Is­
rael Illllst not be freed in the way you 
say. Israel musl wail for God!"

Waiting for Messiah 

The journalist was told that the best 
way he could help the Jews was to 
leave Palestine at ollce. Then one of 
thelll asked him , " l1 ave you ever heard 
of Zohar?" "The book of light?" in­
quired the journalist. The eyes of the 
Jews lit tip with joy and ooe of them 
said, "In that book it is said there is 
to be a great disturbance in the city 
of the Sou th and three holy men will 
be slai n. That is to be one of the sure 
signs that Messiah is neaL Now Heb­
ron is a city of the South. And among 
the victims of the pog rOIll there were 
three rabbonin. Seven times seven 
days a fter that lIlassacre Messiah will 
cOlne; but in the meantime the Jews 
suffer. They must suffer as they ha"e 
never suffered before. If they do not 
suffer, if their lot improves they will 
forget, and their thoughts will be tak-

en up with other things and Messiah, 
who is even at the moment trembling­
in the portal of manifestation, will 
draw back a score of times and Israel 
will be without consolation so much 
longer." The Jew further said, "You 
try to arouse sympathy fo r the Jew in 
America and Great Eritain. That is 
very wrong of you . There must be 
no sympathy at all. You are doing a 
work of evil. Do you want to delay 
the coming 1-.1essiah ? Do you want to 
do the work of Satan?" The journal­
ist said, "God forbid." The Jew re­
plied , "\Vel1, then, go away! Lea"e 
the Jews alone. Let them surfer. The 
more they suITer the sooner will their 
salvation come. And it will not be the 
salvation of men , I assure you, but the 
salvation promised by the Ete rnal 
One. Blessed be H e]"

"Wi (h Bi fter Desl ruction" 

These Jews were doubtless familiar 
with "God's manifesto" to the Jews 
in Deut. 32, in which their great 
prophet Moses declared the Lord's 
judgments of Israel for their sins, be­
cause they "forsook God" and "light­
ly esteemed the l~ ock of their sal va­
tion. " Jehovah, in this remarkable 
manifesto, warns the people what will 
happen if they rebel agai nst Him, "I 
will heap mischiefs upon them; I will 
spelld mine arrows tlpon them. They 
shall be burnt with hunger, and de­
voured with burning heat, and with 
bitter destruction." But after these 
sore judgment s there is to be mercy, 
as it is written in this same wonder­
f ul chapter, "Rejoice, 0 ye nations, 
with his people: for he will avenge the 
blood of his servants, and will render 
vengeance to his adversaries, alld will 
be merciful 111110 his land, alld 10 his 
people."

Sore Judgments 

Winston Churchili, in one of his 
latest books states t hat so much has 
taken place during the p<1.st few years 
that we have forgotten many of the 
most outstanding events. Many things 

have taken place that many people 
know nothing about. Among these 
things are the sore judgments the 
Jews of our generation have had to 
suffer. At a conference of Jewish 
preachers that met in London in July, 
1923, the Chief Habbi of Great Bri­
tain reviewed the conditions of the 
Jews since their last meeting in 1914. 
He said, "[ shall confine Inyself to the 
sufferings of fsrael in old Hussia, in 
that Russia which until \'ery recently 
was the home of one-half the world's 
Jewish population. During the period 
under review, Anti -Semitism in that 
land result ed in 'i'o/callic eruptiolls of 
hatred and devastatiJlg tornadoes of 
human malice rarely surpassed in his­
tory."

The Rahbi continued, ,; 111 spite of 
the three centuries of l~omano(f right­
lessness and opprc!;sion for the Jew, 
no less than 400,000 Jews fought un­
der the banner of the Czar. And yet 
very soon after the Great Conflict be­
ga n, all the forces of Russian reac­
tion combined in what was nothing 
less than a war within the war, a war 
against Israel. In consequence of 
shameless cahullnies nnd craziest hal­
lucinations of suspicion, the entire 
Jewish population of the· Russian 
\"'cstern \Var Zone lVas compulsorily 
expelled to the interior of Russia; the 
ellfire population, the old men and the 
infants, the sick, the dying, and the 
insane, drivcn forth often at only 
twc\ve hours' notice. And this sum ­
mary evacuation of a million ancl a 
hal f human beings, with the incalcul. 
able sutTering it en tailed, did not re­
main the worst calamity of the war. 
The second cataclysm. when the 3,-
000,000 J ews of the Ukraine were 
handed over, helpless and hopeless, to 
ml\rder and dishonor, infinitely trans­
cends it in horror. Historians have 
for centuries dwelt on the tragedy and 
inhumanity of the expulsion of the 
lS0,(X)() Jews of Spain. But through­
out 1919 and 1920 we have had in the 
Ukraine not merely the e.-..;:pulsion of 
a similar number of human beings, but 
their extermination by the wild hordes 
of Den ikin, Petlura, Grigoricf, Mak-
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hno. and other bandits, raging like 
wild beasts amid the defenceless Jew­
Tics of South Russia,"

Pitiless Butchery 

H\\'hol{'sale slaughter and burials 
a1i\'c, rape, and torture. became not 
merely commonplaces. but the order of 
the cia,'," continued the Rabbi. "There 
wcre r;ogrorns that lasted a week; and 
in severa! cases the systematic and dia­
bolic torture and outrage and carnage 
wcre con tinued (or a month. In many 
populous Jewish cOlllmunlties there 
\verc no Jewish survi\'ors left to bury 
the dead, and thousands of Jewish 
\votmdcd and killed wcrc eaten by dogs 
and pigs; in others, the synagogues 
were turned into charnc1-llOuses by the 
pitiless butchery of those who sought 
refuge in thel11. 1£ we add to the 
figures quoted above, the number of 
those indirect victims who, in conse­
quence of the robbery and destruction 
that accompanied these massacres, 
were swept away by fam ine, disease, 
exposure, and all manner of priva­
t ions-the dread total will be vcry near 
half a million human beings."

Hungry, Sick, N aked 

A wealthy South African Jew, Mr. 
Isaac Ochberg, spent four months in 
H.ussia in 1923. 11 e stated, "You need 
not go very far into Russia in order 
to see the tragedy, Trouble comes to 
meet you all along the route on which 
you arc traveling. You see all the 
misery, the dead towns, the hordes of 
hungry, sick, naked, freezing human 
beings, \\' henever the train stops you 
are bes ieged by hundreds of men, 
women, and children who beg you to 
give them hrcad. The times have 
been so cruel for our people over there 
that thcy ha"e been Iikencd to the days 
of the de<; trllction of the Temple, when 
bahes perished at their mothers' 
breasts." Surely this is a fulfillment 
of God's '''ord through )'loses, "If 
thou wilt not observe to do all the 
words of this law that are written 
within this book, that thou mayest fear 
this gloriolls and fe~rf111 name, Je­
hovah, thy Cod, then Jehovah will 
make thy plagues wonded ul. and the 
pJag-ucs of thy ~(,l'd, CH ;11 great plagues 
and of long- continuance, and sore 
sickness and of long continuance."

Freezing Our the Jews 

.\ few days ago Prof. I .. n. Xamier. 
the former political M:crt'lary of the 
Jewish , \genc)' for 1':t1cstine, gave a 
lecture at T .iverpool Uni\'ersity on 
"The Prescll t Position of Jews in 
Easte01 and Central Europe." He 
stated i1wt in Eastern and Central 
E urope the Jews are now dec reasing 
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every year. In \\'estern Europe the 
Jewish population is hecoming station­
ary. There is a small increase in Eng­
land. In 1~t1~~ia the rich Jews were 
driven out or extl'Tminated bv the 
Bolshevists, whilt.' the poorer 'Jews, 
with the in<lept'llllencc of their racc, 
refused to be wage slan!s. In Poland, 
oncc the great home uC the Jews, the 
birth rate was so low that the increase 
was only onc ]In cent. In Palestine 
the Jewish birth rate was ,15"+ Ix'r 
thousand, the highest among Jews in 
th~ world. Tn Germany the. Jews are. 
gOlllg through a hard time, and Hitler 
states that if he gets in powt'r he will 
turn them all out of that land. The 
Professor finished lip his address by 
saying, "The world seems to be freez­
ing us out, who shall sa\"e us ?"

A Jewish Estimate of Christ 

A few years ago the Jews were e\'­
crywhere cursing Jesus as the "bastard 
of Xazareth" as thcy called Him.

(Continued from Pagc Onc) 
ycry plausible arguments, Those who 
are not students 0 f church history do 
not know that thc miraculous gi fts of 
thc Spirit survived thc apostolic agc 
and wcrc in e\"idence at least two hun­
dred years after the last apostle died, 
In fact we ha\'c reasons to believc that 
Spirit-baptizcd saints.111 thc way down 
through the cen turics ha\'c cxercised 
thc miraculous g ift s of the Spiri t of 
God. 

The )'[ontanists in the s('cond and 
third ccn turies were regarded as here­
tics, Their heresy consisted \"ery 
largely in their belief that the desig-n 
of God was that the g ifts of the Spi rit 
shollid remain in the church, and that 
it was the purpose and plan of God 
that saints ~h ould "co\'et earnestly thc 
best gifts," 

Thc following" quotation from the 
Journal of John \Vesley is interesting: 

"\\'ed, 15, By reflecting on an odd 
book which I had read in this jomney, 
'Thc General Delusion of Christians 
with Regard to Prophecy,' I was fully 
convinccd of what 1 had long suspect­
cd: ( 1) That the 1\rontanists, in the 
sccond and third centuries, were real 
Scriptural Chri <; tians; and, (2) That 
the grand rcason whv the miraculous 
gifts were so soon withdrawn, was not 
only that fa ith and holiness wcrc well 
nigh lost, but that dry, fo rmal, ortho· 
dox men began even then to ridicule 
whate\'er gifis thcy had not them· 
selves, and to decry them all as cit her 
madness or imposturc, "- The Journal 
of the Re\', John \ Vesley, \"01. IT, page 
169. 
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I have hecn del\'ing- into the Church 
Fathers reccntly, cligg-in~ out many 
preciolls nuggtts of di"ine truth, and 
the following- extract from the writ­
ing-s of Tertullian, who has been char­
actcrized as "thc most ancient of the 
L.1.tin fatill'r-; whose works arc now 
extant, and one of the most notc­
"'nt-thy pcr~ollag('s helonging to thc 
('arl\" Chtl1"ch," may he a source of sur 
prise to those who ht.'lic\'e that the cx­
ercise of the miracuillus gift~ c(:ased 
with the ,\postolic .. \g-e, for it proves 
conclusi\"l'h' that their exercise snr­
\'i,'e<1 that 'ag-c hy many decades, The 
extract is culled from Tertullian's 
treatise ag-ainst )'fan,-ion , a masterly 
treatise in which he all~wered all the 
argulllcnts of the heretic and buried 
thc theories of his opponent under a 
veritablc a\'alanche of logic and didne 
truth, lIe issued a challengc to ).Iar­
cion to exhibit, as a ~ift of his gud, 
such miraculolls gif ts as werc in evi­
r\t'IlCC among' thc Christ ians. Thesc are 
his words: 

"Let ).[arcion then exhibit , as g-ifts 
of his god, some prophcts, such as 
ha\'c not spokcn hy human s('nse, but 
with the Spir it of God, such as ha\"e 
hoth predictcd things to COIllC, and 
ha\'c madc manifest the secrets of the 
heart; Ict him produce a psalm, a vi­
sion, a prayer-only Ict it be by the 
Spi rit, in an ecstasy, that is, in a rap­
ture, whenc\"cr an interpretat ion of 
tongucs has occurred to him; let him 
show to mc also, that any woman of 
hoastfu l tongllc in his cOlllmunity has 
evcr prophesied from amongst those 
~peci al1y holy ~ ister-; of his, Xowall 
these sig-ns (of spiritual gifts) arc 
forthcomi ng- from my sidc without any 
difficult y, and they agree, too, with the 
rules, nnd the dispensations, and the 
instructions o f the Cn'ator." 

Of course if ;'withnllt am' C\iffiC'ul-
1',,, Tcrwllian could produce the fact 
that the C'xcrcise of the gi ft of inter­
prctat ion was in cyidrncc he could 
hm'c produced, with eCJual case, the fact 
that the goi ft of tongues was in evi· 
denec, for thc formcr must necessar­
ily be thc complement of the lattcr 
and cannot cxist without it. 

Thc treatisc from which the ahm'e 
quotation has becn made appears to 
ha,'c hecn written about A, n, 250, 
morc than 200 years a fter the out­
pouring- of the Spirit in Jerusalem at 
the beginning' of the :\postolic ,\ge, 
The gifts of the Spirit ,,"ere in e\'i­
dencc at that time ill the ordinary 
Christian assembly in sHch a measure 
that thc writcr was ahle to sa\' that 
f rOI11 his side the signs wcrc ' f orth­
coming "without any difficulty," It is 
ccrtainly an outstanding testimony, 
and should close forc\'er the mouths 
of those who ha\'e so repeatedly as-

~t'rted that the sign gifts were all with­
drawn imm tht, chun,-h aftc.'r the tina: 
rejt'ction of thl' kingdom on the part 
of the Ilation oi Israel. 

J j these gifts Wt're not withdrawn, 
as ,no have \Jef"1l told tht'y wnc, and 
wert' in c\"idence in a marked manller 
mort' than two hundrl'c1 vcars after 
the iniiial olltpourin~ of tl~c Spirit at 
the hq.:-illning- of tht· church age, 
whnl', we inCjuirc. is the argullH.'llt to 
pro\'e that it was ntJt the intention 
of uur I..ord that the giits should he 
in nidcllce all the way down through 
the age to the coming- of the Lord? 
,\l1d if that wa .. the de!'>ign of the 
gn'at Head of thc Churrh why arc the 
gifts !lot in nilitllcc wherever Chris 
tians livc? E\'idcntl~ John \\'eslcy 
\\"a .. right, "The g-r:lIld n:nsOIl why 
the miraculous gift,.; wt'fl' so soon 
withdrawn, was flot only that faith and 
holincss werc well ni l!h lost, but that 
dry, formal, orthodox' men began even 
tilc.'11 to ridicule whatc\'er gifts they

\Vcslcy wrote on the slIbject. 1t 
scem<; to hc proof that \Veslcy did not 
hclievc that it was the will of the Lord 
that the sign gifts should cease wi th 
the age of the Apostles, and it wOllld 
lcad one to believc thai he did not hc­
livc that they had so cl'ased, .\nel thcy 
did 110t cease! They arc in cvidence 
today, and we, like Tertullian, can 
producc them "without any difficulty."

\Ve know that you wi ll be looking 
forward to another Ictter from liS and 
we ar(' incleed glad to have the op­
portunity to tell Yot! of the blessings 
which God has g iven since we last 
wrote YOI1. At that ti me we were about 
to begin ou r special services and our 
hearts were rejoiced to sec the st irring 
in our midst that we had so longed 
to sec. Praise God that alit' prayers 
a.nd yours were answered and that 
Pentecos t has reall y cume and brought 
with it some of the fruits of that first 
glorious Pentecost. \Vhen we felt lead 
to dispense with our miss ion acti vities 
for one week, that we might spend 
a1\ of the time in prayer, we had the 
assurance that th is was the beginning 
of a new era o f spiritual power for 
the mi ss ion, and so it proved to be. 
God melted us all during the first days 
and swept away all our fondness for 
form and propriety.

this to seek for the fullness of the 
Spirit. The boys followed a vision 
of Christ all over the compound, end­
ing up in our office, where they found 
the vision to rest. Oh! that God 
would make us worthy of working in 
a room where the Spiri t of God deigns 
to dwell. O ur Indian boys have just 
returned from Bible school, bringing 
with the111 their diplomas and awa rds 
for general efficiency, but better than 
this they bring with them the anoint­
ing of the H oly Spirit upon their 
lives. Our fami ly has always been a 
happy one, but now that we are one

in the unity, power, and fellowship of 
the Spirit, Our services are times of 
melting and rejoicing in the presence 
of the Spi rit. 

It is a pleasure to report that five 
people in Purulia gi\'e witness to a 
change of heart and arc asking for 
baptism in water. This will mean five 
more added to our band of seekers for 
the fullness of the Spirit. God grant 
that some of these may receive this 
power from on high during our Christ­
mas services. One of these converts 

is a "illagc coolie who has been dig­
ging ditches for us and who has been 
attracted by the li\'cs of the Christians. 
with whom he works. Hc is uncouth 
and ignorant but he is sincere and has 
tried his best to tell his fa mily and 
his \'illage of th is treasure which he 
has found. \Ve went to his village 
only last night and were received with 
interest. T he best preachers of the 
gospel are those who show the changed 
li fe, and so we have an opening in th is 
village. 

T he best news that we have con­
cerns a locality which my wife and 1 
reached in our touring work last year. 
\ V e worked as far off the beaten track 
as we could manage to get the car and 
held a meeting when we could go no 
further, for the benefit of those who 
lived beyond. and '\"ho came out to 
hear tis. vVe had thought t hat this 
work bore no fruit, btlt only recently 
a man from one of these villages in the 
" beyond," came the long way in to 
Pl1I"ulia to tell llS that he now believes 
on Christ and wants to become a 
Christian . H ow Ollr hearts rejoiced as 
we witnessed this, our first convert 
from among the raw villagers and how 
we enjoyed going to his village and 
fmdillg that a whole family believe on 
Christ and want to be baptized at 
once. Vve lived in the li ttle fIve by 
eight goat house, slept on the Illud 
floor, ate Indian food and were at the 
disposal of the curiosity of our Indian 
friends. from the time of their first 
peep around the corner at day break 
until late at night, when the last 
party had been persuaded to leave and 
let us have a little sleep. But this 
means to us that not only we, but our 
precious Christ, have been accepted as 
common public property and this in­
deed is the goal of our miss ionary 
lives. The Brahman schoolmaster, the 
land Owners, and the other leaders of 
the village welcomed us and came to 
services to have their doubts cleared 
away. They feel that this thing is 
too good to be enjoyed by only one 
lowly family. and so we anticipate that 
not only this family wiB be baptized, 
but that a wave of conviction for sin 
wil! sweep over the whole village. 
Therefore we have stationed one of 
our Spirit-filled Indian boys here to 
live in this same goats' house and to 
teach the present converts and lead 
out others who are seeking the light. 
The need is for a little mission light­
house, to give out the gospel light to 
those who are not onlv groping in the 
darkness but are asking to be given 
the light. Therefore we give you the 
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opportunity to help us buy a piece of 
land and to build 0 11 it workers' quar­
ters, a simple place of wor!->hip and 
perhaps a school room. The land will 
cost about $75 and the buildings 
should not cost over $200. \\'e lomow 
that money is scarce and we should 
be ashamed to mention needs at this 
time, especially as our friends haye re­
plied so nobly to Ollr needs fo r the 
orphan's home. Bllt we feel that this 
is the most blessed opportunity ever 
offered to us in the work and we al­
ready have the assurance o f the Lord 
that this lighthouse will soon material­
ize. Ask the Lord what share lIe 
would ha\'c you take in this and send 
your contrihutions to the General 
Council at Springfield, 1'[0., especial­
ly designating that the money is to 
be used in building the Purulia mis­
sion outstation . 

\ \' e are glad to report that the or­
phan's home is prac­
tically completed (we 
hope to yet recei ve 
enough money to add 
onc more room) and 
we are now working 
all the compound wall, 
for thc construction 
of \ ... hich we have 
nea rl y enough money 
on lund. 

Our beloved Indian 
preacher, Abdul ~fun­
sh ie, who is now 
glowing with the pow­
er of his new found 
experience has long 
been asking the wr it­
er to go with him to 
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almost be colillted 011 one'~ lingers. 
nut India can ncw'r hayc a health\' 
Christian church until her own srlns cail 
supply the inspiration and the spiritual 
fen'or, and we rejoice in seeing this 
move in the right direction. \\'c hope 
to be able to partly support 11unshie 
for a while until he gets on his feet, 
and then we hclie\'t: he will be able 
to be entirely dependcnt upon God for 
his sustenance. lIe has a piece of 
land which is mortgaged and if he 
can payoff this debt and build him­
St.'lf a small hOllse and till his land, he 
will be quite independent. \\'e are 
going home so soon that we cannot 
help him much, hut God will do this, 
we know. 

\\'c praise God that all is now in 
readiness for our departurc to Amer­
ica. God knows how lllllCh wc need a 
rest and he has supplied us with our 
fares. Our headquarters in America

The story is told of a boy who saw 

his father using an instrument called 
a spirit level to see if his work was 
"true" and straight. "\Vhat's the usc 
()f being so careful, father?" he asked. 
../'Tt looks \'cry good." 

"Guessing won't do in carpenter 
work," said the father . sighting along 
the edge of a boarel, and shaving it 
e\'er so slight ly. "You have to be ex­
actly right. Folks guess at too many 
things. God doesn't like that way of 
living." 

The boy laughed. "But there aren't 
any spir it levels for li ving by." 

"Yes, there are," said his father 
seriollsl\'. "You'll find them all in the 
Bible. ~Try all your actions by that. 
Make them true and straight, and 
there will be no guesswork about 
them." 

Christian character may be likened 
to a st ructure that is being built to 
stand for eternity. Such building must, 
first of all, be founded on the eternal 
R ock Christ Jesus. No character of 
abiding strength and lasting beauty 
has ever heen built on any other foun­
dation. The mother of Abraham Lin­
coln was a most devout and earnest 
Christian. The principles of Christ 
are the very backbone of our civiliza­
t ion. 

H aving laid the foundation 111 

Christ, we must then build upon it 'ac­
cording to the eternal plan of God, 
the perfect plan of IllS love and wis­
dom.

kind of men and women docs God 
want us to be? In the Sermon on the 
Mount is a beauti fu l picture of God's 

"man." In Jesus Himself we ha\-e 
the perfect example, and it is the "i~ion 
of His perfect life that sets the stand­
ard hight anel forbids carelessness and 
slothfulness . 

The "Spirit !t.:\'e!" nnd the plumb­
line C.1nnot he dispen!'cd with, if we 
would st"nei strong' and !'otcady against 
the winds of perseclltlOn. Our princi­
pl('s of living- mllst be true ami scrip­
tural. ,\11 llleasurcml'nts mllst bt' ex­
act. Do WL' tnl'et tht, rt:q\lircll1(,l1t~, 
),!att. 5:14, " Ye an' the lig-ht of the 
world"? Do we 100'e our clu:mies? 
Do wc study to show ourseh'cs ap­
proved Ul1to God? Close attention to 
details is neccssar\, Some onc has 
.said, "Trifles make perfection: and 
perfection is no trifl~." 

The Bible contains God's whole 
plan for IIis people. As builders for 
eternity we ('an not ~tfTorci to ncg"icct 
the careful study of ollr eternal "l3Iue 
Print. "
