It is possible that some of you have
before now selected your field of la-
bor, and have made definite plans for
the future, while others have not, and
you are waiting for the Lord to di-
rect you in His own way. If this
should be the case with you, let me
suggest that the fields of labor for the
consecrated Christian are unlimited.
No doubt some of vou have decided
to enter the ministry, and perhaps
have had some experience in preach-
ing the Word. This field is a broad
one, for it covers all the fields of pas-
toral, evangelistic, and missionary
work. Young men and women who
are qualified to preach the full gospel,
and who are filled with the blessed
Holy Spirit, have the greatest oppor-
tunities today that have ever been.
The call comes from the lukewarm
church, it comes from the world, the
home mission field, and from the
foreign fields. There is no limit to
vour field—in the language of our
Lord, “Lift up your eyes and behold,
the field is white already to harvest.”
Says one, “Where shall T go? Where
shall T labor?’ Go where you will.
The S O S cry is heard from every-
where.

But if you are to be at your best in
this great field, you must be willing
to pay the price; you must be willing
to work wherever you may chance to
be, and build yourself up to a greater
place of usefulness. Too many preach-
ers want to begin at the top of the
ladder. You can't do that. You must
be willing to get your practical train-
ing on the field, just as you have
stayed in your classes through these
years in school. The question of
“How much will T get out of it?”
should never be considered, but be
sure to know that you are in the will
of God. The experience that you gain
through great sacrifice will bring you
great reward in days to come. It was
said of Daniel Webster that when he
was a young man he would go to any
expense to collect information in the
very smallest legal matters, and the
result was that he gained the title,
“The Expounder of the Constitution.”

If you are to be a minister you
should not only know the Master’s
words and be able to preach them in
clear terms, but you should so live that
those to whom you minister will have
in you a working example of a life
lived in the will of God. If you are

to be a successful minister, you must
be able to lead your people in the right
way; you must be able to speak with
authority, and this you can never do
until you are willing to be led by those
who are over you in the Lord. If you
desire to be able to discipline others
you must be willing to be disciplined
by those who have spoken the word of
the Lord to you.

If you are to be a true ambassador
of the cross of Jesus Christ you must
collect all the valuable information
available concerning the will of God
for this life and the glory that shall
come to us in the world to come. If
you are to be a fisher of men, you
should study the art of catching folk
for the Lord. Someone said, “The
fisherman can’t employ his art so well
in a troubled sea.” Sometimes the
fisherman makes his own sea rough by
personal appearance, manner of ap-
proach, long sermons on small sub-
jects, and many other ways. Be care-
ful. Don’t try to land a big shark—
he might sink your boat.

I once listened to a fisherman tell
a story of fishing for red fish across
the jetty wall in the Buffalo Bay near
Houston, Texas. He caught a baby
shark and the mother shark worked
all day trying to get to him, but he
was on the other side of the jetty,
fishing over the wall with great suc-
cess. There was a huge shark float-
ing around in the channel, waiting for
the fisherman to cross the wall, but the
wise fisherman stayed within the
hedge.

Satan said the Lord had Job hedged
in. That is exactly what the Lord
wants to do for each one of his work-
ers—keep them hedged in. Preach
yvour message without fear or favor,
but stay low at the foot of the cross.
Jesus said He would send His work-
ers forth as lambs among wolves. He
would give them power to tread on
serpents and scorpions and nothing
should by any means hurt them; but
all of this is on the condition that they
stay low at the foot of the cross. Paul
said that God would make His angels
ministering spirits, and His ministers
a flame of fire. He expects His min-
isters to keep the fire. The Lord spoke
to Paul and said, “Fear not, Paul, no
man shall set on thee to hurt thee, for
I have much people in this city.”

Bud Robinson, who was originally
a Texas preacher, and one who would

preach holiness without fear or favor
to any one, to the lukewarm church, to
the cpposition, or anywhere, was once
asked if he was not afraid to preach
the Word so straight. His reply was,
“I am sure if I stay red-hot no one
will set on me long enough to hurt.”
Keep the fire! Stay true, preach it
straight, and live the life! The preach-
er who will do this will have a job and
will make a success. Churches will
want you for pastor, pastors will want
you for revivals, and mission depart-
ments will be calling for you. Be
sensible, be patient, be true, work
hard, and leave the results with the
Lord.

If a preacher is to be successful he
is not only to know the Word of God,
but he must know the people to whom
he is to minister. Jesus said to Pe-
ter and Andrew, “Follow me and I
will make you fishers of men.” These
rough-handed fishermen knew how to
fish and had made a success of their
trade ; but now they are to take up a
new line of work—fishing for men.
Just as they had studied the habits of
the various kinds of fish, now they are
to know the habits of the different
kinds of folk. Note the manner in
which the Lord talked to the different
classes of folk; also the difference in
Paul’s way of approach to the differ-
ent classes. Study the folk, observe
their habits, approach them in an ac-
ceptable manner—win them to Christ.
“He that winneth souls is wise.” We
often hear the term, “More zeal than
knowledge,” but I fear it is more of-
ten,. “more knowledge than wisdom.”
Be sure to see that knowledge never
overbalances wisdom. It is a great
thing to gather to your storehouse of
knowledge the thoughts of great men,
but never feel that you are fully quali-
fied when you only have the thoughts
of others; be wise, be original. Knowl-
edge puffeth up, but wisdom humili-
ates. Knowledge is proud that she
knows so much, but wisdom is humble
that she knows no more.

We come now to another phase of
service; the active worker in the
church. This is a great field, and can
furnish great opportunities for doing
good. In the Assemblies of God to-
day there is a great demand for good
church members. We nced laymen
who are qualified to teach the Word,
men and women who are able fo speak
intelligently concerning the things of
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God. God save us from the idea that
when we are able to speak well we
should be licensed to preach. It is
much better to be a good church mem-
ber than to be a poor preacher. Mis-
takes have been made here, for when
you profess to be a preacher you have
practically destroyed your usefulness
as a church member. Folk expect you
to preach when you make such claims,
and they will be slow to ask vou to
take a responsible place in the church
as a regular member.

Therefore, if you are not positive
that the Lord wants you to serve as a
preacher, find your place in the church
and settle down. Go to work for God.
Stand by the pastor and leadership of
the church. Hold up the hands of the
leader, work, pray, and pay—be an
example to other church members.
Don’t be too forward, but do what-
ever you are called upon to do with-
out complaining. “Whatsoever thy
hand findeth to do, do it with thy
might.” If you will do this you will
have no trouble in finding a place to
work, doors will be open to you ev-
erywhere, you can have the joy of be-
ing useful in your field of labor, and
when you are old you will be happy
to see the fruits of your labor, and
finally when you stand in the presence
of almighty God, you will receive a
rich reward.

Even if you never serve in a public
way, as a leader, you can be useful in
bringing many souls to God. “He that
goeth forth and weepeth, bearing
precious seed, shall doubtless come
again rejoicing, bringing his sheaves
with him.” You will have three great
fields in which to scatter the precious
seed of the kingdom: the thought
field, the word field, and the deed field.
If you are careful to scatter the right
kind of seed, in word, thought, and
deed, as you pass through life, you will
occupy your field well and make a suc-
cess for the Lord.

Soloman said, “As a man thinketh
in his heart, so is he.” You see from
this, if one does too much of the
wrong kind of thinking, soon he will
be the wrong kind of person, and will
soon be speaking wrong. Jesus said,
“Out of the abundance of the heart
the mouth speaketh.” Let us be care-
ful in this great field to think right,
speak right, and act right. If you will
observe these few fundamentals of
right living, you can be a blessing to
the hungry. Millions are drudging
along through life, working hard, con-
tented, willing, and yet they are long-
ing for a look of appreciation, a word
of encouragement, or a deed of kind-
ness. Be a Christian in word, thought,
and deed. Be a wise soldier of the
cross. Win souls to Him who died
for you. Brighten the corner where
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you are,
said,

It was Thomas Gray who

“Full many a gem of purest rays serene,
The dark unfathomed caves of ocean bear;
Full many a flower is born to blush unseen,
And waste its sweetness on the desert air.”

But this is not true when applied to
a Christian. If you are willing to find
your place in the kingdom, and are
willing to work and wait, as did Joseph
and David and other great men and
women who have lived in other days,
using the talents the Lord has given
vou, vou will find your level, just as
water finds its level. Remember this,
that you can’t be greater than you are.
You can improve your usefulness, but
you can’t work too far out of your
realm, Never seek the applause of the
people. Do your work well and leave
the results with the Lord. Respons-
ibilities will confront you, and there 1s
no way to avoid it. Duty will call you,
and duty is a stern taskmaster, posi-
tive in its demands. It marks heroes
and shows the shame of pretenders. Tt
never piles weight upon weakness, but
gives strength to overcome every bur-
den. The reward for doing our duty
is the power to fulfill another. Catch
the vision and push to the front. Don’t
seek great positions ; but seek to create
great positions. The humblest of du-
ties soon looms up very large when a
great mind takes it in charge.

Trust your elders in the Lord. They
are your best friends—there is nothing
to hide from them. Counsel with
them, open your heart to them, and
they will help you.

In conclusion I quote the words of
Edgar Guest,

“TIf 1 were sending a boy away,

T would hold him close on the parting day,

And give him my trust through thick and
thin,

T would tell him I counted on him to win;

To keep his word whatever the cost;

To play the man though his fight be lost.

But beyond that I would whisper low,

‘If trouble comes let yvour father know;

Come to him, sony as vou used to do,

When you were little—he'll see you
through.

I am trusting vou in a distant land,

You trust your father to understand.”

Distress of Nations with
Perplexity
Sir Austin Chamberlain, one of

Great Britain’s leading statesmen, re-
cently expressed himself as follows:
“I have never know, except in the
Great War, the world outlook so- un-
settled, so many problems urgently re-
quiring settlement. I have had some
experience of the difficulties of the
conduct of foreign affairs. Difficulties
arose, but I can claim that during
those four or five years Europe was
moving forward, agreement among the
great Powers and the smaller ones was
mcreasing. I look at the world today
and I contrast the conditions now
with the conditions at that time, and
I am forced to acknowledge that, for
some reason or other, owing to some-
thing upon which it is difficult to put
one’s finger, in these last two years
the world is moving backward.”

Bitterly Anti-Jewish

We have before us the 25 points
of the Hitler Party program in Ger-
many. One plank in the program is
the abrogation of the peace treaties of
Versailles and St. Germain. They de-
mand land and territory (colonies) to
furnish opportunities for the settle-
ment of surplus population. They
say “‘Citizenship rights shall be grant-
ed only to those who are of Germanic
racial origin (Volksgenossen). Volks-
genossen are those who are of Ger-
man blood alone, irrespective of what
religion they may profess. No Jew
therefore can be a Volksgenosse.” An-
other statement says, “He who is not
a citizen shall live in Germay as an
alien and shall be subject to the laws
governing aliens.”

A further plank in their platform
is, “All further immigration of non-
German aliens shall be stopped.”
They demand further that all non-
Germans who entered Germany after
August 2, 1914, shall be deported at
once from German soil.

The large departmental stores in
Germany are now largely in the hands
of Jews. The following statement will
be seen as a special attack on these
Jewish merchants. “We demand the
creation of a healthy middle class and
its preservation; immediate socializa-
tion of the large departmental stores
and the renting of their facilities at
nominal rates to small merchants.”

T he Place of Danger

In the year 1894, the Belgian gov-
ernment was having great trouble with
an Arab slave trader named Shimba,
who fortified himself on an island
home. Three expeditions had been
sent against him, but the slaver’s fort-
ress proved impregnable.

At this time a number of the
chiefs rallied round Crawford. The
Belgian commander came to Craw-
ford’s encampment and tried to per-
suade him and the chiefs to withdraw,
for if they did not, the State could
not protect them.

Dan Crawford,
in a native-made grass hat, in a patched
jacket, and in shorts put together of
trade cloth by his unskilled lads, took
a stool below so much magnificence.”

The Muskrat’s Message

The Belgian commander couldn’t
understand the parable, and Crawford
had to interpret it to him. The people
preferred to stay with little Muskrat
the insignificant (the humble Mr. Mis-
sionary) rather than to go with the
great Elephant (armed officialdom).
In later years Dan Crawford told this
story to the Crown Prince of Belgium
—now King Albert—and brought to
him the moral, that ‘“the counsels of
God are imntutable and eternal, but
earthly kingship must ebb and finally
fall into oblivion. ‘The things which
are seen are temporal but the things
which are not seen are eternal.”” In
view of the great danger from the
powerful Arab brigand the question
arose as to what the missionary would
do. An old ex-executioner gave the
answer, “He will do what he always
does; shut the gate of his stockade
at sundown and trust His great God.”
Graham Scroggie says, “Faith will do
more for us than flight. Some people
are very clever at retreat and strong
on resignation; but these may be but
castles of the cowardly.”

One of Crawford’s sayings was,
“God rules by overruling.” That is
exactly what He did on this occasion.
One of the natives swam across the
crocodile-infested waters to this brig-
and chief’s island, and while hidden in
the reeds heard the slave-raider give
orders for the preparation of a stock
of flour to provide victuals for a great
raid on the mainland. “Shimba sat
down on a log and indulged himself in
a bount of ill-tempered abuse on a
number of his slaves. In the act of
rising he hitched up his trailing loin-
cloth, twisting it over the top to keep
it in place—a movement which every
African man makes many times each
day. But in the folds of the cloth
around his waist his pistol was stuck,
and the casual unconsidered movement
had the effect, all unknown to him-
self, of putting the charged weapon
at full cock. There for a moment a
bloody ruffian who had lived by mur-

der and loot, his mouth yet full of -

curses, stood Shimba, poised on the

and he died almost immediately.”

Commenting on this
an old writer has said, “The wicked
have a hive of wasps around them—
many sorrows; but we have a swarm
of bees storing honey for us.”

Gospel Work in Russta

A Russian missionary, formerly in
exile, writes a special article in the
Friend of Missions concerning gospel
work in Russia, stating, “Almost all
religious workers, pastors and evan-
gelists are imprisoned in concentration
camps or in exile. Very few of them
are left, but the work is carried on
in almost every place by the members
themselves. In all Russia the prayer
houses are taken away by force, under
the pretense that the local working
men have petitioned that they be tak-
en for the use of the government.”

This missionary further states, “The
Paptist Union is doing nothing, al-
though on paper there are official un-
jons of Baptists and Evangelical
Christians.

Now
the Russian government by their pa-
pers can prove there is freedom, but it
is a farce. As soon as the plenary
called together to organize the Union
of Baptists in Moscow over twenty
brethren were arrested. Some were
sent to the concentration camp for ten
vears, and others for five years, among
them being the president of the Siber-
ian Union of Baptists and others.”

Mr. Keith L. Brooks states in
Prophecy, “We are in receipt of a re-
port that now in the University of
Leningrad there is a two years’ course
for the degree of ‘Doctor of Atheism.’
Hundreds of students are said to have
entered for this degree. America has
long had institutions graduating train-
ed atheists but there has been hesita-
tion about labeling them ‘doctors of
atheism.” At the suggestion of a cer-
tain ‘angel of light’ some of them have
been calling themselves ‘doctors of
divinity.” The Soviet plan seems to
be more honorable.”

We visited these towns before
the opening of this term, and felt that
the students had done good work.
They were greatly respected by the
town’s people young and old, and the
services were well attended.

Rescued for Jesus

Recently, here in the church, a dear
old Christian soul passed away. We
called her Hoo-dah-mah. She has been
a Christian about thirty vears and she
had real salvation. She loved to praise
the Lord and her face would beam
when she spoke the name of Jesus.
Formerly she used to be of great
service as a Bible woman and exhort-
er, but lately she was too feeble. The
Chinese declare she was® ninety-three
when she passed away, but T doubt if
she really knew how old she was. I
had the privilege of preaching the fu-
neral sermon. It was such a joy to
be able to say that Hoo-dah-mah was
truly enjoying the presence of Jesus,
and to tell those who listened of the
wonders of our Christian hope.

We did wonder a bit why the dear
old soul tarried so long when she so
desired to go to be with Jesus. Not
long ago when another woman died,
Hoo-dah-mah said,

“I am so sorry, why could not I
have died, too, and then I could have
gone with her, and accompanied her
to heaven. It is so much better there
than here.”

But during the last day or so of her
life, Miss Cook, our senior mission-
ary here went to see her, and thought
it ‘might be best to ask her if there
was anything she wanted to say, or if
there was anything not just right in
her heart. She said all was all right,
only she never could forgive Hsuen-
dah-mah. So Miss Cook earnestly
pointed her to the Saviour, and showed
her how if she would not forgive, then
she could not be forgiven and would
miss heaven after all. I do not know
what the trouble had been between
these two ladies, for Hsuen-dah-mah
is a fine woman and we love her, but
under the influence of Miss Cook’s
earnest entreaties, Hoo-dah-mah final-
ly said she forgave. In about anoth-
er day she was gone, and then we
realized why she had tarried with us
so long. It was the mercy of God,
giving her a last opportunity to make
everything right before entering the
gates of death.

I have written this story in detail
because 1 know that there may be
some among you who are finding it
hard to forgive someone who has of-
fended them. I plead with you to set-
tle it now, for the Lord does not prom-
ise that He will always be so merci-
ful as He was with dear Hoo-dah-
mah.

Today, our little Anita is just one
month old. We know you will be hap-
py to hear that she is well and gain-
ing the proper number of ounces week
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by week. This is the Lord’s blessing
and we praise Him for it. Mrs. Os-
good is also gaining in strength, so
we hope that nothing will interfere
with our getting on the way by the
first of April.

We have word from Juee Dien
(Chu Tien) saying that we may rent
the premises we desire. We are hap-
py over this and pray that the man
may not change his mind before we
can get back and get the lease signed,
for his willingness is the last of the
tests we had before the Lord to let us
know that He wanted us to go to that
particular place.

Last month we
were able to put up the cook house,
the teachers’ room and a small store-
house for the teachers.

Some were also
saved in their homes after they had left
the meeting. This is a new field for the full
gospel. We came here last fall and opened
the work, and since then God has been bless-
ing. We invite any ministers in the fellow-
ship to stop if passing this way.”
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OD HAS given me a great joy in la-
boring throughout the Latin-American
republics for the past thirty years, and
during that time we have seen such
things as have never been witnessed before. I be-
lieve that the principal reason is that there are
hundreds of godly people in this country who have
been praying for the evangelization of the great

unreached masses. that are to be found in these
twenty different countries that constitute Latin
America.

You cannot find Latin America on the map for
it is just the name we use for convenience. Latin
America, to make it clear, embraces the ten repub-
lics of South America, ‘the six of Central America,
the three countries in the West Indies—Cuba, Porto
Rico, and Santo Domingo—and then this great coun-
try to the south of us—Mexico. Young people, what
an investment for God! With the Spanish language,
for that is the key language of these twenty coun-
tries, you can travel all over and speak to the
people. That is what we have been trying to do
for the past thirty years.

For the past ten years this privilege has been
a very special one, that of carrving the message
from republic to republic throughout these twenty
countries in great big theaters and also by means
of tents. The people will not ordinarily come into
our places of worship, so we reach them through
theater and tent meetings and break down their
prejudices, and then win them for Christ. Then
we feed them into the local churches. You can
imagine the joy of these consecrated men and wom-
en of God who are away in the interior republics
bearing the heat and burden of the day, when an
evangelist comes along who is reaching the great
crowds that they have not been able to touch with
the gospel message. The people come to the theaters
when normally you can only get a handful of the
poorest of the poor coming to the missions.

I have now invitations from seven different re-
publics to come and hold theater or tent meetings,
but one person can never get around to all the calls.
Some people do not have any idea of the great-
ness of these countries. For example, Brazil is larg-
er than the United States if you take out Alaska.
It has a larger area, although it doesn’t have as large
a population. It has only one-third of the popula-
tion of the United States, but there are thousands
of towns scattered all over this great country. They
speak Portuguese, the only country where Spanish
is not spoken, but the Portuguese is so similar to
the Spanish that you can go into Brazil and hold
meetings in tents and great halls and the people will
understand you perfectly. In a big theater at the
mouth of the San Francisco river we had a meeting
where T understood them and they understood me.
With Spanish as your key language you can travel
all over, including Brazil.

Argentina is ten times the size of Great Britain.
One man alone can never get all around to the many
calls and places where the message is so needed.
While you have evangelists and Bible teachers trav-
eling up and down the States and Canada in the
course of a year, we had never had one in Latin
America until the Lord laid it upon my heart,

In the theaters at our meetings the aisles will be
filled, and the people wedged in like sardines in a
tin. I have actually had to close the doors to keep
the people out, because I dared not let another one in.

The movies
are the greatest curse of this age for breaking down
the spirit of true Christianity. They present life in
a diseased manner and the young people think of
them as normal conditions. May God save His
own people from patronizing in any way these things
that have come from the pit of hell. I have to speak
strongly because I feel strongly about the matter.

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The Power of Prayer

We decided to give ourselves to prayer. We
suspended the week night services for the follow-
ing week, and called three or four of the most spir-
itual members and started praying. On Monday
night we were down on our knees from eight
o'clock till eleven thirty. We went on like that
sometimes till after midnight. God was flooding
our hearts with His own love and compassion for
the lost. One night, four months later, while some-
one was praying in that little room, God spoke to
my heart. Oh, how it thrilled my soul as T have
never been thrilled in my life. God in a very spe-
cial way was talking to me. He spoke to me
through two passages of scripture—"“Wherefore cri-
est. thou unto Me? Go forward.” You may be
sure that I felt the ground where I was kneeling was
holy ground. Such a wonderful sense of awe came
over me. (God Himself was speaking to me! But
when I heard those words, “Go forward,” I thought
how can I go forward? What can I do that I
haven't been doing?

Then came the other passage. It was where those
who had been invited to the feast had not come,
and the servants were told to go out into the high-
ways and hedges and compel them to come in. But
what did that mean? Then there came the thought,
where do the people here gather? They gather in
the theaters and tents where they have the circuses.
That is where the crowds go. Then the whole thing

-what we have been doing these last ten years—
came before me like a vision. I stopped the prayer
meeting right then. I said, “We needn’t pray any-
more, the Lord has spoken.” I told them what He
had said. I decided to have a meeting in the theater
on Monday night. My members were a little sur-
prised to hear this, They wondered how we were
expecting to fill the theater when we could not get
more than fifteen or sixteen people to come to the
mission. That was a legitimate question from the
human standpoint; but God had spoken and that
makes all the difference in the world.

I invited a native brother to be with me for a
week of meetings. Now, how to get the theater?
We had no money. Our allowance was very small
and the members were earning only a mere pittance.
I used to have to walk up and down the streets for
a half hour at a time in the winter time to get my
feet warm. In order to get this theater we had to
delve very deeply into our pockets. We had to scrape
till it hurt, but we got the theater!

On Monday I took a list of the streets of the
city and divided our group into bands of two each.
Then we divided the streets among us and started
out to invite the people to the meeting. I can tell
vou that T knocked at those doors with authority,
for I knew I was an ambassador of the King., I
told the people there was to be a wonderful meeting
that night at the theater, and if they didn’t come
they might regret it all their lives.

What was the result? We had that theater packed
from floor to ceiling. Hundreds and hundreds of
people listened to the preaching of the gospel for
the first time in their lives. That was the outcome
of four months of prayer. After the brother mis-
sionary had spoken, I got up on the platform and
told the people we could not have any more meetings
in the theater, but we would have them in our hall.
I told them this brother would preach. As I was

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Questions About “‘Pentecost”
Answered

By Donald Gee

1. Is it necessary to speak with
tongues to be baptized in the Spirit?

They spoke with tongues when bap-
tized with the Spirit in the Scriptural
records. Acts 2:4; 10:44; 19:6. In
Acts 8:17, 18 it 1s plain that there was
open evidence which “Simon saw.”
Believers are always on safe and right
ground when they desire any experi-
ence in accordance with the divine pat-
tern given in the Scriptures. To ask
if such a thing is “necessary” is not a
right attitude. It is our privilege to
ask for all they had “as at the begin-
ning.” Acts 11:15,

2. Is the gift of teaching or proph-
ecy of more or less value than speak-
ing with tongues?

The gift of prophecy is of greater
value than speaking with tongues, un-
less the tongues are interpreted. 1 Cor.
14:5. The ministry of teaching is of
greater value than speaking with
tongues i the church. 1 Cor. 14:19.
The recognition of these distinctions
does not mean that speaking with
tongues is of NO value; it is only rel-
ative. See especially Paul's strong
testimony in 1 Cor. 14:18; and the
command “not to forbid speaking with
tongues,” of verse 39.

3. Is it necessary to have the gift of
tongues before one can have the gift
of teaching?

The GIET of tongues is only given
to certain members of the body of
Christ, in the same way that the Spirit
divides to every man severally as He
will. 1 Cor. 12:30 and verse 11. The
GIFT of tongues distributed to certain
members of the body of Christ for
regular exercise and ministry is not to
be confused with that speaking in
tongues connected with being baptized
in the Holy Spirit, when it says that
“ALL" spoke with tongues. Acts 2:4;
10:44-46. Only “two or at the most
three” are to exercise the GIFT on
one occasion (1 Cor. 14:27), but a far
greater number can speak with tongues
when baptized in the Spirit.

Healed of Cancer

In April, 1920, my tongue became
sore and thick. By September, 1923,
it was about one and a half inches
thick. A cancer had developed upon
it. For over six years I went from
doctor to doctor; but continued to
grow worse. Finally, the last time I
went to the hospital they told me that
the roots of the cancer on my tongue
had gone down into my windpipe and
that without an operation I could not
live six weeks. I went home without
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the operation. Some meetings were go-
ing on in town and after my return
from the hospital I received an invita-
tion to attend. In answer to prayer
God stayed that terrible disease un-
til I could get more teaching and ac-
quire faith for healing. It was two
vears after I quit the doctors before
[ was prayed for for healing, but when
I was prayed for I was healed right
then. That was about four years ago,
and I have had no signs of cancer
since.—Sanford S. Lewis, Correction-
ville, Iowa.

bidding the people goodby at the close
of the meeting they told me they had
no idea that we taught things like we
did. They had been told so many lies
by the priests. Now they had heard
the truth, and the truth as ever sets
men free, not only from sin but from
error and prejudice.

What took place? Did the people
come to the hall for meetings? A
number of those most interested came
along and by the errd of the week the
hall was nearly filled. To my regret
this brother who had been preaching
for us had to go back to his own
work. I did not think I could go on
in his place, for he was an orator. But
the Lord spoke to me with this verse
of scripture, “Not by might, nor by
power, but by My Spirit.” T decided
T would go on with the meetings. The
crowds increased, and my problem was
now not how to get them but how to
keep some of them away because of
our small hall.

I decided to take care of the crowd-
by having sectional meetings. The
third week T tried to reach all the
different classes. On Monday night
I announced a bricklayers’ meeting. I
preached to them on the subject,
“Build up vourselves in your Most
Holy Faith,” taking illustrations from
their trade.

Then the Lord put it into my heart
to have a drunkards’ meetine. Never
have I had such a meeting! T told the
people to tell all the drunkards that
there would be a special meeting for
them on a certain night. A queer
thing happened. The devil put it into
the minds of the saloon keepers to get
all their best customers and fill them
to the brim and then send them down
to the meeting. They thought then
that these drunk men would kick up
a big row.

Just before the meeting T was in my
study, which had glass doars. T was
wondering if any drunkards would
come to the meeting. 1 was doubt-
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ing a little you see. I peeped through
the curtains to see if any had come.
What I saw made me think that I had
all the old bums in that city. The place
began to fill with smoke, and the men
were so drunk that they were wreck-
ing everything they could get their
hands on. What was I going to do?
I thought, “My, T'll have to get the
policeman to take them away.” 'I:hc’n
the Lord spoke to me saying, “Didn’t
vou invite them?” I knew I had in-
vited them to the meeting but T had
not expected anything like this.

1 dropped to my knees be-
hind the curtains and I pled with
Him to give me wisdom to handle that
terrible situation. After a few min-
utes of prayer I stepped out on the
platform with a heart just overflowing
with love and compassion for those
drunken men.

The place was filled with smoke and
the noise was deafening. I raised my
hand, but they didn’t pay any atten-
tion to me. Two or three saw me
and began to nudge those next to
them. What could be done with a
crowd like that? I confess I didn’t
know what to do. Then I had an
idea. Tt was surely born of the Spirit,
although T had to make a fool of my-
self. I saw two or three of the ones
who were making the most noise, and
I made one spring at them. I did this
two or three times till all the men be-
~an to stop their noise and watch me.
T guess they thought T had become 1n-
toxicated too. They were attentive
now, I tell you.

I told them a story that T had in
mind and then T said, “Gentlemcn,”_ (1
called them Gentlemen) “I am going
to teach you a song, but before I do
that won’t you do me a favor. This
is the house of God. Won't you, out
of reverence to God, remove your
hats?” Then one and another of those
drunken men began to take off their
hats. Two or three refused so those
around them reached up and took their
hats off for them. In two minutes I
had a bare-headed audience.

I thanked them and told them T
knew now that they were gentlemen.
Then I said, “There is another favor
I am going to ask of you. T see many
of you are smoking here tonight. We
don’t smoke, and if you must smoke
please do not do it in the house of
God.” One by one they began to take
their pipes out of their mouths and
put them in their pockets.
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Now I taught them this song: “Christ
my Saviour, Christ my Saviour will
keep me; All the time He will keep
me.” I explained to them what the
song meant. I went over and over that
song. My wife asked me after the
meeting if I knew how many times I
sang that song over. I said I didn't.
She told me that I sang it over nine-
teen times, and asked why I couldn’t
have made it in round numbers.

Thirty-five minutes after these men
came into the building they were quiet,
and I was able to give them the mes-
sage. 1 know that God gave them the
message. 1 told them of the loving
Saviour who had come to seek and to
save that which was lost, He who had
compassion upon them—even the low-
est of them. He knew their struggle,
He knew how (o give them strength
to quit the awful habit that had such
a grip on them. He could deliver!
And so on for forty minutes, the
Spirit of God brought one thing after
another to my mind to give to those
men. They had come to the hall with
no other intention but to destroy, blas-
pheme and do wrong. They were sent
by the devil. God used that opportun-
ity through the power of His Holy
Spirit to convert a number of those
men. The only interruptions I had
were remarks such as this: “Yes, in-
deed, what you say is true.”

When I made the appeal at the end
of the message a number of them sig-
nified that they wanted to be saved
and set free. Among that number
there were four outstanding cases that
were miracles of God’s grace. Two of
them became officials in that church
and were the means of bringing many
mto the fold. A revival movement
went on for an entire year in that
town. Everywhere vou went you could
hear the sound of the gospel songs
sung in the mission.

ing mass of humans to a place of com-
parative safety from trampling feet.
Shortly after midnight it was possible
to get her through a doorway into com-
parative quiet and safety.

As T carried the child through the
crowd her words of two hours before
repeated themselves: “I won’t be
afraid any more. HE said you would
come.”

“So you were expecting me, were
you ?l’

“Oh, yes.

“He told you?

“God did.”

In all the mixed emotions of the

HE told me.”
Who did?”
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hour T thought I had not heard aright,
and repeated my question, and in that
same casual tone, reporting the con-
versation of a beloved and intimate
comrade, the answer came, “God did.”

“You see,” she explained, “after I
lost mother and baby sister I began to
be afraid. There were so many peo-
ple, and if any one fell they walked
on him, and it was cold and dark, and
I was hungry, and I was scared. So
I prayed to God, and asked Him to
come quickly and help me. But He
told me He was awfully busy. There
were so many people in trouble who
wanted to tallk to Him that He couldn’t
get away He was so busy. But then
He told me He would send somebody,
and here you are, and so now I know
it’s all right!”

It gave me an indescribable thrill.

To a plain business man, used to
the ordinary experiences of every-day
life, this friendly familiarity with the
Divine seemed wonderful. The poise
and quiet assurance of all being well,
in the face of uncontrolled fear and
anguish all about, made the whole in-
cident more amazing.

She said her name was Sophie Sera-
fim, and that she had been born in
America. A vear before, with her
family, she had gone back to a little
town in Asia Minor and her migra-
tion had changed many things for
Sophie, but not her God.

As T left her I promised to be back
in a few moments to take her to a
place to sleep, but it was near daylight
before the course of events permitted
my return. Coming back I wondered
if Sophie would be there or if she
would have wandered away. Snug-
gled up in the door, she waited.

The sailors who had been assigned
to shore duty had just brought a pot
of coffee and some food from the de-
stroyer for mess. After having had
her breakfast, Sophie asked me if I
was ready to start to find her mother.
The father, a rich Greek from the in-
terior, had brought his family to Smyr-
na with the retreating Greek army.
Five days before he had been seized
by the Turks. Then the fire had start-
ed, and two days later the mother,
Sophie, and baby sister had been driv-
en down to the quay for safety. In
the crowd they had become separated,
and the child had been wandering
alone for two days and nights. The
calm assurance with which Sophie
spoke of finding them, as if we had
only to walk half-way down the block
of a quiet street, brought a choke in
my throat, even though T may be con-
sidered a fairly hardened realist.

Sophie and her good English and
perfect Greek could act as interpreter.
It was only reasonable to take the
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child with me. She would be of real
assistance to me and there was no
need to bring to her before it was
necessary the realization that she
would probably never see her family
again. [ tried to tell her as we walked
along of the number of people that
were wandering about, and of how
difficult the search would be, but she
only smiled sweetly and said, “But God
said you would find them. Don’t wor-
ry about it. You and God can do
anything.”

I had never thought of myself cou-
pled with Divinity, but I was to hear the
phrase many times in the next week,
and to remember it for the rest of
my life.

During the morning we covered a
mile along the quay through such a
mass of desolate humanity as you nev-
er saw. Shortly before noon I was
amazed to have Sophie pull my sleeve.
“There they are, my mother and sis-
ter!” And coming toward us I saw
a grief-crazed woman carrying a baby,
hysterical with joy at this miracle of
her regained daughter, in the intim-
ate guardianship of an “Americano.”
It was Sophie who calmed her moth-
er, who explained that God had prom-
ised her that He would bring them all
together again.

When we had the family with sev-
eral hundred women and children safe-
ly conveyed to a building which was
to serve as a refuge until such time
as we were able to evacuate them, I
was prepared for Sophie’s suggestion
that her father was next.

I took his name, and at my next
interview with Haaki Bey, the Turk-
ish Commander, who was co-operating
with us in delivering into our hands
his enemy, I asked for the man. His
name and record were looked up, and
with a guide and page who called out
his name I was taken down into the
bull-pen where about 5,000 prisoners
were confined. There was no answer
to our paging, and I went back with
disappointed heart to tell Sophie that
our efforts had been in vain. For the
next three days this was a regular part
of my schedule, but to no avail.

Then Sophie came to me with a
simple logical explanation of our fail-
ure, which in the stress of events had
not occurred to me. She said, “My
father may be afraid to answer. He
may not know that God has sent you
to deliver him. Let me go with you.”
So down into that mass of humanity
we went. They put her up on a plat-
form where she could look over the
prisoners, and by some small miracle,
considering the number of them and
the sameness of their misery, she rec-
ognized him.

He was conducted to the command-
ant’s office. There we were shown his
record and the sentence of death by
court-martial. He had not been ex-
ecuted merely ‘because his turn had
not come. Knowing the answer in ad-
vance I begged the commandant to de-
liver this condemned man to me. It
was with every appearance of regret
that he refused my request. My heart
was heavy as I went out to the auto-
mobile to report my failure to Sophie.
Instead of the despair I had anticipat-
ed, Sophie, putting her hand in mine
with her usual smile, said, “Don’t you
worry. Don't you know that the
Turks can’t hurt my father? Why,
God is bigger than all of the Turks!
They can’t hurt him.” And so, ashamed
before her faith, I was quiet.

When the military governor arrived
I made another unsuccessful attempt.
Finally Nour-ed-din, the most power-
ful man of his country next to Mus-
tapha Kemal, arrived in Smyrna. I
prayed an audience and was received
by this great man. I asked him for
the prisoner. “Is he an American? A
naturalized citizen? Has he any claim
upon you?” I could only answer in
the negative. “He is a Greek, the fa-
ther of a little child who has a God,
a real God, your excellency. He is
not your God. He has promised this
child that her father shall be saved.
Can you arrange it?”

Then Nour-ed-din, by skilfully ques-
tioning brought out the whole story.
With his hand on his heart he said:
“You break my heart. There is no
other thing I would refuse you. But
this is not an affair of the heart. This
is war. I have many thousands of
Turkish children who will never again
see their fathers. It is with a break-
ing heart that I must refuse you. Sen-
tence of death has been passed on this
man, who will be executed tomorrow
morning.”

“Is that final, your excellency ?”

“I regret that it must be so.”

“I can not blame you. I have seen
the records of the case. You may have
executed 10,000 Greeks, and will prob-
ably kill another 50,000 before this is
over. This one Greek will mean lit-
tle to you, but it is everything in the
faith of this child. Powerful as you
are, your excellency, and humble as T
am, the time might come when you
wotld need a friend in America. If
you can find clemency possible, I can
assure you my appreciation, little as
it may mean.”

“l must tell you no, though my
heart breaks.”

So I left him attempting to comfort
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Sophie. It was a chance; it was play-
ing to lose, and I was desperate. He
said he would see what could be done.

The next morning a captain of
Turkish infantry with half a dozen
soldiers brought John Serafim down to
the American refugee house where we
were living. At the suggestion of this
officer, six sailors of the United States
destroyer Edsall, under command of
Captain Haley Powell, formed a hol-
low square around Sophie, her moth-
er and father and the baby sister, and
escorted them to the quay. Here Turks
and Americans stood at full salute as
the naval launch carried the party out
to the boat which was to take them
away. The story had spread among our
group, and as the boat left shore we
were caught up in the rush of a good
American cheer from the ship for
Sophie, and the proving of her faith.

I thought, naturally, that I had seen
the last of Sophie, but coincidence had
one more trick up its sleeve. I stayed
there about three weeks, then went to
Constantinople, and thence to Athens,
where we had settled thousands of
refugees. The Greek officials there
wanted to show some appreciation to
America for what had been done. Ac-
cordingly they single me out for a lit-
tle ceremony. We went out to one of
the camps where there were some 30,-
000 or 40,000 refugees. When I got
out of the automobile, who should run
up to me out of the crowd but Sophie!
She came up, stood on her tiptoes and
threw her arms around my neck.

T confess T cried. Out of all those
weeks of horror it was the first time,
but T blubbered. As her arms went
round my neck she said, “I knew you'd
come today—God said you would!”

“Sophie, what did you say?”

“Why, last night I prayed to God
because we haven't had much to eat
for three or four days and the people
were getting very hungry and unhap-
py. They all know about you and asked
me to pray to God to send you back,
so last night I asked Him and He said
you'd be here today.”

Isn’t it a paradox that a man must
go from a Christian country to Turkey
to find a real God—one that functions?

Fortunately, or  providentially,
American supplies had arrived and I
could once more fulfil Sophie’s idea
and ideal of God’s messenger. As she
said bood-bye she added, “T’ll see you
in America. I've told God how much
1 want to go. People are so much
happier in America. They think about
doing nice things for other people and
that makes them happy too.”

May God grant her prayer!
