\\'e are told that afler the l1lultitudcs 
had 1>('('11 fcci and tlwr(' had hecn a dis· 
cu~sioll as to wl1<'th.:r 1 fe "was that 
prophet that should come into the 
world," J('~us pnccivcd that they 
would COI1lC ami take II illl hy force, 
to make Ilil1l a kinK, and so lie de­
parted again into a mountain Ilimself 
alont'. Jl ow little they understood of 
God's plan and purpose in sending His 
OWI1 hdm'('d Son into thc world to 
pay the pri(' of redemption. And 
how hard it is for us to refrain from 
bestowlIlg' earthly hOllor UpOll those 
who havc (lccomplish<.'d something for 
God. \\'oulc1 that Cod's servants. 
rat her t hall yield to popular acc1ama· 
tion, would ~e('k a hiddl'll place in God. 
there to COllll11une wil II II illl and to 
gain SIITIlg'th for the time when the 
same Illultitude wilt turn its enthusi­
asm to (('jection ami persecution! ]n 
that place we learn something of the 
fellow~hij> of Il is suITl'ring'; and there 
will 1 fe give grace according to His 
\ Yore!. 

Now Jesus saw that the multitude 
sought 11 illl, not hecause of the mira­
cles l ie had performed, hut because 
they did cat of the loaves and were 
filled. Alld lie understands the mo· 
tive of the heart that seeks Him today. 
lie knows whether our desire for phy· 
sica! or temporal relief is greater than 
our distrl'ss of soul. Hc knows the 
depth of love and consecration in the 
heart of cvery professed believer. 

As 11 e dealt with the multitudes 
concerning the meat that cndureth un· 
to evcrlasting life, they, like many 00-
day. asked. "\Vhat shall we do that we 
might work the works of God?" Then 
Jesus began to ta!k with them about 
the true bread frail! heaven, and in 
their first outhurst of enthusiasm they 
cried, "'Lord, evermore give us this 
bl-ead." Some of us remember how, 
in God's first dealing'S with us. we 
felt we could do anything for Him, 
could appropriate His fullness at once, 
c lC., but lie knows our frailty and 
in His great wisdolll He only leads 

us onc st('P at a time. IIowe\er, if 
the (flllsecralion i'l complete, God will 
revtal truth and will take us through. 
Praise J I is name! 

Hut J('sus was dcsirous of giving 
thcm deeper truth. "I am lhe bread 
of life: he that cometh to me shall 
nc\cr hunger; and he that helieveth 
Oil mc shall I1CV('r thir~t.') \Vhat won­
derful, refreshing words! \\'hat a 
place of rich COlltclllllJ(:nt for the soul 
that finds all its nouri.'ihmcnt in I rim! 

:\ow wht.·tl we think of bread we 
think of that which sl1~tains Itf<'. \\'e 
are nourished, not ~o much hv the 
bulk of thc food taken into our hodies, 
as we arC' hy til(' tiny digested par­
tIcles of this food which are a.. ... "imilated 
I,,· the tissues. Tht· ncwborn infant 
c;m digt' ... t ol1ly milk the simplest 
form of food hut g radually other 
foods are gi\'cn to produce growth and 
st retlglu as it is able to digest them. 
Occasionally we find a Illalnlltrition 
I·)ahy. so t';naciated that it harly re­
"l'lllh!cs a human being. Every effort 
is put forth hy parents, nurses, and 
physicians until a food combination is 
iOllnd which will suit the digestive 
.;\'stl'1I1 of this particular babe. when 
it will hegin to grow and den'lop in 
a remarkable wav. aiter months of 
merely exist ing'. ~ Tlu:n T have seen 
bahies who were healthy and acti\'e at 
birth pertllitted to languish and lose 
health because of the mother's careless­
ness ill feeding. .\nd who has not 
SC'(' II strong men and women develop 
indigestion and lose health because of 
improper foods being- taken into the 
hody. 

Just so it is ill Ihe spiritual life! 
i\ lan\' timcs there is a failure to lIl1-

derstal;d and distingUIsh betwetll con­
version of the mind alld the work of 
regencration ill the heart. The seeker 
is often urged to he satisfied with l1a\·· 
ing repented and conft.:sscd. while God 
really desires that there should be re­
generation wrought by the Spirit in 
his heart. 

,\nd we have seen those who seemed 
to be properly born again, remain in 
a e1ri fling . tlllde\'eloped stale. for lack 
of good. nourishing food; and those 
who first grew and were quite healthy 
hecome dyspeptic and fail in health 
hcc<lllse the enemy has induced them 
to seek new 1><1.sturcs with promises of 
alluring foods. To all of these the 
Lord Jesus Christ is saying, "I am the 
hread. of life." He not only feeds us 
but gwes us clear, cool water to drink 
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-a saUslylllg I)()rtion IHdeed! )Jo 
more seeking' after proper foods; fo r 
here is a br('ad which, whcn eaten, 
causes the partaker to li\'c forever. 
Xo indigc4ion, no failure to grow 
and develop, IlO desire for aught but 
to feed upon this liying Bread forever. 
.\ l1(i as we digest anu assimilate this 
Bread it becomcs a very part of our 
heing. 

And how arc we to partake of this 
food, YOli ask? \Vell, the Israelitcs 
wcre commandcd to "cat the flesh in 
that night, roast with fir!.', and unleav­
('ned bread; and with bitter hcrbs ye 
... hall eat it. Eat not of it raw) nor 
soddcn at all with water, but roast 
with lin:; his head with his legs, and 
with the punenance thereof." The 
blood 011 thc lintel secured their peacej 
it was their sal,·ation. :\othing was 
added to or placed hy the hlood - it 
was sufficient. God had ~aid. "\Vilen 
I sec the hlood." This is a truth that 
should be clearly understood by every 
seeker todar. He needs to know that 
salyation is dependent upon an accom­
pl ished redemption and needs no add­
ing to or taking f rOI11. They were to 
cat the flesh of the lamb that night 
at the \Try same time that they shelt­
ered under the shed blood. which was 
the g round of their IKace and safety. 
The gathering about the lamb had to 
do with fell owship <111(1 ullity. The 
lamb was without blemish and had 
been subjected to the action of fire 
by roa...., tillg, io resi1adowing the s ub­
jecting of our paschal Lamb upon the 
cross to the fire of God's wrath. The 
head. the legs, (with all that pertain 
to them) were included, speakil1(T to 
us that we might appropriate the ;lind 
and walk of the Lamb. The Holy 
GI.lOst woul.d lead us to gather around 
thIS Lamb III fellowship and commun­
ion. feeding upon Him, being partakers 
of JIi s divine nature. 

They were to ea t the Lamb with un­
leavened bread. Leaven, a type of sin, 
had to he omitted as they gathered 
about ihe lamh: and sin must be 
omitted as we come for fellowship and 
communion with God's Lamb. The 
putting away of sin, follows salvation; 
and holiness is perfected as we arc 
lplthered about }J im and being sub. 
Jected to the fire o f Ilis holiness. 
Failure to keep the feast of unleavened 
bread in our hearts is a common cause 
of failure to deyelop spi rituality. 

"And with bitter herbs they shall 
e.:,lt it." The roast lamb to express His 
exposure to the fire of God's wrath; 
the bitter herbs to impress upon the 
hearts that He suffered 110t for His 
own sins, hut for ours. The weight 
of Ollr sins was upon Him and He 
bore it without murmuring or com. 
plaining, with such love that He could 
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exclaim, "Father, forg-ive them fo r 
they know not what they do!" Surely 
it should melt OUI- hcarb and bring 
a deep sense of humiliation. and a de­
sire for the crucifixion of the flcsh, 
a-; we realize that J lis agony and suf­
f ering were thus endured that we 
might know joy and p(:acc. God help 
us to enter into the fellowship of His 
suffcring. 

Jesus continued Bi s discourse hy de­
claring unto them: "Ue that eateth 
my flesh and drinkcth my blood, dwell­
cth in me, :-tnd I ill him." i\nd when 
many of His disciples who had started 
out to follow IIim, began to realize 
something of the separation and su f­
fe ring of this Ii fc in Him, they mur­
mured at lJi s "hard saying;" and from

that time many of thcm went back 
and walked no -more with Ilim. 

"Then said Jt.·sus Ul1to the twelve, 
"'ill yc also go away? Tht'n Simon 
Peter answered him; Lord, to whom 
:--.hall we go? thou hast thc words of 
('ternal life. .\nd we bdieve and are 
:--.ure that thou art that Christ . the Son 
of the living- God." John 6:6i-69. 
.\nd we would ask those of you who 
read these lines.-do \'00 accept the 
Lord ]eslI" Christ and Tli s salv:-ttion 
ill :-til its fullness? Arc you determ­
ined to go aU the way with Him? O r 
will you also go away? .\nd if you 
r~ject Him, Illa\' wc ask. To wllOn£

'J{ow to $uy the gold CC9ried in the CJire 
Pastor J. Naruer Gortner 

I t is und cr!'J lood by eyer)' reader of 
the Scriptures that the offer ings con­
cerning which we read in Leviticus, 
nci.l11el)', the burnt olTering, the meat 
offering, the peace offering, the sin of­
fering, and the trespass offering, were 
all designed to be typical of Jesus 
Christ, who. i ll the fullness of time, 
oITered Himself as a. sacrifi ce unto God, 
a sacrifi ce for our sins. But those 
who have ca refullv studied the sac­
ri fice that was made hy Christ, in the 
light of the revealed \\'ord. under­
stand that the saint of God enjoys 
ident ifica tion with II illl who died that 
we mig-ht li ve. Baptism ill water is 
significant in that it sets forth the fact 
of the believer's identification with our 
Lord in J ris death, burial , and resur­
rection. 

1 I e who is benefited by the sacri­
fi ce is identified therewith. And so it 
may be sa id that while the \'ario l1 s of­
fe r ings in the days of the old dispensa­
tion were typical of Christ they were 
also typical of the believer in Christ, 
of each one who has been made, or, 
is being madc, the benefic iary of our 
Lord 's death upon the cross. 

The o ffering characterized as the 
whole burnt offcring may be regarded 
as espccially typical of the consecrated 
belicver. 

The a~collnt we haye of Gideon and 
his achievements is yery interesting, 
and sig nificant as well as interesting. 

"'hen the Angel of the Lord ap­
peared to him and sa id, "The Lord 
is with thec. thou mighty man of yal­
our," and Gidcon was told that he was 
to be the deliverer of his people, and 
Gideon said, "Oh, my Lord, where­
with shall 1 savc Israel? behold. my 
family is poor in ?o. l anasseh, and 1 am 
the least in my father's house," the 

Lord said, HSmely r will be with thee, 
and tholl ~halt smitc the ~ridianites 
as olle man." Gideon a"ked for a 
sign , and he reques ted that he might 
bring a present and present it before 
the L ord. The Lord said , re I will tarry 
until thou comc again." Gideon went, 
<lnd we are told he "made ready a kid, 
and tl11l ea\-encd cakes of an ephah of 
flour: the flesh he put in a basket, and 
the broth he pllt in a pot, and brought 
it out un to Him under the oak, and 
presented it." The .\ngel of God said 
to Gideon . "Take the flesh and the un­
h.a\·cned cakes. and lay them upon this 
rock, and pour out the broth." Gideon 
did so. "Then the :\ngel of the Lord 
put forth the end of the staff that 
\\'as in His hand, and touched the 
flesh and the unleavened cakes; and 
there rose up fire out of the rock, and 
consumed the fl esh and the unlcavened 
cakes. " 

In Rom. 12:1 we are exhorted to 
present our bodies. a li ving sacrifice, 
hal)" acceptable unto God, which is our 
reasonable service. The sacrifice of 
yoursel£ must be a burnt sacrifice, and 
in order that the sa(" rifice that yO ll 
bring may be humt there must be 
fire. The fire tha t burns the sacrifice 
must not be fire of your kindling. It 
must be fire that has come out of the 
I\ ock. G ideon did not kindle the fire 
that consumed his sacr ifice. The fire 
came out of the rock, and the rock 
typified Christ. He it is who baptizes 
in the Holv Ghost and fire. \ ,Vhen 
the fire canie out of the rock and con­
SHined the sacrifice it was an indica­
tion to Gideon that his sacrifice had 
been accepted by the Lord. No sacri­
fice is a burnt sacr ifice until it is burnt, 
and when we bring our bodies to God 
and present them as living sacrifices 
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God causes the fire to burn, and the 
sacriticl:s becomc burnt offerings. 
Ble~~cd indeed arc those lX'oplc whose 
offt.·rin.c~ of thclllseln:s to God are 
hurnt otT crings ! 

"'hen the lin.' of God hurn ... it con­
Stlllll'S thc dro~s; it con"ullles the 
ihin.C-' that an' cOl1sumabll'. and what 
it kan's may be compared lInto gold. 
The church in Laodicea was exhorted 
hy our Lord to "bu)' of )'le gold 
tried in the fire that thou man'st he 
rich." The yole/ tried 11, lin' fire 'is what 
is lcit after all the dross has been 
purged Out. 

Bring yourself to God. Present your 
hod." as a living sacrifice ).lake the 
con~ccration of yourself complete. 
"-ithhold nothing. Place \\·hat YOU 

bl-illg' upon the Rock of .\ges. but 
of that Rock the fire \dll come, and it 
will burn until all the dro..;,s shall h:l.\c 
been consumed, if indeed YOI1 do not 
flinch and withdraw fron~ lill' I\OC'k 
the sacrifice which yotl have brought , 
and there will remain only the "gold 
tried in the fire." 

This is the way to get the gold. You 
can get it in 110 other way. 1t is futile 
for you to cry to God for the gold that 
is tried in the fire as long as you are 
refusing to make the offering of you r· 
sel f to God that God is asking you to 
make. The sacrifi ce that God i" look 
ing fo r is the "hurnt sacrifice." T he 
psalmist says. "The J ... ord hear thee in 
the day of trouble; the nallle of the 
God of Jacob defend thee; send thee 
help from the sanctuary, and strength­
en thee out of Zion; rClllembcr all 
thy .offerings, and (lcccrt til)' bflrllt 
sacrlfice.- grant thee according' to thine 
own heart, and fulfil all thy counsel." 
Psa. 20: 1-4. 

Gold tri ed in the fire the angel of 
the church in Laodicea was advised to 
buy-"Bay of Me gold tried in the 
fire." And the advice has pllzzled 
somc. They have inqtl ired, "Docs 
God sell what His g r<:!.ce has provid­
ed?" Some things God sells, and "gold 
tried in th<,! fire" is one of those things, 
and the price that YOll 111ust pay if you 
would posscss it is 'j!o Ul' sclf. Yield 
yourself unreservedly unto God, Pre­
sent your body as a li ving sacrifice. 
Bring your ofTering to the Rock, and 
let the fire that comes out o f the Rock 
make the offering a "burnt offering," 
and you will find yourself the posses­
sor of that gold that vou can obtain 
in no other way. . 

S hall I hcsitate to give myself to 
11im since li e has givcn Himself for 
me?

Early 
the next morning he carried all his 
charms, idols. etc., to the nati\'e pastor 
at the nearest toWIl, and there was an­
other bonfire of jujlls. :\n<l so it 
goes day by day. Souls arc being 
sa\'ed aild baptized ill thc Iioly Spirit, 
the sick arc gelling ht.'aled by power 
di\·ine. Sometimes \'(.'ry early in the 
morning when we first arise pcople arc 
at the door to tell ho\\ thcy wcre sa\'cc! 
in thc evcning prayer mceting and that 
they no longer trust their jujus. They 
often bring their idob with thelll and 
hunl thelll in our yard."

Giue Us Prayer 

Some years ago a number of natives 
of the Solol11on Tslanci!; ill the South 
Seas, began to ha\'e a thirst for edu­
cation and so they attcnded a mission 
school in Queensland in large numbers. 
Thc), found that tht ~chool ther had 
cOl11e to attend was 011(' of prayer. and 
a place where th{'\' were tal1~ht the 
way of eternal Ii fl.." The go\'~rnment 
of J\ustralia res('nted the coming in 
of these nati\'('~ to (lu('cnsland' and 
passed a law that t h,,;'- wcre all to be 
deported. The night -hdorc their de­
portation iherc was a farewell meet­
ing and one of the natives spoke for 

the rest. li e said, "Brothers, we came 
from our islands of darkness to youI' 
land of light. Theil we heard of One 
\\:ho died for us long ago. \\'e ne"cr 
heard of 11 illl before; and we fOHnd 
this good for our hearts. So we came 
to Icarn about llim, and we learned 
to pray to 11im .. hllr')t wc only came 
to school, but soon Wt' camc to ] esus ; 
and He who died for us so long ago 
-He callle into our hcart~. Now we 
belong to Him, alld our hearts arc not 
dark any more, but full of light, and 
we arc praising God, But 1I0W your 
country is casting liS out, and we Illust 
go back into the darkness of our 
islands. \Ve arc like that diver who 
went down into the dcep waters. This 
man is safe only bee~lIsc they giYe 
him wind. They pUIl1P it down to him, 
and watch for hi111 all the time. \\'e 
too arc going down far away into dark­
ness. 1t is too strong for us. \Vc arc 
not very strong. O. brothers, you hold 
the line for us! You watch for us. 
YOli not forget \I S when we are far 
a\\'ay. Oh brothcr<:o, when \~e go 
down into deep waters, you gl\'c us 
wind! Give liS wind \l1' we die. Gi\'e 
us PRAYER!" Thio; cativc asked for 
that which he knew counted for most 
111 the Christian expcrit.:llce.

aspects of the Dead Sea enterprise are 
concerned solely with the extraction of 
potash and bromine. it is point cd out 
that these sal ts form the ha~(.'s o( 
scores o f products of use in chelllistry, 
photography, and medicine. Compari­
son is drawn to a well-known indus­
trial concern of the United States, 
which, starting with only potash. now 
has cxpanded its scope, manufacturing 
several score of indust rial compounds 
o f these salts . 

IIPalestine Potash Limited, which is 
the government concess ionaire for the 
extraction of the Dead Sea sa lt s. will 
produce this year for the market 3,000 
to 4.()(X) tons of potash and next year 
the outpuc is expected to be multiplied 
by three or four. The potash is used 
for agricultural fertilization. 

"The bromine plant is completed 
and producing an excellcnt quality of 
bromine--of use in medicine and pho­
tography and in the manufacturc of 
ethyl lead. Other products of the 
Dead Sea arc COlllmon salt, calcium 
chloride, now being used hy the Dead 
Sea plant for its own ice manufactllTe 
and magnes ium chloride."

Suttee (the burning of the favorite 
wife on the husband's funeral pyre) 
has. long since been abolished by the 
British Government, but perhaps since 
J ndia is trying to wrench herself loose 
frol11 the Christian government, the 
old superstitious practices are being 
renewed or revived. 

The custom of this country is that 
only the male members of the family 
accompany the corpse to the burning 
ghat: and to see the purdah wife of 
the deceased with the procession 
would have immediately caused all on­
lookers to realize suttee was to be 
performed. But there scen~s to have 
been no one to protest, and so on she 

. ',. the "so great sal-
vahon, ~"'lIch you have helped to 

make poSSIble to them? And will you 
pray that we may not need to turn 
converts away from the help they so 
need just for the lack of funds!

Some Industries of Palestine 
"Industry in Palest ine IS in its in ­

fan cy," says Th e lewish Missiollllr)l 
J[OgO::iHC. "Before the grc..lt waf it 
was almost exclusi\'ely confined to 
soap making, at Nablus and Jaffa . \ 
grcat change has taken place si nce the 
(\Iandatc. Excluding soap, the valne 
of industri al exports multiplied almost 
three times from 1925 to 1930. Ac­
cording to a comprehensive est imate 
made in the middle of 1931, the total 
capital invested ill Palestine industr ies 
amount to 6,OOO,<XX) pounds Pales­
tin ian ($30,000,000), The total num­
ber of persons earning thcir livelihood 
in factories and workshops is at pres­
ent about 20,000 to 25,000, Over 50 
per cent of these are Jews, 

"According to the last census, there 
were at the beginning o f 1930 about 
2,500 Jewish industrial enterprises Clll ­

ploying ] 1,500 persons and with a 
capital of 3,800,000 pounds ($19,000,­
(00),"

They told him tht·y knew of cases 
where pri('sts dominated local <1uthori­
til'S causing oppression and pl.T~ccutiol1 
to the I )rolcstant hody. They could 
S('(, that h(' scarcdy believed this. 

They asked him. "'\Vhat place has 
th(' Bihle in the national life?" They 
could Sl'e from his n:ply that he knew 
very little ahout the Bihle. but he told 
thcm thc priests and nuns have the 
right to gi\·e ol1e hour's religious in­
struction each week in the primary 
and s('('onciary schools, hut not in the 
l111iversit)', and that the Protestants 
have the right to withdraw from these 
lessons. 

They asked him whethtr he had 
stated that the Kcw Testament was the 
hest hook in the world. lie replied, 
"Yes." 

IT c was then asked, "Do you con­
sider Fascism as a religion?" He 
replied, "Certainly not in the tradition­
al sense, it is only that we believe in 
it with all the fervor of our being, 
and give ourselves fully to its disci­
pline." 

They questioned, "Is it true that you 
pllt the Fascist symbol ahove the 
cross?" l\f ussolini replied, "No, be­
low." 

The Premier was then questioned, 
"Do you intend to reconstitu te the 
Roman Empire?" H e answered, "One 
cannot revive a dead empire, nOr re­
call it into being. We can only re­
vive its spi rit. and be go\"erned by the 
same discipline." 

1\l r. 1\ orton began to speak to the 
Premier of the teaching of the Bible 
regarding the reforming of the Roman 
Empire, telling him it was predicted 
of God, and speaking of the alliance of 
northern nations that would likewise 
take place. 

1\lussolini leaned back in his chair 
and listened fascinated, and asked, "Is 
that reallv described in the Bible? 
\\'here is It found ?" 

They promised to send him some 
books on the subject and told him 
where in the Bible he could find these 
predictions. 

These Chri;;tian workers quoted to 
the Premier 1 Tim. 2 :5, "For there 

is one Gocl, and one nu:diator between 
(;od and man, tht man Christ Jesus." 
Speaking a word as to the possibility 
of having a Jx:r..;onal faith in Christ 
and of the joy and security flowing 
therefrom, adding that their constant 
prayer would he that he might enter 
into that same knowledge. There was 
no sign on his part 0 f assent or dissent. 
J Ie simply staled that he believed ev­
ery nation and every individual had 
need of a personal faith. lIe was 
given a copy of "The ]{cason \Vhy" 
in Italian.

and start anew buildlllg their own 
schools. A truly orthodox Fundamen­
talist would not he tolerated in many 
of the pulpits of the land today. And 
the pressure is getting worse. 

Spiritually the pressure is felt the 
keenest. Tn llIallY 1i\'es the Bible and 
prayer arc being sql1ee7ed out. Other 
things arc coming in. The Bible has 
its place on the table UNDER the 
daily "yellow" journal. There a rc a 
lot of daily illust rated papers published 
under a varict\' of titles which are 
made up largely of the sensational 
murder cases, di\"orces, etc., and are 
cleverly gotten up to appeal to the baser 
instincts of man. A sound daily paper 
is good, in fact, we ought to keep in 
tOllch with e\·ents about us but this 
other type of paper should have no 
place in our homes. \ Vere J ude here 
he might speak o( them as he did of 
certa in leaders, Hearthly, sensual, devil­
ish." Think of it, such literature 
crowds the Bible out. The radio too 
has taken its toll of Bible readers. 

The pressure is felt Illos t when we 
want to pray. And worst of all it is 
increasing steadily. The Christian who 
is really o\'ercom ing feels the t remen­
dous pressure that the devil is using 
to try to crowd God out a f his Ii fe. 

I t is a physical fact that the atmos­
phere about us has a pressure of 15 
pounds per square inch. W e are so 
constituted that an equilibrium is es­
tablished as we live in the air, other­
wise we would be crushed by its 
·weight. God has sellt his Spirit to 
baptize us and fill us so with Him­
sel f that when this spiritual pressure 
increases an eqllilibrium is establ ished 
by the Spirit within, "\Vhen the enemy 
comes in like a flood, the Spirit of the 
Lord shall Ii ft lip a standard against 
him," I saiah 59:19. This may be an­
other reason why God sent His Spirit 
at this particular time to take us 
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through. The true overcomer feels the 
great pressu-re. The pressure means 
something. 

Let us see nc..xt what the pressure 
will do for us and then what it por­
tends. 

".\11 things work logether for good 
to them that love God," Romans 8 :28. 
Since this is so it means that every­
thing that God in 11 is great mercy 
permits to come illlo our Ii ft' must 
work for God's glory. Prosperity, 
adversity, everything can be made a 
blessing if we determine to see God 
in it. The Israelites of old were told 
they would get water out of the flinty 
rock and we can get oi l out of the 
flinty rock of h:lrci circumstances. 
\\'hen the pressure is hea\'y lhere is 
one of two things to do----go through 
or blackslide. i\ obody makes you 
backslide or lose out, it is ani\' when 
you of you!" o\\"n will decide ~to "let 
up" that you begin to "'lose ouL" We 
can make the pressure bring more of 
God into our lives. The steps in the 
formation of the diamond are as fo l­
lows: 

\Pegetatiol1 which fell ages ago and 
had a little clay o!· sand deposited on 
the top of it gradually changed to 
peat. Peat with more weight upon 
it and subject to greater heat turned 
to a lignite; this in turn with greater 
heat and pressure ehanged to a soft 
or bituminous coal. \Vhen bituminoll s 
coal was subject to tremendous pres­
sure and heat it metamorphosed into 
hard coal. This in turn under incon­
ceivably greater pressure and heat was 
changed into the diamond. Chemically 
the diamond and coal arc identical. 
Most precious gems have a similar 
origin . Great pressure and heat 
change ordinary materials inio price­
less gems. So to the greatest saints 
have been made f rom the ordinary 
materials of 1i fe. The tremenc1uolls 
pressure has changed them into spark­
ling gems for God . One thing the 
pressure will do if we permit God 
to have I-l is own way, it will give LIS 

those sparkling characteristics that 
only persccution can transmit to the 
Ii fe. 

TVhat This Pressll re Portellds 
Every t ime of great pressure de­

scribed in the Bible, has been followed 
almost immediately hy a tremendous 
deliverance. \Vhcn I srael left Egypt, 
one l11 ight ha\'e found them on the 
shore of the Red Sea closely followed 
by Pharaoh and seemingly in gravest 
dange r. They were in a corner. The 
next morning found them safe on the 
other side. God had wrought a mighty 
deliverance. \ oV hen? At the moment 
of greatest danger. If, in the will of 
God, we are wedged into a corner, 
God will break the corner if necessary 
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to brin~ ddIH'rance. ,.nd He will be 
there at the right time. never late. The 
fact of tht., incrr;'l..;ing' pressure could 
Imye heen to I srad an eycr present 
sign that dl.:ii\"erallce was nearing. 

~\ similar situation ... rose in the days 
of Quct'll Esther. The terrible edict 
of Uaman which meant the extermin­
ation of the Jewish nation had been 
signed. ~lord('cai was in sackcloth, 
apparently there was no hope. \\'hen 
the sky could be no blacker God again 
bro ught a tn..'IllCIHluOliS deliverance. 

Again we st."c Elijah alonc on ~It. 
Cannel and opposing him K50 heathen 
pricsts. The prcssure is grcat; he 
SI:lllds apparently all alone: but at 
God's appoint('d tillle thc ddinTance 
COIlit'S. 

Once again, wc look for a moment 
at the hlackest hour of hi..;torv, I be­
lieve that hour wa!) at Cah'an' when 
darkness co\'cred nerything, \~'hen an 
earthquake shook the earth. and our 
Saviour ('rit'd Ollt to lL i~ God the deep­
e~t agollY of II is soul. Theil H is 
hody was laid in the tomb and it ap­
peared for the following three days 
and nights that lie had been defeated 
and all was 0\,(,1". Then was the dark­
est l illIe of history, The pressure 
reached the breaking point. It broke! 
Thc womcn arriving early ill the 1110rtl­
ing at the sepulchre found that the 
Homan seal had iJt."ell broken and that 
an empty tomb proclaimed farner to 
a doubting world that Chri st had 
arisen. The greatest miracle the 
world had evcr wi ll1cscd had been per­
forllled. nut l1ote. tllG pressure had 
risen 10 the breaking point and then 
deli verance camc, 

\Vc arc clearly conscious today of 
the pre~Sllrc internationally, ecclesiasti­
cally, economically , and spi ritually. The 
presS1Ire is geiting greater all the time. 
One day it will reach the breaking 
point. \Ve read, ''For the Lord him­
self shall descend from heaven with 
a shout, with the \'oice of the arch­
angel, and with the trump of God:
