The Judgmem of Saints 

Paul was writing to the saints when 
he said, "For we must all appear be­
fore the judgment seat of Christ; that 
e\'eryone may recciYe the things done 
in his body according to that he hath 
dOlle, whether it be good or bad."

Cor. 5 :10. This is not the judgment 
of the great white throne at which 
the sinners appear, but the judgment 
scat of Christ (tile bCllla) , Paul tells 
us concerning this judgmcnt, "Every 
man's works shall be made mani fest: 
for the clay shall declare it, because it 
shall be reyealed by fire; and the fire 
shal/ try C"i'cry mail's 'l.'lork of what 
sorl it is," That holy fire will de­
Your all the wood, ha\' , and stubble of 
unprofitable works. Paul tells us fur­
ther, "If any man's work abide ... 
he shall receive a reward. I f any man's 
work shaH be burned, he shall suffer 
loss: but he himscl f shall be saved; 
yet so as by fire." And following these 
words the apostle gi\'es us one of his 
strongest words on holiness, saying to 
us, "If any man defile the temple of 
God, him shall God dest roy; for the 
temple of God is holy, which temple 
ye are." The Lord is coming and will 
give a reward to the faithful, but these 
scriptures plainly show us that there 
will be eternal loss for all who have 
been builders in wood and hay and 
stubble. EYen though they may be 
saved by fire it would seem as though 
they would have to go rewardless 
thrOllghout eternity.

Ous (;rc:ck. passed the abode of the 
Sircns, he tied himself to the mast in 
order that he might not yield to their 
allurement. llere w(' bave a picture 
of merely natural self-conlrol. But 
when Orphclls passed these islands he 
~al on the deck and listened to the sing-
1I1g of these temptresses with cool in­
diITerellce. \\'hy? H e himself was a 
good musician and could make melody 
more beautiful than theirs , The beauty 
of the Lord within us will make us 
proof against the alluring tinsel and 
charm of worldly temptation.

Th~v sent 
halllmock carril'rS aill.'r me, and- great 
was my disappointl1ll:nt when a sud­
den attack of fewr prC\"cJltcd my go­
ing and cOlllpdlerl I11C to send them 
hack without me. It was hard to see 
how ihat mig-ht work for good, unless 
to Il':1ch me to trllst the Lord in sick­
ness as \\"<:11 as in health, but how 
ahout tho:ic to whom I had intended 
ministering? .-\s the days went on and 
it seemed 1 should not be permitted 
to go at all, a plan presented itself 
to IllC. \\·h\· not ask them to come 
here? Our -native worker and some 
others with him. went for a few days' 
meeting- in the difTerent places, and in­
vited the Christians to come for a few 
days' Bihle study, pr<lyer. a baptismal 
servicc and the 1.0r<l\, Supper. 

Knowing it wa." fal ming time and 
most of them wcre \·ery busy, I won­
<!en.·d ju-;t how many would respond. 
So eager were they, t hat they began 
cOlll ing in twO day~ before 1 expected 
thelll and when all were counted, there 
wefe 38 [rom fi vc di fTerent places. 
l\lany others were compelled, or felt 
the\· were, to stay at home and work 
on their ianns.

But according 
to Tillie the problem is not settled, for 
the agreement must be ratified by Bri­
tain, France, Germany, Japan , Italy, 
and BelgitllT!, Hitler, the German 
radical, was frankly skeptical about 
the agreement, concerning which he 
sa id, ;'This treaty will not be worth 
more than three marks (71 cents) in­
side of six months." The nations will 
not truly and completely forgive one 
another's debts until they get a change 
of heart.
