They werc not satisfied 
with their own spiritual state and wer e 
earnestly seeking God to be filled w ith 
the lloly Spirit. To one of these groups 
came a preacher from the old Awza St. 
Mission in Los Angeles, Calif.. with tht"

the IInal eXl'lTisc of sp<.'ak ing ill ' othcr 
tongues as tile S pi r it of God gave ut · 
!crance. S01llC of thi s speaking in 
tong ucs scellled to ('"0111 (' gcnt ly, un.1C­
companied by any noteworthy manifesta ­
tions save those o f ~rcat joy. Other mani­
festa tions came with great power and ec­
~ Iasy, as though a m ighty avalanche of 
Hllseen power seized the seeker and filled 
hi m with rapturol1s g lo ry. These manifes­
tations only increased the hunger and an­
ticipation of other seekers, who hegan 
to seck the Lord clail)' for II is f ul1ness. 
Some werc prost rated under the powcr 
of God for hours a t a time. Others hali 
visions of hc.:1vcn and of hell. Others 
wcrc led by the Spirit through the ag­
onies of Calvary. These experiencl:s 
were so rea l that those receiving thclT! 
would weep in an agony of spirit and 
then be lifted to the lo fti est heights of 
exa ltation. T Ilvariably they came through 
with a tremcndotlsly increased concep­
tion of the value of the blood of Chri st 
and the cros~ , r esu lting in a whole­
hearted and complete consecration to 
God. 

~1r parents aUellded these meetings 
a nd were com ';nced from the beginning 
that God was visiting His people once 
more. They both became candidates for 
the Baptism in the I fo l), Ghost. The 
conversation in our home took a decidf'd 
turn toward spiritual things, and the 
entire family was affected thereby. I 
did not pay much attention at the first 
although I had no doubt of the real ity 
of the things I heard spoken of. Then 
my own mothe r came home wi th the 
Baptism in the Holy Spirit. She gave 
every evidence of the great experience 

that had collle into l1('r life. ~he would 
wetp with jo)'. She would ~pend much 
time with her Bible and in prayer and 
both father alld lIlolh .. :r continued to at­
tend the mectillgs cach night. Finally 
J decided to drop in to st'<.' for myself. 

()ne ~unda)', ('ar!) in .\])ri l. after 
~pcndil1g most of the afternoon in the 
country with a (;<:I111t..'l'a, I dropped into the 
back of the dlllrch to sec what was go­
ing on. TIll' aftCrllc)(lll met,ti ng was 
about half ov('r. Th{'rc did not seem 
to 1)(' any prog-ram l·s l){'cially. The peo­
ple were g-l'ttlng to their fl'ct. one by 
one, and tt:stifying to t lll..'ir expericnces. 
The a ir seemed to he surcharged wi:h 
thc spirit of joy and expectancy. Every­
one was smiling and encouraging e\'cry­
one else. 

.\.., the ll1eeting con tlll11cd, olle n~an 

a u ell1ptcd to give a testimony when he 
was inter rtlptcd by the It'ader who askcu 
him to ,vait for a Ill0l11ent. for he sensed 
the Lord \\'anted to do someth ing. The 
mall wailed for 4:\ m01llcnt and then at­
tl'lllpted to testify again. Once more 
the leader interru pted hi111. Then 1 be­
came conscious oi Ih(· soulld of singing, 
firs t vcry low, then increasing in vol­
ume. One person afte r another arose 
to their fect , \\'Ith hands up stretched 
and with eyes closed. while the singing 
rose and fell ill a wonderf ul chant. a 
song without words, o r in a language 
that was unknown to me. I had neyer 
heard anything like it be fore, IJill the at­
t itude of the worshippers was so re v­
erential and the musie so heavenly that 
I knew instinctively that I was witness­
ing a manifestation of the Spirit of God, 
and I was moved to tears. 

An al tar call was g iven at the close 
of the service and sec..:kers crowded 
around the fro ll t of the church to seek 
the Lord. J\lan)' of them stayed on their 
faces in prayer before the Lord all 
through the supper hOlll'. Seeking the 
Lord seemed io he the primary order 
o f the day, and all other things second­
a ry. I was much impressed and ex­
pressed a desire to !:> hake hands with the 
leader before leaving the church, Illueh 
to the secret deligh l of 111)' mother, who 
had been praying earnestly for me. but 
wi sely keeping si lcnt lest she spoil the 
work of the S pir:t in my li fe . 

Then I began attending the services 
n ightly. It was a real Holy G host re­
vi val sllch as 1 had often heard of but 
never before experienced.

continucd to attend the stnices 
nightly. The) were growing in power 
and in attL'ndance. .\ fter l'ach ,",cn·ice. 
an altar call "'mlld be g i vt'll , and men, 
WOI1](·I1. and children would crowd for­
ward to wait ill prayer hdon.' the Lord 
until a late hour. Often the t'arly morn­
ing hour!; would find seekl'rs stili at the 
altar. SlICiJ \\"a~ the intellsitv of dcsire 
and hungcr for God. Sonic of these 
were yielding to Christ fo r the first timc. 
backsliders were lX'ing- reclaimed. son~e 
recci\'cd \\'ondcr f ul e.x:per icnccs of the 
Baptism in the I [oly Spirit, accompanied 
by the spcaking in other tongucs as the 
S pirit gavc utte rance. 

In those <lays the old Holiness tca('l1 -
ing of a second work of grace was l1l11ch 
stressed in these Pentecostal revivals. It 
was taught that a sinner must be COll­

, 'erted. then sanctified a~ a second work 
of grace, and finally baptized with the 
lIoly Spirit. ] Ie must receive these as 
three separate and distinct experiences. 
I did not fully under stand it all, but un ­
der the urge of this preaching I \\'ent 
forward one night to be sanctified. 1'11<.: 
church was fuJI and I thought there 
wou ld be many ot hers at lhe altar, hilt 
as it happclled. I was the olily one who 
went forward that night. Being some­
what o£ a retiring nature, I hecame quite 
self-conscious when I found I had the 
ent ire altar to myself. and was tempted 
to get to my feet and to flee. Then 
reason asserted it self and T resolved that 
since my motive was right, I would stay 
ri ght th~rc unti l the Lord did something 
for me. 

The leader of the meeting knelt hy 
my side, after the benediction was pro­
nounced, and inquired ahout my spiri tual 
s tate and m)' desires.

deliverer at the appointed time who 
should lead them out of the oppression 
of Egypt's bondage and into a land flow­
ing with milk and honey. 

And nearly fifteen centuries later, at 
the appointcd timc, Goel, in His won­
drolls love and grace, brought forth the 
Deliverer who should lead a fallen, lost 
people out of the darkness of sin an.d 
despair, into a place of rest where IS 

found righteousness and joy and peace 
in the Holy Ghost. Blessed be His name 
forever! 

We arc told (Exoc\. 13: 17) that after 
Pharaoh had let the people go God did 
not lead them through the way of the 
land of the Philistines, lest they should 
repent when they see war and return to 
Egypt. How like ollr God to be so mind­
ful and considerate of His little chil­
dren. Not that He would condone our 
weakness and lack of stability, but that 
lIe would help tiS to gain st rength and 
confidence in Him, by manifesting H im­
self in c1aily helpfulness as we walk wi th 
Him. Vve have all seen the tender, watch­
ful care of the parent as the litt le child 
takes its first steps. Every object which 
might cause st11mbling is carefully re­
moved frolll its pathway, and there is 
an ever ready hand near by to save the 
little body frolll a fa ll when the legs are 
weak and the balance is imperfect. Many 
times the child must be urged to walk 
by the sight of some prized object at the 
end of its little journey. But with ev­
ery few steps taken there comes new 
confidence and ability, and soon the child 
is able to jump over the objects which 
at first had to be so care fully removed 
from its pathway. So it is with us. God 
must lead us in a longer route, many 
times, in order to avoid those stumbling 
blocks which might cause us to turn back 
to Egypt. 

The Isradit<:s murmured for food and 
murmured for water; they complained 
and \\lcre discontented; but God was lead­
ing them on and gi~ing them unn~is­
takable evidence of 111S love by opening 
up the Red Sea and delivering them from 
the Egyptians whcn it s('emed there was 
no way out; by providing food and wa­
ter in the face of their murmuring, by 
giving them the cloud and the fire, etc. 

And now, as we come to the Scrip­
ture we have rcad, we see that the time 
has come for God to deal with them in 
a little different manncr. He speaks of 
!lis dealings with them thus far, in the 
words. "Ye have seen what I did unto 
the Egyptians, and how I bare you on 
cagle's wings, and brought you unto my­
self," This is a beautiful picture of 
God's dealing in man's carly Christian 
cxpericnce. \Vc arc familiar with the 
story of the mother cagle teaching the 
eaglet to fly. Swooping past th~ nest 
with a tempting morsel of food III her 
talons. she coaxes and urges the eaglet 
to follow iler. He seems to have a de­
sire to do so, but upon ri sing to the edge 
of thc nest and looking down, the deep, 
yawning chasm beneath brings stich fear 
and trembling that he is unable to launch 
out. 

Then the mother grows impatient, flies 
above the nest. and descending with a 
wild cry she shikes the nest with her 
wing and sends it out into the space 
beneath. T hrown into midair without 
support, the eaglet spreads his wings, 
makes a feeble effort to fly but is soon 
overcome wi th fear, and seems doomed 
to destruction as it tumhles and flutters 
downward through space. But not so! 
Seemingly unnoticed by the eaglet, the 
mother has been flying about trying to 
encourage him to fly, but when she sees 
his plight she quickly swoops down un­
derneath, and, ere the eaglet real izes what 
is taking place. he finds himself resting 
on his mother 's back and being carried 
safely until he is rested and has gained 
his composure. 

Then, without warning, she glides from 
underneath and he is again forced to 
try his own wings, and he does so with 
better success. This is repeated unt il he 
is 110 longer a fearful, falter ing little 
eaglet who sees only the chasm beneath, 
but has become a soaring, far·s ighted 
bird, whose eye is upon the Slln and who 
is noted for strength and prowess. T his 
is the position of the mature Christian 
-with his far·sccing eye fixed upon the 
Sun of Righteousness he is able to soar 
above the pitfalls and chasms of the en­
emy's terr itory, in full confidence that he 
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wili be sustained and kept in cvery time 
of trial. 

"If ye will obey my \'oice, and keep my 
covenant, ye shall be a peculiar treasure 
unto mc above all people." Now 1 have 
a treasure box. It is my pCClIliar treas· 
ure because the things contained therein 
are of value only to me. Others might 
wonder why onc would give sI?ace to 
such trifles as a coral brooch willch has 
lost its pin, so is useless, but to me, as 
a little child. it was a most beautiful gift 
from an elderly woman who had had it 
since her childhood, and I ha\'c always 
cherished it; tiny, s1110th piece of drift­
wood with a date written upon it, which 
represents m)' first trip to the sand dunes 
on the shore of Lake Michigan; a pen­
cil box 111)' brother brought frolll Japan; 
trinkets missionaries have brought from 
far countr ies: snapshots that bring to 
memory prccious friends and happy oc­
cas ions; letters saved from childhood­
some from those who have gone on to be 
with the Lord; letters exchanged in the 
days of our courtship; these and many 
other things go to make up my peculiar 
treasure. Of no value to others, yet 
occupying a high place in Illy affections, 
I have prized them and guarded them 
through many years. 

The world looks upon God's people 
<mel sees them as of little value-no doubt 
wonders why space and time are given 
them. (And we, from our side thank 
God that, though we are ilL the world, 
we are not of it.) But God looks upon 
us through the blood of His Son, our 
Lord Jesus Christ, and sees us as His 
own. And He goes a little farther and 
says that i { we obey His voice and keep 
His covenant, we shall be a peculiar 
treasure lInto Him abm·c all people. 
'''hat a coveted place! J t1st the thought 
of occupying the place before my Fa­
ther that 111:)1 t reasure occupies before 
me, so thrills me that I have a deep de~ 
sire to lay aside all else ~nd be found 
in a place of hearing and obeying His 
vo ice. 

In Titus 2: 14 we read! hat Jesus Christ 
gave Himself for us, that He might re­
deem us from all iniquity, and purify 
unto Himself a peculiar ])Cople,-i. e., 
a people for His own possession-zeal­
OllS of good works. Now my treasure is 
inanimate and has ·value only as it re· 
calls the past, but God's peculiar treas­
ure is alive unto Him, looking back only 
to the cross of Calvary, and made unto 
Him a kingdom of pr iests and an holy 
nation . May God help us to fulfill the 
priestly office in interceding for precious 
lost souls and fo r our brothers and sis­
ters in the Lord, and 111a), our lives be 
so separated and sanctified unto H im that 
we shall indeed be that peculiar treasure 
above all people.

(Five pounds of black 
soy bean flour costs eigh teen rubles. An 
ordinary worker receives per month 100-
120 rubles, while a specialist receives 
250-300 rubles.) People often must wait 
in line from 2 a. m. till 7 a. m. to get 
their portion. Chri stians, who are not 
given the right to work in government 
factories, usually arc not permitted to buy 
food in the regular stores; they must 
secure it elsewhere. One can buy secret­
ly bootlegged food art icles. but at an ex­
cessive price. Due to the collectivism 
and the dumping of Soviet food articles 
on the foreig n market, food-stuffs in 
Russia arc becoming more and more 
scare. In C'lucasia, the native country 
of Stalin, the present ruler of Russia, 
one can still buy some food, but it has 
been the sad experience of many who 
have gone there for food to be arrested 
and then banished. 

"In th e COllrsr of COHversation with 
these peop/c from Russia, 'we leanl ed Ihat 
most of 011.1' filII gospel workers arc 1'~ 
rxile, either in Illmber cOflcellt ration 
camps, or in fhr 'Worst p,-isoll in th e 
world : away north 'Where tlt e polar bears 
1·oam . 

" f\ leading worker was sent to the lum­
ber camp at ,. for eight years. He 
was sentenced for three years because he 
carried a Bible, and for five additional 
years because he dared to preach the gos­
pel. Before send ing him to thi s land of 
many tears and graves, the Soviets of­
fered him a high position with the gov­
ernment if he would renounce his faith 
in Christ. God gave him grace to say 
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'1\0'; and now he is up there, over three 
thou:.and miles from his home and fam~ 
il)', in a place wherc during the ~ummer 
the snow is fot1r feet deep and during 
the winter twice that depth. \Vithoul 
iood, without proper clothing, he must 
endure that ~(:\"t'rt: climate where often 
the thermometer regi~tcrs eighty degrees 
belo\\' zero, Fahrenheit. lie must work 
ten hours a day, 

] n the morning his food consists of a 
sll!all slice of black soy br(.'ad and a Clip 

of hot water colored by pouring it over 
a mixture of dry heets and carrots-of 
course there is no sugar for th is 'Sov~ 
iet tea.' \t noon he swalJows the soup 
he rcceiv6, made of hot water and a 
~maJl boiled potato, and cats another small 
sl ice of black hread. Before resuming work 
at two o'clock. he runS into the dark 
iorest, kneds, and cries \1nto God with 
many tears that speedy deliverance may 
come. ;\ t the c1o~c of a day of hard 
labor, he is ag-ain givcn a cup of 'SaviN 
tea.' as in the morning. This man. who 
formerly was the picture of health, now 
can hardly he recognized. Thus te~ti­
fies the one who saw him onlv a short 
time ago. and who related th(: story to 
the writer. 

" The eyes of this noble man of God 
who is spending' the ci rrary days in the 
fa r north arc turned toward the sain ts in 
;\mcrica and in other countries where 
the Christians still have plenty to cat and 
liberty to worsh ip. H e has begged with 
tea rs that we remen~ber him in prayer 
and do what is poss ible to get him out 
of that awful place. If deliverance does 
not come speedily, our brother cannot 
survive until next summer. IIi s body 
is exhausted becau~e of sta rvation . Oh, 
for i nterces~ors who will stand true in 
prayer till the prisoner shall be releas('d. 
You need not know hi s name. \ ·Ve don't 
want to mention it because the enemies 
of the Cross may get hold of this article 
and execute the brother before help can 
come, God knows him; you need only 
to pray for thi s wlkllOWII soldier of the 
Cross.

111, and as the fo lds of the ten t closed 
behind him. I Ie llursed his compan ions 
throngh. oJl(, after ann lhl'r ; hut he sac­
rifircd his own heroic life. \\'c took a 
coffin to the tent, and amid the music 
of the waves and the moaning of the 
palms, while the hugle sounded taps, we 
ca rried hi!i hody down to its qu iet rest­
ing place. 

On that hitter winte r morning a y('ar 
latcr , that hum ble German couple had 
driven fourteen miles th rough cold and 
storm tha t t hey might look upon the 
face of the Illall who had led their hoy 
to Ch ri st ! 

I have had it sa id of me by thc un­
believer tha t I am "gett ing paid" for my 
work. I an~ indeed "getting paid," and 
the sala ry is big. T hink YOtl not that 
as ) stood there while the old man's lips 
trembled and I felt the hot tears of that 
humble-hearted, grateful mother falling 
on my hand, I was be ing pa id? Yes , 
1 am "getting pa id." Noth ing pays like 
leading someone to Christ.

there, by order of a Chief of Police 
whose ve ry name st l'llck terror to Chris­
tian hearts, to the Central Poli cc Office 
in Stamboul. Here another shock await­
ed her, for she was informed that she 
had been ca lled before a martial court 
at R odosto, a port a ll the north shore 
o f the Sea o f :\Iannora, over a hundred 
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miles frolll Constantinople. Rodosto? 
She had never been there. She knew 
no one there. She had never had the 
slightest connection with any pcrson or 
any thing in Rodosto. But her protests 
were of no avail, nor could she find out 
what her accusation was. To Rodosto 
she Illust go. Only onc concession was 
granted-as a great favor and after 
much effort on the part of the mission­
ary-a delay of iwo days in which to 
make arrang'l'IlH:nts and say goodbycs. 
I nstcad a f being allowed to hurry 
~traighl hOllie, she was relayed from 
police station to police station. walking 
through the streCt!i of Con!-.lantinople 
alongside a hand of men criminals in 
handcuffs and escorted hy all armed 
guard. 

Diamant' ... family and friends were in 
despair. ~ome counselled night, but 
she ref uscd. Some urged her to feign 
sickness l but she refused . O n the sec­
ond and last night o f her two days' res­
pite, Dic.l1llant suddenly began to ru n a 
tcmpl.!rature. An. \rmenian I1tJJ'SC friend 
hrought a thermometer, and fonnd that 
she had a temperature of over 102. A 
Covcl'llment doctor was called in, cor­
rohoratcd the temperature, and signed 
a certificate that she must have fifteen 
days in which to recuperate. Half an 
hour aft...:r he left, the temperature 
dropped to normal! 

Those fifteen days of apprehension 
wcre a great strain, but they gave an 
opportuni ty to variolls friends to make 
various petitions to alleyiate her precar­
iOlls position. The German C011 SII1 a id­
ed in repre ... cntations to the author ities, 
asking tha t the case be transferred to 
Constantinople ; or, failing that, request­
ing permission fo r some older pe rson to 
accompany her to Rodosto. 1\11 efforts 
were in va in . T o H.odosto she must 
go-and alone. 

* * * • * 
It is four o'clock in thc morn ing. T he 

streets are dark. E verything is qu iet ex­
cept for that confused murmur that per­
meates a big city when it is stretching 
it self and yawning and waking up to 
another dawn. A heavy fist thum ps on 
Diamant' s door and makes everyone 
shudder . The last goodbyes are said, 
the last embraces a re loosened, but thc 
last tea rs have not yet been shed. Dia­
mant walks away with the genda rme. 
From poli ce office to police office she is 
escorted , until at eight o'clock they reach 
the Central Office. H ere the), wait hours 
for the Chiei, and when he appears he 
rules that it is too latc for Diamant to 
start for R oclosto. so shc llluSt go to 
the guesthol1 sc. That sounds hospitable , 
docs it not ? But even plucky Diamant 
shivers . The ;'guest-hotl se" is the pris­
on where t he hangings a re ca rri cd out. 

Diamant was put into a court with 
fifteen other women pri soners, and her 
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heart fa iled her when those vile members 
of the lowest dregs of society g reeted 
her with blasphemous language and 
coar3C je5ts. She felt in5pired with a 
collviction that God Il!u .. t havc 50me 
work for her to do right there. She op­
cned her Bible and read aloud from the 
Psalm5, to the wonder and edificat ion of 
her compan ions-in-misery. The keeper 
of the "gue:,t-house" and his wife de­
clared that they had had ma~lr kinds of 
wOlllcn pass through their hands, but 
never one like he r, and that ~he mllst 
be a n angel in human fOfm, who would 
soon be deliyered, 

It \\las well fur Diamant that, know­
ing the queer wapi of justice and in­
justice. she had sewn a row of gold 
coins in her belt. She had Heed of 
them , for whe1l she and her gendarme 
set out in the train the ncxt morn ing, 
she discoycred that she was c.xpcctcd to 
foot the bill. .\ rrind at Rodosto sta­
tion, she had to b..1.rgain for a carriarre . . 
to dnve to Ihe town- three hours dis-
tant by road, ~ervolls ahoHt doing this 
alone with her rough soldier, she begged 
an A rmenian woman and her daughter, 
likewise bound for Rodosto, to share 
her carriage. They refused, fearful lest 
they bring down conderp.llalioll on their 
own heads hy IX'illg scen with a Greek 
prisoner. A lone in the carriage, Dia­
mallt again thought of the protection that 
is hetter than ~larr or s\vo rd the Word 
of God. Once again she opened her 
Bible and in~tl'ucted her ~lohall1l11edan 
escort. abou t God and tht:: prophecies. At 
that t1l11e there was a deep respect for 
any sincere rel ig ion, as such, and the man 
was immensc\y impressed. ~he was an 
entirely new "type'· to him. lIe would 
not let her send a telegram to her fam­
ily announcing her arrival in Rodosto 
assuring her that so good a woman a~ 
she would soon be set f rec, His new 
respect for her was well shown when 
they found that the case could not be 
heard until the nex t day, for he whis­
pered something in somebody's ear, and 
another somebody got permission for her 
to spcnd the nighl in the hotel instead of 
III the prison. 

Next Il'!orning came the real trial·­
in e\lcry sense of the word, Diamant 
was made to stand before six anstere 
judges, who sat round a table. She was 
still in enti re ignorance as to her ac­
cusat ion. Then a letter was show n her 
-a ,letter she had wr itten a long time 
previously, 011 notepape r with the head­
i ~g of her l\li ss ionary Society, and 
SIgned by her own hand. It was to an 
Armenian professo r, and contained this 
incrimi nating sentence, "Last Sunday 
Pastor X preached a very influential 
se rmon."
