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ND as He entered
into a certain vil-
lage, there met
Him ten men that
were lepers, which
stcod afar off:
And they lifted up
their voices and
said, Jesus, Mas-
ter, have mercy on
us. And when He
saw them, He said
unto them, Go
shew  yourselves
unto the priests.
And it came to
pass, that, as they
went, they were
cleansed. And one of them, when he
saw that he was healed, turned back, and
with a loud voice glorified God, and fell
down on his face at His feet, giving
thanks: and he was a Samaritan. And Je-
sus answering said, Were there not ten
cleansed ? but where are the nine? There
are not found that returned to give glo-
ry to God, save this stranger. And He
said unto him, Arise, go thy way: thy
faith hath made thee whole.” Luke 17:
12-19.

The healing of the ten lepers is worthy
of especially careful study presenting,
as it does, features not found in con-
nection with other miracles of healing
performed by our Lord Jesus Christ dur-
ing His earthly ministry.

First; it is a group healing. We have
here ten men, a number which is often
associated in the Scriptures with tests, or
trials, for instance the ten days during
which the children of Judah at the court
of Babylon, including Daniel, were tested,
or tried, on a diet of pulse, after which
they were found ten times better than all
the magicians and astrologers in the
realm, and fairer and fatter in flesh
than all the children which did eat the
king’s meat; and the ten days of tribu-
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lation promised the church of Smyrna to
try them so that the faithful unto death
might be awarded a crown of life.

In the case of the healing of the ten
lepers it would seem to be God’s remedy
for disease, His Word (“He sent His
word and healed them.” Psalm 107:20),
which is tested or tried.

In establishing the therapeutic value of
any remedy in a certain disease it is
quite usual to try it out on a group of
sufferers from that particular malady, and
that is precisely what was done in the
case of the ten lepers.

These men differed no doubt in other
respects, mentally, morally, and socially,
but they had one thing in common, their
hopeless misery, for they were—all ten
of them—Ilepers.

Even in their leprosy they differed no
doubt, for among ten cases some would
necessarily be more aggravated than oth-
ers. There would be those still in the
incipience of the disease, others further
advanced with more marked symptoms,
and others still presenting the appalling
changes, such as sloughing of large por-
tions of the flesh producing hideous de-
formity, which characterize the last stag-
es, in which almost all resemblance to
humanity is sometimes obliterated.

Lepers usually hid themselves from the
public gaze in their liars, for they were
not permittted to mingle with their kind
for fear of contagion. How then can we
account for this public gathering of suf-
ferers from the loathsome disease?
Whence did they derive the courage to
take such a daring step?

Some way there had been borne to
them by the “wind that bloweth where it
listeth” a Name, a mighty Name, a Name
above every Name, Jesus of Nazareth,
who healed even the leper, and faith came
by hearing, and they determined to reach
Him if they had to imperil their lives to
accomplish it, hence this pitiful assem-
blage.

i

Rabbis, doctors of the Law, scribes,
and Pharisees, would have recoiled from
them as from poisonous reptiles. Priests
and Levites would have drawn their robes
tight about them to avoid pollution, but
Jesus, the spotless Lamb of God, in
vites sinners, and sick folks, mo matter
how awful their depravity, or loathsome
their disease, to come to Him and find
rest.

And when He saw them, standing afar
off as the Law bade them (Thank God
we under grace are brought nigh by
the Blood of Christ), but lifting up their
voices determinedly, concertedly, in the
piteous chorus, “Jesus, Master, have
mercy on us!” He replied immediately.
He always does. There 1s not a soul in
existence who dare assert that Jesus ever
failed to answer when he cried to Him
for mercy. He “saw” them through and
through and recognized that it was a
heart cry and He answered it.

But what an answer? How startling
His reply! How unexpected His com-
mand !

“Go shew yourselves unto the priests.”

“Go shew!” Why they had been in-
dustriously hiding themselves, concealing,
covering, cloaking, for they well knew
that they were vile beyond expression,
rotten, putrid, decaying, dying on their
feet.

“Go shew yourselves unto the priests?”
The officials charged with the responsi-
bility of making the minutest inspection,
and declaring the leper an outcast from
human society, if symptoms of the dread
disease were discovered, also were
empowered to issue a clean bill of health
to the cleansed leper which restored him
to his privileges as one of God’s people.

The word Jesus spoke to them healed,
and commanded them, because they were
healed, to present themselves to the priests
for official certification of the fact.

The Great I Am

The first reason why 1 believe in divine
healing is because I believe in the one
who does not change. His name was and
is and ever will be the great I AM; not
the great / was, but the great I AM.
The people of this old world with their
burdens, with their sins, with their heart-
aches, with their cares, and with their
disappointments, are not interested so
much in the Christ of history; they are
interested in the Christ who can meet
modern emergencies and satisfy human
needs, meet every contingency and prove
Himself the Saviour of our souls and the
Healer of our bodies. If divine healing
is not for today the name of God is not
the great I AM.

There is no difference between the
ministry of Jesus when He was here on
earth in physical form and the ministry
of Christ in the day in which we live. 1
believe in divine healing because “Jesus
Christ is the same yesterday, to day, and
for ever” (Heb. 13:8), and as long as
that is the case He is sufficient to heal
every sickness because IHe always has
been. He is the great I AM.

You remember the seven redemptive
names of Jehovah. Seven is the divine
number, It is the complete number. If
you were to leave out one, making God
the possessor of six redemptive names,
you would give Him the human number.
Seven is the divine number and six the
htiman number all through the Word of
God.

The seven redemptive names of God
cover the complete ministry of God, and
cover the whole of God's attitude toward
a lost race. And were you to rob God of
one of His redemptive names you would
rob Him of one of His inherent attri-
butes. Jehovah-Rapha, I am the Lord
that healeth thee, is one of the redemptive
names of God. What right have we to
take that out of the Word of God? What
right have we to claim that the other six
names are in operation, but this is not?

Christ Atoned for Sickness

The second reason why I believe divine
healing is for today is that Christ paid
for our sickness just as He paid for our
sins. How do T know it? Because the
Bible says so. The 53rd chapter of
Isaiah, the great chapter that has to do
with the atoning, vicarious, substitutional
ministry of Jesus Christ, says so. If a
man is walking down the street, bowed
beneath a heavy load on his back, and
somebody comes along and lifts that load
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from his back and carries it himself, we
call that substitution. The very heart
of the Gospel story is centered around
the substitutional sacrifice that has been
offered for sin. He not only came to
lift the load of our sins from our backs,
but He came to pay the penalty that was
attendant because of our transgression
and our sin.

“Bearing shame and scoffing rude,

In my place condemned He stood,
Sealed my pardon with His blood;
Hallelujah! What a Saviour!”

And in the self-same manner in which
He bore our sins He bore our sicknesses
too. Dr. Young, in his translation of Isa.
53:6, says, ‘‘Jehovah hath caused to meet
on him the punishment of us all.” In the
marginal reading on that page you will
find he says, “Punishment, misery, tears,
remorse, anxiety, fear, and sickness.”
Did He only complete a partial redemp-
tive work? “He hath caused to meet on
Him,” or “God made Him bear, God
made Him carry” the punishment of
every one of us for our sin—and sin
causes sickness, Jesus Himself declared
it—the Gospels themselves emphasize it.
“Ought not this woman, being a daugh-
ter of Abraham, whom Satan hath bound,
lo, these eighteen years, be loosed from
this bond on the sabbath day?"” Luke 13:
16. Christ put sickness where it belong-
ed—not as the work of God, but as the
work of the devil, as a fruit of sin, as an
outgrowth of iniquity; and God caused
it to be placed on Him in a substitutional
way—the punishment of us all. And not
only sin, but the result of sin. That is
what Christ came to do, He came to des-
troy the works of the devil. 1 John 3:8.

Do you mean to tell me that cancers
come from God? Then darkness comes
out of light! Then holiness comes from
the devil! The thing is unthinkable, it
is un-Scriptural.  Everybody ought to
see that when Jesus, the matchless Son of
God, endured the suffering and pain of
having His body broken, and when He
went to the cross and died—when He
stood that, Ile not only atoned for our
sins but He atoned for everything that
comes as a result of sin.

He declared: “I am the the resurrec-
tion, and the life: he that believeth in
me, though he were dead, yet shall he
live: and whosoever liveth and believeth
in me shall never die.” John 11:25-26.
He broke the power of death; He went
into Sheol; He went into hell. He came
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back with the keys, and He announced to
the world and to the angels that He had
conquered death.

There is coming a Resurrection Day.
O Death, you have ridden like a black
charger—into the graves you have thrown
your victims, and you laugh in our faces,
vou mock our tears, and you leer at our
sorrows; but Death, your victory is not
going to last forever. One of these days
my Lord is coming to complete His re-
demptive work, to complete the ministry
He started. He fulfilled it as He was
told to fulfill it, as far as His purpose
went ; but when He comes in the clouds
of glory, Death, your power is going to be
broken, and out of the graves our loved
ones in Christ are going to rise and are
going to meet the Lord in the air. Hal-
lelujah!

Listen to me—the man who denies that
healing is in the atonement makes the suf-
ferings of Christ of no consequence and
the scourging of Christ absolutely un-
necessary. Did you get that? Why was
He scourged? Why were the stripes put
on the back of Jesus? Why the torture
by the cruel soldiers on that day, until
the Father hid His face and the angels
could not look over the battlements of
heaven, it was such a sight? Can you
tell me, modern preacher, why God the
Father allowed the bruising of the Sav-
iour the way He did? You say His death
was necessary. Why, He could have died
without the scourging, He could have
died without the lashing, He could have
died without enduring physical pain. But
in order to give you health He had to bear
pain, because pain and sickness and suf-
fering were the penalty for sin, and if
He had not borne your penalty you would
have had to bear it.

It is just the same as if some young
man was convicted of a criminal act and
he was sentenced to prison; a set judg-
ment was passed on him. But another
man said, “I will pay for that man’s in-
iquity, I will atone for that man’s sin. He
is going to prison for two years. Let me
go down for two years, I will take his
place.” That is just what Jesus did for
vou. Sentence was passed on you and on
the whole earth. These things were the
natural consequence of iniquity. God said
they would be.  They were the out-
growths, they were the fruitage of trans-
gression and revolution against God. And
when Jesus came to save us He came to
bear on His own body the penalty for
every sin. That is why He suffered. In
order that we might have life He had to

die. In order that we might have healing
He suffered in your place.

Redeemed from the Curse

The third reason is, Jesus came to re-
deem us from the curse of the law. Gal.
3:13. If you will turn back to the Old
Testament you will find in Deut. 28:22,
27, 28 the curses of the law listed: Con-
sumption, fever, inflammation, emerods,
scab, itch, madness, blindness, plagues,
all the diseases of Egypt, “and also every
other sickness and plague which is not
written in this book.” Now that covers
everything, doesn't it? Was Paul right
when he said that Christ came to redeem
us from the curse of the law? Do you
believe yvou could rely on the Word of
God? I do.

My Bible says, that Jesus came to re-
deem us from the curse of the law. And
do you know, I am foolish enough to
believe the Bible. I believe it is God’s
Word and that God wrote it and has
kept it. The modern theologian says,
“Yes, Mr. Price, that is perfectly true;
and during the first century and until the
church got momentum, got a good start,
God used to heal the sick, and allowed
the power to come into Peter and John,
but you know at the end of the Apostolic
age these signs and wonders were all tak-
en back to glory and the church was left
alone to struggle along.”

I will allow any minister to come to
my platform and give me chapter and
verse where this power was rescinded. I
know they will not come because they
cannot.

I tell you what has happened. We
have become so worldly, so formal, so
materialistic, so rational, that reason has
overthrown faith. We have driven the
Holy Ghost out of the house of wor-
ship and then we have had to invent some
creed to cover up our lack of power.
When the children come to us and say,
“The Bible says that they shall lay hands
on the sick and they shall recover,” shall
we tell them, that is not for this day?

A fellow comes along and says, “Mr.
Price, if divine healing is for today there
is no need for people to die.”

How foolish an argument like that!
The Bible says that death is appointed un-
to us. I will take away sickness from
the midst of thee, and the number of thy
days will T fulfill.” So there will be
a limit to our days. 'The days of our
years are threescore and ten; and if by
reason of strength they be forescore, yet
is their strength labour and sorrow; for
it is soon cut off and we fly away.” Psa.
90:10. “O my God, take me not away
in the midst of my days.” Psa. 102:24.
And the 104th Psalm—Iisten to it—
“Thou takest away their breath, they die,
and return to their dust.” And I do not
believe God’s work will go any further
than His promises, or at any rate we
have no right to expect it. But I am go-
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ing to ask for what God has promised
to give me as my inheritance, and that is
the healing of my body. I have every
right to expect it because my Lord has
paid for it.

W hen Jesus Went—the Power Remained

The fourth reason is, The disciples and
apostles healed the sick long after the
Lord had gone back home to glory and
the earthly ministry of Christ had been
consummated. You remember when Paul
was on the island of Melita there was a
man healed, and because of that healing
the news went all over the island and
they brought all the sick on the island to
Paul, who prayed for them and they were
healed. That was in A. D. 62, twenty-
nine years after the ascension.

I should like to ask somebody, By
what authority did Paul do that work?
Through what power were those people
healed? Where can you find a statement
in the Scripture written subsequent to A.
D. 62 that intimates or even hints that the
healing power would be taken from the
church and would be lifted from the lives
of the apostles and the ministers of Je-
sus Christ?

My idea is that the old apostolic church
with its order and its ministry and its
power should be in existence today, and
[ believe that when we go back to the
apostolic faith and the apostolic order
we are going to have the old-time apostolic
power. When we start to clean house
and the Lord cleanses our hearts; when
there are a few altar calls of real con-
secration; when we put the fire in the
pulpit instead of in the kitchen stove,
we are going to feel the mighty workings
of the Spirit of the Lord in our hearts.

I Have Experienced

And the fifth reason why I believe in

divine healing is, I have seen people

healed and I have been healed myself.
It is pretty hard to convince a fellow
that has a dollar in his hand that he
does not have it. You can tell him a
thousand reasons, but if he has it, that

overcomes all arguments for him. If you
have been healed, you have been
healed. If you have been saved you

have been saved. You may try to con-
vince me that this is not a suit of clethes,
but I know it is. And when they try
to tell us there is no such thing as the
Baptism, we know. When they tell us
that Christ does not save any more, why,
bless your heart! we know. We have
been saved. And when they tell us that
Jesus does not heal, they might as well
be addressing their remarks to somebody
else; for we know. We have been healed,
we have felt the matchless healing touch.
Listen to the testimonies of God's peo-
ple and you will find that Jehowvah-
Rapha still lives, He is still the Lord that
heals us.

I was in Ohio. The snow had fallen;
it was in the late fall. We were holding
meetings in Convention Hall. One eve-
ning a little crippled girl came to the
meeting. It is quite a number of years
ago. My own daughter Lucille was much
smaller then, she had long curls, kind of
a golden color, coming down over her
shoulders. This little girl looked exactly
like my own little girl, except that my lit-
tle girl was physically well while this Iit-
tle girl was on crutches. My heart went
out to her, and presently I got acquainted
with her. T am very fond of children.
We sat down together and had quite a lit-
tle chat. 1 told her to come back to the
meetings and she said she was coming.
Every day after school that girl would
come back.

Then one Thursday afternoon she came
hobbling to the platformi. The crowd
had been dismissed; most of them had
gone home. I could see she wanted to
have a little visit, so I dropped down in
a chair and put my arm around her waist
and found a brace of steel just about an
inch thick going completely around the
body. 1 asked how she wore it. She told
me it was hinged in three places. She
looked into my eyes and said, “When are
you going to pray for the little children ?”

I said, “*Saturday afternoon.”

She said, “Well, I wish you would
pray for me”

I said, “I am going to.”

And she said, “Because I know the
Lord will heal me.”

And T said, “T believe it.”

You know, if I had been a modern
preacher I would have said, “No, dear,
I won't pray for vou. Divine healing is
not for today. It is not for you, it is
not for this time, it is not for the church
today !

The Lord said to His disciples: “Go ye

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God’s Prescription

It happened some twenty-four years
ago. I had been asked to preach at a Con-
gregational church in a wvillage about ten
miles from my home, and agreed to do
so. During the three days previous to
the Sunday on which I was to preach, I
was afflicted with the most extraordinary
weakness. It was my conviction, how-
ever, that the Lord wanted me to preach,
and I was reminded of Isa. 40:30, “Even
the youths shall faint and be weary, and
the young men shall utterly fall; but they
that wait upon the Lord shall renew their
strength.” Sunday morning came and
I rose early and waited on the Lord.
As I tarried in His presence He put with-
in my heart the words of the 103rd
Psalm, “Forget not all his benefits; who
forgiveth all . who healeth all
who redeemeth . . . who crowneth . . .
who satisfieth,”  After a couple of hours
of waiting on the Lord I cycled to the
place of meeting and was so conscious
of supernatural strength provided that 1
felt like David when he said, “By thee
have 1 run through a troop; and by my
God have I leaped over a wall.”

God’s Provision

That morning I preached on what I
called five-fold salvation—forgiveness,
healing, redemption, crowning, satisfying.
Not that we can limit God’s salvation to
be merely five-fold, it is like a gem of a
million facets, each facet reflecting His
“manifold mercies.” I told those dear
people in the congregation that there was
a complete salvation for them for spirit,
soul, and body; and just as the man sick
of the palsy (Matt. 9:2) had healing
provided for his body, along with the
forgiveness of his sins, so they could
receive the same through the blessed Son
of God who is the same yesterday, today,
and forever, and that there was besides
this much more for them in Christ. With
Him, God has freely given us “all
things.”

Out of Weakness Made Strong

There was a dear old Congregational
preacher in the audience who did not ac-
cept the truth of the Lord’s healing, and
I am afraid my sermon was like red
pepper to him. T was sailing happily
along, (even though no one else was en-
joying the sermon, I was), when suddenly
that preacher, who could not stand it
any longer, got up and challenged me.
He said, “We are hearing strange things
today. This young fellow seems to know
more than Paul. He was sick and could

-

not get healed, He had a thorn in his
flesh.”  While he was speaking I was
looking to the Lord. Then I replied,
“Paul certainly believed in healing, for
we see that the sick were healed through
his ministry. In the passage our friend
has just quoted he had more than heal-
ing—he received life and strength and the
very ‘power of Christ’ resting upon him.
God may at times rob us of natural
strength to make us dependent upon Him
so that we will go to Him for super-
natural strength. The Lord said to Paul,
‘My strength is made perfect in weak-
ness; and into the vacuum of Paul's
physical weakness there flowed the full-
ness of divine strength, so that he was
able to say, ‘When I am weak then am
I strong.” Then I told them my ex-
perience of the past few days, and of how
God had supplied me with supernatural
strength to take the place of my physical
weakness.

“Himself Bare”

I remember an illustration I used that
day. I told of a friend, a dear sister,
who although over eighty is still alive,
who had a unique experience. She was
suffering with cancer, with an abscess on
her brain, epileptic fits, and other com-
plications. Her brother was a physician
and had brought many other physicians
to see her. She had suffered many things
from many physicians, but rather grew
worse. She had never heard of anyone
being healed, but as she read the gospel
stories she saw that Christ healed all who
came to Him, and she was reminded that
He is just the same today as then. She
was reminded of the woman who had
spent her all on the physicians. That
was just like her own case, She said,
“Lord, won't you heal me just as you
did her.” He dealt with her about many
things; one thing He pointed out was
that she had been robbing Him of the
tithes. She repented of her failings; and
one morning as she lay suffering, the
Spirit of God gave her two scriptures:
“His own self bare our sins” (1 Peter
2:24), and “Himself . . . bare our sick-
nesses.” Matt. 8:17. The Spirit said,
“You believe the one, you don’t believe the
other.,” Tn a flash she saw that Christ had
borne both her sins and sicknesses, and
she cried out as she attempted to get off
her couch, “Lord, T"do believe you have
borne my sickness as well as my sins.”
She swooned. When she became con-
scious she cried out a second time as she
attempted. to rise, “Lord, I do believe you
have borne my sickness as well as my
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sins.” A second time she was thrown
back and swooned. DBut becoming con-
sciots again she cried out, “Lord, I do
believe you have borne my sickness as well
as my sins.” In one moment the cancer,
the abscess, and the other ailments, includ-
ing epilepsy, left her, and she was made
perfectly whole.

Believe Only

There 1s a delightful simplicity in every-
thing that Christ does. Do you remember
His word to Jairus when the news came
that his daughter was dead? Bringing
her to life again was not too hard for
the Lord. He said to the ruler, “Fear
not, believe only, and she shall be made
whole,” We can learn from the children
the simplicity of faith. One day some
years ago my dear wife bought a jar of
cold cream from a woman who came to
the door. That was a wonderful cold
cream, according to its description on the
label. One outstanding thing was, “It
will make you look younger.” Some days
later our daughter, then six years old,
had her face chapped, and her mother
was going to use some of that cold cream
onit. No sir! The child would not have
it! She protested, “That cream makes
you look younger, it says so on the jar,
and I don’t want to look younger.” In
her simplicity she believed all that was
written on the label. We arr not asked
to believe what is written on the label
of a cold-cream jar, but we are instructed
to belicve the promises of God. When
the nobleman pleaded with Christ, “Come
down ere my child die,” Jesus said to
him, “Go thy way, thy son liveth.” And
we read, “The man believed the word that
Jesus had spoken, and he went his way.”
And before he got home his servants
came with the glorious news, “Thy son
liveth !”

God’s Promise

About five years ago 1 was afflicted
with some trouble at the base of my
spine that was extremely painful. T would
stretch out my arm, and immediately there
was a locking at the base of my spine
and I would have to lie down on the
ground and gradually straighten myself
out. If I sat for ten minutes in an aute
it would have the same effect, and it was
a very difficult and painful matter to
straighten out. This went on for some
months, and then I had to make a long
journey. I dreaded sitting for twelve
hours a day on the train. But at the be-
ginning of the journey I began reading
in Exodus, and was fascinated with the
words, “I will take sickness away from
the midst of thee.” Ezek. 23:25. I looked
up and said, “Please Lord, do this for
me.” Though not conscious of the ans-
wer being given, at the end of my thitry-
six-hour journey I was completely healed.
The promise, “I will take sickness away
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from the midst of thee . . . the number
of thy days I will fulfil,” is one of the
blessings of the Old Covenant; and in
the New and better Covenant, founded
on better promises, we can have this and
more., God does not do less for His
church than He did for Israel. An ample
provision is made for our sicknesses in
the promises of James 5:14, 15.

Resist the Devil

We have an adversary, the very same
one that Job had. The Apostle Peter
tells us what our attitude should be to-
wards that adversary. He says, “Be
sober, be vigilant ; because your adversary
the devil as a roaring lion goeth about
seeking whom he may devour; whom re-
sist steadfast in the faith.” 1 remember
reading that at a certain circus one of
the lions escaped. Everybody was
alarmed, and the police and fire brigade
were called out, but those fellows were
just as frightened as the rest of the
crowd, Finally someone got hold of the
proprietor of the circus. He was only
a little fellow but he got the lion by his
ear and said, “Come along, you silly
ass,” and he led him to his cage and poked
him in. The proprietor was not afraid
of the lion because he had conquered him.
And the Lord does not want us to fear
our adversary, the “roaring lion,” because
in Christ Jesus we have conquered Him.
He tells us to resist the devil and he will
flee from us. When the adversary comes
along with every kind of sickness to put
upon vou, resist him with the sword of
the Spirit. It is written, “There shall no
evil befall thee, neither shall any plague
come nigh thy dwelling.” When you are
conscious of your weakness, look to the
Lord to rebuke the adversary for you.
And your weakness, the weakness of the
frail sheep, will make you cry to One who
is greater than David and is more than
a match for the roaring lion.

Tumor in Side Healed

A little over a year ago I became il
and took to my bed. Several doctors
were called in consultation in my case,
and their diagnosis disclosed a fibroid
tumor in my left side. As time went on
my condition became so complicated that
the doctors were unable to help me, and
had about decided upon a serious opera-
tion as a last resort. About this time the
saints of God began to fast and pray for
me and I was anointed with oil according
to the Scriptures. God performed a
miracle in my body and healed me com-
pletely. About two months later I went
back to the same specialist and he, after
a thorough examination, declared that he
could not find even a trace of a tumor.

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T hese Witnesses say ““Yes”

For over two years my health was
very poor, but I paid no special attention
to myself until I had hemorrhages, then
[ decided to consult a physician. He made
a study of my case, but was not satisfied
with his diagnosis, therefore, requested
me to go to a hospital for an X-ray. Still
this did not satisfy us so he asked me
to see a noted specialist and surgeon for
a thorough examination. I made two trips
to see him and on my visit he called me
into his private office to hear the “ver-
dict.” He said I had cancer which he
could not promise to cure, but could pro-
long my life by using radium or perhaps
operate. Oh how I dreaded both! T took
my case in my hands, refused to do any
thing the doctor said. I went to bed
remaining there for five weeks, gave up
all hopes, life looked very dark. My
husband hired help for me and I had a
nurse, every thing was done for my com-
fort and ease. No one expected me to
live through last Christmas. God moves
in mysterious ways His wonders to per-
form. I prayed as I never did before and
asked God to remove my trouble without

One of the
dear sisters read several chapters from
God's word touching on “Healing the
sick,” she then offered such an earnest
prayer for my recovery, then after
anointing me with oil and laying on
hands, I felt so happy and so much better.

T have not
had a dose of medicine since; all signs of
cancer gone.Jamnow doing my housework
for a family of seven.

& Healed of “Guberculosis

I broke down in August 1925, while
working at my trade as a carpenter in
Santa Ana, Calif. It began with a hem-
orrhage and these continued for three
years., I was spitting blood daily. The
corruption coming from my lungs was so
offensive that my wife could not stay in
the room at times. I was in bed for
sevenn months with fever at about 102.
[ lost 40 pounds in weight and had seven
different doctors. 1 went to the moun-
tains near Georgetown, Calif., and lived
in a cabin for a year and a half, but
got no better. The doctor advised me
to go to the Weimar Sanitarium for
Tuberculosis, near Auburn, Calif., where
I was in bed for four months.  The
X-ray examination showed two cavities
in the apex of my lungs. I gained 30
pounds under their treatment and went to
the mountains again for 10 months, but
again grew worse. | then went back to
Weimar in Sept. 1927 expecting to die.
After+seven more months in the San-
itarium, I left and went to Auburn,

I did not want to die in the Sanitarium.
T had lost all hope in doctors, sanitariums,
and medicine. Increasing high fever and
chills dashed to the ground all the hopes
of my dear wife and myself.

In our extremity with all hope in
human aid, gone, behold God began to
work out His plan. Here in Auburn we
came in touch with the people of the Full
Gospel Tabernacle. The saints called and
left us literature on healing through pray-
er according to James 5:14. We had been
members of the Baptist church. I now
began to study my Bible along the line
of healing and, glory to God, my eyes
were opened to the wonderful truth that
Jesus heals as well as saves. We began
to attend the services at the Full Gospel
Tabernacle. T was anointed and prayed
for and took my stand on God’s Word
that I was healed and testified to my
healing at all the meetings, although the
symptoms remained the same. This was
in May 1928. There was no change in
my condition for six months, so, like
Abraham, T had to stand by faith.

And please note that they, not one,
two or three, four, five or six of them,
but all ten, went, and as they went, not
as they talked about it, sang about it, or
even shouted about it, but as they did it,
they were, all ten of them, the man in
the last stages quite as much as the one
who had but recently become infected
with the deadly virus, cleansed, and had
something to show that they were not
afraid or ashamed to display before a
whole conference of ecclesiastics, viz:
perfect soundness through faith in the
Name of Jesus of Nazareth.

I am altogether devoid of theatrical
aspirations but I am free to confess that
ever since the Lord healed me of hope-
less conditions, resulting from Morphine
addiction, I have been in the “Show Busi-
ness” (it is thirty-five years now), and
never expect to retire. T long to tell with
every breath what the Lord Jesus Christ
is ready to do for the most hopeless cases
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of sin and sickness, and to point to my-
self as a monument of saving grace, to
“Go and shew.”

Two Hundred Ex-Rabbis

“Without army, navy, or leader, the
Jew is more influential in the world to-
day than ever before. The Jew has been
preserved for a great purpose—to be a
missionary to the world.” So says Sir
Leon Leviston, the first international
president of the Hebrew Christian Al-
liance.

“When we accept the Lord Jesus as
our Saviour, we do not cease to be Jews,”
says Sir Leon. “We are Jews by race,
and Christians by grace. I am a Jew
in this world and I shall enter the next
world a Jew.”

During the world war many Jews who
were in the ranks heard the gospel preach-
ed and became Christians. It is planned
to settle these Hebrew Christians in
Christian colonies in Palestine. Two hun-
dred ex-rabbis, who gave up synagogues
with large salaries, are now to be trained
as Christian missionaries.

Murder and Justice

According to the Baltimore Sun there
are 12,000 murders every year in our
country—more than double the number
that occurred in 1900. The following
incident will supply one explanation for
this condition. When Arthur Tain, one
time assistant District Attorney, was
prosecuting a homicide case in Manhat-
tan, the lawyer for the defense said to
him, “My young feller, do you think I
care what this jury dnc%' Not one mite.
I got a nice little error into the case the
first day—and I've set back ever since.
S’pose we are convicted. I'll get Jim here
(the prisoner) out on a certificate and it'll
be two years before the Court of Appeals
will get around to the case. Jim'll be out
makin’ money to pay my fee—won’t you,
Jim? Then your witnesses will be gone
and nobody’ll remember what it's all
about. You'll be down in Wall Street
practicing real law yourself and the in-
dictment will kick around the office for
a year or so, all covered with dust, and
some day I'll get a friend of mine to come
in quietly and move to (11"1‘!11155 . Why,
a thousand other murders will have been
committed in this county by that time.

It's a fact. I've been doin’
it for forty years. You'll see.”

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Incipient Revolution in U. §.

The state of lowa is witnessing a farm-
er’s rebellion against legal processes of
foreclosure and tax sale.  “Whenever
foreclosure sales are held,” says The
Business Week, “farmers gather, armed
sometimes with nothing but determined
looks, sometimes with shotguns. Bidders
and sheriffs look, and go home, like sensi-
ble men.” This resistance to confisca-
tion of the farmer’s home is so fast be-
coming nation-wide, that the president
of the American Farm Bureau Federa-
tion warns us to expect a revolt in twelve
months.

[t is God's will that every man shall
sit under his own vine and under his own
fig tree; and none shall make them afraid.

In the present state of
economic distress and the perplexity of
the experts there seems to be no hope
that any government today will be able
to realize this ideal.  Russia has not
solved the problem; its government has
simply made national slaves of the work-
er. But the words spoken by the pmph-
et shall be fulfilled when the world is
under the divine dictatorship of the Lord
Jesus.

A New Movement

According to the Life of Faith a new
revival movement has broken out in Ger-
many. “Led by the Dutch Grail Girls,
a thousand of whom, ‘dressed in brilliant
robes and cloaks,” marched through the
streets of the city. This movement is
said to have taken the capital of Germany
by storm. These girls who have come
right from Holland looked so pretty and
fresh and full of life that as they passed
the people turned and followed them, and
when they turned up on the square like a
regiment of soldiers, they attracted a
crowd of many thousands. Addressing
the multitude the girls spoke as if the
thousand voices were one. In German
they proclaimed that the world would be
saved by the reign on earth of Christ the
king. This new religious movement
originated in Holland where a number
of women believe that if all the woman
in Europe do not return to the princi-
ples of Christianity, our Christian civil-
ization will be extinct in three genera-
tions. This campaign is designed to in-
spire girls and young woman to co-
operate in a religious revival.”

The editor of this paper comments:
“Naturally we should like to know more
about the movement before expressing
any opinion with regard to it. It is ob-
vious to all that the present religious state
of the world is far from satisfactory and
it may be that the Lord is going to make
use of unusual instruments to arouse it
to its need of spiritual quickening.”

Native Worker

in other countries as well. God is no re-
specter of persons and according to let-
ters from the field we see that He often
picks up humble natives, fills them with
His Holy Spirit and anoints them for His
service.

Brother J. M. Perkins writes of such
a case in Liberia, West Africa. He
says, “We have a very remarkable young
man with us here in the work just now.
His name is John Tobey. He is the son
of big King Tobey of Cape Palmas. King
Taobey is big King for all the Kru people
on the coast here. He has or had some
17 wives at one time. He is an old man
now, but still has a great influence with
his people. King Tobey is one of the
trusties of the German Woerman Firm
here. When the big war was on and it
was evident that the Germans would be
taken prisoners, the Woerman agent here
delivered all his valuables to King Tobey
to hold and keep for him, and Tobey did
not disappoint him, but kept all safely
until he returned after the war.

“John Tobeyt has been associated with
the Shakleys for some time I understand
and received a wonderful Baptism in the
Spirit up there. He claims to get his

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messages from God in writing under the
special anointing of the Spirit in a small
backward handwriting that looks almost
like a scribble. He writes these messages
down often giving chapter and verse, and
can turn to them and read them any time
at will. The boys say he prays much and
does not eat plenty like other boys. He
preaches under the evident anointing of
the Spirit and people are much interested
and moved. Large numbers of old and
young people have professed conversion
in his meetings, and the heathen towns
are sending for him to come and preach
God's Word to them. He came ashore
from a steamer he was traveling on near
the coast, and the steamer went off and
left him so he came back in the interior
with Miss Dobbins and has about made
up his mind that God wants him to preach
the gospel down this way.”

First Baptismal Service T akes
Place in Chi Tien, China

The following report of the work in
Chi Tien is a part of a very interesting
letter recently received from Howard and
Edith Osgood: “I wish you could have
been with us at our first baptismal service
in Chi Tien. There was only one to be
immersed, but it was truly a great joy
to us. The candidate was our gardener.
We held a service on the bank of the river.
Many Chi Tien folks were there and we
pray that God may talk to theri hearts
through some part of the meeting. The
gardener gave a fine testimony before
them all and we believe that his life is
bearing fruit. Pray for this young man.

“The next day after the baptizing, the
gardener and I went with a Chinese doc-
tor named Ho to the doctor’s village to
preach. It was a long walk of seven miles.
Dr. Ho’s house is a flat topped dwelling,
built of mud and the rooms are very dark
but I am sure the doctor’s heart is lighter
now thame it was for he is opening it to
the sunshine of the Son of God. That
night the wide entry way to the doctor’s
house was filled with about thirty guests,
only a few finding room to sit and the
rest standing. They all listened atten-
tively to the wondrous old story of Jesus
and His love. Dr. Ho's wife held aloft
a pine torch, replenishing it with more
pine as often as it was necessary, and in
this dim light we sang, read, preached
and prayed.

“I didn’t sleep much that night for my
bed was of boards so I was glad to be
up early next morning. We preached
that day in a temple in one of the near
villages. Part of this temple is made into
a school house by using a bamboo mat
for a partition. We had the teacher
and his scholars for a part of the audience.
The doctor, much interested in the gospel,
handed out tracts. He discusses the Bible
with his friends and is leading many to
become interested in the Lord.
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“At the women's meeting a young girl
was prayed for for healing. She is the
victim of demon power and pines away,
with no appetite, no ambition, no desire
to live and afraid to die. We are believ-
ing God to deliver this young woman
and get glory to His Name."”

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THE LORD JESUS CHRIST GIVING

LIFE AND HEALTH
Lesson for March 5: Mark 5:21-24, 35-43.
So far we have witnessed a revelation of

Christ's power over sin, sickness, nature, and
demons. In our present lesson we shall observe
a demonstration of His power over the grim
reaper—Death.

The Simplicity of Prayer. A ruler of the
synagogue, named Jairus, fell at Christ’'s feet
and said, “My little daughter lieth at the point
of death: I pray thee, come and lay thy hands
upon her, that she may be healed; and she
shall live.” This ruler (or deacon as we should
say) had for years read the formal prayers
of the synagogue servicee. When he knelt be-
fore the Lord at this time of need in his life
he little realized that he was actually praying;
his petition was so natural, so spontaneous, so
earnest, He knew of the power of Christ, and
had probably heard His teaching; inspired by
this knowledge, with faith in the ability of the
Teacher, he poured forth a heartfelt request.

Prayer is just that simple. It is a matter
of coming to the great Friend, making known
our need, and asking Him to help us. The
Lord does not regard the length, loudness,
eloquence, or language of a prayer. He is
looking for simple faith.

Qur Great Companion.  “And Jesus went
with him.”  Although Jairus’' daughter still
lay sick, his prayer was parctically answered,
for the Lord Jesus was walking with him to
the sick chamber. Those who pray with faith
and earnestness may expect to become con-
scious of the presence of the Lord Jesus. Moses
refused to lead Israel from Sinai until he was
sure that Jehovah was with him. Ex. 33:3-15.
Ezra, returning from Babylon with a group of

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exiles carrying a consignment of gold for the
temple, fasted and prayed for protec-
tion until he felt that the Lord “was intreated
of us.” Ezra 8:21-23. After Paul the apostle
had almost been pulled to pieces at the Jewish
council (Acts 23:9, 10), he must have earnestly
prayed, for we read, “And the night following
the Lord stood by him.” He will stand by us,
and go with us as we trust Him.

divine

A Discouraging Delay. On his way to the
sick-chamber the Lord stopped to heal a woman
with an issue of blood. Mark 5:25-34. How
Jairus must have chafed and nervously fretted
under this delay, as he thought of the fast-
ebbing life of his child. And how impatient
and depressed and worried many of us have
been in the face of divine delays and retarded
answers to praver. But notice that there is no
nervousness about the Lord Jesus. There is
no record in the Gospels that He ever lost His
composure. In every situation, as in the inci-
dent of the feeding of the multitude, “He him-
self knew what he would do.” John 6:6.

A Discouraging Message. Jairus' discour-
agements were not at an end, for he received
the heart-rending message, “Thy daughter is
dead: why troublest thou the Master any fur-
ther?” In time of stress, when our situation
seems to become worse, after all our prayers,
we sometimes hear inward wvoices (and some-
times outward voices) saying, “Don’t bother
the Lord any more; the condition is hopeless,”
But Jesus heard that discouraging message
(verse 30), for He knows all our discourage-
ments, and He said to Jairus, as He will say
unto us today, “Be not afraid, only believe.”
Fear and worry never help any situation; faith
always helps.
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Lord entered the home of the ruler He silenced
the noisy mourners with the words, *“The dam-
sel is not dead, but sleepeth.” The Lord did
not mean that the maiden was not dead. See
John 11:11-14. He described her condition of
death as a because He was going to
awaken her to life. To those in Christ, death
is simply a sleep. When we sce a loved one
sleeping, we do not worry. We know that he
or she will awake in the morning. When we
see lying before us one who has died in Christ,
we must not mourn as those who have no hope.
The departed one is only asleep, for the Lord

morning !
The Supernatural Natwralness of Christ.

After raising the girl from her deathbed, the
[Lord Jesus was practical enough to instruct
the parents to give her food, in order to sus-
tain the life that He had restored. There is
a marvelous blending of the supernatural and
the natural in the life of Christ. The miracle
of His birth took place in a manger, unheralded
to the wise and great of the world; throughout
His ministry He combined a submission to the
natural conditions of life with a power to over-
come them when necessary for God's glory
(compare Matt. 4:2-4 and 14:15-21); on the
cross, after opening the gates of heaven to the
dying thief He provided an earthly home for
His mother; after His supernatural resurrec-
tion He took time to prepare breakfast for His
disciples (John 21:9-12); and in heaven, the
Son of God Himself will gird Himself to serve
His faithiul ones, Luke 12:37.

Co-operating with the Lord. After the Lord
had done His part in raising the girl, He in-
structed the parents to do their part and pre-
pare food for her. So it is in all His dealings
with us. When He has done the supernatural
part of the transaction, He expects us to do
what is within our power. After He has raised
sinners from spiritual death His instructions to
