I am amazed at 
the people who are sure they have the 
giit of discernmen t. irresponsible people, 
flt'ar old ladies, llleddle~ol11e men . and all 
sorb of people likc that who are not 
pilots and not responsible for the pas­
s{'ngcrs eilher before God or men .. \nd 
yet. nevertheless, these people are quite 
SUI"(' that (;od has given them d iscern­
ment for the gover11ment of the assel11-
hi\,. The church of God is 110t driven 
f r~)t11 thc back seat ! 

Xow le t 111e talk to the drivers . ] 11 rc· 
~al'(l to th is heautifu!, iittral ll1ea!lin~ of 
the <";reek ,vord, in IllV traYc\s all oye r 
tIll' world J have had exceptional op­
portunit y to study the word for piloting. 
F vcry ~ hip must ha\'c a pilot. There 
an.' thrt.:c th ings a pilot has to do. The 
aua!o!-:"y is ,"c ry bl:au li ful betwecn the 
natural pilot and the spiri tual pilot of the 
asscmhly. The first thing a pilot has to 
do i'i to avoid dall~er. He has to keep 
the vessel off the rocks and off the sunken 
wrecks. And we \\'ho are pilots in God's 
church have to keep the ship o f God 
oft the rocks. The second thing a pilot 
has to do is to keep the vessel in deep 
\\'atr r. Good pilots know where the deep 
chaTlllcls are and they keep the vessel in 
them. and we have to do the same. The 
third thing a pilot has to do is to steer 
the vessel to it s desired destination. 

1 want to 5peak now about presiding, 
and especially about presiding- over meet­
ings. The government of the chmch as 
a whole is entrusted to a higger office 

than that of "gon:rnmcnts," the office 
of thc apm;tle. \\'e arc no\ .... thinking 
about the !:ollluller meetings, the regular 
Tllectil1g~ of tile church of God. Do you 
se(; why the gift Ol gO\'crt1mcnb doesn't 
come 6rst in the list of offices? For the 
obviolls reason that until the apostles and 
prophets 3nd u:achers kl\'c done their 
\\ork there is nothing fo r you to steer. 
You havc to huild the ship before you 
can pilot it. \\hcn assemblies ha,'e been 
planted and btablished then there comes 
till! IH.'ed of guiding and regulating the 
life and worship of the assembly. That 
is whcre this office comcs in. Pilots 
pn:side o\'el' the meetings of the assem­
Ill)'. J ,('t me say that one of the things 
J am hungry to see in our great world­
wide fellowship (thank God for what 
1 do o"ee here and there) is the gift of 
lloly Ghost chairmanship. \Vhat a lovely 
thing' real 110ly Ghost cha irmanship of 
our lIl('l:ling-s is! Th(' r(' are still a fe,v 
people in sIJ1lle places who don't believe 
in chairmanship at all. I went to a cer­
tain convcntion where they didn't be­
li(·\'\.! in anybody taking the chair as "the 
Iloly Ghoo.;t W;lS there." Consequentl y 
the platform was lef t rel ig iously vacant. 
The] loly C;ho~t was pn,:slllllably in the 
chair. and thc meeting was left open for 
en:ryhody to do pers111l1ably "as the H oly 
Ghost !-.hould 1('a<1. ·' H11t it seemcd to 
work out :l little differcnt. l)cople who 
had nothing" to say ..:.aiel it and took a long 
while to do ~o. The fll'st man to rush 
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to the platform was so afraid "the Holy 
Ghost wouldn't give him a chance" that 
he trod 011 the finger of a little chi ld and 
set it to howling, and before we could 
hear the message "the lIoly Ghost had 
given" ihe man, we had to stop the baby. 

But 1 don't suppose there are very 
many who still hold that view. l\10S1 of 
us recognize the Scriptural plan that the 
Holy Ghost do('sn't, as a rule, guide apart 
from man. 1 hope you sec that. \\'hen 
the Lord wanted to guide Israel the 
Scripture ~ays, "And the Lord said unto 
l\10st::s.'· And 1 find that God guides the 
church through men, and I expect to sec 
the leading- of the I ioly Spirit through the 
mcn that God puts in the position of 
pilot!'. 

That makes the office of the pilot all the 
11101'(; rcsponsible because we look to that 
man, and \\"c have a. right to look to him, 
to interpret the guidance and the leadings 
of the Holy Spirit in the l11o.!ct ing. If he 
is not doiTlg it he is a failure. The meas­
ure ot the success of the man of the ship 
is how far he interprets the leading of 
the lIoly Spirit in the assembly. Lct me 
say 1 do protest against putting a man in 
charge of the church who is not spiritual 
and who is inexper ienced, especially in 
large meetings, camp meetings, and con­
ycntions. \Vhcther you are the song 
Icadl'J', the preacher, or whatever you are 
you ought to he qualified for the position. 
I f you are to be a pilot you ought to have 
takcn out a pilot's cert ificate before you 
touch ihe wheel. 

J was i1l a camp meeting once where I 
heard two of the responsible brethren 
talking- tOgether like this: "Let's see what 
we call do with young Brother So-and·So. 
1]e has come to the camp meetiTlg and 
we Illust take some notice of him. \Ve 
lllU:.t give hilll something to do. \Vc can't 
a!:ik him to preach : he's nut good enough. 
T know \\'hat we'll do . \Ve'!1 ask him to 
lead the song service ton ight. " And so 
he was in llicted upon us . I s that the 
principle on which we are doing business 
for God? \Vhctheryou likeit or not, I say, 
shamc on liS. A re we ~iv jng prominence 
to certain men who have so little humility 
that unless \\'e make a f \ISS over them 
they get ofTended? I would like to be­
lieve that that young man wouldn't have 
given a snap if he hadn 't been made a 
fuss over. \ Vhat right have YOll to put 
<lily man in the place of pilot when that 
man has no experience or spi ritual quali­
flcations? Do you wonder that instead 
of getting into deep water we get into 
the shallowest of shallow mud? 

Chairman is an important thing. You 
seem to think you can leaye everything 
to the speaker. I have heen in several 
meeting-s where the meeting has been 
ruined Ly Incompetent chairmanship. and 
then when the chairman of that particular 
meeting has ruined all the preliminary 
part of the service, they insult you by 
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a~king you to gCl up and preach, and in­
sult tile .\Imighty by a.,king JJ imto bless 
when they have made it as d iOicult as 
they can for Hi m to do it. God give us 
a vision of I IDly Ghost chai rmanship, and 
the ]l1Iportance of having everythillg in 
the Spirit. 

Xo\\" to come down fr01l1 thc genera l 
to the particular. Let us take those three 
things that I said were the work oi the 
pilot and look at thel11 III detail. F irst 
of all the pilot has to a \'oid dange r. He 
has to keep the vessel in !'afe water. Cer­
tainly this is where we ]leed as Itaders 
of our meetings 11](,.:11 with spiritual dis­
n'nllllt:nt. You know a n.:al Pentecostal 
nlcl'ting' is not like any other meeting 
in the world. Thank G,)d for it. If it 
i." yOll arc backslidden. .\11 d in a real 
Pentecostal meeting you nc\'cr know 
what 's going to happcn next. 1£ you do 
kllow what's going to happen next and 
e\'erything is run hy a program you are 
ha<:k..,liddcll, 1 havc litl'n to assembly 
aftt'r assemhly, and convent ion after con­
vention, and camp {11eering after camp 
Ill<"l'ting', and I find alter the first night 
tht:re I know exactly what will takc place 
eyer)' night. I havc bl'cn to places where 
th~y always start every meeting with two 
hymns. They always sit down for tbe 
first one and a lways s tand up for the 
second. After the H'cond hymn they al­
\\'<I)'s pray and they always call upon the 
Illini ..,tcr present to lead in prayer. Then 
they sir down and have a message in song. 
Thl'y always have the collection, they al­
ways have the !'crmon, they al\\'ays haH 
an altar call. and thcy always go home. 
A nd you call that Pentecost! Oh, I love 
the meetings where we 11c\'Cr know just 
\\'hat's going to happen nex t. J love the 
lll(,l'ting-s that have Ih(' fresh touch of 
e nd upon them . I \)clit'Ye in order with 
<111 Ill\' heart. llUt T also hclieyc in life. 
I! is' a g rand thing sometimes to only 
~ing one song, or sta rt the meeting by 
read ing one or two of the P salms, ;'\nd 
"nnw timcs it is grand to s ing six hymns. 
Cod help liS to keep tl1(' touch of God on 
Ollr meet ings. 

But let me :::ay thi s word of warning,

where they have cut down and quenched 
the S pirit. not bccall~e tlu.:y didn't want 
thl.! :-:p iril to han:: Jli ~ \\<1)', but iJecause 
th~'\' were afraid (J f <Iemoll power, and 
thl'~' d:dn't know how to handle it. If VOll 

are~ going to pilot the ship you must be 
ahle to take ca re of si tuations that come 
Ill' suddcnly, 1 f I could lake you with 
llle 10 sonH.: coullt ri es vou wOllld see a 
lot of dCllIon power. J .<ls t yea r 1 saw 
thing" that would scare S~Jlne people stilt.

to talk of the Christ of Christian Science, 
nor the Christ o[ Theosophy, nor the 
Christ of Unity. nor the Christ of the 
Modernists, for you will find that the 
Christ of these people is entirely differ­
ent from the Chri st o[ the Dible." 
Straightway he gave us the most blessed 
message of the 01ri5t who died for our 
sins according to tile Scriptures, who was 
buried. who arose again the third day ac­
cording to the Scriptures, and who is com­
ing again. 

A False Conception 
One day I listened to a spiritualist 

talking in the open air. I-Ie stated that 
he had a clinic, numbers of sick people 
coming to him, that he laid his hands on 
them and many were healed. Opportun­
ity was giyen for questions and I asked 
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him whether, whcn he laid his hands on 
the sick, he said the words spoken in 
Mark 16 :17, 18. 11e did not know what 
th(;);(;' words were and so I quoted them to 
him, "In Illy name ... they shall lay 
hands on the sick, and th('y shall recover." 
J Ie answered, "Oh, I always say, 'In the 
name of the Christ. the Truth, be heal­
eel!''' \Vhen I further questioned him, 
1 soon p<:rceived he knew practically noth­
ing concerning the Lord Jesus Christ and 
that he <:sH,t:tl1cd more highly the words 
of dtccptlve demons impersonating the 
departed, than those of ~lie peerless Son 
of God. To this spiritua li st, jesus was 
a mere man whom he cO:lsidered "an ex­
cellent mediulll," and to him "the Christ" 
was just "the truth" that they, the spirit­
uali sts h('l<l. I warned this man and 
all the spiritualists with him that what 
they called "the truth" was the deadliest 
of deadly crrors against which God's holy 
\\'01'{1 warned \\ ith no uncertain sound. 

"Behold Your God" 
To gel right thoug-hts concerning 

Chri~t, we IlIllst go to God's Book, the 
Dihle; for only there can we find what 
God has revealed concl'rning 11 im. j n 
the 40th chapter of Isaiah the proph­
et tells of a forerunner who was coming 
to "prcpare the way of the Lord." He 
was to Ii fl up his voice and to declare to 
the cities of Judah, HB('/i uld. your God!n 
ha, 40 :9. That is what God the Father 
says concerning I 'im, declaring also the 
same truth in Psalm 45:6 and H eb. 2 :R, 
"Unlo tllt~ SOil 1/1' saith. TI,,· throne, 0 
God, is lor(,z'(!f mui rver." ~A,nd so the 
forerunner coming, declared concerning 
Him, "He shall b .. '1ptiz-e you with the IIoly 
Ghost," a thing only God could do. Skep­
tical Thomas held 0\1t long, but when he 
was invited to put his fingers into the 
nail prints in the side of the risen Son of 
God he declared, "'ft1y Lord, and my 
God!" "\Vhat think ye of Christ?" Do 
you acknowledge I-lim as "the mighty 
God 1" Is •. 9 :6. 

"Behold Your King" 
Turn to the prophet Zechariah and sec 

the revelation he g ives concerning Christ, 
"Behold, thy King cometh unto thee: 
he is just. and having ~al\'ation; lowly, 
and riding upon an ass," a prophecy lit­
erally fulfilled in the days of Cilrist 's 
flesh. Pilate asked Him. "Art thou a 
king then?" To this He replied. "To th is 
end was I horn." After He was risen 
from the dead the disciples realized that 
the words of the second Psalm had been 
fulfilled, for truly the kings of the earth 
had gathered themselves against the Lord 
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and against His Christ. Tn that Psalm 
we read jeho\'ah's decree concerning His 
Son, "Yet have I set my h"g upon my 
holy hill of Zion," to whom He says,

session." Christ was born to be a King 
and fIis kingdom is assured. Faith even 
now can sec the completed picture and 
shouts triumphantly, "The Lord reign­
eth!" To Daniel was given a vision of 
Christ as Son of Man, coming to the 
Ancient of lJays, and "there was given 
him dominion, and glory, and a kin~dom, 
that all people, nations, and languages, 
should serve him: his dominion is an 
e,'erlasting dominion, which shall not 
pass away, and his kin~d011l that which 
shall not I~ destroyed." Do.n. 7 :14. "\Vhat 
think ye of Christ?"

To he a Christ ian means not only to 

he born again and to nourish that new 
spi ritual life by constant attendance up-
0 11 worship, at home and at church, but 
it means to manifest godliness in all the 
relationships of life. One of the most 
fundamental and important of life's rc­
ialioll"h ips j" that of parent to child, and 
the Bible not only rcrog-nizes this but 
C<lrefllllv prescribes what that relationship 
should be. 

One o f the reasons why God in His 
Bible dwells at some length upon what 
a bther should he and do toward his 
<:hild is that He has ordained that this 
relationship should stand as a constant 
illustration of the H eavenly Father's re­
lation to 11 is earth ly children. "If ye, 
then being evil, know how to give good 
gift~ unto vOl1r children, how much more 
shall your Father which is in heaven give 
good things to them that a"k Him ?" 
Now if we, being human. utterly pen'ert 
and ahuse ou r relationsh ip and responsi­
bilitv toward our children, should we not 
there lw entirrlv misrepresent God's re­
lationshi p to Hi" children and thus spoil 
Hi s intended illl1e;tration? 

It is also well known that the home is 
one of the g reat inst it utions upon which 
rests the whole s tructure of modern civil­
izatio11. Many of the wiser heads of the 
present day arc gravely concerned about 
the future of our country hecause of the 
rapid clisinteeration of the home and 
home life. God is concerned about the 
peace and prosp('rity of all men. and for 
this reason He too gi\'es solemn instruc­
tion in His Bihle ahout home relation­
ships. 

Tt is al"o to be ohserved that these 
children who have had the advantage of 
wholesome home discipline and Christian 
love make far better individual Chris­
tians ancllllemhers o f churches than those 
who have not had these advantages. Tn 
other words . those people who in their 
childhood have learned to obey and re­
~p<'ct their parents because they trusted 
in thei r love and superior wisdom. find 
it far easier to ohc\' and respect the laws 
of God. trust ing in H is love and superior 
wisdom. than do those oeople who were 
con"tanll" allowed to disohev their par­
ents when thev were children. Thus, 
in order to ha~e good. obedient children 
in H ie; ereat f<lmilv. God instructs that 
aU chi ldren shall take the ir proper place 
in ti1('ir own fami lies. 

\Vhat the Bible inst ructs concerning 
the duty of parents to ch ild ren may be 

di"i<i<:d into two sections, namely, their 
duty to teach them and to train them. 
" And these words which I command thee 
this dav. shall he in thine heart; and 
thou sllalt teach them diligent ly unto thy 
child ren. and shalt talk of them when 
thou siuest in thine house . and when 
thou walkest hy the way, and when thou 
liest down. and when thou risest up." 
Dcnt. o:n-7: 11 :19-21. It was also a 
custom of the Israelites to gather men, 
women, and children together that the 
word of the Lord might be read and ex­
plained unto them.

stirring of lhe sou!. but that is not a sub­

How isreal worship in the Spirit pro­
duced? There are two ways. First of 
all real worship is produced by the revela­
lion of God's infinite grace to an un­
worthy sinner. T he second way is by the 
revelation of truth to the believer. If 
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you haven't a ministry thal brings revela­
tion 0 f gracc and truth don't work up 
a wretched psychic cmotionalism. Get 
down and pray until you havc it. 

1 go to somc places where they haven't 
any revelation of God's grace to the sin­
ner. There is a congregation of perhaps 
60 per cent unsaved. Someone gets up 
and !hl)'S, "Everybody happy (" and the 
congregation is drilled 10 say like a par­
rot. ·· ,\men." I don't think God wants 
to :.te a lot of ulls~\'ed pcople moved to 
sa)' they are happy. The conviction of 
the Spirit and the power of God makes 
thell1 unhappy. I want to see the meet­
ing:'. where tbt.:)' arc madc unhappy. \Ve 
run our campaigns like an entertainment. 
The work of God's true ministry is not 
an entertainment. I go to shallow as­
st:lllblie:> where they don't havc an)' min­
i'-1ry in the Spirit that brings a revelation 
of truth. Some song leader gets up (and 
r don't blamc aliI' young song leaders so 
much b(:cause they only follow the older 
(,nc,,) and he says. "}Jow then friends, 
Iet's get into a :;pirit of worship." You 
!'cC \\'c put the cart hcf(lre the horse. lJe 
picks Ollt a song and \\'t.: start singing. 
The (\c-ar fellow get... tip and waves hi s 
arms like a windmill. But the people 
hanll't all\' real wor:'.hip in their heart... 
and so th~ first !'Ollg or two goes a lit~ 
tle he<\\·y. Then the song leader says, 
''Come along, you are not singing. I am 
surc YOll can do better." 

He begins to perspire, 3nd we began to 
wakc up and get into a ~pirit of wor­
ship. Then after about six stanzas we 
arc still so slow on the job that he de­
cides to havc a little competition between 
the brothers and the sisters to sec who 
can hawl the loudest.

The heart of God is still as hungry as 
eyer it was, and maybe hungrier. for 
those who can and will worship Him in 
Spirit and in truth. l[ those who call 
thclllseh'cs Penteco!ital can't do it. who 
can and who will? \\'e can. that is the 
tragedy' of it. \Ve have the vision, we 
have the revelation ancl the anointing. 
\\'hy can't we he true to it? That is what 
I 3111 pleading for-that we shall be true 
to the vision God has ,~ ivcn LIS. \\Thy 
should we go hack to the old wretched 
psychic stun- Wh(,l1 we have tasted the 
Spirit and know His blessing-? 

T am talking- about qualificat ions for 
being a pilot.
