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ALLYRUND, the great French-
@ man, said, “It is easy enough to

start a new religion. All you
have to do is to be crucified and rise
again from the dead the third day.”

A friend of the writer said recently,
“If we only understood a little more
about the resurrection of Christ, what
a difference it would make in our lives
and preaching.” This started a
searching of the Scriptures and we
saw how prominent this truth was
to the apostles and early church.

Paul preached doctrine on the
resurrection, but iet us consider the
position that the preaching of the
resurrection occupied in the early
church.

The High Priests were concerned
about Christ's teaching that He would
rise from the dead, and they went to
Pilate and told him their fear; not that
Christ would rise from the dead, but
that the disciples would steal His body
and then give out that He was risen
from the dead, and they said, “So the
last error (deception) shall be worse
than the first.” Matt. 27:64. They had
the power and means to do all they could
to prevent the disciples’ coming and
stealing the body.

“But God raised Him from the dead,”
Hallelujah! TIn spite of priests and of
Pilate, and Roman soldiers! We admire
the wonderful courage and bravery of
the Roman soldier, but fhese soldiers
were very remarkable. In the darkness,
and when asleep, they could see in their
sleep and recognize the men, so they said,
that stole the hody of Christ. I have
heard people talk in their sleep, but never
knew any who could see in their sleep.

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: Hearts Attune  --

@"‘ 'OHAMMED forbade his fol-
lowers to enjoy music, declar-

ing, “he who enjoys music in
this life cannot expect to do so in the
world to come.” Hence, in the worship
of the Mohammedans, there is no joyous
song of praise, but a solemn, sullen ritual,
void of the attractiveness and inspiration
of music.

How different is the spirit of Chris-
tianity which, although founded by a
“Man of Sorrows,” is essentially a reli-
gion of joy. Why is it that the real
Christian has an inexpressible beam of
joy on his face and a never-ending song
of happiness in his heart? That song
may not always be andible and though
there may be circumstances of sorrow
and darkness outwardly, yet inwardly
there is a continual song—Ilike the never-
ending babbling of the brook or the lit-
tle bird’s song in the night—if the heart
is attune to God.

When God first created man, his heart
was in tune, and the harmony of com-
munion with His Maker was sweet and
melodious. But alas! Satan and Sin came
and unstrung the human heart and put
it out of tune, so that instead of produc-
ing harmony, the whole race was in dis-
cord and out of harmony with God.

How unpleasant it is to pick up a
stringed instrument or to go to a piano
that is out of tune. The instrument that
was made for harmony produces discord !
So it is with the human heart that has
never had the “tuning up” process of
the born-again experience, for it is only
by a higher power, that the discordant
heart of man can be put in tune. It is
true that there are many false teachers
who are advocating that man has only to
develop his own latent powers and he
will make wonderful music; but God's
Word teaches that man is as helpless to
tune and adjust himself to God as is the
stringed instrument out of tune.

There is only one thing that will put
an instrument out of tune, and that is
neglect! Just let it stand idle and it will
soon lose its pitch and become discordant.
So it is with the heart that has once been
attuned to God, neglect of reading God's
Word and praying will cause a letting
down and a getting out of tune. Instru-
ments are supposed to be tuned to a
standard pitch so the Bible gives us our
standard “pitch” and the Holy Spirit
helps to keep us in tune.

The Apostle Paul in Ephesians 5:19
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says, “Be filled with the Spirit; speaking
to yourselves in psalms and hymns and
spiritual songs, singing and making mel-
ody in your heart to the Lord.” Of
course, in order to “make melody” in
our hearts they must be in tune. What are
melodies or songs that we are to render
unto the Lord from our hearts?

The first song that comes from the
lieart attuned to God is the Song of Re-
demption. It is very significant that the
first recorded song in the Bible is that
glorious burst of praise that came spon-
taneously from the lips and hearts of
Moses and the children of Israel after
they had been miraculously delivered at
the Red Sea from Pharaoh’s pursuing
army. Exodus 15. It was no wonder
they began to sing! They were free from
Egypt's bondage, free from the cruel
slave drivers, and were on their way to
Canaan! So it is with the soul that is
freed from the bondage of sin, freed
from the hard task master, the devil, and
is on his way to heaven. The heart has
been “tuned to sing His Grace,” and
spontaneously there arises a song of
praise, Hallelujah! The song of redemp-
tion is a song that angels cannot sing,
for,

“Holy, Holy, Holy, is what the angels sing
And I expect to help them make the courts of
heaven ring.

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But when we sing redemption’s story, they will
fold their wings,

For angels never felt the joy that our salva-
ton })I‘i]lg.\."

The Psalmist David speaks of this
song as a “new song.” In Psalm 40:2, 3,
he says, “He brought me up out of an
horrible pit, out of the miry clay and
set my feet upon a rock, and established
my goings. And He hath put a new song
in my mouth, even praise unto our God.”

How delightful and pleasing to the ear
of the Master Musician must be this song
of redemption that rises from a heart
once in discord, but now in tune with
heaven! Yet there is a richer melody
which is perhaps more harmonious that
He desires to come from the heart. It is
the

Song of Consecration. This is a song
which is more difficult to sing, for the
human heart is naturally seli-willed and
at enmity with the will of God. Even
those who have sung the rapturous song
of redemption sometimes find it difficult
to bring themselves to the place of com-
plete abandonment to the will of God so
that they can sing this heavenly song of
consecration. How well we remember the
struggle that went on, before we were

finally willing to sing,

“The struggle past, the battle over,
Not mine, but Thine alone to be:
A love-slave to remain forever,
A captive, yet than bird more

s

freed
And then the refrain,

“I love Thee, I love Thee, my Life,
My Light, my Star, my Sun;

With joy I haste to follow Thee;
Forever more Thy will be done”

In the time of Hezekiah's reign over
Israel, he ordered the sacrifices which had
been neglected to be offered again. Be-
fore this he had caused a crew to cleanse
the temple and commanded the people to
set themselves apart for the worship of
Jehovah. In 2 Chron. 29:27, we read,

“And when the burnt offering began,
the song of the Lord began also.” This
was the glorious song of consecration
which rose from the hearts of those who
made a burnt offering unto God! Yes,
there is no joy this side of heaven like
the deep, unspeakable joy that comes to
the heart fully yielded in consecration to
God. The world cannot possibly under-
stand that sweet consciousness of being
in perfect tune and harmony with the
Maker of this great Universe! The song
of consecration which arises from a heart
perfectly in tune must cause the heart of
the Master Musician to throb with joyous
satisfaction that His agony in the Garden
and His anguish on the Cross were not
in vain, for the ultimate purpose of Re-
demption is to restore man to perfect
harmony with God.
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There is another heart song which we
should like to mention: it is the Song of
Faith.  This song often has a minor
theme, but always ends in the major
mode with a final cadence of victory.

In the time of Jehoshaphat, great
armies of Ammonites and Moabites came
against Judah, and it looked as if she
was doomed to destruction. However,
Jehoshaphat got down to business in pray-
er and God encouraged his heart, causing
him to dare to believe for victory. The
message came through a prophet, “The
battle is not yours, but God’s.” The next
day they arose early in the morning and
when it came time for the crucial battle,
Jehoshaphat gave his men these words
for encouragement: “Believe in the Lord
your God, so shall ye be established.”
Then we read in 2 Chron. 20:21: “And
when he had consulted with the people,
he appointed singers unto the Lord and
that should praise the beauty of holiness,
as they went out before the army. And
when they began to sing and to praise,
the Lord set ambushments against the
children of Ammon and Moab . . . and
they were smitten.”

Have you ever been in like circum-
stances, when you were desperate and
did not see any way out? Then as you
earnestly sought the Lord, He gave you
faith to dare to believe Him in spite of
circumstances, and a real song of faith
welled up from your heart.

Several summers ago, when we were
holding evangelistic meetings in Texas,
our little boy, David was taken suddenly
ill. Our alarm was increased when he
had a convulsion, and as we feared some
contagious disease, we called a doctor.
He quieted our fears along this line, say-
ing it was summer complaint and told
us how to care for the child. However,
we knew the child was seriously ill as he
had very high fever and seemed to be
in a stupor.

That week I was doing the preaching,
and as my subjects were already an-
nounced, we did not feel it was best
to change with my husband. However,
the anxiety of a child very ill and lying
listless on the bed weighed so heavily
on my heart and drained my physical
strength so that I felt it would be im-
possible for me to speak that night. So
I got desperately in earnest with God
(a good way to get) and finally touched
heaven and received a definite assurance
that the Lord had undertaken. A most
joyous song of faith arose from the
depths of my heart, until T felt as though
I wanted to praise the Lord so that the
whole world could hear. (However I
refrained somewhat for the neighbor’s
sake). Then I went into the room where
little David lay on the bed. Something
led me to take his temperature, although
I was not concerned about his condition
then. When the thermometer read 103
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degrees, still I was not one bit shaken,
for that song of faith kept singing in my
heart! For a few moments I sat on the
edge of the bed but the apparently un-
changed condition of the child did not
trouble me. Then little David (two and a
half years old) opened his eyes and for
the first time that day he seemed to
recognize me. He said, “Want to det
dwessed, Mamma.” At first we thought
he was partly delirious, as it seemed im-
possible that the answer had come so
quickly. His daddy patted him, and said,
“Be quiet, David.” But there was no
quiet for him then, for in a moment or
two he was jumping around on the bed
as though he had never been ill. 1 took
his temperature and it was normal. It
had all happened in a few minutes' time
and he was entirely healed. There sure-
ly was a glorious song of victory then,
and the Lord gave us a gracious ingath-
ering of souls in the meeting that night.
Praise His wonderful name!

We are reminded of the song,
“If all were easy, if all were bright,
Where would the cross be, where would the

fight?
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Did sin originate in the Garden of
Eden or was it in existence before?

The origin of sin is a mystery, but
there is reason to believe that it began
in the self-will of Satan who, as Lucifer
sought to become equal to, or exalted
above God. Isa. 14:12-15. Jesus said
concerning Satan, “He is a liar, and the
father of it.” John 8:44. The tempta-
tion in the Garden of Eden was founded
upon a lie and there was an evil tempter
to tempt or else there would not have
been the temptation to evil.

What is meant by, “If any man’s
works be destroyed, he shall suffer loss,
but he himself shall be saved, vet so as
by fire”? Jesus said concerning those
who professed to have done many won-
derful works in His name, “Depart from
Me,” which would show that they were
lost.

The two scriptures mentioned above,
1 Cor. 3:15; Matt. 7:22, 23, are different
in meaning. The first shows the possi-
bhility of a saved person's working for
the Lord, but in such a way as to build
nothing of lasting value. When the test
comes the works of such will be destroy-
ed, but, since the worker has trusted in
the atonement of Christ for salvation, he
will be saved, but without rewards for
his labors. The second warns that there
will be those who have labored in the
name of Christ, evidently with success,
whose lives have been sincere, and even
though such may show fruits of their
labors, because their hearts were not
right they will be damned.

But in the hard place God gives to you
Chances ot proving what He can do.”
“Keep on believing, Jesus is near.

Keep on believing, there's nothing to fear.
Keep on believing, this is the way—
Songs in the night as well as the day.”

Do you remember when Paul and
Silas were thrust into prison for preach-
ing the gospel? Their backs were torn
and bleeding from the cruel lashing they
had received and their feet were clamped
in heavy wooden stocks. Yet, “Paul and
Silas sang praises at midnight,” we are
told. True, that song might have been
the minor song of faith, but it had a
glorious final cadence of victory, for the
Lord sent an earthquake which shook
open the prison doors and released them
from the heavy stocks, the jailor came
running and cried with fear, “What must
I do to be saved?” He and his whole
houschold were saved and the faithful
ministers of the gospel were freed be-
cause of that song of faith!

[n these last, trying days, when we all
feel as though things are heading up
for some great cataclysm, and we who
study God's Word know that it is time
for the Lord to come, there is another
song that insists on singing from our
hearts :

“Oh, Lord Jesus how long, how long,
E'er we shout the glad song—
Christ returneth, Hallelujah, Hallelujah, Amen.”

Then if we have learned to sing the
Song of Redemption, the Song of Conse-
cration and the Song of Faith, here in
this life, we shall certainly go to join that
great celestial choir where we shall sing
“the song of Moses and the Lamb.” Rev.
15:4. There we shall be taught the Hal-
lelujah Chorus such as mortals have never
heard, and then will our hearts be tuned
more perfectly to sing His praise.

One in Christ

“On the way back to the trenches,
after a charge,” says a soldier in the
Great War, “I saw a poor German sol-
dier trying to get his water-bottle. He
was in a fearful condition. I knelt down
by his side. His bottle was empty, so I
gave him water from mine. Somewhat
revived, he opened his eyes, and saw my
Salvation Army button. His drawn face
lit up with a smile, and he whispered in
broken English: ‘T also am a Salvation
soldier.”  Then he felt for his Army
badge. Tt was still pinned to his coat,
but bespattered with blood. T think we
both shed a few tears, and then I picked
up his poor broken body, and amid the
terrible hail of death which had begun
again, carried him to the ambulance. But
he was beyond human aid. When T plac-
ed him on the wagon he gave a gentle tug
at my coat; bending low to listen, I
heard the whisper: ‘Jesus, safe with Je-

sus.
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The Three Classes of Mankind

The apostle warns us, “Give no of-
fence, neither to the Jews, nor to the Gen-
tiles, nor to the church of God” (1 Cor.
10:32), a timely warning for our day
when so many men’s hearts are filled with
a deep scated hatred of the Jew, a hatred
of all nations except their own, and a
hatred of all truly born again ones. The
50th Psalm is a revelation of things to
come and shows us that God is going to
deal with the three classes of whom the
apostle speaks; first, with the saints, who
compose the true Church; second, with
Israel; and third, with those of the na-
tions who have rejected the true gospel,
whom he characterizes as “the wicked.”
Let us take a few minutes to study this
P’salm for in it we shall learn much prac-
tical truth for this hour.

God Speaks

The first words of this Psalm should
arrest us, “The mighty God, even the
Lord, hath spoken.” David Baron says,
“Here is an array of divine titles, the
order and conjunction of which is only
paralleled in one other passage in the
Old Testament. Josh. 22:22, El—
Elohim—Jehovah are the three august
and blessed names with which this Psalm
commences, and they are in keeping with
the great subject it teaches, for while He
is represented as appearing at last as the
El and Elohim, the mighty and awful God
of power and judgment, the terror of the
ungodly, He also comes as the faithful
covenant Jehovah of redemption to
gather His saints, and to consummate
His everlasting purposes of love and
mercy toward them.” When the mighty
God, even the Lord, speaks, is it not in-
cumbent upon us to listen and take earn-
est heed to the things which He has to
say, especially His pointed warning of
impending judgment?

The Lord's Coming

At the beginning of this Psalm we have
a revelation of the nature of the com-
ing of the King Eternal, Immortal, In-
visible, the only wise God. “Our God
shall come, and shall not keep silence: a
fire shall devour before him, and it shall
be very tempestuous round about him.”
v. 3. Isaiah describes this coming, “For,
behold, the Lord will come with fire, and
with his chariots like a whirlwind, to
render his anger with fury, and his re-
buke with flames of fire. For by fire
and by his sword will the Lord plead with
all flesh: and the slain of the Tord shall
be many.” And the apostle Paul speaks

of it, “The Lord Jesus shall be revealed
from heaven with his mighty angels, in
flaming fire taking vengeance on them
that know not God . . . who shall be pun-
ished with everlasting destruction from
the presence of the Lord.” 2 Thess.
1:7-9. Men talk lightly of the coming
of Christ. They remind one of an elder-
ly spimster in England, who went to her
grocer during the War to get a certain
kind of biscuit for her dog. When told
that these biscuits were not being made
during the War she declared, “This war
is ceasing to be a joke!” The coming of
the Judge, with “the flame of a devour-
ing fire, with scattering, and tempest, and
hailstones,” will not be a joke to the un-
godly.

His Dealing With His Saints

First we have the call, “Gather my
saints together unto me; those that have
made a covenant with me by sacrifice.”
When our Lord was about to go to Cal-
vary He gave His disciples the symbols
of His body that was just about to be
broken on our behalf, and of His blood
that was about to be shed for the re-
mission of our sins, and He said, “This
is the blood of the new covenant which is
shed for many for the remission of sins.”
It has been well said, It is only through
the rent veil of His flesh that we enter
into all the blessings of the covenant of
God’s grace.” Those whom He here
calls “My saints” have entered into cove-
nant with Him through the Calvary sacri-
fice. They say, “O Lord, Thou didst die
for my sins at Calvary, and T accept this
heavenly provision.” TFor then the judg-
ment of sins is past. And they listen with
joy to the words, “Who shall lay any-
thing to the charge of God’s elect? "It is
God that justifieth.” Praise God for this
hountiful provision of grace for all who
believe and trust in Christ for their sal-
vation. When He comes He will gather
to Himself all who believe on Him.

With Israel

After calling His saints, the Lord, the
Judge, turns to Israel. Note His first
words to them: “Hear, O my people.”
There came a time when God brought
judgment on Israel and declared, “Ye are
not my people, and I will not be your
God.” Hosea 1:9. But almost in the same
breath the prophet was able to speak of
a gracious day coming when “it shall
come to pass, that in the place where it
was said unto them, Ye are not my peo-
ple, there it shall be said unto them, Ye
are the sons of the living God.” Hosea
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1:10. And so on this day of the com-
ing of the Judge He once more addresses
them as "My people,” for when the Lord
returns they shall see Him whom they
pierced at Calvary, God’s true sacrifice,
and their eyes will be opened to this won-
derful divine provision for their salva-
tion. And then they will be called upon
to “offer unto God the sacrifice of thanks-
giving” (Psalm 50:14, R.V.), and to
pay to Him their vows of loyalty and al-
legiance.

Jacob’s Trouble

There is a time of trouble ahead for
Israel. Jeremiah foretold this, “Alas!
for that day is great, so that none is like
it : it is even the time of Jacob’s trouble,
but he shall be saved out of 1t.” Jer. 30:7.
How will he be saved out of it? By giv-
ing heed to the gracious invitation in this
Psalm, “Call upon me in the day of trou-
ble: I will deliver thee, and thou shalt
glorify me” The answer to this call is
shown forth in Zech. 13:9, “And T will
bring the third part through the fire, and
will refine them as silver is refined, and
will try them as gold is tried: they shall
call on my name, and [ will hear them:
I will say, It is my people: and they shall
say, The Lord is my God.”

Concerning the Wicked

Then the righteous Judge will turn to
those described as “the wicked.” It will
be a sore judgment on those who have
heard the Word of God and yet have
hated instruction and cast Iis words be-
hind them. The outstanding sins men-
tioned here are being a party to theft,
adultery, and the awful sin of slander.
Every nation and every individual in the
nation that forgets God will be turned in-
to hell. But there is a gracious call of
mercy in this Psalm. “Consider this, ye
that forget God, lest T tear you in pieces,
and there be none to deliver.” And He
opens up an avenue of approach to Him-
self, declaring, “Whoso offereth praise
glorifieth me: and to him that ordereth
his conversation aright will I shew the
salvation of God.” This is an appeal to
repentance much on the same line of that
given in Jer. 13:15, 16, “Hear ye, and
give ear; De not proud: for the Lord
hath spoken. Give glory to the Lord your
God, before he cause darkness, and be-
fore your feet stumble upon the dark
mountains, and while ye look for light,
he turn it into the shadow of death, and
make it gross darkness.” There is a place
of refuge to which every sinner can re-
sort. Christ invites every weary and
heavy laden one, “Come unto Me . .
and I will give you rest,” How can you
approach Him? Come with praise and
thanksgiving for His grace extended to
vou, and He will not fail to show vou the
great provision of His mercy and kind-
ness He provided for you when He went
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to Calvary to suffer death on your be-
half, the Just for the unjust, that He
might bring vou to God.

A Call to Thanksgiving

There is an outstanding message for us
in this Psalm to which we should give
earnest heed. We see here what is ac-
ceptable sacrifice to God—the sacrifice of
thanksgiving. As Webb-Peploe puts it,
“There are three sacrifices in the New
Testament incumbent on all saints; first,
that of our persons (Romans 12:1);
second, that of our purses (Ieb. 13:16) ;
an third, that of our praises, ‘By Him
therefore let us offer the sacrifice of
praise to God continually, that is, the

fruit of our lips giving thanks to his
name’ Heb. V13I8 et trs OHer =t
God our praises continually, for *“from
the rising of the sun till the going down
of the same the Lord is to be praised.”
Jegin to praise the moment you awaken,
and let vour last word be one of praise
and thanksgiving to Him. From morn-
ing till night render unto Him the praises
due to His name. Men around us are
cursing that worthy name, but we can
counteract their curses by our voluminous
praises. And do not forget there is a
divinely given command that “First of
all supplications, prayers, intercession,
and giving of thanks be made for all
men.”

According to Ernest Gordon, writing
in S. S. Times, an African clergyman
working among the pygmies of the
Arumini has recently baptized two hun-
dred of these little people. The Gospel
shall be preached for a witness to all
nations (Matt.

Weizman's commission for the settle-
ment of German Jews in Palestine has
reported that 9,000 have already been
absorbed in the land since Hitler came
to power.

had a special infilling of the Holy Spirit
for the occasion. They had no time for
preparation. Hear them, “By the Name
of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom ye
crucified, whom God raised from the
dead, even by Him doth this man stand
here before you whaole.” v. 10. The
raised man proved afresh the fact of
the raised Christ.

The disciples later go to their own
company: Pentecostal people. They
have a mighty prayer meeting. All lifted
up their voices to God with one accord”
(v. 24); result, a fresh infilling of the
Holy Spirit, and one of the many re-
sults of such an infilling (v. 33) “with
great power gave the apostles witness of
the resurrection of the Lord Jesus.”

Again the apostles were arrested, and
an angel said to them in prison, “Go,
stand and speak in the temple to the peo-
ple all the words of this life.” Acts
5:20. The angel opened the prison. A
miracle performed, to let the apostles
tell of the miracle of the resurrection.

Again before the High Priests, they
were accused of filling the whole of Jer-
usalem with this resurrection doctrine.
Have we filled the city in which we live
with the fact and power of the resurrec-
tion of Christ? In verses 30, 31 we see
Peter still rubbing it into these Saddu-
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cees and priests ; the man who was afraid
of a maid, cried in their teeth, “The God
of our fathers raised up Jesus, whom
ve slew. . . . God exalted Him with His
right hand to be a Prince.”.

How can we get a living realization of
the resurrection power of Christ and be
able to pass that living fact on to others?
Our understanding must be opened by
the Spirit of God so that we can under-
stand the Scriptures. Christ rose “ac-
cording to the Seriptures.” 1 Cor. 15:3.

Also there must be a spirit of love and
devotion to the person of Christ. Peter
and John heard that Christ had risen.
They ran to the grave. John arrived
first, but was apparently too nervous to
go inside the tomb; then Peter the bold,
came up, and without hesitation went
inside. Both saw the clothes lying mn-
tact folded, not in any way disturbed
and the napkin which went round His
head, still wrapped, and of course it was
separated from the body, in its proper
place by itself. John the apostle of love,
saw the whole thing, and then he be-
lieved. John 20:9. Peter did not under-
stand it. Christ's body in a miraculous
manner had passed through the cover-
ings without disturbing any of them. We
have seen the shell of a bug, after the
living butterfly has eaten its way out of
one end, remaining intact, but hollow.
Christ later on went through the walls or
door of the upper room, and did not
disturb the plaster on the wall, or break
a panel of the door. The loving apostle
was the first believing apostle.

Believing the truth of the resurrection
is mentioned in Romans 10:9, 10, as be-
ing one of the.conditions of salvation,
“Ii thou . . . shalt believe in thine heart
that God raised Him from the dead,
thou shalt be saved.”

Peter in his epistle again shows the
importance of the outward form of im-
mersion, 1 Peter 3:21. “The like fig-
ures whereunto even baptism doth also
now save us . . . by the resurrection of
Jesus Christ.”

God hath exalted Christ, and He is
sitting at the right hand of God, until
God wmakes His enemies His foofstool.
God recognizes His enemies as Christ’s,
and our enemies are Christ’s. Christ is
patiently waiting for His Father to do
the work of making His enemies His
footstool. The ravings of the atheists
in Russia and elsewhere will not under-
mine His faith in His Father’s promise.
More than that, wwe are told that wwe shall
judge the world and angels.

Shining for Christ

At a Northfield conference Dr. A. A.
Bonar, of Glasgow, said: “Christians
can sometimes do more by shining for
God than by speaking for Him. A Scot-
tish engineer at Bombay took lodgings in
the Jewish quarter. He did not under-
stand a syllable of Hebrew, and could not
converse with the Jews: but he showed
them kindness, and let them see that he
was a happy man. After a while he died.
Some years after, in Bagdad. a mis-
sionarv was called upon by a Jew, who
said he wanted to know more about
Christ. He told about th's Scottish en-
gineer at Bombay—how happy he al-
ways seemed—how even amid trials and
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sufferings, his face was always shining.
This, said the Jew, made such an im-
pression upon him that he wanted the
mystery explained. The explanation led
to his conversion.”

Reward

Deeply and tragically has the Church
missed the truth of reward, one of the
sharpest spurs to action and sacrifice
God ever made. On no one's lips is the
word more frequent than on our Lord’s.
Sadoce, the founder of the Sadducees,
started his movement of profound un-
belief by denying the doctrine of reward.
But eyes once opened can never miss it
again. “Some little time ago,” says Dr.
Wilbur Chapman, “l was turning over
the pages of the New Testament, and
looking up this subject of the Christian’s
rewards, and 1 was perfectly amazed to
see how many times the subject was men-
tioned. I was especially attracted to the
verses which had the word ‘crown’ in
them, and I found that one crown men-
tioned was the ‘crown of life’; another,
the ‘crown that is incorruptible’; another,
the ‘crown of righteousness’ ; another, the
‘crown of glory’; another, the ‘crown of
rejoicing.” I thought it was just a dif-
ferent way of mentioning the same thing,
the idea being power, reward, glory; but
when I began studying the Scriptures I
found that that was not true. If the
‘erown of life’ was mentioned, it meant
one form of reward, the ‘crown incor-
ruptible’ another form, and the ‘crown
of rejoicing’ still another.” Rewards are
as infinitely varied as the services which,
by the love of God, they crown; and our
Lord Himself returns crowned with
many crowns—the diademed tiara of the
perfect approval of God.

The
Jewess told her friend that she must not
mention Jesus to her, and that if she did
their association would have to stop.

This young woman said, “If you will
agree to do one tlung, I will agree not
to mention Him.” Miss Lowenstein was
asked to agree simply to go alone and
kneel and say in effect, “Lord Jesus, if
You exist and can hear and answer, prove
to me that You are Lord by taking away
these deep wounds of unhappiness and
make me happy.” She hesitated to do it,
but finally in a sore need tried it.

Very quickly the Lord answered by
taking away her unhappiness, by healing
her deep wounds, and by making her
happy and joyous. She came downstairs
with radiant face, telling her uncle that
she had found a new Friend. This made
the uncle very glad until he found out
that her new Friend was Jesus.

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The Child and the Kingdom

Lesson for April 8: Matt. 18:1-6; 19:13-15.

After Peter's confession the Lord Jesus at-
tempted to impress upon the disciples the neces-
sity and certainty of His coming death. “But
they understood not that saying,” writes Mark.
There was something in the depths of their
hearts that made them unwilling and unable to
comprehend the mystery of Christ’s sufferings.
Our lesson will explain what that was. Their
imaginations were so dazzled with the prospect
of the glories of the coming kingdom, that they
were occupied with selfish ambition and child-
ish dreams of greatness. Our Lord sets Him-
self to the task of purging this idea from their
midst. The teaching used for this purpose gath-
ers round the illustration of a child.

I THE CHILDSEXALTEDBY CHRIST.
(Matt, 18:1-4.)

Carnal ambition displayed. Said the disciples
to Jesus, “Who is the greatest in the kingdom
of heaven?” They had forgotten the cross after
a brief spell of sorrow when the Lord had re-
ferred to it, and they had begun dreaming of
the splendor of political power, just as a child
returns to play after forgetting the death of a
parent. The question was the culmination of
a dispute that was endangering the peace and
unity of the apostolic band. Mark 8:33, 34.
When love of pre-eminence comes in, harmony
goes out.

Carnal ambition rebuked. Setting a child in
their midst, Jesus said, “Except yve be converted,
and become as little children, ye shall not en-
ter the kingdom of heaven.” He as much as
says: “Humility, which is the foundation and
measure of spiritual perfection, so pleases Me,
that I delight in little children. And he who
would become My disciple must become like
a child in simplicity and humility. You would
be greatest in the kingdom? I tell you, except
you turn from this spirit of selfish ambition you
will not even enter the kingdom.”

Humility is the basis of all real leadership
and greatness. During the Civil War, when
matters were not going satisfactory on the
Potomac, President Lincoln visited the field
to confer with the General. Upon his arrival
he sent his orderly to inform the General that
the President was there and would like to
speak to him. In reply the General said in
substance, “If the President desires to see me,
he can easily find my tent.” The furious or-
derly said to Lincoln, “Do you mean to take
an insult like that?” “I do not mean to take
an insult at all,” was the reply. “Show me the
way to the General's tent. “Do you mean to
go to the general’s tent?” “Surely, answered
Lincoln, “I would hold the general’s horse if it
would save the Union.” Comments one writer:
“It is said that there are more than eleven
hundred books or lives of Lincoln in our public
libraries—not so many of the General”

II. THE €HILD: IDENTIFIED WITH
CE RIS,
(Matt, 18:5, 6)
Verse 5 refers to a literal child; verse 6,
to the spiritual child, or young convert. They
convey the following lessons:
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Careful treatment of hitile children. *And who-
so shall receive one such little child in my name,
receiveth me.” These words enjoin considerate,
loving treatment of little ones. After describ-
ing how he had unjustly, angrily and severely

punished his seven-vear old boy, Marion Law-
rance, noted Sunday school worker, said,
“Friends, 1 could not have said my prayers if
I had not taken that little fellow on my knee
and said to him, ‘Father is sorry. He did
wrong., He punished you when you did not de-
serve it. Forgive me, and 1 will try to be a

better father.’ . In many homes, the children
seek comfort in their playthings, in their toys
and dolls, because father and mother are not
patient with them.”

Careful treatment of young converts. Taking
the literal child as a type of the young convert,
the Lord says, “But whoso shall offend (that
is, cause to stumble) one of these little ones
which believe in me, better were it for him
that a millstone were hanged about his neck,
and that he were drowned in the depth of the
sea.” Young converts, in their first flush of
spiritual ecstasy and enthusiasm, have a high
conception and ideal of Christian living; but
how often they are stumbled by the inconsis-
tent, carcless conduct of the older Christians.
Grief is followed by disappointment, disappomnt-
ment by questionings and disillusionment, and
disillusionment is sometimes followed by back-
sliding. “That is the founder of the Infidel
Club of Glasgow,” said someone pointing to
a prosperous elder of a Scottish church. He
then explained how this man's inconsistent life
had undermined the faith of several young
men, who had in consequence formed this in-
fidel club. We all have an influence. How are
we exerting it?

III. THE CHILD: VALUED BY CHRIST.
(Matt. 18:12-14)

Still using the child as a type of humble be-
fievers, the TLord Jesus tells the parable of
the shepherd who left the ninety and nine
sheep in order to seek the one that was
straying. By the use of this parable He teaches
the value of each individual in the sight of
God, justifies His atoning work and enforces
the duty of love to all of the “little ones.”

It is related that a jeweler received a valuable
jewel to be reset. He wrapped it carefully and
laid it away: but when it was wanted, it could
not be found. Its loss would ruin the jeweler.
He searched everywhere, day after day, doing
nothing until he had found it. At last he dis-
covered a piece of paper in which the jewel
had been wrapped, among the ashes of the
fireplace. After sifting the ashes, he was over-
joved to find his treasure perfectly uninjured.
In this story, and in the parable it illustrates,
we have an answer to the unbeliever's sneer,
“Do you expect us to believe that the Almighty
Creator cares so much for puny, insignificant
man that He sent His own Son to seek and
save and die for him?” Qur answer is, yes;
for wrapped up in each individual is the treas-
ure of an immortal soul the loss of which justi-
fied the great quest of the Son of God.
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THE CHILD: CLAIMED BY CHRIST
(Matt, 19:13-15)

The disciples repel the children. “Then were
there brought unto him little children, that he
should put his hands on them, and pray: and
the disciples rebuked them.” In their mis-
taken concern for Christ they thought that He
did not care to be bothered with children. (1)
They doubted the children's ability to under-
stand the Lord or profit by His ministrations.
Their idea was that except a child become like
a grown-up person it cannot see the kingdom
of God—the very opposite of what the Lord had
recently told them. Matt. 18:1-3. (2) They
were forgetiul of the value of children, “The
Master is too busy with the great concerns of
the kingdom; He has not time to bother with
little children.” Such was probably their at-
titude—the very opposite of what Christ had
recently said. Verse 5. (3) They were probably
ignorant of the children's need of Christ. A
workman in felling and chopping a tree dis-
covered in the heart of it an initial that bad
been cut there by a woodsman when the tree
was a mere sapling. Layer upon layer had
grown over it, but it had remained until the
heart was laid open years later. Children do
need Christ; and the earlier they receive Him
into their hearts, the greater is the likelihood
of that impression remaining.

Christ welcomes the children. He invited
the children: “Suffer little children, and for-
bid them not.”” In these words we today have
an encouragement to evangelize children. He
claimed the children: “for of such is the king-
dom of heaven.” These words admit of a
two-fold application: (1) Literal. Children who
die before the age of accountability are auto-
matically benefitted by the atoning work of
Christ. (2) Spiritual. There are certain qual-
ities of character in small children that make
them a type of those who shall be admitted
into heaven. Children are characterized by con-
fidence instead of skepticism, self-surrender in-
stead of distrust, sincerity instead of hypocrisy,
simplicity instead of worldliness, humility in-
stead of pride. And no one, whatever his posi-
tion or education or ability may be, can see the
kingdom without such a spirit. This was dis-
covered by Professor Heegavrd, a former lead-
er of free-thought in I)unnmrL Said he:
“Through the experiences of life in its sorrow
and suffering, my soul has been shattered, and
the foundations on which [ once built brought
low. I sought and found peace in God. Since
then, I have not abandoned science, but it takes
another place in my life. In my belief there
is only one anchorage for man—a simple and
living faith in Christ.”"—Myer Pearlman.
