The vessel is said
to be the first vessel to sail under a Pales-
tine flag for some 2,000 years. Has a new
national flag of Palestine any significance
to prophetic students today? We think
it has.

Dispersed, but not Destroyed

For centuries now the Jews have been
dispersed among the nations, but, like
Jonah in the stomach of the whale, they
remain unassimilated. The nations will
never be comfortable—nor the Jews them-
selves, until they have

whom was revealed the pattern of His
redemptive plan for all mankind.

T hetr Land Desolated

At the time of the destruction of the
Temple by Titus in A. D. 70 (within forty
years of their cry regarding the crucifix-
ion of their Messiah, “His blood be up-
on us and on our children”), 1,000,000
perished within Jerusalem; and in A. D.
135, another 580,000 of them were mas-
sacred by the Roman power. In this man-
ner were they “rooted out of their land
in anger and in wrath and in great in-
dignation” (Deut. 29:28), and their cities
laid waste. Their forests were ruined for
the purposes of the siege (Isa. 6:11).

Suffering Divine Judgments

The Jewish prayer book contains the
following prayer: “From then until now
we have been killed, slaughtered, butcher-
ed; we have been left a small number,
stepped upon, kicked and bitten and lone-
ly, robbed and wounded, distressed and
trampled upon by the enemy’s feet, soil-
ed with the dirt of earth, rejected and
forsaken, torn by lions and bears, broken
to pieces by ravenous beasts.” They have
found “no rest for the sole of their feet.”
Deut. 28:65. Banished from one country
to another, buffeted hither and thither by
the battering waves of natural hatred,
and driven this way and that by the biting

winds of blustering per-

been cast out from their
unpleasant quarters on to
the shores of their own
native land; then the
whale (the nations) will
have peace, and Jonah
(the Jews) will have
prosperity in their God-
given ministry.
Identity Preserved
For hundreds of years,
the Jew has been with-
out any corporate nation-
al existence, without a
national center, a capital,
government or flag; yet
in spite of this, he has
not lost his identity. A
stroll through New York
City provides an eloquent
eulogy of the truth of
the Scriptures regarding
God’'s chosen people Is-
rael, to whom was com-
mitted the sacred oracles,
the testimony of Je-
hovah’s unity, and in

secution; subjected to
the fearful embrace of
the “Iron Maiden” of
the Spanish Inquisition
(a hollow figure of a
woman made of iron, and
studded within with
spikes, in which the vic-
tims were enclosed, and
embraced in its deadly

arms till death inter-
vened) ; the rack, burn-
ings, unspeakable tor-
tures and ignominies

heaped upon them, ful-
filling in a remarkable
degree the judgments
prophesied in Deut.
28:15-68 (which read).
This chapter contains a
specific history of amaz-
ing detail and accuracy
which has had a detailed
fuliillment in the history
of Israel through the
years.

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““Ghe Multitude of Gounsellors”

Where no counsel is the people fall;
but in the multitude of counsellors there
s safety. Prov. 11:14.

Without counsel purposes are disap-
pointed; but in the multitude of counsel-
lors they are established. Prov. 15:22.

The Baptism with the Holy Spirit has
a special connection with believers be-
cummg members one of another in the
“body” ‘of Christ. Rom. 12:5. That is
to say, their individual experiences and
respective ministries must never be con-
sidered in isolation. In a Scripturally
“Pentecostal” body all need one another,
and each complements the other. “The eye
cannot say to the hand, 1T have no need
of thee.” I Cor. 12:21. The distinctive
character of the outward operations of
the Holy Spirit under the New Covenant
is that they are in, and through, the
Church as a body of believers; and not
through outstanding individuals, such as
a Gideon, or a Saul, of the Old Dispen-
sation. The new dispensational key word
that reveals this aspect of truth is the
word “all,” “Upon all flesh” (Joel 2:28):
“They were all filled” (Acts 2:4): “The
promise is . . ., all” (Acts 2:39): “The
Holy Ghost fell on all” (Acts 10:44):
etc. Pentecost was given to produce a
corporate activity, not an individual en-
duement only. The Baptism with the
Holy Spirit will ever remain a vividly
personal experience for each individual
believer who receives it; but the ultimate
purpose of that Baptism is participation
in the corporate activities of a body.

The practical application of this prin-
ciple is powerfully enforced in the two
proverbs before us concerning the “Mul-
titude of Counsellors.”

T here Is Safety

Isolation can become exceedingly dan-
gerous: and never more so than in what
we sometimes consider to be the higher
realms of spiritual experience. Moun-
tain climbers usually rope themselves to-
gether for greater safety when scaling the
highest peaks. We need to do the same.

Remarkable and unusual spiritual ex-
periences, especially if received when all
alone, should be submitted to the judg-
ment of competent brethren in Christ,
who “by reason of use have their senses
exercised to discern both good and evil”
(Heb. 5:14), before being finally accepted
as from the Lord. Personal dogmatism
over visions or revelations privately re-
ceived is dangerous in theextreme. Let the
prophets speak two or three, and let the
others judge,” is the safe Scriptural rule.
1 Cor. 14: 59

It is not even good to wait upon God
in prayer all alone too much, if the re-
sult or the objective seems to be “mani-
festations” rather than communion. Priv-
ate prayer is an essential for every healthy
soul; but it is to be carefully observed
that when “Pentecostal” outpourings of
the Spirit are desired and bestowed in
the New Testament, it is always made
clear that God works where and when a
company are gathered together. Even
Saul of Tarsus was not all alone when he
was filled with the Spirit. Acts 9:17.

Individual leaders who create divisions
nearly always do so because of failure to
take counsel with their brethren. The
“prophet” who isolates himself, and glo-
ries too much in his personal “revela-
tions,” almost invariably becomes a fa-
natic. The “teacher” who isolates himself
and glories too much in his personal in-
terpretations of the Secriptures, almost in-
variably becomes a schismatic. It is the
divine plan that we should correct and
balance one another, and the leader who
persistently ignores or flouts the counsel
of his brethren is a dangerous man to
follow.

We are wrestling against spiritual foes;
the Church is still in the “tumult of her
war’’; individually we have to contend
with an enemy like “a roaring lion seek-
ing whom he may devour.” Therefore
“by wise counsel shalt thou make thy
war” (Prov. 24:6); and in the councils
of God’s people, however much despised
by headstrong and ambitious personali-
ties, there will always remain one of the
great factors of the victorious life.

Purposes Are Established

A “multitude of counsellors” is not on-
ly wise and necessary for safety: it al<o
ensures the maximum of possibility that
our service will prove successful, and
permanent in its fruitfulness.

Pentecost inspires life with a grand
purpose. That purpose is intimately con-
nected with the fulfillment of the great
commission to “Go . . . and teach (make
disciples) of all nations.” Matt. 28:19.
Many become on fire with a burning zeal
to fulfill this purpose after they have been
baptized in the Holy Spirit; but they rush
off hastily, and neglect the “multitude of
counsellors” so that their life work is
largely wasted, and their purposes disap-
pointed. Zeal can do more harm than
good if not wisely directed. Useless
heroism may be spectacular, but it accom-
plishes nothing towards fulfilling the
great plan of God. There is no profit in
sacrificing valuable lives and large sums
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of money, merely through lack of wis-
dom.

When the early Church sent out her
first missionaries, it is noteworthy that
the action was a united one as a body
(Acts 13:1-3). The voice of the Spirit
calling them forth was heard in the as-
sembly, and not merely as a private
revelation which the assembly at An-
tioch was asked to take on trust. The
solemn ordination that followed was par-
ticipated in by the whole church. At the
conclusion of their tour, they “gathered
the church” together to present their re-
port. Acts 14:27. It was a momentous
step, taken with a “multitude of coun-
sellors.”

Later on, the leading apostles, in coun-
cil, made a mutual division of their re-
spective fields of labor. Gal. 2:9. The
missionary enterprise of the early Church
was steeped in counsel; and those work-
ers who were most conscious of the lead-
ing of ithe Holy Spirit in their own lives,
were the most ready to recognize that He
was working equally with their brethren
also. The fuller understanding of the di-
vine purpose was only arrived at by tak-
ing counsel together. Sporadic individual
enterprise in the gospel, however cour-
ageous and sincere, will never accomplish
as much for God as that undertaken with
a mulitude of counsellors. Pentecostal
missionary enterprise must observe this
unalterable word of wisdom in an ever-
enlarging sphere if it is to fulfill a worthy
place in the purposes of God.

That which is true of the missionary
abroad is equally true of the evangelist
at home. Philip’s gift quickly revealed
itself when he went down to Samaria,
and he had most encouraging results
(Acts 8:12) ; but the divine purpose was
only realized perfectly by the counsel and
co-operation of Peter and John, who
first of all acted to meet the need of the
converts’ receiving a fuller experience;
and then purged the work of an impostor
who seems to have completely deceived
the enthusiastic revivalist. It requires a
working together of all the ministry gifts
to establish assemblies, and such a pur-
pose is only to be achieved by a multitude
of counsellors. Individual work centers
around the individual worker, and par-
takes of all his weaknesses and limita-
tions.

Church Councils

There is a powerful drift in all govern-
ment today towards dictatorship; and the
same tendency can be seen in the Church,
and also in the Pentecostal Movement.
An undue swing of the pendulum in the
early days of this revival towards entire-
ly democratic methods of conducting
meetings and ruling assemblies encourag-
ed lawlessness, and generally proved futile
in establishing anything really worth
while. Leaders sincerely desirous of ac-
complishing something worthy of the tes-
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timony that Pentecost stands for have
therefore tended towards the opposite ex-
treme. They point to the success of their
methods as infallible proof that they have
been perfectly in the will of God. But
cast-iron denominationalism always ul-
timately frustrates the further progress
of the work of the Holy Spirit. If that
were not true, there would never have
been any Pentecostal Movement as a dis-
tinctive entity.

We may safely rule out democratic prin-
ciples in Church Government, if by them
we mean government frem the tail in-
stead of the head; and permit the vote
of a spiritually immature majority to
overrule the wisdom of experienced lead-
ers. That is contrary to the whole Word
of God. On the other hand, we must
equally reject the attempt of a few gifted
leaders to establish an autocracy that
governs by secret conclaves, and seeks to
persuade us that apostles, whether an-
cient or modern, are dictators instead of
fathers. We can never submit to such a
dangerous principle. That, also, is con-
trary to Scripture.

The government of the Church is
theocratic; and the New Testament places
the final word of authority always with
the Holy Spirit. How to achieve that di-
vine government is our problem. The
Scriptures teach that the surest method
is by counsel.

When the early Church had its first
internal difficulty arise (Acts 6), the first
action of the apostles was to “call the
multitude of the disciples” together. Yet
the government was not democratic, for
the word of counsel and direction came
from the apostles. But neither was it
autocratic, for the “saying pleased the
whole multitude,” and to them was left
the task of choosing the seven officers. It
was Theocratic; for none can fail to see
that it was the Holy Spirit’s gift of the
“word of wisdom” to the twelve that solv-
ed the problem; and the spiritual sense
of the multitude of believers immediately
bore witness to it.

Some years later, another internal cri-
sis occurred. Acts 15. Once again the
Scriptural method of dealing with it was
by calling a General Council. That there
was open discussion, even of a protract-
ed nature, is proved by the words “when
there had been much disputing.”” Never-
theless the principle was not democratic;
the “apostles and elders” were the ones
who officially considered the matter, and
it is clear that experience and office was
fully recognized and honored. But neith-
er was the method autocratic; the ulti-
mate decision was that of “the whole
church” (v. 22), and the official letter em-
bodying it was written by “the apostles,
and elders, and brethren.” The secret once
again was rheocracy, the real government
was with the Holy Spirit, as revealed in
the closing words: “It seemed ood to the
Holy Ghost and to us” (v. 28). But the
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mind of the Spirit was discovered by
counsel.

We must keep true to the New Testa-
ment method of discovering the voice of
the Spirit by counsel together. Even then
human weakness may cause “much dis-
puting,” but it is worth it all if, at the
end, we can again triumphantly affirm
“it seemed good to the Holy Ghost and
to us.” There does not appear to be any
quick and easy way of discovering God's
will. Perhaps that is where we make
mistakes; we think there is. It takes
much patience and mutual forbearance to
arrive at a decision with a “multitude of
counsellors,” but heavenly wisdom has
stamped it as the surest and safest way
ir. the end. Perhaps one of the greatest
needs of God’s Spirit-filled people all over
the world today is to take more counsel
together.

T he National Restoration

of the Jews

T heir Remarkable Increase

In A.D. 1170, there were only 1,500,000
Jews in the world, but, today, in spite of
their sufferings, they have increased to
16,000,000. God has preserved and in-
creased them for the {fulfilling of His
purposes in these, the last days.

There 1s a Jewish legend told which
portrays two venerable Rabbis musing
among the ruins of Jerusalem, after its
destruction. One laments, as he views
the situation, ‘“Alas, alas, this is the end
of all. Our beautiful city is no more,
the holy temple is laid waste, and our
brethren are driven away.” The other is
animated with hope, and has a brighter
outlook, and replies cheerfully, “True, but
let us learn from the verities of God’s
judgments the certainty of His mercies.
He hath said, ‘I will destroy,” and have
we not seen He has done it; but He has
also said, ‘T will rebuild Jerusalem,” and
shall we not believe Him?”

In the book of Ezekiel there are over
300 “I wills,” some have been fulfilled,
but the majority, dealing with the re-
gathering and the renationalization of
Israel in the land, have been left for their
fulfillment to those momentous days in
which we live.

T hetr National Home

In A.D. 1827, only 500 Jews were to
be found in Palestine; now there are
some 200,000 Jewish inhabitants. This
greatly accelerated immigration has re-
sulted largely from the now historic Bal-
four Declaration of 1917, which provided
that Palestine should be made a *“Nation-
al Home for the Jewish people.”” This
was ratified by the League of Nations in
1922, representing fifty-two nations.

Palestine’s Jewish Population
Increasing
Recent Anti-Semitism has driven 60.-
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000 refugees from Germany, the majority
of whom are Jews; 7,000 of these have
gone into Palestine. The fews now form
17 per cent of the population of Palestine,
and 20 per cent of the Palestine Police
Force. God’'s chosen people are being
gathered back to the land in unbelief
“with a mighty hand . . . and with fury
poured out”—see Ezekiel 20:34-38. Some
have said that if all the Jews were to be
gathered to their own land, their sixteen
millions would overwhelm Palestine. This
1s true, but it should be remembered that
the land Covenanted to Abraham is some
300,000 miles square, extending from the
River Nile to the Euphrates. Palestine
itself only covers one tenth of the proms-
ised area (see Gen. 13:14 and 15:18, etc.).
For centuries this land has been lying
fallow, waiting for the 1,000 years of
abounding blessing and fruitfulness which
it is yet to experience.

The restoration of the national spirit
progresses rapidly. “In December, 1922,
died Eliezer ben Yehudah, who by forty
years' toil and through storms of anger
and anathema . . . restored Hebrew to
[srael.” Now 94 per cent of Jews in
Palestine are using the national tongue
which had been dead for 1900 years.

The Nation's Future Glory

The prophecy of Ezekiel 37:5-14 seems
to suggest that Israel will be regathered
to a national life (v. 7) “as dead bones.”
The nation being revived, but with no
spiritual life (breath) v. 8. This is being
remarkably fulfilled today. Israel is be-
ing restored to the land in unbelief and
unrepentant. Later on, after the time of
on them and they will lize, a nation will
Jacob’s trouble, Jehovah will breathe up-
on them and they will lize, a nation will
be born in a day. Then will be con-
summated that which Palestinian re-
covery, Jewish repatriation, national re-
vivification, flags, customs, language,
Zionist Movements, and all the other
signs which abound in Jewry, point to,
viz.,, the millennial reign of our Lord
Jesus Christ after His advent in glory,
with the Jews as His restored, and ran-
somed people, now become the agents of
universal rest and prosperity, and the
triumph of the #ruth. Then shall there
be “one’king over all the earth” who shall
reiga in Jerusalem and before His an-
cients gloriously. “Even so, come, Lord
Jesus!”

“A Proverb and a By-word”

The ancient curse (Deut. 28:37) still
follows the Jewish people even in this
land. Writes the editor of a Jewish
monthly : “With the approach of summer
we receive from indignant Jews the usual
crop of circulars which have come to
them from hotels that do not want Jews.
. .. ‘Gentile Patronage Only.’ . .. ‘Hebrew
Patronage Not Solicited.” "
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Listening in to God

“Be careful lest you spoil your appetite
for spiritual things by reading unprofit-
able literature,” wrote Hudson Taylor. If
he were alive today I believe he would
sound out a similar warning against
listening in to radio programs that are
anything but helpful to the spiritual life.
God has provided the very best for us in
His own Word, and at times I am almost
overwhelmed with the glorious fact that
it is my blessed privilege to hear His
voice speaking directly to my soul through
the pages of His Book. In the first six
verses of ‘the 49th chapter of Isaiah we
have the Son of God speaking directly to
us, and in the subsequent verses of this
chapter we have the Father setting forth
to us what shall be accomplished through
the work of His glorious Son.

Listen and Look

The first verse of this chapter reminds
us of the words of Peter on the Day of
Pentecost, The promise of the outpour-
ed Spirit was “unto them that are afar
off ;" for here the Lord says, “Listen, O
isles ; and hearken, ye people, from afar.”
He who saves to the uttermost has a gos-
pel for the uttermost parts of the earth.
Through the consecrated lips of Isaiah
the Lord says to us, “Look unto me and
be ye saved, all ye ends of the earth, for
I am God and there is none else.”” This
year we are celebrating the centenary of
that prince of preachers, Charles H.
Spurgeon. It was through listening to a
ten minute sermon on this text, by a most
unlearned and ignorant layman, that
young Spurgeon’s life was transformed.
Although he was but a lad of sixteen he
looked to the Christ of Calvary and was
saved; and from that day he began to
proclaim salvation through the One on
whom he had looked. Listen to Him, the
Son of God, for He has the words of
eternal life; look to Him, the Lamb of
Calvary, for in Him alone is salvation.
Acts 4:12.

His Name

The next sentence is illuminating.
“Jehovah hath called me from the womb,
from the bowels of my mother hath he
made mention of my name.” In that
magnificent song of worship of the early
church, the Te Dewm, we have these
words, “When Thou tookest upon Thee
the form of man, Thou didst not abhor
the virgin's womb.” Some have asked,
“Why do we not find the name of Jesus
in the Old Testament?”’ In this passage
it is hinted that the name was to be hid-
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den; but when the fullness of time ar-
rived, God sent the angel Gabriel to the
Virgin Mary to make mention of what
His name was to be, “Behold thou shalt
conceive in thy womb and bring forth a
son, and shalt call his name Jesus.” The
word Jesus is the Greek form of the He-
brew word ¥Yesher, meaning Salvation or
Saviour. In this very 49th chapter of
Isaiah the Father gives a revelation of
what His Son was to be; “I will also give
thee for a light to the Gentiles that thou
mayest be my salvation—my Yesher, my
Jesus—unto the end of the earth.” The
other day I heard an evangelist say, “I
get sick and tired of hearing some preach-
ers talk vaguely about “The Christ’; you
never hear them say ‘My Jesus."” Ap-
propriating faith declares “I am my Be-
loved's and my Beloved is mine.” 1 heard
Mrs. Carrie Judd Montgomery say,
“Faith always echoes what God says.”
God speaks of His Son as “My Salva-
tion—My Vesher, My Jesus.” Faith ap-
propriates the gift of God and says to
the Lord, “Thou art become my Salvation
—my Yesher, my Jesus.”

“Unto Good”

In verses,5 and 6 the Son of God sets
forth the whole purpose of His Father in
sending Him into the world. “And now
saith the Lord that formed Me from the
womb to be his servant, to bring Jacob
unto him. . . . It is a light thing that thou
shouldst be my servant to raise up the
tribe of Jacob and to restore the preserv-
ed of Israel; I will also give thee for a
light to lighten the Gentiles, that thou
mayest be my salvation unto the end of
the earth.” He came to His own and His
own received Him not. But a time of
distress is coming when the sons of
Jacob shall recognize as God’s Saviour the
Joseph they once crucified, and they will
say, “Forgive, I pray thee now, the tres-
passes of thy brethren, and their sin; for
they did unto thee evil.” But their heav-
enly Joseph will say to them, “Ye thought
evil against me; but God meant it unto
good, to bring to pass, as it is this day,
te save much people alive.” Yes, much
people “unto the end of the earth” are to
be the recipients of eternal life through
the evil treatment the sons of Jacob af-
forded to their “brother” on the cross of
Calvary.

Despised and Rejected

Verse 7 sets forth the tragedy of man’s

disregard of the Son of God, but also the

compensation afforded Him by His Fa-
ther for that rejection. “Thus saith the

*which
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[ord, the Redeemer of Israel and His
Holy One, to him whom man despiseth,
tc him whom the nation abhorreth . . .
princes also shall worship, because of the
Lord that is faithful and the Holy One of
Israel, and He shall choose thee.” Down
through the ages men everywhere have
despised the One who came to seek and
to save the lost. This is especially true in
this day of ever spreading Atheism. And
how true it is that His own nation has
abhorred Him. David Baron, the Jewish
writer, says concerning his 44 years of
missionary work among the people of his
own nation, “How often has it been my
lot to witness some of my people almost
mad with rage—<clenching their fists,
gnashing their teeth, and spitting on the
ground at the very mention of the name
to the believer is ‘as ointment
poured forth.”” Yet He whom man de-
spised and Israel abhorred, has been chos-
en and exalted of God. Peter told the
men of Israel on the Day of Pentecost,
“Him . . . ye have taken and by wicked
hands have crucified and siain . . . this
Jesus hath God raised up, whereof we are
witnesses. Thercfore, being by the right
hand of God exalted and having received
of the Father the promise of the Holy
Ghost, he hath shed forth this which ye
now see and hear.” Men gave Him his
worst and He in return pours forth from
the glory His best—the gift of the Holy
CGhost. And even this most transcendant
of all gifts is despised by the majority.

God’s Attitude toward Israel

But God’s purposes of grace toward
Israel will not forever be frustrated.
Whom He loves He disciplines and
chastens. The afflictions of Israel will
cause them to say, “The Lord hath for-
saken me and the Lord hath forgotten
me” (Verse 14). But in response to this
complaint the Lord says here to the af-
flicted sons of Jacob, “Can a woman for-
get her sucking child, that she should
not have compassion on the son of her
womb? yea, they may forget, yet will
not I forget thee. Behold, I have graven
thee upon the palms of my hands; thy
walls are continually before me.” When
I hear some speak with disregard and
disparagement against this nation whom
God loves with an everlasting %ove, I
feel like sounding out a warning, “Take
heed lest you find yourselves taking an
exactly opposite attitude to what God
takes, for He has said to Israel con-
cerning their enemies, ‘I will contend with
him that contendeth with thee, and I
will feed them that oppress thee with
their own flesh . . . and all flesh shall
know that I the Lord am thy Saviour and
thy Redeemer, the mighty One of Jacob.”

God’s Purposes Fulfilled
God has ordained the gathering to-
gether of the dispersed of Israel. Do you
remember the story of Haman the Agag-
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ite who hated Israel so intensely that he
wanted to destroy the whole nation? But
God humbled him deeply in making him
lead Mordecai, the Jew he most despised,
through the streets of the city of Shushan,
dressed in king's apparel, riding the king’s
horse and proclaiming, “Thus shall it be
done unto the man whom the king delight-
eth to honor.” And the Lord has purposed
concerning the dispersed of Israel, “I will
lift up mine hand to the Gentiles, and set
up my standard to the people; and they
shall bring thy sons in their arms, and thy
daughters shall be carried upon their
shoulders. And kings shall be thy nurs-
ing fathers, and their queens thy nursing
mothers; they shall bow down to thee
with their face toward the earth, and lick
up the dust of thy feet; and thou shalt
know that I am the Lord.”

The Mercy of the King

And the Jew that men have most de-
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spised, upon whose cross Pilate (the
representative of the world government
of his day) had written, “JESUS OF
NAZARETH, KING OF THE JEWS,”
shall be exalted far above all. That which
Daniel saw in vision shall be fulfilled:
“There was given Him dominion, and
glory, and a kingdom, that all people, na-
tions and languages should serve Him.”
Dan. 7:14. On that day shall Israel say,
“Who is a God like unto thee, that par-
doneth iniquity, and passeth by the trans-
gression of the remnant of his heritage?
He retaineth not his anger for ever, be-
cause he delighteth in mercy.” Micah
7:18. And the inspired prophet adds,
“Thou wilt cast all their sins into the
depths of the sea.”

There is a teaching present in Christian
circles that through the preaching of the
gospel directly and as a result of its in-
fluence indirectly in creating better un-
derstanding among nations, in inculcating
the ideal of the universal brotherhood of
man, that every world problem will ul-
timately resolve itself into a beautiful
order of righteousness, peace, and pros-
perity. And further that to this environ-
ment humanly produced, with some di-
vine assistance, the Lord Jesus Christ
will return and preside over it.

This concept is the result of spiritual-
izing Old Testament passages clearly re-
ferring to and having their fulfillment in
the nation of Israel, and making such
passages refer to the Christian church
whose universal influence is to bring the
final blessing to a distraught world. This
teaching of the final triumph of the gos-
pel is also resultant upon the complete
ignoring of positive statements of the
New Testament to the contrary, for ex-
ample: “Evil men and seducers shall wax
worse and worse, deceiving and being de-
ceived.”  Again, “In the last days perilous
times shall come, for men shall be lovers
of their own selves, covetous, boasters,
disobedient fo parents, incontinent, fierce,
lovers of pleasures more than lovers of
‘God, having a form of godliness, but
denying the power thereof.”” 2 Tim. 3:1-5
part.

The parables of Christ in Matthew 13
where He shows that not all gospel seed-
sowing will be productive of harvest,
where Ile sets forth the leavening, cor-
rupting influence of false doctrine, and
where wheat and tares (children of the
kingdom and children of the wicked one)
are both seen side by side at the end of the
age—all this is doctrinally out of harmony
with the idea of ultimate gospel triumph.
True, triumph and the setting up of the
kingdom of God on earth is sure and
certain, but it will be accomplished by
divine intervention in the return of the
Lord Jesus Christ.

Now I desire to call attention to one
clause of 2 Thess. 2:3 “that day (refer-
ring to the events of the end of the age)
shall not come except there come a fall-
ing away (apostasy) first,” and to one
phrase in the portion of 2 Tim. 3 which
reads, “having a form of godliness, but
denying the power thereof.” These two
conditions in the professing Christian
church, namely apostasy from the faith
and outward, formal religion are seen to
be signs of the last days.

Are they upon us? How about
apostasy ? Apostasy means the deser-

tion of one’s faith, Now Christianity is
not a world religion comparable with
others as Buddhism, Mohammedanism,
Hinduism, etc., but is a faith based upon
the record of a unique and incomparable
Christ, the Son of the living God, virgin
born, who came to give His life a ran-
som for many in His vicarious sacrifice
on Calvary’s cross, who lives again, and
who is coming back to earth for His final
vindication and triumph. (The gospel
record is written, as John puts it, “that
ye might believe that Jesus is the Christ,
the Son of God, and that believing ye
might have life through His name.”)

The modern vitiated type of Christian-
ity that makes Christ only the ideal of
humanity, naturally born, who died only
as a martyr to His principles, and who
rose not from the dead, is not Christian-
ity at all, is a repudiation of Christ’s own
claims, and of the Bible, and thus has
no right to the name. Complete de-
parture from historic Christianity is true
of most of our great colleges and uni-
versities which were founded by men who
believed the fundamentals of faith and
the truth of an inspired revelation. These
institutions are now hotbeds of denial of
every doctrine of Christianity, yea, seed
plots of rationalism, not to say even of
atheism. Worse than this, most of the
seminaries founded to prepare a Chris-
tian ministry which believes the Book,
have gone the same way. A survey com-
piled by Prof. George IH. Betts of
Northwestern University reported in the
Laterary Digest for March 3, 1934, re-
veals that the majority of Protestant min-
isters of Chicago deny some or all of the
Christian fundamental doctrines. The Di-
gest states “the expressed disbelief in the
cardinal doctrines of the Christian faith
indicates that modernism is still creeping
into the pulpit and that the Protestants
of tomorrow will not recognize the
Apostles’ Creed.” This is typical of many
other great American cities.

Again, what is “the power of godli-
ness”? The power of the Holy Spirit.
He it was whom Christ said should come
when He returned to glory. The min-
istry of the Comforter would be to reveal
Christ, to indwell the believer, to teach
and guide, to make future glories real,
and to empower for Christian witness by
confirming the Word of God with super-
natural signs. There is not the slightest
hint in Scripture that God ever intended
directly to withdraw or diminish this pow-
er of the Holy Spirit, but man’s unbelief
through the centuries has banished Him
and limited His ogerations. Had it not
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been for recurring periods of revival, vital
Christian testimony would have long since
ceased.

Someone has said that Christianity is
faced by two dangers: evaporating into
a philosophy or freezing into a form.
How true! The first is seen in the Gnos-
ticism of the early church and its modern
ccunterpart Christian Science, and surely
the formal condition characterizes the
church wuniversally today. We have
magnificent buildings, with beautiful in-
terior appointments, with services which
appeal to the esthetic, with oratory of the
highest ability, but where is the presence
of Christ, where is the Holy Spirit? The
fact is that some modern church members
might even say today as some Ephesians
once did, “We have not so much as heard
whether there be any Holy Ghost.”” We
are speaking of conditions, of course, at
large, but in contrast to this there is to-
day in our midst, the warmth, fervor, and
glow of true Christian faith, and a power-
ful witness to the truth.

A correspondent of the Moody Month-
Iy on the Pacific Coast, who knows con-
ditions well, puts the situation most ac-
curately when he says, “the weakness of
the churches is not accounted for so much
by the presence of modernistic pastors as
by orthodox pastors who have no mes-
sage, or who have lost their message if
they ever had one. They do not deny
the authority of the Bible, nor the Deity
of Christ, nor the substitutionary charac-
ter of the atonement, nor the need of re-
generation and related doctrines ; but they
have no strong Scriptural grasp of them,
and do not set'them forth as actual reali-
ties. Neither have they any understand-
ing of the Spirit-filled life; they work
hard, some of them, but their energy is
that of the flesh and not of the Holy
Spirit.” Too true!

End-time conditions in Christendom
are with us.. The picture is dark, but a
better day is soon to dawn with the visible
presence of the Lord Himself. Jesus
Christ is coming soon.

A Death-Dealing Boat

According to  Alliance  Weekly:
Through the United Press we learn that
a crewless motor boat, constituting a
giant torpedo and controlled by wireless,
has been hailed by British naval experts
as the newest engine of naval warfare.
The London Daily Herald describes it as
an invention “for dropping depth bombs
around ships,” and adds that it has a re-
puted speed of forty nautical miles an
hour, making it a difficult target. It was
reported recently that Japan had develop-
ed a one-man boat of the same sort, to
be manned by a volunteer, who would
die when he reached his target.

Lesson for July 8. 15:1-12
vigorous campaign against idolatry. Then
followed.ten years of prosperity and peace.
In the eleventh year Zera king of Ethiopia
attacked Asa with a mighty army; but Asa
prayed and God gave the victory. As he
returned from battle, flushed and glowing
with victory, he was met by the prophet
Azariah, who uttered a message of enccur-
agement and warning. “And the Spirit of
God came upon Azariah the son of Oded:
and he went out to meet Asa.”

I. THE INSPIRING MESSAGE
(24 Chron. 15:1-7)

The Purpose. Asa was met with words
not of congratulation but of solemn ad-

monition. It was well timed, for wictory
carries with it a temptation to over-
confidence and' self-exaltation. To this

temptation the righteous Uzziah succumbed,
concerning whom it is written, “But when
he was strong, his heart was lifted up to his
destruction.” 2 Chron. 27:16. When Ben-
jamin Franklin was in France seeking help
for his country, news reached him of an
American defeat. “IHowe has taken Phila-
delphia,” his opponents taunted him. “Oh,
no,” he answered, “Philadelphia has taken
Howe.” He shrewdly foresaw that the very
greatness of the British victory would lull
them into overconfidence and inaction and
would stir the Americans to more determ-
ined action. In like manner we are some-
times defeated by our victories. But he
who determines to seek God’s approval and
praise in all things will not be lifted up
with success nor dewncast by apparent
failure.

The Assurance. Said the prophet: “The
Lord is with you while you be with him;
and if ve seek him he will be found of you."”
The search for God is one that is assured
of success. In all other quests, such as
search for wealth, lost treasure, lost prop-
erty, etc., the most that can be promised
is, “Seek, and perhaps you will find” or
“Seek, and possibly you will find.” But in
the seeking of God we are assured by the
Lord Jesus, “Seck, and ye SHALL find”
Writes Dr. Maclaren, “‘The Father seeketh
such to worship him,’ that is—the divine
activity is going about the world, searching
for the heart that turns to Him, and it can-
not be but they that seek Him shall find
Him, or ‘shall be found of Him.” Open the
windows and vou cannot keep out the sun-
shine; open your lungs and you cannot
keep out the air. ‘In him we live and move
and have our being,’ and if our desires turn,
however blindly to Him, and are accom-
panied with the appropriate action, heaven
and earth are more likely to rush to ruin
than such a searching be frustrated of its
aim.” As we, like the prodigal, arise and go
to the Father, we may be positive that He
will see us while we are yet afar off and
will run to meet us.

The Warning. “But if ye forsake him he
will forsake you.” Since God's presence fills
heaven and earth, in what sense can He
be said to forsake a person? He forsakes
men when they forsake Him. If a person
deliberately refuses to pay his water bill,
curses the water company and then smashes
the meter, we may be sure that the water
will forsake him! If God forsakes anyone
it is because that person has forsaken God.
Said Dr. Joseph Parker: “We cannot run

into darkness and enjoy the sunlight. No

man can take the sun with him into the
darkness. No man can cut himself off from

the currents of eternity and maintain dur-
ation.”

The Exhortation. “Be ye strong, there-
fore, and let not your hands be weak: for
vour work shall be rewarded.” There are
some things in the spiritual life that can-
not be accomplished by mere determination
and effort; for example, we cannot force
the outpouring of God's Spirit or the im-
partation of His grace any more than we
can force the sun to shine. These blessings
come spontaneously in response to faith.
But when it is the matter of the perform-
ance of a known duty then all our determ-
ination, effort and strength must rally to
the call, “Be strong.” The fact that the
manifestation of strength is a command
makes weakness in a Christian inexcus-
able; for God’s commands are His enable-
ments. A Korean was once asked, “Can
vou do it?” with reference to some church
work. “We ask such questions such as
‘Can you do it?’ about man’s work, but not
about God’s work” was the quiet answer.
When a reformer was told that a certain
task was impossible he replied, “Impossible
—is that all? Well, let’s go ahead and
do it!” Such is the attitude of a person who
has heard the divine command. Therefore,
when tempted to nurse our weaknesses, en-
joy our spiritual individualism and feel sorry
for ourselves, let the sharp command, “Be
strong!” stab us into courage.

I1. FTHE LIVELY RESPONSE

(2 Chron. 15:8-12)
The destruction of idels. “And when Asa
heard these words and the prephecy of

(the son of) Oded the prophet he took cour-
age and put away the abominable idols out
of the land of Judah and Benjamin and out
of the cities which he had taken from
Mount Ephraim.” There were some dif-
ficulties invelved in this duty for we are
told that the king’s own mother was guilty
of idolatry; it may be that some of his
relatives and friends were involved. No
doubt some of the politicians and the
priests cauticned him against being too
“radical”” But Asa, in response to the ex-
hortation “Be strong,” “took courage” and
immediately acted upon the inspired mes-
sage. That is the best way and the best
time to perform a difficult duty. Once we
get started, we can generally finish, but
Oh, the difficulty of getting started! Many
have discovered that the easiest way to get
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rid of a duty is to do it—and do it now.
Said a great German poet:

“Are vou in earnest? Seize this very
minute

What vou can do, or think you can, be-
gin it!

Only engage, and the mind grows heated;
Begin it and the work will be completed.”

The Reconstruction of the Altar. Asa
“renewed the altar of the Lord” which had
been desecrated by idclatrous rites and
which perhaps was in need of material re-
pair. The putting away of sin is only the
negative side of turning to God; the posi-
tive side is the rebuilding of the spiritual
altars, the neglect of which led to the trans-
gressions. A parent was telling his boy the
story of the sheep that went astray. To

make the account mere real he indicated
that the sheep had probably escaped
through a hole in the fence. When the

story was finished the little fellow asked.
“Well, papa, did he fix the fence then?”
After the definite putting away of a sin it
is well to fortify against a relapse and to
“fix the hole in the fence” through which
we slipped away from God.

The Renewal of the Covenant. “And they
entered into a covenant to seek the Lord
God of their fathers with all their heart
and with all their soul”” Notice especially
the last words. What would happen if we
all covenanted to seek God with the de-
termination described in the following
poem ?

“If you want a thing bad enough,

To go out and fight for it,

Work day and night for it,

Give up your time and your peace and
vour sleep for it.

If only desire of it

Makes you quite mad encugh

Never to tire of it,

Makes vou hold all other things tawdry and
cheap for it.

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MR. GHANDI VISITS PURULIA

Brother Ketcham writes from his station
in Purulia, India: “Purulia is the scene of
great activity today, for we are being favor-
ed with a visit of India's little brown saint,
Mahatma Ghandi. He is touring this part
of India, trying to arouse interest in the
new Swaraj party (Literally, own kingdom).
If this movement sees a healthy development,
India is again slated for political unrest and
perhaps bloodshed.

“Mr. Ghandi 1s trying to break down the
rigid line of demarcation which shuts out
‘untouchables’ or casteless people such as
sweepers, scavengers, workers in leather and
hides, ete., from ordinary Indian life and so-
ciety., There will be many speeches while
Ghandi 1s here; sweepers will be fed and
perhaps touched by Brahmins, and some few
untouchables may be allowed access to Hin-
du temples. But tomorrow the same
Brahmins will beat their sweepers as usual,
and will in general treat them like animals.

“Last Sunday we had the privilege of im-
mersing two women who have been genuine-
ly saved. Although born in so called Chris-
tian homes, they knew not Christ uutil they
found Him in our midst. We had to con-
duct the service in the municipal bathing
tank, for other and smaller ponds are dry-
ing up and are very muddy at present. Peo-
ple left their bathing and washing of clothes
and mouth washing, ete. to come and wit-
ness this unusual thing. The Indians say
that all white men are crazy but this was an
unusual manifestation of the ‘Sahib’s’ mental
derangement,

“After the service was over and a large
crowd of curious onlookers had gathered, I
took the opportunity to preach a sermon on
Christ, the sin cleansing fount of Calvary.
Eyes opened wider as they heard of a salva-
tion which was free and could not be merited.
Praise God for a message of finality for grop-
ing India; salvation finished and to be ap-
propriated right now, and not after and by
means of countless reincarnations.”

SAVED AT 100 YEARS OF AGE

Brother Weston, writing from Mossi Land,
says: “A few days ago we received word
that the oldest woman in Yako had been
saved. Her exact age is uncertain, but she
is believed to be over 100 years old. Four
years ago one of our missionaries began
sending special requests to the homeland
for prayer for her salvation; and prayer has
prevailed. Praise His Name! When we
stop to realize that this dear old soul was
perhaps 100 years old before she ever heard
the name of Jesus, we rejoice again in the
fact we know so well that ‘Nothing lies be-
yvond the reach of prayer, except that which
lies outside the will of God.!”

Now
he i1s letting his light shine wherever he
goes, and the entire village has been affected
by his unflinching courage, even in the face
of persecution.

Devil Doctor Arrives

Some may say, “But he doesn’t have the
temptations that children of our land have
to meet, with worldly pleasures on every
hand to lure them away from Christ.” Oh
yes, but there is far more to withstand than
the lure of worldly pleasures, when one takes
his stand for the gospel in the heart of
heathendom.

One day the devil doctor came into town

Four-year-old Marjorie Ketcham with
a big doll—an Indian baby

to make some special kind of witch medicine
for all the children. This was to be cooked
for the children to eat in order to make them
strong for the devil. Peter refused to take
his portion, boldly stating that Jesus was his
friend and he would serve none other. When
persuasion failed to move him force was in-
troduced. They took the boy and, throwing
him to the floor, they sat on him and at-
tempted to force the medicine into his mouth.
When, still standing strong on his con-
victions, he could not be induced to take the
preparation, they resorted to beating him,
hoping to thus cause him to weaken in his
firm stand for Jesus, and turn back to serving
the devil. Little Peter, however, had no in-
tentien to recant, knowing that what Jesus
had done for him was real. Although only

a small boy, he had learned a lesson which
many take years to learn—that God will
give grace to meet the need. At last, realiz-
ing that their atempt to change his mind and
heart was in vain, his persecutors gave him
a few more blows and let him go.

A few months later one of our missionaries
spent two weeks in his tribe, which is call-
ed the Sabbo. She reports that others al-
so have turned to the Lord and are very hun-
gry to learn more. Those who were op-
posing the gospel banded together with a de-
termination to catch any who should step
out for Christ and beat them. Peter’s mother
forbade him to go to the meetings, threaten-
ing that he would be caught along with the
others and beaten, to which he replied, “It
is all right for them to beat me if it be for
God’s glory. I can’t run from them; Jesus
is my friend and I must serve Him.” His
mother then tried to frighten him by telling
him that if the mob caught him, they would
cut his arms off. Even this did not turn
Peter’s faith. Stretching forth his slender
arms, he answered in a tone of voice which
told more than can be expressed on paper,
“They may cut my arms off, if it be for
God's glory, but Jesus will put them on
again.”

From this time on fear rested on the peo-
ple so that they did not dare to touch him
but let him continue going to prayer meet-
ings and serving his Christ to the best of his
knowledge. There are about thirty in that
tribe who are following the Lord but many
more who have not yet accepted Him. Pray
for his mother, who is still unsaved, and the
others who are in darkness.

HELP ESTABLISH GOSPEL LIGHT-
HOUSE IN NORTH INDIA

Again we are glad to report that God
is moving forward in Ghentali. It was God
who moved when He lead Brother Ketcham
off the beaten trail into this untouched part
of the district, gave him a vision of its
needy souls, and promised them as a heritage.
It was God who brought the first inquirers
thirty miles to Purulia to find Christ, and
consequently to offer the use of land and
their help in supplying the principal neces-
sities for a combined mission chapel and
workers’ home.

It has been God who has blessed the seed
planted by our Indian brother, Mr. Munshie,
and by our Brother Ketcham, as they have
preached and lived there, and by Brother
and Sister Woolever as they camped near
Ghentali last cool season, bathed sores,
dressed burns, and preached the gospel. Now
every home in the village is open to them
and their workers, and many are in the
“valley of decision.”

When Brother Ketcham visited Ghentali
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recently, one man expressed the sentiment
of the whole village in something like these
words, “Why de you delay so long in coming
to live with us?"” The little mud hut that
marks the beginning of this work is quite
inadequate as a residence for Brother and
Sister Ketcham with their children, and so
it is that we are asking our friends, in be-
half of these workers and the many hungry
souls who want the gospel, to help us put
up a very modest mission house in this,
one of the most fruitful and promising fields
of North India. Brother Ketcham says: “We
have a lovely piece of land, and have enough
funds on hand to put up a fence (a very
pressing need in the country where the cow
is king), to put down a well and to put in
a few trees. Unfortunately, we cannot live
under the trees nor in the well, and so we
would like to begin to build as soon as the
rains are over. We shall need about $400.00
for the buildings and shall be very grateful
for your prayers to this end and for all
the financial aid you can give.”

All the
time we have been here the people have
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watched us as well as listened to our mes-
sage, and some, who persecuted us at the
beginning of our ministry here, are now
convinced that Jesus is really able to save
and that we know Him as we say we do.

“We also have an encouraging report from
the places we are able to visit with the car
which has been working for us for about
three months. These are places where my
brother Leif, and myself did the first gospel
work ever to be dome.
