Faith looks up to Him who died at Cal­
vary, the just for the unjust , and ac­
cepts the pardon H e provides. Faith in 
that sacrifice makes us worthy to inhabit 
that holy cit)'.

kind. But, hallelujah, ",\s in .\dam all 
die, CH'Il so in Christ shall all be made 
ali\'('." I Cor. 15 :22. That is, God sent 
J e:;us into the world to save it, not to 
c(JIldemn it. lIe came to re\'erse the Fa­
ther 's judgment, and to provide for us 
an atollelllt!n t which would justify God in 
saving us . 

Third, H e callie 1101 10 be lIIinistered 
IIl/to. :o..lark 10 :45 says , ';FDI' even the 
Son of man came not to be ministered 
unto, hut to minister, and to givt:: His 
life a ransom for mall V." It is remark­
able that J esus came into a sick. weary 
world not to receive its ministrations, but 
to serve in the capacity of a se rvant. H e 
came to be our physic ian, our nursc; He 
came with the '"balm of Gilead" to pour 
into our open wounds, to heal them and 
cnre our so res, to bear away our aches 
and pains. H e came to feed those who 
wcre hung ry and clothe those who were 
naked , I see Him on the Teri cho road, 
opening the bl ind man 's eyes: I see Him 
in S imon's hDuse hcaJ"ng Peter':; wife's 
mother's fever; r see lIim ta lki ng to the 
H.oma n Centurion. and lipeaking the word 
of autho rity which heal s this officer's 
servant. Again I see 11 illl out in the 
descrt causing five small loaves and twO 
tinv fishes to feed five thousand men as 
well as women and children, Yet again 
I see H illl on the :\ [Oll11t of Olives agDniz­
ing in prayer all night and then in that 
compassionate, heart-breaking desire when 
He looked dDwn Dver the confines of H is 
beloved city and people and said, "Oh 
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Jerusal~IIl, Jerusalem, how oft would 
have gathered thee as a hen galherclh 
her brood and ve would nol." I could go 
on citing tir1l~s: places, incidents and peo­
ple where Jesus l1lini"~t~red unto their 
need. Let me repeat the words of Je­
sus, "1 came 1101 to be ministered unto, 
hut to minister:' 

POI/rll!, He came lIot 10 do His OWII 
~.·ill. John 5 :30 says: "1 call of mine own 
self do nothing: as I hear,l judge: and 
my judgment is just: because I seek not 
mine own will, but the will of the Father 
which hath sent me:' J ohn 5 :38: "For 
I carne down from heaven. lIot to do mine 
own wil l. but the wil! of 11im that ~ent 
me. I t is quite evident that the Father 
and Jesus had an understanding in which 
the Father's will was revealed before Je· 
sus left lfea\"l:~Il, before the blessed virgin 
was separated by the 110ly Spirit and be· 
came the bearer to this world of the 
chi ld Jesus. He is the Lamh slain from 
before the fOllndalion of the world. It is 
equally e\·ident Ihat this will of the Fa­
ther' s was pre-eminent with Jesus all 
through Hi s earthly ministry. Jesw;, 
kno\\"ing that it was the Father'" will that 
He should sa\'C the world by way of the 
cross, completcly laid aside Hi" o\\"n will 
and submitted to Ilis Father's will. Hc 
said to Peter, who wOI1I(\ pers\1a(\e him 
f!"Om going to the cross, "Get thee be­
hind me, Satan." 

He accepted Ihe worship and praise of 
the people, but when they would make 
Jlim King by force, He quietly slipped 
011 t of their midst. Xeither friends nor 
enemies could make 11 i111 forget ] Jis Illin­
i,trr or J li s Father's will. From the 
mallger to Golgotha OJle thing loomed lip 
ill frollt o t ./esus and that one thing was 
the cross of Calvary. He knew the 
ig-nolllin), of the Cross. He knew the 
pain of the thorns; the bitterness of the 
gall; the taunts and tirades of 1Iis tor­
mentors. He knew the humiliation of 
being fo rsaken by those who lo,'ed Him. 
"Though He were a 5011, yel leafl1ed 11e 
obedience hy the things which ]] e suf­
fefed." Yes, the Cross was the Father's 
will for Jesus the Son ; therefore the 
Cross was the will o f J esm; because the 
Son's will was completely yielded to the 
Father's will. 

And the Apostle Paul sars to us, "Let 
this mind be in rOil . which was also in 
Christ Jesus: who, made H imself of no 
reputation . and took upon Him the form 
of a servant . and being found in 
fashion as a man, H e humbled Ililllsel f, 
and hecame obedient unto death, even the 
death of the cross." Phil. 2 :5-1 1. The 
shadow of the Cross is on our pathway. 
but not the Cross of suffe ring and shame 
to us, hut the Croi'S where we lav our 
sins and om burdens; where we are born 
ag-.1in and c01l1e away sa,·cd. free, happy 
and rejoicing in the knowledg-e of salva­
t ion,
