triumph. Said the great apostle Paul: 
"\\'I1<.'n J hl'calllc a man, I put away 
childish things." Childishness can fmet no 
place in maturity, but chilcllikness is at 
once the cssential strcngth and sphere of 
spiritual manhood, and it cOns,iitntes the 
nel'dful atmosphere in which there is to 
he the full {'xcrci<;e of those mature fac­
ulties and gifts. :\\uch of the difficulty 
within the dlUrch at Corinth may be ex­
plailll'cJ in terms of the working and mani­
festation of the childish spirit. They were 
bahts when thcy ought to have been mell. 

Childlikl1e~s ofTers the key to real 
~piritual progress. Says J fud son Taylor: 
"Ordillary progress is from infancy to 
manhood, hut Christian progress is in the 
n:versc order, from manhood perpetually 
backward IOward the cradle, becoming a 
little child again; one of God's lillie ones." 
The man of God is essentially a child of 
God. J rc never loses his simplicity, even 
the simplicity of Christ, for in this at­
mosphere he lives and moves and has his 
being-. 

1 lere then is the requi s ite condition for 
ell trance into the realm of heaven. But 
what docs it mean? Is it to be regarded 
as an arbitrary rtlle ? On the contrary, 
it is the vital functioning of a spi ritual 
law of life. No one quarrels with the' 
physiological demand, "Breathe and live r' 
It comes as that which is in harmony 
with our physical welI bein~: our nature 
answers to it s truth, and our conscious 
need rcslxmds with the hili approval of 
a given requirement. Tn like manner, 
spi ritnal life cannot be divorced from this 
essential ciemand, for it comes to us with 
the force of a divine imperative. "Unless 
you turn hack and hecome ag-ain as a little 
child yot! cannot enter the kingdom of 
heavcll"-why? n('callsc ill fil(' child-like 
attit1fdr fhrre is ever the manifestation 
alld abandollment of flie ((lrcfrcc spirit. 

Children do not carry burdens; they 
leave tl1C':-;e for father to bear, and those 
who ~piritual1y trtlly enter into the full 
spirit of sonship, cast all their anxiety 
upon the H eaven ly Father knowing that 
He careth for them. This working of the 
childlike heart is fully and adequately 
reflected in the language of F. \V. Faber: 

"I know not what it is 10 doubt; 
My heart is ever gay; 
nm 110 ri~k~, for come what will 
Thou always hast Thy way. 

"1 havc no cares, 0 blessed Will! 
For all my carcs arc Thine: 
livc ill triumph, Lord! for Thou 
Ilast made Thy tri11mphs minc."

Here is the working of child-like 
ahandollment which must ever be the 
~ource and !-itrl'llgth of perpetual YOllth, 
and the wide contacts it has been our 
pri\'ilegc to make will serve to support 
this finding. The most vigorous and 
charming old folks I han met have been 
those who have never lost their youth, for 
in the f'implicity and exuiJerance of the 
child-like heart their youth has been re­
newed like fhe cagle's. Such may he old 
in terms of years, iJut they are ever young 
in spirit and in outlook. Only recently, 
whilc in conversat ion with a \'ery dear 
friend, and one who exerts a fragrant in­
fluence wherever she goes, this dear saint 
said to me: ';1)0 you know, I feel just 
about six years o( age !" Yes, and the joy 
in her face, Ihe abandonment of her 
spirit. and the song in her heart (and 
upon her lips) all served to justify the 
statement, and what is more, I go 50 far 
a<; to say that her sweet sainthood is 
vitally linked with the fact. that she has 
learned well the principle, that it is just 
as important to know how to playas it 
is to know how to pray; indeed, it may be 
established. that the person who cannot 
play can never really pray, si nce true 
piety is always the handmaid of gladness 
and not the child of gloom. "No man," 
says Buxton, "has fulfilled every duty 
unless he has fulfilled that of being cheer­
ful and pleasant." Surely this is the given 
emphasis of Philippians 4:4: (\Vey-
111onth ) ",\Iways be g lad in the Lord: I 
will repeat it, be glad." 

Certainly, the atmosphere of the nur­
se ry is more pregnant with immortal wis­
dom than that which we associate with the 
philosopher's chair or college class-room, 
because it is the atmosphere of simplicity 
and pure and holy mirth, the atmosphere 
in which all good affections g row. Un­
happiness. on the other hand, must eve r 
be represented as that chilling pressure 
which stagnates the blood and freezes the 
heart. For this reason, \Vordsworth 
writes, "llea"en lies about 115 in our in­
fancy'-' \Vhy ? Because childhood has no 
forehodings and no regrets, for it lives 
ill 11i(' ('{(',.naluow of God's s//'l/.shille and 
lo·u('. 

If we have allowed the song to go out 
of our lives. let liS turn hack to the child­
like heart. for there it will be found wait­
ing for liS again. 

'J'hen again, Jesus cal1s us to turn back 
to the child-like heart because of its read­
illcss to take. 

Children know how to take, because 
they possess the receptive heart and the 
spi rit of simple dependence. Power in 
prayer is not only related to the secret of 
asking; it is also bound up with the secret 
of taking. Many, in a greater or a lesser 
degree, know how to ask, but how very 
few have really learned the art of taking 
from God. J 11 a large measure, this as­
pect supplies the key to the beauty and 
power of the life of A. B. Simpson, the 
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founder of the Chri~tian and :\lissionary 
A ll iance. The story of how he discovered 
the s('Cret Ot taking di vine life for his 
Ixxiv has been told far and wide, and with 
hle:<'~'it'd rcsult". But Dr. Simp!ion did not 
s top here: with that great discovery he 
wcnt on Il'arning- the child-like secret of 
taking from God for eYery need of life, 
even for the quickening of his mental 
po\\'er~, unti l his everyday walk witnescd 
to the hles"ed t ruth: "I tah', he 1I11der­
tal.'es ... 

Tile child-Ii}..'£' heart is cOllspiclIOItS also 
ill its readilless to trust. I have been im­
pressed oy the fact the men called by God 
into pos itions of great responsihi lity and 
Iraders hi p havc in many instances been 
tho~e who han~ been brought back to thc 
sill1plicity of their early faith. The H oly 
Spi ri t turned thel11 bnck and made them as 
little ch ildren. Oh, the tragic record of 
many such who lost their spiritual vision 
and power through the pursuit of cert nin 
courses in thei r university work : yes, 
a nd through occupat ion with that learn­
ing and thnt wisdom that makes men 
blind. ]n sayi ng thi s. wc arc not decry­
ing truc education, hilt havc refcrence 
to that " philosophy fal sely so called" 
which parades in thc name of "modern 
education."

"Her(;by perceive we the 
10\,(' of God. because he laic! down his 
life for I1S: alld 'We ollght to lny dowH OilY

laid-down life." To !lis disciples H e said. 
"If any man will come after mc. let him 
deny himself. aRd take up his cross daily, 
and follow me.

In his latcst IXJok !fow Odd of God, 
Lewis Browne. f all1ed Jewish writer. has 
sct forth an explal1ation and a suggested 
solution of the Jewish problem. 11e 
makes an earnest pica for Gentile under· 
standing and just treatment of the Jew on 
the part of Celltil('s. And not without 
goo(i rt.'a~on, for like Illany J ewish leaders 
today, hl' views with nervousnesS the 
world"widc agitation against his people. 

He presents the following prop{jsit ions 
as the key to the Jewish problell1: first, 
the J ews have survlvNl because they stuh· 
bornty held to the belief that they were 
God's chosen people; second, when they 
did want to die (that is, by mingling with 
I hl' l1at iOIlS), t\1(' Gentiles would nOl allow 
tl1('m to lose thcir national identity. This 
dearly :lIld concisely states the reason for 
J('wish :-1I[\'i\,al; hut what we firmly he­
lieve to he fully explainahlc only by the 
hand of God this modernistic author at­
tributes 10 natural causes, 

] rc suggests the following solution: the 
Gentiles must cleanse their minds of 
pH'judice, of preconceived ideas about 
the Jews. 'The Jews on the other hand, 
must "de·urbanize" themselves-that is, 
I1msl cease to hc city-folk, must give up 
thosc occupations that have made them 
conspicuous ancl peculiar in the eyes of 
the Gentiles, and a source of irritation to 
them. They must rather devote them­
selves to manual labor, perfe rably to agri­
culture. Ilc concludes that the inspiration 
for this re·ordering- of Jewish life must 
COI11(' from Palcstinc. "And thus out of 
Zion may comc forth a spirit that will 
encour:lgc Jewry throughout the world to 
reorder it s economy." 

i\lany years ago a Bible student might 
have ~aid in pe rplex ity: "The Scriptures 
predict that 111(': J cws shall be restored to 
live as an agr icultural people; but how 
transform them from a c it)' and com­
IIlcrcial people?" Om J ewish author has 
suggested thc answcr, rcminding us that 
wc <l.rc liv ing in days when far-sighted 
Jewish lc:aders perceive that if the Jews 
arc to ccase to become uncomfortably 
conspicuous in the eyes of the Gentiles 
they must change from city life to coun· 
try life, and that the power and example 
for this change l11u~t come from Pales­
tine. Thus the passing events clarify 
Biblical prophecy. 

J lis concluding words are tOll ching, 
and tempt one to believc that the /teort 
of this rationalist is praying for what his 
head has ceased to believe. He says, 
"Therefore the ultimate need is a quick­
ening of the intellect and a cleansing of 
the soul among the Gent iles. Until that is 

achieved, the Jew will have no rest and the 
world will have no peace. Ahasuerus, the 
('lernal wanderer, will continue to wander 
-until light comes to redeem all man­
kind." 

Since this writer does not believc in the 
personal God of the Biblc he knows no 
redeeming Personality; hence can only 
hopc for the coming of "light." BUl what 
he vaguely hopes for has been definitely 
predicted and promised: "But unto you 
that fear my name shall thc S un of right­
eousness arise with healing in his wings." 
The light of the world is the :.\Iessiah; 
and Jesus is t hat Messiah. 

The Greatest Danger in Our Liues 
(Continued from Page Onc) 

sons in all the world have lost Jesus in 
the Illost unlikely places. The last person 
in the world who would have seemed to 
forget Him was His mother, and the last 
place in the world where she would have 
seemed to have lost Him was in the tem­
ple. The greatest danger in our lives is 
that in til(' midst of the press and stress 
and hurry of life we lose Jeslls. This is 
by no means an ancient dange r. ] t docs 
not belong to another generation or cen­
turies ago. but it is the most immediate 
danger of our Jives. I don't mean that 
YOll will repudiatc Him, or walk out of 
His chu rch, or sell Him as Judas did. or 
deny T--lim asJ-'eter. But T am af raid that 
in all the details of life YOll will go across 
your tomorrows without His presence. 

There is one word in this text which is 
the key word; supposil1g. "But they, 
supposillg IIim to have been in the com­
pany, went a day's journey." Mary had 
not seen Him that day, nor heard H is 
voice that day, but she was so busy with 
the details of the journey, and getti ng all 
the friend s and members of the party 
ready that she supposed Jesus would come 
along somchow. And with nothing but a 
supposition she went on her journey un­
til the da rkness was about her. Night 
came all and He wasn't there anywhere. 
These were not bad things that claimcd 
her interest. They 'vere legitimate things, 
necessary things. Some day I am going­
to preach a sermon on "The Tyranny of 
Things"-not bad things, but good things, 
necessary things, legitimate things that 
crowd in upon us and clamor and clang 
and demand our attention until in the 
midst of the rush of life we lose Him and 
go on across our tomorrows without any 
vital intimate fellowship with the Lord of 
Ollr souls and the Master of our lives. 

JIave you lost Him? I wish you would 
make it personal. I am not asking if you 
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ha\'e committed ~ome terrible sin, if you 
have done s0111cthing to startle the neigh­
bors, but has ] ('sus eyer been more real 
than lie is tonight:- Haye you ever had 
more zeal for Him than you have now? 
\ \' ere vou once a better man or woman 
than ,:Oll are tonight? \ \. auld YOll be 
~ingillg yom experience if we sang that 

old song, "\\-here is the blessedness I knew 
when first I saw the Lord?" Have )'OU 

lost Him: not have yOll repudiated J]im, 
sold Him, or denied Him. but have you 
been so busy with the thousand things 
that crowd in upon you that you haven't 
heard His ,"oice or felt the touch of His 
hand, or thril1ed with His presence in 
many a day? If so, some evening you 
arc going to pitch your tent and the dark­
ness will close in abollt yOll, some great 
tragedy will come, and you will need lIim, 
but you will find you ha\'en't h::td Him for 
a long time. Have you lost Him? 

There is a story in this Book of an en­
tire church that lost Him. and they were 
never so busy as they were a her they lost 
Him. They had all the performance of 
religion; they had the form. bllt they did 
not have Him. I am sure they were 
orthodox. They had all the externalma­
chincry that goes with religion. r imagine 
they had a conference and some brother 
offered a resolution, and o[ course it had 
a whereas. I was in a certain place anel a 
hrother offered a resol ution that had fif­
teen whereas's and not a single therefo re. 
I can imagine in this church conference 
some brother got up and offered this reso­
lution; " \Vhereas, our church is rich and 
increased with goods and whereas, we 
have an intellectual ministry, and num­
her alllong our members the soc ial and 
financial leaders of this city and whereas, 
and whereas , and whereas, therefore, be 
it resolved that we are It." That is in the 
Bible, a church hoasting of its achieve­
ments and parading what it has done. 
saying, "At last we have need of nothing." 
And Jesus Christ stood over that church 
and said. "No yOIl are not ri ch, yOli are 
hlind, naked, miserable. You need every­
thi ng," and yet they said. "\Vc have need 
of nothing." They had lost Him. They 
were living in a dead experience, or a 
forgotten experience, keeping up the form 
but God Himself was not in it. "Behold, I 
stand at the door and tmock," was not 
spoken to an individual but 1"0 an entire 
congregat ion who had put 11 im on the 
otltside and shut the door while they stay­
ed on the ins ide and sang and talked about 
Him. A re yOll heari ng me? Have YOll 
lost Him? Did YOll ever have a better day 
religiously than you had today? 

Jeslls told this church four things to do 
before they could recover Christ. There 
were four steps back to the lost Christ. 
The first thing God told Hi s church to 
do was to IymclIIber. There are two 
places in the Bible where God uses the 
memory. Recall the incident of Dives 
who lifted up his eyes in hell, and God

said, "SOI1, remember." In that instance 
G?" u~cd the memory to increase tl~e 
mIser\' of a lost. damned soul. llut tn 
speakIng to this church God was l1~illg' the 
OIl'lllory 1O call them back to II imseif. 
lIe uses the memory to woo thcTll hack. 
"Remember therefore from whence thou 
3Tt fallen.'1 anellct it call you back to your 
old devotion and your old faithfulness. 

I had the pri\'ilc~e this Slimmer of 
standing' in a single day in the room where 
I slept as a boy, a little shed room. I stOOd 
at my mother's grave. I was in the hOllse 
where I married my wife. I spent half 
a day with my father. H ow ri ch was that 
cla\'! As T stood in that home where I 
lived as a boy memory came trooping 
back in with heT story of ycsterday. I 
rcmcmher the day my father planted the 
tiny oak trees. They were thel1 four or 
five feet tall. The years have slipped by 
and as T stood there this summer those 
g iant oaks had tht!ir heads in the clouds. 
I passed that place as late as two o'clock 
in the morning-, and I had the porter 
waken me so I could sec the trees as I 
pass(.'d by. And sOIllt.:how as I looked out 
the window and caught a glimpse of those 
old familiar scenes , I was a boy again. 
I was at my mother's knee. 1 could see 
my father going away to work in the 
morning ancl coming again in the after­
noon. And somehow the memory of it 
all tendered and sweetened and softened 
my life. ,\s T closed the window I buried 
Illy face in the pillow and said, "God, 
help me to be a good man."

man Hunt's picture of Christ standing 
at the closed door. The little g irl sa id, 
"Daddy, why don 't they let Him in?" 
"Be quiet. I don't know why," was the 
reply, But the little girl was not to be· 
si lenced. She asked again, "Daddy, why 
don't they let Him in ?" "Be quiet, J don't 
kllow why." again came the reply. Finally 
the little girl said, "Daddy, I know why 
they don't let 1 j im in?" " V,lhy?" the min­
er asked. "Because thcy live in the back 
of the house," came her answer. Are you 
always in the back of the house whcn God 
cOllles around ? 

l\laybe you livcd in the country or in a 
vill age in your boyhood days. You had 
the family Bible. \Vc had ours and kept 
in on the center table. H was God's Book, 
and we didn't pile a lot of trash around it. 
Oh, you say, that was narrow. \Veli. it 
made saints out of my parents. You had 
family prayer and went to church Sunday 
morning and evening if YOll had the op­
portunity.

I am trying- to Illake you think of 
sonll'thin~ that will crt.'ate a Inng-ill~ for 
God. 

The second thinK lIe: told them 10 do 
was to repent. It is no laughing 111atter 
to break faith with Te:-.ns Chri!'.t. It is no 
trivial thing to lose' God and ~o out into 
the world without Him. Yon will never 
find God hy laughing and saying-, "I'1ll 
not as g-ood as I was." Joseph and :\lar~f 
found }I im whell they sought J rim soy· 
rO'icillq. The\" lo ... t a good part of three 
days for they'had to go all the way hack 
to J erusalem and you will find H im when

and H e will ha\'e mercy upon you and you 
will find Him a~ain. 

The third thing lIe told them to do was 
to return . If YOIl say God and Chribt 
went away from you, it isn't the truth. 
I f lIe is gone, it i!' YOll who have gone 
away from Him. \Vhen da rkness comes 
over the earth and we do not see the sun 
we 5ay the sun ha c; gOlle down, But has 
the sun gone down or docs the earth turn 
away from the sun? \\'hen the earth 
turns back to the sun it lights the rarth 
with its rays. If there are doubts and 
fears in yonr life it is because you have 
left Him. 'Vhen you turn back Ill' will 
dispel the darkness and bring light, 

My little four and one-half year old 
girl, whom we lost, used to come out on 
the sleeping porch and pull the covers off 
her daddy and say, "\'Vake up, daddy: 
it is morning." YOll need to wake up and 
C0111e hack to your old devotions and put 
God first and then your doubts and fears 
will be gone. YOll do not need a new 
thcology, a new faith , a new Bible. You 
need a new committment. 'Ve shall find 
Him when, like J oseph and ':\1ary, we 
leavc the silly, chattering- crowd and go 
all the way back to make our confc~~ion 
and return to Him. 

The last thing He told them to do was 
to repeat their fi rst works. Some of you 
lost Christ when you left the plain path of 
dub'. I have learned as a minist(' r that 
there are three o r four danger periods in 
one's life as far as relig ion goes. One of 
the most dangerous places is when young 
people are first married. They arc so 
abso rbed in each other and the starting 
of a home that they depart from Him.
