She .said in 
suhstance, "\\'ould tn Cod that my master 
knew the prophct that is in ~al1laria, for 
he would pray for him, and the proplll..:t's 
God who has compassion would ha\'e 
compassion 011 my maskr." .\nd her wit­
ness had \veight with Ill'r mastcr. Xaam:Ln 
camc dowll to the houc:e of the prophct 
<!nd Elisha sent out a word he had re­
ceived from the Lord for the lepcr. And 
the poor corrupted Icper was disturbed, 
for this word was a nry humiliating- one 
to him. God has a ycry humiliating- word 
for all the great of carth, for they must 
learn to humble themsch·es tinder I li s 
mighty hancl. 

D elivered from Corruption 
Naaman had to humble himsel f sevcn 

times, dipping himsel f seven times in the 
insign ificant Jordan. And for a while 
the haughty gcneral did not want to per­
form this humble act. But when he was 
sufficiently humblcd to acccpt the word 
of his humble sCn'ant s, and to take their 
counsel, he obcyed the word o f the Lord 
and his corru ption fl ed. ll c came forth 
from Jordan a freed man, f reed from 
corruption, a man who had faith in the 
God who had dcli\'t.Tcd him from his 
corruptiol1. ]-Ic came back to the prophet 
o f God and wanted to reward hi111, hut 
the prophet would accept 110 reward. The 
man who was deli\'cred from his cor­
ruption said that henceforth he would be 
a worshiper of Jehovah .
