Psalm 139 :17. Occasionally I look back 
to see the many little things that have 
come to pass in my everyday life which 
speak of His great concern and wonder­
fu l watchcarc over His OWI1. 

At a vcry early age J was taught the 
importance of church and Sunday school. 
Though my home was a good moral 
onC', we knew noth ing about salvation. 
\\'e had just a form of religion. On 
several occasions I was spared from 
death by an unseen J Jand. 

A fami ly moved to Freeland. Pa., 
where I lived. who taught the Pente­
costal message to those who were hun­
gry and willil1g to pay the price. Just 
a short time he fore this my 18-year-old 
sister died. Soon after mother was 
taken to the hospital for a !'ierious oper­
atioll. For a little while it looked as 
though our home might bt: broken up. 
God in His great mercy spared mother 
to us, and we were in a tender spirit 
when we came in tOllch with the Pente­
costal people. It was a happy time when 
the entire family was saved and follow­
ing J eSlls. My love for God was so 
sincere that I wanted all He had for 
me. Consequently I tarried for the 
Baptism, and soon was a recipient of this 
wonderf til experience. 

Afte r my graduation from high school , 
I was pcn nitte<i by my father to choose 
my life' s career. H e pictured two roads 
to' me. One was paved with success, 
plenty of money, and a name for my­
self. The other road was that of thorns 
and sacrifice. Being given by request a 
time to pray and, decide just which of 
these roads I would take, I decided to go 

the road of Sacrifice. and go to Bible 
school to study 1]is \\·ord. It was a choice 
which 1 have never reg retted. although 
I did !lot know I would cver become a 
mi!'sionary. 

\\'hile in school a ll1is!'>ionary spoke to 
us. telling of an experience which he had 
while 011 an interior itinerating trip. They 
iJecame lo!'>!. Their food and water sup-

ply was exhausted, and their tongues be­
came thick and parchcd. Finally the 
Lord heard their prayers and saved thelll 
f rom death. This Bleant the salvation of 
one or two soub. As this missionary 
stood before the !'>tltdent body, he said 
with tears that he would gladly suITer all 
that again if it meant the salvatioll of 
one IO~l sou\. Then pointing his finger 
at the students he asked, ';\Vould you? 
\\'ould yOlt he willing for the sake of 
one lost soul? \\'ould )'Oll?" 

He seellled to point at Ille. and tht' 
.spirit drO\'(' it hOIllt'. I rcalil.ed I wa~ 
not willing. although I thought 1 was 
really con~ecrated. .\ her a fcw day!' T 
had a vision aild was made to know I 
was to go to French \Vest .\frica. 

For SC\'en years I waited for God to 
fulfill His calling in Illy life. (knew T 
needed training and experiencc, so I be­
gan my ministry ill the hills of \\'est 
Virginia and Kentucky. lie led me 011 

YC:'tr after year, until quite suddenly the 
doors opened withollt any efTort on my 
part, and in less than three monlhs 1 
was on the watcr ~ailing- for j\frica. 

The l\Iossi tribe is One of the larg"cst 
tribes of French \Vest Africa, having a 
population of 1,SOO,()(X). \\'hen I arri,'­
cd, there were only two stations. each of 
which was occupied by married couples. 
There seemed to be so much to do. and 
in spite of the persistent. sacrificial la­
bors of the missionaries . little, when COtll­

pared to the great task ahead of 1hel11 . 
secmed to be accomplished. They were 
the only Protestant missionar ies in this. 
tribe. So I was glad to give a helping 
hand. I assisted in the printing of the 
translations of the Scripture, and f cit 
morc than repaid when I saw the joy

The Scripture is !'carce\y more insistent 
on ally subject than on this- that the 
childrc11 of God should express at least 
111 some fragmentary measure this di-
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\·ine miraculous super,nature, For this 
reason both the Lord Jesus and Ilis chil­
dren arc 5;lid in the Prophets to he " for 
signs and for wonders." 1 sa. 8: 18. This 
supernatural ciiyine power and wisdom 
was seen in unmistakahle manifestation 
in His simple childn'Jl 1IlHlleciiaH'!\' aiter 
their Baptism in the Uoly Ghost 'on the 
day of Pentecost. It was not a theo­
logical claim that arrt· .... led tht, devout 
Jews on that memorable day. hut a mani ­
festation of di"ine wisdom ami IXlw<"r in 
the speaking of miraculous tongues by 
unlearned followers of the Lord jesus. 
rt \ .... as not a masterly lIn{oldin~ of tht; 
\\'ord that set the cm·iolls priests hy the 
ea rs sOl11e time later, but a mighty and 
immediate operation of the Gi fts of the 
Spirit in a lame-born man hy two of the 
simple children of God. It was not a 
phenomenal display of nangelical fervor 
that swept Samaria some time later sti ll , 
hut a repeatcd demonstration of the Gifts 
of the Spi rit in supcmalural healings, 
through the Spi1'it-filled hands of one who 
was not considered capable of ministering 
the \\'oHI of God. Acts 8:6: 6:2-4, 
Xeither was it alone the sweet savor of 
fragrant holiness in Paul that caused the 
astounded Lycaonians and the gentle­
hearted .l'.i"altese barharians to ascribe to 
him di"ine origin and rank, hilt an un­
answerahle display of di\'ine power 
through the Gi fts of the S pirit in miracle 
after miracle of human deliverance. Acts 
14:3,11; 28:6. 

Tn regeneration the Lurd j csu::, has 
stamped upon 11is hegotten ones the im­
press of ] lis life and loveli1less. In the 
Bapti sm of the Spirit Ile has designed to 
charge them with His Ill'<l\'enly dynamic. 
Tn the Gifts of the Spir it He has pro­
vided for the visible , audihle and tangible 
expression of that dYllamic, in the ut­
terance of things that transcend pro­
foundest human thought. and in the do­
ing of things that surpass the utmost 
human skill. "Behold. J and the chil­
dren whom the Lord hath given me, arc 
for signs and fo r wonders." 

Forbearance 
A n evangelist was once speaking to 

some hundreds o f the poor, who had been 
given a supper on the understanding that 
they should remain for the Gospel meet­
illg. In the course of the address the 
evangelist was greatly dis turbed by a ba­
by's cries; but with great forbearance he 
refrained from asking the parents to re­
move the child. After the address he 
walked to the other end of the hall, and, 
very dejected, remarked that it had seem­
ed to be a contest between him and the 
baby, But what was the result? The 
fa ther alld the motlll'r of tllat child 7.Vrre 
cOllverted thai "/light, 

You do not test the resources of God 
till you try the impossible.-F. B. Meyer. 
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Our attent ion has again been drawn 

to the charges of fanaticism \\-here 
the P entecostal l\lo\'cll1cnt is concern­
cd; and although \\c aTC Y<:ry familiar 
by no\\' \\ith this particular cri ti cism, 
yet it llIay be worth while to consider 
It o nce morc, particu larly for the sake 
of those newly rejoicing in P en le­
costal blessing who might be disturbed 
thereby. 

Let us say imllledia tely that there 
is a fanaticism. which one dictionary 
defines as "\\ild and ext ravagant in 
opinioI1 5," which we condeilln in c\"cry 
shape and forl1l as thoroughly as any 
othe r sound c\"angelical body_ It is 
unfair and untrue to infer that As­
semblies of God arc less opposed to 
fanati cis m than other sections of the 
Christian Church. 

\Vc consider t hat such fanaticism 
consists in a lack of support from a 
balan ced interpretation of the Bible 
upon the subject ill question: a dis~ 
regard for the Spiri t of truth dwelling 
within other believers: and an unteach~ 
able spm t. lts unhappy manifes­
tatio ll ~ will consist o f \'arious "wild 
and extravagant" doctrines and ac­
tions. It may often bc foundcd upon 
sOlll e isolated and misinu:rpreted 
\'erse of Scripture, In stich a class \vas 
the temptation Satan present ed to our 
Lord to cas t JJ imseif down from the 
pinnacle of the t emple (?-.Iatl , 4 :6) ; 
and a modern illu stration is where, 
at cert a in g atherings snakes are hand­
lcd, supposedly act ing on :'Iark 16: 18. 

Such fanaticism is unbalanced , un­
r easonable, and unprofitablc . It is al­
so essentially unChristlike. for it is 
not actuat ed by lo\'e for e ither God or 
man. but only lo\'c for pe rsonal 
opinion s and wrong concept s of truth . 
It is the \'ery opposite of what a truc 
Pentecost stands for. Those \\-ho ha \'c 
been filled with thc IIo1y Spir it can 
say . "God hath not gi\'en li S thc spirit 
of fear; hut of po\\'er. and o f 100'e, 
and of a SOl/lid milld," 2 T im. 1:7. 

It s hould be no ted hO\\(',e r that 
thi s \'erse immediately foll o\\'s Paul's 
exhortation to Timothy to "stir up the 
gift of God which is in thee by the 
putting on o f Ill)' hand s," Some to­
day wou ld seem to query the sound­
ness o f mind o f a man who da red t o 
claim any such experience! Yet in 
1 Tim. 4 :14 the apos tle is cYen morc 
expl icit regarding t he supernatural 
element im·ol\'ed, "Xeglect not the 

gift that is in thee. \\-hich \\'as giHIl 
thee by prophec)', with the laying on 
of the hands of the presbytery." 

It is principal ly because thc Pente­
costal :'[oHlIlent secks to stand for 
these spiritual gifts and experiellces 
as a pH'sent reality that it is accused 
of fanaticism In" so Illall\' cold, formal 
Christian . ..;, Yet the d(')ctrilll' has a 
fulJ and halanced fo undation in thc 
:\'cw Testament, and is also cllllIH:ntly 
reasonable if we belie\'e in the un­
changing (.'haractcr of the Godhead. 
It has also all impressive support frolll 
the experi(,llce of spiritual helievcrs 
all down the age!'>. and from world­
wide testimony today. 

There arc douht less cases where a 
nc\\ Iy fo ulld faith ill these things 
tcnds to an unwise enthusiasm for a 
time: but wc h;:l\'c always found that 
\\ here a gen uine operation of the Holy 
Spir it was a t thc hC;lrt of the hUTII­
ing cnthusi;lSlll for 11l;lllifestations of 
the Spiri t. there \\'as al so a corre­
sponding lovc for the Bible, and an 
em inently teachable spirit. Some 
teachers mav ha\'e shut thc door in 
their 0\\,11 fa~('s by not app r oachi ng in 
a sy mpat hetic. Pauline spi r it. but with 
an ob\'iou!' intention to crush and for­
hid . Hilt in that case the fault has 
been with the teacher. not the be­
lieve rs . 

] f we P entecostal people arc ac­
cused of fanaticism because \\-e have 
become enthusiastic, or perhaps e\'en 
a little "o\"cr enthusiastic." we need 
no t feel too concerned. The o\)\'ious 
reply is that the great bulk of the 
churches toda\' have becomc so col(! 
and lifeless a 11<1 utt crl y lackin g in any­
thing approaching enthusiasm at a ll 
that it is necessary for some of liS to 
go a littlc farther in the opposite di­
rec tion in order to maintain the bal­
ance. 

T he engines of our automobiles may 
some time get a bit o,'el" heatcd when 
climbing hill s : hut anyway. it is be­
cause thcy ha \'e bcen climbing. A 
pause to enjoy the ell iarged \'ista while 
the engine cools down a little is the 
n :l'y si mple remedy. l\ncl every mo­
to rist \\'ollid prefer an ove rheated en­
gine to a frozen one. for the latter 
aiternati\-e usually spells comple te 
lI <;cJcssne ss, .\ slig-htly overheated 
Ch r istian is u sual ly preferable to a 
frozen one. 

ultimately thc question of religioll s 
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fanatici~lll 1::-. largely onc oi ncw· 
point. "Extra\·agancc" is a matter of 
~landards , for onc man's cx travagance 
may be anothcr man's cOllllllonplact'. 

To the stilT and cOl1!'>cnati\"C church 
llH'mber. traillt'd in a tradition of 
forlllailslll and ngid orthodo:\y, to 
whom religiun cOllsists mt'rely in the 
mon° 0 1" les~ regular ohscrvanrc of 
(.'('rtain olltward forms , practirally 
anything approaching IiiI.' and n';lltty 
in rdig-ion amounts to fanatici!'>IlI, .\ny 
di~play of elllotlon, t'M'cpt perhaps at 
rare occasions of national OJ' pt'rsonal 
cJ'jsi:-;. is rcgarded as an :lilllost un­
p:ll'donahk' sin. The repression of 1.'11-

thu .... iaslll in rdig-iun is aillHl!'>t l'Ic..'\-at­
cd to a yirtut'. 

Yet history re\'cals that t he !'>IlP­
posed "o\-t'J'ellthusiasm" and so-called 
fanaticism of one age can hecome the 
:ltTeptcd thing In the ncxt-though 
tlsll;llly after a Gethsemanc of 
pcrsccutioll. The open-air preaching 
of J ohn \\'eslcy is a ca.!)e in point. 
while the aggre~si\·(.' evangeilstic 
Illdhods uf thi..' Sal\-ation .\rlll)" pro­
vide..' a still more lIIodt'rn tllustration. 
Those who arc acclised of fanaticism 
tocla\' Ilm\' therefore find that the\' arc 
in <jt~itc good company. En'!l the ;pos­
tic Paul was charged WIth being Ilmd. 
Acts 26:2-+. \'t'J')' often the accusation 
df fanaticism may Iw a far more ad­
\'ersc reflection upon the aCC ll scr than 
upon the antl sed. Those who charge 
others \\"ith fanaticis1l1 must nlst make 
.sure that their personal standards al'e 
trlle. 

There was Onc greater than Pall! 
who .sulTcred the taunt of fanatirislII­
and \\'or~c, ",\n<l when Iii:. (riends 
heard of it . th{.'), wcn t out to iay hold 
of J lilll. for they said, l ie is beside 
1 Ii 111 self" )Tark' 3 :21. Thcre have 
becn many who ha\·c expressed thc 
opinion with good reason that if the 
Lord J estlS returned in t o the midst of 
the preselJt generation of nominal 
Chri stian s li e would he speedi ly 
charged with being the grcatc!'>t fa­
natic of all.

who had power to deliver hinl evcn frol11 
a lion hut twenty feet away.

May Ill' keep every­
one of ti S true in doing our part in this 
great rev ival which is spreading through 
thi s tribe, 
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Our Poverty and Need 
It is wriu{'Il, "My God shall supply 

all your need," Do YOll know your need? 
No. ~lan is not ahvays conscious of his 
need. The Psalmist declared, '" alll poor 
and needy." I Ie had needs he could not 
express, a poverty beyond his compre­
hension. It is good to realize your poverty 
and Il{'ed, also to know the further truth 
st'l forth by the Psalmist, "Yet the Lord 
thinkcth on me," and to know that His 
thoughts of lo\"c towards you arc "more 
than can be numbered ." Psalm 40:5,17. 

A Strange Agent 
God thought 011 Job. 11e saw he had 

a nced and purposed to supply that need. 
At times J Ie uses strange agents to per­
form J li s purposes. \Vhen Satan ap­
I>cared before the Lord, He said to him, 
"lIast thou considered my servant Job ?" 
Yes, Sntan had been considering him but 
there was a hedge around about him and 
Satan could 110t break through that hedge. 
The Lord spoke commending words con­
cerning Job, no words of condemnation 
hut those of love, esteem, and praise for 
him. nut the enemy was suspicious. Take 
heed when YOII become suspicious of 
God's saints lest iL is an enemy who 
5uggrsts thrse thoughts of suspicion. 

Praise in Poverty 
Said the enemy. "I)oth Job fear God 

for nOllght?" 11 e attributed mercenary 
motives to Job. lIe was merely serving 
for the compensation he was getting! 
Look at the substance he had! Boundless 
wealth! No wonder he served God! 
l\nd thc Lord sa id to Satan. "Behold, 
all that he hath is in thy power; only 
upon himself put not forth thine hancl." 
Then the Lord allowed !lis servant to be 
minished and brought low at the hand of 
the adversary. nut this man of God, 
tried, tcsted, and brought to abject 
po\'rl'ly. looked up into the face of Him 
he loved and said, "The Lord gave, and 
the Lord hath taken away; blessed be the 
name or the Lord." 

Brought Low 
The adversary came again before the 

Lord, and once more the Lord pointed 
out His servant Job. But Satan com­
plained that Job still had his health, and 
declared. "Put forth thine hand now, and 
touch his bone and his flesh, and he will 
curse thee to thy face." The Lord said 
to Satan. '·Behold. he is in thine hand."

Holding Fast His In tegrity 
The wife of Job, seeing the awful 

disease, did what many do, attributed 
disease, corruption, all the poison, a1l the 
putridllcss of this awful sickness to God. 
.\lany look upo n God as a monster and 
do not recognize Him as One who loves 
J [is own, Qne worthy to be trusted, One 
who docs allow trial-hut for one pur­
posc--thatl Ie might enlarge through the 
trial the one lie lo\es. This woman 
said to her husband, and it was the ad­
versary who caused her to thus tempt 
Job, "Curse God and die." But Job re­
buked her, saying, "Thou speakest as 
one of the fooli sh women speaketh. 
\Vhat? shall we receive good at the 
hand of God, and s hall we 1I0t receive 
evil?" He further testified. "Though ITe 
slay Ille, yet will 1 trust in Him." 

Learning to be Still 
Then there came to Job three men. 

\Vhen YOll arc tested and tried, beware 
of men. God instructs us to ''Judge 
nothing before the time, until the Lord 
come," and when men disobey this word 
they call greatly discourage one that is 
tested. These men spoke words that 
were not right. Job 42 :7. They pro­
voked Job and he was unwise in answer­
ing their words of provocation. But he 
learned in his trial the value of silence, 
and later said, "Y will lay my hand upon 
my mouth." I t is well to learn the im­
portance of the word of the Lord, "Be 
still and know that I am God." It is 
well to learn the lesson of st illness from 
the Lord Jesus, who. when IJe was op­
pressed and afflicted, opened not His 
mouth. ITe was brought as a lamb to the 
slaughter, and as a sheep before her 
shearers is dumb, so 11e opened not His 
mouth. It is important to learn to "Study 
to be quiet." and that "In quietness and 
confidence shall be your strength."

I did not know, IIlltil thl'll, 
that the words were for ll'i, and 1 ponder­
ed them in my heart. 

"That was the beginning of \'isits that 
led to greater changes than rever dream­
cu of. '\\'!Josoc\'er drinkelh of the water 
that I shall give shall never thirst,' she 
read vile day. 'It's just like this,' she 
said, 'there is a tliirst that is easily 
quench<:ci by going to the well and draw­
ing up some water, but there is another 
thirst that can only he satisfied by Je­
sus the Lord; that is heart thirst, no one 
else can sat i!Sfy that, only He.

~ecret. the almsgi\'ing in secret, the fast­
ing in secret, that counts. i\fen like to 
make a parade of their pict)', they like 
to have a reputation for holiness. \\'hell 
the SOil of God came to earth did lIe seek 
to have a reputation for holiness? lIe 
made] iim!Seif of no reputation. His life 
was a hidden one. Hut God sa\\' His Ii fe 
and J le dl."Ciared, "This is ,jly beloved 
Son, in whom I am well pleased." And 
of llim of whom God said, ." am well 
pleased," men said, "] Ie is a gluttonous 
lIIan and a winebibber." 

There is a giving that is fo r show, a 
gi\-ing that is begotten of pride. But 
t11ou(.:'h a man give all his goods to feed 
the pOOl', anel is lacking in that which is 
essential to a life of saintliness, is lacking 
in love, all thc giving amOunts lo-How 
much? i'\ othing. Seck not a reputation. 
Tell lIot of thy piety. "\\'hat hast thou 
that thou hast not reeeivcd ?" Give God 
the glory for all YOt! have received. and 
do 110t seek to rob I I illl of any of the 
glory. 

. \s God expressed T I imsel f well pleas­
ed with His Son . so wiil J Ie express Him­
self well pleased with all those who fol­
low in !lis footsteps of true lowliness, of 
true humility, of true meekness. They 
slandered thy Lord. ThOll mayest be sure 
that as thou follo\\'est in His footsteps, 
slander will by thy portion. \Vhat should 
tlw attitude be? Silence. Seek not to 
vi;ldicate thyself. In due time thy Lord 
will vindicate thee. He knows of your 
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secret praying, your secret fasting, your 
secret almsgiving. ,\nd one day lIe will 
gi\'e you an open reward. 

There was a great joy set before Christ 
which enahled llim 10 endure the cross 
and despise the shame. There is a great 
joy ahead for] Jis Own. The hypocrite 
has his joy when he is praised for his 
much pict)', his long prayers, his alms­
giving, his fasting. 1t is a great delight 
to him and he swallows down the sweet 
mor!:icls of the praise of men with great 
delight. The joy of the hypocrite is bllt 
for a lIIomrllt. Bill the joy of the true 
servant of God, who follows in the foot­
steps of J rim who made not long prayers 
in the t('mple to be secn of men but spent 
whole nights in lonely vigil with His Fa­
ther, is <:ternal. .. \s thou hast in vision 
this eternal joy, let thy faith be between 
thyself and God. Let thy praying, thy 
fasting, thy almsgiving be in secret. Live 
in close communion with ]Jim in the 
!:iecret place of the :\[ost High, and there 
lIe will impart to thee lIis own holiness, 
H is own nature, His own lo\'e, His own 
humility. ] lis own meekness. 

"Gou's will is not so milch a thing to 
which we !llU"t submit, as a thing in 
which wc should glory. There is no 
glad. good thing- in the world, in any day 
o( any single life, but that it is the will 
of God being done. 

"The triumphs. the successes, the 
hopes, the joys-these arc the will of 
God. There i". indeed, a sense in which 
they arc far more the will of God than 
the burdens, the tears, the failures. in 
which arc mingled much o( the fruit of 
the feeble. frail, and faulty will of man." 
(Trumbull) . 

Those words are worth meditating 
o\'er, for they contain a deep truth. 110w 
it must pain the living heart of our hea­
venl\' Father when lie hears I1is little 
children talking abollt His will as some­
thing which they must bror with 
patience and submiss ion. 

\\'hat is your will for your children? 
Do you have a longing all the time to be 
punishing them. and to make their li\'es 
as miserable as you possibly can? 

Then docs your hea\'enly Father lo\'e 
you any less than you 100·c them? You 
may he obliged to chasten them at times; 
but it is never your <('ill that they should 
suffer. for you would much rather they 
should obey without any punishment. 

Let us take courage, belO\·ed, and seek 
to do God's 1t,iI/ heartily, courageously, 
and patiently. As we make it our one aim 
in life, it will be to us like honey for 
sweetness, and we shall prove that it is 
good, and acceptable, and perf ecL 
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Peler Preaches 10 Genliles 
Lesson 10, ~r arch 10. 

(.\cts 10 :3-4-48) 

After predicting the foundill~ of His 
church Ill(' Lord jesus said to Peter, ".\nd 
1 will gi"e unto thee the keys of the killgdom 
of heaven." ~Ialt. 16:19. These words were 
first fulfilled when Petcr used the key of 
gospel truth to open the doors of ChriM's 
church to thousands of penitent Jews. In 
this lesson we sha!! study how, unde r di"ine 
direction, he fulfilled that office in relation to 
the Gentiles. 

L THE DOOR CLOSED. Acts 10 : 1·33. 
The Gentile Seeker- Hi s burden, Prayer 

and Vision. Cornelius. cvidently a con· 
vert to judai~lTl, was engaged in carnest 
prayer, cont inuing in supplica tion and fast­
ing fo r four days. \\'hat was the subject of 
such ferverlt petition? Acts I I ;14 suggests 
the answer: ('orndius was yearning for 
that which the synagogue had not gi\'en him, 
namely. complete forgi"eness and the wit­
Ile <;s of God's Spi rit. His burden led him 
to pray, and his prayer was answered by the 
arrival of an a ngel who told him to send 
for a Jewish preacher named Peter. \Vhat 
followed makes it clear that the impul<;e back 
of Cornelius' burden and prayer was the 
H oly Spirit, who was preparing to give the 
go<;pc1 Tlot only to the jews ( the first chu rch 
was composed :l.lmost entirely of jews) but 
.also to the Gentilc~. 

The Jewizh preacher-His Burden, Pray­
er, and Vision . Afte r an evan.l;:"elizing tour 
in judea Peter arrived in joppa. Ilc had 
overcome Jcwish prejudice to the extent of 
s taying in thc house of a tanner, which, 
according to rabbinic teaching, was con­
s idered ·'unclean.'· But he had another pre­
jmlice to overcome hefore his mi nistry could 
.attain to its wide st influence. \Vith the help 
of a re"erent imagination , let uS lift aside 
the ,'cil and sce the burden tha t was upon 
Peter's hcart at this time. Ill1a~ille him 
musing thus: " The Master has cOlllmanded 
us to evangeli),e all nations; and that sure · 
ly take s in the Centiles. Thcore:ically. I 
know that jcw :l.nd Gentile arc e(Jual in the 
sight of the Lord. Bu t it would be easier 
10 act on that conviction ii I were not an 
orthodox jew. III order to preach to Gen­
tiles I must ha"e fellowship with thClll, and 
that means r mllst li,'(, ill their homes and 
eat their food, which is 'unclean' according 
to the law of }.toses. Those thousands of 
Jewish Christians will be ready to disiellow­
ship me if I thus 'defilc' myse lf. (Compare 
Acts 11 ;1-3; (;al. 2;11,12.) Anyway, I mmt 
pray abou t the matter; for wc must do 
something about Helling the Gentiles saved." 

His burden 1l100'ed him to prayer, and the 
allswer to his prayer was grantcd in a vision 
convincing him that the 1o.to~aic dispensation 
had passed and that the matter of food 
should no longer be a barrie r betwccn Jew 
and Genti le. Read ,,,cts 10:17-20; 11 :2,3; 
Eph. 2; 13-16; .\cts 1 5; I,IO , l1 ,2~,28. When 
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he de$cended fro III the place of praYl'r he 
found awaiting him three Gentiles" ho had 
come to lead him to Cornelius. 

JI. THE DOOR OPENED. Acts 10 :34·43. 
\\'hen Peter arrived in Caesarea he found 

a Centile congregation awaiting- him, COIll' 

posed of Corneliu", his relative~, and his 
ncar friend~. .\£tcr introductit'ns and ex­
planations Peter hegan his ll1e .. ~aRe. And 
it was this messa~e, consisting of the ~imple 
story of the ministry, death, and re~urrection 
of Jesus that becilme the "key of knowl­
edge" (Luke 11 :52) wherehy the door of 
salvation was opened to the Centilcs. To 
change the illustration, Peter's words be­
callie a bridge O\"l'r which ~a\"ing tru'h pa.,s 
cd to their minds and hearts. Let us notice 
this sermon. which, by the way, appears to 
be a perfect outline or summary of the gos­
pel according to ~lark-Peter'~ companion. 
I Pct. 5 :13. 

Introduction . "Thcll Peter opened his 
111001th and said. Oi a truth, I perceive that 
God is no re~pecter of person<;, but ill every 
nation he that ieareth him, and workelh 
righteou5Iless. is accepted with him." nur~ 
ing his three years of tr:l.illing in the <;chool 
of jcsus, Peter had learned that God was 
no re~pectcr of persolls; but now, through 
actual experience, he perceived that truth, 
so that it seemed lik e a brand~new re,'e­
lation. So with us. \Ye know. for example 
that God :mswers prayer, becau~e it i<; clear ­
ly st:lted in the Word. Then Cod definitely 
gr:l.nts one of our pe titions, so that \\e arc 
ahle to tes ti fy, "Of a truth r perceive that God 
answers prayer:" In rega rd 10 many Bi­
ble truths and experience~ we arc like the 
blind man, who at the first touch of Jesus, 
saw "men as trees walking," but after the 
second touch "saw e"ery 11Ian clearly" Mark 
8:22-25. God give us the second touch! 

Notice that Peter's words mean. 1I0t that 
God is indifferent to a man's belief, hut to 
his nationality, or any other earthly status. 

Christ Ministerin g. "The word which God 
sent unto the children of Israel, preaching 
peace by jesus Christ; (he is l ,onl of all:) 
That word, I say, ye know, which was pllb­
li"hed throughou t all Judea, and began from 
Galilee, after the bapti<;m which john preach­
ed: how God anointed je~u~ of Na7areth 
\"ith the H oly Ghost and with power: who 
went about doing good. and healing all that 
were oppressed of the devil; for God was 
with him." The anointing that je~l1s received 
at the J or dan went forth frOI11 lli111 in a 
threefold onslaugh t against Satan's power; 
through preaching-I ll' delinred men's wills 
frolll the devi!'s hondage; through teaching 
He freed their minds irom his lies and de­
ceptions: Ihrough healin g he delivered their 
bodies from his destructive ravages. No 
wonde r that the enemy attempted to stop 
Him in the wilderness-he saw his kingdom 
crumbling! 

Chri st Crucified. "\\'hom Ihey slew and 
hanged upon a tree." In this, and in every 
other real salvation sermon, the death of 
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Ch rist had to be l11ention~d becau<;e the 
historical fact of the crucifixion is the foun­
dation of the doctrin(' oi the aIOIl('1l1cnt; 
and the doctri ne of the atonement is the 
ba<;is of the expe.r ience of foq;::i"eIless of sins. 
Compare verse 43. 

Christ Ri sen. "lli111 (;od rai~ed up the 
third day and shewed openly." A sin­
offering <lid three things for the J~raelit~: 
when it was killed it died for him; when its 
blood (it:-> liie, Le\'. 17 II) was sprinkled on 
the ait:l.r it lived for him: and when part of 
the inwards were burnt upon the fire of th~ 
altar. it ascended for him. In like manner 
ehri"t died for us, ro .. e for liS, and ascended 
for liS. 

Christ Saving. The concluding words 1l1ay 
he de"eribed as the "altar caU" of Peter's 
sermon for they led to <kfinite result ~. Th~ 
following words pr()dm'e(] con\"iction for sin: 
":\nd he CO!llmanded us to preach unto the 
peop!e. and to testify that it is he which was 
ordained of God to he the j\1d~e of the quick 
and the dead." .\nd the following words in­
spired faith for the pardon of all sin: "To him 
gave all the prophets witness that through his 
name whosoever believeth in him shall re­
ceive remission of sins." 
III. THE DOOR ENTERED. Acts 10: 44 .48. 

"Faith cometh hy he:l.ring, and hearing 
by the word of (;od." declared Paul. Hom. 
10 :17. \\'hcll the ('t·ntiles heard that Christ 
was Judge they repented with all their 
hearts; when they learned the joyful news 
that He was their Saviour they be lieved with 
all their mind, soul, :tTl!1 ~trength. "\Vhile 
Peter spake these word~, the lIoly Ghost 
fell 011 all them that heard the word. And 
!hev of the circumri<;ion which believed were 
ast~ni~hed, as many a~ came "ith PUer, 
because that on the (;entilcs also was pour­
ed out thc gift of the Holy Ghost." 

\\'hy did the Lord, contrary to the usual 
order (Acts 8; 1~. 1 5; 19:1-6), impart the gift 
of salvation and the gift of thc Spirit simu l­
taneously? Because the jewish Chri!;tians 
were so prejudiced (they ~till had one foot in 
the O ld di<;pel1s:ttion) that thcy would scarce­
ly have accepted the Gentiles' t{'"<;timony, 
"\\'e are saved." Thl'Y would probably have 
sha ken their head!>, saying, "That cannot 
he; you have not been circumcised according 
to the law, thus becoming a member of 
God's chosen people." Compare Acts IS :1, 
5. But the speaking in other tongues was an 
unmistakable sign that could not be argued 
again!;!. Therefore no one took up Peter's 
challell~e, "Can any man forhid water, that 
these should be baptized, which have re­
ceived the 110ly (;lw"t as well as we?" 
\\'hat the heavenly vision had taught Peter, 
this supernatural ~ign taught his companions: 
"\\'h<1.1 God hath cleansed, call not thou 
common" The 110ly Ghost Ilimself had 
testified to the fact that Gentiles could be 
saved witho nt becoming naturalized jews or 
accepting the ritual of an ab rogated cove­
nant. The great apo~tle to the Gentiles IllUSt 

have had thi s truth in mind when he de­
scribed himself as, "the l1\illi~ter of Jesu~ 
Christ to the Gentiles, mini!>tcring the gos­
pel of God, that the offering up of the Gen­
tiles might be aceep~ablc, beillg sa nctified 
by the lI oly Ghost." Hom. 15 :16.-1o,o£."er 
P ear lman.

This is more th,lIl 22 miles f rOIll 
Lakhimpur, across the big river, in the 
sallie section of the district where Brother 
Cox laid down his life eight years ago. 

Brother and Sister Sugar came to Inelia 
for the first time in 1921. Six years of their 
fir!.t tcrlll were spent in i\awabganj and the 
remaining year and a half in Basti Dis­
trict. I~eturllillg froUl furlough for their 
second term of service in OClOher, 1930, they 
went to Nawabgan; to take ov('r the work 
thl.'re while Mrs. Ilarvey wellt hOllle all 
furlough. [n 1933 they C:I111e to Lakhill1J>ur.
