The mission
schools were broken up and the
boys and girls were escorted to
their homes. The ladies were ad-
vised to “lie low"” until conditions
improved, and they took refuge
for the time being in the Old
Folks' Home in a secluded part
of the compound. Several of the
Christian young men—all old boys
of the mission school—remained
on the compound, watching the
work of destruction as it proceed-
ed and incidentally overhearing the
plans which were being made and
keeping the missionaries informed.
Apparently the soldiers had hopes
that these unfortunate youths who
had ‘“‘swallowed the doctrine”
might easily be persuaded to see
the error of their ways, and abjure
their faith.

Once they came to the ladies’
hiding place with the alarming
news that the military official was
determined to see them, and would
take no excuses. He said he knew

No serious trouble had ever reached
K——, and they argued that God would
not allow anything to happen which
might hinder His work.

But for once the rumors materialized.

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Q) _ JUST at the close of a long life
) ¥ of service Paul the Apostle re-

vealed in one short sentence the
deepest desire of his heart, “That I may
know Him.” He had completed many
years of missionary effort. He has passed
through many trying and difficult circum-
stances. God had told Ananias when He
sent him to pray with Paul, “For I will
show him how great things he must suf-
fer for my name’s sake.” Acts 9:16. Yet
at the end of his ministry, in which he
was cast into prison, beaten, stoned, ship-
wrecked and deserted, his supreme de-
sire was, “that I may know Him.”

This was not a desire to merely have a
casual acquaintance with Jesus. This was
the cry of the innermost depths of Paul’s
soul—a longing and yearning for a
knowledge of and an intimacy with our
Lord which made confidences a daily oc-
currence.  Abraham was called the
“Friend of God.” What a wonderful
epitaph that is for Father Abraham. The
children of Tsrael saw God's acts. Moses
knew God's ways, i. e. Moses was so in-
timate with God that God made known
His ways unto him. It was Paul's keen-
est desire to have like intimacy.

What does it mean to know Jesus?

First. To know Him gives us eternal
life. Life is what everybody is looking
for: life is what we cling to tenaciously.
Even we who have the hope of the com-
ing of Jesus like to live here as long as
we can. Sometimes I read that some
scientist or chemist has found a food, or
some other concoction, that will lengthen
man's life to one hundred years, a hun-
dred and fifty years, or more. Not so.
God says, “The days of our years are
three score years and ten; and if by rea-
son of strength they be fourscore years,
yet is their strength labor and sorrow.”
Psalm 90:10. But, thank God, we know
Jesus Christ, and to know Him means
that we have eternal life, a life that goes
on forever, a life of joy, peace, happiness,
and rest, as well as of service and wor-
ship throughout the ceaseless ages of
eternity. Jesus says in John 17:3, “This
is life eternal, that they might know
thee, the only true God, and Jesus Christ,
whom thou hast sent.” Get to know Je-
sus, and you will live forever.

Second. To know Him means we are
perfectly provided for. Tn these days of
spiritual dearth, economic stress, financial
panic, world wide drought, in  which

hearts are failing them for fear, Jesus is
our Provider. He is the Captain of our
salvation. To Him we look to uphold
us and supply our every need for spirit,
soul, and body. Dear child of God, don’t
look on the condition of the times in
which we live. Don't wonder and worry
over drought, panic, and lack of work.
Put your trust and faith in God. No mat-
ter what the conditions are, He will care
for His own. Down by the brook He
fed Elijah with bread and meat brought
by the ravens. What more could one
ask for than bread and meat to eat and
water—pure water—to drink? He sent
manna from heaven to the Children of
Israel in the desert, and quail when they
cried for meat. He will feed and clothe
you and me and see that we have all our
needs supplied if we trust Him.

Third. To know Him means we have
a blessed hope. The world has no hope.
The world is putting faith in material
things, is seeking ease and comfort,
pleasure and self satisfaction, is desir-
ing money to spend, nice clothes to wear,
mansions to live in, position in life either
socially or politically, but when the world-
ling comes to an end he has no hope, no
future, no place to go. Because he has
no hope he shoots himself, he casts him-
self into the river and drowns, he poisons
himself, or commits suicide in any con-
ceivable way. But we have a hope be-
yond this life; it is the hope of seeing
Jesus when He comes. Paul says, 1 Cor.
15:19, “I{ in this life only we have hope in
Christ, we are of all men most miserable,”
and we are just that—“of all men most
miserable.” For we are turning our backs
on all the pleasures of sin. But, thank
God, we have salvation through His Son
Jesus Christ, and we are looking for
that “blessed hope and glorious appear-
ing of our great God and Saviour Jesus
Christ.” Read Titus 2:11-15.

How did Paul desire to know Jesus?

In the power of His resurrection. To
know Him in the power of His resur-
rection means:

First. We are resurrected from death.
“Ye who were dead in trespasses and
sins hath He resurrected unto newness
of life in Him."” Ephes. 2:1. The whole
world is a graveyard. I do not now speak
of cemeteries, tombstones, mausoleums,
or little flower-decorated mounds of
earth, but of a world of sin and iniquity.
The world is dead in trespasses and sins,
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buried so deeply in Satan’s filth that no
one can resurrect it but the resurrected
Jesus. The blood of Calvary washes our
s:ns away. “If we confess our sins, He
is faithful and just to forgive us our
sins, and to cleanse us from all unright-
cousness.” 1 John 1:9. The resurrection
life of Jesus lifts us out of this grave-
vard of death into newness of life in Him.
Thank God!

Second. We are justified in God’s
sight. In the synagogue at Antioch in
Pisidia, Paul preached the death and
resurrection of Christ, and said to the as-
sembled crowd, “Through this Man 1s
preached unto you the forgiveness of
sins, and by Him all that believe are jus-
tified from all things from which ye could
not be justified by the law of Moses.”
Since He was delivered for the offences
that were ours and was raised again for
our justification, He issues a proclama-
tion to all who believe in Calvary’s crim-
son stream and Joseph's empty tomb,
that we are purged from all sin and free
from all guilt. We are judicially ac-
quitted of any wrong. Rom. 4:25.

Third. Tt causes us to be filled with
the Holy Spirit. The normal Christian
experience is to be filled with the Holy
Ghost. “Be not drunk with wine, where-
in is excess ; but be filled with the Spirit.”
Indeed, I truly believe that God ought
to be so present in our meetings that
when a sinner i1s converted he will be
baptized with the Holy Ghost before he
leaves the altar of conversion. On the
day of Pentecost they that believed were
baptized. 1 am persuaded that this is
not merely water baptism but the Bap-
tism in the Holy Spirit also.

Fourth. It means healing for our
bodies. The plan of redemption is com-
plete for spirit, soul, and body. God cares
for the eternal welfare of IHis children:
“He that believeth on the Son hath ever-
lasting life.” God also cares for the
material welfare of His children. “There-
fore I say unto you, Take no thought for
vour life what ye shall eat or what ye
shall drink, nor yet for your body, what
ye shall put on. Is not the life more
than meat, and the body than raiment?”
God cares for the physical, to keep it, to
heal it, to take away sicknesses, diseases,
aches, and pains. When the power of
God is manifested ofttimes the sick are
healed by the Holy Spirit who permeates
the atmosphere. When sick, dear ones,
remember Calvary and the blood which
trickled down from the wounds of the
dying Son of God. Remember the blood
was shed for you, that “He was wounded
for our transgressions, bruised for our
iniquities, the chastisement of our peace
was upon Him and by His stripes we are
healed.” But also hear what Paul says
in Rom. 8:11: “But if the Spirit of him
that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell
in you, he that raised up Christ from the
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dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies
by his Spirit that dwelleth in you.” When
He the Spirit dwells in us, we are quick-
ened, made alive, healed by the resurrec-
tion life of Jesus Christ.

Fifth. It means that we seek heavenly
things. We are not citizens of this world.
There is nothing really attractive to us
here. We do not seek material gain. We
do not desire the world’s pleasures or its
contacts in any way. The world does
not satisfy, it cannot give rest or peace.
No, we seek Jesus, we desire to be in
touch with Him. We covet the blessing
and smile of Jesus upon us. We want
to walk with Him and to know that He
constantly is leading us, directing us,
moulding and shaping our lives. We
want the actual knowledge of that won-
derful word of His to us, “Lo, T am with
you all the days, even unto the end of
the world.” = This can be accomplished in
our lives if we do as Paul says in Col.
3:1, “If ye then be risen with Christ, seek
those things which are above, where
Christ sitteth on the right hand of God.”

Paul wished to know Jesus “In the
fellowwship of His suffering.”

“If we suffer with Him we shall also
reign with Him.”. We shrink from suf-
fering of any kind. Indeed, we would
have everything calm and pleasant and
serene. Not a ripple to distrub, not a
storm or cloud to dim the sunshine. We
do not like to sacrifice, we do not like
to be persecuted. Our natures are such
that we like pleasing things. Yet the
history of the church is replete with ac-
counts of heroes of the faith. The
eleventh chapter of Hebrews tells us of
the men and women of faith of whom
the world was not worthy. There is a
golden crown decked with jewels just
ahead of us. However, this crown will
be gained only by faithfulness. “If we
suffer with Him, we shall also reign with
Him.”

Jeremiah the prophet stood true and
faithful. e declared the whole counsel
of God in the face of opposition, im-
prisonment, and death. T can see him
cast mto the slimy pit, sinking down 1n
its filth to what seemed certain death,
because of his faithfulness, but God de-
livered him. Jeremiah 38. The Hebrew
boys in the fiery furnace, Daniel in the
lions’ den, David banished, persecuted,
and stoned in Absalom’s rebellion—but
God delivered them all. The apostles
after they were tried, scourged, and im-
prisoned, asked for boldness to preach
and teach in the name of Jesus. Nearly
all of them were -martyred for Jesus'
sake, yet they proved true. Stephen, with
face all aglow while stones were crushing
out his life, said, “Lord, lay not this sin
to their charge.” Surely Stephen’s crown
will be bright and radiant. Salvation’s
pathway is strewn with the overcoming
sufferers with Jesus, Melancthon,. Savon-
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arola, John Huss, and a host of others.
Burned at the stake, disjointed on the
rack, run through with the sword, cast
to wild beasts, drowned, imprisoned, beat-
en and starved—suffering with Jesus.
But thank God, “He that endureth to
the end shall be saved."

Read the description of the agony of
Calvary in Psalm 22:1-21 and get a new
vision of the cross. Get a glimpse again
of that thorn-pierced head. See once more
that back laid open with the leaden
scourge. Feel if you can the parched
lips, the swollen tongue cleaving to the
dry mouth, which was offered vinegar on
hyssop to drink. Then look once more
and listen once again and hear the agon-
ized cry of my Lord and Saviour saying,
“All my bones are out of joint.” His ribs
were disjointed, His knees were wrench-
ed and His hip joints were pulled out,
while His shoulders were dislocated and
His neck was twisted. Not a joint in
place, with His bones and muscles all
swollen and sore! Listen to that awful
cry, “My God, my God, why hast thou
forsaken me?”

Paul desired to know Jesus in the
conformity of His deaih.

Being made conformable unto IHis
death is the last degree—the superlative
degree—of Christian attainment through
which Paul desired to make his acquaint-
ance with Jesus more intimate. Jesus
had said to James and John, “Can ye be
baptized with the baptism that I am bap-
tized with?” Their reply was, “We can.”
And indeed they were baptized with that
baptism. Jesus was referring to His suf-
fering and death when He thus spoke.

First. We are crucified with Christ.
Gal. 2:20 reads: “I am crucified with
Christ ; nevertheless I live; yet not I, but
Christ liveth in me: and the life which
I now live in the flesh I live by the faith
of the Son of God, who loved me and
gave himself for me.” This is a back-
ward look which Paul is giving us. Look-
ing back to Calvary he sees Jesus on the
cross—dying, forsaken, alone. Yet the
vision of Jesus is such that Paul sees
himself on the cross with Jesus. Yes, and
I see myself on the cross with Jesus. You
may see yourself on the cross with Him.
That is where we met death face to face.
That is where our judgment took place.
That is where we found a go-between, a
propitiation for our sins. The Lamb of
God, who taketh away the sins of the
world, who met the judicial edict of God
and with our guilt, our condemnation,
died. With Him we died to sin and to
judgment for sin. Now we too can ex-
claim, “Nevertheless I live; yet nat I,
but Christ liveth in me!”

Second. We reckon ourselves dead.
Rom. 6:11, “Likewise reckon ye your-
selves to be dead indeed unto sin, but
alive unto God through Jesus Christ our
Lord.” Here we have what I like to
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call the mathematical death. We count
ourselves dead to the things about us. We
count ourselves dead indeed unto those
things within us which disturb us and
ofttimes would defeat us. We are tempt-
ed, sorely tried, and tested. The sin
which doth so easily beset us is follow-
ing us, step by step, right behind us in
our pilgrimage walk. But we reckon our-
selves dead indeed to that easily besetting
sin and we become dead to it. “Sin shall
not have dominion over you,” because
grace is mightier than law. The law
says, “Thou shalt not commit adultery;
thou shalt not steal; thou shalt not bear
false witness,” but the law is helpless,
without power to liberate us. Grace says,
“If we walk in the light as he is in the
light, we have fellowship one with an-
other, and the blood of Jesus Christ God's
Son cleanseth us from all sin.” Grace
says, “Simon, Simon, Satan hath desired
thee that he may sift thee as wheat; but
[ have prayed for thee that thy faith fail
not.” “We do not yield our members as
instruments of unrighteousness unto sin,
but as instruments of righteousness unto
God. We are counting ourselves indeed
to be dead unto sin and as those who are
alive from the dead.”

Third. We die daily. “I die daily.
1 Cor. 15:31. Of course Paul is speak-
ing about the resurrection. He was and
is talking to Sadducees and their brethren
of every age, who say that there is no
resurrection, of the life beyond. He ex-
claims, “Why should we stand in jeop-
ardy cvery hour” if there is no resurrec-
tion? “If, after the manner of men, I
have fought with beasts at IEphesus, what
advantageth it me, if the dead rise not?
Let us eat and drink: for tomorrow we
die.” Tomorrow do we pass out of ex-
istence altogether? No, no. A thousand
times no! Tomorrow we do not die.
Tomorrow we see Jesus. Tomorrow we
are changed into His likeness. Tomorrow
we are translated into the persence of
God. Tomorrow we put off these taber-
nacles of flesh, which are about to be
dissolved, and become fashioned like un-
to His glorious body. For this reason
Paul says, “I die daily,” I am not mov-
ed with the things which I meet each day.
I am not disturbed by temptations or per-
secutions. I am not concerned with the
world or its allurements, its aspirations.
I die daily to everything which crosses
my pathway. And dying daily I know
that I shall have a part in that “out resur-
rection” from among the dead which hap-
pens when Jesus comes.

Beloved, let us learn to know Jesus,
let us become better acquainted with Him.
Let us be ready to meet Him when He
comes !

When the son in the far country came
to himself he said, “In my father’s house
there is bread enough and to spare.” He
had the vision of bread, a bare necessity.

Such
coveting caused him to lose his separa-
tion and his ministry in the Spirit.

Have Faith in God

Hannah coveted a son that she might
give him to God. She wept sore because
year after vear that which she desired
was withheld from her. But she went on
secking even with tears, with groanings,
with words which could not be uttered.
In all those days of seeking, of mourning,
of testing, when her adversary sorely
tried her, she was being prepared to be
the mother of a great son. And as you
seek God, as you weep before Him, seek-
ing for that which will glorify Him, He
will prepare your heart. Do not think
that because there is a delay that He does
not love you. He knows that the trial
of your faith in these days of waiting is
much more precious than gold that per-
isheth, and though He tarry long in giv-
ing you that which you seek, rest assured
that Ile will give you the desire of your
heart even as He gave to Hannah accord-
ing to her petition, giving her a son who
lived to bring glory to his Maker, and
glory also to the one who bore him.

Coveting the Best

Ahab coveted Naboth’s vineyard, and
when Naboth refused to part with the in-
heritance of his father, Ahab would not
eat. He lay upon his bed filled with an
evil covetousness. The wicked Jezebel
questioned him as to why He would not
eat, and she used evil means to get what
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he coveted. But there is no prosperity
in the coveting of ecarthly things. The
judgment of God overtook Ahab and his
wife for their evil coveting. But as you
covet the best gifts for the glory of God
and for His service, you need have no
fear.

It was for-
bidden in the law that a man should covet
that which was his neighbor’s; but it is
lawful, it is expedient, it is well, to covet
that which God delights to give, and that
which will bfing glory to His name.

The neighbor was in
bed. he did not want to be disturbed. But
the one who had the guest kept knocking,
knocking, knocking importunately, and
saying, “Give me three loaves, [ need
them. Someone has come to my house.”
And though the one who had the loaves
was at first averse, because of impor-
tunity, because of express desires shown
forth again and again, he arose and gave
all that was required.

If that one who did not want to be dis-
turbed gave to the householder what he
required because of his importunity, do
you not think that your Lord who has a
bountiful heart will give you the thing
that He tells you to covet, the thing He
knows that you need in service for those
you must feed? Yea, He will give abun-
dantly, He will give you all you require,
and more than you require, so that you
can give abundantly to all He calls you to
feed.

Remedy for Spiritual Dearth

Ask for illumination for both heart
and mind that you may see the value of
that which is truly of the Spirit. It is
written, “Now concerning spiritual gifts,
brethren, I would not have you ignorant.”
The manifestation of the Spirit is given
to every man to profit. The Lord says,
“I am the Lord thy God which teacheth
thee to profit.” But you must have the
gifts of the Spirit, these manifestations
of the Spirit’s presence, if your mes-
sage, your testimony, your ministry, is to
be profitable to others. There is a
dearth everywhere. There is lack because
of the absence of the Spirit’s presence,
power and manifestation.

Man’s Vain Boasting

In the song of Moses (Deut. 30:2), we
have these words, “When the most High
divided to the nations their inheritance,
when he separated the sons of Adam, he
set the bounds of the people according
to the number of the children of Israel.”

The prophet Isaiah, when he saw Arma-
geddon in vision, foresaw the bringing to
naught all of man’s plans by God’s in-
tervention.

God, and not man, will have the last
word to say about boundaries.

Palestine Shipping

According to Jewish Chronicle: Regu-
lar fortnightly’ sailings 'beétween Palestine
ports and Trieste will be inaugurated on
February 22d, by the Palestine Shipping
Company, when the S. S. “Tel Aviv” re-
turns from a Mediterranean cruise to set
sail almost immediately for Trieste, The
vessel, which is of 10,000 tons, has a
Palestine registration and will be flying
the Palestine flag. It has accommoda-
tion for 400 passengers, and will be oper-
ated as a single class boat. A large pro-
portion of the crew are Jews, and there
will be a ship’s school, in which from
fifteen to twenty men will be trained for
sea service while serving as apprentices.
Stewards, engineers and others who were
formerly employed by large German ship-
ping lines, are included in the ship’s per-
sonnel.

The following is the translation of a
testimony that appeared in Fernost, a
magazine published by Russian Chris-
tians: “I had a number of meetings in a
certain place. Suddenly I was summoned
to the G. P. U. (Secret Police). Enter-
ing the office I said to the Chairman, ‘Do
you helieve in the life to come, for you
will have to appear before the Creator
and give an account?’ There were three
men present. Our conversation was long.
‘For what have you invited me? 1T ques-

tioned. “To warn you not to preach any
more!” Although threatened I was releas-

ed. It was obvious that the Lord pro-
tected us, for the whole time I was with
the police the believers in the meeting had
prayed for me, and great was their joy
when I returned. Many souls that eve-
ning turned to God. Three days later
I was again summoned. After prayer
with a brother we went. T was met by the
police, but was not allowed to say a word.

“‘Do you know for what reason I de-
manded you to come? We have here a
parasite who has refused to take the rifle
saying that he is a Christian. But he
leads a depraved life. We have sentenced
him to be shot, but first we want you to
examine him before us. Then in your
presence we are going to shoot him that
the people may have no ground to accuse
us of being unjust.’

“A man in the grey coat of a soldier
was brought in. His face was sad. T
turned to him saying, ‘Look at me. Do
you know that I love you? But there is
One who loves you more, and He is also
present. His name is Jesus.” The sen-
tenced man wept bitterly. ‘Is it true that
you steal, curse, play cards, and still call
yourself a believer in the Lord, saying
that as a Christian you cannot carry a
gm:"‘ Be courageous and answer me.’

“The sentenced man became quiet, say-
ing, ‘Yes, it is true, but the comrade has
not told all about my transgressions.’
Turning to the chairman he said in a
steady voice, “‘Was it not I with whom
during three years you committed dread-
ful crimes? Tell me, how many people
have we murdered?’

“The chairman tried to stop him, but
I stood in defence. The accused, turn-
ing to the chairman, continued, ‘When
we sentenced seven people to death, and
together committed murder, a woman
pleaded for mercy for the sake of the
children. Was it not you who dealt with
them like a beast? When this citizen,’
pointing to me, ‘was summoned four
days ago he told us we ought to think of
the day when we shall have to give an
account of all our crimes.

Senior returned to the comparative safe-
ty of the Old Folks' Home, and the escort
went on alone with beating hearts to face
the official. To their astonishment they
found him so engrossed with other mat-
ters that he had quite forgotten his
peremptory summons to the missionaries.

All next day they sat in one of the
rooms, with nothing but a flimsy, semi-
transparent curtain between them and the
soldiers who were seeking them. Several
times they entered the Old Folks” Home,
and though some of the rooms were
searched most thoroughly, yet whenever
they came to this one they glanced in
casually and passed on.

But in the afternoon the Christian
young men seemed anxious. They knew
that the soldiers were annoyed at their
failure to hunt down their prey, and were
determined to make an exhaustive search
of the whole compound that evening. So
plans were discussed. “What must we
do ?” asked Senior. “One thing is clear,”
said their friends, “you must not stay
here another night. Somehow or other
we must get you out of the city.” The
missionaries reminded them that no one
was allowed to leave the city without a
military pass. “Well,” they said, “you
can pray while we concoct a plan.”

Two plans were proposed and rejected
during the evening. The first was that
the missionaries should be let down by
ropes over the city wall. But the wall
was so vigilantly patrolled by soldiers
that failure seemed certain.

At length 't was agreed that the ladies
should disguise themselves and so leave
the city. “We have told the cook to pre-
pare your'c. 'ming meal,” said the young
men, “‘and when you have had it, we will
come over and tell you our plan of ac-
tion.” Not knowing how long it might
be before they had another meal, the
ladies tried to do justice to their supper,
and then their friends arrived with their
arms full of garments. Gowns of suit-
able length and width, together with
men's winter hats, which they pulled
down over their faces, were selected and
donned without delay.

“Now,"” said Senior, “tell us your plan
of campaign.” “'But the young Christians
had adopted an =ir of mystery. “We will
only tell you a little just now,” they said.
“Our plan will unfold gradually as we
proceed.” “Well, tell us at any rate what
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is the next step,” said the missionary.
“There are eight of us here,” they re-
plied, “and we'll all go out by the back
door. Then we'll saunter along the
streets chatting unconcernedly as if we
were going for an evening stroll. But we
don't want you to talk in case some of the
passersby recognize your accent.”

Senior will never forget the feeling
that came over her as they left their hid-
g place and the door closed behind
them. It was as if they had been cast
adrift on a stormy sea. But then she
remembered that their Pilot was with
them, and that He knew all the dangers
ahead.

At the end of the first street soldiers
were Dbilleted.  Senior noticed as she
passed the gates that the sentry was not
on duty. Glancing inside she saw that
the soldiers, with bowls of rice in one
hand and chopsticks in the other, were
busy at their evening meal, too preoc-
cupied to concern themselves with the
little company of very ordinary people
strolling by. And so the first danger
point was safely passed.

Through several narrow streets they
threaded their way until, as they came
to a broader thoroughfare, a band of sol-
diers appeared unexpectedly round a cor-
ner, and walked towards them. At that
moment the two missionaries were hur-
riedly pulled inside a house, the door of
which stood wide open. Providentially
this house belonged to the aunt of one
of the young Christians who were escort-
ing them, so it was easy to explain the
sudden intrusion. The aunt opened her
back door which led on to a road close to
the city wall.

The leisurely stroll continued until they
neared the first gate—the Water Gate.
To their amazement they found it open
and unguarded. The soldiers who had
been in charge of it all day as well as
those on the wall above were all at sup-
per, and the party passed through un-
noticed. They fancied they could almost
hear the beating of angels’ wings, for
surely the messengers of God who open-
ed the prison gates for His servants long
ago had visited the Water Gate of K
that night.

Everything went according to plan. As
they sauntered away from the city, the
ladies’ own two barrowmen (by previous
arrangement with the escort) appeared
from behind a clump of trees, trundling
their wheelbarrows after them. Leav-
ing one of their number to see the ladies
safely through to the home of Mr. Li,
one of the church elders, the remainder
of the escort hurried back, lest awkward
questions might be asked when the guards
finished their meal and returned to the
gate.

As the two missionaries mounted their
barrows and made for the river, they be-
gan to wonder how they could possibly
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get across, for they knew that all the fer-
ry boats had been commandeered by the
military. But as they came to the bank
a boat glided from under the shadow of
some overhanging trees and stopped right
in front of them. The ferryman was a
Christian and, having been able to hide
his boat when the rest were commandeer-
ed, he had reasily agreed to the sug-
gestion of the Christian young men that
he should stand by in case of need. More
good staff work on the part of the escort!
Yes, and more gracious workings of
God’s providence! It was touching to sece
him clasp his hands and thank God for
bringing the ladies out in safety. At the
other side Senior looked back as they left
the boat and saw the ferryman rapidly
filling it with water. “Whatever are you
doing 7" she asked. “Oh,” he replied, I
am going to sink my boat and wait for
better days. If it is commandeered I may
never see it again.”

Along by-roads, or no roads at all—
for they dared not travel by the main
road—they journeyed through the dark-
ness for some hours until the river block-
ed their path again, for at this point it
winds round a horse-shoe bend.

“We'll soon waken
him,” was the reply, and as they were at
a very lonely stretch of the river, they
did not hesitate to shout at the top of
their voices until at length the ferry-
man'’s door opened and a very disgruntled
voice asked who could be wanting him in
the middle of the night. Then the shouts
changed to compliments and promises,
and soon they could distinguish him com-
ing down the path, pulling on an extra
garment, getting into his boat, and punt-
ing across. As they stepped in Junior
stumbled, and the ferryman growled out
to the barrowmen, “Why do you bring
an old man like that at midnight? He
ought to be at home and in bed"—a re-
mark which was the cause of suppressed
merriment all the way across the river.

And so at length they reached the home
of old Elder Li, and found him watch-
ing and praying for their coming. As the
party arrived he ran down the path to
meet them and gave them a great wel-
come. A meal had been prepared, but
the Elder insisted on holding a praise
meeting before they partook of it! His
daughter-in-law (an old Mission school-
girl) had turned out of her room in or-
der to accommodate the visitors. The
ladies had not been able to bring any of
their belongings with them, but soon after
breakfast the next day several Christians
appeared from the city, bringing some
of the things which they knew their
friends would want to use—English Bi-
bles, toothbrushes, towels, brushes, and
combs—To be continued.
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Peter Delivered from Prison

Lesson 11, ‘March 17, Acts ‘12:5-17.

The Weakness of Satan. Herod Agrippa,
king of Palestine, found himself in the posi-
tion of any Jewish ruler who held his king-
dom under the Romans—he must attempt to
please both Jews and Romans. With the
keen eye of a politician he perceived a plan
for securing a reputation for wise rulership
‘and religious zeal. Here were the Nazarenes,
who were not only heretics and blasphemers
of the law (so he thought) but also, like their
Master, fomenters of sedition. By suppress-
ing them he would please both the Romans
and the Jews. Accordingly we read, “About
this time Herod the king stretched forth his
hand to vex certain of the church.” And he
killed James, the brother of John, with the
sword. And when he saw that it pleased
the Jews (his political motto!) he proceeded
further to take Peter also.” His plan of
campaign was: destroy the leaders and the
followers will be scattered.

The king was acting unconsciously as the
agent of Satan, the great enemy of the
church. But Satan is not omnipotent; he is
a defeated foe. Only God is almighty:; and
when, in His wisdom, He permits sin to
move on for a while, He may be trusted to
interpose when the time for ‘restraining
wrath” arrives. Psalm 76:10. Herod “pro-
ceeded further” to take Peter, but he pro-
ceeded “np further.” 2 Tim, 3:9. In this les-
son we shall notice that the enemy was pow-
erless to do four things: he could not stop
the church praying; he could not hinder the
peace of a good man; he could not hinder
the visit of angels; he could not prevent the
frustration of his own purpose.

The Strength of the Weak. The believers
were helpless in the face of the civil pow-
ar; but they had a weapon available to the
weakest—the weapon of prayer. “But pray-
er was made without ceasing of the church
of God.” (1) The primitive church was born
in a prayer meeting and in a prayer meeting
it renews its strength, “The prayer-meeting
is the thermometer of the church—it tests
what degree of warmth there is. The prayer-
‘meeting is the barometer of the church and
indicates either showers of blessings. or
times of drought.” (2) Notice ‘‘the tic that
vinds.” Peter was in prison, and when one
member  suffered, all members suffered;
their sympathy bound them with the same
chains. Said one preacher, “A friend of
mine, when I was abroad, sent me a letter
with a triangle in it. At the top he wrote
‘mercy-seat’; and drew for the base a rough
wavy mark which he meant for the ocean;
then he wrote his initials at one angle and
mine at the other. He felt that T knew that
the shortest path to those we love is via
the throne of grace.” (3) They persevered in
prayer. Spurgeon sat down in an hotel din-
ing room and pressed the button for the
waiter. None appeared, even after several
attempts. Learning of his desire, a visitor
said, “I have been here before,” and, placing
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his finger on the button KEPT IT THERE
until the waiter appeared. See Luke 18:1-8.

The Sleep of the Just. “Peter therefore was
kept in prison.” Notice the place—a dark,
filthy cell; notice the position—between two
rough soldiers; notice the time—the night
before the execution. Yet “Peter was sleep-
ing.” How explain his peace in such a situa-
tion? God’s gracious providence: “He giveth
his beloved sleep.” An approving conscience
—Peter knew that he had done no wrong
but rather was engaged in God's work. A
sense of security—Peter knew that he was
in the safest place in the universe, the will
of God. “God is our refuge and strength.”

The Ministering Angel. “And behold, the
angel of the Lord came upon him, and a
light shined in the prison: and he smote
Peter on the side, and raised him up, saying,
Arise up quickly. And his chains fell off
from his hands. And the angel said unto
him, Cast thy garment about thee and follow
me.” (1) Notice the ease with which he does
his work. God's greatest agencies work
quietly vet effectively. He is in “the still
small voice.” (2) Notice the extent of his
work. He snaps off Peter’s chains, but lets
the apostle bind on his own sandals; he leads
Peter outside the prison, and then lets him
find his own way home. God is economical
with supernatural power. He will not do
for us what we can easily do for ourselves.

(3) Notice his leisureliness. The angel al-
lows Peter to dress himseli—which he does
by heavenly light. The angel is perfectly
calm, unafraid of the soldiers, unmoved by
the thought of what Herod will do and say.
Thus we learn that God rules in His heaven,
calm and unexcited: he is so sure of Him-
self that He is not in any hurry. Not that
He unnecessarily delays—but.He makes haste
slowly. When the heathen rage and kings
and rulers take counsel against Him, “He
that sitteth in the heaven shall laugh.”
Psalm 2:1-4.

An Unshakeable Testimony. “And when
Peter had come to himself, he said, Now I
know of a surety, that the Lord hath sent
his angel, and hath delivered me. . . . And
when he had considered the thing, he came
to the house of Mary, the mother of John,
whose surname is Mark; where many were
gathered together praying. And as Peter
knocked at the door of the gate, a damsel
came to hearken, named Rhoda. And when
she knew Peter's voice, she opened not the
gate for gladness, but ran in, and told how
Peter stood before the gate” And when the
worshipers raised their heads from prayer
to inform her that she was mad and that
she was “seeing things,” “she constantly af-
firmed that it was even so.” On the evidence
of the testimony of her senses Rhoda af-
firmed that Peter was standing at the gate,
and the disciples tried to reason away her
testimony. But in’ vain, No amount of de-
nial, arguing, and persuasion can do away
with a testimony to a real experience. The
blind man knew little about theclogy, not so
much about Jesus, and had failed to catch
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the point of the Pharisees’ logic, “One thing
[ KNOW,” he affirmed,” that, whereas I was
blind, now I see.” John 9:25.

It does not appear that Rhoda became
angry because her testimony was slighted
and she was called crazy. There was no
need to: it is generally the TRUTHFUL
part of a criticism that hurts us.

The Persistent Ministry.
tinued knocking.” Comments Dr. H. C.
Trumbull, “That’s right. Bang away! If
Christians will not hestir themselves at your
first call, hammer at them till they do, There
is nothing like persistency for overcoming
the sluggishness and sloth of half-hearted
faith. The preacher, or the teacher, or the
parent, or the Christian worker in any
sphere, who turns away from the door of the
heart he wants to enter simply because it
is not opened at the first call is not really
deserving of success in his mission, ‘Knock,
and it shall be opened unte vou. If it is not
opened after ten times knocking, knock till
it is opened unto you.”

Too Good to Be True! On arriving at the
prayer meeting, Peter found the door shut.
The prison gates opened easily before him;
but those who were actually praying for
his release had forgotten to leave their own
front-door latch open for him. (Sometimes
our friends constitute a greater problem
than our enemies!) Consistency should have
led them to leave the door wide open—like
the little girl who brought the umbrella to
a prayer meeting where people were pray-
ing for rain. Let us remember therefore
when we begin to pray to leave the door of
expectation open. Some continue to pray
for forgiveness and forget to go to the door
to see whether the Saviour is there. Many
pray for the peace and joy of the indwelling
Christ, and behold! He Himself is standing
at the door and- knocking, waiting to enter.
“Behold I stand at the door and knock.”

These Christians were surprised, and not
a little scared at the answer to their pray-
er; but they were very likely in the condi-
tion of the apostles, who, when they had
recognized their risen Master “believed not
for joy and wonder.” It seemed too good to
be true. And vet, why should any of God’s
promises and supernatural workings seem
too good to be true?
