An Awful Fale 
\\'hat an awful thillg it is to be bitten 

IJY a ::.crpel1l! Spurgeon u~cd to tell of 
the /(..'rrihlc fate that lJC£dl Gurl1l1g, onc 
of the keepe rs of the reptiles in the 
Zoological Gardens in London, England. 
\\'c ta\.;(· this truc story from Redemption 
Tidillgs. 

It happt'!lec! in October, 1852. This 
unhappy illall was abolll to part with a 
[l"i(,IH1 who was going to Australia, and 
he must Heeds drink with him. He drank 
com,iclcrabJc quantities of gin, and though 
he would probahly have hCt.:lI in a great 
passion if anyone had called him drunk, 
yt't reason and COll1lllon~scnsc had evi­
<\t'lllly become overpowered. He went 
ba(.:k to his post at the gardens in an ex­
ci ted state. 

Ill' had some months before seen an 
exhihition of snake-charmi ng, and this 
was on his poor muddled brain. He 
Illust elllulate the Egyptians, and play 
, .... ;tl1 se rpents. First he took out of its 
cage a 1101"0cco venolll-snake, put it 
round hi') neck, twisted it about, and 
whirltd it round about him. Happily for 
him, it did not arouse itself so as to bite. 

The assistant-keeper cried out, "For 
God's sake, put back the snake 1" but 
the foolish Illall replied, "I am inspired." 
Putting back the venom-snake, he e)(­
dai1l1ed, "Now for the cohra." This dead­
ly serpent was somewhat torpid with the 
cold of the previous night, and therefore 
tht rash man placed it in his bosom till 
it revived, and glided downward till its 
head appeared below the back of his 
waistcoat. 

Ile took it by the body, about a foot 
f rom the head, and then seized it lower 
down by the other hand, intending to 
hold it by the tail, and swing it round 
his head. He held it for an instant op­
posit e to his face, and like a flash of 
lig-htning" the serpent struck him between 
the cyes. 

The blood streamed down his face, 
and he called for help, but his companion 
fled in horror; and, as he told the jury, 
he did 110t know how long he was gone, 
for he was "in a maze." \¥hcn assistance 
arrived, GlIrling was silting on a chair, 
having restored the cobra to its place. 
He said, "J am a dead man." They put 
him in a cah, and took him to the hos­
pital.

During the late war most delicate in­
st ruments were invented to detect the 
locality of the oncoming invisible sub­
marines. God wants some of His serv­
ants to be so altuned, so fitted, that they 
will be able to perceive and to understand 
the approach of the unseen Lord of 
glory. 

Students of prophecy are watching the 
signs of the times and interpreting them.

You cannot see much 
in darkness. Darkness never boasts o[ 
darkness. 11 obliterates other signs. It 
has a stupefying errect, a sleepy effect, a 
deluding effect. You want to keep awake 
and cannot. .\ slumbcrer nods, drops his 
head, lifts it again, half opens his eyes, 
closes them, drops his head again with 
a fresh touch of slumber upon him. Fit­
f ul waking and sleeping rightly describes 
the Christian world in a period of dark­
ness. 

Darkness can be seen in the world with 
all its false doctrines of darkness and 
atheistic philosophy. There are those 
who are priding themselves on their 
orlhodoxy, but are denying I-lis coming. 
Sudden destruction will come upon them 
al1(1 it will be the biggest surprise of all. 
:'Jany pride themselves they are scrup­
ulollsly orthodox. and that enables them 
to slumber complacently. 

"\Vhile the bridegroom tarried they all 
slumbered and slept." Let the Spirit ap­
ply the \;Yord and transform you from a 
slumherer inlo a watchman. Amen.

I will send llim unto you." \Vhen 
the Spir it came at Pentecost there were 
manife:;lations.

There was such spir­
itual exuberance concerning which un­
bel iev ing and uninstructed men sa id, 
" These are drunk with new wine." "Not 
so." said Pcler , "but this is that which 
was spoken by the prophet J oel." A ll 
that was happening", the Biblc had fo re­
told should be. The glory of Pentecost 
was the love, honor, and worship which 
it brought to Christ. 

Pentecost cOllles through Christ cru­
cified. \Ve look to ] lim who died for 
us. Sins must be blotted out before the 
Spirit comes. The Baptism with the 
Holy Ghost and the new birth are not 
synonymous. J\ Baptis t mini ste r wrote 
that he believed onc received the Bap­
ti sm with the Spirit when one was born 
again. " BIll," sa id he , "a lady who is 
a member of Illy church has gone to 
some of your meetings and come back 
speaking- in tongues and says she has 
received the Tl oly Ghost since she was 
born aga in."

The Spirit is a Persall. lIe has 
intellig-tnce. He can lead us. He knows 
the things of Chri~t and rneals tht.·1ll to 
those who love the Lord. "Howbeit, when 
lie, the Spirit of trllth, is COI11t.', 1 ft' will 
guide YOll into all truth:· \\·ithout be­
lievillg- in the Trinity, one cannot well be­
licvc the Bible.

From the fi rst vcr~c oj the book of Ruth 
we learn t hat );aomj lived in the day's of 
the judges, and if we will read the' last 
verse of the book of Judges we sec that 
"cn:ry man did th at which was right in 
his 0\\"11 eyes" during those days. There is 
a way that seemcth right to man, and that 
way ends in death. We need to be deliver­
ed from OUf own way s, even though they 
seem to be right in ou r o\\n eyes. In Isaiah 
53 we rcad, "\\ "c have turned everyone to 
his own way," that is the vcry essence of 
sin . \Vc nced to be brough t from ou r OWII 

w;:,ys to the ways of God, for as David said 
in the 18th P salm, "As for God, his way is 
perfect." God's though ts and God's ways arc 
as fa r above our tho ug ht s and ways as the 
heavcns are above the earth, an d sa l\'a ­
tion means being brought irom our own 
way s and thoughts into the ways and into 
the thoughts of God. 

There came a famine in the land of I s­
rael. Men in thei r prosperity forsake God, 
and God has to bring 11is judgmen t upon 
the ea rth , ior in the days of His judgments 
they learn righteousness. E!imc1ech and 
Naomi left the land of Israel at this time 
of famine to go into the land o f Moab. It 
is written in P sal m 37 :3, "Trust in the 
Lord, and do good; so shalt thou dwell in 
the la nd, and verily th ou sha lt be fed." God 
was able to pro\'ide for them in the land 
if they had trus ted in 1Iim, bu t they were 
living in days of apostasy and they fled from 
the land of thei r inheri tance. The children 
of God need 110t to fear the depressions and 
drouth, pe stilences and famines-God's 
judgments in the earth, fo r He has said con­
cerning His people, "They shall not be 
ashamed in the evil tillle; and in the days 
of famine they shall be satisfied:' Psalm 
37 :19. 

.'::limelech and :\aomi with their two sons 
wandered away from Bethlehem-Judah, 
which incidentally means "the Ilouse of 
Bread," into the land of ).[oab, and then 
there followed tragedy after tragedy. The 
first tragedy was the death of Elimelech. 
Then came the tragedy of the two sons of 
Naomi marrying the daughters of:Moah, a 
thing forbidden in th e law of God. When 
the children of God become unequally yok­
ed with the unbelievers in the marriage bond 
it is always a tragedy. Then came the 
furth er tragedy o f the death of Naomi's two 
sons. She wa s bereft of her husband and 
her two SOilS, and a further tragedy seemed 
inevitable-the loss of the inher itance of 
Elimelech in Israel. It is \Hitten, "The 
Lord knoweth the days of the upright: and 
their inhe r itance shal! be for ever." But it 
must have seemed inevitable to Naomi that 
there was no possibility of the inheritance 
be ing maintained. 

News came that God had visited the land 
of Israel with bread, and Naom i started out 
to return to Bethlehem-Judah with her two 
daughters- in -law accompanying her. She 
bade thcm not to go with her. but to go 
back to the land of ~roab and find t hem 
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hu~batlds. 

farewell 
Orpah ki~sed her mother-in-law 

to go back to her land and her 
god~. But Ruth. who must have heard how 
\\ondcrful the God of hrad was, and how 
glorious had bccn I lis way,; with Ili~ peo­
pk. clave to her mother-in-law and said to 
her, "Whither thou g{Je~t, I will go; and 
\\ here thou lodges!, I \\ill lodge: thy peo­
ple ~hall bc my people, and thy God my 

God." I t was a grea t purpo~e and God hon­
ored that purpose, and I Ie honored the 
woman who had that purpose ill her heart. 
Ile has laid down the principle, "Them that 
honor me 1 will honor." And the \\oman 
who made th at purpo~c that day is honored 
\1 ith i>pccial mention in the fir~t chapter oi 
Kcw Testa!ll~nt record. ".\nd Boat. begat 
Obed of NUlh; and Obed begat J~sse; and 
jei>se begat Da\·id the king . and j acob 
begat joseph the hmband of )'Iary , 0/ (('holll 
wo.>· born h'SIIS, 1,·ho is cal/I'd Christ." )'fatl. 
1,5, 6, 16. 

God loves the orphan and the widow. \Ve 
read, "A fa the r of the fatherless, and a 
judge of the "ido\\s, is God in hb holy 
habitation:' Psalm 68 :5. Naomi was re­
turni ng to Bethlehem-Judah \Iilh a broken 
heart, but lie whose compassions fail not, 
whose mercies are new every morning, pur­
posed to bi nd up that broken hea rt , and 
though wecpillg" might endure for a nigh t 
lIe purposed that joy should come ill the 
morning for thi s bereft widow. 

As she returned, the people said . "Is thi s 
Naomi?" She rel)lied, "Call me not Naomi 
(pleasant ), call me ),lar a (b itter): for the 
Almighty hath dealt very bitterly with me. 
I wcn t out full, and the Lord halh brought 
me home again emp ty: why then call ye me 
Naomi, seeing th e Lord hath tes ti fled against 
mc, and the Almighty hath afflicted me ?" 
H ow bitterly we complain in the midst of 
tests and trials, not realizing that the Lord 
who love ~ us is working all things together 
for our good and for th e highest glory of 
l lis name . 

ll ow lovely is this s tory- the book of 
Ru th. It is said tha t Ben jamin Franklin, 
when amba ssador to Paris. read this story 
to a number of atheistic literary men, and 
they extolled it as the mos t wonderful gem 
ill literature. H ow beau ti ful thc story of 
Ruth gleaning in th e flelds of Boaz, and 
handfuls being drOPI}Cd on pUf]>ose for 
her. God ha d made hountiful provision for 
the poor. They could have the gleanings of 
the fleld. But l.hi s M oa biti sh maid, who 
had purposed to follow the Lord. wa s pro­
\'ided cxceeding abumlantlv above all she 
could have though t or a~ked. llow good 
she was ill bringing her all to the bereft 
widow 50 that there wa s bountiful llrovision 
fo r Xaomi. desp ite her having no husband 
or sons to support her. The same God who 
pro vided for t he widow in the days of Elijah , 
giving her a hount iful supply of oil where­
with she could payoff all her debts and 
have sufficient to li\·e on, loves the widow 
wh o is a wido\\' indeed today, and will not 
fail to provide for a ll those who trust in 
I Jim. 
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lIo\\' wonderful it \Ias that this mighty 
Illan Boaz ~hould iall in Itlve with this hum· 
hie, lowly maid \\ho purposed to trust the 
l ;o,1 oi brae!. lie was wiling to },ro\ ide 
n:ocmption and to redecm the inheritance 
oi Elimdech. What a picture of One \\ ho 
has provided redemption ior lIi~ 0\\11, and 
who i~ willing to become the Bridegroom at 
tho~e who arc willing to \ea\'e all and iollow 
llim. 

BaaL \Ias Iltlt the ne"t in t he line of 
kimlllclI to ::\atlll1i .\nother had the right 
t('l redeem the inheritillice. But this olle 
lightly c~tl'emt'tl the inheritance and did not 
put the proper value upon it. Esau lightly 
esteemed his inheritance and sold it for 
a Ille~s of pottage. So there arc llIilny \\ ho 
lightly ei>tecm an inheritance incorruptible 
and undefded, r~~ened in heaven. They 
c~mnt it a thing of little value, oi little wor th, 
nut worthy of (Ollside rati(1I1. 

Redemption having !Jeen made, nO;\Z took 
'Ruth to be his bride. A child was born to 
them. little Otx.-d. ::\aoll1i was able to take 
the child in he r arms. Here was the heir 
10 the inheritam:e. Il ow gtxxl (;oJ had been 
to her I \Ybat a treasure lie had gi\'en to 
her and her dauKhtt·r.in-Ia\\! The women 
came around to her and said, "Blessed be 
the Lord, \\\lieh ha th not leit thee this day 
"ithout a kinsman, that his name may be 
famous in Israel. And he ~hall be unto thee 
a restorer (, f thy life, and a nourisher of 
thine old age: for thy daughte r ill law, which 
lo\'eth thee, which is hetter to thee than 
se\'en sons, hath born him." Sorrow had 
gone deep into the hea rt of N"aomi, but now 
there came a joy. \\'ith great joy she took 
the child and laid it in her bosOm and be­
came nurse to it.
