Unless we r!:ad the \\'ord as one who 
"searches for hid treasure" we are liable" 
to miss or pass over some of the deepe~t 
ami most preciou!'i truths. The text IS 

a case in point. Reading these words 
ill a casual way, we sec nothing to es­
pecia!!v arrest Ollr attention. I t looks 
like a cOlllmonplace statement of fact, 
namely, that ';in the place where He 
(Christ) was crucified. there was a gar­
dell," Bllt there arc some deep spiritual 
trnth!'i hiddel1 in that statement. 

Therl' is nothing- much in comlllon be­
tween a plain woode n crO!'i!-' and a garden. 
In a pla in wooden cro~s-and it was that 
kind of cross 011 which our Lord was 
crucified-we see noth ing attractive, 
But in the well kept garden we find much 
to att ract and fascinate. I ndeed, there 
is nothing more beautifu l and attractive 
than a well ordered flower garden. I t 
has heen o ftcn s:lid that a person that 
docs not love flowers and music is far

That's why the Lord Jesu') 
called him "a SOil of thunder:' J [c want~ 
ed (0 GIll down fire from heaven upon 
the people that did not receive Jesus. 

But that is about al\ of which yOll can 
arClI~(' John. On the comrary quite 
{'arlv ill life he was a seek ing soul. This 
qllt~li()n of :-:alvatioll he took ('juite ser­
iOllsly. For that reason he joined John 
th<; Bapti<;,t, And he followed Jesus as

There he lies, completely 
i~()\;lted . completely alone, You may kiss 
hi~ cold forehead-he feels nothing , YOII

ill~, :\0 relatiOll to the world any more­
he is dead ! 

L et us transfer that il1to the spi rit ual 
\'(·al111. The natural man has no ear for 
Cnd. lie does not listC'l1 to the voice 
(If Cod, Cod speaks today as much and 
as 10l\d ;b ever. B ut the natural Illan 
docs not hea r him. H e has no eyes for 
Cod. God wants to g uide us wi th H is 
eye. But how call H e, if we have no 
eves fo r TI im ? T he natural man has no 
niollih for God . Otherwise he can use 
it \'ery wel l. Otherwise he is not em­
harrassed for words at all. Bu t he never 
uses hi s mouth for God. Prayer- a con­
quered viewpoin t! He never ta lks to God. 
,\ 11 ("onnections with God are miss ing. 
T ha t is why the Bible sa)'~. he is dead! 
T his is a very serious question , Arc you 
dead or alive? All who have passed from 
death unto li fe can tell a story about it.

\\·ant of one sense, and that the most im­
portant, the most necessary : the sense 
(ll11d(.!'!;tancJing) to kllow the Son o f 
Cod. Do you kno\\" Him? You can if you 
\\'ant to. 

And now, something concerning the 
pn':-;{'Ilt. In Rom. 8:28, 29 we rcad, "\Ve

i~ another important lesson . for it is a 
rule withollt ('xception. No doubt, you 
ha\'c quoted th is verse of Scripture very 
often : you may have it on your tongue 
and in yom head.

God 
can sp read the whole wilderness with 
manna. lIe can supply in a miraculous 
way. and can multiply the five loaves and 
two fishes. ,\nd Illon:over He can do 
l1lure than that. \Vhen there arc no 
10~l\'es and no fishes to multiply lIe 
call supply from heaven, from His count· 
less resources, all that is necessary.

Limit not the limitless One, 
and do not seek to measure Him by a 
yard !)tick of human construction.

~trated by the servant of Jehovah than 
by the powcrs that controlled these evil 
men. And even these men wcre reluct­
antI" compdlcd to admit that the finger 
oi (;oc! was greater than the hand of the 
elll'll1y. 

III E1ijah's day the prophets of Baal 
and the prophets of the groves had pow­
I.:r. They had the power of hell back of 
thelll. Hut greater was li e who was in 
the prophet of God than he who was in 
them, and His powers wcrc demonstrat­
ed. Fire fell from hean:-Il at the word 
and prayer of the prophet of God, with 
the result that hracJ cried ... Jehovah, He 
is God!" There were evil powers in the 
temples of Corinth, evil powers that were 
opposed to the worship of Jehovah, evil 
powers that pronounced that Jesus was 
accurscd. But the Lord God caused His 
disciple~. weak and frail though they 
werc, the weak, the despised, the foolish, 
to cOllie behind in no gift. There was a 
demonstratioll of the power of the Spirit 
through them, showing forth that the 
Lordship and power of Jesus Christ the 
Son of God was greater than all the pow­
ers in the temple, so In;lt the men of 
Corinth in seeing the greater works, the 
gTeatcr power, manifcsted through these 
humble lowly disciples of Christ. would 
have to declare that Jesus Christ is Lord 
oi all. 

Tn the days of apostasy in which we 
<tre li\·ing there are evil powers, evil 
cults, who arc pcrfonning lying won· 
dCfs.

They preach not 
Jesus Christ and Him crucified. the Lamb 
of God bearing the sin of the whole 
world. They speak not of sin. They 
know not the power of the Spirit to con­
vict of si n. And many arc deceived by 
these subtle evil demonstrations of 
demoniac power; the serpent disguising 
himself as:1O angel of light. and his min­
isters hidden behind a vail of seeming 
righteousness, deceiving if it were pos-

The children of 
God need to waken and become so one 
\\ ith their ),laker that there shall be a 
demonstration of the real power of the 
Spirit in the working of miracles through 
iaith ill the I.ord. 

III the ea rl y days the disciples sensed 
thc source of the opposition. It was not 
mcrcly the oppo~itioll of the rulers, the 
Sanhedrin, and the Homan powers; bUL 
hack of it they recognized the opposi­
lion of all the powers of thl.! principali­
lies of darkness, and they cried, "Behold 
their threatening!)." They cried for new 
pm .... er, tllty cried for the demonstration· 
of the Spirit, they cried for the hands. 
of the Lord to be stretched forth to heal, 
and that signs and \\"onder~ might be 
wrought in the name of the lIoly Christ 
JCStl~. to dClllonstrate to a f..TUinsaying 
world that all power and all authority. in.

\\'as their prayer answered? It was an­
<.;w('n:d in a Illost n'lIlarkahle manner. 
\'·onders were wrought. Signs were 
"fuught. The sen-ant of lhe Lord Jesus. 
who had bet'l1 ohedient to Him was COI1-
,·eyed in a miraculous manner by the 
~pirit from Ihe desert to J\l.otus. \Vhen 
the whole Satanic powcrs moved Herod 
to dc:-;troy l'eler, a wonder was wrought. 
.\11 angel was sent from heaven to re· 
lease the captive, not merely from Herod 
but fr0111 the powers and principalities 
of darkness who would have destroyed 
this servant at" thc Lord. A wonder was. 
wrought and Peter escaped. 

'When Eutychus fell from the Willdow~ 
a wonder was wrought. For the encour­
agcment and profIt of the saints hi s dead 
body was restored to life. It was a 
demonstration that the Lord H e is God_ 

Satan hath but a short time. The­
demonst rations of his power will be man­
ife~ted on every hand. He goes forth 
deceiving those who think they are be­
yond deception. And the chi ldren of 
God need to cry to t he Lord to come­
forth in miraculolls powers. His ears 
are open to their cries. He has reminded 
His own that Elijah was a mall of like 
passions are we arc, but he prayed, and 
his prayer of faith reached the throne 
of Cod. For three and one half years 
the heavens withheld their rain. A mira­
cle? Yes. But a man of like passions 
as we are prayed and the miracle was 
wrought. This man of like passions 
prayed again when the heavens were as 
brass. and not a clond was to be seen, 
and there came forth a veritable deluge 
of rain. It was for the glory of the 
Lord. Elijah was concerned about the 
apostasy in Israel. He thought he was 
the onlv man left who honored God. He 
QW t1~e evil fl ...... t had been wrought 
through the wicked king and queen. And 
his prayer was a passion. He desired 
the honor of Jehovah. He desired the 
vindication o f Jehovah's name. He de­
sired a demonstration of the Lord's pow-
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cr, and his prayer of faith for the power 
of God was answered, the name of the 
Lord was vindicated. 

There arc in the churches those who 
<il'ny the power of God. They have a 
form of gOdliness hut they are opposed 
10 every supernatural manifcstation of 
the ~pirit. The children of God should 
sc..'nd l1p a passionate cry. a cry of those 
,d1O are deeply concerned, that the name 
of JeslIs may he vindicated. that His 
1'owcr may he forthcoming, that signs 
and wonders. 'Wonders, WONDERS may be 
wroug'ht in that holy namc, and that the 

'\Tal.; on0S may he encouraged. 
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,'\Ii these demonstrations of the Spirit's 
power, all these manifestations, .\RE 
:\ ECESS:\R Y. Those who would ig­
nore and depreciate and mah' little of 
tilt' manifestations of the Spirit. arc not 
the humhle ones. They think they arc 
:-ufficient of themselves. and they need 
to hllmhle thcmsel\'('s and realize their 
insufficiency, and to seek God for the 
coming forth of that alone which is suf­
fl('itllt and nece~sary in this e\'il day, in

And when the Spirit came, He so mani­
fcsted J fim sclf that Simon the sorcerer 
saw that through the laying on of the 
hands of the apostles the Holy Ghost was 
given. \\' hen those at the home of Cor­
neli us received the Spirit they began to 
spe.ak with other tongues and to magni f y 
God. And \\-·hen the Spirit fell upon the 
disciples at Ephesus the evidence was 
similar. 

Someone recently remarked that when 
the church sank into formality the world 
drifted into idolatry; that when the 
church was aroused, conviction from God 
se ized the hearts of the unconverted, 
\Vhat need there is today of a re"ivai of 
Holy Ghost religion. May we with hearts 
open to the will of God through Christ 
seck the Holy S pirit that we no .longer 
remain powerless professors, but become 
<'Iu::rgctic Spirit -filled believers. \Ve are 
to accept the promise of the Spirit by 
faith, hut w(: are not to be satisfied until 
endued with power from on high.

often entails much su ffering. A conse­
cration that costs nothing cannot be a 
true consecration. A surrender that 
dodges or escapes suffering. is not the 
surrender that God calls for and ac­
cepts. Every true and full surrender 
will mean more or less of suffering, and 
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the dcqx:r the ::iurrender. the decpe r will 
he the sufferi ng involved. 

"'hen a Jew, for example, denounces 
Judaism nnd accepts Chri stianity. and 
bl'comL'::; a followcr o f the meek and low­
ly Jc~u::;, he IS in almost c\'cry case ostra­
ci~ed by his parents and loved one::;. He 
has to walk out of the house a disin­
herited son. ).loreowr he is treated with 
the utmost t.:omcmpt and billt.:rc~t pl'rsc­
t.:lnion. 

This is true:: in a g reater or le",s(!r de­
~r('(' in the ca ... e of everyone who tlefi­
nitdy ior:-;akes the:: world and gives him­
:'>clf to God. But we rllld in the placc 
whnc \\'(' art· cntcifil'd tlwJ'(' is a garden. 
\\'e lind it to he a plnee of frag-ralH'e and 
till' hlossoming of t1o\\'t'rs. There Jesus 
1'('cOJlll''i so rea! to us that \H' j orJ,!t·t the 
pain and ::;ufTcring in tht' joy oi His 
1,1'{':'>l·nce. 

In tht.' pourillJ,!" out oi our lin'~ for 
others, we arc called III}1J1l to suffer. \Ve 
tind it to he the "wa" of the Cross." 
I"hink oi those who ha-\'e given up love­

Iv homL's, nnc! most attractive ::iurround­
i;lgS to go and work in the slulll s, clean­
ing up dirty hOH'is, washing dirt)' bnhies , 
attending to the \\' OllIH.lS and sores of 
diseased and uncl ran pcople, It llIeans 
sacrifice ancl much unplcasantness and 
suffc ring. But in the place where they 
arc crucified, there is a garden. The joy 
of doing things for Christ's sake more 
than compcnsates them for the sacri­
fice they arc making. 

Think of the refined and cultured 
women who have given themselves to 
work among the {allen women and girls 
of our land, who are compelled to look 
lIpon scenes of shame ilnd humiliation, 
from which their pure and sensitive 
minds recoil. It is no child's play to 
engage in such work- work that calls 
ior the deepest and tcnderest compassion, 
It is crucifying in the extreme, but we 
fmd that in the place where they are 
crllcified there is a garden. As they see 
these poor, degraded women turn their 
eyes toward God and begin to live pure 
lives and walk in the steps of the meek 
and lowly Jeslls, their hearts are filled 
with joy and praise, They feel more than 
compensated for their suffe ring in spirit 
because of the foul scenes they are com­
pelled to contact from time to time. In 
the place where they are crucified there 
is a garden. 

Think ngain o f the faithful mission­
aries, who havc left their homes and 
plea~ant ellvi rOllment to cross the ocean 
and live an isolated life in the midst 
oi the grossest heathenism and degrada­
tion. Some of the purest and 1ll0~t re­
fincd mcn and wom(,ll I havc e\'er been 
privileged to meet, have been called to 
labor amid the most degrading conditions. 
and for weeks at a time- almost day and 
night- have been called upon to cleanse

II , BACK TO THE BOOK 

F inding th e Book of the Law, In the days 
of the godless kings who lived prior to 
}.Ianasseh and Amon, tile temple and all 
tile \\"or.!)hip pertaining to it had been neg­
lected. One of the first reforms instituted 
by Josiah was the repairing of the house 
of God. And whcn they were repairing this 
house, Iljlkiah the high prie~t discovered 
the Book of the Law.

Law would indeed come upon the nation , 
bllt because he had humb led himself and 
rent his clothes and wept bdore the Lord, 
he should not see these e\· ils, 

A Coven&nt of Obedience. The king was 
nOt con tent wi t il knowing for himself what 
the \Vonl declared, but he \lanted all the 
prie!>t s, the prophets, and the people to hear 
the \lords, and he hilllself read the Book 
to them, He and the people then llIade a 
covenant heiore the Lord to walk after t he 
Lord, to keep His commandments with all 
their heans, The fir~t thillg in the perform­
ance of this COlenalit was the putting away 
oi all idolatry from the land. The need oi 
today i~ for men to get hack to the Book. 
).It'li e\-(;rywhere are questioning why there 
is a lack of pro~perity throu~hout this land 
and throughout the \\orld. ilighbrow econ­
ollli!ots arc prescribing- eler) tiling under the 
SUIl ,I:; remedies, and they ol·er!ook t he one 
and only remedy prescribed in the Scrip­
tures oi Truth.

ful! assurance that the Lort! will preserve 
them from all evil. 

III. BACK TO THE BLOOD 

A Reltorcd Pauover, J osiah saw that the 
Law prescribed the keeping of the Pass­
over all the first month of the yoor, and he 
arranged for all Judah to keep Ihis great 
sacrificial feast. The people were poor and 
it was a difflcu!t matter ior many of them 
to bring a lamb for the Passo ver offering. 
But Josiah purposed that the Passover 
should be kept at any cost, and he him­
self provided 30,000 lambs and kids for the 
peop le. It co~t<; something to do the will 
of God. but the trouble i~ folks e\"Cry\\here 
arc sitting down coullting the cost and they 
do not count the gain. There wa ~ Rreat gain 
to J osiah, for \\e have this imll10rtal record 
of him in the \\'ord: ;'Like Ullto him was 
there no king before him, that turned to 
the Lord with all his heart lI eith er after 
him arose there ally like him."
