Ililll. His service is not hard bondage.

They find rest unto their 
souls. They find that Ilis yoke is easy, 
that His burden is light. Such who sit at 
I1is feet are not wearying themselves go­
ing' hither and yon, laboring, doing what 
they Ilu'IIN is st'rvicc for God; but like 
Mary, they wait until He caBs, then they 
do 11 is bidding.

tlwv w('n: doing sonH.'t hing- apart from 
Ili ~ wi ll and word ; and despite the seem­
ing- show of brm'cry and fai th , the thing 
is writt cn large in the Scriptures of t rut h 
that their presum ption was a fa ilure. A ll 
s('f\'ice outside the will o f God. a ll serv­
ice, so-called, that docs not have for its 
motive the glory of God, is fruitless and 
vain. The Lord has in His \Vord made 
a very d eardeclaratiollof promise, "I will 
instruct Ih ee and teach thee in the way 
which Ih o /l shalt f!o. I will guide thee 
with mine eye." His name is Counsellor, 
and blessed are they who wait on Him 
for Jiis counsel , who wait at His feet 
like }'lary, who learn to know Ilis will 
and do the same. 

A Word of Warning 

\Vith this word of promise that He 
will instrllct, teach and guide, there is a 
word of warning. "Be ye not as the 
horse or as the mule which hath no un­
dcrstanding, whose mouth must be held 
in with bit ~l1ld bridle lest they come 
ncar unto thee." The mule and the 
horse seek to go down every wide road 
and to move away from the path that 
is best.

They counsel together apart 
from the Lord, and do the thing which 
rcason suggests. which seems good , but 
if they have not sought to be instructed 
and taug-ht and guided from Above. 
their way is the way of the mule, of the 
horse, that is a wrong way, a way that 
is a menace. It is a way that ends in 
death . Be humble enough and lowly 
enough and meek enough to know that 
you do not know the way. And then 
C0111e to Him who is a Shepherd indeed, 
who will guide. His sheep shall h~ar 
11 is voice and they shall follow Hun. 
Do the sheep know the best paths in the 
mountains? Do they know where the 
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!Il:~t pasture is? Do they kilO\\" where 
till' .... tilll'st waters arc? );0. If thn 
~tl'k Ol1l a way of thei r OWII they becom·e 
a t·an; to tht ShtphCl'd who ha') to go 
aft('f them to seck thelll. li e knows 
the \\"ay. l ie knows the path, and wise 
an' those who arc lowlv and meck, who 
walk not according to tlle ir own counsels, 
bllt who e\'('r seck the COUll sci of the 
Lor<l.

They had much praise 
concerning thc people they came to. they 
wanted to be in covenant with thl'lll. _\n<l 
lhl: men took of their \"ictuals. and asked 
not cOll nsel of the Lord. '1'11('1't is al: 
ways time to go to God for wHnsel. It is 
always he~t not to trust your own reason­
ings, hut to seck Him who wil l ca ~t down 
human reasonings and hring- every 
thought into captivity to Himsel f, and 
who wi ll guide, instruct, teach the way 
that is best.
