( I ntroducing his addres<; Brother Riggs 
read the account of the digging of wells 
by ]5<1.ac in Gen. 26:15-19, with some 
comments. Ed.) 

I believe there are streams of living 
water flowing somewhere that we can 
reach by digging. Someone has filled 
the wet!s that once brought up these liv­
ing st reams, and if we digged those wells 
again we should find the water. It is my 
earnest desire that you and I might be 
able to tap still further a stream of divine 
Ii fe or power and make it available to us. 
So this morning I seek earnestly to dig 
wells-wells whereby we can corne into 
contact with the divine power and life 
and blessing. So I introduce Ill)' thoughts 
on Sunday School work by speaking in 
the imagery of Isaac's "wells" by digging 
of which we can get down to a fulle r, 
mightier life-giving stream of H oly Ghost 
power than we have ever had before in 
our assembly life. 

r very much resent, resist, and ref ute 
the cbarge that Sunday School work is 
purely a fleshly organization, a natural 
endeavor. I insist that Sunday School 
work is a way whereby you and I and all 
of us can get down deeper into the mighty 
streams of this Holy Ghost power and 
light and life and blessing "..-hich flow 
so freely in our Pentecostal movement. 

Fi rst of all let me present to you the 
possibilities of development that are in 
Sunday School work. The population of 
this country is about 125 millions, of 
which forty-eight millions are under the 
age of twenty-one. Only 16 mi.llion of 
these 48 million are to be found in a 
Sunday School of any kind-one third. 
Only one out of three of the children 
and young people in America are rccciv-

ing any religious training at all. Two 
out of three of all the young people and 
children are outside S unday Schools. 
Thirty-two million are untouched by the 
influence of the gospel at the time in their 
lives when inflllence means the most. This 
is a di st inct chaJlenge to YOll and to me, 
my friends, and it gives liS some idea of 
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~hine C9n!

the immense possibil ities which lie round 
abo\1t us in the way of extending our 
Sunday Schools. 

The Assembly o f God, has in its con­
sti tuency some 166,CXX) mcmbers. If YOll 

compare this with the 27 odd millions of 
Protestants in America, you fllld six Ollt 

of cvcry thousand in the Assembly of 
God denomination . So, at this ratio, of 
the 32 millions of children out of reli­
gious touch we see that we have somc 
200,000 children and young people under 
the age of 21 that it is our immediate 
and direc t responsibility to reach. Com­
pare our membership with the member­
ship of other churches. Take the samc 
proportion and apply it to the Sunday 
School possibilitics round about us. It 
is a startling- thought. that at the judg-­
ment bar of Almighty God the Assembly 
of God is going to be held responsible 
for the rel Igious influence and the eternal 
destiny of 200,(XX) young pcople and chil ­
dren who are right around us who are 
not now in any Sunday School. 

Of our 166,CXX) Il1cmb<>rs about 66,<X.>O, 
or about one third are ch ildren and young 
people in our Sunday Schools. To add 
to these the 2OO,COO gives li S the task of 
llluitiplying our Sunday Schools by four. 
This we must do to stand clear before 
Almighty God concerning our responsi­
bility for the children and young people 
who are at our doors and not in Sunday 
School. 

Let us compare the work being done 
to educate our children religiously with 
that being done to educate them secular­
ly. Clarencc Benson tells us that a child 
spends 12,<XXl hours in a public school 
in lhe period in which he spends 170 
hours in Sunday School. Seventy times

"1 will make of thee a g l'('at nation," 
It is a fact that that promise has been 
fu lfilled three t imes over. Three of the 
greatest natiol1s of the world today trace 
themselves back to Abraham . I smael. is 
the father of the ;\Iohammedan world: 
.\braham is the father of the nation of 
Israel and he is cla5sed as being the fa~ 
ther of the Christ ian world. This last 
statement may sound a little strong, and 
yet it is definitely stated so in the New 
Testamcnt. See Galatians 3 :29. 

The next promise in the covenant is 
the promise, "I will bless thee." \Ve see 
how God blessed Abraham when He 
made him rich in cattle, in silver, and in 
gold. The Bible tell s us, "By faith he 
sojourned in the land of promise. By 
faith Abraham, when he was tried, of­
fe red up Isaac. By faith he looked for 
a city which hath foundations, whose 
lJuil<ler and maker is God." God did 
hless Abraham, He blessed him in a great 
way. 

God said, "1 will make thy name 
great," \Vhen you read the first chapter 
of the book of Matthew, you find that

Today the out­
pouring- of the Spirit of God i:,; the ul­
lilll<ltt' fulfill1l1ent o f the promise of God 
lIIad(' to . \hraham that lie would make 
him i t hll's~i ng to the whole world, 

lie said, "I will make thy name great." 
,\hraham i ... the ~reatcst name in the 
thrt'c great world religions of loday. The 
blessi ng of God is coming to the ('ntire

world because God is Sl ill keeping the 
covenant] Ie made with Abraham. 

Now let us notice anot her thing, ]n 
thi s co\'el1ant lIe says, "I. will bless them 
that bless thee, and curse him that curs­
eth thee." Some way or other, there is 
a tremor of fear and sorrow thal goes 
through my heart whel1 I read o f some 
land or some nation that has taken up 
the weapon of persecution against the 
seed of Abraham, I do not feel good 
about that, The work of God can never 
be undone by carnal weapons of any kind, 
for that matter, but when they put their 
hands upon the seed of Abraham they 
are getting in trouble with God, Egypt 
at one time held the granaries of the 
world. The sphinx and the pyramids are 
there today as monuments to the departed 
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g-Iory of that land. The Jcws Ii\'e Oil 

while tho!-.e who placed a cu r~e on .the 
jl:\\'s arc no more, Those who ha ve per­
secuted the~c people and made vassals and 
chattds of thelll hayc gone down to de­
feat or sufTered some kind of judgment 
un(kr the frown of God . while <..;od\ 
hand continues to rest upon llis people, 
cha!-.tl'ning hut yet presen'ing them. The 
Bihle t('lIs liS to lo"e Jerusa/t:m, to pray 
for i\'i peace and for this crushed race 
which are the chosen people, l\" ever 
should we he found guilty of persecuting 
or doing anything that would make the 
way harder for them. This is out of re­
spect for God's \Vord and that we may 
keep our souls pure in the sight of God. 

I wish to call attention to a passage 
of srriptnre found in I .. aiah 3:9, "The 
shew of their countenance dotll witness 
against thtm." I ha\'e hea rd abol1t long 
1lf)';'('S and big ears and big chillS and big 
mouths-what theY indicate as to the 
characte r of a p<:r;on , but [ do not take 
a g-ood deal of stock in it a s r think we 
art' li kely to make mistakes. I do not 
know whether hig ears denote generosity, 
or a hig- mouth characlt'r, or a great chin 
(:otlrage. or a hig nose keen intelligence. 
T ha\'(' heard these things hut 1 do not 
know how true they are, 1 do know Ihis, 
howevt.:r, that God has placed the mark 
of identification upon] li s peoplc. It is 
a fact that climatic conditions affect the 
color of human beings: that soc ial condi­
tioll s will change the shape of their bod­
ie~; that the way people cat will change 
their hodies. They may be stout and 
short or tall and thin according to how 
Ihe)' livc and where. But rig-ht here is 
where the children of Abraham give tes­
timony to the fact that God is still keep~ 
ing the covenan t He made with their 
father, The Jew is a Jew wherever he 
is found. Regardless of where he is, he 
can be rccognized as the same son 0 f 
Abraham that he has always been. 

Now let us take a sidclil!'ht from this 
lesson of ours. God called Abraham to 
go into the land of Canaan, and Abra­
ham journeyed toward that country; and 
into the land of Canaan he came. lIe 
wcnt to the placc to which the Lord had 
called him, \Ve read: "Abraham passed 
through the land into the place of Sichem, 
unlo the plain of 1\[orch. And the Ca­
naanite was then in the lan(l." I have 
met a number of "Canaanites ." J have 
met sOll1e lately. I never go any place 
where God wants me but the "Canaan­
ite" is there before me, It may be a 
wilderness , or a place of pure worship 
of God- but the "Canaanite" is there. 
lie is the old historical encmy of God 
and there is no peace or reconciliation be­
tween God's people and the "Canaanite." 
There is an everlasting conflict until we 
lay our weapons down and leave the bat~ 
tlefield. 
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The "Canaanite" here stands (ur the 
difficultil·" and oh"tacil'!'; whIch the peo­
ple of Cod 111('Ct in their elTon to take 
IH.'W tl'rriton' for (;od. The oppo~ition 
is alway..; then:. I rl'l1wmb<,'r ill OIlC of 
our qat-<.'s a lllunhn of years ago, the)' did 
not think ollr J><:nll'Ct)~tal people amount­
<.·d to much, and Wl' n'c(·iYcd a vcry !'.eri­
om ihr(':u from the officials of a certain 
town. T h<.'), came duwn to lit!.! mecting' 
and sl'f\'cd notice Oil the pl'oplc that they 
would he put in t he patrol wag-on and 
taken awav un1l'ss thl'Y chang-cd thing->i 
around. 'I'he "Canaaniies'· were getting 
our of patience with us. I was not the 
minister in charge, hut, 1 knew what w;,\.; 

gllarankc<\ 10 ;IS hy the hill of rights 
in the Const itu tion, I went to the gov­
ernor of th(' ;.;.tate and laid the thing be­
fore him. and we f11lally got the "Canaan­
ite,," quit'ted down in that particular sec­
tion, 

Some other workers were conducting 
a fine t('nt rcviyal in another city. and the 
power of God was coming down. One 
night at the a ltar st.'r\'ice there were a 
numher of prostrations and the Spirit of 
God wa,; speaking through people, One 
brother was just ahout to recei\'(' his 
Bapt ism, The patrol wagon came up, the 
officers came in and began to roughly 
throw tlll'se people into the patrol wagon, 
One brother was so far gone he did not 
care, and so between the tent and the 
police station he recei\'~d his ! ~ar.tism! 
1 ha"e n('ver seen the ' Canaanite take 
very graciously the 111arc,h of. God's peo­
ple, And fricHds, we Illight Just as wel1 
beco111e reconciled to the fact that the 
"Canaanite" neyer changes. ]]e is just 
the salllC in China as he is in America; 
he is just til e same in all sections of the 
land where new territory is entered for 
God. 

But let us notice that the Bible says 
that "the Canaanite was then in the land." 
,\nd the vcry next clause says, "A nd the 
Lord appeared unto Abram," \Ve love 
the prescnce of God. There is not any­
thing like it in ali the world, we want 
that and we are seeking it, but it seems 
we cannot h::\\'e it in its deepest sense un­
less we arc somewhere near the Ca­
naanite. It is ncar the Canaanite that 
God gives His greatest and rich~st 
blessing, Now you and I should hkc 
to sec the seas open. we should like to 
sec the people of God march through the 
H ed sea. but friends, the seas do not 
open until we are sur rounded by the 
army and chariots of Pharaoh. \Ve 
should love to he fed with manna fr0111 
the skies, but are we willing to travel the 
desert land? YOll have to be there to 
get the manna. \Ve should like to ~et 
the water from the rock, but arc we Will ­
ing to go thirsty in the Arabian wilder­
ness? YOll know it is in the presence 
of these great difficulties that the Lord 

appear~, It wa" true in the ca"c of .\hra­
ham, and it is our txp(:rit'ncc at the pr<.'s­
l'nt tilll<.'. \\'c low til(' prc:,~n(C .. ' of the 
r .0r<1, hut \\'<.' arc illriinl'd to dr~acl and 
fear the pn..'srnce of the "Canaanit<.,."

Kindling- a fire is God's method also 
of announcing a crisis, o r a g reat changc.

<lcci<k\ltal. It callle rather, as a direct 
alls\"'~r to the sighs and cries of the chil­
dn.~n of Israel.

Curiosi ty was the immediate result.

Fire never fail s to altract attention. 1 
believe it was John vVesley who was re­
sponsible for the saying, "I f you cannot 
get peopk' to come and hear you preach, 
get On fire for God and thc people will 
come to watch the fire." . .-\ little frame 
church in a village caught fire one mid­
nigh t, A crowd gathered around. One 
of the faithful deacons, who had 0[te1l 
been discouraged because of the small 
attendance at the sen- ices. saw his next 
door neighbor standing ncar him. "This 
is the first time I ha\"e e\"er seen you 
c0111e 10 our church," he remarked a bit 
sadly. But we are told that the neighbor 
replied quickly, "This is the first time 
I have evcr known of this church to be 
01) fire." Fire docs impel attention, and 
God has chosen to act on this fact. 

The next resl1lt was the consciousness

OCli'i'I'Y(lJ/CC coupled along with judg­
mell/! Il ow of tell they go together! 
Th<':l"e followed an amazing series of mir­
acles. The rod of God in the hand of 
) [oses, and later, a strong cast wind to 
drive hack thc watcrs of the Red Sea, 
were the weapons of God in working out 
His douhle purpose" The children of 
Is rad were gi\'en a. way of escape. The 
I~cd Sea opened and let them pass 
through. But the same series o f mir­
acles broug-ht darkness and finally death 
ill ('\"ery home in Egypt. The Hed Sea 
rhat had OPl'lll..'d as a \\"a)' of escape now 
became a death trap, when Pharaoh, and 
all hi s hosts, essaying to cross over, were 
dl"Owncd. God led the children of I srael 
h)' a cloud by day, and a pillar of fire 
hy night, "to gi\"e thelll light: to go by 
day and night." But this same cloudy, 
liery pillar, that became light to them, ue­
C<.1.!l1C darkness and con f lI sion to Phar­
aoh's host on the other side. 

Supernatural fire appears in other in­
stances in sacred writ, with strikingl), 
similar conditions accompanying its ap­
pearance, 

\Vben fire from heaven fel! to consume 
So<lolll . it was preceded by Abraham's 
deep intercess ion, and God's saylllg, 
"Shall I hide from Abraham that thing 
which I do?" There was definite warning 
to Lot and his family to escape. Then the 
fire fell. Those who accepted the warn­
ing werc delivered, but litter destruction 
came upon the remainder. 

Then there was the fire from hea,'en 
that fell in direct answer to the inter­
cession of Elijah upon i\1t. Carmel. 
"/-lear me, 0 Lord, /lear mc, thai this 
peorle: JIIay A'HOW that thou art the Lord 
God," was his cry. ;'Tlzcn the fire of /h e 
Lord fell." Its fall was followed by the 
dcstruction and death of the four hun­
dred and fifty prophets of Baal. But 
Elijah, whose life had bcen threatened 
b\" Jezebel. was protected by supernatural 
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!'q\\·er. He slept, and an angel touched 
him, biddzng him arisc and cal, for there 
was a C<.1.ke bakt'll upon coals. and a cruse 
of water for him. Eventually he was 
taken to ht'a\"cn without tastillg death. 

But the fIre that fell upon the Day of 
PentecostJ \\"hat a climax was there! 
Ten days of waiting in one accord upon 
God prcct.:dcd its coming. Then, "There 
appeared unto them cloven tong-ties like 
a'i of fire, and it sat upon each of them." 
Cllriositv was immediately aroused. 
(lfl"hat il/('(lIIl't/l thisl" asked the throng. 
For ahout a generation this fire of God 
worked mightily in the t'ariy church, then 
once ag-ain the crisis came. The baptism 
with the lIo'" Ghost and fIre, with its 
accompanying" sign of s.pcaking in other 
tong-lies, is a sure sign of impending 
judgment. Then Goel visited judgment 
upon the wichd builders of the Tow­
er of Babel. " tongues" was the sign, 
and has been, on different occasions since 
that time. l'rior to the great dcstruction 
of Jerusalem by the l~o1llan armies in 
/\. D. 70, "tong lles" was the sign, along 
with the supernatural fire, In the seige 
of JeruMlem. it is sa id o\'e r a million 
people perished; the "ery pea pic who for 
a whole generation had had the oppor­
tunity of hearing the \\"orc1, and believ· 
ing it. But at that awful lime the be­
lie\'ers werc delivered, the Jewish his­
tor ian J osephus tells us. Th<:y remem­
bered the word of the Lord to flee to the 
mountains without going back even for 
tlwir coats, whell they saw Jerusalem CIl ­

coznpasst:d with armies. Thus, by heeding 
the warning, they escaped. 

J list before the terr ible French Revo­
lution the mighty prescnce of God was 
manifested among the godly Huguenots 
of that land. The fire of the H oi), Spirit 
was present. 11 isto1"Y tell s li S they spoke 
in tonglles, interpreted, and that miraclcs 
o f healing occurred amoug them. But 
again it was a ::)ignal of impending judg­
ment. Delivcrance was granted these 
godly people, howe\'er, for the govern­
ment decreed Ihat by a ccrtain date they 
llIust be out of Francr, Or have their 
property anel lives confIscated. This was 
a mercy in disguise. 

They flrd to other shores for religious 
liberty, and thus escaped the bloody re"O­
lution, when blood flowed like water. The 
great guillotine was erccted, and each 
morning the cart from the Bastille prison 
would rattle over the cobblestoncs of the 
city streets, carrying its <Illata of the 
doomed. \Vomen were so hard of heart 
that they would sit on park benches to 
view the executions, and with their knit ­
ting in hand, would count oIT their stitch­
es by the dropping off of the heads into 
the g reat baskets. Again doom had f al­
lowed the fire, but the godly had escaped 
in time, 

And what shall we say as we think of 
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the fire of God in the midst of His 
people in our day? \Vc tremble as its 
significance breaks upon us. I n these 
last days, just before a world-wide judg­
mcnt is visi ted upon modern Babylon, 
we see a world-widc hody of people vis­
ited by the fire of God, and speaking in 
other tongues. 

\\'ill h istory repeat itself? Xow that 
all110st a generation has passed since the 
coming of this lalter outpouring of the 
Spirit, is judgment due, as a t the close 
of the early church days? 

In tercessory prayer brought this visita­
tion from God into be ing. Around the 
\" orld, about the turn of the centu ry, 
various groups werc spending alJ nights 
of prayer for the Spiri t to fall , and em­
power them to mcet the ons laught of the 
powers of darkness. \\'hcn the fire fell, 
it appear ed practically simultaneously in 
different part s of the world. It is 
sa id that about 1900 ill Pandita Ram­
abai 's work 111 India, and 111 other 
places as well. c10vcn tongues like unto 
flames of lire werc \\·iinessed. O n num­
crous occa~i\l n s whell 1 ha\·e spoken to 
somcone with w hom I ha\'c been pray ing, 
and who had just received the Baptism 
wi th thc H oly Spirit, the f('cipient would 
testi fy to having seen a grcat light, as 
Saul saw on the road to Damasc lls; or 
possibly a ball of fi re . "It seemed to 
comc from heaven, and as it came down 
and touchcd mc, 1 came through to the 
Bapti sm, '. thcy ha \'c told me. Others 
s peak of seeing vi sions of Jesus shining 
in great glo ry and light, which is Scrip­
tural: "your young mcn shall see vi sions. " 

Have we not becn raised LIp (or this 
miss io n? The Apostlc Paul says '·tongues 
are fo r a s ign to them that believe not." 
Other good and entirely d evoted people 
may excel LI S on \',Hious lines, but let uS 
fult-ill Ol/r missioll! Let liS 11 0t quench 
the spark,! \Ve havc been raised up as 
a pcople cxperiencing thc prophccy of 
John thc Baptist , urrc shall bapti::;e YO H 
with the l10ly Ghost alld with FINE." 

The sequellce-? \Vhat will it prove 
to be? A rc we not approaching a cross­
roads? Is there not a junction just ahead? 
Thc signals speak clearly of two ways. 
\Vc may choose. Dangcr, or sa fety! In 
thc road of rej ection of the voice of God 
lies sure and swiftly impending judgment 
and dool11. But for those who heed, there 
will be a path of deliverance even as a 
path was opened through the Red Sea 
far the children of I srael: a path where 
I?haraah could not follow; and as Eli­
lah, without tasting death, was delivered 
!n a chariot of fire. 

Did I not think my Teacher as faith­

After prayer Cod laid lIis band upon ]. 
Ed\\ in Orr, a yom*, Irish evangelist, with 
a mother to support, to carry the message 

September 28, 1933 )'lr. Orr arrived ill 
Liverpool, Englam!. with an old b icycle as 
his future lI1eans of transport. He had 
gi\'t:!11 all but sixty-{l\'e cents of his money 
to his mother when he left. promising to 
support her in the future. \Vould God 
supply the needed iunds to take him on 
his tour over Great Britain and at the 
~amc t imc enable him to send the neces­
sary money homc for the support o f his 
mother? Those who read the book, "Call 
Cod. .. f" will have their faith in~t>ired 
as they see how utterly true the promises 
oi God proved to be. Time after tillle Mr. 
Orr \\ould arrive in a towll, unknown to 
anyone. and a few h()ur~ (sometimes 
moments) later would be in touch with the 
leading evangelical ministers. prcaching in 
thei r churche~ the mcssage of revival. 
Sometimes his bicycle was his means o f 
transport, somet imes he walked, bllt always 
(jod supplied the means. Oftentimes bus 
drivers or mo to r ist'> would give him a lift 
frolll olle town to anOther-and thus he had 
the opportunity of leading many to Ch rist. 
Because of his C' .... periences of ~ l eeping out 
under the s t ar~. walking miles, and not 
knowing \\l1ere his next meal or bed was 
coming frolll gavc hill! !!tany opportunities 
to introduce t ramps to his Father who al­
way" mct hi!> needs. 

All during his year's tour of Great Britain 
- 10,000 miles of miracle-God had ena bled 
:-'1 r. Orr to "upport hi" mothe r. The money 
came in very unexpected ways, but it al­
ways ca me! At one time he had not sent 
anything home for two weeks, and began 
to pra y abo ut the matter. The amount for 
his personal needs came, but nothin g fo r 
home. lie was puzzled. bu t his pe r ple .... it y 
turn ed to prai se wh en he rece ived a lett er 
from a comparat ive st ranger sayi ng he had 
sen t :'Ilr. Orr's mother a sum equal to two 
weeks' regu la r contribution! 

),[r. Orr's pla n was to r each the leading 
e\'angelica ls, laying befo re them th e motive 
of tb e Revi\·al f'cllows hip-not a new or­
ga niza tio n, bu t people of every den omination 
joining togeth er in pr;'\yer for a world -wide 
r e"i val before the coming o f the Lord. In 
t he Korth of Eng land h e was a sked to stay 
a year-as that was the time th e ministers 
th oug ht \\"o\lId be r equired to to ur that part 
of th e coun try. ::'Ifr. Orr proposed to do it 
in four weeks. The ministers were very 
scept ical about this "rash s tatement," as 
they called it. But illr. Orr said, "Plus God 
we can do anything," and after a seaso n of 
prayer he started Ollt with three cents and 

' a hardbo il ed egg. Onc week later h e re­
turned with his three cents and hardboiled 
egg, ha\'ing traveled 350 mi les by bicycle and 
500 miles by train, meeting ali his expenses 
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by the Lord's p ro\-ision! He was in an area 
\\:here no one knew him-but God! 

Ol1ee in descendin~ a treacherous hill in 
Wales ),1 r. Orr's hievcle skidded, he lost 
his balance· ami thel; a crash. La te r he 
found himself in the hospital He \"as told 
a fe\\" dav .... bdore his discharge the amount 
of his bil1. It gave him food for thought 
as ht: only had eighty cents. Shortly after­
ward" his mother sent him enough to pay 
thc bill hut he returned it to her, and on 
the day he was released from the hospital 
a kttu came containing' enough to cover 
the 11111 plus a sin~le fare home I 

\\hill' in (;ra\'e~end a friend of Mr. 
Otr's \\as holding a street meeting to which 
n:ry lew we re paying attention. Suddenly 
a young man began to cross-ques t ion the 
"pe.:lkt'r. The crowd lH:gan to swell. Final­
h- the str.:lnger a~\.;('d to be allowed to speak. 
l{ecei\'in~ pt'nnis"ion, he stepped up to th e 
~tand. ~tated that he was a re\'olutionary, 
amI was interrupted by cries of, "Stay in 
Russia." "C\t'ar out of here." But he ignored 
the heckling and "ent all to add ress th e 
t!\'('r-incr(':\sing crowd on the subject of 
revolution. lie stated that a revolution is 
ah\ays net'essary to cleanse a corr upt s tat e. 
But, he said, the revolution he believed in 
\\-as the r t!volution in mcn'~ hea r ts. Their 
nature \\as so corrupt that nothing but 
re\'lllution would afTect a change-and the 
only pO\\"Cr in the world to do that was the 
cleansing oj the blood of Jesus. The young 
str,nlger \\itlt the revolutionary ideas was 
~Ir. Orr himself.

lie had a long' talk with E\'an Robert s 
about re"inl. :\Ir. Orr say~, "\\,hen l meH ­
tioned twelve hours hard work eve ry day 
did I~Ot I('a\"(~ much more than an hour for 
quiet cOll~l\!tation \\ith Goel, he ( Mr. 
Hobcrt~) c:'\plaim:d mat ters. '\\'orking for 
(;or\ is prayer in action. Being wholty yield­
ed ('11!>un'~ that God will direl't yOti alt the 
day, therefo re Olle'S lallk is to listen for 
the \·oin.: of the Lord, a nd then to obey. 
... Yisioll is as desi ra l> le a g ift a s faith. 
I have seen men who have ha.d Rrea t faith , 
but \\ ho have ncver e .... ercised it because of 
their lack o f vi sion. I have see n others wh o 
had vision, bu t who ncver respon ded be­
cal1se 01 their lack of fai th ."

11 :10, 
Mark I :2, and Lllkc 7 :27, bl1t he also points 
(.ut that the ~ecolld clause of this ,"ene, "the 
Lord, wh()nl ye sc('k," is not quoted in the 
(;CI~IX'ls, for the obvious reason that as Christ's 
f,rst comin).!" to I lis own the nation as a whole 
rdccted ] lilll. Bllt a time of g reat tri bu­
lation. is coming, a time known as '"Jacob's 
trouble," wh(.'11 Ili s judgments arc to be in 
the earth . Th('n the nation will seck llim 
and then shall lIe suddenly come. Paul tells 
us in Acts 22:6 how that "suddenly" the Lord 
aPI)cared to him.

I :I .. t Let us 
give to the Lord our hest, and not our rub­
bi~h. A young man purchased a new suit. 
Immcdiately ;Iftcr\\"ard~ he receivcd a gift 
of an old suit frOIll a friend. Ill' thought to 
himself, "I do IIOt need two suits. 1 will 
gi,·c (lTle to Brother -- (a Pentecostal 111is­
~iOT1ary who was about his size). He kept 
tlw old suit fnr himself and gave the new 
one away. IIc rcmcmbered the words, "In­
a~lI1l1ch ... to the least of thc~e .. to 
~[e." lie did not want the Lord to ha\'e the 
shahhy suit, so he g:t,e the bbl. 

"Take Heed." The priests were putting 
their wives away and the Lord declared, .. , 
hate putting <I\\a)"." T\\ice lie hid s th e 
priest~, "Take heed to your spirit." It is only 
ill the humble and contrite spirit that 1 [e will 
dwell. A meek and quiet spirit is in Ilis sight 
of great price. Let liS seck a humble, lowly, 
and loving" ~pirit. 

"Ret urn Unto Me." nut in lli ~ lo\·c the 
Lord calls the people back unto Himself. 
"Return unto )'Ie, ami I will return unto 
YOII." The \\onl comes to us, "Draw nigh to 
Cod, and he will draw niRh to you." Hc will 
not fail in Iii., pan if we do not fail in ours. 

III. THE COMPLAINT AGA INST 
ROBBER Y 

Stea lin g. In the law it i .. writtcn, "The 
tithe i~ the Lo rd's." Tithing is a principle that 
preceded the law, fo r we lind Ahraham gave 
tithes to l\lelchizedek, and jacob promiseo 
his tithe to (;od. The passing of the law docs 
not change thi s principle that '·the tithe is 
the Lord's." To tak e for ourselves the 
tithe that belongs to God, is robbery. Tak­
ing tha t which he longs to another is a 
crimina l olTellcc; a nd sure ly it is more serious 
to steal fro111 (;od than frOIll our fellow 
111cn. 

"Prove M e Now." The Lord calls to re ­
pentance and challenges, '·Bring ye all thc 
tithes into thc store hollse, that th ere may be 
meat in minc house, and prove me now here­
with, saith the Lord of hosts." Robbing God 
meant clo!.ed hcavens, no shower s of bless­
ing, and the land had become full of de­
,·ollring ill!'ects, Ih e locusts, the canke rworm s, 
the caterpillars , and the palmerworms. But 
the bringing in of the tithes would mean an 
end to th e drouth, the coming of the rain 
(the early and the latter rain ), the Lord re­
buking all the armies of de,·ouring insects 
and rcstoring the years that they had eaten. 

A Modern Example. A neighbor, who had 
been a judge in Jamaica, related this story. 
Some natives came to me one day and said, 
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"\\·hat does this mcan, 'Bring ye all the 
tithcs into the uorehou ... e, and prOH me now 
herewith ... if I will 110t open you the WIll­

dow3 of heavcn, and pour }'OU out a blessing, 
that Iherc shall root be room enough to re­
ceiH it'" lie explained, "It means bring­
ing to the Lord a tenth of what you have." 
"That's easy," they said, "let's do it." The 
next time he went to their church, for he \Va!l 
a lay preacher, he could hardly get to the 
pulpit. Thc people had brought a tenth 01 
their bdongin).::s and 1)laccd them around the 
platform, and there they sat "ith open 
mouths waiting for the opened hea\·ens. Did 
God disappoint? l\o. II e selll a gracious re­
\"ival. They told the news all around and other 
thurches followed their example and bad gra­
ciot15 re\·in.Js. \\'hy suffer spiritua l poverty when 
opened heavens arc so easily secu red? Let 
us heed the \\'oni, "There is that !'cattereth, 
and yet increascth; and there is that with­
holdeth more than is Illect, but it tcndeth to 
poverty." 

Ycrse 12 is a prophecy 
of what hrael will be when Chri~t returns 
to he their King. "All nations shall call you 
blessed." It is written, "~Iany people and 
strong nation" shall come to .~eek the Lord 
oi hosts ill Jerusalem, and to pray bciore the 
Lord.

Sunday Schools

a" much attention is giyen to secular 
training a~ is gin .. n to religiolls training. 
The public school traim them for lime, 
whil<: 0111' responsibility is to train them 
for eternit),. Thc Lord well said that 
"the children of this world are in their 
generation wiser than the children of 
light:' 

:\'ow let us consider "omc of the needs 
of Sl1ndar School dcvelopmcnt. It is 
gcnerally admitted that only onc tenth 
of the time, mOllcy, and attention is giv­
en by Prolcstallt church leadcrs to the 
dcvelopmellt of their Sundar Schools. 
Statistics show that 9070 of all Ihe mct11-
bers who come into our churches come 
from the Sunday School, and that 90% 
of all thc mOlley that comcs into our 
treasuries comes from those same mem­
bers. IIl\'csting 10% we get 90%. To 
my mind this shows plainly that "astl), 
lIlore Hllcntion, prayer, and effort should 
be made to huil(\ up and make efficient 
our SlInc!:ly Schooh. 

Please turn to the booklet handed to 
you a few days :lgo, which states thc ad­
\'W1Ce madc hy our church in the last 
two years. I call your attention to some 
facts which I consider somewhat oi an 
indictment against us. Beginning with 
the lllinisters and speaking in round tHUll­
bers, in two years we ha\'c gained 25ro; 
in churches we ha\'e gained 23% ; in 
11lcmhcrs we have gaincd 210 %. \ Ve 
do praisc the Lord for thcse gains. 
B itt herc is the indictment: Two yC:lrs 
ago we had gained in thc preceding twO 
years less than 13 % in prcachcrs, 120/0 
less Ih;'lll we g;'l ined the two years just 
past. 13ul two rea rs ago in twO years 
we had gained 2670 in assemblics and 
35% in members. Thus it appears two 
yea rs ago we had gained substanti;'l])v 
more in assemblies aud in membcrs with 
only :lbout half the gain in preachers. 

This must not oe takcn as :It! indict-
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IllClll again~t the ministers coming III in 
thc la~t 111'0 \'cars, but it doc~ show that 
sotlle\\"hcre i;l our constitllenc), thcre is 
a letting down in the improvement we 
rnake of our opportunities to de\'clop new 
asselllblie~ ;'It](1 hring in Illembers. I 
hring this to our attention in this talk 
on SlIlH!:l\' Schools bcrause of the fact 
that til(' \'cry best way to make a church 
grow is to de\'elop the Sunday SchooL 

1.('\ ItS arnu~e oursch'e~ right now to 
the poss:bilitics which arc ours in the 
\\"a~' of (\<'n'lopment. and tlll'll we shall 
not ha\'e any regrets later on. I f you 
and 1 wi!! now takc ad\,:ll1tage of the op­
portunities which arc ours in the de\'c\op-
11lC\1I of our churchcs and the membcr­
ship thereof by focusing' our attention, 
time and effort on lllt'se life-gi\-iug Sun­
day SdlOOIs that are among us, then I 
say, wc shall ha\'e a much greater gain 
two \'cars hence. Our asscmblies will 
hale 'grown and thcir number will ha\'e 
grown :IS well, :llong with the growth 
of ordaincd 1l1cIlthat eome into our movc­
ment. 

I ferc is another intere~ting record: 
Eighty-fi\'e percent of all Christian work­
crs in our midst likewise come from our 
SUlH!:ly Schools ami young Jlcople's so­
cieties: and 95% of thc ordaincd l11;n­
i:4ers and missionaries on the field wCre 
formerly in Sunday School. Can we not 
sec the tremendous opportunities and rc­
sponsibilities that arc ours in C()l1l1cction 
with ~lttlda)' School work? 

It is not onl\' to win souls .. secure 
1tle1tlbers and cJ;urch workcrs -that we 
should concentrate on Sunday Schonl 
work. 111 building' up and fo::;terill;.:' the 
Sunday School we ha\'e given liS a bCl\1-

tifnl opportunity for the expre~sion and 
exercise of the life and power of God 
within IlS. There is a God-gi\'en zeal in 
bl'arts that ha\'e n:ceived the glorious 
Bapt:"lll with the ll oly Ghost. ';Ye shaH 
receivc lX)lver, after that thc ! loly Ghost 
is come upon you: and yc shaH he wi t­
ncsses unto me both in Jerusalem, and 
in all I uda:a, and in Sall1;'1ria, and IIl1tO 
the uttenllost parts of lbe carth," That 
is what the l.onl said. The Baptism is 
God\ di\·inc cquipmelH and urgc to go 
out to t11ltlister in Jcsus' precious name. 
'\[ini;.trr from the pulpit is not the only 
ministry possihle. ,\/inistry all the strect 
corner is not tile only ministry possible. 
.\tin:stry at thc altar , sacred as it is, is 
nOI the only minist ry possible.

In yom Sunday School, mov­
ing there so sweetly and quietly among 
the children alld young people of yOllr 
fellowship , you ha\'e a remarkable op­
portunity for e\'angclistic effort. You 
do nOI ha\'e to go to Africa to find an 
lltlsayed SOli I. .\laybc you havc them in 
your own home, 1 believc in the mis­
siona ry fteld but I am conscious of this 
fact that 110 missionary on the fiel d is 
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intelJigctllly equipped and inspired to do 
his dut\' there until hc has ftrst learned 
the \'ail;e of a soui. God help liS I .... \'aluc 
those thitlg~ that III' values and I .ice 
the nced of the e\-angellzatiotl and salya­
tiol1 of men ;'Iud women and children 
round about us, in our midst-in our 
homes. in our churches, anrl in our Sun­
day Schook There is necd for e\"angcli­
ziltion, and that 011 tile 1'l..1.rt of tho"c hap­
tized ;11 the ]\oly (;hos\. You ha\'c Je­
SI1S with you in your heart, ),011 know that 
Jesus \OI-es men and womcn, boys :lnd 
gll·!". Let liS r('.:l.ch out in tcnderness 
and 101"(' for the ~ah'atiotl of eyer), 1I1l­
~a\"cd soul 1'01111<1 about I1S reg-ardles" of 
the :lg"l' of tilt· imli\'iliual.

SORROW AND BLESSING IN SOUTH 
INDIA 

Our Brother J. II . Rurgess. superintendent 
of the work in SOllth India and Ceylon, 
writes : ''Travancore has been suffering a 
drouth such as lil'ing people do not remembcr, 
This i~ the set:ond year. \Vells are dry, c rops 
have failed, people arc starving, and now chol­
era and malaria are raging, The plight of the 
Ileople breaks one's heart. Some people eat 
the leales of trees. There is much stealing, 
People arc desperatc. News has Come that 
four mcmbers of one of our families have been 
taken away by cholera, \Ve have just been 
in the cholera area to encourage our de..'1r IlCO­
pic who arc passing through the dark valley. 
I know of no dise..1se thai claims ils victims 
as quickly as cholera. Seven years ago we 
had a ]Ilague of cholera whell 12,000 to 13,000 
were swept away in a few short months. Our 
people greatly need rour prayers for their 
safely, 

"\Ve have finished a convention here in Mal'­
elikara in which God mightily worked. The 
attcndance was much less than usual. due to 
unusual and helll'r rains, but it was beautiful 
to see the Spirit of God moving in our midst 
convicting men of sin and drawing them to the 
Saviour. The presence of the Lord was I'ery 
real and all were refreshed. Careless ones con­
secrated themselves to the Lord j sinners were 
saved and sel'eral baptized in the Holy Spirit. 

"It was my pril"ilege ret:ently to visit the work 
ill Colombo and Galle, Ceylon, and rej oiced 
to see God working there. At the close of a 
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meeting III Colollloo a Chri~tian young man 
a~ked ii I would pray with him. So we knelt 
together: I prayed brieny and then he. began 
to Ilray. I Ie wa~ having a ~tru~gle. a desper.Lte 
StrUIo;!(le. At la~t he cried, 'L.ord, I submit, 
I surrender: Immediately there gushed from 
him such an outburst of other tongues as I 
have seldolll heard. lIis complete surrender 
resulted in the Ba\ltislll with the Spirit. I be­
lieve the Lord wanted him for gospel work. 

"In olle of our statiollS we have a very earn­
e~t young woman who$e family and relative~ 
were all op]lO~ed to her. \\'e cried to the Lord 
for some tillle for her and now a break has 
come. Iler mother and sister hal"e been won­
derfully ~al'ed, and God is working among the 
relalil'e~, the alliwde of sel'eral I"ery noticeably 
softening toward us, and we belie\'e they arc 
110t far from the kingdom. 

"God is blessing in the Bible School. W e have 
a number of very promising youllg men whom 
we hOlle to thrust ont in to the needy di,tricts 
a~ soon as they gra(luale. At times the class 
rOOm rings with the praises of the Lord as 
I fe comes dowlI into our midst. As i\[iss 
~I ildred Ginn is leaving for home in two weeks 
we shall be tremendously handicapped for tcaeh­
ers ill the Bible school. Our two Indian teach­
ers can finish this )'ear, but we shall have to 
have help for next ycar on the staff . \Ve are 
looking to the Lord to undertake for us so that 
soon we ~hall have our 01\11 Bible school build­
ing. \Ve hal'e a good amOU1l\ 0 11 hand nolV for 
land, and lIe want to put up cheap buildings 
as soon as we C::' II secu re the proper site. At 
present the hoste'! is one and three quarters 
miles from the class rOOnl, ooth buildings be­
ing rented. \Ve may ha\'e to gil'e lip our 
class room at any time. Several times the 
landlord has demanded the house. If we arc 
put out r do not know where we shall go. 
\\ 'e missionaries have to travel threc and a 
h::.!! miles to class and three and a half miles 
back again daily. We do not beliel"e in sinking 
large sums of money ill propcrty if we (:al1 
avoid it, but I belie\'e we c.1n put up sOlllething 
Quite inexpensive that will serve the purpose. 
\Ve feel this is a great necessity. The District 
Council at the last conference donated Hs. 3000 
or $115.00 for land. It will (:Ost possibly 
$500.00 or a bit more for the land. We belicvc 
that Ihe Bible school is filling oue of the 
greatest if 110t the vcr)' greatest need on the 
field. 

"\\'h ile 1 am bus)' in class i\lr5. Burgess takes 
much of the responsibility of the work, dealing 
with workers, arranging meetings, visitation 
work, etc. 

"Just a fell' weeks ago, just before Bible 
school closed for the mid-term exams., we had 
a mccting with the workers, urging thclII 10 
make the most of their I"acation by holding 
meetings, etc. In one station, through the 
efforts of the pastor, a series of special meet­
ings was arranged for which he was wholly 
responsible, The result was God met with 
them and twenty souls were gloriously 5a\'ed. 
\Ve wOllld request prayer that all these will 
stand boldly for the Lord."

Se\'eral missionaries of experience were 
s[)Cllding- an e\'enin~ together, and decided that 
a profitable time might be spent in discussing 
the al)("II"e question, Thus the following notes 
compri~e the combined opinio11s of ::.boU\ 15 
or 20 mi~~ionarie~. 1'\0 names need be given 
hy way of authorship, sincc all contributed 
valuable thoughts to the mattcr ill hand. 

Malt. 9:35-38, (ll1d ROII!(lus 10:13-15, make 
it plain that it is nut for anyone lightly to 
decide "I'd like to be a missionary"-as a lad 
Oil leaving school declares "I lI'anl to be a 
mechanic," or "Let me study for a doctor," 

The missionary laoorer must be selli. 

There must be prayer and waiting on God 
until the need is impressed 011 the individual 
and on the community. Acts 13:1-4. Thus 
we are not in f::.vor of hurrying sllch an im­
portallt matter. Let it be seriously deliberated 
and prayed over. Let it be given time to 
mature. 

Rom. 15:15-22, CHId 16:26, a rc a valuablc 
commentary on the objective of missionary ef­
fort. It b 10 make all nations obedicnt to the 
faith. 

Fir~t, I" .. re mllsl be a reali:;atiO Il al1d rcvcla­
tiOll of Ihe liNd, No superficiality or sell ti ~ 

ment can replace th is. All th is romance aboul 
-the "dear black folk" will soon disappear when 
face to face with their degradation, their "ice, 
their stubborn resistance to God's claims and 
their 10\'e of falsity and SllperstitiOIl. God 
m\Lst show us their awful condition, their dire 
peril, and their need of a salvation which only 
Christ can gil·e. 

Secondly, we lUusl be Sllbmil/fd 10 God's 
will, ::.nd as ready to stay as to go; as ready 
to send someone else, if God so indicates it, 
as to go ourselves. Unless we are absolutely 
abandoned 10 God's leading we cannot expect 
a clear cal!. 

Thirdly, Ilrl'rc will be spiritual and /llculol 
impf<'ssiQIls. Ilow God impresses His will 
UllOa our hearts it is hard to say. At times, 
dreams, visions and interpretations may play 
a p..'1rt, though it would be extremely unsafe 
10 depend upon these alone. An overwhelming 
conviction and desire, a great praycrful yearn­
ing, a triumphant, belie\'ing assurance are far 
more valuable, though visions, prophecies, etc., 
may be gil"en in confirmation of Ihe call. 

Fourthly, {f,e call wiii be eOllfinned by cir­
CUlllstolle!'s. It would have been most unwise 
for a Sister to leave for Africa, as she had 
a big goitre. \Vhen, however, God "lirac­
ulously removed the goitre the circumstance 
strengthened her assurance that He h::.d call­
ed her. 

Similarly, the removal of such obstructions 
as debt or family obligations, the conselll of 
parellls, the taking over of duties by some­
Ol1e else-all these would add to the confidence 
that one was c.1I1ed. 

Fifthly. Spirituol cquipmi.'lIt will be given if 
there is a real call. A violent, hoHem[)Cred 
person is not likely to have been called, Si11CC 
missionary work calls for patience, tact, for-

bearance. One who has not had success in 
soul-winning and building up churches in the 
homeland is not likely to have better succes~ 
eJ.~ewhere. If a man is really called to mis­
sionary work he will be mission ... 1.ry-hearled 
wherever he may find himself. The gifts and 
qualifications for mibionary sen"ice wi!! be 
apparcnt. 

Sixthly. IIle W(lY ~L'ilf be op'>'lecl up (Iud pro­
~'isi(m ~.~'Il be mCldr. J f the necesslry equip­
ment and means of tra\'c\ are not forthcoming, 
it is c\e\lr that God docs not wish one to go. 
n'hell J Ie send~, He also provides. Similarly, 
language ability and ability to suit oneself to 
the climate aud conditions of life arc all con­
tinnator)". 

Finally, tilen' .~'ill be lire acqlliescrll£l' 0/ 111,' 
Church. "!Ie beli(!ves he has a can bill no­
body else believes it" is a poor reconnnenda­
ti01\ for a prospective miHionary. Surely if 
the elders of the church arc in touch with God, 
;l1Id led by Hi~ Sl)irit, He will not fail to 
show them if SOme member 01 their churches 
is calk'd to a special service.

BORD ER 

Thc Lord graciously provided for 
our needs as we went out for the 
summer, joining forct·s with ~fr. 
\V. \V. Simpson's workers. Then 
we vi~ited five different Tibetan 
Nomadic tribes. Despite the oppo~ 
sitioll of Satan, we were enabled by 
Jlis grace to warn men to flee f rOIll 
the wrath of God, and make plain 
the only and true way of salvation. 
As those who listened werc brought 
to the {loim of decision :.lnd coullled 
the cost, lIe could sense the llOwers 
of darkness and light str iving for Mr. 
control of hurnan souls. Though Tibetan 
no one took an OJICn stand for the 
!.~rd, we believe that the se<:d sown is going 
to bring forth fruit unto cternal life, and so 
praisc God for victory ahead. 

In the midst of our trip, we recci\'ed leI­
ters from Labrang advising ollr immediate 
return to Labrang and to remove to places 
of safety because of thc Chinese Red ad­
vance along the K:.lnsu-Tibetan bord(!r. He­
turning we found that on the advice of Ihe 
American COllsul al! other missionary bodio:s 
were evacuating, and government troops werc 
moving in to repel the Red invaders from the 
border. \Ve, therefore, wound up affairs in 
Labrang and Illoved out. my wife Rhoda and 
baby Samuel preceding me down the country. 

As long as this eOl1\lnues along the Kallsll­
Tibetan border we fed it to be the mind of 
the Lord for us to remain down count ry and 
study Chinese. ror while we arc called to 
minisler to the Tibetans. we have only hcen 
able to do this in Chinese govcrned territory; 
Iherefore one can readily sec the necessity of 
having a working knowledgc of Chinese to 
carryon with the Chincse officials and also 
with the t raders.

Jesus gave three mOlmtaill-1IIO'l'j1lg 
promises : A fter casting out a demon 
(Malt.

These give us three illustrations of the 
sphere o f fai th, to give the believer pow­
er over the hosts of darkness, over the 
flesh and all its works, and over material 
nature. 

"No t Far from the Kingdom" 
Claude ~lontefiore (noted Jewish 

scholar ) declarcs, in The Hibbert ]our1wl, 
J uly, 1935, that the Christ of Scripture 
has a greater appeal for the modern Jew 
than a Unitarian Christ. "The J ew," he 
says, "cannot find God in a man. God's 
r ighteousness, God's goodness, God's 
love arc to him incomparable with ma n's, 
because, even if he cannot understand 
how, the Jew a lways conceives them as 
so infini tely deeper, wider, wiser , and 
more pure than man's righ teousness, 
goodness, and love. That is why, I sup­
pose, he is unable to cal1 any Illan his 
Maste r. That is also perhaps why the 
J ew, if and when he docs, in honesty, 
abandon J udaism, can more easily be­
come an orthodox Chri stian than a Uni­
tarian. If I could believe that Jesus was 
God, then he would obviously be my 
Maste r. For my 1'. l aster- the l' laster of 
the modern Jew, is, and can only be, 
God."
