1I10\-in~ of the 110ly Spirit is significant. 

(onsi~tent1y with this we note the 
'>alllc dTcct o f the gifted playing of 
David befo re Saul. 1 Sam, 16 :14-23. 
Th(' liquid notes dropping from the 
harp of the sweet singer of Israel 
hn,ug-hl temporary rest to a spiritl1al1y 
trouh1l'd king. But it is to be careful1y 
note<l that the r('lief was only superficial. 
It eiTectcd no cure. A pas~ing CIllOlion 
of the soul, however beautifully and 
purely Ohtained hy consecrated servants 
of Cod. can afford no r(,llledy for deep 
rehdlion of lVi!! and disobedience to 
light. David's music soothed Saul, but it 
did not get him right with God, It is 
('asy to conC('ive of cascs where we might 
even regard music as a dangerous 
"dope:' 

A fair exposition of the passage in 
connection with Elisha must admit that 
therc might h,l\'e been a pos itive effect 
of the IllllSic upon the prophet, as well 
as a llegative. The fac ts poi nt the other 
way howcver; for the servant of GO<! 
1ms disturbed in spirit. and the instance 
is unique of music pre<:eding prophecy 
in such a way. In any case the lllllsic 
almost certainly consisted of some sacred 
song of worship to Jehovah; and if it 
J;ti rred as wel1 as soothed the soul of 
Elisha it was only because the prophet 

was "walkinf.;" in the ligh!." and there­
fore in a condition to receive a genuine 
spiritual impulse from a psalm, There 
is certainly no suggcstion that the music 
restored the anointing to a prophet tem­
porarily out of touch with God. 

Al IIsic mId I he Soui 
The whole subject opens up the re­

lationship of l11usic with the soul of man; 
and especially the emotional side of our 
natures. The supreme function of music 
in the natural sphere is to stir and ex­
Iwess the emotions, or occas ional1y to 
soothe them. 

Now in connection with doctrines about 
the soul it is necessary to clear away 
th(· rubhish that eye ry activity of the soul 
io.; "fleshly" and "carnal" in a wrongful 
sense, and therefore to be utterly con­
d('lI1nt<1 and swept away from among 
tllO~e whQ long for pure Illovings of the 
I filly Spirit in their midst. Psychology 
is an I1l1ncce~sary bogey to many Pente­
costal people, if psychic or "soulish" 
manifestations are reg-ardcd as almost on 
a par with the positively demonic. 

Actually speaking, Ollr souls should he 
(,xtremely actiye in :ll! that pertains to 
divine worship. The book of Psalms is 
fun of exhortations to stir up the soul; 
and the finest and fu1!est actiyity of the 
soul i,. contained in the great climax to 
Psalm 103. "Bless the Lord. 0 mv soul." 

The important principle to 'observe 
however is that it is IIlc 'will that stirs 
up the SOil 1 through rrasoll. \Vhen the 
soul i~ sluggish in praise and rejoicing 
the!1 the \\'ill brings forth a multitude of 
rca~ons as to why the so\l1 should awake 
to hless the Lord; such as 11 is great 
power in creation, I1is wisdom in govcrn­
ment. His loving-kindncss in providence, 
and, above all. I1is grace in salvation. 
The f's.1.lms all run on these lines, when 
ther ar(' concerned with stirring up the 
soul. There is a deliberate determinat ion 
to rouse el11otiol1. but it always proceeds 
from reason. It is somctimes difficult 
to distinguish between "soul" and "spirit" 
in the Old Testament; bllt if we assume, 
as wc helieve we may. that the human 
spirit reprcsents the highe~1 part of our 
natl1re, then we may truly lay down the 
principle that thc soul ,.hould alwa\'s be 
the handmaid of the spirit, It is the 
function of the s0l11 to express both rea­
sonably and emotionally the purpose of 
the spirit. An ('\'il perversion occurs 
when the soul nHis awav with the whole 
naturc by unbridled aild llllreasonable 
emotionalism. 

The God given heavenly gi ft of music 
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is one of the choicest ways in which the 
scml of man can express its deep emotion 
when truthfully stirred by a spirit en­
joying communion with the Lord. Thank 
God for music! It is to be welcomed as 
a hoon straight from the heart of the 
Creator, ren~alillg His wisdom in its 
~cicnce and Ilis 100'e in it:; blcssedness. 
There arl' man\' occasions when only 
music can adcq;lately express the purc 
emotions deeply stirred by His grace. 
And ~o!1l("\il!!es lllu~ic C<1.11 help to min­
ister that comfort which flows from His 
side, 11usic comes to us Ollt of that 
Eternity whel1 the morning stars sang 
together; and wil1 be with us in the 
Eternity when we gather around the 
Throne. 

It'''ere Ihe /)(wger Lics 
The danger with lllusic, as with every 

other gift from God, lies in ou r wrong­
ful use of it. Seeing that the spiritual 
realm is the profoundest of al1, the 
danger there is greatest of all. 

:\Jusic can powcrful1y mo\'e the soul. 
\\'e havc all provcd that. There comes 
a conscqllelH temptation to anow our­
selves to be delightfully Illoved by its 
sensuous power for sheer enjoyment of 
the pleasure it giv('s us. I II hours of 
legitimate relaxation this may be quite 
lawful. It is 110 sin to enjoy good mllsic, 
any morc than good scenery or good 
food; but the disciple of J esus Olrist 
ne\'cr forgets that he is crucified with His 
Lord. 

It is the hringing in of the sensuous 
power of music into hours of worship, 
or of 111ini~tr)'. that constitutcs the dan­
gcr where Pentecostal Experience is con­
cerncd. If music is always kept as the 
servant of lhe moving of our spirits by 
the I foly Gho~t then wc may rejoice in 
it whole]1('artedly, and use it freely. J3ut 
woe betide the believer. the preacher, or 
the assembly that allel\I's sheer love of 
n111Sic to run away with them in the 
~piritual realm! The}' will soon find that 
it has run them Olll of the spiritual realm 
altogether. Constant watchfulness is 
necessary, 

Not only in expression of emotion is 
watchfulness needed: bUl also in the 
stirring of clllot ion. \Vc haye seen that 
jf we are to please the Father by wor~ 
shipping Him in spirit and in truth then 
the emotional activit}' of our s01l1 is to be 
stirred by reason of contemplating His 
work in Creation and Redemption. The 
chief dangcr in all such "revival" Move­
ments as "Pentecost" is that we use music 
to stir ('Illotion without giving adequate 
attention to the reasoning faculties, \Ve 
rightly desire to see men and women 
moved: but there is a temptation to take 
the ~hort CHt of an appeal to emotion­
alism. rather than the more costly road 
of an appcal to the reason and the wil1 
through a revelation gi\'cn by the Spirit 
and the \Vorcl in answer to prayer and 
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cOIl<;ccration The danger equally lurks 
in the catchy and popular chorus; the old­
time favorite sung ill a massed con­
vention; the ~el1tilll('ntal solo; the use 
of dcliberate tonal effects of loud and 
soft; or competitive ~illKing between the 
men and the women, .\ll t.ht.'~e things 
may he legit illlate and can be used purely 
and genui nely ';il1 thc Spirit"; but they 
arc Sl'nSIlOUS thickets where a believer 
with spiritttal discernment keeps a sharp­
er watch le~t he get alit of the Spirit 
entircly, r nslead of he ing revcaled, Ouist 
becomes obscured by thc very means 
we have ostensibly u~ed to lift lIim up. 

1\lany of liS ha\'e become alert to the 
special dang('r o f the intcnsely cmotional 
spot at thc c1o::.c of somc powcrfully mo\'­
ing solo, or cOllgregatiollal hymn. , .... herc 
spiritual gift .. arc concerned, It is easy 
for bahes in Chri:.t to. at stich a time, 
confuse the moving of their souls with 
the moving of the 1101)' Spirit. ?o. Iani­
festations which arc essentially natural 
can quickly arise whell music has power­
fully swayed an asscmhly. Genuine oper­
ations of t he ] Jol)' Spirit arc far more 
likely to accompany a time of waiting up­
on God, or to follow the exposition and 
preaching of the Word, 

I t is for these reasons that we have 
drawn attention to the fact that the play­
ing of the minstrel was for the purpose 
o f soothing the troubled spirit o f the 
prophet, rather thall for stirring it up, 
To s l1gge~t that the use of music in a 
moving of the ~oul can produce genu inc 
inspiration from the Holy Spirit is a re­
versal of the whole divine order, The 
whole of the Scriptures teach that it is 
the function of the Spirit of God to 
graciollsly move upon the spirit of man. 
Jt is for the sp irit to thm call upon the 
soul as its handmaid, and the soul of 
man may properly delight in Illllsic as 
a God-giv(,ll means of expressing its 
truest emotion. In thc Spirit-filled life 
we Illust always remember that it is in­
spiration that leads to music; not music 
that leads to inspiration,

In the town chapel 
there \\c had a .~en'ice that night. The 
l.ord always quickens ou r bodies for His 
service even after a day of hard travel. 

"The next morning we went to a near· 
hy town to dedicate a ncw little white clay 
church. It \\a5 decorated with palm branches 
and 1)lallt~. An arbor of palms outside the 
door provided accommodation for the crowd 
that could not get inside for the oeca~ion, 
Before the scrvice began the chief llH'n 
came to give us "lIow do" and a welcome 
~peech, They ha(1 killed a goat and they 
wan ted us to feast with them after the 
Illceting,

"Kow we arc 'putting ~trong' to pre· 
pare for the opening of school, preceded 
h\' a three·day meeting next week.

Girls have 
been carrying pai ls of water from the small 
rinr some distance down the hill in ex· 
change for a piece of candy, Otiter men 
are doing carpentry work on the house and 
still othcrs arc cleaning "tie·tie" the Afri· 
can suhstitute fo r rope and nails. 

"Our day begins about fi\'c·thirty. It i~ 
someone's turn to boss the cook. One of 
us has the sores to care for and thc min· 
is try to the sick that line up on the back 
piazza morning and cvcning, Someone takes 
charge of the buying of ricc and native 
vcgetables, bananas, fowl~, etc., which arc 
brought 10 the door. T here arc always 
multillldin('>m dcmands for clothing, advicc, 
work, and pala"crs of many descript ions.
