which it was impossible to have
The hate of the Jew is en-
tering the Church of God, and threatens
to diwvide afresh those who stand for
evangelical truth. The World Funda-
mental Convention, which was fixed last
year to meet at Seattle, U. 5. A., had to
be moved to another city, for the Pres-
byterian Church where it was to meet
(Dr. Mark Matthews’) rightly objected
to an anti-Semitic address on the
program. The bitterest anti-Jew fury
that has broken out for centuries, it is
astounding to learn, is regarded with
sympathy by the Evangelical Church of
Germany. “Hitler’'s  anti-Semitism,”
says Dr. Conrad Hoffman, “is largely
backed up by the conservative evangelical
Church of Germany.” “As for the
Christian Gentiles from Germany,” Sir
Leon Levison writes in The Hebrew
Christian Quarterly (July, 1935), “I am
sorry to say that, with very few excep-
tions, I found them to be intensely anti-
Jewish. They believe that Hitler’s policy
is a justifiable one.” So also, says Mr.
C. H. Gill, “in Palestine or Roumania
or Poland the Christian Churches are
hostile to the Jews for political or nation-
al or economic reasons.” An erroneous
theory that Antichrist will be a Jew
unconsciously deepens and enlarges a
Jew-hate which is thus actually entering
the Church of God, and even, incredible
to relate, its evangelical section.

Now the Bible reveals and discloses
this very peril of the Church at the time
of the end. “I speak to you that are
Gentiles,” Paul says. “Glory not over
the branches: but if thou gloriest (re-
member) it is not thou that bearest the
root, but the root thee.” Rom. 11:18.
Salvation is of the Jew, not the Gentile.
So far from the Jew being inferior, all
he has to do to be saved is to resume
vital touch with the Oracles he holds in
his hands, while a Gentile has to be com-
pletely transplanted from another world.
Gentile contempt for the Jew, therefore,
is a radical forgetfulness of our own
humble origin.

But the Apostle now assumes that his
warning is disregarded, and that the Gen-
tile Christian persists in his contempt
of the Jew. “Thou wilt say then,
Branches were broken off, that T might
be grafted in”; their worthlessness
wrecked them to make room for me;
surely I can glory over, not the Hebrew
Christian, but the godless Jew whom I
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have supplanted. Very well, replies the
Apostle: but do not forget one vital
fact: “by their unbelief they were brok-
en off, and thou standest,—thou re-
tainest thy standing—“by thy {faith.”
Thou art-on thy trial, as they were, with
an identical peril, for an identical cause:
the same pruning-knife hangs suspended
over the same rottenness in any branch.
It is a very grave counter-thrust,

So the Apostle now addresses an open
and explicit warning to the whole Church
of God. “Be not highminded, but fear" :
be all the more afraid of falling because
you have been boastful: “for if God
spared not the natural branches, neither
will he spare thee.” The very self-com-
placency against which the Apostle is
protesting conceals the peril. Countless
prophetical students evade all threats to
the Church—such as our Lord’s to Lao-
dicea—by confining them to the “pro-
fessing” Church, that is, to unregenerate
hypocrites; and deny any such thing as
severity to the Elect; entirely forgetting
that “church”—ckklesia—by its very
name is confined to those “called out”
of the world, and contains not one else.
Every word to the Church, therefore, is
addressed to the saved. But here no such
evasion is possible; for it is the lving
branches, grafted in by God, and al-
ready standing by their faith, on whom
the warning falls. God spared not its
natural branches: the less will He spare
the unnatural, who have had privileges
and advantages undreamed of. As Bis-
hop Hall puts it: “The Jews were once

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This special call, taken from the
fiftieth Psalm, “Gather my saints to-
gether unto me, those that have made a
covenant with me by sacrifice,” is very
important at this time. We read the
Scriptural reason for such a call (v. 3)
in these words: “Our God shall come and
shall not keep silence. A fire shall devour
before Him, and it shall be wery tem-
pestuous round about Him.”

Many scriptures shine like beacon
lights, clearly showing that many last
day prophecies have been fulfilled. Such
fulfillments are, Jerusalem now largely
in the hands of the Jew; the times of the
Gentiles drawing to a close, and many
others that are quite familiar,

We . are approaching tempestuous
times, both in the spiritual and in the
natural world. The nations of the
world, torn internally, and hard Dbeset
from outside, are trying individually and
collectively to gather themselves together,
realizing a storm is approaching. God's
saints, understanding the significance of
the tremendous currents at work m the
world, know that yet more perilous times
are ahead, and that these things must
be, in order that the kingdoms of this
world may eventually become the king-
doms of our Lord and of His Christ.
As we draw near the day when we shall
be gathered together unto Him, it is evi-
dent that there is a much greater desire
for God’s people to come closer together,
and to see a greater manifestation of IHis
supernatural power in their midst.

“Gather yowrselves together!” This is
a similar call, found in Zephaniah two,
“Gather yourselves together, yea, gather
together, O nation not desired; before
the decree bring forth; before the day
pass as the chaff; before the fierce anger
of the Lord come upon you; before the
day of the Lord’s anger come upon you.
Seek ye the Lord all ye meek of the
earth, which have wrought His judg-
ment; seek righteousness, seek meek-
ness; it may be ye shall be hid in the
day of the Lord’s anger.”

Surely this applies to such an hour
as that which has come upon us. Every
word is freighted down with a message
for such an hour as this. The Scrip-
tures clearly state who will be ready
when He comes. We read, “Blessed
and holy is he that hath part in the first

“Gather Ay Saints “Gogether”
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resurrection.” Rev. 20:6. Another
scripture says, “The dead in Christ shall
rise first, then we which are alive and
remain shall be caught up . . . ” How
necessary to be ready, having clean hands
and a pure heart, and standing steadfast
through the merit of the all-atoning
blood, endeavoring to keep the unity of
the Spirit as we do gather ourselves to-
gether, in closer and yet closer bonds.

In these closing days the Iord will
do a quick work. His supernatural pow-
er may be in evidence in many places
that may cause us to wonder. Let us
remember that “They that are whole
need not a physician, but they that are
sick;"” perhaps in soul, or in body. All,
no matter how great the need, may look
to Him. His help is for the neediest.
Let us remember that. Peter got a great
surprise (when the former rain was fall-
ing) when he was upon the housetop
praying. He fell into a trance or vision,
and saw heaven opened, and a certain
vessel descending unto him, “wherein
were all manner of four footed beasts of
the earth . . . and there came a voice to
him saying, Rise, Peter, kill and eat.
But Peter said, Not so, Lord, for I have
never eaten anything that is common
or unclean.” Now Peter could scarcely
believe what he saw and heard while
preaching to Cornelius and his household
as the Holy Spirit fell on them that
heard the Word. However he was obliged
to admit that it was the Lord, saying that
“the Holy Ghost fell on them as on us
at the beginming.”

When he grasped it, he said merely,
“What was I that T could withstand
God ?” And he held his peace, and glori-
fied the Tord.

Many of God’s children have made
for themselves a name, and that makes
it harder for them to come together. A
special calling together of God's people
for prayer in their own home cities, or
by way of fellowship meetings, conven-
tions, or other special efforts just to give
God an opportunity to come forth will
undoubtedly be honored of the Lord.
“For there the Lord commanded the
blessing.” He has commanded it, and
let us take advantage of this. For a
very definite illustration of this dur-
ing the summer of this year we have
watched the great camp meeting efforts

all over the continent. How very mark-
ed has been the favor of God. How
great the outpouring of His Spirit upon
the gatherings of His people from
farms, cities, desert land, prairie, or
mountain land; from lonely and isolated
outposts, and little villages and towns,
into great companies gathered for the
purpose of seeking His face as in days
of old. Victories that were hard to gain
in untold numbers of lives, when in some
lonely station, have been given in great
measure of abundance as God’'s people
got together, with the strength of their
accumulated prayers and faith. God’s
favor has been very marked, indeed, up-
on such efforts. Undoubtedly His favor
will increasingly be in evidence as such
efforts become multiplied, the people
coming together not so much for a pro-
gram, but to meet God. Then His Word
will be confirmed with signs and won-
ders, and divers miracles and gifts of the
Holy Ghost. '

The table is spread. Many are invited
to come. If we begin to make excuses,
is it not possible that those in the lanes
and streets and by-ways, as in the
parable, will be brought in, and those
from the highways, and the hedges com-

pelled to come in, that God's house may
be full.

We must endeavor to keep the unity
of the Spirit, especially among those of
like faith, for this is good and acceptable,
and there the Lord commands His bless-
ing. We read in the early chapters of
the book of Acts, that when the multi-
tude were of one heart and of one mind,
when they were all of one accord, and
in one place, that then the mightiest
works were wrought by the hands of the
apostles. So each of wus has a part if
God is mightily to come forth.

There has always been the danger
with some of God’s children, when He
comes forth in a special way, to be some-
what like Peter at Cornelius’ house,
doubtful: or as Joshua, over anxious
when he was by Jericho. We do not
need to be over anxious. There is much
we can leave with the Lord of hosts. The
battle is not ours, but the Lord’s. You
remember Joshua, by the walls of Jeri-
cho, lifted up his eyes and looked, and
behold there stood a man over against
him with a drawn sword in his hand.
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Anxiously Joshua went to him and said,
“Art thou for us or for our adversaries ?”
The reply was,

“Nay, but as captain of the host of
the Lord am I now come.”

Then Joshua fell upon his face and
worshiped, and said, "What saith my
Lord unto his servant?” The captain
of the Lord’s host did not answer his
question as to which side he was on,
his or his adversary's, but said instead,

“Loose thy shoe from off thy foot, for
the place whereon thou standest is holy.”
This Joshua did. He left the question
of his adversaries with the Captain of
the Lord's host, and he just worshiped
God.

It was then that he was able to re-
ceive orders from the Lord to march
around the walls of Jericho until they
fell; something his own wisdom would
have never dictated, and thus he won a
great victory. Perhaps if we do likewise,
give ourselves to worshipping God, and
leave many perplexing things to Him
to work out, we too shall hear whispered
in our ear secrets that will give us vic-
tories in a manner undreamed by our-
selves,

Recently passing through a California
town I motored past one of our own
churches. Tt was a week day. I walked
back, and found a morning prayer meet-
ing on. As I stood at the door for a
moment, I heard the brother in charge
say, ¥

“Gather my people together. Gather
them together. This is not a time to
judge one another. The Judge standeth
at the door.”

That is all T heard. I walked back
to my car thinking of the scriptures,
“Judge nothing before the time, until
the Lord come, who will bring the hid-
den things to light;” and the one in
James five (7-9) where, speaking of the
latter rain, and of the coming of the
Lord, the caution is given, “Grudge not
one against another, brethren, lest ye be
condemned; behold, the judge standeth
at the door.” Yes, the Judge Himself
standeth at the door. May you and I
be ready to meet Him.

Many are looking for God’s Spirit to
come down mightily ence more. May
we do our part and God will be faithful.

the children, and we the dogs under the
table; the crumbs were our lot, the bread
was theirs ; now is the case, through their
wilful unbelief, altered; we sit at a full
table, while their hunger is not satisfied
with scraps.” The whole of Israel will
one day be seated at the Table of the
Lord; but today—one glance at a syna-
gogue ought to make any Church in the
world tremble.
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The Apostle therefore not only makes
a gigantic object-lesson of the whole his-
tory of the Jew, but turns that history
into a prophecy if the like conditions re-
cur. “Behold then the goodness and
severity of God: toward them that fell,
severity”; the enforcement of justice
against committed sin; “but toward thee,
God’s goodness”—therefore every indi-
vidual believer is being addressed—"“if
thow continwe in his goodness”—the
human goodness that reponds to the Di-
vine: “OTHERWISE THOU ALSO SHALT
BE cuT orfr.” One sharp possible “sever-
ity” to the Church namely, the death
penalty—is given by Paul:—"for this
cause many among you are weak and
sickly, and not a few sleep.” 1 Cor. 11:30.
“Belold the severity,” God says: ponder
it. - And what a severity! “Ours is a
peculiar misery,” says Dr. Max Nordau,
one of the founders of Zionism, “which
befalls the Jews, not as men but as Jews,
and from which we would not suffer if
we were not Jews. We are living in per-
petual darkness. We are living like
creatures in the depths of the ocean.
Upon us press the weight of a thousand
atmoshperes of mistrust and disdain. We
have lived for centuries in a glacial
period, surrounded by the bitter cold of
malice and hatred.”

Now therefore we are confronted with
the facts. Sixty years ago Godet said:
“It is but too clear to anyone who has
eyes to see, that our Gentile Christen-
dom has now reached the point here
foreseen by Paul. In its pride it tram-
ples underfoot the very notion of that
grace which has made it what it was.
It moves on, therefore, to a judgment
of rejection like that of Israel.” What
would Godet say today, sixty years after?
If one lampstand can be removed, so
can all. The extinct Churches—Nes-
torian, Asiatic, African—are a grave-
vard which silences all refusal of this
threat of God. In the words of Bishop
Horne: “If the Christian Church sin
and fall after the same example of un-
belief, she must not think to be dis-
tinguished in her punishment, unless by
the severity of it. She may expect to
see the favor of Heaven withdrawn, and
the secular arm, instead of supporting,
employed to crush her; her discipline
may be annihilated, her unity broken,
her doctrine perverted, her worship de-
formed, her practice corrupted, her pos-

sessions alienated, and her revenues
seized, till at length the word be given
from above, and some Antichristian

power be unchained to execute upon her
the full vengeance due to her sins.”
Now look at the storm-clouds. The
Orthodox Church in Russia is enormous-
ly reduced, and impotent: none but God
knows how far the emphasis on works
as a part of fundamental salvation for-
feited the standing in faith; and in any
case the slavish amalgamation with the

" a Jew.
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Tsarist State could hardly, by any stretch
of charity, be called “continuing in the
goodness of God.” Another enormous
Lutheran—stands on the
brink of the precipice. A Church in
whose bosom Modernism was born; a
Church which, since the days of Luther,
has made its subservience to the State
abject ; and a Church one large section of
which has gone off into open Paganism:
—can such a Church be defined as “con-
tinuing in the goodness of God”? And
the Papacy in Italy, guilty of its agelong
“fornication with kings'—the prostitu-
tion of the spiritual to the political—is
now paralyzed with f foreseeing

Church—the

fear
manifestly the bombs and machine-guns
foretold. Rev. 17:16. Impending de-
struction overhangs the Churches of the
world; and all three which are in the
greatest danger have despised the Jew:
the Tsarist pogroms never denounced
by the Church; in Lutheran sympathy
with anti-Semitism; in DPapal enforce-
ment of the Ghetto.

In little more than twenty years, in the
judgment of the Diplomatic Correspon-
dent of the Manchester Guardian (week-
ly ed., Nov. 8, 1935) in Berlin, the
500,000 Jews in Germany will be extinct.
It is to the honor of the Episcopal Church
that the Church Assembly passed, last
November, a warm resolution of sym-
pathy with the Jews. Bishop Henson
said (Tmmes, Nov. 21, 1935) —"Our
divine Lord, according to the flesh, was
His Apostles were all Jews.
The Sacred Book which we use in a
Jewish book. It i1s preposterous, base,
and almost incredibly mean that we, the
children of Christendom, should turn on
the ancient children of God, to whom
religiously, spiritually and morally we
owe almost everything we value. The
least we can do is to make it clear from
our hearts that we loathe and detest
this attitude which is obtaining in Ger-
many, and protest against the continu-
ance of this brutal oppression of a small
minority of Jewish citizens.”

Most happily, however, there are
churches in all lands, and individuals in
all Churches, that will stand faithful. As,
nineteen centuries ago, there were Jew-
ish branches in the Abrahamic stock
which the pruning knife passed over,
and which became some of the loveliest
branches in the new Tree—a great com-
pany of the Priests, for example (Acts
6:7)—so0, when the knife falls again, in-
dividual souls all over the earth, and in-
dividual assemblies, will never be severed
from the Living Tree —until removed
from the earth altogether; and it can
be ecvery one of us. “Thou standest by
thy faith"—faith in all God's Word, and
faith all the time; “that the trial of your
faith might be found unto prarse and
noNor and GLORY at the appearing of
Jesus Christ.”

Heaven and the presence of God!
What a hope for the earthly foot-sore
pilgrim! But what would Heaven be
without the presence of God? Would the
golden streets, the beautiful mansions,
walls of jasper, and the unimagined
splendor, and glory satisfy the heart?
Would the fact that there is neither
death, sickness or sin present make us
happy? The beautics of Heaven and
the meeting with friends and relatives
that have long departed would not make
Heaven if God’'s presence were not
there. What a difference one presence,
or the lack of it can make even in the
earthly homes. What is home without a
mother? The one important member of
the family missing, home, for instance,
has a void that can not be filled with
anyone or anything else, regardless of
luxury or beauty. The child that had
been taken to the neighbor’s house during
the illness of her mother . . . was allowed
to come home after the mother had pass-
ed on and was taken from the home. The
little girl not knowing what had happened
ran into the bedroom expecting to see her
mother, but when she did not find her
there she went through every room in the
house and then coming back to the neigh-
bor lady said, “I want to go back to your
house.” Mother was gone and she had
no desire to stay in the place that once
was home to her. Heaven will be Heav-
en because it is our home and our Fa-
ther's presence will be there. Oh, what a
blessed thought to come home and sit
down in Father's presence!

How inexpressibly privileged are we
even here on earth to live in the shadow
of His wonderful presence! We don’t
even have to wait until we get to Heaven!
Solomon gives us the secret of it when
he says, “Heaven and the Heaven of
heavens cannot contain Him,” and what
happens then? When Heaven is full
and overflowing with His presence, earth
receives the over-abundance! He comes
to dwell with him that is of a contrite and
humble spirit.

The Israelites knew what it meant to
have His presence with them as they
wurneyed through the wilderness. It was
a protection that insured their safety
against the many enemies that were lurk-
ing all along the way. The presence of
the enemy always makes the presence
of God more real and wonderful! It
is not in gliding along the surface of a
tranquil lake that the reality of the Mas-

ter's presence is felt in a distinct and
marked way ; but actually when the temp-
ests are roaring, and the waves roll over
the ship. The Lord does not tell us that
we shall be exempt from trials, dangers
and difficulties, but His prsence with us
while we pass through these difficulties
is infinitely better than the exemption.
When seeming defeat is facing us and
with long, unhindered strides we are
marching into the jaws of death, Satan
seems to laugh at his easy prey, (for
after all we are no match for the devil;)
then God's presence is revealed in deliv-
erance right in the face of the enemy,
and again He is proven as being infinite-
ly greater than Satan and surrounding
difficulties! Such was Israel’'s case. Ap-
palling danger and disaster on every
hand, the Red Sea before, mountains on
either side and the enemy behind. Could
they change matters by worrying and
excitement?  Not one particle.  The
greatest danger present was not so much
the pursuing army but the fact that His
presence was being forgotten, and not
relied upon. But Moses that great lead-
er was not perplexed in the least, for
had he not been practicing the presence
of God every step of the way? Was not
this an outstanding opportunity for God’s
power to be revealed? With a voice that
spoke authority to the Israelites he
shouted, “Fear not, stand still and see the
salvation of the Lord,” and in a moment
that cloud of His Divine presence went
from before their faces and stood be-
hind them. Notice, it came between the
enemy and Israel. Though the enemy
was coming in like a flood, He raised up
a standard against them.

Felix of Nola sensed God's presence
in a marked way when being pursued for
his life by his enemies. His position was
a deeply trying one to flesh and blood,
but due to the fact that the Maker of
Heaven and earth, had him in His in-
terest, he could go on, knowing that God
would work for His good. As he enter-
ed a cave in a last effort to escape the
closely pursuing enemies, he was in real-
ity dwelling under the shadow of the
Almighty! Kind Providence sent a spid-
er to spin her soft silken web over that
cave's mouth; the enemy coming to a
sudden halt before it was baffled, “He
cannot be in here,” said the leader, “for
look; the spider’s web is intact!” “A spi-
der’s web with God is as a mighty wall,
but a mighty wall without God is as a
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spider’s web,” were the words written
from a heart that was overwhelmed with
joy when Felix of Nola realized what
God had done for him.

It is His presence that draws souls,
that liberates hell-bound sinners, that
puts such a urge within our souls to live
lives of holiness here upon earth, and
that causes us to run this race with more
fervor and zeal. We have no natural pow-
er that can do this. But you know how
easy it is when being ridiculed by the
world for being so narrow, to spread out
a little more until we have spread into
the enemy’s ranks and have adopted a
substitute or counterfeit for the real. Of
course presecution ceases then, and after
all why be so particular if we still have
the form of the real thing ? Brass shields
instead of golden shields! But they look
almost as good, especially if they are
highly polished up! The power is lost
the moment we accept a substitute for
the real and it spells utter defeat to the
church as it did to Israel. She will have
no growth until she is willing to humble
herself again and put all other gods away
and then His power will return.

What a value every true child of God
places upon the all-availing presence of
the Infinite God, and how shallow every
other thing seems to the truly apprecia-
tive heart. Notice Moses’ attitude when
Israel has transgressed, “If Thy presence
go not up with us carry us not up hence!”
cries Moses. Nothing else but God will
do. Oh there is a great capacity in these
human souls of ours that cannot be satis-
fied with anything less than God. What
a difference it would make if we would
learn to practice the presence of God.
Some people like to have His presence
with them while they are in need and in
services, but when questionable amuse-
ments come along they wish God would
close His eyes so that His all seeing eye
would not be on them. Our God never
slumbers nor sleeps. The Grandmother
that was tired from the day’s work had
retired for the night, when she suddenly
remembered that next day was Sunday
and she had forgotten to take in the cab-
bage for Sunday dinner. This being in
England where the Lord’s day is highly
observed, she would not think of taking
in cabbage on the Sunday. Her little
granddaughter hearing her said, “Well
Grandma, get up tomorrow morning and
get your cabbage before God wakes up!”
But to live every day, conscious of His
all seeing eye and gracious presence, ah!
that is the privilege of the children of
God!

Is there anything more terrible than to
see the wretched existences of those who
have experienced His presence, but have
gone from the Lord? I believe David
possibly had an inkling of what this
would be like when he makes the heart
rending cry, “Cast me not away from

Thy presence and take not thy Holy Spir-
it from me.” Consider, wretched, unre-
pentant, near-sighted Cain going out of
the presence of God to his eternal doom!
Did he not have like chances as Abel to
enjoy God’s smile and blessing? But no.
Like so many of us reasonable creatures,
he failed to realize that it is entirely on
the ground of the sacrifice that man is as-
cepted or rejected by God. What has the
sinfulness of the individual to do in the
matter as long as he is identified with the
right sacrifice? YOU may object to my
being accepted by God because of mv
sinfulness, but having learned the lesson
Cain refused to accept, I point every
objector or objection to Christ and His
finished atonement for me. God can no
more reject a sinful soul if that soul
comes through Christ than He can re-
ject His own Son Jesus! What happen-
ed when Cain's offering was rejected?
He was wroth and His countenance fell.
Somehow in his beclouded and sin dim-
med vision God and Abel aretoblame, and
immediately persecution ensues. Oh that
the thosuands of followers of the blood-
less creed of Cain would hear as God in
His great mercy still reasons and pleads,
“For,” says He, “If thou doest (offerest)
well, wouldst thou not be accepted?”
Hear the gentle reasoning of the Lord,
lest it will be written of you as of Cain,
“Out from the presence of God!”

But, thank God, there is no need for
this. There is an acceptable offering, the
Lamb of God’s own choice, God's own
beloved Son, and we can be “‘accepted in
the Beloved.” When we accept the
gracious salvation He provides by His
death and resurrection, there comes to us
the promise of the continued presence of
Him who declares, “I will never leave
thee nor forsake thee.” Heb. 13:6.

Assisting Aged Ministers

The need of assistance to ministers
who are growing old in the service
of the Lord, pressed upon the brethren
in attendance at the last General Coun-
cil in Dallas, Tex., until it was felt that
something must be done to meet the
need. There are many, who though
growing feeble in body, are still strong
in spirit, and it is their desire to preach
the Gospel as long as they are able.
There are others who have been inca-
pacitated and can no longer assume the
arduous duties of pastoral or evan-
gelistic work. They must be cared for.
Some of them have been called to the
attention of the brethren, and the need
was recognized as a pressing one.

All sorts of plans were suggested to
meet this need. Some forms of insur-
ance were proposed, but should insurance
plans be adopted, there would still be
a need for those who have reached the
age already where it would be impossible
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to obtain insurance. Another plan pro-
posed was to create a fellowship fund,
the benefits to be paid out to those only
who have contributed to the fund.

After looking at the problem from
many angles it was decided to treat the
entire matter as a benevolence, the con-
cern and privilege of the entire fellow-
ship. Everyone would be given an op-
portunity twice a year to contribute
toward a Ministers’ Assistance Fund, to
be paid out to those who are really in
need and worthy of our assistance.

Announcement was made shortly after
the close of the General Council in 1935
that offerings would be received to help
our needy ministers. Immediately there
was a response, so that by May 1st, 1936,
a total of $1100.85 was received for this
purpose. During that same period of
time, assistance was given to a number
of needy ministers, amounting to $477.00.

New applications began coming in for
assistance. Each applicant was required
to fill out a blank, to be forwarded to
district officers for endorsement before
assistance would be granted. At the
close of each year, all beneficiaries will
be asked to make new applications, en-
dorsed by district officers, before assist-

So we are ready
now for the second semi-annual benevo-
lence day.

The recommendation was that two
offerings be received, one in the month
of May and the other in November.
Therefore, we are designating Sunday,
November 22nd as the day on which our
assemblies will present the need and take
up another offering for the Ministers’
Assistance Fund. Let us make this a
real Thanksgiving offering and every-
one have a part in it. All offering are
to be forwarded to J. R. Flower, General
Treasurer, 336 W. Pacific Street, Spring-
field, Missouri.

RACE PREJUDICE AMONG
FUNDAMENTALISTS

Dr. J. Oliver Buswell, president of Wheat-
on College, writes the following in the Sun-
day School Times:

“T wish to express my regret at the prev-
alence of race prejudice recently manifesting
itself among some of our Fundamentalist
brethren. I do not feel that any race can be
blamed for the spread of the evil propaganda
of Communism. It may be true, that many
atheistic Jews are Communists. It is also true
that many Gentiles are Communists.

“Tt seems to me particularly absurd to blame
any race for such authorship of documents
like the much discussed Protocols. In the
nature of the cause, such a document cannot be
written by a race. It must have been written
by individuals. These individuals may or may
not he Gentiles. If they were Gentiles, I do
not feel that the Gentile people of the world
can be blamed for their authorship.

“The great point which comes to my mind
in this connection is that every one of us, Jew
and Gentile alike, is a child of Adam, totally
corrupt and rebellious at heart until redeemed
by the blood of Christ through faith alone.
It is not appropriate for any group of Adam's
family to point the finger of scorn at any other
group racially. All are by nature the children
of wrath, We who have been redeemed by
the atonement of Christ must do everything
possible to win the lost, Jew and Gentile alike,
to Him.”

Let the children of God ever remember
the words in 1 Cor. 10:32, “Give none offence,
neither to the Jews, nor to the Gentiles, nor
to the church of God.”
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Christianity as Love

Lesson for October 25. Lesson Text: Acts
18:1-17: 1 Corinthians 13.
I. A LABCR OF LOVE

Paul at Corinth. There was no great

awakening in cultured Athens, so Paul moved
on to corrupt Corinth—the Chicago of Greece.
Together with A'quila and Priscilla, who were
of the same craft, he labored as a tentmaker,
but every sabbath day saw him in the Jew-
ish synagogue preaching that Jesus is the
Christ—the Messiah that Israel had so long
looked for, His message however was re-
jected by the Jews, and so he turned to the
Gentiles. His labor among his fellow Jews
was not altogether in vain, for Crispus, the
chief ruler of the synagogue, and his house-
hold believed on the Lord. The Lord encour-
aged Paul in a vision of the night, saying
to him, “Be not afraid, but speak . . . for I
am with thee, for I have much people in
this city.” And so for eighteen months Paul
preached the word of God in Corinth. A
gracious outpouring of the Spirit came dur-
ing those eighteen months, and these Corin-
thian saints were greatly enriched by the
Lord, who lavishly gave them all of the giits
of the Spirit. There was however in this
voung assembly much that was carnal, and
Paul’'s first letter to that church was sent to
correct many errors in their doctrine and in
their lives.

II. THE POWER OF LOVE

“By their fruit.” In chapters 12 and 14 of this
first letter to the Corinthian church the
apostle deals with the gifts of the Spirit;
in the latter chapter enlarging especially on
the gifts of tongues and prophecy. But in
chapter 13 he deals especially with the fruit
of the Spirit. The Master warned, “Beware
of false prophets, which come to you in shcep s
clothing, but inwardly they are ravening

wolves.” And He added, “Ye shall know them
by their fruits.” There were many false
prophets in the days of the apostles. Paul

warned the elders at Ephesus, “I know this,
that after my departing shall grievous wolves
enter in among you, not sparing the flock.”
Acts 20:29. John warns us, “Beloved, believe
naot every spirit, but try the spirits whether
they are of God: because many false prophets
are gone out into the world” These false
spirits, John shows us, will not acknowledge
that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh (1 John
4:2); and Paul shows us that they will not
acknowledge Jesus as Lord. 1 Cor. 12:1-3. Both
these apostles show us plainly that by their
fruit—and the fruit of the Spirit is love—we
shall know these false prophets.

“Sounding brass.” In 1 Corinthians 14 Paul
shows us that he by no means despises the gift

wf tongues. It is a means of speaking unto
God in blessed holy communion. Verse 2. He
states, “He that speaketh in an unknown

tongue edifieth (or builds up) himself.” Verse
4. “TI would that ye all spake with tongues.”
Verse 5. He testifies, “I thank my God, I
speak with tongues more than ye all.” Verse
18. He says further, “Tongues are for a
sign,” VEI:SE 22. “Forbid not to speak with
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tongues.” Verse 39. But here in 1 Corinthians
13 he shows us that if one who speaks in
tongues is devoid of love, as every false proph-
et is, he is only sounding brass and a tinkling
cymbal. You ask, “But can false prophets
speak with tongues?” Most assuredly. Evil
spirits speak through spiritualistic medivms in

other tongues. One who was recently at a
meeting of that imposter who calls himself
God—"Father Divine''—states that many of

his followers speak with tongues. Read the
article on revival in India in this Evangel,
and you will see an instance of an evil spirit
speaking in tongues. I once heard a young
man speak in tongues and it sounded so hor-
rible that I put the challenge of 1 Cor. 12 to
the spirit, “Is Jesus Lord?” and the evil spirit
that was speaking thmm:h this young man in
tongues answered, “No.” I put the further
challenge of 1 John 4, “Is Jesus Christ come
in the flesh?” and the answer of the evil spirit
through the lips of this young man was, “No.”
But, thank God, He enabled us to cast out this
evil spirit and later on, on the same night, this
young man received the true Baptism in the
Spirit. I once more put the test, “Is Jesus
Lord?” The answer came, “Yes.” Again I
asked, “Is Jesus Christ come in the flesh?”

The answer came, “Yes.” On several oc-
casions the Lord has led me to put these
infallible tests and by them to discern the

working of evil spirits.

Other gifts. It is possible to have prophecy,
an understanding of all mysteries and.- all
knowledge, and extraordinary faith, but, lack-
ing the {fruit of the ‘-%pirit—it is nothing.
The sorcerers and magicians in the days of
Moses could perform wonderful miracles but
these were not wrought by the Spirit of God.

They were the work of evil spirits. The
Master warned us, “Many will say to me in

that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied
in thy name? and in thy name have cast out
devils? and in thy name done many wonder-
ful works? And then will I profess unto them,
I never knew you: depart from me, ve that
work iniquity.” At our last meeting of the
General Presbytery, some of the brethren
warned us of men in the Southeast who are
having astounding results in healing the sick.
And yet there is something radically wrong
about the whole thing. The people who are
coming under the ministry of these healing
movements are becoming possessed with evil
spirits. Watch all these false movements and
it will be seen that they are devoid of that
permanent fruit of the Spirit—love.

False zeal. The evil spirits that control false
prophets can fill them with such zeal that
they are willing to give away all their goods
to feed the poor, and if needs be to go to
the stake. They have a strong delusion and
they believe the lies that evil spirits have put
within them so fully, that they are willing to
suffer martyrdom for what they believe to be
the truth. But all this profits nothing if love,
the fruit of the Spirit, is absent.

The attributes of love. Those who are filled
with the Spirit and show forth His fruits are
willing to suffer long and yet be kind. The
longsuffering Christ on His way to Calvary
was kind enough to repair an assailant’s ear,
which Peter in his zeal had cut off. That is

the Spirit of the Lamb of God. Those in whom
the Spirit dwells will not be filled with envy
as was king Saul who constantly envied David.
They will not be proud and ever secking the
chief place in the synagogues, but will always
seek the lowest place. They will not be guilty
of unseemly behaviour as was king Saul when
he went down among the prophets. He strip-
ped himself and lay naked—a thing absolutely
abhorrent to our holy God. See Rev. 3:18;
16:15. Love will never be self-seeking. The
Spirit of God when He fills will make us
like Elisha, who did not seek irom Naaman
that which would have made him rich and
different from the poor.folk around him. The
Spirit of God will free us from the covetous
Gehazi  spirit—a thing outstanding in false
prophets. He will make us patient so that we
do not become provoked about disturbing
things around. He will deliver us from evil

thoughts of suspicion about the brethren. Said
an old colored saint, “Bless de Lawd, I's give
up suspicionin’.” He will cause us to weep

when we see iniquity; and to rejoice when we
see His truth triumphant. He will enable us
to bear all things patiently, to believe all
things that are true, to hope continually and
to endure as did the Master all the contradic-
tion of sinners around us. The love that 1s
shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost
“never faileth,”” As we are filled with this
love we shall be like David, corstantly saying,
“T will love thee, O Lord” (Psalm 18:1), and
in loving Him we shall love every member of
His body.

III. THE PERMANENCE OF LOVE

In the world to come. The blessed gifts of
the Spirit all have their place in time. But in
the glory-world we shall not need the proph-
etic gift further, nor the speaking in tongues,
nor the word of knowledge, for all partial
knowledge will have to give way to the per-
fect knowledge that the Lord will bestow.
We must all confess that “now we know 1in
part,” but praise God for the assurance that
we shall fully know later. The temporary
things of our spiritual childhood will be dis-
placed by the permanent things of our spiritual
maturity.

Abiding things. TFaith is permanent. Faith
in God will be wrought into every fiber of our
being. Hope is eternal. Said the Psalmist,
“I will hope continually, and will yet praise
thee more and more.” Psalm 71:14. Love is
eternal, and that is the greatest of all. It
is the very nature of God. If we lack this,
we lack all. If we are filled with His
nature (and He has given us exceeding great
and precious promises to make us such (2 Pet-
er 1:4); and He gives us His Holy Spirit to
make us such), we shall surely become a
worthy bride of Him who loved us, and gave
Himself for us—S. H. F.

When I got to Shreveport I first
looked up some Pentecostal and Nazarene folk
to get them to pray for me, but as Dr. Hewitt
had spoken to Dr. Gaston of my case I called
him up and made an appointment with him.

The throat was
about eight days in getting completely healed
of the lacerations.—Mrs. G. M, Raobertson,
Pelican, La.

Coco, Route 1, Box 510 A, Shreveport, La,, in
which she says of the above healing, “I met her
at Dr. Gaston's office and before she saw him
she told me she believed the bone had been re-
moved in answer to prayer, However she said
she was going to have her throat examined
so what the doctor said could be in her testi-
mony. The doctor reported that the bone was
gone but that it had left a highly irritated
throat.”

At 4:30 Dr. Murray
called and was told that I was no better. He
said if 1 didn’'t want an operation we had bet-
ter get together and begin praying, as I
couldn’'t last till morning naturally.

Mr. Ice's nephew and
two of my brothers had come back and they
were trying to get me to be operated on. Mr.
Ice's brother gave Mr. Ice the money for the
hospital fees and went home. Some were walk-
ing the floor, crying, but the saints kept pray-
ing until 3 A. M. Someone told the voung
follkk that maybe they were hindering my heal-
ing. My nephew and his wife and my step-
son and his wife came and knelt by my bed
and began to pray to get saved. Then I got
my healing. The relief came as soon as they
knelt and hegan to pray. I went to sleep and
slept the rest of the night and late in the
morning I got up with an appetite and began to
eat—Mrs. Bertha Ice, 1303 West 21st Street,
West Tulsa, Oklahoma.
