\Vbilc the ar>o~tles were all at Jerusalem, 
Stephen (not an apost le) "iull of faith and 
IlOwer, did great wonders and tlliracJes among 
the people." Acts 6 :8. So fa r as we can 
~ee by th(' in~pired record. the Lord never 
intended that ally of H is ministers should go 
fonh to preach the gospel without faith to pray 
for the healing of the s ick, and the burden of 
proo f rests upon those who take the contrary 
position. Who has the author ity to counter· 
mand the Lord's orde rs, as given ill ~Ia rk 
16: 15· 18; J ohn 14 :12, and James 5: 14? The 
decrees of :111 Ch r istendom cannot make \'oid 
lhe Wo rd of God. There is no evidence with· 
ill the lids of the Bible to prove that the Lord 
ever intended IIis healing ministry to cease 
as long as any sick or afflicted can be found 
on this earth.

/1('ofillg f1l the AI01IC1JI~nl 
Matt. 8 :17 gives a \"er)' correct translation 

of the original Hebrew in Isaiah 43 :4, and 
shows that the healing of our infirmities is 
pro\'ided for in the sllfferings of our Lord. 
T hat sickness and numberless bodily ailmcnts 
and afflictions have falle n upon the race be· 
cause of sin, is believed by most evangelical 
Christians . Thi s view ha rmonizes well with 
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Rom. 5:12-19 and with Deut. 28: 15·68. If 
(;od indeed allows sickness to afflict the human 
fanlily because of sin, and Christ died to 
sa\'e us from the guilt, power, IlOll ution, and 
I)('nalties of sin, wh)' shQuld it be thought 
fanatica l to belie\'e that provision for our 
ho(lily healing \\"as m'lde in the atonement? 
E\'cn if we had no specific statements to that 
efll.'CI in the \\'01"{1 of God , sound logic would 
drive U5 to this conclusion. Rut we have as 
:'I>ccific statements to prove that Ch r ist suf· 
ft'rrd to frce us from ~ickness a.s we have to 
~how that He dil'd to save our ~ouls from sin 
and from its consequences. Isaiah 53 is the 
Ilubtanding passage on lhe atonement. The 
iourth ver,.;e, when correctly rendered reads,

\:\D OUR PAmS-HE CARRIED 

' l'IIE)l" (Bible Union Version). ~Iatthew

Sicklless N ot God's Will 
God willed the happiness and health of all 

mankind. The devil as the enemy of God 
and the enemy of lI1an desires our destruction, 
and would put upon us all kinds of afflict ions 
of soul and body. The book of Job throws 
light 011 the afflictions of the righteous. God 
may pCTmit sickness, but the devil brillgs 011 
the affl ictions. Job 2 :6, 7. When J ob had fully 
learned the lesson of his own helpl essness and 
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unworthiness before God, the Lord healed him, 
and Job prayed for his friends and they were 
heakd. and the last Siale of Job was better 
than the first Job 42 :5- 13. Jesus found a 
woman who had a "spirit of infirmity" and 
was bowed togcthc:, unable to lift herself. 
To her lie said. "\V0Il13n, thou art loosed 
from thine infirmity." Luke 13 :1\, 12. \Vno 
had bound her? When the ruler of the syna­
gogue, who \\"IIS in perfect accord with the 
devil, indignantly objected to her healing, our 
Lord rCI>\ied. "OUGHT NOT TillS WO!-.IAN, BEING
