The 
Assemblies of God is on ly a part of 
the Pcntecostal movement. I f all the 
figures were obtainable, the phenomenal 
growth of the movement would be as~ 
tOlluding. 

The Pel// ccos/al Evollge/ says, with re~ 
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gard to Pentecost in Great Britain, "Pen­
tecost is not something that has been 
done in a corner of Great Britain, for 
even the conservati ve I.ondon press can­
not overlook it." The !.om/oll Daily 
Express, reporting a meeting held at 
H.oyal Albert Ball in London on April 
17, saId, ';Three times lO,OC>O people 
assemuled in the Alben Hall yesterday. 
There were 10,000 came in the morning. 
IO,CO) came in the afternoon, and 10.000 
came at night. Of those who testified, 
72 acknowledged cures from cancer and 
malignant growth, 20 had betl1 cripples, 
17 had been blind, 70 had been afflicted 
with stifT muscles or useless limbs. 18 
had been deaf." 

During Ihe !)asl 29 }' Mrs 
most of the time we have been in cam­
paigns, conventions, and camp meeting 
work, and have been pri\'ileged to witness 
many wonderful ahar scene::i and visita­
tions from God. During these last years 
oyer and over again the major call1paigns 
have wit nessed anywhere from fi ity to 
well over a hundred ill a single campaign 
or camp llleeting, rec(,ive the Baptism 
of the Holy Spil-i t and when the power 
is falling it in turn always brings con­
yiction all sinners ant! callses them to 
repent ~l1d seck the Lord. We have 
witnessed mallY other wonderful scenes. 
Once I was shaking hands with a sister 
and we were both praising God, 
whell she was instantly filled with 
the Spiri t. \Vhen the re\·jval tide 
would he at its height, others have been 
filled when in bed; one lady while iron­
ing; one while talking over the telephone. 
Sometimes a heavenly light has appeared 
to some. somewhat as Paul saw on the 
road to Dalllascus. The heavenly chorus 
when it has collle forth in the power of 
the Spiri t frol11 a company of mally hun­
dreds of Spirit-filled saints, cau l1('vc:r be 
forgotten. Prophecy has ill a remark­
ablc degree accompallied the ollipouring 
of the Spirit throughout the world. warn~ 
ing of llIany events that have occulTed; 
the worlel war, famine, pestilence, and 
still warning that ot her stupendous events 
are at the door, and that Jesus is coming 
soon, and Ollr time here very, very short. 

There Are Days Ahead 
in which we will need the Spirit. \Vhen 
I see the dark clouds gathering, 1 feel 
like urgi ng men to pray, to seek the 
face of God, t hen He will rain down 
His Spi ri t, upon the old and young; 
upon the ser van ts and upon the hand­
ma idens. Do not desert the alta r , no r 
t he place o f prayer , lest the Shekinah 
cloud leave us. There are da rk days 
ahead yet, and we need the Spi ri t of 
God mightily to rest upon us. 

\,V h ile tarry ing for the lIoly Spi rit 
almost thi r ty years ago, a wonde rf ul 
vi sion of J esus appeared before me. It 
was so real. that I lifed my hand be fo re 
l11y face to see if that would shu t the 
vis ioll off, but it did 1I0 t. lV[y hand ap-
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pea red to become transparent, and 
Ihrough it still shone the bcautiful 
\'ision of the Lord. But all these won­
derful things frolll the Lord are not 
always in the past. Last Slllllfller at the 
Paris camp meeting onc morning a 
13rother Steinman, just rCllInl frol1l Pal~ 
e::itille, was to tell tilt: "WI'\, of hi:-o \'isit 
to ./ erusalem. 1 wantt.:d to hl'ar H, but 
my strength was so exhausted that I 
felt unable to sit up in the lllcetillg". Our 
car was parked just olltside tht: tent, 
so J wCnt and sat in it. hoping to rest, 
and be able to hear at the !'amc time. 
As 1 sat there a hea\'y sleep fell upon me, 
and I seelllcd to sec the i\ew leru::iakm. 
I heard sweet strains of heave-nly music, 
and as our brotht:r was speaking abollt 
the earthly Jerusalem. 1 ,:;.aw the i\ew 
'/erusalem de::icending from God. out of 
1 lea veil. It was a celestial. radiant city 
- a wonderful sight! Its ll('allty lingers 
with me yet, ancl still continues to refresh 
my spirit.

One question cOllles to me as J close. 
\Vill history repeat itself? \\'hCll the 
(·ady rain was olltpoured, there was a 
period of thirty-some years. or one 
generation, until the destruction of 
jerusalem. Now, under the latter rain. 
ll(~arly a generation has elapsed for 
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getting out the message. Is our task 
nearing its finish? From radio, press 
and pulpit, the message has gone out, 
and God \\'il1 judge those who have re~ 
jectcd Ilis call, as He did in days gone 
by. Meanwhile, may we work faithfully 
until Jeslls comes, tru~llIlg Him to yet 
more fulJy confirm the prt:aching of the

to all their flesh? \Ve read in Psalm 
107:20: "He SCllt ]ris wor<1. alld healed 
thelll." The trouble is that God's pco~ 
pIc do not feed upon IJ i5 \V<:m! as ~hcy 
should. \Vhcu we read tillS preClotis 
\Vore!. we nH1!-.t ask the lloly Spirit to 
(jl1icken the \Vol'd and. make i~ life to 
l1 S. The lIoly Ghost Will do th is as H e 
takes of the th ing'S of jesus and shows 
them unto li S. 

Now let liS look at 50l11C of the condi~ 
tions in this 58th chapter of Isaiah. God 
has been talking about a "fast." The 
people had complained to Goel that they 
had fasted, and lIe had taken no knowl­
edge of their fast, hut God found fault 
with them and told them He had not been 
pleased with their attitude, because they 
had fasted for strife and dehate, and to 
smite with the fist of wickedness, and TIc 
showed them I Ie would not hear their 
voices when fasting in sl1ch a spirit. 

Then in verse 6. lIe tells them the 

kllld of a fa ... t that would he acceptable 
unto llim. "Is not this the fa"t that I 
han chosen? to loose tht! hands of wick­
eclnC's"', to undo the heavy hurdens, and 
to Itt the oppress{'d go fn'e, and that 
ye break every yoke? I s it \lot to deal 
thy breacl to the hungry, and that tholl 
bring the poor that are cast out to thy 
hOtl!ic? when thou !i('cst the naked, that 
tholl cover him; and that thou hide not 
thysdf from thin~ own ne<;h?" 

\Vc read ill the Gospels that the Lord 
spoke of certain demons: "llowbeit this 
kind gocth not out but hy prayer and 
fasling-." Uatt. 17 :21. \Ve sec from 
this chapter in Isaia h, that the fasting the 
Lorcl rcquires means a good deal mon.! 
than simple fasting from food. Of course 
it is a very good thing to abstain from 
food, when we do it ill the right spirit; 
W{' tlHl~ g-et nearer to the Lord, and hear 
llis voice more dearly, but when we 
fast we must have the right attitude to~ 
ward J lim. \\'e must be willing to live 
for others and not for ourselves. \\Te 
must be willing to give lip selfish de­
sires and pleasures, and to follow the 
foot -McpS of J esus in a life of sacrificial 
ministry. Perhaps yotl say you cannot do 
11I11(h for others hecause you have not 
had much light yoursd f. Beloved, pass 
on to others the light God has gi\'en you, 
anrl J Ie will gi\'e you more. Be willing 
to he a little lig-ht for jcsu~ to light otbers 
011 the way. 

Y('ars ago, we did not have any street 
lig-ht ... in Ikulah Heights, and one of the 
<1m!" boys from the Orphanage used to 
come to the Beulah Station LO meet us, 
and 10 light liS on the roadway to our 
hOllle. I Ie had just a little lantern, 
hut he held it in such a ,vay that we 
woulrl have one little gleam of light shin­
ing- from it for each step of the way. 
That W<l~ quite sufficient, {or we did not 
Ilav{' to take more than 01lC step at a 
tilllt'. \5 the light of God is shed 
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ahroad in our hearts, God shows tiS how 
to light the pathway of others, and lIe 
pours out hlessings on t~S while ~\'e bless 
others. It is when we !lve the. kllld of a 
life described in Isaiah 58:6 and 7 that 
wc ~hall ha\"e the hles5cdness spoken of 
In the next fom verses. Listen care~ 
fully. Hdo\'ed, to see wha.t God ha$ for 
you if you meet the COll(litlOllS: 

I.ight breaking forth as the morning. 
ilealth "pring-ing forth speedily. 
Th" rightcouslle!>s shall go before I hee. 
The glory of the Lord shall be thy rcreward.· 
Then ... halt lhou call, and the Lord shall

What a wonderful li st of blessings, 
and we may have thel11 all by meeting the 
conditions. This docs not necessarily 
mean that you IllUSt bring the poor into 
vour house, for perhaps you have no 
house into which you can bring them, 
but we must first of all get the spiritual 
interpretation. The Lord jesus is our 
house, and we abide in lli111, and we arc 
to help others to believe in 111m a nd to 
sheller under His ca re. lI e is our 
bread, which we must feed to the hungry; 
His robe of righteousness is covering 
ior naked souls. 

Of cOll\"se it is very blessed also to 
take this literally, in doing these things 
for the needy. and if we trust God, He 
enables liS to share our blessi ngs with the 
poor. Even when people seem to have 
"cry little \vith which to enrich others, 
yet in answer to prayer lie will send 
gifts as it were from Heaven for li S to 
pass on to them. I often think of that 
word which Jestl'> s.1.ys ahollt the needy 
oncs: "For ye ha\'e the poor with you 
alwa)"s, and whensoe"er )"e will ye may 
do thclll good." :\lark 14 :7. This seems 
like a blessed permission to do good to 
the poor whenever we will, and seems to 
imply tha t God will supply the mcans 
with which we may do them good, but 
this is true to those who really trust God. 

\\'hat a great commission God gives 
us. when 11e tells us to "break eve ry 
yoke." \Vhen we look at ourselves and 
our weakness, we say, "\Vho is sufficient 
for Ihese things?" But when we look 
at tile greatness of our God and the 
power of His \Vord, we sec that in the 
Almighty Name of Jeslls, we may set 
people free, loose the bands of wick­
edness, undo the heav)' burdens and let 
the oppressed go free. The Lord J eSlls 
has told liS that what we loose on earth 
shall be loosed in heaven. \Vhat a mar~ 
"elous ministry He has for us if we will 
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only let the faithful lIoly Spirit work 
through us to bless othns, 

Belo\'ed, we will 1I0t try to go over 
in detail c\'cry part of this \\'ondt'rfui 
chapter, but we would like to have you 
study it carefully and make it yom Yer)' 
own. \\'ould you not lo\'(' to be "like 
a watered garden" in which the Lord 
can delight? \ Ve have ~('('n a garden in 
which were many choice plants, but be­
cause of lack of water the plants were 
dried lip and showed vcry little signs of 
life or beauty. \Vhcn that same garden 
received an abundant supply o{ water, 
all was changed, and the lcavcs and flow­
ers came forth plentifully. God wants us 
to be rtlled \\lith the blessed IToly Spirit. 
and then we shall continually be watel'ed 
with the river of life, until eycry plant of 
11 is planting within us shall become 
beautiful and fruitful for our God,

and to cast out demons. 1\Iatthew 10. and 
Luke 9, Before He sent forth the Sev­
enty He gavc them the ~a1llC !lowe . .!"

t:'llced among us, if th<"y are men of 
faith, to anoint the sick. than to ask 
new beginners in this glorious "\\'ay," 
But \\ hen I was lying near death's door 
111 Dctroit. 1\1ich., nearly sixtec1I years 
ago, and wanted some "cider:,," to come 
and ;)lloint me and pray over me, r could
