I want to take you 
through the Book of 
Acts and see the fouf 
principles on which we 
see there that a revival 
was maintained. It is 
rather interesting and 
coincidental that the 
Book of Acts covers a 
period of thirty years. 

Donald Gee \ V c find at t he end 
of it, lhc Spirit was 

stit! being otllpomed. J n the very 
last chapter, we read about the sick being 
healed , and of a glorious reviyai. 1 am 
glad God can keep a revival going on in­
definitely. I am not one of those who 
believe this Pentecostal revival must in­
evitably go the way of all other revivals. 
I believe it can be maintained if-but 
there are some pretty big "ifs"-and I 
want to speak of those "ifs." 

\¥hen I was in Los Angeles last year, 
I was reminded that 30 years had rolled 
by since the fire fell in Azusa Street. 
A generation has passed and the question 
before us now is, "Can this revival be 
maintained ?" The old ones in the be­
ginning of this revival are slipping home 
to God. The old generation is passing, 
and the question which serious thinking 
brethren are asking all over the world 
is, "::"Iiust histo ry repeat itself?" Must 
this revival go the way of alJ other re­
vivals? 

In turning to the Book of Acts, there 
are four thi ngs we see that explain the 
maintenance of that glo rious movcmcnt 
o f the Spi ri t in the first century. The 
first is boldlless. 

"\Vhen they saw the boldness of Peter 
and John, and perceivcd that they were 
unlearned and ignorant men, they mar­
veiled ; and they took knowledge of 
thcm, that they had been with Jesus. And 
now, Lord, behold their threatenings: 
and grant unto thy servants, that with 

all boldl/ess they may ::;peak thy words. 
.\nd when they had prayed, the place 
was shaken where they were assembled 
together; and they were all filled with 
the 1101y Gho~l,., and they spake the word 
of God wilh boldness." Acts 4:13, 29, 31. 

The first menace to that great revival 
was the menace of olltside persecution, 
but thank God, they met it with holy, 
heaycnly, Pentecostal boldncss. How 
lo\'ely is the keynotc of our prayer in the 
29th versc! ft always thrills me, for 
when thc)' had nothing before them but 
threats of death and disaster from their 
I)crsecuiors, they did not pray for de­
Jj\·crance. They did not say, "Oh, Lord, 
hide liS in a corner: do not let them find 
us." No, they didn't pray that way at 
all. They said, "Send more power until 
the dnil !::,ets sti rred up more than ever. 
Grant unto thy servant s that with all

13rothers and sisters, if this revival is 
goi ng' to be cont inued in power, we must 
1I0t let down in onc singlc thing that 
God has intrusted to us in our testimony. 
God help us to be absolutely bold in the 
things God gave us at the start of this 
Icvival, from compromise when any of 
the manifestations of the Holy Ghost 
arc concerned and fro111 currying favo r 
with the crowd. God save us from let­
ting down on anything for the sake of 
getting a little bit more of that thing 
which we t..1.11 prestige. I do pray that 
God will keep us bald where Ol\r dis­
tinctive tC!'itimony is conccrned. It is 
011(' of I"e essentials iu lIlaiJllaillill[l the 
rc~'h·a1. God kup Pelztecost Pentecostal! 

Secondly, that revival was maintained 
bccause they maintained pHrity ill their 
ranks. "And great fear came upon all 
! he church, and upon as many 3S heard 
these things." Acts 5; II. 

The second menace was not f 1'0111 with­
out, but was from within, and it always 
will be so. Our greatest sources of fail­
ure a re inside, not outside. The men­
aces are 110 longer from without. I am 
not afraid of the pamphlets they writ e. 
Thcy have been writing that stuff 
twel,lty-f'ive years, ,md thi s gathering is 
a testimony of how little eITeet it has 
had. You might as well try to stOP 
N iag-ara as to attempt to stop this thing 
-it is God ! 

1 do not want to waste my lime writ­
ing apologies for Pent('cost. I feel like 
Spurgeon felt whe ll they want~d him 
to wr ite. something in defense of the 
Bible. He said, "The Bible is a lion. 
Let it out, it will defend itself." 

I am not bothered with any outside 
at tacks against Pentecost. I am bothered

a drcam comes as we sleep. But the 
import of the one and the other would 
he \('ry similar. V'Ve look into the faces 
of young people who have a vision-not 
OIlC "i ~ioll, but many. Some of our 
\' isiolls arc natural ones, and some are 
~piritua l ; and it is going to mean a good 
deal in deh:nn illing our li ves and fu ture 
for liS, if we cull out the natural and 
lay it to one side, to catch the truth of 
the divine calling, to pursue it with 
all of the faculties within our being. 
Some have had visions of the I nstitute 
and its surroundings, and some have had 
visions of thc facnlty, But as you 
have now looked upon thel11 you have 
found a need of adjustment. You thought 
of the room where you would study or 
sleep. Now you have come to see it, 
and there is need of adjustment. Those 
were natural visions, i111agin~tions of 
the heart. 

But down deeper than all that is na­
tural there is a feeling on the part of the 
young people that they have caught the 
vision of the purposc of God for their 

II\ ('S I f God has spokcn, nouri~h it 
within your bosom . You lIlay not see 
it matnial iJ;c illl l11c.:diately or c\'en in the

In the simplici ty of his dn:oted hea rt 
J oSl'ph recited to his brl'lhrcn h is dreams. 
J Ie drcamed they were binding sheaves, 
and the !-. heaves of hiS brethren made 
obeisance to his shea f. ] I is brethren im­
ll11'd iat('ly caught the signi ficance that 
they were going to have to bo w down to 
Joseph, and they hated him for his 
drealll s. Persecution and untoward cir­
cumstances arose. O pposition and a torn 
heart became part o f his lot. nut he 
had caught a dream that had come f rolll 
God, and " i f God be for us, who can 
be ;lgain ~t us ?" If God has spoken to 
ou r hearts, let currents o f oppos ition 
CQlll t , let sorrow wring our soul, let what­
ever c ircumstances life may bring be our 
portion, if our faith and fid elity remain 
finn before om God the vision will come 
true. 

There is a price that God re<luires uS 
to pay, ] Ie has said, "Many are called, 
hu t few are chosen ." I must believe 
tha t those who arc called have had their 
dream or vision. God has called them 
10 something. He has set a Illark be­
fore them. Then there comes the testing 
of human life, the uncertainty that sur­
rou nds human existence. Man wavers 
and sometimes he quails, and at times 
draws back from the heavenly vision. 
] Ie is among the called, but not the 
chosen. 

\\' hat on the contrOlry is the experience 
uf the apostle Paul who caught a vision, 
first of our Saviour, and then of a g reat 
cOllllll ission, who th rough all the changes 
of Ii fe, imprisollment, tUllll1lt. sacrifice, 
hunger, and thirst continued 10 press his 
Wily with a yision never dimmed before 
him ? \Ve find him later 011 as he stands 
before King Agrippa saying, " \Vhere­
upon, a king Agrippa, I was not dis­
obedient lmlo the heavenly vision." He 
caught it, ever sustained it, ever had it 
as an objective, ever continued lo fol­
low aftn it. He was not only called, but 
he was chosen. 

\\~e hope by the blessing of God that 
not onc youth and not one maiden who 
cOllies under the hospitable influence of 
Central Bible Institute shall fail in their 
vision. Your faculty and directorate will 
devote themselves, and if you will devote 
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)otlr:"ch"c~ while yuu an> here and after 
you have gone forth to the fulfillment 
of the high calling, and continue to make 
it your praycr, "Lord, let Ille not only

T he re have been students 
who ha\"e come to Central B ible Jnsti tuie 
and who havc gone to other .schaab who 
han: proved themsel ves nol trus tworthy 
and nol ohedient. Some have e\'e11 felt 
it was foxy for them to do th ings which 
ma rked them as not trustworthy. \Ve 
make an appeal on th is occas ion a t ihe 
entrance of this new yea r to every young 
lIIan and woman-make yoursch'cs trust­
worthy. Let the facu lty be enabled to 
say at the close o f the ),ear, 'Ti e has 
gi\"cn a good account o f himscl f. She 
has givcn a good accou nt of herself. 
\Ve call t rust them when we sec the111. 
\Ve can trust them when we a rc absent. 
Their word is to be relied upon. They 
have principles which have not been de­
graded. They stand at the forefront as 
messengers of God and examples to their 
fellow students." If you ever want to 
be a success for God, be trustworthy! 
If 1 speak to a young person who has 
had a tendency to be careless and in­
different in this matter, purpose in your 
soul he fore God and say, "Lord, I wi ll 
by Thy grace be obedient and trust­
worthy." 

\Vhere do I find it in the life of 
Joseph? In find it on the occ.."l sion when 
his father became interested in the wel­
fare of his sons who had gone out to 
take care of the sheep of their flock. lIe 
called his son Joseph to him- Joseph 
who had had a vision, Joseph who was 
trustworthy- and gave h im food supplies 
from the hOllse. He said, "Go see thy 
brethren, then come back and let me know 
how they do." He felt he could trust 
him to go on this mission. Thank God 
today for trustworthv men and womcn. 
\Ye don 't want one disappointment, one 
setback of character. \Ve desire for 
<:veryone gaihered here that his path will 
be as the shining light that shineth more 
and more unto the perfect day. 

\Ve go back for a 1110ment to the 
thought of vision. \Vhile this young man 
went forth in all of the worthiness of 
his character, in obedience to the com­
mand of his father to find his brethrcn, 
we find him wandering in a field. It is 
no fun to be lost, to wander. Yet. my 
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young fr it nu , II the tillle ever cOllles 
whcn you have to cast about in your 
mind and :-.ay, "1 don't know the way 
to go. (;od has callcd me, but tht way 
seems obscure ; there seems no possibility 
of Illy seeing its f ulfiJlment," let me 
remind you that God ie; with you when 
you a rc wandering, and if you are sin­
cere in yo ur heart lIe is with you as 
much as lIe is when the light is as bright 
as the noonday !-iun. \\'ho has not had 
1l1lSgl\l11!-:'S? \\'ho has not come to the 
time of qucstions? The adversary says, 
" It mu..,t 110t have bccn the vision of 
God that you had back yonder. It was 
a mistake. You cannot see the way out." 

).{a\· I caU your attention to God's 
wOlld~rful servant Job in the midst of 
le:O;l ing. "Behold, J go forward, hut He 
i!'i not there: and backward, hut r can­
not p<.'rc~ivc Him: on the left hand. 
where J 1 e doth work, but I cannot be­
hold 11 im: He hidcth himself on the 
right hand, that ] cannot see Him." 
\Yasn't that man of God wandering? 
Hut I .scc him in the midst of it a ll, say­
ing, "But lIe knoweth the way that ] 
takc: when lle hath tried me, I shall 
come forth as gold." God knows the 
way that you take. lIe knows the per­
plexities of life, and Hc knows how to 
bring you out to an expected end. Thank 
God. lie is our great and heavenly Fa­
ther.

Revivals are 
not sustained by "quantity": they arc 
::.u~t;:\in('d by quality. \Ve need to sound 
that note again and again . We must 
not worship "quantity." It is "quality" 
that ",vill COUllt, and ultimately quality 
\\ ill be the fmal thing that will s..1.y 
whether thi s revi,'al is going on, or 
whether God is going to raise up another 
one. God gi\'e us a passion for quality. 

The early Church was threatened by 
the hypocri sy of Ananias and Sapphira. 
The thing that made God angry, was that 
theirs was not an honest consecration, for 
Peter said to Ananias, concerning the 
property they sold: "\Nhile it remained, 
was it not thine own? and after it was 
sold, was it not in thine own power? 
""hy hast thou conceived this thing in 
thine heart ? thou hast not lied unto men, 
but unto God." It was not because An­
,lI1ias did not give all the money, that 
God was angry about it. The trouble 
was, Ananias told a lie and pretended he 
was consecrated when he was not, God 
forbid us fro l11 pretending to be what 
we arc not; pretending to be wholly con­
secrated or not consecrated at all. 

For the maintaining of the revi\'al we 
must have a, high standard of purity and 
holiness in our midst. That's why I 
have been asking Goel to give us loI s 
of wonderful qlwlity in our spi ritual Ii fe, 
to give us the real thing in all the rich­
ness of it s heavenly beauty.

\Vhat was the secret of such a suc­
cessful city-wide meeting, in Samaria? 
Philip, the Evangelist, was 

Full of Christ 
He preached Christ because his heart 

was full of Christ. He spoke out of the 
abundance of his heart. We usually 
speak on subjects with which we are 
most familiar, and which are of greatest 
interest to tiS. When we are full of 
Christ, we have no difficulty in witness­
ing for and preaching Christ, for H.e 
will be our chief interest and the tOpiC 
of our conversation. 

As a sales manager drills into his sales­
men, the necessity of being "full of" 
or thoroughly familiar and ';sold on" 
their products, in order to sell it success­
fully; so we, as Christians, must be fu ll 
of Christ, to be successful soul winners. 
We must have a personal knowledge of 
and acquaitance with 01rist before we 
can preach Christ effectively. Philip 
was not only full of Christ but he was 

Full of Faith 
Tn Acts 6:3 we read that men full of 

faith were chosen to be deacons. One 
of them was Philip. IIe had a blessed 
ministry in Samaria, with signs and won­
ders following and many miracles and 
healings; so much so that there was 
great joy in that city. Acts 8:7. 

Divine healing is received through 
prayer, which is accompanied with faith. 
\¥hen we pray, we must believe, in order 
to have aliI' prayers answered. Prayer 
is the secret of a Christian Life. \¥ith­
Ollt it we cannot make spi ritual progress. 
The reason many do not pray is that 
they do not know Christ. To know 
Him is to love Him, and to love Him is 
to want to commune and have daily fel­
lowship with Him. A greater knowl­
edge of Christ increases our confidence 
in Him. Philip had results, because he 
was a man of prayer and full of faith. 
He wOO also 

Full of the Holy Ghost 
This was another requirement for a 

deacon in the early church. Acts 6 :5. If 
it was necessary for the deacons in the 
early church to be filled with the Holy 
Spirit. how much more in these days of 
apostasy and iniqulty? 

It was this dynamic power within 

Philip which enabled him to preach 
Cbri!tt to an unbel ieving generation in 
such a manner as to convict of sin, and to 
bring about conversions. The Holy Spirit 
will empower us to be effective witnesses. 
Philip was also 

Full of Obedience 
Frolll the natural viewpoint, Philip 

might ha\'e ignored the leading of the 
Lord when "the Angel of the Lord spake 
unto Philip saying, Arise, and go toward 
the south, unto the way that goeth down 
f rOI11 Jerusalem unto Gaza, which is des­
ert." But he did not question God by 
saying, "\<\lhy should I go down lO such 
a desolate place, when I am preaching 
to multitudes here in Samaria ?" He was 
fully obedient, and went to mllll ster to 
a colored man in the desert. Acts 8 :29. 

It is understood that the gospel was 
introduced into Ethiopia by the converted 
eunuch. As a result, even to today, tht:n:: 
are thousands of Coptic Christians 
throughout all this part of Africa. This 
act of obedience produced more result~ 
than Philip's big mceting in Samaria. 

How are we to judge what is a big or 
a Iittlc ministry? The best policy to 
follow is to be obedient to the Lord 
in all things; which is the secret of a 
successful Christian life. 

Although Phi li p was filled with Christ 
and the Holy Ghost, and had a life of 
prayer and faith, and was obedient to the 
will of God; yet his efforts, in winning 
the eunuch to Christ, might have been 
f ruitlcss had he not been 

Full of \Visdom 
"Are you saved? If not, you are go­

ing to Hell 1" was not blurted out at till' 
eunuch by Phil ip. God did not lead hill I 
to speak so rudely. JTe approached him 
very tactfully and said unto him, "U'li­
derstanc1cst thou what thou readest 7" 
The eunuch, desir ing enlightenment upon 
the scripture which he was reading, in­
"ited Philip to sit with him in the chariot. 
and e.'Xpound to him the \Yord. Acts 
8:3l. 

Philip was able to avail himself of this 
opportunity, and to win a soul for Christ, 
because he was full of divine wisdom. 
Many are lost, dlle to the lack of ,,\·is­
dom on the part of Christian w. ·rkers 
in dealing with them. "I f any n:;;.n 
lack wisdom, let him ask of Got!, ", 1~0 
giveth to all men liberally:' James 1 :5. 
Philip, not only approached the eunuch 
tactfully, but he was 
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Full of Scripture 
I Ie kilt:\\" his Bible and was able to ex· 

pound to the eUlluch the scripture which 
perplexed him. Though Philip had had 
all the preceding qualifications, yet, had 
he not known his Bible, so that he could 
give the necessary information to the in­
quirer, he would not have been able to 
lead that soul to Christ. 

A salesman must know his catalog and 
his product in order to gi ve the neces­
sary information to the inquiring cus­
tomer. If he fumbles through his cata­
log and is not able to find the sought for 
data, or meet thc objection, or answer 
the question, he will not be able to con­
summate the sale. So we as Christian 
workers must know our Bibles and be 
able to turn to the right scripture to help 
the lost souls Wh0111 we contact. 

\Vith this we also need to be 

Full of Good Report 
"\\'hat you do speaks so loudly T can­

not hear what you say." \Ve "arc living 
epistles, known and read of all men." 
\Ve are "walk ing signboards," and oth­
ers are interprcting the gospel according 
to us. To be a succcssful soul winner 
we must li ve a consistent Christian life. 
Our testimony will ha\'e little efTeet un­
less it is supported by a life of good 
report. Philip was full of a good report. 
Acts 6:3. 

It is said that :Moody at onc time was 
travel ing in a coach with a number of 
unsaved people, His very presence so 
convicted them that they cried out to 
God to have mcrcy on them, and they 
knelt there in the cO<lch and were saved. 
May we so live that others can see that 
we walk and talk with God, and that 
God surely is in us and working through 
us. May our conversation and conduct 
be so 01fistlike, that it will convict oth­
ers of their sins and cause them to seck 
the Lord. 

Conclusion 
Samaria was visited with a marvelous, 

city-wide, supernatural revival because a 
man of God who was full of Christ, 
faith, the Holy Spirit, obedience, divinc 
wisdom, the scriptu res, and a good re­
port came their way.

(Continued from Page Three) 
the Grecians. I\nd yet they met it and 
insured the continuance of the revival 
by "gO'l.lcrmllcllt ." J f I said that in some 
places, they would want to drive me out. 
But God has opened our cycs to the fact 
that there is nothing in divillc gO'"uernillg 
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to quench the Spirit. God has blessed 
this mo\'emcnt. as we have recognized the 
importance of ·'governments." 1 Cor. 
12 :28. 1 was brought up on the thought 
that all organization, that all government, 
is fleshly and carnal. I am so glad that 
God has opened Illy eyes to see things 
better than that. 

The apostles met the situation by 
appointing seven men to take care of the 
business end of things while they gave 
themselves continually to prayer and to 
the ministry of the \Vord. The result 
is shO\vn: "And the word of God in­
creased; and the number of the disciples 
multiplied in Jerusalem greatly, and a 
great company 0 f the priests weTe obe­
dient to the faith." 1 think that's a won­
der. "And Stephen, full of faith and 
power, did great wonders and miracles 
among the people." 

The third crisis that jeopardized the 
continuance of the revival in the early 
Church arose because the number of the 
disciples was multiplied, and because of 
that there arose a murmur. \ Vhencver 
we grow, there arc sure to be growing 
pains. \ Vhen we grow there is sure to 
be a bit of trouble, but ne\'ertheless 
thank God we can grow healthy and 
heavenly as we deal with real situations 
in the fear of God. 

\Vhen J was visiting my dear mother 
on one occasion, she went to a little 
drawer where she kept her treasures, and 
brouRht out a pair of baby shoes. She 
said, "There, Donald; those arc the shoes 
you wore on your third birthday: you 
were pretty then." 

And some people are always bringing 
out these "good old times" when we were 
three years old, and they are showing 
us our bahy shoes, and they are saying 
"Oh, yOll were pretty then!" Perhaps 
wc were; but I want to say T am glad 
we have grown up a bit, and now wear 
number nines. 

\Ve have grown since then; but be­
cause we have grown; because the num­
ber of disciples has multiplied, we have 
problems that we never had then; and 
I am glad for our problems; I am glad 
for Ollr difficulties. They are marks that 
God is blessing us with an increased, 
lovc\y, healthy growth. Because of that, 
there arose a need of organization. The 
only thing that will meet that need, is 
organization. Let us meet it fairly and 
squarely. 

\\fhen that movement occurred the 
Apostles did not say, "Let's pray about 
it." and let it go at that. T know of 
people, who every time trouble comes, 
look holy and say "Let's pray about it." 
There arc times when we have to do 
something ourselves. There is a time 
when we need to lalk about it. Do not 
misunderstand me, the apostles did not 
neglect prayer. But thcy did not neglect 
(OIIllS('/. 1'hat has its important place. 
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Of course there arc othtrs who do not 
pray, but who would say, "Let's preach 
about it." 

I am a firm believer, and I get firmer 
all the time, in the value of (01I/crcllces. 
I am glad this is an illltrnational COI1-
fcn.:ncc. \\"hat about having the next 
one over in Europe? Let's have a great 
conference in London? \Vhat about it? 
I bclie\'c God blesses us when we meet 
together and can fer about the problems 
which we all havc, However, let me 
drop one word of warning: when the 
need arises and we organize, God save 
us from organizing beyond our need. 
\\'e are all made difTerentiy. Some of 
us are poets and some of us are not; 
some of liS are musicians ami some of 
us arc 1ll111lsters. Some of us can not 
bear business matters and some of us 
~imply swim in them. Some of us love 
them. Some of liS are never happy un­
less we are debating somc abstruse point 
of parliamentary procedure. ~[y breth­
ren who love organization and business 
and parliamentary law, 1 want to say 
that there are times when we need to 
put a chain on you fellows and keep 
you chained up, because there is a deadly 
danger to avoid. There are many of our 
problems that are spiritual problrHls and 
they can only be solved by spiritual rem­
(dies. Beware, lest we organize beyond 
the point of necessity, 

The 6th chapter of Acts, together with 
the 15th, arc probably the greatest chap­
ters we could study for a gathering like 
this. \Ve see that they had spiritual 
leadership. \Yhen thc crisis arose, the 
leadership was there, and God give us 
leadership. There is a big difTerence 
between leadership and dictatorship. I 
don't believc the Church of God is gov­
erned from the tail but from the head. 
\Ve don't want any backseat drivers. 
If revival is maintained we shall have 
to ha\'e leadership and order. 

And the last thing, we must have 
vision if this revival is going to be 
maintained. One of the deadly dangers 
that confronts every revival, local as­
sembly and personal minister is the dan­
ger of si tting down and becoming "dead­
ly comfortable." Let's not become stag­
Ilant. 

J like the 10th Chapter of Acts. It 
is the first story of Pentecost coming 
to the Gentiles and I am glad it wasn't 
the last. The call to us yet is, "Go ye 
into all the world and preach the gospel 
to enry creature." God save us from 
~ettling down and becoming too com­
fortable. God knows I nearly did it 
at the loveliest assembly in all the world 
at Edinburgh, Scotland; but I am now 
living in two suitcases and carrying a 
typewriter, and I am tremendously happy. 
God save Pentecost from becoming COm­

fortable. 
All of us should have vision .. there is 
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no finer word. Thc \'i~ion of the fields 
white unto harvcst that sends us to our 
knees. The Vision that made them fast 
and pray until the JIoly Spirit gave the 
word, .. Separate me Barnahas and Saul 
for the work whereunto J havc called 
tiH.'lll." The vision that this Pentecostal 
message shall be "preached to every 
creature which is under hcavcn." Col. 
1:23. 

The Grea/ Removal 
To those of God's saints in this age 

who are cOllnted worthy, a complete es­
cape is to be granted from the disastcr.s, 
political, terrestrial ilnd planetary, 111 

which humanity at large is to be involved 
at the close of this age. The whole of 
the truth of the Lord's ncar return will 
fall short of practical profIt to us unless 
it stir us to watchfulness and prayer: 
"\\'atch ye, therefore, and pray always 
that ye may be accounted worthy to 
escape all these things that shall come to 
pass and to stand before the Son of 
i\lan."

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"And the m(;n o f the city s..1.id unto 
Elisha, Behold, r pray thee, the situat ion 
of thi ... city is pleasant, as my lord sceth : 
hut the waler is naught, and the ground 
barrell. " 

I believe the meaning- o f tlJericho," the 
cit y nwntioned here, is "a pleasant place." 
]t was a delightful and pleasant place 
hecause of its natural surroundings. But 
MJIll('lh ing had come over that ci ty. A 
droug-ht had set in and tlJ('rc was a lack 
of walt'l'. No longer was there any green 
gras ... to look upon. No more did they 
g'ale at beautiful fl owcrs and well-laden 
fruit trl:l'S. EVl'1I the birds W(,H' with­
holding' their song. A i-i pirit of sadness 
Sl'l'lll('d to he rest ing over the place, The 
city was barren instead of fruitful. The 
waters had been withheld for some rea­
son. J Il:l1c(; the people, when t hl'Y camc 
to the prophet Elisha, said, "The si tua­
tion of Ihis city is pleasant ... but!" 
1'lIl're was a but . It is that word but 
that makes all the difTcrencc in til(' lives 
of Illen and women, communities and 
mO\'l'lllents. 

If we look back into the past history 
o f some of the greatest movements the 
world has known, we have to acknowl­
edge Lhat they began in the power of the 
J foly Spirit and continued thus for some 
time. But something happened. The 
power hegan to wane. The glory of 
God lifted from those movements. There 
was plenty of ecclesiastical machinery. 
The Presbyterian denomination, the 
Methodist denomination, the Baptist and 
other denominations can boast of plenty 
of ecclesiastical machinery today, all 
\ .... ork~lg well, but. Unfortunately there 
is a bllt in the case of all of these move­
ments which God J-limsel £ was respon­
sihle for creating. 

\Ve think of the Quakers. There was 
a clay when they quaked and prophesied 
under the power of the 1I0ly Ghost, and 
when healings and other remarkable 
things took place in their midst. But 
the power waned; the glory lifted. A 
lovely place! Yes, it was pleasant. "But 
... barren." No more do we hear of 
their quaking under the power of God. 
No longer do they prophesy, nor do heal ­
ings take place as formerly. There is 
a but. 

\Ve look, again, into the history of 
Methodism. \Ve arc amazed when we 
read what God did under the mighty 
ministry of John \Vesley and compare 
it with the conditions that exist today. 

It is hard to hear a "hallelujah" today 
in the Methodist churches of South 
Afnca. There was a time when they 
saw \'i~ions, as we see them, in the Spirit. 
Once John \Vesley even prayed for his 
lam(: horse and God healed it, and sick 
people \\,prc healed in their midst. There 
was a time when ~fethodist meetings 
were fill('c! with the presence of God and 
men anri womcn werc prostratcd under 
the 1)()Wl'r of God. But the power and 
til(' ginn' that f('!'ited upon those mcet-
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lllgS lifted. They still have their ,,;crvices, 
of cOllrse-good meetings, too--bllt the 
g-Iory, the glory of God, is not in evi­
dence. I have heard from reliable 
sources that many of the !vlethodist col­
leges arc honeycombed with modernistic 
teaching. 

Many of the same remarks apply to 
the SaJvation Army. Bodily prostrations 
and heal ings frequently took place, but 
now-I1O more! Not in South Africa, 
and certainly not in England, at any 
rate. The organization is big, and their 
ecc1esiasticalmachineryall that one might 
desire. Their buildings are beautiful. 
BlIt! 

In New York City I saw a church 
huilding that cost three quarters of a 
million dollars, I understand, but I won­
der how much of God's power dwells in 
that magnificent place of worship. No 
doubt they have a fine e.xpensi\'e organ, 
a trained choir, a brillant and eloquent 
pastor, and a good crowd of people gath­
ering from Sunday to Sunday, btlt! 

\Vhat applies to organizations and 
communities also applies to us individual­
ly. You will find in every Pentecostal 
congregation men and women who were 
moved by the power of the lIoly Spirit 
at one time, but who now have lost that 

anointing. \ Vhat has happened? \Vhen 
cne loses his "first 100"e" for Chri~t, then 
there is a bllt written over the history of 
that individual--or church or community. 
J lo\\>' is it with you today? Do you have 
the anointing you had some years ago? 
Do you still have the power of the Spirit 
in your life? Are you just as carnest 
as you used to be? Can you say that 
the Lord Jesus Christ is still fil li ng your 
\ ision? Can you say you arc just as 
anxious about the salvation of souls as 
when you found Jesus and were filled 
\\ ith the Spirit ? These are questions YOll 
Illilst ull:)wer to God. 

I notice that when the people of Jeri­
cho came to Elisha, he replied, "Bring 
me a new cruse, and put salt therein." 
llr was anxious to have a lIew cruse. 
\\'hcli God wants to do something He 
docsn'L look around for an old backslider 
or sinner to do it. lIe looks for a new 
creature ill Christ Jesus-for somebody 
with a new heart, a new spirit, and a new 
vision. 11 e uses that person to heal 
where there is trouble. \\' here there has 
been revi val , it has come because God 
sent Ol1e of His new vessels along with 
salt in him. 

Elisha went to the spring of the wa­
ters. lIe didn't go to the water that was 
running through the city. "He went forth 
unto the spring of the waters." He 
wanted to reach the fountain head, That 
teaches me that when there is something 
wrong in a church or individual, God 
goes to the very fountain head of the 
trouble. John the Baptist ~aid, "Now 
is the axe la id to the root o£ the trees." 
Not to the branches, to chop them off 
- he went to the root. Elisha went to 
the fountain head. God a/'ways goes to 
the root. 

This reminds me a f the words of the 
Lord Jesll s, "Out of the abundance of 
the heart the mouth speaketh." The 
heart is the source, the fountain head, 
of either good or evil. Jesus said, "For 
out of the heart of man proceedeth ... " 
and a long li st of about thirteen sins is 
given. "Evil thoughts, fornication s, mur­
deI's ... pride, foolishness. " All these 
things, Jesus said, come out of the heart. 
H these things are in a life, God has to 
deal with the heart. He docs not merely 
deal with the sins themselves. \tV hen the 
heart gets right with God, the life is 
speedi ly adjusted. 

"And put salt therein." Salt-what 
does it mean? \Ve know that it pre­
serves, and every good housewi fe has salt 
to preserve the food, and also for flavor-

Tcstaml'nt treatment; the nature and the as­
surance of salvation, dealing wit h just ificat ion, 
re~eneralion . and ~allctificalion; the natu re and 
gifl'> of the I ioly Spir it, speaking in detail 
of the Spirit in the Old Testament, in the 
Christ, in human experience and in the church; 
and the nature, founding, mLmbcr~hip, work, 
ordinances. worship, and organiTation of the 
church. It closes with a chapter 011 "T he Last

'·,Man was created with a colpacity for im­
l1Iortality, that is, he did not have to die 
if he obeyed God's law, In order that he 
miJ.:ht 'lay hold' on immortality and eternal 
lift·, he was placed under a covenant of works, 
pictured by the two trees-the tree of the 
knowledge of good and evi l and the tree of 
life. Life was thus conditioned upon obedience; 
a .. long as Adam observed the law of life, he 
had a right to the tree of life. But he dis­
oOcyed, broke the covenant of life, and became 
sevarated from God the source oi life. Death 
began from that moment and was consummated 
a t the disruption of the personality in the 
form of separation of soul and body. But 
notice the penalty included more than a phy­
sical death; the physical dissolution was an 
indication of God's disfavor, and of the fact 
that man was out of touch with the foun­
tain of life. Even though Adam later may 
have become reconciled to his Maker, pby­
lIit;ll death continued, in accordance with the 
divine decree, 'i n the day that thou eatest 
thereof thou shalt stl rely die.' Only th rough 
an act of redemption and a recreation would 
llIall again have a r ight to the tr('C of life 
which is in thc midst of the llarad;~e of God. 
Through Ch rist righteousncss is restored to 
the soul, which, at the resurrection, is re­
united to a glorified body." 

In ~peakillg of the claims of Jesus we read: 
"1 [e IlIIt Himseli side by side wuh the divine 
actiVIty. ·My Father worketh hitherto, and 
I work.' John 5: 17. ' I camc fo rth f rom the 
Father.' John 16 :28. 'My Father hath sent 
me.' John 20:21. H e claimed a divine knowl­
edge and fellowship. Matt. 11:27; John 17 :25, 
lie claimed to unve il the Father 's heing in 
lIimself. John 14 :9- 11. H e assumed divine 
prerogatives: omnipresence (Matt. 18 :20) ; 
power to forgive sins (Ma rk 2 :5-10); and 
power to raise the ~Iead . John 6:39, 40, 54 ;

" I t means that the atoning death of Cbrist 
was a rea lity , and that man may fi nd forgive­
ness fo r past sins, and so fi nd peace with 
God. Rom. 4 :25. The resu rrect ion is really 
the complet ion of the atoning death of Chri st. 
I {ow do we know that it was no ordinary 
dea th- that it really will take away sin ? Be­
cause He arose. 

"It muns that we havc a sympathet ic High 
Priest in heaven, who has lived our life, and 
known our sorrows and infirmities, and who 
is able to g ive us power to live the Chr ist life 
day by day. He who died for us, now lives 
for us. Rom. 8 :34; Heb. 7 :25. 

'' It means that we may know that there is 
a life to come. 'O ut no one has ever come 
back to tell us about the other world,' is a 
common object ion. But Somebody has come 
back- J esus Christ. To the question, 'If 
a man d ie shall he live agai n ?' Sciencc can 
onl y say, '\Ve do not know.' Philosophy call 
only say, 'There ought to be a future life.' 
But Christian ity can say , 'Because He lives, 
we shall li\·e also : because He arose from the 
dead, so shall a ll .' 

"T hc resurrection of Christ not only givcs 
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proof of the fact of immortalit~" but al~" 

th(' a"!'urance of perso'lOi immortality. 1 TheS!. 
4.14; 2 Cor. 4:14; John 14:19." 

Speaking of the nature oi animal sacrifices 
v.c read: "After the confusion of tongues 
(Gen, 11 :1-9) No.1.h's descendants sl.:atteroo 
everywhere, carrying with them the true knowl­
edge of God, for as yet there was no record 
oi idolatry, What occurred in course of time 
is. briefly described in Rom. 1: 10-32. The na­
lions turned from the pure worship of God 
and soon lost sight of His glorious godhead, 
Spiritual blindness resulted. Instead of see­
ing God through the heavenly bodies, they be­
gan to worship these bodies as deities; instead 
of set'ing the Creator through the trees and 
animals, thcy began to worship these as gods; 
instead of recognizing that man was made in 
the image of God, they began to make gods 
in the image of man. Thus spiritual blindness 
led to idolatry. Idolatry was no Illere intell ec­
tual maller; the worship of Nature which fo rms 
the b.1.sis of most heathen religions, led man to 
deify (make gods of) his own lusts, and moral 
corrulltion was the resu It . 

"Yet in spite of this pervers ion, man's wor­
ship bore dim marks wh ich indicated that there 
was a time when he knew better. Back of 
the idolatries of Egypt, India, and China onc 
discove rs a belief in one true God, the Eterna l 
Spirit who made a ll things." 

Speaking of the regulation of spiritual gifts 
we read: '·The lightning that rends trees, bu rns 
houses, and destroys people is of the same 
nature as the electricity that operates so 
smoothly through a (lOwer house. The dif ­
fe rence lies in the matter of control. In 1 
Corinth ians 12 Pau l has revealed the mighty 
spiritual resources of power available for the 
church; in the fourtcenth chapter he exhibits 
the 'controls' by which th is power is to be 
regulated, so that it bu ilds up rather than de­
stroys the church. The inst ruction was needed, 
fo r a reading of this chapte r will show that 
pandelllonium had heen reigning in some mcct­
ings due to a lack of knowledge of spiritual 
ma nifestations." 

SllCak ing of the second coming of Ch rist 
we read : "The seeond coming is mentioned 
more than 300 t imes in the N ew Testament. 
Paul refers to it in his E pist les at teast 
fi fty t imcs.

1 :7 ; Zech. 14:4) , vis ible (Heb. 9:28; P hil.

SER~iO:-J IN VERNACULAR 

To take cha rge o f a mission sta tion, which 
is the cen ter for Christians a lld workers 
living in some forty-odd towns and villages, 
is no small task for eve II a seaso ned mis­
siona ry. To ado to this the respollsibility 
fo r the evangelization of approximately 
thee hundred thousand people for whom 
Christ died, is a burden which it is only pos­
sible to car ry by the help of God and earn­
est, fervent, and effectual praye r of God 's 
people. \Vhen we think of how the Lord 
has th r ust us into this position, after only 
four mon ths on the field, and consider how 
He has helped us so wonderfully, our hearts 
are filled with thanksgiving, wonder, and 
praise to our Redeemer. 

Little did we realize the adju stments we 
would have to make when we first touched 
African soil a few short months ago; nor 
did we have any idea of the difficulties of 
the language except as we had heard from 
others. As we look back, we are made to 
feel as Joshua must have felt after the g reat 
mo untain became a plain. Thi s is not to 
infer that all ou r difficulties are now over. 
but merely to say that we have proved God 
and His Spirit to be ab undantly able to help 
us in and through all circumstances.

white, black, browll or yellow, Jew or Gen­
tile. all are precious in the sight of tht.· 
Lord. and all are one in I rim. I forgot tlMt 
it was the first time I was ~peakinK in the 
native language and felt the presence {Jt. 
Christ in our midst and of the moving of 
the Holy Ghost as the "Amens" came from 
full hearts. To be sure the message was not 
long-just fifteen or twcnty minute .. -but in 
that short time, the Lord had !'.poken to at 
least one heart about forsaking the wav .. of 
sin and coming to the Saviour. Whe,; the 
closing song was being Sling, a stalwart 
"son of Africa" came forward au(\ knelt at 
the feet of Jesus to ask pardon for his 
sins. To hear his testimony artef\\ard aud 
st'e the light of Chri~t on his face \\a~ 
enough to assure us that he had touched the 
throne of Grace. Praise God. IIi!'. Word 
will not return unto H im void, hut it will 
accomplish the saving of all who come un­
to !lim.
